LATER FROM HAVANA.

The U. S. Mail Steawship Philadelphia, Gusta-
vus Harrison, Esq., Commander, arrived at New
York on Mon She left New Orleans March

8th for New York via Havana, at which port she
arrived on the morning of the 9th, and sailed
same day for this port. The Philedelpaia landed
and transferred 75 passengers at Havana and
brings 77 passengers and a fair cargo for New
York.

There was little of interest occuring at Havana.
The health of the city was good. Stock of sugar
on hard 150,600 boxes.

Prices declined 12rl. per arrobe.

Exchanges were heavy last week. The number
of strange now in Havana is about 1,000. The
Philadelphia conveyed General Wm. Walker and
his right band man, Colonel Natzmer, from New
Orleans.

There had been several accidents on the railroads
leading out of the city, one a fatal one, a negro boy
being the victim. The Carnival had commenced
with great gaiety. The Opera company were giv-
ing their farewell representations, and numerous
brilliant balls were announced.

By the arrival at Havana of the steamer Europa,
we have advices from Porto Rico to Feb. 26. The
Boletin Mercantil, of the 12th, says that on the
night of the 4th, a large clipper ship, name un-
known, but with a T on one side of the prow, went
ashore near Punta de Candelero, and made signals
of distress, In the morning she was discovered to
be a slaver from the coast of Africa, with six hun-
dred negroes on board. The captain and mate, and
some of the crew had died on the passage, and the
rest of the crew were sickly. Twenty-eight sailors
were arrested and locked up in prison. The ne-
groes were taken to the cagital in the Hernan Cor-
tes, but what disposition was made of them does
not appear.
