Market weak, steady.

ARRIVAL OF THE CITY OF WASHINGTON.
Changes in the British Cabinet.

NEW YORK, March 16.?The steamer City of
Washington arrived here this morning from Liver-
pool with dates to the 2nd inst.

The steamer Asia arrived out on the 27th ult.
There was less c nlidence in the preservation of

peace than when the Arabia sailed.
The report is confirmed that the Pope invites the

withdrawal of the French and Austrian troops
from Rome, but it is not known how these powers
willact.

War rumors still continue. It is stated that the
ground for supposing that the French and Aus-
trians willevacuate the Papal States, is because of
the invitation of the Pope. Rumors in Paris say
that the French troops will withdraw.

Warlike preparations continued to progress ac-
tively in France, and the funds which were so buoy-
ant on the departure of the Arabia had become de-
pressed. French 3 per cents, closed at 67 for 50c.

Lord Cowley had reached Vienna and had an in-
terview with the Emperor.

D'lsraeli's reform bill had been introduced into
Parliament. It is moderate in character, and par-
tiallyextends the elective franchise, conferring it
upon all members of the learned professions and
parties having small investments in the funds and
savings banks. The bill was strongly attacked by
the Reformers, but a large meeting of Conserva-
tives. two hundred strong, held at Lord Derby's,
had pledged a unanimous support of the measure.

Lords Walpole, the Home Secretary, and Henley,
the President of the Board ofTrade, have retired
from the Cabinet on account of differences of opin-
ion on the Reform bill. Mr. Southeron Estcourt
succeeds the former, and Lord Donoughmore the
latter. Lord March replaces Estcourt as President
of the Poor Law Board.

Rumors were current of further secessions from
the Cabinet, including the Earl of Salisbury and
Mr. Adderlev.

The British exports show an enormous increase
over last year.

The latest Paris letters say the chances for war
or peace continue still the same.

ROBBERY. ?On Sunday night last a burglarious

entrance was effected into the premises of Alfred H.
Reip's house furnishing store, No. 337 West Balti-
more street, near Eutaw street.

tered the premises by passing through an alley ad-
joining a candy manufactory, in the rear, and climb-
ing a low shed" built against the east wall of the
store. From this place they succeeded in reaching
the roof by the aid of a ladder 20 feet long, which
they had taken from the yard below. On the roof
they forced the iron shutters of one of the windows
between two box skylights, and descended to the
store. Here they forced the lock of an empty
money drawer, broke open a desk, and scattered its
contents over the ffoor. They also attempted to
force open the iron safe, but succeeded no farther
than in making several indentations on its hard sur-
acc. A soddering iron, with which it is supposed
they tried to force the safe, was found near by. A
small iron door on the east side of the store, opening
upon the first floor was also found to be partially
forced with a pick axe left sticking between it and
ilie stone facing. It is supposed that they had
endeavored to force this door in order to make an
easier exit with their booty, but were frightened
from their purpose and hastily left the premises by
the same way they entered, carrying off' nothing
but a dark lantern, worth 40 cents.

After a short consultation between Mr. Whitney

"Would you undertake to say that yon would
not believe him ifhe was testifying before a jury,
and not seeing him and the manner in which lie
testified, and taking into consideration tlie sur-
rounding circumstances of the case?"

Mr. Preston objected to the question.
Mr. V liitney argued before the Court in support

of the question as admissible, and was followed by
Mr. Preston against it.

The Court ruled that the questions must he con-
fined to the general reputation of the witness in the
community at the time the testimony was given;

KEY WEST, March G.?The schooner Hermitage,
Atwill,arrived the morning of the 6th from Garden
Key, with the otticers and crew of a slave brig
ashore on tlie Marquisas Shoal, upon which she
had been run to destroy all evidences of a success-
ful slave trip. The men ail leave for Havana in the
Isabel, unless tlie United States officers see fit to
arrest them.

It is
reported that her name is the Martha Regan. She
is a hermaphrodite brig, about 250 tons burthen
and 4 years old; Eastern built. She has a slave
deck and a large quantity of water casks and some
provisions. She has the flavor of the nigger, and
has doubtless put some hundred ashore within a
week past on the Cuban coast ? Joural of Com.

The savant, as may be imagin-
ed, was not a little surprised and amused. He in-
quired after the name of his conscientious little
reader, and took care that she readied her home
safely."

COUNT CAVOUR.

The Paris correspondent of the National Intelli-
gencer, gives the followingbiographical sketch of
this Italian Statesman :

Itis stated that great efforts are made at Tnrin, sus-
tained by several foreign influences, to overthrow tho
Ministry of Count Cavour, the representative incar-
nate, as lie has been called, of the Italian war party.
The great commotion of the day is undoubtedly
due, in chief part, to his agency. The French mat-
rimonial alliance, with its designed consequences, is
ascribed also to his influence. lie is one of the most
observable men of the time, in short, and is liable
to all kinds of biography. I shall endeav >r to give
you a short and accurate one. lie was born in
ISO!); the son of a merchant of Nice. His family no-
bilityis the creation of the late king, Charles Al-bert, and his Italian designation is Camillo Conte
of Cavour. In 184 ihe established a constitutionalnewspaper, it Hieorgimento, through which he com-
municated to the world some notable papers on
questions of political economy. He grew alikein public and royal favor, " but in the fol-
lowing year, during the contest with Austria, his
influence yielded sensibly to that of parti-
sans of a less rational faction. The fatal dav
of Novara, the abdication of Charles Albert, and
the ruin of the Democratic party followed together.
They were the immediate harve-t of Itadetzky's
victory. Count Cavour was summoned forthwith
to the councils of the present king, (1849,) first,
as Minister of Commerce and Agriculture, and sub-
sequently, in 1851, as Minister of Finance. He
strove in this latter capacity to repair the losses of
a most disastrous war, but in practical financial ad-
ministration his success was never remarkable.
Finding himself declining in favor and popularity,
he suddenly broke from his colleagues, Foresta and
d'Azeglio, and assumed the leadership of a new
liberal or national party. He overthrew the Min-
istry, and, on the 13th of October, 1852, organized
a new one. He has ever since retained the post of
first Minister of the Crown, achieving entire as-
cendancy over the mind of the King, and sustained
at all points by faithful and solid majorities in the
Legislature. He has been uniformly the friend of
liberal doctrines, of freedom of the press, freedom
of religious opinion, of industry, of trade, and of
all popular rights guarantied by the new constitu-
tion, (that of 1848.) He has waged incessant war
against Church influence in matters of State. The
sale of mortmain property was proposed and exe-
cuted by him, and he succeeded to such an extent
in confiscating clerical monopolies as to draw upon
the king and himself the thunders of the Vatican.
He was compelled to desist for the time from other
direct measures for the total emancipation of tho
laity; but, with a still broader swoop towards it, be
has assumed the leadership in the cause of Italianindependence, or, to use the correct phrase, Italian
unification. He boldly displayed again the national
Hag, the tri color, bearing, as in 1848, the rallying
cross of Savoy. It was Count Cavour who, in
hopes to enlist France and England in the cause,
sent 30,000 Sardinian troops to the siege of Sebas-topolj and in the Congress of Paris his efforts were
fearless and unceasing to drag to light the deplora-
ble state of Roman no less than Austrian Italy,
The Congress was declared to be without this ex-
tended jurisdiction: but the brave Sardinian had at
least brought his purpose home to the verv council
chamber of the sovereigns, and from every quarter
of Italv he received the most marked tokens of
sympathy and gratitude. A striking evidence of
these feeling was the open subscription and direct
contribution throughout the Italian peninsula to
the arming of the citadel of Alexandria, a Sardinian
half-dismantled fortress of great importance, upon
the Tanaro. Austria, incensed at such a demon-
stration, hastily recalled her envoy from Turin.?
Diplomatic relations have not been resumed; and
Count Cavour, relying upon the sympathies of the
world, upon national sentiment, and a popularity
wonderfully confirmed by tho last elections, lias
girded himself fearlessly but prudently for a coming
crisis, lie is in the meridian of his days; young, at
iitty; a man ot middle height, resembling in soine
degree Mr. Thiers, but taller and handsomer. A
keen and sarcastic expression, like that of the
French statesman, has been observed in tiie aspect
of the Italian; but his general manner, stamped
with tho easy self-reliance of a strong mind, is de-
scribed as that of a man to whom political station
is but the opportunity of serving bis country. In
the Assembly, on ordinary occasions, he is likened
to an intendant of some" great family, giving a
plain, straightforward account of his stewardship.
He is always ready, nevertheless, to provoke dis-
cussion, in order to explain everything the more

| lucidly; and when the subject is of a more serious
j nature, involving changes of policy and action, he

| occupies the tribune, "transfigured," to use the
| words of a French tourist, "into the impersonation

' of a statesman. Ilis language becomes elegant;
I his voice sonorous; his ideas come forth in pro-

found logical order; bis oratorical action all suited
to the moment, to the emotion; and the statesman,
unveiled, commands inevitably the admiration of
the Assembly." .Such is the substance of several
well-accredited accounts of King Cavour, as he is
familiarly called, whose royal patron has won gen-
oral approbation in deferring implicitly to tho
master mind of his Minister. King Victor Em-
manuel, a brave soldier, who, everywhere conspic-
uous in the field of Novara, received about bis per-

| son on that disastrous day no less than seventeen
i balls, (if we may credit certain French pamphlet-

eers,) but whose early gallantry and more authen-
tic wound at Goito had already made him a youth-
ful hero, is undoubtedly lookingforward for the
active service to which his Minister is striving to
conduct him.
RELIGIOUS DIFFICULTY IN A BOSTON

PUBLIC SCHOOL.
The Boston Courier of Tuesday says: Yesterday

I a difficulty occurred in the Eliot School for boys,
j on account of the refusal of a portion of the schol-

ars whose parents arc Catholics to recite the Ten
Commandments and the Lord's Prayer as thev are
written in the Protestant version of the Bible.?
The circumstances are these, as we understand
them from Mr. M. F. Cook, sub-master in the
school:

A custom prevails in tlie various schools in the
city, under the sanction of the School Committee,
of reading froin the Bible daily and of repeating
the Ten Commandments and chanting the Lord's
Prayer more or less frequently, in some cases not
more often than once a week, as is the case in the
Eliot school. In accordance with this usage, on
Monday of last week, .Miss Shepard, a teacher in
the school, was conducting this exercise, when she
observed several of the scholars vary the usual
form to agree with the Donay, or authorized Cath-
olic version of the Scriptures. Although the dif-

ference is very slight, it was sufficient to render the
exercise dissonant and confused. On inquiring
into the cause of the change, she was told by the
scholars that their parents were unwilling"they
should say the common version, and told thein to
repeat the Catholic. As the matter was confined
to two or three, it was compromised and passed
lightly over. Yesterday, in attempting to go
through, the same exercise, Miss Shepard found, in-
stead of two or three, the majority of her class utter-
ly refused to comply with the general usage in this
respect, although they were willing to re-
peat and chant the Catholic versions. The
reason assigned was that thus thev had been
instructed to do by Father Wi'get, of St.
Mary's Church, of whose parish their parents were
members. She spoke to Mr. Cook, the sub-master,
whose room is adjoining, concerning the difficulty.
Mr. Cook immediately told the fact to Mr. Mason,
the master, by whom he was referred to a member
of the School Committee, then present on some
business connected with the building. The member
of the Committee went to Miss Shepard's room and
inquired into the matter more deeplv. He found
the boys unyieldingly persistent in their position.
Two he called to his side, one of whom, Thomas
Ward, a lad of thirteen, took the lead in the ditli-
cultv the week previous. After some time Mr.
Cook, on going into the room, found matters en-
tirely unchanged, upon which he remarked that
"thev had better be turned over to his rattan."
The Committee then gave young Ward into the
bands of the sub-master with direction to enforce
obedience. .Vlr. Cook says be found it necessary to
punish the boy severely,"which he did with a com-
mon rattan, striking him upon his hand, but that
he uscil no more severity than was absolutely ne-
cessary to enforc obedience, knowing that the boy
was disobeying his religious instructors in comply-
ing with his demands; nevertheless, his hands were
so much swollen and inflamed at the end of the
punishment, that Mr. Cook bathed them
in cold water, and used other means to soothe the
irritation.

During the chastisement, which was frequently
remitted, the boy expressed a willingness to com-
ply, but for the explicit instructions by bis father
and the priest. lie was told by Mr. Mason, who
came into this room at this time, that his father had
told him he desired that the boy should repeat the
common versions. (It appears that there was a
misunderstanding in regard to this between Mr.
Ward and Mr. Mason.) He at length yielded, how-
ever.

It was thought that this example would deter the
others from further disobedience; but they still re-
mained firm. Of course chastisement was then out

ol the question and further punishment was aban-
doned. The Committee had meanwhile found, by
going from room to room, that out of 930 scholars
in the entire school, upwards of 300 bad been in-
structed in like manner.

In the afternoon Mr. Dyer, Chairman of the Dis-
trict Committee, came into the school and sent
awav about 100 who still refused compliance with
this rule. Thirty-six were sent away from Miss
Shepard's room, and about thirty each from two
other rooms.

The Courier says: We shudder at the prospect
of a religious controversy. The parties show them-
selves so fierce, so cruel, so unrelenting and un-
christian, that it becomes as uninviting at the out-
set, as it is sure to be profitless in the end. At one
of our public schools an occurrence yesterdav took
place which is deplorable in every view. A lloman
Catholic boy, acting in accordance with the instruc-
tions of his parents, refused to repeat the Ten Com-
mandments and the Lord's Prayer in any other
form than that authorized by the church in which
doctrines helms been educated; the teacher, by the
order of a member of the School Committee, inflic-
ted very severe punishment upon the boy, compel-
ling him by the pain of absolute blows to disobey
bis parents, and virtually to adjure bis religion.?
The accuracy of our information cannot be doubted
?it is from the teacher himself. Supposing these
facts to be true, we shall be thankful to anv power
which shall at once relieve us from the stain of
such intolerance?from the barbarity of such an in-
quisition.

During tho
fourth act the enthusiasm increased, and alter it
ended the curtain was again raised, and lo! the scene
was changed, and there was Gazzaniga surround-
ed bv a glare of Bengal lights, for all the world
like Mr. Crummel's infant phenomenon, "standing
on her head surrounded by a blaze of fireworks."
At this juncture two little girls from the Keller
troupe presented her with a costly album; and then
a .dance, composed in her honor, entitled "La So-
fa," was performed by the ballet troupe. The
pecuniary profit the lady received from this grati-
fying benefit amounted to near §5,000.

Maretzek was presented with a gold baton the
same evening, while Miss Philips and Messrs. Gas-
sier and Stefani, who also took part in the opera,
were enthusiastically applauded.
