NEW SLEEPING CAR ON THE BALTIMORE AND OHIO

RAlLßOAD? Excursion to Washington. ? A new and
very handsome car has just been finished at the

of the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad Com-
pany, at Mount Clare, which is fitted up on an en-
tirely new plan. The seats are so constructed as to
afford the most ample space during the day, and
are capable of being converted at night, in a few
moments, into comfortable sleeping apartments
like the berths of a steamer's cabin. A similar in-
vention has been in use on one of the Northern
Roads, but this car is the result of the most caieful
experiment, and of the ingenuity and good taste of
the mechanics here; and it is confidently expected
that its conveniences will entirely obviate the diffi-
culties that have been heretofore experienced by
those who are compelled to travel at night. It is
the intention of the Company to place these cars,as
soon as a sufficient shall have been built,
upon all their through trains to the West, so that
all who wish to do so, may avail themselves of the
very great additional comfort of this new arrange-
ment,by paying a moderately increased rate of fare.
This new car is 43, feet in length, and 9}ijfeet
wide, with a height of 7 feet, and is capable of
seating or sleeping 4:8 passengers.

I HORRIBLE AFFAIR?SHOOTING OF A '
LAMPLIGHTER. 1

ARTIEST ANDEXAMINATION OF THE SUPPOSED MURDERERS. £

estcrdav morning between twelve and one 1
o'clock a man named Joseph B. Richardson, a street j
lamplighter in the western section of the city, was |
shot through the body, while in the discharge of <
his duty. The wound was inflicted by one of a party 1
of young men standing in front of arestaurant, kept 1
by Jas. B. McAbee,on thesoutheast corner of Oregon
and Baltimore streets. It appears that when lie
received the shct, Richardson had just extinguished
a lamp on the southwest corner, opposite to where
the party of young men were standing, and was
proceeding with his ladder on his shoulder to the
next lamp at Dewberry alley. He proceeded on
nntil within a few feet of the residence of Dr. Hels-
bv, on the south side of Baltimore street, near the
alley, when he staggered and fell prostrate upon
the door steps, where he was found some few min-
utes afterwards by an officer, and taken into the
house ot the Doctor,who,upon examining the wound,
discovered that the ball had entered the hack
of the unfortunate man an inch from the spinal col-
umn, and passing through the intestines, had im-
bedded itselt under the skin ot the stonaaeh, near
the naval. From Dr. Helsby's residence, the suf-
ferer was soon after removed, in a wagon, to his
own house, No. 75 St. Peter street, near Scott
street, and the medical assistance of Drs. 11. W.Coburn and Richards called in. They immediately
set to work to- dress the wound and find the ball,
which proved to be of a pistol size. The doctors
think it impossible for the wounded man to survive,
as the intestines are cut through by the passage of
the bullet. Richardson lias a wife and three small
children depending entirely on him for support.?
He is a tailor by trade, and has not long been in
the service of the city in the capacity of a lamp-
lighter. It is gratifying to learn that a number of
our citizens are subscribing to a fund placed in the.
hands of Sargeant A. J. Bartholow, at the Western
district station house, for the relief of the desti-
tute family of the unfortunate man.

Soon after the shot was fired officers Hogarth
and Murray arrested Thomas .A. Kennard, EdwardBell, Nelson Holland and John Malony, and took
them to the Western distiict station house, where
they were held for an examination before the May-
or. Kennard is the only one against whom there
is any evidence. He is a young man about 23 years
ot age, and with a wife anil family resides in Ilollinsstreet, near Oregon. His occupation is that of a
deputy clerk in the Superior Court. From all ac-
counts he has hitherto borne a most excellent char-
acter. no is the same person who was a witness in
the case of the State vs. Cropps and Corrie, indicted
for the murder ot lligdon. At the examination he
gave no reason for shooting Richardson, but it is
alleged that he had previously ascribed it to acci-
dent. He also said that he never bore the unfortu-
nate man any malice and did not even know he was
shot till arrested.

At nine o'clock Kennard and his companions
were carried to the Marshal's office, and in the ab-
sence of the Mayor, examined before Justice McAl-lister, when the following testimony was elicited:Officer Hogarth testified that between fifteen and
twenty minutes before 12 o'clock, he heard two
shots tired on Baltimore street near Oregon: and
proceeding towards the direction of the sound, en-
countered a crowd of young men circulating about;
after a minute or so had elapsed, heard a double
rap given and went towards the spot; on the way
met officer Irigg, who told witness that some one
had been shot: went towards McAbee's tavern on
the corner of Oregon and Baltimore streets, and ar-
rested Thos. A. Kennard and others.

Officer John Freeman testified to the fact of hav-
ing heard the pistol tiring, and that he found Rich-
ardson lying on the door steps of Dr. Helsby's
residence; he thought him drunk, but was soon
undeceived by the wounded man, who told the wit-
ness that he had been shot.

James B. McAbee, sworn?Keeps a restaurant
on the southeast corner of Oregon and Baltimore
streets, and resides at the same place; about 11)4
o'clock on Monday night witness closed up his barand retired to rest, and shortly before 12 o'clock
was awakened by a party of young men who wished
to get something to drink; got up and went down
stairs to let them in; before wi ness could get down
a pistol was tired off'on the corner; on opening the
door saw Kennard and fflur or five others; tliev en-

: tered and ordered something, when officer Murray
also caine in; he said that a man had been shot, and
it was necessary for him to arrest the whole party;

at 51 German street; witness lives in Yanville dis-
trict, Prince George's county; nearest post-office is
Beltsville; have not read the testimony in this case;
thought it was over long ago; when he came here
last Thursday saw the account of the trial in the
papers; talked with friends in Prince George's
about seeing the man in the Bank: talked with Mr.
Alfred Atnack; don't remember how the man who
was with Thetford was dressed.

By Mr. Whitney.?Am stopping at Mrs. Welsh's
boarding-house, in German street.

By a Juror.?lt was about 10 or 11 o'clock, wit-
ness' thinks, when he was in the bank.

By Mr. Whitney.?Can't tell positively the time;
did not stop at any hotel; had no means of noticing
particularly the time.

for veracity brought in question; would believehim on his oath as readily as any man in the com-
munity.

Benjamin H. Ellicott, sworn.?Have known Smith
for ten or twelve years; don't know his general
reputation; never heard his reputation for truth
and veracity questioned.

By Mr. Preston.?Do not know Smith's reputa-
tion at this time.

Wm. H. Young, re-called?"Did you have any
conversation with Davis on the boat about taking
anv tools to the Albany prison?"

Mr. Preston objected.
Court ruled it out.
Mr. Whitney here announced that the State had

closed its case.
Court?"The testimony is closed on both sides?"Mr. Preston?"l havn't said so, sir."
Court?"Well, the Court asks the question."
Mr. Preston said it would take some time before

he would close, and the Court took a recess for ten
minutes.

On the re-as3embling of the Court, Mr. Whitney
stated that Mr. Barr would like to explain his tes-
timony given before the Jury yesterday, in which
he said he made every trip during March, except
one, and then he produced the waybills of the Post-
office Department tor every day in March, ex-
cept one, properly signed.

By Mr. Preston?Never had my son to run for
me during the month of March, nor six months be-
fore.

The following evidence was then adduced by the
defence:

Leonard Smith, re-called?There were 800 Phila-delphia bricks taken to Piper's building on the 29th
of March, in the forenoon, for running up the piers;
there is as much difference between a Philadelphia
brick and a New York brick, as there is between a
piece of fine broadcloth and a piece of felt.

By Mr. Whitney?The yard was about five blocks
distant from Piper's building; was at Piper's build
ing while it was going up, but did not deliver any
bricks there.

Captain Baxter, sworn?Made a measurement of
the railing at the Farmers' and Planters' Bank, at
Mr. Preston's request.

Mr. Whitney objected, as not rebutting.
The Court ruled it admissible.
Witness continued?The elevation of the railing

from the floor to the top is 5 feet 2j-a inches; witness
is 5 feet 11 inches high; witness could reach over
the railing and take anything from the desk beget-
ting on his tiptoes; tried it at the Bank. [A" pole
was then taken and 5 feet 2\inches measured on it;
it was placed against the clerk's desk, and the at-
tention ot the jurycalled to the measurement.]

Witness continued?Thetford is 5 leet 6}4 inches
high; witness measured him.

By Mr. \\ hitnev. ?Did not measuro the heighth
from the floor to the pigeon hole.

It was ten minutes past one o'clock when Mr.
Preston stated that he had closed for the defence.

The Court then desired the jury to visit the Far-
mers' and Planters' Bank and examine the railing
and premises generally, and took a recess for fif-
teen minutes.

Upon the re-assembling of the Court, all the
evidence having been adduced, J. Douglas Hamble-
ton, Esq., arose and addressed the juryon the part
of the prosecution.

Mr. fiambleton's argument, which was clear and
forcible, occupied a littleover one hour. He will
be followed by Mr. Preston for the defence.

The Court at quarter to three o'clock adjourned
until this morning at 10.

MESSAGE OF MAYOR SWA.NX VETOING THE
RAILROAD BILL.

MAYOR'S OFFICE, CITY IIALI., 7
Baltimore, March 22nd, 1859. j

To the Honorable, the member* of the First and Se-
cond Branches of the City Council:
GENTLEMEN:?I return, without my signature, the

ordinance entitled "An Ordinance empowering
\V illiam H. Travel's, William S. Browning, William
DeGoey, Robert Cathcart, Joshua Snmwalt, and
those who are now or may hearafter become asso-
ciated with them and their assigns, to build andlay down tracks for a Passenger Railroad on Balti-more street and other streets." The whole sub-
ject has had my most earnest consideration, and I
have felt constrained from an imperative sense of
duty to the people of this city, to exercise the priv-
ileges conferred upon me as a co-ordinate branch of
this government, in withholding mv co-operation
from said ordinance, with a view to 'certain modifi-
cations and amendments which have occurred to me
as advisable.

The subject of street railways is one of compara-
tively recent origin. Itis fortunate, however, for
us that other and more populous cities have taken
the lead in the establishment of this mode of trans-
portation, and thus enabled us to follow the result
of their experience. Public opinion has long sincerecognized the importance of improved facilities in
bringing together and consolidating the population
ot all large cities. A few years ago suburban pro-
perty in and around the co'rporate limits of the citv
ot Baltimore was comparatively valueless, whether
as sites for business purposes, or private dwellings,
owing to remoteness from the more active marts of
commerce, and the absence of the means of prompt
and regular communication. The introduction of
coaches, of enlarged capacity, plying regularly be-
tween these distant points, produced an immediate
change in the habits of our people, and added mil-
lions to the basis of taxation. All parts of the citv
became centralized and knit together by this im-proved mode of transit. But ifsuch was the effect
ot the introduction of omnibuses, liable as they are
to so manv drawbacks, what might not have been
anticipated from the more perfect mode of trans-
portation which this ordinance proposes to inaugu-
rate, and which has already produced such encour-
aging results in other cities? The effect has been
incredible wherever the experiment has been at-
tempted; and that man would be, indeed, behind
the age who, upon any supposable ground, either of
convenience or expediency, would interpose obsta-
cles in the way of so great an improvement. There
is no city in the Union where the introduction of
passenger railways is calculated to lead to more sub-
stantial and useful results, or to stimulate, by more
rapid strides, the advance of our city to wealth and
p pulation.

It is with no hostility to the system, then, that I
feel it to be my duty to withhold mv signature from
the ordinance presented for my co operation; on
the contrary, I avail myself of the occasion, to ex-
press my most earnest desire, that no time will be
suffered to elapse, in the modification of the plan
which, while it secures to the people all that they
may fairly and justly claim, may afford to the ful-
lest extent the facilities contemplated by this bill.

The power ol the city of Baltimore over her pub-
lic highways, is the most important conferred by
her charter. It is so because the facilities of tradedepend upon its judicious excercise. In these high-
ways the people have a vested interest; and any
partial or total surrender of this power can only

I be justified upon the ground of convenience and
j public polity. Apart, however, from the general
police control, which the city is empowered to ex-
ercise, she has a right of property in the bed of her

I streets, and the franchises connected with them,
: which, it they can be turned to profitable account,

| without interfering with their free and unobstruct-
ed use, as avenues of communication, they have a

| right toexpectmay be made toenure to their benefit,
j The occupation of the streets of a city bv a Railway

Company is the exclusion of all other modes of
j transportation, and the concentration of travel

I upon this one alone. It drives from existence all

J other plans of locomotion. In this view it is in the
nature of a monopoly, brought about bv the city's
interference; but it is one of those monopolies
which the public may well tolerate, when it is plac-
ed under such regulations as to result in a great
public convenience. The partial or absolute trans-
fer of this power is the giving up of that to which
substantial value attaches, and the use of which
carries with it a valuable consideration; and the
people of this city viewing it in a business aspect,
while they expect to reap the benefit of the improv-
ed facilities contemplated by this ordinance, will
demand at the hands of those entrusted with the
management of their affairs, the adoption of such
plan as shall offer the greatest inducement, and con-
fer upon them the largest present and prospective
advantage.

_ Allthe propositions in reference to the introduc-
tion ot a system of Passenger Railways in our
streets, appear to combine the same general feat-
ure, with the exception of that which establishes
the rate of fare. In the Northern cities, the pre-
vailing standard has been fixed at 5 cents per pas-
senger, whether for short or long distances, upon
the leading thoroughfares; and the public have
been satisfied with this as the maximum charge. In

j the most frequented streets of New York and Phil-
J adelphia, this charge is said to be largely remu-
nerative; but as part of a system, where less
crowded and attractive routes are to be maintain-
ed and worked, the net profits must be greatly re-
duced. It is no part of my purpose to go into a
discussion of the earnings of these railways. My
object is to claim for our citizens the benefit of the
improvement, upon terms that will be certain to
ensure its success; at the same time that we secure
a fair participation in its results, and guard our
city against ultimate loss. In the rivalries excited
by the applications which have beei. made to your
honorable body, honest differences of opinion,

I based upon conjectural estimates, must neces-
sarily have arisen; but we must avoid the danger
of a mistake in the very threshhold, by an over
eagerness to exact more from the contracting par-
ties than they are able to realize from the work it-
self. We must base our estimates solely upon the
reasonable fruits of the enterprise, apart from all
extraneous or auxiliary support. Ifbenefit is like-

| ly to accure, it must be sought in a just and equit-
able agreement, without reference to the individu-

lal responsibility of the contracting parties. Neith-
er the city nor the legislature would be disposed to
enforce a contract based upon miscalculation, or
over estimates of probable results and entailing
loss upon its projectors.

Among the more prominent and leading measures
presented for the consideration of your honorable

j body, was the ordinance "empowering William G.
Thomas, John 11. B. Latrobe, Charles L. Oudes-
luys, Thomas M. Smith, William Trego, William
Woodward, David Carson, Ilenrv G. Rice, John G.
Proud, or a majority of them and their assigns, to
lay down and keep in repair a Railway on Balti-
more and other streets."

In the 7th section of this ordinance it is provided
that for each and every car in daily use, there shall
be paid an annual license fee of fiftv-six dollars into
the treasury of the city, and further, that the sum
of twenty-six thousand dollars out of the earned
profits over and above six per cent, shall be set
apart and invested for the use of the public schools,
or in such way as the Mayor and City Council may
direct.

Section Bth provides that the said parties or their
assigns shall pay to the Mayor and City Council of
Baltimore, one-tenth part of such dividends as may-
be from time to time declared.

The fare on passengers is fixed at the rate of five
cents.

The details of this ordinance appear to have been
suggested by the terms of similar grants in some of
the Northern cities, and the rate of passenger fair
is assumed at fire cents, in accordance with the

I standard universally prevailing in those cities.?
But the competition seems to have been finally nar-
rowed down to the ordinance now submitted for
my approval, and an ordinance entitled "An ordi-
nance empowering Chauncey Brooks, J. Owings
Hoffman, Zenos Batnuui, John N. McJilton, Ed-
ward 11. Stabler, Nicholas Popplein, Henry Mankin,
George B. Clarke, William Alexander, Daniel Mc-

| Phail, William J. Hamill, Frederick C. Crowley
| and Charles S. Willett and others, who are now,
j or may hereafter become associated with them or

j their assigns, to build and lay down tracks for a
jpassenger railway on Baltimore and other streets."

Upon a careful examination of the details of these
two last measures, 1 find them in the main well
guarded, and comprising almost the same general
features. It is also a subject of remark, that in all
these applications, we find incorporated the names
of some of our most respectable citizens. There
are, however, two material points of difference be-
tween these two applications.

In section sth of the ordinance submitted for my
approval, it is provided "that the price for trans-
porting passengers from any one part of the city to
any other on the line of their railways, shall not
exceed the sum ofJour cents per passenger, and that
the sum of twenty dollars shall be paid annually
upon each car running regularly on said railway,
as license money therefor, to the" City Register."

In section sth, of the "Brooks Bill," it is
provided "that the price for transporting pas-
sengers from any one part of the city to any other,
on the lines of their railways, shall not exceed the
suin of three cents for each passenger; and that fur-
ther, the said association shall pay to the proper
officer of the city, as license money, and in lieu of

: all charges by the city upon the property and capi-
| tal stock of the said railway association, for taxes
j and assessment, and ail other public dues whatever,
the sum of ten thousand dollars per annum, pay-
able semi-annually, from the time of opening the
road to the public travel; and that the aforesaid
annual payment of ten thousand dollars shall be apreferred debt or claim against the road and prop-
erty of the said Railway company, by mortgage or
otherwise."

Two propositions are here submitted to vour hon-
orable body?the one offering to the citv a certain
annual bonus of SIO,OOO-and a rate of'fare not ex-ceeding three cents, for the privilege of occupying
your streets; the other a bonus of twenty dollarsupon each car, and a rate of fare not exceeding fourcents. oJ

In presenting themselves to your honorable body,
the parties represented in these various applica-
tions, stand as bidders for a valuable privilege. It
is not an ordinary contract that the city is called
upon to enter into?where defined results may be

i foreseen either by herself or the parties themselves;
but one that must be governed by considerations
altogether beyond the control of the Council, after
the contract has been closed. Offers might be had.
I have reason to believe, even below the minimum
rates of those that have occupied your attention.?
But I should feel that I was doing injustice to the

city, it I did not satisfy mvself before affixing mv
signature to an ordinance,tfiat every precaution had
been taken to ensure success.

Shall the Council, with these various applica-
tions before them, entertain the lowest bid? Or
shall she base her grant upon a calculation of her
own. derived from the experience of other cities,
of the probable results of the enterprise when com-
pleted ? In the adoption of the "I'ravers Bill," a
disposition has been mnaifested to adopt a medium
standard; and so thoroughly impressed am I with
the wisdom of your policy that I feel constrained to
urge a still further precaution to insure the success
ofthe plan and guard the city against the possibil-
ity of future contingencies.

1 am one of those who do not believe that the
system ot railroads which your ordinance proposes
can be successfully maintained at the low rate of
three cents per passenger, with the prospect of a
fair return upon the investment?at all events untilour population shall have greatly increased beyondits present limit. In this opinion I have been sus-tained by the highest engineering authority. Nor
am I over sanguine that this result could be brought,
about by the increased rate of the "Travers Bill"beyond a saving interest.

1 wish to make to city secure, however, against
all contingencies, and at the same time to intro-
duce a feature into the bill which I am sure cannot
fail to meet the approval of all classes of our citi-
zens.

With this view, I am willing to adopt the terms
and conditions of the ordinance submitted for my

1 approval, with the following modifications:
1. That the standard of transportation from ter-

minus to terminus, over anv streets occupied bv
said tracks in the city of Baltimore, for short or
long distances, shall be the same as that uniformly
adopted in the Northern cities, that is to say, /ire
cents per passenger; said rate to apply to any fu-
ture extensions within the citv limits.

2. That the city ofBaltimore shall be entitled to
one-fifth of the groan receipt*, from all passengers
transported over said roads?the same to be applied
towards the establishment of a public Park in some
convenient location to be fixed by the Council here-
after, to cover an area of not less than 200 acres,
and the completion of the improvement heretofore
projected and surveyed bv order of the City Coun-cil. forming an avenue 250 feet in width " around
the suburbs of the city.

3. That the city shall have the privilege at anv
time hereafter to reduce the rate of fare on passen-
gers, within the limits of the one-fifth of the gross
receipts of said roads, retained for her benefit,
should she deem the same advisable, after securing
the objects above contemplated.

This plan would present the following induce-
ments :

1. It would guard effeetuallv against error and
miscalculation in the ofiers submitted for your ac-
ceptance, bv adopting a rate for the transportation
of passengers which could not fail to ensure success,
because it is the standard adopted upon similar en-
terprises in other cities.

2. It would make the city of Baltimore a fair
participant in the profits of the enterprise present
and prospective.

3. It provides a fund for the purchase of a pub-
lic park for the promotion of the health and com-
fort of our whole population, and more especially
the industrial and working classes, whose pursuits
confine them within the corporate limits; and the
completion of the design of a grand througbfare

\u25a0 300 feet in width, encircling the whole city, and
ottering to every locality a convenient place of re-
sort.

4. It places the fare at a rate which would be
represented by a convenient currency, without the
necessity of a resort to tickets.

5. It leaves with the citv the power to reduce
the passenger fare upon her railroads at a futureday, should the people so determine.

For years past the public attention has been
drawn to the importance of providing some place
of recreation tor the mechanical and industrial
classes of our community, whose engrossing pnr-

. suits confine them within the city limits. Baltimore
i is more deficient in public squares than anv of the
. targe cities of the seaboard. In 1853, the City

[ Council appointed Commissioners to examine and
f report upon the expediency of a grand avenue,

. two hundred and fifty feet in width-skirting the
, whole circumference of the city, commencing at the

f l'atapsco river, on the Canton Company's grounds,
_ and terminating at Fort McHenrv?a circuit of
; 14miles?lo be improved and planted with shade

1 trees?with a view to meet the public demand in
this particular. This avenue?intersected bv the
streets of the city?running towards it in all diree-

, tions, would present a succession of Parks or public
, squares, admirably contrived for the comfort,

. health, and recreation of the inhabitants; and placeu Baltimore in advance of any other city, bv giving
i her a thoroughfare around her entire circumfer-

ence without a parallel in any part of the world.?
This plan, although fully matured, and promising;
such useful results to the great body of the peo-
ple?convenient as it was to every locality of
the city, was never carried into effect, owing to
the straightened condition of the treasury. Beyond
a private donation of a few acres of ground here
and there, more suitable to ornament than use,
nothing has been done to better our condition in
this respect. The establishment of public squares,
of limited extent in the heart of the city, does not
remedy the evil. The masses of the people require
a place of recreation, where, during the periods of
leisure, they can enjoy, with their families, enlar-
ged space and pure air. The introduction of Pas-
senger Railways, running to our remotest suburb?,
and even beyond them, where inducements are held
out, suggests a revival of this subject, and the es-
tablishment, in connexion with the improvement to
which I have referred, of a Public Park of two or
three hundred acres, in a convenient location, at
the terminus of some one or other of the lines of
the Railway proposed to be established.

\V lien the subject of street railways came up for
consideration, it occurred to me thai, an opportuni-
ty was offered, when the valuable privilege asked
at the hands of the city might be exchanged for
something in which every class of our cominunitv
could not fail to take a livelyinterest. It was in
this connection with this subject of enlarged pleas-
ure grounds and public parks, for the promotion of
the health and rational enjoyment of our people,
that I looked with anxiety to a reasonable equiva-
lent for the grant asked at the hands of the citv.?
While the revenue from the source contemplated
would, at no distant dav, he ample for all the im-
provements recommended bv me?steadily increas-
ing with the growth of our population?it is be-
lieved that nine-tenths of those who would habitu-
ally resort to these street railways, would never
deem it worth while to estimate the fractional dif-
ferences about which so much has been said; but,
on the contrary, would prefer the establishment of
a standard of fare, reasonable in itself and which
would be represented by a convenient and prevail-
ing currency. Your' honorable body will deter-
mine whether this aid can be relied upon for so no-
ble a purpose; and how far it would meet the appro-
bation of the people, to give it the direction I have
indicated, by introducing it as a feature inthe plan
which you are about to adopt.

Ihe occasion which is now presented is perhaps
the last that will occur to gratify the desire of our
people, without a direct tax upon the treasury?-
and the agitation of the subject seems to me appro-
priate at this time. The very fact of the incorpo-
ration of such a feature iu any bill which might re-
ceive the sanction of your honorable body, would
give increased value to the grant proposed to be
made. The renewal of the plan for an avenue, and
the location of an extensive park at a terminus of
one of your leading lines of railway?a park suit-
ably improved and adapted t > the tastes of our
whole population?would give a stimulus to the use
ot these roads which it would be difficult to esti-
mate, and would in all probability create a revenue
equal to the annual interest upon the cost of such
improvements.

I submit these views, thrown together more has-
tily than 1 could have desired, (for which I must
find excuse in unavoidable absence from the duties
oi this office; until within a short time previous to
the return of this ordinance,) to the more matured
judgment of your honorable body.

[London Cor. Syracuse Journal , March 16.JDINING WITH THE LOUD MAYOR OF LONDON.?At
the appointed time, before six o'clock, 1 was on the
ground. In the parlor wee two venerable old
gentlemen and "two young men, brothers. These
with myself, were the invited guests. Verv soonthe doors were thrown open and in came the Lord
Mayor, preceded by an under-sheriff, followed by
the Lord High Sheriff, the Barons in their wigs anil
gowns, the Recorder and eight or ten Aldermen.
The High Sheriff is also appointed by and from the
Aldermanic corps. They all wear robes similar to,
though not so gorgeous as the Mayor. The High
Sherilf, in addition, wears an immense gold chain
about his neck to which is attached a rosette, sev
eral inches in diameter, made of gold and precious
stones. One other person must not be omitted, as
he was second only in importance at the dinner
table to the Mayor, and that was the Ordinary
(chaplain) of Newgate Prison.

Americans are curious to know tho social habits
and manners of all the world, so [ proceed with
details. The Mayor shakes hands with his guests,
announces the name and residence o any one who
may be unknown to the company, and iii a proces-
sion we proceed to the drawing-room.

The table was in the shape of a cross; the Mayor
at the head, the Chaplain at the foot, the High
Sheriff at the end of the right wing, the Recorder
at the left. After the customary services by the
Chaplain, turtle soup was served. I have never
tasted turtle soup in America that would at all
compare with this. It was said at the table that
the price or cost of each plate was about seventv-
five cents of our money. After this came fish,
boiled and roast meats, game, pastry, fruits and
confections. There was nothing showy or preten-
tious, but everything served was the best of its
kind. During the dinner, which lasted three hours,
and was considered a very short one, owing to a
previous illness of the Mayor, which did not allow
him to sit the usual time, all talked in the most
kindly and familiar manner. All distinctions ofposition ceased, or if such distinctions were main-
tained, it was only for the convenience and pleasure
of the company. The wines served were sherry
claret, hock and port. After the cloth was re-
moved, the Lord Mayor proposed several loyal
toasts, one or two of whi h were very curious, and
by immemorial custom are required to be drank at
his table.
