VISIT TO THE PENITENTIARY.? There are now con-

fined in the Penitentiary four hundred and sixty-
five convicts, which is a larger number than has
ever been confined at any one time. There is an
absolute demand for more room, as it is with diffi-
culty that the prisoners can be accommodated and
their necessities supplied. The different depart-
ments of the institution are in good condition, and
the prisoners generally are healthy and tine looking.
Isaac G. Roberts, Deputy Warden, states that it is
but seldom there is any exhibition on the part of
the criminals of insubordination, and at the time of
our visit there was but one prisoner, who was suf-
fering punishment for disobedience of orders. Thehospital is in an excellent condition and there
were but six prisoners on the sick list.

The health of the inmates during the last year
has been much better than for any year previous.
During the seven months of the "year 1857, from
May to November, inclusive, the "aggregate num-
ber of days lost bv prisoners on account of sick-
ness, was 4,926. For the same period for the year
1858 the number was 1,588, showing a difference of3,338 in favor of the year 1858. The same gratify-
ing state is exhibited by comparing the months ofthe present year with those of the last. All the
different departments are clean and neat in every
particular, and creditable to the officers in
charge of the institution. On the first dav of
May eleven persons will be discharged, their term
of imprisonment having expired. The Clerk. Mr.
J. J. C. Dougherty, and Deputy Warden Roberts
are intelligent and obliging officers.

THE BOSTON PUBLIC SCHOOL TROUBLE.
At the meeting of the School Board the Mayor

read a communication from Bishop Fitzpatrick
(Roman Catholic) of Boston. He makes threepoints as follows:

1. Catholics cannot, under any circumstances,
acknowledge, receive and use, as"a complete col-
lection and faithful version of the inspired books
which compose the written Word of God, the En-
glish-Protestant translation of the Bible.

2. The acceptance and the recital of the Deca-
logue, under the form and words in which Protes-tants clothe it, is offensive to the conscience and
belief of Catholics.

3. The chanting of the Lord's Prayer, or psalms
or hymns addressed to God, performed by many
persons in uDison, being neither a scholastic exer-
cise nor a recreation, can only be regarded as an
act of public worship. Indeed, it is professedly in-
tended as such in the regulations which govern our
public schools.

The Bishop adds r
"The undei signed begs leave to add one word

more in conclusion. It has been supposed that,
because he was silent, he was satisfied with the
state of our public schools. This is not so. He
has always entertained the same sentiments whichhe now expresses. But whenever and wherever an
effort has been made by Catholics to effect such
changes as they desired, "the question has been dis-
torted from its true sense, and a false issue has
been set before the non-Catholic commuuitv. It
lias been represented that the design was to "elimi-
nate and practically annihilate the Bihle. This has
never been true; and yet this has always been be-
lieved, and a rallying cry, 'To the rescue of the
Bible!' has resounded on every side. Angry pas-
sions have been roused, violent acts been commit-
ted, and, almost invariably, the last condition of
things has been worse than "the first.

"In the light of this experience, any attempt to
bring about a change seemed calculated to cause
much strife, but very little good, and, therefore,
not advisable.

To-day, however, circumstances known to all,
seem to make it a duty for the undersigned to act
and to speak. He does so without reluctance; since
it is a duty; and he hopes that what he has said will
be received, as it is spoken, in a spirit of concilia-
tion, and with a true disposition to promote good
willand charity amongst all classes of citizens.

# The undersigned will not bring his communica-
tion to a close without disavowing the slightest
thought of imputing to the gentlemen who framed
the school regulations any design to disregard the
rights or the feelings of Catholics. His personal
knowledge of several amongst them excludes such
an idea from his own mind, and the bare inspection
ot the rules is, he thinks, enough to prove that good
and just and honest intentions presided in their
counsels.

PORTLAND, March 23.? The ship David Stewart

arrived at Queenstotvn on the 6th inst., the exiles
having, as soon as the Neapolitan war steamer left
them, compelled the Captain to steer direct for
Cork. When the exiles landed their enthusiasm
l ose to such an intensity that some actually kissed
the soil. Another account says that when the ship
was outside the Straits of Gibraltar the exiles open-
ly niuiinied, demanding that the Captain should
steer for Ireland. He Dally refused, when he was
deprived of his command, and the second mate ap-
pointed commander.

In the British Parliament Mr. Duneombe pave
notice of sundry amendments to the Reform bill ex-
tending still further the elective franchise.

D'lsraeli, in reply to a question, said the
government did not intend to grant exclusive
privileges to the Atlantic or any other telegraph
company.

Lord A aas alluded to the arrival of the Neapoli-
tan exiles at Cork; but suggested no official action.

It is reported that Government despatches, sent
byway of America, to the Admiral on the Pacific,
have recently frequently failed to reach their des-
tination in regular course.

The leaders of the old Whig party had held a
meeting and resolved that Lord Russell should pro-
pose certain amendments to the Reform bill. There
was much excitement on the subject, and meetings
in opposition to the Government measure were
being held throughout England.

Prince Napoleon's resignation gave great buoy-
ancy to the funds in England and on the Continent.
Austrian securities had an immense rebound, hav-
ing advanced in Vienna, from Friday to Monday,
fully four per cent., while exchange iin Vienna de-
clined at London seven per cent, in three davs.

The Times and other leading London journals ex-
tend a cordial welcome to the Neapolitan exiles.

Notwithstanding the marked effect on the funds
of the Monitcnr'e pacific article, the London jour-
nals sneer at it and throw strong doubts on its sin-
cerity. T he Vienna papers also criticise the article
skeptically.

The Cowtitutionnel reasserts that the French
troops are evacuating Rome.

Mr. Chasselour Laurat succeeds Prince Napoleon
in the Ministry of Algeria. His resignation is re
garded as a peace offering. The Emperor refused
to accept the resignation until it had been tendered
three or four times. Hie retirement was caused bv
a difference of opinion with the greater part of the
cabinet on questions of internal and external pol-
icy.

It was rumored that the Prince would be appoint-
ed Grand Admiral.

Trade in France was duller generally.
The L'onstitutionncl publishes an anicle signed bvits political director, explaining the pacific article

in the Monittnr. saying that it must not be regard-
ed as a retrograde movement caused by the cru-
sade which an active propogandi had succeeded in
raising against it in Germany.

The Federal Council of Switzerland has issued a
circular, announcing a determination to maintain
the neutrality and integrity of Switzerland.

Accounts from Vienna say that the ifonileur't
article had produced a favorable impression on the
Emperor.

Count Buol, and other leading statesmen believe
that peace will be maintained.

Fears were, however entertained of explosions
among the Italian Duchies.

Lord Cowley still remained at Vienna.

WASHINGTON, March 23. ?A post-office has been

The contract for
a daily mail service from Leavenworth to Coraville
has been given to Benjamin McCullough and B. F.
Nicklin, who have made extensive arrangements
for the transportation of passengers.

Tile Knllroad Convention.

Cot.LMßrs, Ohio, March 23. ?The Ilailroad Con-
vention. held here to-day, is fully attended. S. W.
Hubbard, of the Little Miami Hailroad, was
elected President, and a Committee of eleven was
appointed to arrange time tables for the ensuing
season. Owing to the detention of Mr.
Scott, of the Pennsylvania Central Railroad, the
Convention adjourned till 10 o'clock to-mor-
row morning, as nothing can be done until be
arrives, to report the action of the Cam-
den and Amboy Railroad, as their time of
leaving New York. There is a disposition to insist
upon the Little Miami Railroad running two trains
daily, as at present, and ignoring the Northern
Roads, but toe former declines to accommodate
both sections, and the result will be three through
trains per day on that Road. The Pennsylvania
Central will compete wit \u25a0 the New York Central
on the point of speed, to which the Baltimore and
Ohio will not object ifallowed slower speed, and a
reduction of 5 per cent, on passenger fares. The
prospect is favorable for an agreement to-morrow.

INTERESTING DECISION OF THE COURT OF |
APPEALS OF MARYLAND.

In the case ofBandel v. Isaac, which was argued |
before a full Court, the following important de- !
cision upon the question of usury, as affected by the
present Constitution, was made. The unanimous
opinion of the Court was delivered by Chief Justice
LeOrand, and we are sure it will be read with in-
terest by our citizens generally.

This was an action instituted in the Court of Com-
mon Pleas of lialtimore city by Isaac, the holder,
against Randell, the drawer of a promissory note,
to recover its amount.

At tho trial below there was full and unques-
tioned proof ot the making and 'endorsinent of the
note. Under the plea of non-assumpsit, the defence
relied upon was that of usury and none other. To
that objection we address ourselves, and as this is a
matter which concerns the daily transactions and
dealings of men, we will be as plain and brief as the
nature of the inquiry willallow.

If the defence in "this case be at all available, it
must be because of the language of the Constitution.
In the 49th section of the lid article of the Constitu-tion is the following:

"The rate of interest in this State shall not ex-
ceed six per cent, per annum, and no higher rate
shall be taken or demanded, and the Legislature
shall provide, by law, all necessary forfeitures andpenalties against usury."

Were it not for an opinion pronounced by theJudges of the Circuit Court of the United States for
the District of Maryland, in the case of Dill vs. Elli-
cott, we would experience but little, if any, diffi-
culty in determining the true import of the Consti-
tutional provision. Our high respect for the judg-
ment of the learned judges who gave that opinion,
has called upon us to weigh most carefully the rea-
sons given in its support, and to review, with the
strictest scrutiny, our own opinions in regard to the
matter. The more we have reflected on the sub-
ject tho inorc th rough has been our conviction
that the rule laid down in Dill vs. Ellicott
ought not to be accepted in this State as theproper interpretation of the Constitution in thisparticular.

The theory on which rests the decision to which
we have adverted, is simply this: That the taking
of more than six per cent, interest for the use of
money is usury, and therefore prohibited by law;
and. as a consequence, anv contract which reserves
or authorizes the taking of more than six per cent,
is trholly void, and, on grounds of policy, incapable
of being enforced by our courts. To this general
proposition, to our minds, there are substantial and
unanswerable objections. The effect of the decision
of that Court, is that a contract providing for the
payment of more than six per cent, is not simply
void as to the excess, but void entirely. The only
authority adduced in support of this yiew is the
case of the Bank of the United States vs. Owens 2,
Peters, 527. In that case, bv a bare majority of the
Court, it was held that under the charter "of thebank a contract by which more than six per cent,
was to be paid could not be enforced, and that, al-though such contracts were not, in words, by the
charter pronounced yoid, yet, the policy of the lawmade them so in fact, and "worked a forfeiture of
the money loaned. In that case it was also heldthat "receiving" was the equivalent to "taking."
When the same case again appeared before "thesame Court this was declared to be error, and the
distinction between the two clearly pointed out in
the opinion of Justice Story. "The reservation,"
savs he, "of usurious interest makes the contract
utterly void; but if usurious interest be not stipu-
lated for, but but only taken afterwards, then the
contract is not void, but the party is only liable to
the penalty for the excress."?9 Peters, 399. This
decision also established that the transaction which
had been formerly declared to be usurious and void
was free from all taint, and whilst the Court does
not, in terms, overrule the doctrines of the decision
in 2 Peters, yet, in explanation of them
places it upon the ground that the case came before
the Court on a demurrer which admittted thetrans-
action to have been "unlawfully, usuriously, and
corruptly entered into." With this notice of it the
Court then declare that they "deliberately adhere"
to the doctrine of Fleckner vs. The Hank ofthe Uni-ted States, 8 Wheaton. In that case it is said: "The
Statues of Usury of the States, as well as of Eng-
land contain an express provision, that usurious
contracts shall be utterly void; and without such
an enactment, the contract would be valid, at least
in respect to persons who were strangers to the usu-
ry." Now this language was held as applicable to
a clause in the charter of the Rank which declared
"that the Bank shall not be at liberty to purchase
any public debt whatsoever, nor shall it take morethan at the rate of six per centum ner annum, for or
on its loans of discounts." It i 3 this clause in the
charter which the Court examined in the case in
2 Peters, and on the interpretation of the import
there given the case of Dillvs. Ellicott was decided
by the Circuit Court for the District of Maryland.
If the decision of Fleckner vs. The Dank of the Uni-ted States is, as was said in 9 Peters, to be adhered
to, it follows, the interpretation given in 2 Peters
cannot be maintained for itis in direct conflict with
it. Whatever, therefore, might have been the
force, as authority, of the case in 2 Peters, it has
ceased since the decision in D Peters, where itis
substantially overruled, and its opposite, the doctrine
of 8 Wheaton, set up, and which we think is con-
clusive of this case, it being, in our judgment, in
conformity with the decisions of most of 'the differ-
ent States, and in conformity with good reason.
The Court say: "The taking" of intetest by the
Bank beyond the sum authorised by the charter,would, doubtless, be a violation of its charter, for
which a remedy might be applied by the govern-
ment; but as the Act of Congress does not declare,
that it shall avoid the contract, it is not perceived how
the original defendant could avail himself of this
ground to defeat a recovery."

If this' be sound law, and we shall
presently proceed to show that it is, why
should a different interpretation be given
to the 49th section of the 3d article of the
Constitution of Maryland? It "does not declare"
that a contract exacting more than six per cent, shallbe void any more than did the clause in the Bank
charter. So far from it, it is plain to us from thevery words of the section, that its purpose was first
to fix and establish a certain legal rate of interest;
second to leave it with the legislature to provide
"by law," what amount and kind of forfeiture
and penalty should be suffered by, and imposed up-
on, those who should take or deuiand more than six
per cent. The thing/orioMen by the Constitution
is the taking or demanding a higher rate of interest
than six per cent.; it is not forbidden to take and de-
mand that or a lesser rate. The thing forbidden is
the excess and nothing else, and that is what is ille-
gal and void, and it is within the province of the
Legislature to punish this illegality by forfeitures
and penalties. Whilst the Constitution makes it
competent to the Legislature "by law" to forfeit
the whole, or any part, if the money loaned, and,
in addition, to impose a penalty, yet, until it does
exercise this office, all that is "avoided" by the
Constitution is the excess beyond the six per cent.
Prior to the present Constitution the legal rate of
interest depended upon the legislative pleasure to
be changed whenever it seemed expedient. The fra-
mers of the Constitution thought it best to deprivo
the Legislature of this discretion, and therefore
iixed the rate in the Constitution, but
continued to tho Legislature the power
of determining the forfeitures and penalties.

By the act of 1704, chapter G9, section 1, it was
provided that no person or persons whatsoever
should "exact, or take directly for loan of any
monevf," Ac., at a higher than a certain rate speci-
fied in the section. This language is certainlv as
strong as that of the Constitution; and yet the Leg-
islature that passed that act did not suppose that if
a higher rate was exacted or taken, the contract
was, therefore, avoided because of this declaration,
and accordingly, therefore, went on by the second
section of the act to make all such usurious con-
tracts void; and by the third section to provide for-
feitures and penalties for the making of such con-
tracts. The power exercised by the Legislature in
the passage of the second and third sections of the
act of 1704, is the same as that which it is author-
ised to exercise by the 49th section of the third ar-
ticle of the Constitution. If, as is the case, the Leg-
islature has not provided "by law" forfeitures and
penalties, the Court cannot usurp the authority
which the Constitution has, in express terms, era-
powered it to exercise. If the framers of the Con-stitution understood that the mere fixing in that in-
strument the legal rate of interest per se avoided
the contract, they would not have confided to the
Legislature the power to provide by law "forfei-
tures," for, in that case there would be nothing to
forfeit, and they would have simply directed the
Legislature to provide a penalty. We must pre-
sume that the Convention which framed, and the
people who adopted the Constitution, understood
what was the previjus state of the law on the
given subject, and that they were aware of
of the fact, that whatever may have been the view
entertained in times gone by "in England aud else-
where, as to the sinfulness "of taking interest, that
here, in Maryland, both the Legislature and Courts
held it lawful and proper to do so to a certain rate,
and beyond that as only malum prohibitum, and not
as morally wrong in itself; that they considered it
but little, if anything, short of immoral tor a per-
son to avoid his solemn promise to refund what he
had actually received of another's money. They
could not have been uninformed of the existence of
the Act of 1845, chapter 352, which made it incum-
bent upon any one claiming to avail himself of the
provisions of the Act of 1704. specially to plead
and set out both principal and interest actually and
fairly due, and that even when this should be done,
the party so pleading was made liable for the prin-
cipal and interest actually due: and if not ignorant
of this it is impossible to believe they could have
intended to repeal this Act by indirection when it
was so easy to have done it "in plain words. The
very fact of not having done so in such a manner is
conclusive evidence, to our minds, that they never
intended to do so, but designed to leave that subject
to the Legislature. And inasmuch as a repeal of a
law is not to be unnecessarily inferred, and as the
third section of the Billof Bights continues in force,
"AllActs of Assembly in force on the tirst Mon
day of November, eighteen hundred and fifty, ex-
cept such as mav have expired, or may be altered
by this Constitution," we eonclude(the Legislature
not having done so) that the Act of 1845 is still in
full force, subject "to the revision of, and amend-
ment or repeal by the Legislature of this State."

In construing a Constitution, we must take into
consideration the circumstances which attended its
adoption, and what appears to have been the un
derstanding of those who endorsed it with their
approbation, keeping always in view the proper
office of a Constitution, which is to declare general
rules and principles, and to leave to the Legislature
the duty of preserving or enforcing them by ap-
propriate regulations, penalties, Ac., and also that
the words in such an instrument ought to be taken
in their ordinary and common acceptation, because
they are presumed to have been so understood by
the framers and by the people who adopted it.
State vs. .Mace, 5 Md. Rep. 351; Manly vs. The State,
7 Md. Dtp. 147,* Groves vs. Slaughter, 15 Peters.

Now.il the people of Mary land had been accus-
tomed to regard, as their Courts had regarded, tho
statutes on the subject of usury as importing a
certain thing, whenever the same or equivalent
words are employed in a subsequent Constitution
or statute, the presumption of law is, that they
are used in the same sense. JJuramns vs. Harrison
tf* Whitman, 2G Ala. 326; llucktnaboyle vs. Motti-
chand, 22 Eng. Law rf" Eg. llcp. 84. And as was
correctly said bv Justice McLean, in McLean, as-
signee, tic., vs. The Lafayette Dank et. al., 3 Mc-
Lean, 613, if it be "admitted that where a contract
is made in violation of a statute, or of the policy
of the law, it is void. And that a usurious con-
tract in Ohio is not only against the statute, but iu
violation of the policy of the law. But the law
seems to be well settled in this State, that usury
constitutes an exception from the general principle,

[ so that the contract is only void for the excess of
. interest. Other States have construed their laws

I against usury in the same way. Now whether this
i construction be right or wrong, is matter of no

importance; it is the law." So we say that even
were it conceded (although we deny it in fact)
that the general understanding in this State of the
meaning and office of the first section of the act of
1704 was erroneous, yet it is the law, and in constru-
ing our Constitution,we mustconstrue itas a question
of intention in the adoption of it by tbe people, to
be collected from the whole scope, of the provision

S. C. 80. Here we have a clause in our Constitu- !
tion forbidding the demanding or taking more than ;
six per cent, as interest, with an authority to the j
Legislature to provide ' iby law"

in the vyav of for- j
feitures and penalties what shall be the punishment !
lor demanding or taking more, and in such a case
the rate is settled by the case just cited from 12
Howard, that on a whole view of the prohibition
and accompanying provision for regulations in re-
gard to the thing prohibited; that the contract is j
not avoided bv virtue of the prohibition, but, by j
the regulation which expressly declares it to be so. iThis case, whilst it admits some diversity in the de-
cisions on the subject, is a sufficient answer to

most of the cases cited at the bar by the appellant's
counsel.

We might, if we de?med the occasion to require
it, multiply authorities to almost any extent in
affirmation of the views we have stated, but wo
think we have referred to a sufficient number, and
shall, therefore, content ourselves with a brief re-
capitulation of the points of this decision:

1. We hold that the 49th section of the 3d article
of the Constitution does not, of itself, make void in
w'hole a contract demanding or exacting more than
six per cent. It merely fixes the legal rate of in-
terest.

2. That it is for the Legislature, by forfeitures
and penalties, to make the contract void, either in
whole or in part, as to it may seem best, and bvpenalties punish the party or parties making such
a contract. 1

3. That until the Legislature shall, "by law," Jprovide the necessary forfeitures and penalties, the IAct of 184f>, chapter 352, remains in force.
We hold the Act of 1845, with the exception of

its sth and 6th sections, to be nothing more than
an act relating to the remedy ?that is to say, it pre-
scribes the mode in which the party seeking to avoid
any part of a contract on the ground of usury, shall
bring such defence to the notice of the Court. Un-
til he does bring such defence to the notice of the |
Court, in legal contemplation, it has no existence, j
If, however, it should be deemed expedient to adopt
any other mode, it is for the Legislature to provide

From these it follows that the judgment of the
Court of Common Pleas must be affirmed, each and I
all the praversoffered by the defendant being in con-
flict with the view we have taken, and were there-fore properly refused. Until the Legislature 6hall
otherwise order, an action may be maintained on a
contract on which was demanded or taken more
than six per cent, interest; and if the defendant
desires to rid himself of liabilityfor the excess be-yond the six per cent., he must specially plead and
set out what is actually and fairly due on the con-
tract; unless he does so he willbe responsible to the
extent of the face of the contract.

In further support of this opinion, we refer to the
following cases: Groves and others, vs. Slaughter,
15 Peters, 44:1; Batik of Chillieotte vs. Swaytie and
others, 8 Ohio, 280, 281; Hynes vs. Cobb, it. al., 2Louisiana Hep. 363; 2 Dallas 92. Judgment affirmed.Jervis Spencer for the appellant; T. G. Pratt and
Thos.

THE ACCIDENT OX THF GREAT WESTERN
RAILWAY.

An extra from the Hamilton (C. W. j Spectator
office, of March 19, gives a statement in regard to
the shocking disaster on the Great Western Rail-
road on Saturday, from which the following extractis taken:

'1 he night train west had passed over the line
from Hamilton to Copetown, meeting the night ex-
press, east, at the latter place.

The line was then in good condition. There was,
however, a quantity of water damned up between
the track and the mountain. This, it is supposed,
caused the slide.

The chasm made by the washing away of the line
is at least as long as three passenger cars, and from12 to 20 feet deep. Into this the locomotive rushed
headlong burying itself completely in the soil, and
becoming of course an absolute wreck. Thebaggage
car fell above and on the locomotive; the first pas-
senger car ran aslant upon this, the second passen-
ger car slid under the upturned end of the first, and
the third, the sleeping car, running into this, had
its corner carried away.

The scene presented was of the most frightful
description, and witnesses of it represent it as far
more horrible than even that at the Desjardins
Bridge. The furious equinoctial storm was raging
in all its violence; it was blowing a hurricane; the
snow was falling, not in flakes, but in positive
masses. The water, too, was yet washing over theridge of the mountain, on whose side the track is
built, and the difficulty of succoring the wounded,
or extracting the dead and the living, was much
increased.

The cars lay in absolute wreck, passengers were
looking tor friends, the wounded were groaning,
and the utmost confusion prevailed. To add to all
this, another engine was seen rapidly approaching,
evidently unconscious of the casualty. Everybody
shouted and screamed to induce it'to stop, lest it
should destroy itself and destroy all the wounded
who still remained in the ruins.

Fortunately the engineer stopped, and subse-
quently the train took back the living, the dead
and the wounded to Copetown.

It seems the shock to the passengers in all but the
last car was very severe; in the last, or sleeping
car, it was hardly felt, owing, probably to its pecu-
liar construction. Here it was, however, that the
late Superintendent of the locomotive department
of the railway, Mr. Braid, happened to be. He
was not in the berth, but sitting in the corner near
the stove, chatting with another gentleman. Bolts
and timbers from the passenger car in front enter-
ed the sleeping car, only wounding the other, but
killingMr. Braid instantly.

The Rochester Democrat of Monday morning
i gives these further particulars in the statement of a
passenger :

We are indebted to Mr. William Cox of Philadelphia, who was a passenger on the train and arrived
in this citv by the New York Express train, in com-
pany with Mrs. Geare, Mrs. Markham and others,
for the following statement:

"The accident occurred at an embankment on the
south side o! a mountain, between Copetown and
Dundas. About twelve rods of the embankment
had been swept away by the flood to the depth of
forty feet. 1 was in the sleeping car at the rear
end of the train. The first intimation I received of
danger was a tremendous crash, and in an instant I
was hurled from my berth to the floor, alighting,
fortunately, on my feet. I ran to the rear door of
the car and out on the platform, where I obtained
a dim view of thecondition of affairs. The sleeping
car was still on the track, but the trucks were torn
off and the body ot the car was about balanced on
the verge of the chasm, the forward end being
pitched downward, and the rear end elevated about
eight feet from the ground. All the other cars
were in the chasm. 1 got down to the ground, and
and with some other passengers went forward to
see what had happened. The cars were piled up at
the bottom, in a terribly confused state.

"The engine, which iiad of course gone over
tirst, was at the bottom, and buried so deeply in
the soft earth that there was nothing visible of it
except the tops of the driving wheels. The tender
had passed over the engine and appeared to be
split in two so that the water tanks lay on each side
of it. The baggage car had gone completely over
the engine and tender, and was lyingagainst the
opposite bank on its side, and considerably broken
up. Against and on top of the ruins of the engine
were what appeared to be the remains of a mail or
freight car, 1 could not tell which. The first pas-
senger car lay with its forward end among these
ruins. The second passenger car was driven into
and partially through the tirst. The hind end of
this car lay against some piles which had supported
the embankment. Next was the sleeping car,
which hung on the edge of the precipice.

"There were about seventy passengers on the
train in all, and a great many were killed and hurt.
1 know of six or seven dead, a large number wound-
ed, and two missing, but can give only a few names.
Only one person was hurt in the sleeping car. He
was a man named Braid, who was sitting at the
forward end of the car, engaged in conversation j
with the conductor of the sleeping car and another |
gentleuiau. He was crushed to death instantly, j
Mr. Braid belonged to Hamilton, and was an em-
ployee of the railroad company, I believe. The en-
gineer was among the killed. He was found buried ]
under five feet of earth. His name was Morgan.
One of the brakesmen on the train was also killed.
The fireman was taken from the rnins badly scald-
ed and bruised. He was called Charles. The con-
ductor of the train was not severely injured. The
baggageman escaped with a few slight bruises.
Everybody who was uninjured set to work at once
to rescue the wounded, and to provide for the com-
fort of the ladies and children. I assisted to re-
move three men from the first car, who were very
badly hurt. They were pulled out of the window's
with a rope. One of them had a broken arm and
leg, and each of the others had a leg broken. All
the passengers in this car got out at the windows."

The passengers in the second car were obliged to
jump from the rear end to the embankment, a dis-
tance of 15 feet. Among them were several ladies
and children, including Mrs. Geare, and Mrs. Mark-
ham, a widow lady from Auburn. One gentleman,
from Massachusetts, remained in this car, aiding the
passengers, many of whom were beneath the stove
and seat at the lower end, until all were taken out

and in safety.
The embankment was very soft, and everybody

sank in the mud and sand. One lady named Jones,
\ had with her four children, the youngest being a
babe of only two weeks old. This lady's husband
was either killed or badly hurt. There were two
ladies in -the sleeping car, both of whom are safe.?
One is Mrs. Samuel Kittle of Detroit. A child,
which she had with her, is also safe.

A terrible storm of wind, accompanied with rain
and snow, was prevailing, and rendered the condi-
tion of the passengers more uncomfortable than it
would otherwise have been. All the ladies and

j children that could be found were got up the em-
I bankment and placed in the sleeping car for a time,
but as the bank exhibited signs of giving way be-

| neath it, they were afterwards removed to the
track and made as comfortable ns circumstances
would permit, with mattresses and cushions taken

from the ruins. Several of the ladies were desti-
tute of shoes, stockings and bonnets. Among these
were Mrs. Geare. This lady also lost her purse
and money, being thus left destitute.

About 15 minutes after the accident, an engine
and tender from Copetown came along on the way
to Hamilton, and it was with great difficulty that
the men on them were made acquainted with the
state of things in time to prevent them from run-
ning into the sleeping car, and throwing it over on
the rest of the cars. As it was, they came within
a few rods. This engine went back and got a
freight car, into which the most seriously injured
were put and taken to Copetown. The rest re-
mained at the scene of the accident, waiting for re-
lieffrom Hamilton, whither the surviving brake-
man had been dispatched to notify the railroad au-
thorities. We stayed on the spot, exposed to the

j storm, till 6 o'clock, when a train arrived from
j Hamilton and took us to that place. Such

l baggage as could be found was also carried
I to Hamilton, but the railroad authorities would not

j allow any of the passengers to touch it, and every-
I body?ladies and children as well as the men?was
obliged to await the arrival of a Government offi-
cer to inspect the various articles. Some of the
gentlemen procured articles indispensable to the
comfort of the ladies, by purchasing them at the
stores. I procured some shoes in this way for Mrs.
Geare; others got some stockings. The Hamiltonpeople appeared very indifferent about the matter,
and we got no help from them or the railroad men.At last the Government officer arrived, but only in
time to give us our baggage. The 3 o'clock train
for Suspension Bridge was about to leave, and we
had no time to change our clothes. The conse-quence was that we had to ride to Suspension Bridge
in our wet garments.

The ladies especially were in a wretched condi-
i tion, though the male passengers made them as

; comfortable as possible. Mrs. Jones?the ladv with
I the tour children?was the only one for whom anv
j provision was made at Hamilton. She was consid-

| erably hurt, as were also two of her little ones, and
her case excited great commiseration. Her hus-
band, who, I have already said, was either killed
or badly injured, was among those taken to Cope-
town.

A Suspension Bridge, the passengers got an op-
portunity to change their clothes, and most of them
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carne on the 10 o'clock train, arriving in Rocheste
after midnight. Some got off at places between th®
Bridge and Rochester. Among them was a lady
who was injured in the foot. She stopped at Lock-
port. Some went on eastward, at once. Those
who stopped in Rochester were, so far as I know,
Mrs. Geare, Mrs. Markham, a Mr. Sanborn and my-
self. All went to the Clinton House.

MEXICANAFFAIRS.?The New York Times pub-
lishes a letter which is tak;n from the leading jour-
nal at 4 era Cruz, and which purports to be written
from Rome, by Gutierrez de Estrada to FranciscoXnvier Miranda, Miramoii's confessor. The will
advocates the conversion of Mexico into a monarchv
with Don Fernando dc Bourbon, a brother of Don
Carlos, as King, speaks of negotiations which havebeen, or are about to be established in Europe, andsay 3 that if the European Powers should object to
the candidature of Don Fernando, an Archduke of
Austria, would admirably supply the monarchical
necessity of Mexico, especially as the coolness be-
tween France and Austria would not be likelv to
induce the former to oppose such a scheme. "The
last resource left us?the impossibility of the
others being assumed?must be a Catholic Prince,
of the house of Coburg. This personage can bring
to Mexico no other prestige than that afforded by
the decided protection of the Powers who aid in
elevating him to that dignity. But hero appre-
hensions of the influence upon this fatnilv of predi-
lections for parliamentary forms, derived from its
alliances with royal families of constitutional ante-
cedent are to be entertained.

Senor Gutierrez discusses the precise form of
monarchy desirable for Mexico, referring to writings
of his as far back as 1840 upon that very subject, andreaching the conclusion that "Mexico would gain
nothing by constituting itself a monarchy, shouldit be parliamentary in its forms." To this conclu-
sion he assists himself by reference to the history of
all the constitutions oetroyees in Europe for the
last forty years. He proceeds:

The Times in its comments on the letter says: It
may occur to the inhabitants of Vera Cruz, thatthis fervid "letter from Rome" was indicted within
the gates of the Mexican Gulf, and that Senor
Bonilla, in 1854 the Minister of Santa Anna, and
now the Minister of Miramon. may be simply re-newing the attempt he made, live years aero, at re-
storing monarchy to Mexico. The rise of thesebv no means unnatural suspicions, will not boallayed by a careful examination of the letter in
which the claims of Don Ferdinand are so warmlvurged. '

In that letter, Don Ferdinand de Bourbon, bora
in 1823, and now 36 years of age, is conceded by
Spain to Mexico as the brother of Don Carlos, therepresentative of "Divine right," and of the In-
fante Don Juan, now allied bv marriage to the Im-
pel ial house of Austria. Don Ferdinand, however,
is not the brother, but the cousin, of Don Cailosand Don Juan. He is the youngest son of DonI' rancisco de Paula, and the brother of Don Fran-
cisco de Assis, the actual King-Consort of Spain.
He 18 also praised by his Mexican advocate for the
questionable virtue of celibacy, and commended,we suppose, by the example of our bachelor Presi-i dent, to Mexico, as a bachelor Kintj. Unfortunate-ly, however, he is a married man, and very muchmarried, being the father of three sons bv Dona
Helena Fernandez de Cordova, to whom he was
married at Rome on the 6th of May, 1847.

These slightly important blunders would seemlikely to excuse any skepticism which the Mexi-cans may feel as to the local origin of this curiousapology for an attempt at overthrowing their in-
stitutions.

CELEBRATION OF WASHINGTON'S BIRTH-DAYATBKR-

LIN. Berlin, Feb. 22.1859.?The Americans now in
Berlin were on the 19tb invited to dine with the
American Ambassador on Washington's birth-day
as a commemoration of that event; and at the ap-pointed time nearly 70 persons assembled in the
drawing-room ot tjie hmbassy. An old gentleman
n as there hale ana vigorous, who had, when youn 0*
been acquainted with Washington? the SenatorAdami, from Bremen, now nearly 88 years of ae-e,but fresh and hearty as a man of 60; and soon the
door was opened, and the Baron Von Humboldt,
bending with years and honors, entered the room.
Itwas my first and, I presume, my last view of the
wonderful old man, whose fame is as great with us
as with his own countrymen. His portraits give a
very indifferent idea of the philosopher; the finest
1 have ever seen, hangs on exhibition in the KunstVorstellung here; it is bv noagen, and represents
him standing erect in a lofty room, before a table,to the left of a heavy curtain of gold and brown;
but 1 believe that it is impossible for him to stand
as he stands there. The picture gives the idea of a
man of medium or slightly above medium size; but
Humboldt adds one to the number of small vet great
men; the white hair, the stooping form of the old
man; his trembling hand, his hardly distinguisha-
ble voice, and the general air of languor in his
movements was remarkable, and prepared me for
the remark of the Ambassador's son who stood by
me: "How Humboldt has aged since last Februa-
ry!" Yes, itwas so; and the leader of natural sci nee
in the world?the wi-est philosopher, the most
laborious andcritical itvestigator- -the man who,
perhaps, has done more for his own department of
learning than any that ever lived?is passing rapid-
ly away. He is now 89 years old; in September, if
he ever reaches it, he will be 90; but those who
look upon him mournfully admit that his end
speedily approaches.

The dinner went off as most dinners do; the hun-
gry ate; the thirsty drank; and there were waiters,
witand wine. After the dinner Gov. Wright arose,
and in a brief, well-worded address gave, "The day
we celebrate," this was drank standing, as were the

Von Humboldt?the King of science?the latchet of
whose shoe other Kings are not worthy to unloose;'
and a toast, to our ancient worthies, which I men-
tion because the response was made by Mr. Adams,
of Boston, grandson and great-grandson of the
Presidents, who alluded feelingly in his speech to
the illustrious Prescott, the news of whose deathhad but justarrived.

At an early hour Humboldt and Mr. Adami, took
their leave, and at Bin the evening?good, moral
hour?we departed.

ry. He says they stole out of the harbor of New
York in a violent snow storm, and although sus-
pected, got safe to sea. They crossed to the coast
in a remarkably short time?took in 230 negroes,
ot whom all, save 70, were full-grown men?and
succeeded in escaping from a cruiser who had
chased them to Loando, and caused thetn to come
to an anchor under the protection of the guns of
the fort (Portuguese) at night. Slipping their ca-
ble, they got clear, but next day fell in with a
British steamer, who run them a good race for sev-
eral hours, but a strong wind springing up, and a
high sea causing the pursuer to roil heavily, the
brig ranged ahead and was soon out of sight. She
had a quick run to Cuba, and entering the harbor of
Havana, got rid of her cargo the second night. The
following day, seeing a man-of-war boat approach-
ing, she slipped anchor, and with a stiff'south wind
in her favor, was out of the harbor before the pin-
nace could overhaul her. She was run ashore 25
miles west of this place, where the wreckers found
her, sent her crew up and soon after brought up
the vessel.

The crew, nine in number, were arrested by
Marshal Moreas withinan hour afterthe issue of the
warrant, and Capt. Lind was taken a few days la-
ter. The Captain is the only one detained. The
crew was examined and discharged.

Mr. Joseph C. Uovejoy, of Boston, has written a
letter, which occupies over two columns in the
Washington Union, to his brother, Owen Lovejoy,
a member of Congress from Illinois, commenting
upon a speech of the latter on "the fanaticism of
the Democratic party."

that a man may sustain the relation of slavehold-
er, in all good conscience, and with the entire Di-
vine approbation. There are visible footprints of
God's disapprobation of the abolitionism' of this
country."

MISSION TO JAPAN.? The Board of Foreign Mis-
sions of the Reformed Dutch Church is actively en-
gaged in making arrangements for sending out a
company of Missionaries to Japan. The Rev. S.
R. Brown, the Rev. G. F. Verbeek and Dr. D. B.
Simmons, together with three ladies, have volun-
teered to go, and it is expected that they will sail
about the Ist of May. Besides the dissemination of
religious instruction it is proposed to introduce
such labor saving machines and useful inventions
as shall be the best adapted to instruct the Japanese
in the relation of the natural sciences to agricul-
ture, Ac. Special attention will also be given to
instructing the people in the science of surgery
and medicine. Dr. Simmons has lately been en-
gaged in learning the arts of photography, stereo-
scopy and electrotypy. He has also informed hitn-
selt in the management of the serving machine, one
of which is to form part of the outfit of the Mis-
sion. No permanent location wilt be fixed upon
until the Missionaries shall have had time to sur-
vey the country and to determine where their
labors will be most effective.

The Washington correspondent of the Phila-
d Iphia I.edijer says that Mr. Flinn.the Navy agent,
has recieved a letter from Mr. J. Glancv Jones,
who says, in relation to the charges of his having
acted as agent for pay of the Reading Forge
Company, that: "In the course of five years the
Reading Forge Company paid me fees for services
from two hundred to four hundred dollars, which
is all that I ever received. I never made contracts
tor them with any man living?all contracts of

their's have been gotten (as I suppose) by their

being the lowest bidders. I recommended them to
every one as a good Company, and advised those

having work to be done, to "invite their proposals
at least. I never went beyond this. Some of the
Company told me, some timeagy, they were willing

to pay for the expenses of getting contracts, but

never pretended to offer me a price?they were

honorable men and would not do it.

Ex-Governor David Campbell, of Virginia, died
in Abingdon, Virginia, on the 19th instant, aged
eighty years. The deceased was a major in the
twelfth regiment Cnited States Infantry during the
war with Great Britain, and served with great
credit on the Northern frontier. He was a gentle-
man of fine traits of character, and enjoyed largely
the respect and esteem of the community in which
he lived.
