From Washington.

Wasningrox, April .—The Navy Department
ha named the new third class steamers as follows :
That at Portsmouth, New Hampshire, the ¢Michi-
ran;’ that at Boston, “Narraganset;”” at Brooklyn,
“Iroquois;” the large one at Philadelphia, ““Wyo-

ming;” and the small one, “Pawnee;” at Norfolk,
“Dacotah;” at Pensacola, “Seminole;” and the one

at Mare Island, Calitfornia, “Saginaw.”

From official advices, ?ecei\'c(r to-day, it appears
that the steam frigate Minnesota reached Bombay
onthe16th of January, having on board Ex-Minis-
ter Reed, who left on the 25th for Suez. The frigate
had visited Singapore and Penang and several
ports in Ceylon. She occasioned evervwhere ex-
pressions of surprise and admiration as she has ever
done in the East. In a few days she was to leave for
Muscat, in Arabia, passing from there to the Cape
of Good Hope, and probably touching at Zanzibar.

A letter from the Commander of the Savannah,
dated Vera Cru farch 11th, confirms the former
report of the defzat of Miramon and the success of
the Constitutionalists in the interior and their ad-
vance on the City of Mexico.

It is probable that ex-Senator Jones, of Iowa,
will withdraw his declination of the Bogota Mis-
sion.

There are, at least, twentv applicants for the va-
cant Commissionerships of Patents and Indian Af-
fairs, which will not be appointed for a week to
come,

The failure in the arrival at Annapolis, of the
British steamer Curacoa, with Lord Lyons, the new
British Minister, excited additional fears for her
safety.

A despatch from Charleston, S. C., says the
Courier contains a telegraphic despateh from Wash-
ington that war in Europe had actually commenced,
and that George Sanders had brought a despatch to
that effect to the President. Mr, Miles, a member
of Congress from Charleston, telegraphed back
that Lord Napier knew nothing about the truth of
the report, but the Courier fails to be convinced.

It is well understood that the Cabinet to-day had
under consideration the subject of Central Ameri-
can affairs. The advices from the commander of
the Jamestown confirm the newspaper statements
relative to recent events in Nicaragua. Our Gov-
ernment has nothing from an oflicial source, later
than the 25th of February, relative to the treaties,
when that of Sir Gore Ouseley, of commerce,
navigation and transit, bad been ratified, with an
additional article to the effect that Nicaragua sur-
rendered none of her rights over the Mosquito Ter-
ritory. The Mosquito treaty was at that time
pending, and the Cass-Trisarri” treaty had not been
acted on; our Government will accordingly
await further reliable intelligence before it
can act decisively, so far as Great Britain
is concerned. If it shall appear that Sir G. Ouse-
ley has transcended or violated his instructions, a
formal request will be made of England to disavow
bis acts, if she shall not do so voluntarily. Itis
thought, however, she will carry out in good faith
the understanding with this Government relative
to the settlement of the irritating questions grow
ing out of the different interpretations of the Clay-
ton-Bulwer treaty; nor is it improbable, should
Nicaragua ratify all the British treaties and reject
ours, that Minister Lamar will be withdrawn and
General Juarez, the Nicaraguan Minister at Wash
ington, be tendered his passports. Such is the po-
sition of the question, according to the last avai
able information, but mueh depends on the charac-
ter of future official advices from Nicaragua. Our
vessels will, it is said, be concentrated at the
most exposed points, for the protection of the per-
sons and property of American citizens within
their reach. To proceed to the interior of the
country would be an act of war, which will not be
committed, but there is no doubt, from what has
recently transpired, that the President will exert,
to the utmost extent, all the powers confirmed upon
him by the Constitution and laws.

Minister Bowlin writes hopefully of arranging,
satisfactorily, the difficulties with Paraguay.

Later from Utah.

Leavenxworta, March 31.—The Utah mail of the
Sth instant, has arrived. Terrible snow storms pre-
vailed on the plaing, retarding the mails. The Se-
cond District Court wasin session at Provo. Thefts
of horses and mules were becoming numerous, and
the perpetrators were threatened with lynch law.
The Indians were molesting the California mails
and stealing the animals for food.

Rospery.—On Thursday night, the Ladies’ fur-
nishing store of A. G. Broadbent & Co., No. 18 N.
Charles strect, was burglariously entered and rob-
bed of goods, consisting of silks, fine cloths, meri-
noes, lace veils, laces, mantillas, and a variety of
other articles, amounting in value to about $1,000.

Crivryar, Covrt.—Hon. Henry Stump, Judge.—
Milton Whitney, Esq., State’s Attorney, prosecu-
ting. The following business was transacted yes-
terday :

After the call of the regular panel of Jurors yes-
terday morning, the Clerk ordered the Warden of
the Jail to place Henry Duvall at the bar, where-
upon Judge Stump spoke as follows :

“The Court here strictly charges and commands
all manner of persons to kecp silence, while sentence
of death is passing against the prisoner at the bar,
upon pain of imprisonment.

“Henry Duvalil,vou have been'tried and convicted
of the murder of Christian Fischer. You had a
fair and impartial trial of a jury of your own
selection, who found you guilty’ of murder in
the first degree. The counsel, who ably defend-
ed you during the progress of the trial, after
the rendition of the verdict, made a motion to
have your case tried over again; the Court,
after patiently listening to the argument, decided
against granting you a new trial. The jury who
tried your case were constitutionally the judges of
the law and facts; and although some of your com-
rades have sworn that you were not inside the
house, vet other witnesses have as solemnly testi-
fied that you were the party who fired the fatal
shot. The jury have discredited the testimony of
the witnesses on one side of the case, which they
have a perfect right to do, and the Court cannot
say anything in regard to this part of the trial;
the Court cannot say that the jury erred in render-
ing the verdict which they did, and has no power
or authority to set it aside. It behooves the Court
now to perform that duty which, to it, is always
a most disagreeable one; and the Court now de-
mands of you, Henry Duvall, if you have anything
to say why the sentence of the Court should not be
pronounced against you.”

Prisoner.—“I have nothing more, your Honor, to
say, than that I am an innocent man.”

Judge.—“The Jury who tried you have found
you guilty, and the Court has no power to set aside
the verdict; the sentence of the Court, therefore, is,
that you, Henry Duvall, be taken to Baltimore City
Jail, the place from whence you came, and from
thence to the place of execution, at such time as
shall be duly appointed by the Governor of the

| by the Court and

| penitentiary for the period of seven years and one

State, and that yon there be hanged by the neck

until you are dead, and may God, of His infinite
goodness, have mercy upon your soul.”

The prisoner was then again taken in charge by
the Warden of the jail.

John Jones, who was indicted for forging checks
on the Cit ’ Baunk, and who removed his case
to Baltimore county, having been discharged by
that Court by direction of the State’s Attorney,
was re-arrested toappear asa witness against James
Manly and Samuel Mullen, who are indicted for the
same offence.

Mr. McAllister asked the Court to fix the
bail for the appearance of Jones as a witness,
when Judge Stump said he would fix it at $300 in
each case. Mr. MecAllister said he would become the
bondsman for the appearance of Jones.

Judge Stump said he had made it a rule, not to
take a lawyer for bail in any case; the counsel would
have to procure another man.

Mr. Whitney stated to the Court, that there were
a number of cases still pending, for violations of
the liquor law; some of the violators were mem-
bers of the liquor league, and others were not. The
counsel, in many cases, had expressed a desire to
abide by the decision of the County Court in simi-
lar cases. It seems that Judge Price has imposed
a fine of $100 and costs, on some of the violators
of the law; he would suggest that, if the action of
the County Court is to rule in their cases the same
fine be imposed, if the parties who desire a trial
wish to be governed by that Court. There may be
some who would desire to come in during the recess
of the Court, and pay the fine without being tried,
he would ask the Court to fix the fine, and
say if it would abide the decision of the
County Court in some of the other cases.

Judge Stump said if the parties came in and
plead guilty. he would impose the minvmwn fine, but
would not say what it would do in regard to the
other cases.

The jury were then finally discharged, and the
Court adjcurned until this morning at ten
o'clock.

Hon. Judge Price. R. J. Gittings, Esq., At-
torney for the State, prosecuting.

State vs. James Edmonds, indicted for burgla-
riously entering the house of John T. Story, No.
448 West Baltimore street, alleged to have been
committed on the 27th of May last. The evidence
was conclusive and a verdict of “guilty”” rendered.
Mr. Norris, counsel for the prisoner, filed a motion
for a new trial.

State rs. George Potee, indicted for the murder
of John Armstrong, (negro,) alleged to have been
committed in Baltimore on the 4th of January,
1859, by shooting him in the left side of the breast
with a pistol ball.

The prisoner was placed at the bar and the fol-
lowing evidence elicited:

Police officer Hirst, sworn.—On the 4th of Janu-
ary had a substitute—officer Faulson; a negro ball
was held in Plum alley, and the prisoner kept a
drinking house next door; he was intoxicated, and

kept running in and out of the ball room; finally
he remained out for about three-quarters of an
hour, and witness went to Potee’s bar-room, and
there saw Armstrong laying on the floor, dead; two
other negroes were in the room; Armstrong was
shot in the left breast; no weapons were found on
the deceased, or was there any laying on the floor;
arrested the prisoner on his way from the drinking
saloon to his father’s; at first he said he had done
nothing, but afterwards admitted to the killing, and
said he left the revolver on the bar shelf; witness
and other officers went to the restaurant and there
found the revolver; the prisoner said Armstrong
and several other negroes called for drinks and at-
tempted to pay for them with counterfeit money;
he refused to take the leaden coin, when the ne-
groes commenced quarreling with the one who at-
tempted to pass the counterfeit money; he told them
to make less noise or he would kill one of them, and
ked his bar keeper where his pistol was; the bar
keeper replied “there it is, on the shelf; but don’t
shoot, you might kill some one, and then get your-

self in trouble for nothing;” but, as he alleged, he |

had been much annoyed by Armstrong, and fired at
him, and shot him.

The cross-examination by defence was a mere re-
capitulation.

Vm. Foster, sworn.—Has been in the County
Jail since the occurrence, and retained there
as a State’s witness; at the time of the oeccurrence
witness was a bar keeper for the prizoner; a negro

came in and called for a glass of something to drink; |

the prisoner was behind the bar at the time, and
asked the negro for the money; he said he had none;
Armstrong asked the prisoner what he was “zqueal-
ing” about, and said he would pay for it, at the
same time throwing down a leaden five cent piece;

the prisoner bit the coin and refused to take it; |

|

another negro then threw down a half dime and |

Armstrong took it up, at the same time striking
the other negro; a fight ensued between the two,
when the prisoner took down his revolver and or-

dered them to quit fighting and go out; Armstrong |

picked up a large wooden bar and refused; the

lprisum-r then pulled three times for Armstrong,

the last of which took effect in Armstrong’s breast,
and he fell dead on the floor; the prisoner then went
out of the back door, and witness went for the pris-
oner’s father.

Lieutenant Davis, sworn.—Was present at the
arrest of the prisoner: he admitted the killing, and
said the reason he did it was that the

SvrTror $112,000 AGAINST A BraNch OF THE STATE
Baxk or Onro.—A Bill in Chancery was yesterday
filed in the United States Court, by Benjamin De-
ford, of Baltimore, against the Chillicothe Branch
of the State Bank of Ohio, and Henry Massie and
James B. Scott, the President and Cashier thereof.
The bill alleges thatin 1855 Alexander Fraser, of
Chillicothe, applicd to Elder & Webb, commission
merchants of Baltimore, to make advancesin cash
and grant acceptances, to be used in purchase of
produce and the manufacture of highwines and
whiskey, to be shipped and consigned to them.
raser represented himself as in good circumstan-
and doing a large business in distilling, and in
the raising of stock and hogs. Fraser proposed to
give as endorsers Enos and Nelson Prather, who he
represented were wealthy and responsible citizens
of Ross county.

The plainti alleges that Elder & Webb be-
ing unacquainted with the business character or
responsibility of Fraser or the Prathers, addressed
a letter to the Chillicothe Bank, giving a history
of thescontemplated arrangement, and that they re-
ceived an answer in August, 1855, signed by James
. Scott, in his official character as cashier, for and
in behalf of the bank, in which he endorsed the
standing and responsibility of Enos and Nelson
Prather as good; that they owned from 35,000 to
6,000 acres of land, and were large corn growers
and cattle feeders; that in 1854, they fed over 1,000
head of cattle, and from $15.000 to $20,000 worth of
pork, and that he considered them good for the
purpose contemplated. The complainant also al
leges that the reply to the letter of Elder & Webb
represented Fraser to be a man of credit and res-
ponsibility, doing alarge business and rapidly ma-
king money, but that they have since learned that
he was largely indebted to the bank, in a sum ex-
ceeding $100,000, and that the oflicers must have
known that he was insolvent at the time they made
the representations. Elder & Webb advanced to
Fraser $112,000 over the consignments, which
amount still remaivs unpaid.

In the course of the transaction, E. & W. became
largely indebted to Benj. Deford for money to meet
the drafts of Fraser, who subsequently assigned the
claim to him, and he now brings suit, claiming
that at the time the representations were made by
the oflicers of the bank, that Fraser and the Pra-
thers had a large suspended debt due the bank, and
allege that the vepresentations were fraudulent,
and made with a view of enabling said bank to re-
duce the debt by means of the drafts, and that a
part of the avails of each draft was devoted to the
payment of such indebtedness.

The complainant asks that the Chillicothe
Branch, as well as the Prathers and Fraser, may
be required to answer under oath the averments
set forth, and that they may be compelled to re-
fand to the assignee, Benj. Deford, all sums which

Feepine Inpants.—The following article, interest-
ing to mothers, is copied from the Natchez Courier:
Great mortality prevails among children from
injudicious feeding. Some persons attempt to sup-
port them upon articles of food which contain little
else than starch or gum, neither of which are capa-
ble of themselves, of sustaining animal life. Others
coufine them principally to the milk of the cow, the
s of casein in which they are unable to digest;
other articles are added, which are
cither indigestible or innutritious. Hence the large
amount of sickness and mortality from disordered
stomach and bowels, and which are generally at-
tributed to teething, to worms, and to any and eve-
ry other cause but the true one, errors in diet, pro-
ducing indigestion. i

In the last July number ofthe American Journal
of the Medical Sciences, there is a clever article on
“Natural and artificial Lactation,” by Dr. Cum-
ming, a brief abstract of the concluding portion of
which, I am tempted to publish, for the information
of young and doubting mothers. H¢ , and suffi-
ciently proves by physiological and ‘chemical ar-
gument, that nothing but milk can with propriety
be used as the food of infants; and even this is aj
to fail, and to give rise to f maladies, unless it
be made to correspond very closely, in its constitu-
ent elements, with human milk.

Cows’ milk differs from human milk in some im-
portant particulars, as has been accurately ascer-
tained by chemical analys It contains nearly
three times as much casein as human milk, but
somewhat less than twice as much butter; while hu-
man milk contains nearly one-third more sugar,
and a little more water than cows’ milk. Merely
diluting cows’ milk by adding water, with the ad-
dition of sugar, therefore, as is commonly done, will
not fit it for easy digestion by the infant stomach.
There will in this case always be an excess of casein,
and a deficiency of butter. But the proportions a
materially changed by permitting the cows’ mi
to rest undisturbed until the lighter particles rise
toward the surface; and nearly the same result
are obtained by using only the milk last taken from
the cow.

Dr. Cumming proposes, therefore, to have cows’
milk at rest for four or five hours, and then to re-
move the upper third part for use; or to take only
the latter half as furnished by the cow. He then
advises us to add for a child not more than ten days
old, two and a half parts of water, and one-fourth
part of sugar. This combination gives almost the
exact proportions of human milk at that early pe-
riod of lactation. The exact proportions given are
—Milk 1000—Water 2643—Sugar 243. The sugar
and water are decreased as the child grows older,
until at five months, the proportions are—Milk 1000
—Water 1000—Sugar 104, and at eighteen months,
the proportions are—Milk 1000—Water 500—Sugar
63. The child should take this food at a temper-
ature of100 to 104 degrees, and by suction. An
eight ounce vial, with a quill rolled in a long strip
ot Swiss muslin for a stopper, is the best arrange-
ment for cleanliness and convenience. Tubes
having narrow passages cannot be readily cleansed.

A child ten days old will take about thirty-two
ounces daily, in eight meals of four ounces each;
and the meals thould increase in quantity and
diminish in number, as the child grows older, so
that at three months seven meals of eight ounces
each, may be taken. The milk should be given at
regular intervals, except that the child should be
early accustomed to pass six to eight hours at night
without feeding. This regularity of feeding, with
proper intervals, is in accordance with a physio-
logical law of digestion applicable to all persons,
namely, that the stomach should have time fully to
digest its food before other food is taken into it.

Tuae West Poist Acapesy.—The Military Acade-
my, West Point, was established by Congre:
1802, and is now wholly supported by the General
Government. The education given is gratuitous,
so far as money is concerned; but each cadet must
give eight years’ service to the Government, unless
sooner released. The corps of cadets must not ex-
ceed two hundred and fifty at any one time, and
the candidates for admission must not be nnder six-
teen, or over twenty or of age. The corps
must spend three months each year in encamp-
ment. The course of study, which is full and tho-
rough, in mathematics, and all that appertains to
the military art, embraces five years. There is the
most rigid impartiality exercised; no family con
nections, no political considerations, no favoritism,
are ever allowed to screen an offender, or to shield
the incompetent. Strict attention to duty, earnest
application, punctuality, and genteel deportment,
are virtues that will be sure to win consideration at
the Academy, and to lay the foundation for emi-
nence in after life. A number of students are an-
nually dropped from the rolls at West Point who
fail in these essentials, but no young man need be
intimidated or discouraged so long he cultivates
the rules herein laid down. Any lad who has ps
ed through the usual branches of an Epglish edu-
cation, especially if he good knowledge of
mathematics, may be re as fitted to com-
mence a course at the Military Academy.—Phila.

IxteresTING Discovery AT Bernnenesm.—A letter
from Jerusalem, in the Gazette du Midi, says: “A
very important discovery has been made inthe
neighborhood of Bethlehem, near the spot which is
generally admitted to be where the angel appeared
to the shepherds. To the eastward of = Bethlehem,
and midway between the town and the spot above
mentioned, some workmen, while employed in
making an excavation, found the ruins of anim-
mense convent of the period of St. Jerome and St.
Paul, with evident marks of its baviog been after-
wards repaired by St. Helen and the crusaders.
The cisterns are very large, regular, and in a pe
fect state of preservation. The mosiac pavements
of several rooms have been already laid bare, and
the workmen are on the trace of the marble pave-
ment of the church. The satisfaction occasioned
by this discovery is so great that the inhabitants of
the village of Beth-Sakour (village of shepherds)

hasten to the spot, and offer their ser on the
works gratuitously. The site of these ruins is

known to the Arabs by the name of Siar-el-Ganem
(resort of the sheep). It issurrounded by a con-
siderable number of deep grottoes, where the shep-
herds have been in the habit of taking shelter with
their flocks.”

Two Kixvs or Gexsving Turee CeNr Preces.—It
hasbeen currently stated that bogus three cent
pieces are as plenty as the genuine ones. A Bing-
hamton,New %'ork, banker addressed a letter to the
Director of the Philadelphia Mint on the subject
and received the following answer, which is of gen-
eral interest :

I have to acknowledge the receipt of your letter
of the 22d ult. enclosing two three cent pieces,
which are both genuine, but of different issues.
When the three-cent coin was first issued it was r
quired by law to be but 750-thonsandths’ fine.
‘l\'hvn the law was changed, (March 2d, 1853,) and
it was required to be struck in standerd silver, the
same as the other silver coins, it became necessary
to distinguish the new issue, and for t purpose
a double line was engraved on the die 2round the
star on the obverse; and within the letter C, on the
reverse, there was added, above the numeral [11, a
sprig of olives, and beneath, three arrows. Many
persons, in noticing the difference between the two
issues, suppose one or the other to be spurious,
which of course is a mistake. There are counter-
feit three-cent pieces in circulation, but they are
thicker than the genuine.
