be placed in the rear of the counsels' table, and anavenue should be kept open so as to afford the de-
sired access. He could not depart from the estab-
lished custom of the Court further than to do
this.

Mr. Magruderthought the prisoner could not
have a fair trial unless he was so placed as to con-front and be confronted by the witnesses and jurors.
Ifhe could not hear and see the witnesses, howcould he exercise his right of a fair trial. If theprisoner choose he couid dismiss his counsel and
conduct his case himself, in which case he would beentitled to all the facilities thev enjoved. There
were numerous precedents to sustain this position,
and he would instance the case of Burr, who,
though tried for the highest offence known to ttie
law, was permitted by the Chief Justice of theUnited States to sit at the table with his counsel,
and allowed the use of pens, ink and paper. Inirginia and Alabama, and other States, the same
privilege had been accorded persons charged withhigli crimes, and he saw no reason why it should
not be accorded in this case. Mr. Sickles was amember of the legal profession and would proba-
bly desire to take part in his own defence. Heasked nothing more for him than he would ask, un-
der similar circumstances, for the humblest citizen
in the land.

Judge Crawford said he never knew of a case in
which a prisoner under trial for murder was not
put in the box, nor had he ever read of one in Eng-
land. He would not deviate from the universal
rule, and could only make the arrangement which
he had indicated.

.Mr. Sickles was then removed to jail, and tho
Court adjourned until 10 A. M. to-morrow.A large force of police are in attendance to pre-
serve order and prevent an indiscriminate rush intothe Court room. Some gross impertinences, on tho
part of persons curious to get a glimpse of theprisoner, were punished by summary ejectment.
Quite a number of friends shook hands with Mr.
Sickles prior to his removal from the room, and he
wore a more cheerful appearance than he did in theearly part of the day. It is confidently expected
that a jury will be obtained during to-morrow.
