Froov 1N THE Mississtppr.—From the last arrivals
from New Orleans, we learn that the flood con-
tinues to prevail, with fearful crevasses, in every di-
rection. They divert the flood, and will save the
coast from inundation and disaster. Below Point
Lookout, in the bend at the head of Island 95, there
is a crevasse, 1,000 yards, through which the water
is pouring with all the fury of a mountain torrent.
At Shipwith’s Island the river is two inches higher
than it was at any time last year. This is owing to
the fact that the breaks in the levee at Hagaman’s

and Point Lookout, just below which were so dis- |-

astrous last year, are now closed, and the river is
confined in the banks. On the other hand, the river
at Helena was fully two feet below the high water
mark of last year. In the vicinity of ecrevasses the
river was lower, but wherever the levees were in-
tact the river was higher. At Col. White’s plan-
tation, on Friday last, while the work of a new le-
vee was rapidly progressing, the waters broke
through, scattering destruction in all directions. It
is said to be the most disastrous cravasse that has
yet occurred, and will prove very destructive to the
surrounding plantations. Within less than two
hours after its occurrence, the water had rolled
back upon the plantation of Gen. W. Groves, Esq.,
two miles above, and had driven the negroes from
the works of protection on which they were engag-
ed. TItis impossible now to estimate the extent of
the disaster.

Tre Depr axp Expesse or Avstaia.—-Twelve
years ago the annual expenditures of Austria were
not quite $74,000,000, They are now equivalent to
$170,000,000. Each intervening year thg. deficit
has been counted by millions. e fact is shown
in comparative amounts of public debt, which in
1847 was less than $460,000, and is now equivalent
to $1,140,000,000. The interest of this debt, pay-

ARRIVAL OF THE NEW YORK.
LATER FROM EUROPE.

.

New York, April 5.—The steamer New York,
from Southampton, with dates to the 22d ult., has
arrived.

A Peace Congress, to be held on Italian affairs,
was talked of.

A large meeting of workmen had been held in
Hyde Park, London, to oppose the Reform bill.

The Neapolitan exiles had arrived at Bristol.—

persons.

‘Ihe Paris correspondent of the London 7'imes
says that the Emperor having been informed of the
ultimate resolution of Austria desires to recede by
diplomatic help from an aggressive attitude,

Another letter says that Austria and France ap-
pear more inclined towards a pacific solution. It
is certain that Austria’s force in Lombardy was
more imposing than was supposed. Vienna corres-
pondence says there is no danger of a falling off for
the present.

Paris telegrams say that the five great powers
had agreed to the proposition of holding a Euro-
pean Congress, but the bases and extent of the dis-
cussions have not been settled. The Hague, Lon-
don and Berlin are severally mentioned as likely to
be the place for holding the Congress.

The Austrian papers warn the people against too
much confidence in the peaceful reports in circula-
tion, and say it is very doubtful whether the pro-
posed peace Congress will be convoked.

The export of arms, gunpowder and sulphur from
Austria into the Italian States is prohibited.

The London Morning Herald says that France in-
tends to protest against the construction of fortifi-
cations at Placenza.

Cardinal Antonelli had again requested the im-
mediate evacuation of Rome by the French troops.

Advices one weck later from Australia had
reached England.  The miners there were pros-
perous.

Leone on the 8th of February for Monrovia, thence
northward to Bathurst, Gorce, Cape De Verds, and
further as the public service may require.
The recent order to immediately fit out the new
mers is not with especial referénce to the events
in Nicaragua. The design is to relieve the vessels
on the Pacific and other squadrons.

The despatches sent to General Lamar are, it is
represented, of the most positive character. They
instruct him to demand from Nicaragua an apology,
restitution and indemnity, on a failure to comp y
with which he is to ask for his passport. The Home
Squadron will, it is said, be strengthened, and the
vessels placed at the disposal of General Lamar, to
use them for the defence of American citizens, their
property and vested rights. The despatches to
flag officers McCluney and Long, commanding re-
spectively the Home and Pacific squadrons, are to
obey the orders of General Lamar, and fai ng to
receive them they are to exercise a latitudinous
discretion. The usual diplomatic course has been
pursued in informing the foreign legations of the
intentions of the Government,

The Philadelphia Fugitive Slave Case.

ants as insuflicient, and informed them he would be
obliged to release the slave if arrested under it;
and that by his advice a new power of attorney
was obtained.

Mr. Benjamin Brewster, for the claimant, argued
that it was preeminently the duty of the Commis-
sioner to give this information before he issued the
warrant.

Woodward, Esq., Professor of Drawing of the |
the School of Design, which he thought embraced |
everything that could be said in the Committee’s |
report. After congratulating the Committee on |
the successful operation of the school, and its con- |
tinued prosperity and usefuiness, he proceeded to
give a synopsis of its practical operations, set forth
in the Principal’s report as follows: The school
was opened on the 26th of November last with 254 |
pupils, and continued its session 48 nights. In a|
short space of timethe number of scholarsinere |
to 363, at which it now stands. During the entire |
session the nightly attendance was remarkably
good, and the students displayed a great desire to
become proficient in the branches of art they pur-
sued. To those who have been most punctual in
their attendance, certificates to that effect will be
awarded at the close of the exercises on the present
occasion. Throughout the session the schola
have been very attentive to their studi
serve great credit.  In the Elementary
pencil drawings of the pupils have been exceeding-
ly good, and, as a general thing, the entire class
has manifested a great desire to improve. The
class numbers 204 pupils, under the instruction of
Wm. 8. Taylor, Esq., assisted by Messrs. Nicolais,
Wm. Smith and T. }l. Kugler—the two latter gen-
tlemen being graduates of the school. Seven med-
als have been awarded to a corresponding number
of the class, and the recipients to be afterwards
advanced to the First Preparatory Class.

Next in orderare the two Preparatory Classes
which were established at the close of the last session.
The first is under the charge ‘of Messrs. Charles |
Gebhardt and T. H. Jefiries, and numbers 88 pu- |
pils, whose exercises mainly consist in drawing |
from natural objects and golid models.

To the courtesy of
these gentlemen your correspondent is indebted for
a more eligible position than he could otherwise
have obtained. The room, however, is a small one,
and the accommodations for the press necessarily
restricted. A large number of policemen are on
duty, guarding the avenues to the Court House, and
various parts of the building.

At 10%4 o’clock A. M., Judge Crawford, a vene-
rable old gentleman in gold spectacles and with a
keen eye, came into Court, and the session immedi-
ately commenced. The five jurymen selected yes-
terday were severally called and answered to their
names.

At the same moment the prisoner was brought in
and placed in the box, which, by the orders of
Judge Crawford, had been placed immediately in
the rear of the table at which his counsel sit, so as
to enable them to have free and uninterrupted ac-
cess to him. Mr. Sickles showed no alteration in
appearance since yesterday, and conversed fre-
quently during the morning with Mr. Stanton and
others of his counsel. Mr. Stanton occupied a seat
by his box during the entire morning. Mr. Sickles
watches the proceedings closely, and exhibits great
firmuess and self-possession.

The Marshal having handed in the list of the
talesmen summoned by order of the Court, their
names were placed ina hat and drawn by lot, as in
the case of the regular panels, at the request of the
prosecuting Attorneys.

The first name called was that of Geo, J. John-
son, who, having formed decided opinions, was pro-
nounced disqualified.

The questions propounded to the talesmen were
somewhat varied from those of yesterday. The
Judge in the first place asked whether the party had
formed or expressed an opinion in relation to  the
case? If it was answered affirmatively, as it wasin
almost every case, the defence then propounded que-
ries in the following order: Is your opinion derived
from common rumor or from conversation with wit-
nesses to the transaction? 2d. Does your opinion re-
late to the act of killing or the circumstances at-
tending it? 3d. Could you render a fair and im-
partial verdict upon the evidence submitted?—
The counsel for the prosecution upon the cross-ex-
amination usually asked the simple question whether
such an impression had been formed as would pre-
vent the party giving a verdict in accordance with
the law and the testimony? These questions were
generally asked of each witness with little varia-
tion.
