Notwithstanding, however, the official notification

ofimpenVng hostilities with Nicaragua, which

has been :o the British and New Granadian
Ministers, ani the probable presence of an impos-
ing squadron of war steamers at San Juan del

Norte, we can scarcely imagine that anything
very serious is intended. There is not another
Groytown to bombard. Granada was pretty

effectually burnt out hy IIENKINGSEK. Leon is an

inland town, and Rivas, though within a short
distance of the coast, would scarcely be worth
occupying in force, unless it was designed as a

base for a more extended system of operations. It
is to be presumed, then, that the active measures

which are now contemplated, are merely designed
to hasten the ratification of the CASS-IUISSAUI
treaty: to warn President MARTINEZ of the danger

cf making any future seizures of Lake steamers,
and to give countenance and support to such en-

terprising companies as may undertake to rc-opeu
:he transit route. The fortunate result of the
Paraguay expedition has, doubtless, paved the
way for a similar demonstration upon Nicaragua,

and as the latter is by far the feebler Power of the
two. and is, moreover, within easy striking dis-
tance, it is easy to understand how the matter
willend.

A petition, signed by some of the largest property
holders in Baltimore, has been presented, in the First
Branch of the City Council, hy Mr. MONTAGUE,

reciting that it has become customary for the Au-
ditor and Collector, when either of them offers for
sale a lot, taken in execution for arrears of tax, to
sell, not merely the estate of the lessee?when
there is one, but the fee simple of the ground, nnd
by this means destroy the estate of the landlord.
The "ground rent" Ims always bein regarded as the
sheet anchor among our securities. Itis a mode
of investment heretofore considered so secure as to

stand at the head of the list, in the estimation of
the most prudent, in making provision for in-
fancy, womanhood, or old age. It is well known,
that in leases for ninety-nine years, renewable, the
lessee always covenants to pay "all taxes, public
"dues," See., &c., that the property is assessed to
liim, or ought to be, and that the tax-bills are, or

ought to be, made out in his name. One of the
grievances set forth in the petition is, that in the
eases where the fee has been sold, there has been
no notice whatever to the landlord, who has
been surprised, on demanding his ground rent,
to find himself estopped by a deed in fee
from the city to the party in possession.
Why there should he any departure from the usual
course of distrainiug the goods on the premises, or
failing such, why the whole estate of the lessee
therein should not be exhausted before having re-
course to the fee, is what we cannot understand.?
It is an unmitigated evil that taxes should be per-
mitted to accumulate on any lot to an extent

which cannot be readily met by a sale of the mov-
ables, or at all events, of the improvements, unless

the ground has been so burdened with taxes as to

render the buildings upon it worthless?a thing
which, of course, is possible, though not very like-
ly to happen. Still, the officers of the city ought
not to be permitted to resort to their rem-
edy against the fee, until all other recourse is ex-

hausted. We again invoke the attention of this
community to the importance of having a short
limit to the period within which taxes should be
collectable. In our judgment, a law which should
allow one year for voluntary payment of taxes,
and six months for their enforcement, would be
equally efficient as a measure of finance, and desi-
rable on the score of justice and humanity. To
allow arrears to accumulate on any pretext what-
ever, is to open the door to evils which
we are now suffering?and one of which is
the subject matter of this petition. A limit of
eighteen months, or two years at most, to the col-
lection of public dues of all kinds, would cut up
by the roots a whole crop of noxious abuses.

Her Britannic Majesty's screw-steamer C'uracoa,
Captain MASON, anchored off Annapolis Roads,
about half-past ten on Wednesday nigh', having
on board Lord LYONS, the successor of Lord NA-
PIER in the British Embassy at Washington. We
are gratified to be able to state, that the delay in
the arrival of the Curacoa, which had begun to be
a matter of considerable uneasiness, lias not been
the result of accident or bad weather. On the
contrary, her cruise is spoken of as having been
unusually pleasant, nnd its long continuance has
been caused by her stay at Madeira, as well as at
Bermuda, and, we believe, other of the British
Islands.

The Curacoa was boarded, early yesterday
morning, by Lord NAPIER, who had been awaiting

her arrival for some time, at Annapolis, with his

family. It is rumored that she will probably go
up at once to Washington, but this, we believe,
has not been yet determined on. Lord LYONS
landed early in the afternoon, in a steam-tug, at

the Naval Academy, where he was received with
his suite and entertained by Captain BLAKE, the
Commander of the Yard. He proceeded to Wash-
ington with Lord NAPIER, in the afternoon train.
Salutes were interchanged between the Curacoa
and the Naval Academy. The ship carries thirty-
oue guns, and as seen from the Yard, and from
the eievated portions of the city, presents an at-

tractive object in the offing. She lies at a distance
of about four miles from the landing.

SENOIi VALIENTE.
The play of Sen or Valient*, which was pro-

duced on Wednesday evening last, at the Holiday
Street Theatre, apart from the occasional drag
which is incidental to every first presentation of a
new piece, gave unqualified satisfaction to the
large and intelligent auditory with which the
Theatre was crowded. It was, in point of fact, a
decided success. That it was well put upon the
stage; that the scenery painted for this special oc-
casion, reflects great credit upon Mr. GETZ; that
tbe dresses, wherever the author has given a touch

of fancy to his creations, were new and appropri-
ate, and that all the accessaries were in good keep-
ing, may readily be conceived by those who know
anything of the interest which Manager FORD bat

taken in bringing out the piece in the best
manner. We expressed some weeks ago our
opinion concerning tbe literary merits of Senor
Valietxte, and tbe rank in the acting Drama which

it is entitled to take. We will not, therefore, pause,
at this time, to reproduce an analysis of the plot, or

to comment upon the distinction that we drew be-
tween comedy proper and that mixed species of play

which colors the elements of comedy with melo-
dramatic touches. We pronounced Senor Valient*
a good acting play, and it is sufficient to say that
this judgment was fullysustained by the marked
favor with which it was received on the firitnight
of ita representation. 2ftU Qav*rly t the gay,

high bred, iruoueiatdi woman of the world,who con-
ceals a profound sorrow beneath a smilingexterior,
?with some few exceptions, which we may hereaf- '
ter make a note of?was admirably sustained by J
Mrs. GLADSTANE; while Mrs. DALY personated the ]
giddy, thoughtless, but loving Lille Clinton with
unusual spirit and effect. Mr. WALLACE'S
Sator Valiente, the discarded lover of
Nell Caverly, the hero of Chepultepec, and the
supposed Mexican millionaire was a fine piece of
acting, though differing in some respects from the
conception of the author. Essentially, the charac-
ter of lofienie is unquestionably melodramatic,
but there are occasional transitions, as in the in-
terviews with llenry and Lille Clinton, and in
certain parts of the ball-room scene, which lift it
into the region of pure comedy. Mr. WALLACE'S
Valiente reminded us of a portrait by REMBRANDT.

Artistic as it undoubtedly was, its distinguishing
characteristic was profound gloom. A few gleams
of sunshine would have lit it up effectually. A less
constrained deportment; a little more of the natu-

ralness common to a inan who has travelled much,
seen much, and suffered much, would have taken
from the impersonation the heaviness to which
we refer. In all other respects it was
worthy of his established reputation. For
the rest, we may remark that Major MrMudille
was cleverly played by STOOD A an, that FISEE'S
Cliiselby was a livelyportraiture of a quick,bustling,
matter of fact lawyer; that Mr. 11. F. DALY'S Clem
with our knowledge of his general ability, was
scarcely equal to our expectations, and that of Mr.

LATER FROM CHINA AND JAPAN?LORD
ELGIN AT SHANGHAI-:.

On the return of Lord Elgin to Slianghae, after
bis expedition up the Y'ang-tse-Kiang, he was
waited upon by a numerous body of merchants
and representatives of British and Indian firms,
who presented him with a complimentary address
on his successful career in the North of China. In
reply, his Lordship explained to them the policy bv
which he had been governed in his intercourse
with the Chinese authorities, and, after referring to
the stolid arrogance with which his pacific propose
tions bad been met by the Court at Pekin, he
said:

"My own course has not, however, been always
smooth and free from difficulty. The navigator
whose main business It is to bring his own vessel
safely into port, with flags flying, and amid the
cheers of welcoming friends, will select tho deepest
stream, and eschew to the best of liis ability both
rocks and shoals. But the diplomatist, according
to mv notions of duty, is rather in the position of
the Master of a dredging machine. He lias to open
away for the more favored craft that are to follow
hiui. The most critical places are, therefore, pre-
cisely those to wards which he is bound to steer. ?

Among the critical places, which in my progress as
a negotiator, I found in mid-channel," right n-head
of me, two were pre-eminently so?the trade in
Opium, and the Chinese Custom-llouse system. I
had long sincerely commiserated the false and
cruel position, in which men of high honor and in-
tegrity, engaged in commerce with China, are
placed by the irregularities which characterize the
administration of the one, and the anomalous coa-
ditions under which the other is carried on, and 1
did not consider that the difficulties attending the
removal of these evils, and the risk of misconception
to which those who undertook the task must neces-
sarily expose themselves, would justify me in ab-
staining from the attempt to grapple with them.

As regards the last mentioned of these subjects,
it is necessary that I should otter one word of ex-
planation at "the outset in order to prevent misap-
prehension not so much here as elsewhere. It must
be distinctly understood that the modifications in-
troduced into the new Chinese Tariff in reference
to Opium, do not in any degree fetter or restrict
the discretion of Great Britain as regards the traf-
fic in the article. If the British people and the
British Government see fit to do so, they may srill
make it penal for a British subject to engage in it,
and, by so doing, although they will not probably
in any material degree diminish the consumption of
opium in China, they will, no doubt, do something
more or less effectual towards preventing British
subjects from being the importers. Short, how-
ever, of this extreme measure, of the likelihood of
the adoption of which each man may form his own
opinion, I ain satisfied that the barren announce-
ment by a foreign Government of its assent to the
principle that the trade in opium is illegal, is pro-
ductive of nothing but mischief, that itis a delusion
and a snare both to the Chinese, and those who
have a commercial dealing with them. It is noto-
rious that, notwithstanding the clause in the Trea-
ty of Wanghia which pronounces opium to be con-
traband, and the strong declarations of American
statesmen on this head, the American flag has been
in some instances used habitually, even by British
subjects, to cover that traffic. In my recent discus-
ions with the Chinese Imperial Commissioners, I
have merely sought to induce them to bring the
trade in opium from the- region of fiction into that
of fact, and to place within the pale oflaw, and
therefore under its control, an article, which is now
openly bought, sold, and taxed by thein beyond
that pale. The effect of the change on the inter-
ests of the trade itself will be, I believe, either tri-
fling or null. If, on the one hand, the taxes to
which the new tariff'subjects the Importer be some-
what greater than the squeeze now levied on the
article, he will on the other hand be relieved from
certain charges incident to a traffic ostensibly con-
traband.

As regards the lax and corrupt administration of
the Custom House, I may observe that, in addition
to many other evils to which it gives rise, it bears
hardly on the subjects of the Treaty Powers who
are amenable to certain checks and control from
which unrepresented foreigners are free. I have
endeavored?not, I hope, altogether without suc-
cess?to impress on the Imperial Commissioners
the importance of establishing a Custom House svs-
tem which shall be uniform at the several open
ports, equal in its operation on all parties, and
controlled by persons of integrity and competent
knowledge."

MEETING OF MEMBERS OF THE BAR.

INVASION OF COPYRIGHT. ?We learn from a para-
graph in the Boston Courier that the publishers of

an English edition of Shakespeare, illustrated by
Kenny Meadows, recently added a supplement to
that edition, o! about one hundred and seventy-
five pages, consisting entirely of matter taken from
Mr. Richard Grant White's Shakespearian works,
and credited it to him in the most ostentatious
manner. An invoice of this Shakespeare having
been sent to this country, with Mr. White's Notes
and Essays left as a part of it, (inadvertently, It
would seem,) the invasion of copywright was soon
discovered, and the whole invoice had to be with-
drawn from the market, and the copyright matter
cancelled. This is the first time that the writings
of an American author upon Sakespeare have been
thought to add value to an English edition of the
great poet's works. The Courier adds that Mr.
White's text has been more or less used for other
English editions; and intimates, doubtless by au-
thority from Mr. White's publishers, (Messrs. Lit-
tle, Brown A Co., ofBoston,) that a respect for
the copyright in the original emendations of the
text, as' well as for that in the Notes and Essays ®f
bis edition, will be rigidly insisted on.

THS LENOX COLLECTION OF NINEVAH SCULPTURES.
?The line collection of Ninevah Sculptures pre-
sented by James Lenox, Esq., to the New York
Historical Society, was on Tuesday evening sub-
mitted for the first time to public inspection. The
precious stones were arranged against the walls of
the Refectorv, hereafter to be known as the Nine-
vah room?though this change of name by no
means involves the bauishment of the historical
chocolate and sandwiches. The chief interest of the
exhibition arises from the fact that these sculptures
are accredited relics of Old Testament times, sur-
viving all the changes of dynasties and religions,
and bearing in imperishable characters some story
ot the past. The story is yet to be read, and fur-
ther discoveries may be needed to throw light upon
the mystic legends; but it is believed that they will
ultimately be deciphered, and made to yield a valu-
able contribution to the treasures ol historical lore.
The stones are known to date back as far as the sev-
enth century before Christ, and as the hoary repre-
sentatives of twenty-five hundred years, cannot be
regarded without awe and reverence. When tho
edge of these feelings is blunted, and the spectator
proceeds to apply his cold modern criticism to tho
subject, he finds that the Nincvitcs had very fair
notions of art. The sculptures were originally in-
tended as interior ornameats of palaces, or the
houses of wealthy people, and are far more elabo-
rate than most of the decorations which find their
way into the domicil of the modern millionaire.
The artist, unlike the sculptors of the present day,
cared nothing for beauty or anatomical accuracy,
paid no attention to foreshortening and perspective,
put no sentiments into bis faces, and wasted no
time on graces ol attitude. The ideas that he meant
to convey?whatever they were?are expressed in
the symbolic adjuncts of his figures. The figures
themselves are almost stereotyped copies of each
other, anil it is in tho uninterpreted surroundings
that the purpose of the sculptor is to be looked for.
It was upon these that he lavished his utmost skill,
and there are few chissels at this dav could do neat-
er and cleaner work. On most of tho stones the
finest touches of the steel are still to be seen, as
distinct as though they had been made but yester-
day. The wonderful preservation of the carving is
not duo to tlio hardness of the material, which is
sulphate of lime, but to the fact that the stones fell
inward when the proud structures which they
adorned tumbled to thecartb, and were buried with
their laces in the sand, where they remained undis-
turbed until their exhumation. Thus guarded from
the destructive winds and rains, no virtuoso could
have more securely swathed and packed them away
from harm

The stones are thirteen in number, and illustrate
a variety of unknown subjects. One bears a triple-
horned, winged figure, standing with a fir cone in
one hand, and in the other a basket ornamented
with a has relief of two kings, beside a sacred tree.
Another presents two small eagle-headed human
figures, with offerings?a tree between them, and
one in the back ground. A third, which is a con-
tinuation of two adjacent slabs, contains two dou-
ble-horned, winged figures, on either side of a sa-
cred tree, presenting the mystic fir cone and bask-
et. Upon the sandals of one of the twain are traces
of black and red paint. The other sculptors are
generally similar to those already described, with
the exception of one bold figure, winged, and con-
fronting a king with a patera in one hand and a
bow in the other. One of the eagle-headed species
is supposed to be "Nisroeh." Inscriptions in cunei-
form of arrow-head characters, run across the cen-
tre of the slabs, traversing the figures, and the
whole is surrounded by an ornamented border.
The figures are of that heroic size in which ancient
art sought to express the potential attributes of
gods and kings. They are from 4to 7 feet high,
with exaggerated legs, and arms that would make
the fortune of a prize tighter. The dimensions of
the stones are?breadth 4to 7 feet, height 8 feet,
thickness 6 inches?and they weigh from IJ-2 to 2
tons each. Most of them were either broken in the
smash which laid them low, or in the process of dis-
interment, but have been put together without im-
pairing the original design.

The Lenox collection of Ninevah sculptures, as it
is called, is worthy of a companionship with that
other (neglected) treasury of antiquities, "The
Egyptian Collection;" and it is hoped that some
way may be opened for the latter to pass under the
care and protection of the Historical Society.?

LEGISLATIVE CORRUPTION IN WASHINGTON AND

SMALL LEGISLATIVE PROGRESS. ?The minority
of a Committee of the House of Kepresen-
tives at Washington have reported that
President Buchanan has been personally guilty of
corrupt practices for party electioneering purposes
in the distribution of government contracts; and

such of our contemporaries as swear by and admire
the immaculate purity of our own system, as re-
gards government patronage, have greedily seized
on the circumstance and made it the text of no end
of homilies in praise of the high character of the
English aristocratic administration, as contrasted
with the low, vile and corrupt government of the
United States. We have no intention of offering a
single word in defence of Mr. Buchanan, further
than to observe that this charge of corruption
against him, rests on no better foundation than the
mere personal statement of two members of a com-
mittee, which the report of the commitee itself neg-
atives emphatically, and that, these two gentlemen
stand politically in the bitterest opposition to the
President and his administration. That great cor-
ruption exists in the United States government is
unhappily true; but it is equallv true that English
publicists have no right to make that a reproach
against the transatlantic republic. We have our
own sores of that kind, a few of which have been
exposed partially, and many of which, known to
exist, have never yet been thoroughly probed.
"Parties" in England who turn about profit bv the
patronage of the government do not stand in the
same relation of uncompromising hostility to each
other as parties in the States. Investigations, such
as the one referred to at Washington, are always
resisted here by both parties, and are only under-
taken because opinion out of doors is too strong to
be resisted. But then means are invariably found
to frustrate them, and the history of the last three
years is rife in examples of official corruption, mis-
management and malversation ostensibly inquired
into and really cloaked over by the influence of the
two parties, belonging however, to the same clas3
who share the government between them.

We had, therefore, better let official corruption
in the United States alone. There are other ques-
tions alive in that quarter of the world which we
may with better taste discuss, and which do not
yield in importance to any others. The division
between the North and South of the federation on
the great issue of slavery steadily widens, and it is
now obvious that all the statesmanship and firmness
of Mr. Buchanan, so far from having any effect in
narrowing the difference, have only succeeded in
breaking up the hitherto dominant section of tho
republic to which he belongs, and in rendering any
decided action ou the part of Congress impossible.
The session of Congress which closed a fortnight
since, ushered in although it was by that portentou-
Presidential message which roused the eager ats
tention of Europe by the boldness and extent of its
recommendations, has been utterly abortive. It has
done absolutely nothing, either to promote the pol-
icy sketched in the message or to advance the leg-
islation of the republic.

LATER FROM IIAYTI.?By an arrival at New York
we have dates from tort au Prince to March 19.
President Geffrard has issued several decrees rela-
tive to the police of the island.

The government of the Republic, upon the sug-
gestion of the Consul General of France, and of H.

11. M. Vice-Consul, has decreed a truce for live
years, from the 25th of February last, with the in-
habitants of the eastern portion of the island.

CAPE HAYTIAN,March IG.?A cargo of provisions
and breadstuils from Boston, is still on the market.
Coffee is advancing, but logwood and money is
tending'down wards.

PORT AU PRINCE, March 19. ?Business is mode-
rately active. Rice and flour tend downward. ?

Doubloons $154, and advancing. Logwood SSO.
JACMEL, March 15.?Trade is very dull, and sales

can only be effected with difficulty. Coffee is active
at $lO4.

JEKEMIE, March 15. ?Business is in the same quiet
and unsatisfactory state we noticed several weeks
since, owing to the scarcity of money. Coffee sllO.
Logwood S6O.

SKUNK SKINS. ?"The traffic in skunk skins has
suddenly become a most important branch of the
fur trade, and the skins of au animal which, three
years ago, were deemed of no value whatever, are
now in the greatest demand. They are collected
for exportation alone. The principal markets are
Russia and Turkey, though some are sent to Ger-
many, where they are sold at large profit, as the
fur of the genuine 'fisher.' The black skins are
valued the most, and during the past winter the
market price has been as high as $1 per skin, while
mottled skins brought only 70 cents. These prices,
however, have recently depreciated considerably,
on account of the immense exportation.

"Upwards of 50,000 of these skins have been
shipped from this city alone within the past two
months, and one firm in Maiden Lane have now on
hand about 18,000, ready for shipment. These are
designed for the Leipsic sales?Leipsic being, next
to Novogorod, in Russia, the most important fur en-
trepot in Europe. The first intimation received in
this market of the value of this new description of
fur, came from the Hudson's Bay Company, which,
having shipped a few to London at a venture,
found the returns so profitable, that they immedi-
ately prosecuted the business on an extensive scale,
and now so large has been the exportation, that a
glut in the market is anticipated."? N. Y. Jour, of
Commerce.

Is LAGER BEER INTOXICATING??A juryinGeneva,
New York, have decided in the affirmative. The
Excise Commissioner sued A. W. Brawer for sell-
ing lager beer without a license. He admitted the
fact, but alleged the uon-intoxicatirig qualities of
the beer. In support of this, witnesses swore to
drinking one hundred glasses a day without becom-
ing drunk. Others testified differently. Mr. Braw-
er, to test the matter, purchased a quantity of la-
ger and had it analyzed. The result of that chem-
ical process showed that two quarts of that lager
produced about one-half pint of genuine whiskey.
Those witnesses who drank one hundred glasses in

a day, would take down about six quarts of whis-
key with it. Judge Folger conducted the prosecu-
tion, and before he had concluded his speech Braw-
er took fright and ran away. The jury brought in
a verdict of SIOO against him. So says the Geneva
Courier.

A man named Lutz has for some time been under
sentence of death at Pittsburg, l'a., but through
the influence of friends has been respited for an in-
definite period. Lutz, in the meantime, enjoys
himself as comfortably as it is possible for a man to
do in his circumstances. His cell in the county
prison indicates preparations for a long stay. Ho
has had the walls and arch very handsomely fres
coed, and decorated with numerous paintings.?
The furniture, purchased at his own expense, is
also of a line quality. He has several arm-chairs,
a neat little stand, and very clean and tidy bed-
clothes. He uses an old iron bedstead, but has or-
dered a new one, and in addition intends to have
the stone floor covered with carpet.

TUB GREAT BILLIARD MATCH.?The Detroit
papers announce the arrival in that city of Mr.
Phelan, who is to play a game of billinrds with
Mr. Seereiter for SIO,OOO, and the arrival of Mr.
Cavanah, who is matched against Michael Foley.?
They say the differences between Messrs. Phelan
and Seereiter have been settled; that the playing
willbe in public; the ticket $5, and disposal of the
proceeds to be settled by umpires after the match
shall have been played. The money has been de-
posited for the main stake. They say that, a few
days ago, Seereiter made a run at caroms of one
hundred and sixty. He made a run of one hundred
and twenty during his match with Barney Cheya-
tal, which was considered the best on record.

THE NEW YORK POLICE CASE.?ALBANY, April G.
