Easter.—Easter, we all know, is a movable feast,
varying as to the date of its return, sometimes 15
days, sometimes a month and even for a longer pe-
riod. The exact day of the Crucifixion has never
been known. but there exists a tradition that t e
Resurrection of the Savior took place a very short
time after the spring equinox, and was immediate-
ly preceded by a full-moon. In the year 325, when
the council of Nicene assembled for the purpose of
establishing many matters of church discipline, the
epoch of the celebration of Easter was then regu-
lated in the order in which it now revolves. It is
necessary to the regularity of the Ececlesiastical
year that the date of the celebration of the Paschal
solemnity should be decided, as all the minor fetes
proceed from it, the Christian tradition, being the
Ascension, was 40 days after the Resurrection, and
Pentecost 50 days. In the fourth century there
was no method known of precisely calculating the
movements of the Heavenly bodies, besides which
difficulty, the date of the tradition was too vague
to form the foundation of the solution of the prob-
lem. In the impossibility of arriving at an exact
calculation, and to conciliate the tradition which
the epoch indicated by the Astronomica phenomo-
na, it was decided that “Every year the Paschal
fete should be celebrated on the” Sunday which fol-
lows the day of the first full moon falling after the
20th of March.” It thus results, as a censequence
of thisregulation, that the full moon can never be
before the 21st of March, or Easter before the 22nd.
Itis a very rare occurrence that Easter is solemn-
ized as late as this year ’59, but as there was a new
moon on the 18th of March, Easter could only fall
on Sunday after the moon which followed that of
the 18th of the month.

All the critics who write weekly dramati
tons in the principal French journals, spes
terms of the beauties of Meyerbeer’s new opera. The
following, from M. de Rovrey’s critique in the Mon-
itenr, sums up the leading features of the general
opinion:

“I have to-day to speak not only of a chef d’cwurre
but of an entirely new phase of that fertile genius
which might have been thought to have developed
already the fullest extent of its capacity inthe high-
est walk ofart. The ‘Pardon de Ploermel’ has
nothing in common with the great triology of the
master, ‘Robert le Diable,” ‘Les Huguenots, “Le
Prophete,’ and still less with the ‘Etoile du Nord,’
that admirable episode of military life and camp
music. The new opera is simple as an idyll, home-
felt and religious as a picture of the early Biblical
ages—it is a cemposition of the highest order—
bomogeneous, complete, and thrown forth with all
the spontaneity of inspiration. Melodies of incom-
parable grace " are enshrined in exquisitely elabo-
rated harmony. Itis, beyond a doubt, the most
natural and finished work that Meyerbeer has yet
produced.”

It is stated in the French journals that the city of

Paris, in consideration of M. Lamartine’s great
services to the country in 1848, has made him a
present of a handsome house and extensive grounds
in the Bois de Boulogne. M. Lamartine has lately
refused to accept a residuary bequest made by an
old maidan lady to whom he was a stranger. ~His
friends say that he will not take advantage of the
ill-considered bequest of an imaginative woman to
deprive her relations of an inheritance upon which
they bad justly reckoned.

It is said that Mr. Phelps, the London actor and
manager, has had great success in his Shakespear-
ian characters, at Berlin. The German audiences
were quite taken by surprise, and the Frederich
