Of course, she
has her reasons for loving it, and she gives them to
us in a nut-shell. Here they are:

“‘An artist who is satisfied is a miracle. Iam a mira-
cle, then.”

**While—perhaps—the denunciations on the other side
were too severe.”

Let the ““Three Hungry Frenchmen” and the
musical critics of New Orleans answer this mild
expostulation. Is it possible for them not to feel
some compunctions of conscience when they read
how modestly the PiccoLomint judges of her own
merit ?

“T never pretended to divine genius, T am simply an
artist, who does the b she can in her humble way, and

“There may be others who have the divine spark. Per-
haps many others approximate it nearer than 1.

Courr or INQuiRY.—A correspondent of the New
York Post writing from on board the United States
steamer Merrimac, Panama Bay, says:

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CONVENTION.

The third anmual Convention of the Nation-
al Quarantine and Sanitary Convention assembled
in New York on Wednesday morning at the Col-
lege of Physicians and Surgeons, corner of 23d
street and Fourth avenue.

The Convention was called to order at half-past
ten o’clock, and a temporary organization e flected
by the choice of Dr. William M. Kewp, of Balti-

BISHOP DOANE.

The death of this prelate at Burlington,
New Jersey, has been announced by telegraph. He
was first attacked by inflammatory rheumatism,
followed by & virulent typhoid fever, deranging his
wind and burning up his life. As we learn trom
the Newark Daily Advertiser of Wednesday, his
consciousness returned on Tuesday, but his
physical system had evidently lost its recuperative
power, and in accordance with his own desire to
know the worst, he was informed by his physicians
that his end was approaching. He received the
announcement with his characteristic fortitude,
and the absorption of his soul in solemn reflection,
which immediately followed, found frequent and
fervent utterance in expressions of interest for the
diocese over which he hac long and so _ably pre-
sided, which he had so faithfully served, and so
well loved. At midnight of Tuesday, he began to
sink rapidly, and at four o’clock Wednesday morn-
ing the shadow of death fell unmistakably upon
him. Ilis family and the teachers of the Hall were
called up, the Holy Communion was administered
to him, and at one o’clock Wednesday afternoon,
with calm resignation on his part, death itself took
the place of its shadow on all that was mortal of
Bishop Doane.

George Washington Doane was born in Trenton,
New Jersey, in the year 1799, graduated at Union
College, Schenectady, New York, in 1818, and in
1821 was ordained a Deacon, and in 1823 a Priest of
the Protestant Episcopal Church, by the late Bishop
Hobart. For three years he officiated in Trinity
Parish, New York. "In 1824 he was appointed a
Professor of Belles Letters and Oratory in Wash-
ton (now Trinity) College at Hartford, Connecti-
cut. In 1858, resigning his Professorship, he was
called to Boston as Assistant Minister of Trinity
Church, of which he afterwards became the Rector
on the death of Dr. Gardner. On the death'of Bishop
Croes, of New Jersev, he was called to the vacant
Diocese and was consecrated Bishop in the year
1832,

In the succeeding year he was chosen “rector of
St. Mary’s Church, Burlington, and he has resided
there ever since fulfilling, besides his Epi opal du-
ties, those a so of rectorand principal of St. Mary’s
Hall and Burlington College—institutions for young
ladies and young men, established by himself. He
made a visit to England in 1841, and " preached the
sermon at the consecration of anew church in
Leeds. This was the first instance of an American
Bishop preaching in an English pulpit under a new
law authorizing the admission of the transatlantic
clergy.

The Newark Advertiser says:

During his official term Bishop Doane has been
remarkable for the self reliant energy, indomitable
will, steadiness of purpose, and untiring industry
with which be has striven to advance the interests
of his church, and has altogether shown an execu-
tive power rarely equalled in the Christian minis-
try; at the same time his contributions to literature
have been so liberal, and so attractive, that he won
a conspicuous place among the leading men of his
time. A collection of his sermons and charges
was published in London in 1842, and large volumes
of his discourses and addresses on various public
occasions have been published in this country—all
of them being elaborated with as complete a’tinish
of style as if they had been written in the leisure of
aretirement.  As a poet, his numerous contribu
tions—many of which were written for our own
columns—have been greatly admired at home and
abroad, and extensively copied by the leading
journals,

Bishop Doane was a very decided leader of the
ITligh Church party of his denomination, which
brought him at times into collision with the dis-
senting portions of his ministry; but his own party
were in the ascendant, and sustained him in all his
trials.  Probably there are few men in any part of
our country who had more enthusiastic and self-
sacrificing friends than he; and like all men of his
decided character he had some bitter opponents—
but all, we believe, acknowledged the rare elo-
quence, literary ability, and executive’power of the
man.

A Narvear WeLL or Ic Water.—A gentleman
of this city, widely known as an engineer and che-
mist of high rank, furnishes an account of a re-
markable stratum of ice found in digging a well in
Vermont, which he visited and examined last week.
His description of the ice agrees with an account
given by another of our citizans who is a native
of the neighborhood, and who has inspected the
famous well.

The latter part of last November, Mr. Andrew
Twombly, of Brandon, Vt., commenced to dig a
well near his house, situated about a mile from the
centre of the village of Brandon, on a tolerably
level plain. Having excavated to the depth of
fifteen feet, through sand and gravel, the workmen
came to ground frogen solid, through which they
continued to excavate the further distance of fifteen
or sixteen feet before getting through the frozen
ground.

At the depth of forty feet, sufficient water having
been obtained, the well was stoned in the usual
manner. The chbaracter of the ground was the
same throughout the whole distance, viz., coarse
gravel and sand—the frozen portion interspersed
with lumps of clear ice. At the time the well was
dug, the surface of the ground wasnot frozen. Ever
since the well was dug, up to the present time, ice
forms in the well and incrusts the stone at from
fifteen to thirty feet from the surface ,and the sur-
face of the water,which is thirty-five feet below the
surface of the gound, freezes over every night. On
several occasion, when the bucket hasbeen left in
the well under the water over night, it has been
found necessary to descend the well, and, with a
hatchet cut the ice in order to extricate it.—Boston
Trans.,

Losay1sy Axv Murpkr.—The ““Lobby* at Albany
appears to have added the crime of murder to its
other enormities. Senator Doherty, from New
York city, aged thirty-four years, died just at the
close of the session. It is asserted that he fell a
victim to a plot of certain lobby-men interested in
the Albany Bridge Bill, who desired to keep him
away from his duties, and seduced him into a state
of prolonged intoxication for that purpose.

is also provided, when unwell or fatigued, with
natives to brush away tbe flies from his bed, and
when well with young women to wait upon him
and make hisroom cool and comfortable.
