The accounts furnished by the Washington cor-
respondents of the New York press, of the "Scene
"in Court," upon the termination of the SICKLES
trial, and the honors which were paid to the prin-
cipal actors in that miserable farce, would seem to

indicate?that murder has reached the dignity of a

fine art among us, and that its professors are en-
titled to he treated with corresponding distinction.
The popular ovation in honor of the acquitted
murderer, DANIEL E. SICKLES, if any thing, exceeds
in slianielessncss and indecency, that which we
lately witnessed in Baltimore, on the occasion of
the funeral of the convicted murderer, GAMBUILL.
Thus?we read in one paper that when the jury re-

tired to deliberate upon their verdict, the Rev. Dr.
SUNDERLAND, of the Fourth Presbyterian Church
of Washington?"an estimable clergyman of that
"city"!!?pressing through the crowd that sur-

rounded the dock, and taking Mr. SICKLES by the
hand, said?-

"Sir, I have come to express to you my heartfelt
sympathy, and to say that if the voice of the people ofthis
citv could speak at this moment, your acquittal would be
instantaneous. In case, however, an adverse verdict
should be rendered, be assured that you have hearts
around you, and mine not the least warm of them, to sus-
tain you In your affliction."

When the verdict was rendered, we next read?-
"there was one loud, wild, thrilling, tumultuous

hurrah set up by the spectators; cheer after cheer resound-
ed in the court room, and itwas taken up by the multi-
tude on the outside and repeated. Hats and handker-
chiefs were waved"?

including, we presume, the hat and handkerchief
of the Rev. Dr. SUNDERLAND?

?and there was one general rush towards the dock."
If any reader should wonder, what efforts, if

any, were made by the Judge and Marshal to
restore order and preserve the dignity of the Court,
we are informed that they

"?did their best, in a quiet way. to repress the out-burst ofenthusiasm, but they were merely doing a for-
mal duty."

And, adds the Reporter,
"I do not think that cither the Judge or Marshal

took this misconduct very seriously to heart, or that-It was felt to be a very dangerous assault upon the dig
nityof the Bench and Court."

Perhaps, the Judge and Marshal joined in the
cheering, and waving of handkerchiefs already
deseribed? We should not be surprised. Mr.

After the verdict had been recorded, and the or-

der for the release of the prisoner signed, and Mr.
SICKLES had shaken hands with the Jury?"many
"of whom," we are told, "wept profusely"?he
was borne out of the Court-room?"on the shoul-
ders of the crowd"?says one reporter, but we

imagine that is a slight exaggeration?and placed
in a carriage, which was "driven rapidly to
"the house of his friend, Mr. MCBLAIR in Presi-
dent square."
"A movement was made by the crowd to take the horses

out of the carriage and to draw it themselves, but the
movement was detected in time and prevented."

Why was it prevented ? Why were not the hu-
man animals permitted to take the places and per-
form the work of the nobler quadrupeds, beneath
whose level the}- had debased themselves? Ar-
rived at "the house of his friend, Mr. MCBLAIR,"
we temporarily lose sight of Mr. SICKLES. He re-
tires to rest, and so misses the serenade with
which his friends had designed to compliment him,
and with which, his counsel, the Rev. Dr. HALEY,
and the Jurors were actually honored.

But enough. We turn from the disgraceful
e incidents of the verdict, to a brief consideration of
e the doctrine which it inculcates, and the conse-

quences which are likely to follow from its adoption

in practice. In the special correspondence of the
' New York Times, we arc furnished with an expla-

nation of the principles which governed the jury in
their finding, purporting to come from themselves.

e "After the trial," says a correspondent of that
paper,

I- "I had the pleasure of meeting ten of the gentlemen who

composed the Jury, and I am specially Instructed by them
to state, and they wish it distinctly understood, that they

V gave their verdict on the principle that, in the absence of
any adequate punishment by law foradultery, the man
who violates the honor and desolates the home of his

:r neighbor, does so at the peril of his life, and iflie falls by
the outraged husband's hands, he deserves his doom.?
This principle, they informed me, they agreed upon unani-
mously six days since. They have made it from this hour

a principle of "American law.

Here, then it appears, that in acquitting

SICKLES, the Jury do not pretend to have been
guided in their verdict, by the instruction, of the
Court?by the evidence in the cause?or by the law
of the land. They were engaged in settling a new

s "principle." Their action in the case, was

not judicial, but legislative, and the "princi-
ple" which tbey have settled is this ?that heuce-

. forward, adultery is a capital offence ?the guilt of
the offender to be ascertained, and the punishment
to be inflicted by the party aggrieved. How far the
""principle" is to extend is not stated. Is it to lie

confined to members of Congress exclusively, or are

all husbands throughout the land to be invested
with this power of life and death, for the protection
of their honor? Is every man, who may be cursed
with a prostitute for a wife, to be at liberty to

shoot at sight, or in his own time and at his own
place, any one who may have participated in her
folly and her sin? Is the "principle," moreover
to be confined in its application to one sex, or does
it extend to both? Are wives to have the same
rights with their husbands,and he authorized to kill
the destroyers of their domestic peace ? And, final-
ly, what provision, if any, is to be made for those
who have no natural guardian to wield in their be-
half, the weapons of death?the widowed and the
fatherless?the exposed, and oftimes sorely tempted,
daughters ofPoverty and Toil? I 3 it only the vir-
tue of married women that is weak, and requires the
protection ofDerringers and revolvers?or are we
to have a Public Assassin, armed and sup-
ported at the public expense, to avenge the wrongs
of the poor and the friendless, which must other-
wise go unavenged, "in the absence of any adequate
"punishment by law?" These are some of the
questions which the Jury in the SICKLES' case have
omitted to answer, if indeed, they ever stopped to
consider, but which are none the less obviously-
suggested by the most cursory and partial
consideration of the detestable doctrine which they
have sought to make "a principle of American
"law."

LATE FROM LIBERIA.? First Arrival of a Liberian
Vessel. ?The Liberian brig E. N. Roge, Captain
Alexander, arrived at New York on Thursday
morning from Monrovia, which port she left on
the 15th of March. This is the first vessel belong-
ing to Liberia merchants that has arrived in that
port.

When Captain Alexander left every thing
was going on favorably, and the prospects were
pi easant.

The Liberian Herald, which had been suspended
for many months had been resumed.

The ship Mary Caroline Stevens, which left Mon-
rovia on the 24th of February for Baltimore, lias
not yet reached her port of destination. She lias
now been out sixty-three days. With her fine
sailing qualities she ought to have been at Balti-
more a month ago. When she left Monrovia she
had two cabin passengers and 13 in the steernge.

died at his residence in Portland, on Sunday night,
the 24th inst., in the fiftieth year of his age. Forsome time Mr. Porter had been in delicate health,
but his last illness was of but few days' duration.?
The disease which terminated his life, we are in-
formed, was an all'ection of the heart, to which he
had been frequently subject.

Few men have been more widely known than Mr.Porter. His extraordinary height!), being about
seven feet nine inches, ranked him as thetallest manin the world. He seemed to labor under the con-
sciousness that he was an object of universal Curi-
osity, and shunned rather than sought the public
gaze. He was modest and retiring?the very soul
of honor and honesty. His social feelings were ele-vated and refined, his affections strong and marked.
He was a gentleman of intelligence, anil wielded a
considerable influence among his neighbors and
friends.

He has resided here since earlv manhood. In his
, early life he was warmlv attached to the political

fortunes of Mr. Clay, was a Whig of the old school,
and never forgot his associations with that party.He always gloried in liis Whig name and princi-

, pies, and clung to them to the last. When, how-
ever, the Whig party was disbanded he ranged him-
self with the Democracy,

j Ilis death will be universally deplored. He was
a useful citizen, an honest man, and fulfilled, with

I fidelity, all the duties and responsibilities of his life,
j alike to his fellow men and his country.?

MURDER or A YOUNG LADY BY A BAVARIAN LAW-
YER. ? An extraordinary sensation was caused in
Munich a few weeks ago bv the trial before the
Court of Assizes of Upper Bavaria, of a gentleman
named Ferner, on the charge of having, in October
last, shot dead a young lady named Sanguinetti, of
which some account has before been given. Ferner,
who, though only twenty-two years of age, is a
a doctor of civil law of the University of Munich,
and author of a highly esteemed work on Roman
law, and who, besides,"is skilled both in painting
and music, made the acquaintance at a ball, in Sep-
tember last, of M'dlle. Sanguinetti, sixteen years of
age, daughter of an eminent Bavarian sculptor.
He nt once fell passionately in love with her, and was
at his request allowed by her parents to pay his ad-
dresses. The young iady rejected him" on the
ground that though she entertained a high esteem
for bis character and talents, she did not think he
was rich enough to give her the position in society
to which she thought herself entitled. He still per-
sisted, but the young lady remained firm. At last
she was induced by his threats ofcommitting suicide,
to grant him an interview at night in her father's
garden, when he shot her dead, a ball passing into
her heart. Ferner soon after gave himself, up stating
that his intention was to murder the young lady
and then commit suicide, in the hope of being united
to her alter death. But at the moment of commit-
ting the act the idea suggested itself to him that
suicide was a crime. An inquiry was made if the
man was sound in mind. Medical men said that he
was: and he himself declared that he considered
himself sane, and had never had any mental mala*
dy, neither had he ever been afflicted with insanity.
The jury declared that he killed the young lady,
but without deliberate premeditation, and tfie
Court condemned him to be imprisoned for twelveyears in a fortress

OPENING OF THE ERIK CANAL.?Tfie opening of the
Erie Canal Is generally an "event" in the business
of Buffalo and other cities located upon that line of
communication. This year, it seems, is an excep-
tion. The Buffalo Court'sr thus describes matters
connected tvith the opening:

Since our last weekly review, navigation has been
fully resumed between this port and the upper
Lakes, a number of propellers and sail vessels hav-
ingarrived from Chicago and Milwaukie, and the
Erie Canal has also been opened for business. Not-

withstanding the opening of water communication

between the sea-board and the far West, which in
former vears was svnonymous with the resumption
of active business, we have hardly the first evidence
of anything like a revival of trade. Large numbers
of ste'auiers, propellers, and sail vessels line the

? slips and ship canals, without the first sign of pre-
paration for business; the few already in commis-
sion find scarcely enough to till up with at Western
ports, and it would be useless to fitout more under
such a state of things. Nor are we alone in this
condition. Gentlemen direct from other lake ports
inform us that they are as badoff-that dullness and
inactivity prevail everywhere. One vessel that
came in from Milwaukie on Saturday, with a cargo
of oats, gets but 3 cents pyr bushel on some 12,900
bushels, amounting to $387 freight money. She
returns to Milwaukie light or in ballast, consuming
in the round trip at least four weeks. After paying
wages, towage, insurance, and other incidental ex-
penses, we should like to know how much will be left
out of the $387 to go towards paying for her fit out.
The Captain informs us he tried "to get a charter for
lumber, but did not succeed, and took the best
freight he could, and this is the case all over the
Lakes.

The canal opened on Friday last and up to the
hour the office in this city closed not a single ap-
plication was made to clear the first boat. On Sat-urday, one boat cleared light to Rochester, onewith lumber to Albany, and one also with lumberand shingles to Albion." Such a state of things hasnot existed before to our knowledge. For years
past large numbers of boats have generally drawn
up infront of the Canal Collector's office, to beready on the opening day, and there has not un-
frequently been a strife among Captains to obtainthe first, or among the first clearances issued. Lastyear on the opening day 40 boats cleared from theBuffalo office, paying over $6,000 in tolls. In theshipments that day, were included 1,626 bbls. flour,100,235 bushels wheat, 12,901 bu. corn, and 8,000 bu.oats, and some 25 boats were lowed down theriver and entered the canal at Tonawanda. On the
second day nearly as large a business was done, and
the daily average for weeks, was nearly equal to
the business of the second day. Freights last year,
opened at 45c. on flour, 14c. on wheat, and 13"c. on
corn to New York: 12c. on wheat and 11c. on corn
to Albany. The opening rates this vear will be
about 35c. on flour, 10c. on wheat, and 9c. on corn
to New \ ork. As yet, the only engagements we
hear of are one boat withwheat to Troy at 9c., one
to Rochester at 3c. and a few loads of'staves at $1
@1.37 per ton over toll.

LADT MORGAN died in London on the 14th inst.She was the daughter of an actor named Owenson,
and was born in Dublin about 1789. She became
known as an authoress bv a collection of poems
called the "Lay of the Irish Harp," and by the
"Wild Irish Girl," and one or two other romances.
She married Sir Charles Morgan, a physician, in
1816, after which she spent several years on the
continent. During this time she published "Flor-ence McCarthy," "O'Donnel," and the "Missiona-
ry," and other romances, besides "France" and
"Italy," very clever books on those countries.
That on Italygained the praise of Byron. She re-
turned to Ireland in 1823, and visited France again
in 1899, and Belgium in 1833. She afterwards pro-
duced "France in 1829," "Woman and her Master,"
the "Book Without a Name," to which her husband
contributed, and some very entertaining notes to a
new edition of the "Wild Irish Girl." In 1848 she
had a controversy with Cardinal Wiseman concern-
ing the chair of St. I'eter at Rome, in which she
was thought to have entirely defeated the Cardinal.
Her last production was her "Autobiography,"
published in London a few months ago.?A r. F.

NEW USE OF TIIE STEREOSCOPE.?Professor Dove,
a Prussian, has discovered that the best executed
copies of steel or copper-plate engravings can bedistinguished from the originals, by placing them
together in a binocular stereoscope, when the
difference between the print produced bv the origi-
nal plate and the sptirious copy is seen at a glance.
This will be a sure method of'detecting counterfeit
bank bills.

BRITISH ANNEXATION.?The English have taken
possession of another island in the Red Sea, whichthey claim to have purchased from an Arab Sheik.
