SAD RESULT OF CRIME.?It willwe recollected by 1our readers that a short time since we announced '
the arrest of a young man named Joseph M. ]Rogers, charged with defrauding his employers, 1
Hindman brothers, in this city, and sending the '
stolen property to his mother at Seneca Falls. It 1
appears he had a mania for stealing, and had 1carried on petty thieving for upwards of two years. 1
Up to the time of his arrest he bore a good charac-
ter, and his conduct had been such that his employ- 1ers placed the utmost reliance upon his integrity 1and honesty. For four days past, while confined in 1
jail, he has refused all nourishment, and was this 1
morning brought into Court a changed being, '
exhibiting weakness in bodv and in rni'nd. When
arraigned before the Recorder, he clung to a chair '
with a death-like grasp, trembling from head to '
foot, with not sufficient strength to stand upon his !
feet.

The Rev. Dr. Magoon appeared inCourt in his be-
half to plead for mercy, lie stated that Rogers was
a member of the Hudson Street Baptist Church, and 1
was also a teacher in the Sunday School. Up to this
time his honesty or integrity had never beenbrought in question, for his conduct had been such
as to avoid suspicion. While the Rev. Dr. Magoon
was addressing the Court in his behalf, Rogers
swooned and fell upon the floor, which was follow-
ed by intense excitement. He was picked up and
soon after recovered, and carried out of the Courtby live men a raving maniac. He was taken into a
room in the City Hall over the Court room, when
medical attendance was procured. Doctors Mc-
Xaughton and Charles P. Staats were in attendance
upon him for some time, but up to noon the disease
had not yielded a particle to their treatment, and
they were fearful that he would become a confirm-
ed maniac. During his ravings he wanted hishands cut off, and the utmost watchfullness was
necessary to prevent him from doing himself bodily
injury.

By order of the Recorder he has been sent to the
Lunatic Asylum.? Albany Journal.

At the entrance on Front street an archivav was

erected, which was neatly festooned and wreathed
with evergreens and flowers. On the top of the
arch was a large Maltese cross, with the letters.I. O. S M. on the four points. Matting was laid
from the doors of the theatre to the curb-stone, and
through the different avenues in the building. On
entering, it was a difficult matter to recognize theold Front Street in the tastefully dressed interiorand the extensive proportions of the flooring. The
scene presented was unusually brilliant and beauti-
ful, evidencing excellent taste and judgment in the
arrangements and decorations. All the scenery ofthe stage had been removed, and the flooring pla'eed
over the entire pit to the dress-circle, and theplanks were skillfullypainted with fancy figures.?
On the right and left of the stage proper, and inthe rear, portions of scenery were placed, whichadded much to the effect, while midway betweenfloor and roof a canopv of American flays was
stretched across, hiding the dingv rafters and giv-
ing an elegant and cheerful appearance. The pil-lars of the stage and the chandeliers in this part of
the house were encircled and festooned with ever-greens and artificial flowers. On entering the floor,
to the right and left stood columns wreathed with
evergreens, on which were vases with bouquets of
the choicest flowers, fresh with the beauty of spring
and redolent with perfume. On the right'and left of
the floor near the private boxes, were similar
columns and vases of flowers. All the columns of
the dress and family circles, were also tastefully
wreathed, and harps and emblems oT the Orderhung in appropriate positions. From the centre ofthe building were suspended the following words in
large gold letters, "Charity Ball, Sons of Malta,"
while on the boards between the first and secondtiers, were the following inscriptions: "Sic transit
Gloria Mundi;" "Cuba the Flower of the Antillas,""We clothe the naked, we feed the hungry;" " 'f is
Well;" "All Satisfied;" "Deos Ima;" "Verba Vo-lent, Script* Manent." From the centre of the
buildingwas suspended what was called "Cupid's
Bower." It was sustained bv red, white and blueslips, and was beautifully decorated with wreaths
of evergreens and (lowers, and contained several
small figures representing Cupid. Directly over
the entrance to the floor was a full sized figure
representing a Grand Master of the Order in"fullregalia. The head was enclosed in a helmet, with
the vizor down, and the limbs in a coat of mail.
The entire decorations were prepared under thedirection of Col. John R. Johnson.

In the family circle on the south side, in the
centre, was Volandt's hand, 011 the north sidewas Linhardt's band, and the music was
most excellent. The green room on the south
side of the building was elegantly fitted up for the
ladies' dressingroom. In fact everything was done,
which care, judgment and excellent taste could sug-
gest, to insure more than ordinary success. The
flooring afforded accommodations "for the dance ofmore than 7.000 superficial feet.

The chandeliers were lighted about dusk, and
it was then that the gorgeous decorations* of the
immense hall room, showed to their full advantage
and in all their splendor.

At 8 o'clock the doors were thrown open to thepublic and the company soon began to arrive.1 lie ladies appeared in full dress, and during
the interval of time between the opening of the
doors and the performance of the Grand March,
occupied seats in the boxes, which were in a very
short time crowded with an array of beauty, sel-
dom, if ever, witnessed before in Baltimore. At
ten minutes past nine o'clock, the "Grand March
Sons of Malta," composed for the occasion, by Mr.Christopher Vollandt, was performed by the Vol-
landt Band, in a masterly manner. During this
performance, the company left their seats in the
boxes and joined in a grand promenade. Thisover the dancing commenced to the exquisite musicof Linhardt's full cotillon hand.

At ten o'clock we noticed on the floor Hon. Judge
Mason, Collector of the Fort: his Honor Mayor
Swann; Major French, and other officers of 'the
United States Army stationed at Fort McHenrv, in
full uniform; James \V. Wallack, Jr., the eminent
tragedian, and lady; and Miss FannvFitz Farren;
Thos. Wildey, Esq., the originator of Odd Fellow-ship; Gen. James M. Anderson; Col. Samuel 15.Doyle;. Hon. Joshua Vansant: John T. Ford, Esq.,
President First Branch Citv Council; Col. William
H. Havward; Hon. Z. Collins Lee; Col. Moor X.
Ealls; Dr. John Morris, Postmaster, and others.?
The dress circle was crowded with ladies, many of
whom were in elegant attire and presented an ar-
ray of beauty and grace rarely ever equalled in a
public ball room.

At eleven o'clock the floor was crowded withyouth and beauty, age and excellence, all whirling
in the mazes of the dance, with faces beaming withenjoyment. The convivial feeling had increased
and the occasion became one of universal pleasure.
Among the visitors from abroad, were Chas. Bote-
ler. Esq., Grand Commander of the Lodges in
Washington City, Mr. Chadwick, of Philadelphia,
and many others whose names we did not learn.

As the small hours of the morning advanced, the
gay throng gradually diminished in numbers, and
the Front Street Theatre, which, but a few hours
before had been the scene of so much gaietr and
splendor, resolved itself in the same gray, dull old
building, which it was before the "Sons of Malta"
metamorphosed it into a garden of flowers. We
are glad to know that the proceeds of the firstcharity ball given bv this large and highly respect-
able Order exceeded the previous expectations,
even of the managers.

ENGLAND AND THE WAR PROSPECT. ?The London
correspondent of the North American, under date
of April 15, says:

It would be well for the interests of civilization
at large, and for this nation in particular, if one
could arrive at the ultimate purpose of the nephew
of moii onclc. That there is a shrewd notion in !
higher quarters, arises from two very significant
facts. Firstly, the dispatch of troops' and all theartillery in the Sheerness barracks, "post-haste,"
and at a most unexpected moment, to the channel
islands, which command Cherbourg: take with this
the sudden orders to increase hands in almost alldepartments in the dock-yards and arsenals, and to
increase the number of hours of labor to five in the
morning to seven at night, and six A. M. to nine
F. M.

Three vessels of war will be launched at variousdockyards this week, and will be immediately fitted,
which now is done in an almost incredibly short
period, and commissioned. Many others are being
proceeded with, with the utmost rapidity, and
others constructed in private yards, about which
nothing is known save by the contractors and gov-
ernment, the shipwrights not being made to know-
that the powerful clipper steamers they are build-ing are for war purposes. Take all that and com-
press itinto one fact; it is a significant one. Take,
secondly, Sir John Pakington's remark, during a
ministerial explanation of the way the screw is put
on to naval Lords of the Admiralty, to make them
jump into the House of Commons. Admiral Sir
It. Dundas declining to perform the operation, re-
signed his seat at the Board, rather than comply;
but Sir John Pakington, the First Lord of the Ad-
miralty, eating humble pie, begged him to remain,
and why? Hear him:

"A few days ago, however, circumstances of a
public nature, but to which I do not fel I am at
liberty to advert more in detail?circumstances, Imay nevertheless say, which are wholly uncon-
nected with party polities, or anything approaching
to electioneering matters?occurred, which causedme to feel very strongly that it was not desirable
at this moment that the Admiralty should loose theservices of so distinguished an officer as Sir K.
Dundas. I therefore submitted to him this view of
the case, and expressed my wish not to avail myself
of his offer to resign, and my desire to retain his
services at the Board. To my representation on
that head Sir R. Dundas acceded, and he still re-
mains a member of the Admiralty." These observa-tions caused a marked sensation in the House of
Commons, and they may be accepted, I am satisfied,
as the other significant fact. Itis useless to treat
speculations of a certain kind as unreasonable and
preposterous, for the whole progress of Louis Na-
poleon has been in the face of all such remarks,
when applied to anticipations of his future, in which
he and many others sanguine in the credulity and
fatuity of the human race indulged.

JEWS IN AUSTRIA.? A few days since the Empe-
ror told the Archduke Governor-General of Hun-
gary that the Hungarian Protestants should have
their Provincial Synod, and that without delay.?
The conduct of the Hungarians is exemplary, and
their loyalty towards the Emperor great, although
they strongly, and with justice, disapprove the
measures of the Government. Orders have been
given to the Stadtholders of the different provinces
not to throw difficulties in the way of those Jewish
families who may wish to engage Christian ser-
vants. The news of what was intended excited the
indignation of the foreign Jews to the highest de- j
gree, and led to strong demonstrations against
Austria. At Frankfort a rich stockbroker got on a
table after the evening 'Change, and moved that no
child of Israel should in future do business in any
description of Austrian stock. The motion wa"s
carried by acclamation, and the news of what had
occurred duly forwarded to this city. In Amster-
dam the great Hebrew firms also expressed their re-solve to taboo Austrian paper, and Baron James
Kothschild, of Paris, gave telegraphic instructions
to his nephew in this city to wait on Count Buol,
and remonstrate with hiin. He did so, and is said
to have observed to the Minister that he was a
cosmopolite, and could live elsewhere as in Austria.
The storm has blown over lor the moment, but the
Jesuits are a stiff-necked race, and will doubtless
return to the charge at a more opportune moment.

THE ITALIAN QUESTION IN PARLIAMENT.

t j
f In the House of Lords, on Monday, interesting

' statements were made by the Ministers. Lord
- Malmesbury reviewed the positions of the principal

powers, a nil observed that, although connectedwith Austria by similarity of race, and an ancientalliance, the people of England were alienated from
! her by the policy which Austria had pursued in Italy.

Itis in private life a most dangerous and most un-popular employment, that of a constable for the
i preservation of peace in town or country. Austriahad assumed that position in Italy. Bv keeping in

order people who could not be kept down by theirown rulers, she has incurred a great deal of unne-cessary unpopularity, and has weakened her ownstrength in her own part of the country.In passing to Sardinia, he said that a strong feel-
ing in her favor existed in this country by the as-
simmilation of her institutions to our own, and he
regretted that after her noble conduct in the late
war she should have so far forgotten that military
glory ought not to be the sole object of a rovern-
ment. for it was from this cause that the present dif-
licuities have arisen.

Jhere remains one other great empire which didnot look on with indiflerence. I need not say it is
France. Mv lords, it is difficult for an Englishman,
or for an English minister, to understand bv what

! process of reasoning, by what process ol sound
policy, the ruler of that prosperous country hasbeen induced to interfere with other countries' inter-nal affairs. Ofall countries in Europe, France hasthe finest and most equal climate, the finest andmost equal soil; she is capable of almost incalcula-ble improvement in wealth, and has amplo room
'or the development of her energies. Mv lordsthe French policy has been to unite herself com!
pletely with the cause of Sardinia, and she appear-
ed determined to assert her. right to interfere withwhat took place in Italy, and to resist what sheconsidered the encroachments, moral and materialot Austria in that country. This was seen with
great regret by her faithful ally, Great Britain. No

' <me has supposed us capable for a moment of assist-
ing Austrian legions against the subjects of her em-
pire. Such a course would be utterly foreign toour policy to interfere to assist any foreign nationto emancipate itse.t; we accept revolutions whenthey are brought about, and recognize de facto and
not de jure governments. It was, therefore, noteasy for us to understand the policy which Franceseemed desirous to pursue in countries where shehaul no direct interest.

Such was the state of affairs in the month of
r ebrnary, at which period Lord Cowley was des-patched to \ ienna. Thoroughly conversant withthe views of the French government in regard tothe Italian question, Lord Cowley had calmly, andas a friend, discussed the subject with Count Buol.Divas a matter for regret that Lord Cowley had

. not been allowed then and there to mediate, as'therewould have been more chance of a successful re-sult tliau at present.
Lord Cowley, on his return from Paris, foundthat negotiations had been going on between Franceand Russia during his absence, the consequence ofwhich was a proposal from Russia that a Con-

gress of the five great Powers should be held,
to which proposal Her Majesty's Government hadagreed, as they felt they should incur too heavy
a responsibility by refusing. On the 22d of MarchBaron Brunow had proposed to him the bases on
which the Congress should take place, to which he(Lord Malmesbury) added the stipulation that thetreaties of 1815 should be left undisturbed. Tothesestipulations the five Powers had agreed, but subse-two collateral questions arose as to thecomposition of the Congress and the disarmamentot the I owers antagonistic to each other. Much
discussion had taken place on these points, the lat-
ter of which had, he regretted to sav, not been set-
tled. It was the opinion, however, of Her Majesty's
Government that a disarmament was necessarv pre-
vious to the assembling of the Congress. The' Co-ngress was to consist of the five great Powers- butas the questions to be considered affected the socialand political importance of Italy, he thought that
the diHerent Italian nations should beTeprosentpd
and it had therefore been proposed that these na-tions should be invited to attend, and admittedwhen the Conorress wished to hear them.
,

"e referred to the Congress of Lavbach, and of1830, to settle the dispute between llelgium andHolland, as precedents, and narrated the differentproposals and counter-proposals on the question ofdisarmament. He regretted that he could not o-jvea more satisfactory account of these negotiations
and said: °

'

"Your lordships must know that for our ownsakes as individuals, and for our sakes as a Govern-
ment, we must have been anxious to effect the ac-complishment of the views we entertained- butthere is an object much greater than the credit ofindividuals or ot governments,,and that object is
peace. And my lords, when you consider, if un-happily war is to take place, what that war maybe, you will, I think, agree with me that the re-
sponsibility of those men who have abused or neg-
lected the occasion to avert it, is great indeed.
(Cheers). It will be no war between two chival-rous nations in distant lands, like that which wewaged in conjunction with France against Russiain the Crimea. It may appease elements which Ifear can scarcely be settled in our time. Itwillmove persons who without the slightest patriot-
ism will find, or think they can find in such
a war the hope of promoting their own des-perate objects. It will include every possible
theory it will include republicans of every possi-
ble hue and color, who find, or expect to find their
account insuch a war. It will include exiles; itwillinclude princes, allof whom will expect to find
their account in this war. It is impossible for anv
human being, whatever his experience may havebeen, to predict where it will end, and when we
shall see the termination of it. I may then be per-
mitted, as one of the ministers of this country, toask those ministers and those courts who are moreimmediately concerned, to think once more how se-
rious is the responsibility which devolves uponthem, and how dreadful the calamities which may
be produced bv any negligence or hastiness on their
part?, The only consolation we can have personal-
ly, the only consolation that her Majesty's gov-ernment can have, is that we have not omitted a
single effort to avert those disasters?(cheers)
that if they occur, it is bv the will of God; and
may AlmightyGod direct the issue. (Cheers.)

Lord Clarendon wished that Lord Malmesbury
could have made a more satisfactory statement
previous to the dissolution of Parliament, in orderto allay public anxiety. Assuming, he said, that
the various governments were sincere, and not
pursuing a policy they were ashamed to avow, it
was hard to conceive' how matters had arrived at
their present state. They had all declared their
intention of not attacking each other, England and
Prussia bad done their best to mediate, hut still
armaments were going on among them, in France
everything denoted a campaign; Sardinia wa3drain-ing her resources to support her army, and the war-
spirit of Germany could be hardly repressed; and
yet, although they were all clamorous for a Con-
gress, they could not agree on the conditions on
which that Congress was to meet.

Now. I think that Austria should not have made
a demand on Piedmont to disarm alone?and 1 think
that demand should not have received either sup-
port or encouragement. Austria has rendered her-self thqfeby obnoxious to the charge of proposing
that which she knew would not be agreed to, and
therefore of interposing an insurmountable obstacle
to an immediate accommodation: and in the enthu-

| siastic state of feeling existing in Piedmont, no mat-
ter how raised, whether by justifiable means orotherwise, she could not have disarmed. It would
have cost the King of Sardinia his crown had he
attempted a disarmament.

Passing to the discussions that had taken place as
to a general disarmament, he thought that mattors
had gone too far, for none of the parties would now-
trust each other. If, however, there existed a real
desire for peace, the whole business might be con-
cluded bv a Congress in a fortnight. At present it

I was hard to know what a Congress was wanted lor.
Hitwere to alter the territories of Austria in Italy,
Austria would not recognize the power of the Con-
gress of 1859 to abrogate the settlements of theCongress of 1815. If it were that Austria was to
abandon the Papal territory, Austria was ready to
do so if France would abandon Rome. He agreed
with Lord Malmesbury that Lord Cowley might
have finished this business satisfactorily at Vienna,
if he had had the power. In fact, when Lord Cow-
ley returned to Paris he had inhis hands all the ma-
terials for bringing the question to a satisfactory
issue.

All we know at present is, and, all in fact, thatcan be known, is, that one despotic Power has
proposed to another despotic Power that by means
of a Congress a third despotic Power should pave
the way for the establishment of liberal institu-
tions in Italy. (Cheers and laughter.) I doubtvery much whether there is sufficient sincerity inthe Powers concerned to carry this arrangement
to a successful issue. Ifwe we are parties to, or inany way sanction, a violation of those treaties bv
which the Austrian possessions in Italy are secu-red, we may rclv upon it that the proce'ss will notstep there (hear, hear), and that we shall soon haveto consider other and more important territorial
arrangements.

He could not conceive what was the necessity
for war. War could not settle the Italian ques'-
tion; for, supposing that Austria was driven out,
and Lombard}- was annexed to Piedmont, the peo-
ple of Milan and Venice would never agree with
those of Sardinia, but would be more discontented
than they even were now. He believed that great
dissentions would ensue, and that the regiment of
Piedmont would be nothing more than the advan-
ced guard and pioneers of France. Whatever
prince may rule over Italy as the consequence of a
victorious French army, the presence of a Frencharmy would be required for his support. I believe
the position of France would be more untenable
than that of Austria now, and that a greater mis-
take was never made than to suppose t at the lib-
erty of Italy would be secured by the presence of
a French army.

Much of these difficulties was due to theKing of Sardinia's word?that "a cry of anguish
came from Italy, and ho could not endure it."

The time was now nearly come, he said, when it
was a ouestion whether a be held at
all, and when the terms on which such a Congress
should be held ought to be known. The time, in
fact, was nearly at hand when England would have
to say that the time for triflinghad gone by, and
she would therefore withdraw from interfering in
affairs where she could not do so effectually. If
there were a war, which God forbid! it would not
be localized in Italy; it would be impossible to con-
fine it to that country; it would extend itself and
involve the world in universal conflagration. It
would, in accordance with treaties, bring the whole
of Germany into the field, and it would be impossi-
ble for this country to look unmoved on the occupa-
tion of the Adriatic and Mediterranean, and it
would be impossible to confine such a war within
limits as to foresee who would be drawn into its
vortex. The policy of this country in such an event

l was neutrality?but ifneutrality, it must be an
armed neutrality, and he hoped that this decision
would meet with the assent of Parliament.

God grant that this storm may pass by without bursting forth in the violent and terrific man-
ner which we have now too much reason to antici-

pate. But lam sure, as I said before, iliat if thechances of peace depend in a great measure upon
the unanimous assent of Parliament to the princi-

? pies so ably and eloquently expressed by my noblefriend and the noble earl opposite, they will be ma-teriallystrengthened if it willbe within the knowl-edge ofEurope that England will not be allowed to
remain a helpless or feeble spectator of events which
may compromise her dignityand honor, but that a
serious responsibility, with all its results, will be
laid upon the head of the Power, whatever it may
be, which, without due provocation and without
the most urgent necessity, seeks for its own ambi-
tious purposes to involve Europe in the calamities
of a long and bloody war." (Loud cheers.)

Lord Palmerston said he believed Her Majesty's
Government had acted from a sense of duty in en-
gaging in these informal negotiations, though hethought that, had they been of a more formal char-
acter, they might have had a more successful issue.Itwas natural that Austria should have wishedthat the negotiations at the Congress should have
been preceded or accompanied by a general disarm-
ament; but it was an unreasonable condition that
Sardinia alone should disarm, and he thought Her
Majesty's Government were right in objecting toit. He advocated the admission of Sardinia to the
( ongres3 and opposed any alteration in arrange-
ments made by the treaties of 1815.

In the House of Commons on the same night, the
Chancellor of the Exchequer made substantially
the same statement as Lord Malmesburv had given
in the House of Lords.

Mr. T. Duncombe said the state of Italy was a
disgrace to civilized Europe, and he wanted to
know what hope there was for Italy in these nego-
tiations. He insisted that Sardinia ought to berepresented at the Congress; the reasons of CountCavour were, in his opinion, unanswerable; yet the
five great Powers tyrannically said she should not
he present to plead the cause"of Italy. Italy must

*bo rid of Austria before the peace and happiness ofher people could be secured.
Mr. Gladstone expressed his regret at the remarksof Mr. Duncombe, which, in his opinion, tended to

widen inconveniently the field of discussion. Untilhe was aware that the policy of ner Majesty's Gov-
ernment had taken a wrong turn he should be doing
an injury by adopting a tone of accusation. There
were, however, two observations which fell fromthe Chancellor of the Exchequer upon which he wasunwillingto put the construction they would bear.
He had said that the conduct ofAustria throughout
these complications had been marked by a spirit of
dignified conciliation, and that that of Sardinia had
been perplexing and ambiguous. He questioned the
justice ol both these observations. He did not thinkthat the refusal of Sardinia to disarm justified this
accusatory expression.

Lord John Russell said but for a remark of Mr.Duncombe he should not have taken part in thisdiscussion, because first, he concurred in all that
had fallen from Lord Palmerston, and secondly, hefelt deeply the responsibility attaching to every-
thing which was said in that House, and feared he
might drop a word that might impair the prospects
of peace. As to the admission of Sardinia to the
Congress, though the Government might he embar-rassed by the proposal of Russia, acceded to by theEmperor of the French, he thought it would be con-

the interests of peace to admit Sardinia tothe Congress. As to the real points in dispute, theHouse had no certain knowledge of the demands ofthe different powers and what were the real causesor the disagreement. As Her Majesty's Govern-ment had not communicated them to the House, itwould not be prudent to speculate upon them. Hecould only say that, at all events, he hoped they
would enter into no engagements burdensome tothe people of this country without the knowledge
ot I arhament.

THE WAR NEWS?SARDINIA REFUSES TO

DISARM.
TURIN April 18.?The Piedmonte.se Gazette of to-day publishes the answer of the Sardinian govern-

ment to the London Cabinet, with reference to therequest of the latter, that Sardinia should consentto tho principle of a general and simultaneous dis-armament before the assembling of the Congress.
This answer was forwarded by telegraph, and the
following is its text :

IfSaidinia hud been admitted to the Congress
on the same footing as the other great powers sliewould, like France, have accepted the principle of
a general disarmament, in the hope that her assent
would not produce consequences detrimental toItaly. Her exclusion from the Congress does notpermit her to make any such engagement, and still
less tho engagement which England requires.However, to conciliate the efforts of England inbehalf of the safety of Piedmont, and in order tomaintain tranquility in Italy, Sardinia is willing,if
Austria will cease sending fresh troops into Lo'm-
bardy, to undertake?-

" 'l. Not to place her reserve under arms, as has
been resolved on since the Austrian reserves hadbeen called in.

" '2 Not to mobilise her army, which is not on
a war footing.

"'3 Not to move her troops from the purely de-
fensive position which they have occupied for threemonths.'"

We were yesterday, I believe, within a few hoursof a declaration of war on the part of Austria, and
I regret to say that it is attributable to the preva- '
ideations of the Imperial Government of France. '
\\ lien the question of a disarmament was at firstproposed the popular opinion was against Austria,
because she, a great Power, with vast armies, re-quired, as the condition of her entering the Con-gress, that Piedmont should first disarm. Thiswas a fault, but Austria retrieved it by the morereasonable demand of a general disarmament.

The French Government, whose only object was 1to gain time, started a new. objection,?France had
not armed, and she could not be asked to disarm.
Austria demanded that the general disarmamentshould take place previous to the meeting of the
Congress, and England urged the same. TheF reuch Government, whose equivocal policv M. Ca-
vour's Piedmontese friends declare so much reas-
sured them, wanted that the question of the disar-
mament should be submitted to the Congress andbe decided by it. The object, ofcourse, was to have
sufficient time to complete its preparations, and,
when completed, to break off, on one pretext or an-
other, all further negotiations, and take the field?with its ally, Piedmont. The English Government
were aware of this discreditable conduct; so, of
couise, was Austria. Austria, to whom every day,
nay, every hour, is of immense consequence, madeup her mind for the worst; England asked for acategorical answer to the demand for an immediate
and general disarmament, and the French Govern-ment was called on to exercise its influence withSardinia to enforce compliance. It had the effron-tery to plead that it could not compel Sardinia todo anything of the kind.

Ofcour.se, we then saw that our friends were dis-posed to play us false, and Austria intimated that Iif a categorical answer wore not given within aeer-
tain time as to tho disarmament, she would consid-
er it as equivalent to a declaration of war, would
act instantly, and would probably be at Turin in
ten days. Austria may be accused of precipitating
matters, but her situation is most critical: the ex-
penses of her army are straining her resources to
the utmost, and her only chance of safety was to
renounce all hope of peace, and act at once. It was
the necessity of her condition. When people blame
her, they ought to remember that, in point of fact,
she has been menaced since the first of January
last. From that date she has, beyond all doubt,
seen through the plan contrived against her by M.Uavour and his great friend, and set herself to pre-
pare accordingly. She knew that she was to beduped, and, as she had no faith in the fair promises
and pious aspirations of the Mouiteur, she resolvedto be ready against all emergencies, it is difficult
to see how she could act otherwise than she hasdone, and it lias proved her best means of salva-
tion.

As I have told you, matters yesterday reachedthe extreme point. The French Government were
luforined that the responsibility of so terrible a ca-lamity as a general war would fall upon them alone.

NEW COINAGE AT THE BRANCH MlNT.?Correspon-
dence has been recently published in tin's city by
the superintendent of the Branch Mint, statin"- that
silver dollars are to be coined in that institution at
an early period. This is looked upon as a matter of
much importance to the commerce of our city, and
to the American trade with China. These dollars
are not needed at home, our half dollars, quarters
and dimes being the only silver coins required for
convenient change; and the silver dollars will be
coined only for exportation.

In China the standard of value is Syeee silver or
pure silver taken by weight, and very little, if anv
foreign coin is current there save Spanish and Mexi-
can dollars, tho Chinamen refusing everything else
unless at heavy discounts, or after reduction to pure
silver. This puts foreign merchants to great incon-venience and expense, for pure silver and Mexicandollars are often rare, and always bear a premium.1 hus Mexican dollars usually bear a premium ofrom 8 to 10 per cent which causes a heavy loss totbe tracer. J
