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MK*4RS. EDITORS :

The questions discussed in the numbers I have pre-
pared for publication, hav*&great interest for th* mer
chants and citizens generally of Baltimore. The publica-
tion of this argument is made at the instance of numerous
merchants and others, who are sensitive to the commer-
cial welfare of the city, and who have felt in their mer-
cantile pursuits the baleful effects of the lipolicies' J adopt
cd by the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad. These men?-
from their business relations, and their large interests an
property holders, as well as from their intelligence and
opportunities of knowledge?are well qualified to judge
such questions, and have given it as their opinion that
every interest of this city is deeply involved in the ex
posure and overthrow of these "policies.''

In these numbers 1 have sought to embody this well
considered opinion of the first mercantile capacity of Bal-

timore. I have accompanied the argum-.nt with a broad
disclosure of the sinister motive, which in my judgment
has actuated the ruling powers of the Raitimore and Ohio
Railroad Company in the adoption of policies, believed to
be thus unjust and injurious to the commerce of the city.
For this, and for the manner of the argument, with all its
collateral and incidental developments, I am alone re
sponsible. But I give the facts of the case that the pub-
lic may judge how far I am justifiei,thus to arraign these
high functionaries at the bar of public opinion. Inre-gard, however, to the "policies'' of the Company, and totheir ruinous *fleets upon the best interests of Baltimore,the views presented in this argument,as just said, are ful-ly sanctioned by the deliberate judgment of the most in-
telligent and best informed business men of the city.

The present government of the Baltimore road hasreached the highest point of public favor. Those whoadminister its affairs have long supplied every avenue cfpublic intelligence. Public opinion has been systematic-ally forestalled, or rather it has been built up on state-
ments and arguments furnished with untiring industry
by the officials of the road.

"Blessed be the man," sayeth the Book of Mormon,
"who lloweth his own horn; for whoso bloweth not hisown horn, the same, mayhap, would not otherwise behlowed." And it is further written in the samesagaciou?honk?"Verily, verily I say to all of vou. that whoso
bloweth his own horn, the same shall be Mowed witha ven
geance."

Heretofore only one side of these large questions hasbeen presented. In the name of the highest intelligence
of the city, 1 ask a hearing for the other side. '?Judi
alteram partem"? there are two opinions, hear both. Thediscussion can do no harm, and wholesome truths may be
elicited in this collision of argument. I herewith inclosethe first number for publication.

TO THE MERCHANTS OF BALTIMORE.

INTRODUCTORY EXPLANATION.
I propose to address you in a series ofnumbers on the

question of the restrictions and discriminations imposedon the commerce of this city passing over the Baltimore
and Ohio Railroad. The argument upon "these policies"
has led me to discuss the true and rightful interests ofBaltimore in regard to her Western trade; and finally to afull and clear exhibition of the fatal errors committed by
the directors of that company in reference to the trans-
Ohio connections of their road with the city of Cincinnati.

These arc questions of high moment, and of a large im-
port to this city They are now hut dimly seen, and im-perfectly comprehended, and inthe obscurity which sur-rounds them, injury and danger to your commerce has
arisen. It is my ambition in these numbers to make thesesubjects intelligible to the plainest understanding.

11l the relations of this city with the lower belt of theMississippi, every energy of the Baltimore and Ohio Rail
road should be exerted to the enlargement of trade andthe cheapening of intercourse. In tt.e strong rivalry of
Boston. Xew Yorkand Philadelphia, to handle the agri
cultural produce that centres at St. Louis and Cincinnati,
Baltimore needs to husband every strength her positiongives her. She is nearer these great centres of trade by
100 miles than either of her rivals, aid this advantage,
if retained, gives her the heavy tonnage of those people
by a high commission from Providence.

My purpose in these numbers is to explain to vou whyit is, that this rich comrerce has not reached tiiis city-
and how it is that rival cities have seized upon it, despiteyour stronger claim. T our vigilance should he sensitiveto every wrong done your commerce: for the liistorv ofthe world has presented no more aggressive rivalry thanis now forced upon you.

COMMERCIALBATTLE TO BE FOUOHT.
In this gigantic struggle, the strongest citv with thebest appointments, must prevail. It behooves the mer-chants of Baltimore, therefore, to strip for the contest- forit is a close hand to hand fight with parties in many re-spects their superiors It is a contest where bone andmuscle counts: and Baltimore must hold every inch of

her elevation, and yield no tittle of her advantage. Shemust fightthe fight withlimbs unshackled and disincumbered of every obstruction.
In my judgment this policy of discrimination has be-

trayed the strength of this city, and surrendered it to herr.vals In this struggle for commercial life, this policy
has ignored and cast off our birth-right ofperfect security
It has spiked your guns: and it enables your enemies tomock your manacled strength, as they convov fleets ofrich commerce under the v.-ryshadows'of your'fortresses.

THIS policy HAS SUSPICIOUS MARKS ABOUT IT.This "policy" has marked features upon it, and is ofsuch inexplicable mischief to the interests of Baltimore
as well a s to tlie road itself, that it has awakened a disy; u, 6t "f tl"; motive which lias imposed it on the company.
It is thought that some interest, perhaps alien to the gen
eral interests of you commerce, lias controlled the Conncils of the road and influenced its adoption. It is the de-
sign of these numbers to explore this policy in all itsdepth, and to exhibit for public judgment all its mis
cruefi.

, 1 proceed now to explain the manner in which thispolicy Of discrimination affects the intercourse of B.altimore with the Mississippi Valley. Cincinnati is a greatcentre where the mass of the Western trade tends, andhas to pass in its transit to the Atlantic markets Thetonnage of Cincinnati will therefore fully illustrate the
points of the argument Iwillnow suppose a dialogue
between the city of Cincinnati, through her merchantsand the high authorities that rule the "policies" of theBaltimore and Ohio Railroad.

The object of the merchants of Cincinnati is to sendtheir produce to the best market by the cheapest convey-ance. The object the Baltimore merchants aim to achieveIs. to get tins produce (call it flourl into their warehousestaxed with the least practicable cost or transit. Cincinnati and Baltimore, therefore, have one homogeneous interest the cheapening of intercourse. The legitimatefunction of the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad is to fosterthe commercial interests of its own city, by the simple
policy of conducting tlmt commerce over the road at the

Cincinnati, wishing to master the details of this arrangemcnt, then asks, what part of this 85 cents comes toyour road as Us clear ne t charge for transport from thebanks of the Ohio to the city of Baltimore, and what isthe gross cost of iy freight from Cincinnati to its deliveryon your road, passing through your agency here* Thereply is, that the Baltimore road receives 45 and 6 10 centsper barrel, and that, consequently, tho cost ofgetting itfrom Cincinnati through this agency, and over the CentralOhio Railroad, is 39 ami 4-10ths of a cent
Cincinnati knows that her steamers willdeliver flourat rarkersburg for 16 ct. a barrel and make a profit.

She can thu9 employ her own boats and save 23 and 4-10cts.?allowing the odd cents to cover cost of transfer from i
the boat to the railroad at Parkersburg. her net savin"would be 20 cU. abarrel. She then replies to the Balti- !more and Ohio railroad :

CINCINNATISPEAKS.
"We do not wish to be entangled with your agency inthis city, nor is it our interest to send our tonnage overthe Central Ohio Railroad. our road and your city areunder no obligation to faster the interest of this CentralOhio road. \ our legitimate business is to cartv our tradeover your road, .and earn the 45 cts. freight. The interestof your city is to he made our factor, and to distribute forus upon the waters of the Atlantic the productions ofWestern labor that aggregates here on our hands. Wewillgive to your road at Parkersburg, or at Wheeling

the 45 6-10 cts. you a?k for its transport to Raitimore; andat tins cost ol transit, which is less than anv other citvoffers, your merchants shall he our factors; and indistri-bution of our produce, they willwhiten the waters of theC hesapeake with a multiplied canvas?."'The Cincinnati merchants then continue: "But wemust be allowed to elect our own mode of reaching yourroad at Parkersburg or at Wheeling with our produce.If we take it by the Central Ohio railroad it will cost us39 cts., but we can float it up the Ohio river to Parkersburg and place it on your cars for 20 cts. per barrel. Wewish to economize this 19 cts. per barrel, so we will sendour trade to your road in our own boats.''
Now. merchants of Baltimore, hear the answer whichthe agents of Baltimore, having supreme control of herroad, and thereby the full power to take her trade maketo the city ofCincinnati, speaking this language of com-mon sense. Hearken to the reply and weigh well its

every sentence.

THE BALTIMOREAND OHIO RAILROAD REPLIES?ITS POLL
CIE9 ANNOUNCED.

.. , ou speak truly," say these high func ionarieswhen you say that the Baltimore and Ohio road lias nospecial obligations to foster the interests of the CentralOhio road, nor is Baltimore interested in that road ButI, and a bare majority of my Board of Directors, deem itpolicy that railroads shall favor railroads. We have
therefore instituted an antagonism to water transporta-
tion on the Ohio river. Whilst we willcarry your flourover our road from Parkersburg or Wheeling for 45 ctsper barrel, ifyou will send it to us by the Central roadand through the hands of our own agents, our 'policy'constrains us to charge you $1 per barrel for its transport,
ifyou send it to us byway of the Ohio river in your ownboats. Under this'policy' we work cheaper by 54 4-10cts. for the Central Ohio than we will for the river ton-nage.

"Furthermore?in pursuing this settled policy?the
Baltimore and Ohio road will send all of its Western-
bound trade, which it can control, over the Central Ohiorond to your city. It would nob accord with the spiritof our 'policy' to furnish this tonnage to your emptyboats. We thus, by the action of this "policy." makp ityour interest to trade withBaltimore over the rail of theCentral Ohio."

Kor nine months inthe year, the only advantage Balti-more possesses over Philadelphia, is in the shorter naviga-
tion to Parkersburg over that to Pittsburg. By thisbounty of 19 cents, given on our produce to the Ohio Cen-
tral, and worse still, by throwing our boats out of employ-
ment, the city of Baltimore has cast from herself the
greater natural advantages of her position We get em-
ployment forour boats up and hack from Pittsburg: and
by that route to the Atlantic, our produce reaches a lar-
ger and more attractive market "

Here, merchants of Baltimore, is the whole argument
against this discriminating policy of the Baltimore and
Ohio directory. Kvery word of that argument tells onthe mercantile interests of this citv. For the injury in-flicted on Cincinnati; she has a remedy. Other avenuesgap to receive her tonnage?other cities welcome her re-jected commerce; but the wrong done to Baltimore iswithout remedy and without recompense.

DUTY OP BALTIMORE MERCHANT9.It behoove? the merchants of Baltimore to look closely
into this matter They must examine it in all its sur
rounding*. Their road, the creation of their commercialambition, has fallen under control of speculation, and un
seen interests mould its "jtolicies " The creature is
made to forget its creator, and its energies are now ex
erted to benefit other interests than those of its parent
city.

Merchants of Baltimore, the subject is well worth your
attention. In another number I propose to show that this
discriminating policy, in favor of the Ohio Central
Road, not only drives the river trade to other innrket9.
but It is carried to a length as actually to benefit other
cities by a discrimination against Baltimore.

ships of the line, ten frigates, twenty-one sloops-of-
war, three brigs, one schooner, thirty-seven screw
steamers of different prades, nine side-wheel steam-
ers of different grades, three store ships, and live
receivinp ships; total, ninety-nine vessels.

THE WAR QUESTION.

It has
been plausibly said that at the present time themost odious and tyrannical governments of Italy
are not foreign, but Italian governments. We havebeen told that the Papacy, in itself a model of mis-rule, and uniting all that is at once hateful and con-temptible in a decrepit despotism, is essentially
Italian. \\ e have been reminded that the execra"-ble cruelties which tried the fortitude of Poerioand hn brethren in captivity were the deeds of Ital-
ians on their fellow countrymen, and that no gov-
ernment which has ever existed south of the Alps
has found any want of Italians to be the instruments
of misguvernment and oppression. This, howeveris but a reproduction of the common places that
have in all ages been used by the apologists of des-potism.

The same things were said of Poland and of
modern (ireece, and of manv other peoples ainono-
whom a sentiment of nationality survives the exis-
tence of the nation. Even inIreland, in those timesalmost within our own recollection, when Eno-landwas so ill-advised as to treat Irishmen as a subject
race, there was a homely proverb constantly re-peated in that island, that "ifEngland wanted to
roast an Irishman there would always be a second
Irishman ready to turn the spit." Among everysubject people some degenerate native will be foundready to do the work of the foreign master. Inthe palmiest davs of Grecian freedom there couldalways be found some ambitious tyrant to lean up-on the power of a neighboring State or to call in
the force of the great neighboring empire. But it
is a cruel mockery to attribute to the Italian people
the crimes of their oppressors, and to cite in favorof foreign dominion the tyrannies committed bvthe puppets and creatures of the foreign. Whatthe conditions of Italian princes are we"vesterdav
showed when describing the treaties by which they
are bound. What are Modena and Parma, Tusca-
ny and Naples, but little satrapies of the great. Ger-man Power? What are their rulers but petty ty-
rants, who work their will within their small do-
minions released from those personal fears which

THE RUSSO-FRENCH ALLIANCEAND THE
CZAR'S INFLUENCE IN EUROPE.

No better pledgeot alliance can be imagined between two nationsa sovereigns than this, and Russia's conduct inthis ailair is deserving of the highest praise, andhas gained it Statesmen, whose very words arcweighty, but whose laudations are of paramountworth, have been no less sparing in their commend-ations of the behaviour ot Russia.Apart from all other considerations this eventshows the solidity of theßusso-French al iance, andthe amicable character of this intimate relation
between the two Powers. This league has nothing
