CITV INTELLIGENCE.
THE NEW ALMSHOUSE.?' The Committee on Ihe

new Almshouse, on Tuesday evening, adopted a
i plan for the proposed Almshouse to be erected by

the city. The one selected was that of William T.
Marshall, Esq. It is proposed to erect the building
entirely of brick, and it will be one of large propora
tions. It willconsist of eight buildings, three stories
high, so arranged as to form a Court, and for the
present ir is only intended to erect one half, at a
cost of $225,000. The entire front will be 072 feet,
with a width of 74 feet, the main building 400
feet in length, and the two end buildings°each
80 feet long, with an open space of 50 feet be-
tween the end buildings and the main one.
The style of architecture will be purelv lonic,
without any display. The entrance to the main
building willbe by a flight of steps running to the
second story, and the roof of the portico will lie
supported by six large columns. A dome willsur-
mount this building, on the top of which willbe a
figure, withband outstretched, to represent "Char-
ity." The sides will be 638 feet in length. The
principal building will be 290 feet in length, with a
width of 86 feet. The end buildings will have a
front of 74 feet, being their width, and there will
be an open space between each of them and
the principal side building of 100 feet. The
rear buildings will be of the same di-
mensions of those on the main front. In the
centre of the Court will be the chapel, and at
either side of it will be a building to be devoted to
the purpose of store-houses. In the rear grounds
two workshops will be erected, 80 feet bv 30 feet;
while in the grounds in front of the building will
be the residences of the officers of the Institution.
Between the workshops and the almshouse build-
ings proper will be the apparatus for heating the
entire structure. This will be done by steam and a
conduit will be run up the centre of the building,
from which pipes will carry stcain to the different
rooms occupied by the inmates, and also to the kitch-
ens for the purpose ofcooking. The first story, with
tlieexception of the apartments used as kitchens, will
be occupied by the working class as dormitories.
The second floors will be used as surgical and vene-
rial wards and the third floors as medical wards.
Immediately under the dome willbe an anatomical
theatre 40 feet square, where all serious surgical
operations will be performed. It is also intended
to erect a "dead house," but the particular site for
it has not been selected. A thorough system of
of drainage willprevade every part of the struc-
ture, and as it is expected to select a site for the
erection of the Institution, near a stream of water,
sewers will- run from the grounds to it. The
plan has been designed as much for the future as
the present and is drawn with a view to thorough
ventilation, a perfect system of classification, and
so arranged as to confine contagious diseases to
the building in which they originate. Mr. Mar-
shall has made very elaborate and skilfull drawings
of every part of the building.

AMERICANS SPOILING THE CARNIVAL AT ROME.?
Mr. Bigelotv, of the New York Evening Post, writ-
ingfrom Rome, says:

But of late, and this year in particular, Romehas become so thronged with strangers from Eng-
land and America, and their equipages in the carni-

;. val occupied so large a proportion of the Corso,
that, as near as I can learn, the festival has under-
gone some changes which have rendered it not only
leas interesting in itself, but what is more to be
deplored, less characteristic of the institutions of
civilization in which it had its origin.

I Strychnia?alleged ute ofhy Distillers. ?The al-

j leged use of strychnia by distillers, as it is said, fur j
the purpose of increasing their yield of whiskey, j
an idea started up some time since and almost 'or- Igotten, seems again about being resuscitated j

j through the agency of divers newspapers, both at ij home and abroad, whose writers, without knowing
j anything of the nature of the substance they arc \
writingof, save that it is a poison, or of the theory
of alcoholic fermentation, and also without making
proper investigations respecting either, boldlymake
the assertion, and one without aray of truth to sub-
stantiate it.

Strychnia can be of no possible use to the dis-
tiller, it willnot aid him in the fermentation of his
mash, nor can he from the elements of the sub-
stance produce alcohol, and to be ol any practical
benelit to him, it must be in one or the other ofthe ways mentioned.

Again, granting that he docs use it, either in his
mash tub. or in his still, the liquor obtained would
be perfectly free from strychnia, as it is a non-vola-
tile substance, and the same quantity that he placed
in either would be found intact at' the end of theprocess. Such being the facts in the case, of what
benelit would be the use of it to him'! iVone. It is
not supposed that he adds it to his liquor after it is
distilled, as the quantity be could use. would be so '
minute that the bulk of it would not be increased,
and the peculiar and intense bitterness of the sub- j
stance would exclude the use of it in any quan- !
tity; three grains or strychnia in a barrel of whis- !
key, would impart a very perceptible bitterness to I
the whole of it, and the detection of it by the chem-
ist an easy task.

Nor would it give ita fictitious per cent, of alco-
holic strength. In no possible manner can it be
used by the distiller to his advantage; or if used
either in his mash tub or his still, would the whis-key contain any of it; and the idea that be puts itin his whiskey, after it is made, is too ridiculous to
waste time upon.

How this idea originated, strychnia in irhiskey, it
is impossible to conjecture, save it was through the

\u25a0 charge made against the brewers of London some
three or four years since, of their using it or nux
vomica, for imparting the bitterness to their ale,
which charge was proven to be false, through theanalysis of Professors Hoflman, Graham and Lie-big, and the whole of which report and analysis waspublished in this country.

The distillers are innocent of the charge, and
have enough to answer for, certainly, without thisone being placed to their account, and I have no
doubt, are perfectly satisfied with the potency of
their beverage, Red Eye and Rifle Whiskey, (said
to kill at forty yards,) and made without the aid of
strychnia.

INTERESTING FOSSILS. ? Charleston papers give an
account ot the discovery by Dr. Klipstein, on his
premises in Christ Church Parish, of a number of
interesting fossils. The surrounding country isundulating, remarkably so for the low country ofSouth Carolina, the immediate spot being the re-claimed bed of a pond of former ages, within a
narrow belt of elevations along the sea shore. There
bad been a rank growth of juniper, cedar and wil-
low on this spot, which was only cleared a few
years ago. About two years since, Dr. Klipstein,
in making an excavation for a ditch across thisplace, threw up a middle upper tooth of a mastodonanil two teeth of a horse, ail fossils.

No further excavations were made until recently,
when Prof. Holmes, in the interval of his labors in-
cident to his intended publications, embracing theAshley river discoveries, with a few friends, made
an excursion to the spot, expecting to find the skel-eton of a mastodon. A short work sufficed to un-
cover a piece ola mastodon's tusk, eighteen inches
in length, which had,been broken off. On the op-
posite side of the ditch, dug two years ago, was
found additional remains ot the same tusk, which
is the tusk on the right of the snout, measuring in
allover six feet in length. Beside the root or base
ot the tusk was found a portion of the socket boneof the mastodon's snout, into which the tusk accu-
rately fitted. This bone is in a fair state of preser-
vation; but the tusk, being ot ivory, is very fragile,
but still beautifully presents the peculiar structure
ot the ivory. Additional teeth were found, com-pleting the right upper jaw. The smallest anterior
grinder is three inches inlength and two inbreadth.
The posterior tooth is a monster, though not whole;
when complete it measured seven and a half inches
in length, by three and a half in breadth, and was Icomposed of three papilla;.

While uncovering these remains, Prof. Holmes I
discovered the left femur of the Cerrus Virginiana,
the common deer which still roams our forests, and !
an edge of the shel. of an Eiuys, a fresh water tur-
tle or terrapin. Among them was discovered a
fragment of pottery, the manufacture of some earlvaborigines ot South Carolina. The hard portion of
the bones only are preserved, the adjacent soil be-ing stained with the decayed bones and other ele-
ments of these animals.

1 he soil in which these fossils were found is abouta foot in depth of pure muck or vegetable matter,
overlying a thin strip of quicksand. Burrs of thepine, and traces of several trees, abound in it. Be-
neath these fossils, as well as about and abovethem,
were the branches of cedar trees, and the burrs andleaves of the pine. The ivory tusk was of brilliant j
black, when first exhumed, but it blues by exposure
to the light.

EARTHQUAKE AT SEA.? Captain Green, of the
whaleship Sheffield, of Cold Spring, which arrived
at New A ork on Tuesday morning in one hundred
and fifty days from Honolulu, reports that on the
26th of April,while in latitude 29 55, longitude 69
10, he experienced three severe shocks of an earth-quake, the first of which was the most severe, oc-
curring at 4.25 A. AL; the subsequent ones at 5.40
and 6.10 A. AL Captain Green, who on several oc-
casions has met with similar phenomena at sea, says
that these, in time of continuance and also in loud-
ness of accompanying noise, and the peculiar
trembling motion communicated to the ship, far ex-
ceeded all others he ever felt. The mate on duty
at the time of the first shock reported that the sea,
for some time previous, presented the appearance
of a tide rip. The time occupied by the first shock
was variously estimated from three-fourths to one
and a half minutes. The noise might be aptly com-
pared to that of a heavily loaded wagon or cartdriver rapidly over a plank road. All the sleepers
on board were startled from their slumber.

"CONVERSION" OF Sines.?This is no Y the favor-ite term in England for denoting that process of na-
val construction by which the sailing ships of her
navy are so rapidly being changed into war steam-
ers. The late report of the Surveyor of the Navy
shows that within the past year, viz: 37 line-of battleships, 6 blocks, 31 frigates, and 4 mortar frigates,
were built and "converted" in theßoval dock-yards
between the Ist of April 1858, and the Ist of April
1859. The number of corvettes and sloops so built
was 42, and the number of gunboats 14, besides one
floating battery and two yachts.

The aggregate tonnage of the shiys built (inclu-
ding the "converted" ones) and fitted between

and April 1859, is 209,408 tons, and the
cost 4,984,3781.: the sailing ships converted into
screws in dock measured 54,700 tons, and the cost
was 323,1181.

The New Orleans Picayune has examined a parcel
of Alexican silk received from the Isthmus of Te-huantepec, which it says is a curious product of
Southern Aiexico, and "grows on one of the most
beautiful and majestic trees of those inimitable for-ests. It is strong in fibre and firm in staple as the

LIFE IN INDIA.

The best way of utilising time is to travel at
night, for the gharry affords a comfortable bed,
and so you leave Lucknow at 11 at night, and
awake just in time to see the broad plains of Oude, 1one great sea of green corn, withbillows of forest I
trees tossing up their h ads in the midst, lighted up Iby the morning sun, and to note the white ridge in !
front of you, which is whitening and heating under
its rays, before the gharrv, leaving the smooth
road and peaceful deeps of wheat fields, launches
out on the rugged sandy wdves which still show
the hearings of the fallen Ganges before it subsides
into the broad river spanned by the bridge of boats
in front. It is 0 o'clock, and in half an hour we |
shall be in Cawnpore, the red-tiled bungalows and
minarets and cupolas of which rise for miles awav
along the bank of the river interspersed amid trees j
and gardens.

Along the fifty odd miles of road you might beaware even in your sleep that there was constant j
movement last night?carts in long strings, and |
fleets of camels in single file, "linked" grumblings, j
"long drawn out," like mutinous line-of-battle
ships, and the heavy tread of infantry. Cartsofthe '
Government, of Commissariat, of private firms, of j
bazaar people, or ordinary traffic-mongers travel to j
and tro incessantly, drawn by laborious oxen, and !
under every tope flare the watch tires of the drivers,
who, nomad like, travel with all their belongings,
and cry a halt when and wherever they please.
The camels are on the same business as the oxen, or |
belong to wild-looking, fair-coniplexioned, black- |
haired, white-toothed, brawny I'unjabees, clad in '
dirty linen and sheepskin, who travel all over In-
dia at this season to dispose of and find freights for |
their ships ofthe desert.

The infantry are the Belooch battalion, now on !
their way home, or a patrol of the military police,
and at intervals along the road vou will see thelights burning in the thannahs, or police stations,
and the horses saddled, with the lances of theSowars stuck in the ground beside them, and shin-
ing by the flickering of thannah fires. As the sun
rises you might well think, accustomed to a vear of
such war as we have had, that "Pandv" was stillalive, for all over the green fields areu :hite turbansin swarms: lint they are worn by humble agricultu-
rists; men, women, and children all clad in white,
are busy in the fields. As we approach the bridge
of boats, having jolted and rumbled over a long
stripe of sand, with smail cases of vegetation, whichis covered by the river at the full, a small tete de
pout, an earthen redoubt and ditch, above the ram-
part of which moves to and fro the gleam of anEnglish bayonet, comes in sight.

1 lie bridge is so narrow that two carriages can-
not pass abreast, and there is consequently a good
deal of competition between vehicles on the oppo-
site sides as to which shall get fairlyon the road-
way first, so that the rush down the bank to thebridge is violent enough. The muddy yellow
stream?more yellow than the Tiber itself?flowswith violence under the boats, and keeps the cables
well taut. Itbears on its creaming surface all sorts
of nastiness; but the Hindoos have it that nothing
can pollute the holy waters of Gunga, and it is a
comfortable creed for those who driuk it, and pre-
fer faith to sense. Bv the margin, close to thebridge, there is a dhoby washing clothes, and
within two or three yards of him there is lying the
bloated white, yellow and purple-streaked corpse
of a native woman, on which are seated feastingdaintily a batch of carrion crows and a filthy vuf-
ture: and he washes awav unconcernedly] and
would do so probably if it were the body of his
mother.

To judge by the vultures, and ravens, and kites,
there is more than one centre of attraction swirl-ing about in the eddies of the river, or caught by
the cables of the bridge. Beyond the dhoby, in
cleaner water bv comparison, a bevv of elephants
are enjoying their morning bath. And they do en-
joyjt, indeed! See how thev roll away like so many
porpoises, right under the flood, and leave the ma-houts, shouting and groping with their feet for theunstable black islands which after a short time riseabove the surlace. Look at the great jets they
blow up over their backs, and listen to the deep
breath of pleasure or the shrill flourish of delight
with which they lie down on the sand while their
attendants knead them all over. These great crea-
tures ate so sagacious, so sensitive to kindness, that
even in their wild state I cannot feel anv sympathy
tor those who delight in killing them and calling it
sport. But these elephants, fond as lam of them,
are, it must be admitted, dangerous playmates.

In our camp there were no less than nine "Loo-nies," or murderers,?beasts which killed theirmahouts, or other attendants. One huge criminal,
with a speckled forehead and proboscis, is guilty
of the murder of no less than three unfortunate
natives. The magnificent wild monster which be-
longed to Kir Hugh Wheeler, was carried off by
the Nana, and was delivered up to us bv the Kajan
of Furruckabad, died a few days ago itnmediately
after carrying some officers to church. lie was "a
fine courageous creature, and his trunk and fore-
head bore marks of the claws of more than one
tiger which had charged him and then been
trampled to pulp by his ponderous feet. His
"weakness" was line French rolls, which heswallowed as an alderman would take Cockle's
pills; and the twinkle of his eye as he
gulped the loaf down, and gave a gentle sh'h
out of his proboscis, proclaimed the Sybarite.I used to take great delectation in observing the
creatures at the bath in the river which flows by
our camp. They came down in files, trumpeting
gaily in anticipation of the treat, and floundered
into the waters of the Goomtee, like so manv portly
Bruxellers enjoying the pea-soup sea of Ostend".
Each takes a long deep drink, putting his probocis
into the water, and then discharging the contents
of it, when filled by suction, into his cavernous
maw. Having thus tilled up a wrinkle or two in
his side, he deposits himself bodily in the stream,

I so that one side lies out of the water and the tip of
| his probocis is kept above the surface for the air.

On this exposed island the mahouts labor diligent-
ly, washing the beast and rubbing him with hard
brushes, cleaning his ears, kneading and shampoo-
ing him, while the pachyderm emits little squeaks
of satisfaction. When oue side is done, the ele-
phant turns on the other, and he is very angrv in
deed ifhe does not get his full share of' manipula-

j tion.

A FATHER KILLS HIS DAUGHTER.
1From the Iroy Times, May 0 J

The quiet Sabbath was broken in upon yesterday
| by the commission of a horrid murder in the town

ot'Sandlake, about fourteen miles from Troy, of a
j daughter by her father, and only surviving parent,

I a man about sixty years of age, named John Bel-ding. The parties lived in a little house, in which
j the father earned a livelihood for himself and daugh-

I ter by following the trade of a shoemaker. Toe
daughter's name was Christina. She is about nine-

| teen years of age, and is described bv the neigh-

i bors as a quiet and well-behaved girl. She had
| been unwell for some time, and, it is said, had been

j under the care of a female doctress residing in Ber-
I lin, in this county, named Weaver. Her mind, it
appears, was somewhat affected, but whether from

| religious excitement or from some other caiise, we
| are unable to say. She laboreil under the impres-

j sion that the devil had possessed her, and used to
j pray very frequently tor deliverance from his grasp,
j A day or two before the murder, the old man and

| daughter went over to the house of David Horton,
who resided opposite the Beldings, when Christina

i said she had taken medicine of Mrs. Weaver, and it
j made her feel as if "the devil was in her, and she

| would scratch him off; but that she had thrown the
j medicine away, and drove the devil away, too." ?

The old man had not done much work recently, as
it affected the girl's head, and it is supposed that in
consequence of his care of her, want of sleep, Ac.,
his own mind had become temporarily affected, and
while under the delusion that "Dena," as he calls
her, was the devil, he killed lier.

The account which Belding gives of the affair is,
that he saw the devil lyingon the bed and he struck
it in the iacc. The girl, it appears, was lying down
in the back room. Belding followed her from that

j room to the front room, in which the murder was
j committed with a shoemaker's hammer. Her skull
was completely smashed to pieces. Portions of the
hair were scattered about the room, and pieces of
the skull were lying over the floor. Her face, ton,
was considerably bruised and disfigured, but no
marks of violence were discovered on the other
parts of her body. Belding says he thought she
was the devil?that she appeared" to him to be four
times as large as "l)ena"?that her face was too
large for "Dena"?and from his previous and sub-
sequent conduct there can scarcely be a doubt that
the old man imagines that he had a tight with the
devil, or, as he expresses it, with "three devils, and
he had all he could do to kill them." They lived
alone in the house.

The first person who discovered the murder was
Nicholas Ryermiller, who first saw the old man
outside the bouse. He appeared very much excited,
and told Ryermiller that he had "killed the devil,
and it was lying in there"?pointing to bis house.Ryermiller looked in and discovered the dead body
of the daughter, lie asked the old man if it was
not "Dena" that he had killed? Belding replied
that he did not think it was. Belding's hands and
shirtsleeves were covered with blood. Ryermiller
testified before the coroner's jury that the father
and daughter had lived with him about six months
previously to their residing in the house where the
murder was committed, and that they always ap-
peared happy together, and, as the witness express-
ed it, "never had any crazy times." Christina was
a quiet, good girl.

Coroner Madden, of this city, was notified of the
murder, and at 6 o'clock last evening proceeded to
the scene of the tragedy. He found the neighbor-
hood in great excitement. Belding was raring
like a maniac when the coroner arrived. Coroner
Madden summoned a jury?and proceeded to inves-
tigate the case. Several witnesses were examined
?their testimony being in effect as above given?-
and the jury rendered a verdict that, "In their
opinion, said Christina Belding came to her death
on Sunday, May 1, 1859, from fractures of the skull;
and said injuries were iuflicted with a hammer in
the hands of her father, John Belding?heat the
time laboring under temporary aberration of mind,"
Coroner Madden placed Belding under arrest, and
late last night arrived with him in this city and
placed him in jailhere. A dose of morphine quiet-
ed the nerves of the old man, and rendered his con-
veyance here comparatively easy and safe.

The neighbors give both'Belding and the daugh-
ter a good character. The old man was sober and
industrious, ami his delusion was the result of some
cause other than drink. Dr. Barber, of Poesten
kill, believes it to have been caused by his inces-
sant care and attention to his sick daughter.
