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TO THE MERCHANTS OF BALTIMORE.
In my first number I showed that by this unfavorable

discrimination in their rates of charge on flourami other
'ounage brought to Parkersburg or Wheeling, byway of
th* Ohio river, the authorities of the Baltimore and Ohio
Railroad Company hud in large degree driven the tonnage
of Cincinnati, and the river tonnage generally, to seek the
more distant market ofPhiladelphia. Their higher charges
upon river tonnage over that sent by their road over the
Central Ohio road, however, was not more potential in
diverting the river trade from this city, than their second
mode of discrimination.

The s eamboat trade on the Ohio river is controlled in a
large degree by a prospect of return fre ghts The Balti-
more road, false to its repeated declarations of reciprocity
or neutrality, under this ''policy"?as before explained?-
directs absolutely bv far the greater share of its Western-
bound trade over the Central Ohio road. The boats, there-
fore, finding no reciprocal trade at Parkersburg or Wheel
ing. have no alternative but to compensate themselves
by higher charges on tonnage destined for Baltimore: or
by seeking this reciprocity at Pittsburg. Thus it is that
under this - policy" the merchant of Cincinnati can

freight four cheaper to Pittsburg than he can to Park-
ersburg.

MAUNITL'DBOF THIS LOSS TO BALTIMORE.
How is the loss of this vast trade that floats on the river

Ohio to be measured before the people of Baltimore ?

Their great "messenger" was sent across the Allsganies .
to procure it for the merchants of this city. That mes-
senger, hampered and spanselled by this "policy," comes
back tothein from a comparatively fruitless mission, and
if itself (unless this policy is abandoned) destined tofall
an unreeompensed burden on this city.

It is the boast of this "policy" party, that under their
guidance a large commerce is now brought from the West
to this city. They show that during the last fiscal year
018.314 bbls. of Hour reached Baltimore from the Ohio
river of this boasted flour trade, however, their own re-
port shows that 370.617 bbls. were destined to swell the
commerce of other and rival cities. This foreign flour
was hauled through your streets under lock and key, and
practically gratis to the water's edge, whilst a charge of
$1.25 a hundred bbls. was imposed on the flour of the
Baltimore merchant as streetage.

BTKEKTAGE CHARGES.
This streetage, although seemingly a small matter,

counts in a contest for the flour trade. In that contest ;
every cent taken from the home merchant lessens your
natural advantages and drives trade from this city. If it
be right to charge haulage to you, it is equally right to
charge it to your rival. Not so to charge the foreign, is
to discriminate against the home trad*. Justice to the
merchant-t ofBaltimore forbids such discrimination.

BOA3T OF THE POLICY TARTY EXAMINED.
But this Taunted flour trade.' Suppose the entire 600,-

000 bbls. had broken bulk in this city. What a pigmy re-
sult for this great thoroughfare!.' It is only60.000 tons
ut best, and throe second class steamers could have deliv-
ered the whole of it at Parkersburg or Wheeling. The
road was opened to the Ohio river inJanuary 1853. It is
now matured in its fixtures for the largest trade, and
at the end of five years, its officers boast that it has ac-
tually secured 60,000 tons of tlour at its two termini on
the Ohio river, and 37,000 of this promotes the commerce
ofrival cities. Is this a fittingresult to Baltimore forher
long labors and her grinding taxation?

AGLANCE AT THE TRADE LOST TO BALTIMORE.
What has become of the trade of the Mississippi valley

that this city sent after? these 300,000 bbls. returned to
her in 1858 are scarcely a priming. Stand on the hills of
Parkersburg and look to the opposite shores of the Ohio
river. Look up the valley of Muskingum. What be-
comes of the cereal wealth of that rich valley? That river
up to Zanesville and I iglier. is slack watered, and ought
to float all its trade to Parkersburg. The counties of
Washington, Monroe, Noble, Morgan, Athens, Meigs,
Muskingum, alone raise for market double the quantity
now brought to Baltimore.

Cast your eyes lower down in the valley of the Scioto.
Look at the counties of Vinton, Jackson, Pike, Scioto,
Adams, Ross, Pickaway, Fayette, Highland. Consult
the statistics of thee nsus tables?what becomes of all
this vast trade?

Look at your map and trace'the course of the Ohio river,
with its rich tributaries on either side, and remember the
steamboat can deliver flour from Louisville orCincinna'i,
at Parkersburg, on terms of reciprocity, for twenty cents;
and if a fair proportion of the Westward bound freight be
permitted to reach Parkersburg as return cargo, they can
afford to deliver it at sixteen cents a barrel.

I ask the merchants of Baltimore, what becomes of all
this tonnag. ? standing on the hills of Parkersburg or
the heights of Wheeling, a large share of it mav be seen,
toiling up stream to Pitt-burg!! It is repulsed from your
city by this m st wonderful alliance with the Central
Ohio Railroad! Verily, verily, it is a costly alliance to
the merchants of this city!!

A CAT IN THAT .MEAL TUB.
Merchants of Baltimore, this policy ofdiscrimination in

favor of lliv Central Ohio Railroad is a canker that wastes
your strength: it is a gangreen that feeds upon your
substance. There is more in it than meets the eye. *lt isa cat in the meal tub, and you are the mice she catches.
\ our true interests are made sacrificial offerings at the
shrine of a Moloch unknown to a rightful worship; andyour road, the work of your own hands, is perverted, andis made to be the instrument of your oppression.

A TRUE POLICY FOR BALTIMORE.
The true policy for this city and for its road is briefly

told. Let the road pursue the first purpose of its founderswithunfaltering step. With an eye fixed on Cincinnatias its ultimate destination, let it be satisfied with no al-liance except with roads that bad by the shortest and most
direct lineinto Cincinnati. Lose not one mile ofdistance,
but hold with iron grip the advantage your location hasgiven.

Philadelphia merchants are in Cincinnati before you,
by their well appointed Steubenville route. Bear downupon them, and drive them out by your shorter road.Make every foot of distance tell in your light for thatheavy tonnage. They cannot compete with you if you

avail of the full advantages nature has bestowed uponyou.
Rest not then on the banks of the Ohio, lastly inviting

business, but bridge that river at Parkersburg, on your
own latitude and in the direct line to Cincinnati. Hasten
thus to outflank your great rival, the Pennsylvania Cen-tral. which is now building a bridge at Steubenville witha view of heading you off.

Your bridge completed, and Indeed in anticipation, theattraetion'of the Western bound freight from Maine to
Maryland and out to the Ohio, collected and at the disposal
of your road will, without a dollar from your pockets,
complete, via the Ilosking valley, the shortest and best
railroad connection between the Atlantic and the richest
and largest portions of the Mississippi valley; thus 'reali-
zing by river and rail for this city all, and inore than all,
the most sanguine ever dreamed of.

In the mean time, and at all times, court trade with allcomers. Itreal: of this exclu ire alliance with the Central Ohio railroad. That road can never serve vour greatobject?the conquest of Philadelphia merchants on the
marts of Cincinnati. It sacrifices 51 miles of your price-
less ad vantage. Yield that, and your enemies will con-tinue to mock at your crippled strength.

Nor must you fear to lose any present advantages of
yourconnection with the Central Ohio road. That roadwhatever may be said to the contrary, is in total depen-
dence on your road for its outlet. Allthat it can bring to
you, it willbring to you, without any embarrassing con-ditions. It is your road as long as your pleasure is to use
it: and this by the immutable law of its own necessities.It is an absolute dependent; and must do your service in
thankfulness whenever and insuch seasons as your in-
terests may prescribe.

BREAK UP THE UNHOLY ALLIANCE.
Let your road then abandon its unjust discriminations.

Let it know no difference between Hour by the river and
flour by the Central Ohio railroad. Let the merchant in
Cincinnati reach you in his own way, untaxed by your
agencies which are to him a burden and an impertinence.
And let the merchant in Baltimore to whom he consigns
his flour meet his boat ut Parkersburg or Wheeling, with
the coffee, or the dry goods, or the eastings, or the machi
nery. which the flour and other produce is intended to pay
for. Let the natural channels of your free intercourse
be unobstructed. Discard policies of every kind except
the obvious policy of stimulating the shortest rail and ex
tended river connections with the West and South-West to
trade over your road that its greater cheapness and the
attractions of your city can be -made to offer.

My subjects ofdiscussion are of deep interest to the city
of Baltimore. I shall argue them in n elevation of tone
to avoid personality: but the fullest truth bearing on the
public interests shall be fearlessly eliminated. I ask apu
tient hearing. f A J. M.

A NEW CHURCH TROUBLE IN PRUSSlA.? Professor
Hengstenbcrgr, the spiritual chief of the orthodox
Lutheran party in Prussia, lias been formally ac-
cused of insulting tbe Ober-Kirchen-Rath, or itigh-
est constituted authority of the established Churchof this country. The circumstance is most remark-able in its way. Under the old regime the Ober-
Kirchen-Kath (Supreme Council of the Church,)was almost exclusively composed of men sharing,
and' even exaggerating, the Pietist creed of the
learned professor. These, on the fall of the Man-
tenffel Ministry, resigned. Their places were takenby men differing from the religious principles of
their predecessors about in the same proportion as
the present Hohenzollern Cabinet is more liberal
than the ex-Manteuft'el administration. One proof
of this is the milder practice adopted by them rela-
tive to the marriage of parties divorced. It is
against what is called their unchristian behaviour,
in this respect, that Professor Hengstenberg pro-

j tested in his clerical paper. As he was not over-
j particular to refrain from peisonal offence, the
| Ober-Kirchen-Rath, though the insults were offered

in the name of God, availed themselve? of the op
portunity thus afforded, and resorted to judicial
prosecution. They at the same time, by a circular
addressed to the w hole clergy, notified the event in
the inost public manner, thus indirectly admonish-
ing the friends of Hengstenberg to refrain from
indulging in similar steps.

The British Government had telegraphed to Vi-
enna a strong protest against Austria's menace, to
which it was reported the Austrian Cabinet had
replied by refusing to reconsider. And it was also
stated that Austria had prepared a manifesto toaccompany her declaration of Avar.

Active movements were apparent among the
French troops, who were being concentrated on the
frontiers of Piedmont and at Toulon.

The Passion week holidays in England had pre-
sented a full development of the effect of the news
on the London stock and money market and on theLiverpool markets generally.

1 he Paris Bourse fell 3 per cent, and quite a pan-
ic prevailed at the latest accounts.

The final proposition made by England to Aus-
tria Avas for a general disarmament by means of
Commissioners, including one from Sardinia and
the admission of the Italian States to a participa-
tion in the deliberations of the proposed Congress
as at Salach.

All the great potvers except Austria had assent-
ed, but she refused.

THE LATEST.
The Patrie says General Marmora has informed

the French Government, by telegraph, that the
Austrian army had made a significant movement on
the strategetical line of Ticnio and that he feared
an att&cK at any moment.

The Emperor Napoleon had held a council of his
Ministers, Avhich Avas attended bv the Princes Je-
rome and Napoleon as Princes of the blood.The King of Sardinia also held a counsel of his
Ministers on Thursday.

VIENNA,April 22.?The following official state-
ment has just been publisher! : "Piedmont, Avhich
for some years past has endangered Austria's rights,
has been summoned most urgently bv Austria to
disarm. Besides this demand expressly addressed
to Piedmont, Austria adheres firmly to the proposal
of a general disarmament, although she cannot
make that proposal subordinate to the summons she
has sent to Sardinia."

The Constitutionnel announces that a part of the
army of Paris has been ordered to be ready to
march.

LONDON, Saturday.?The Daily News savs: "The
reply of the Emperor of Austria has been "received.
He declines to re-consider the responsibility incur-
red in commencing a war in the heart of Europe.
Count Buol declares that his master, the Euiperor,
having taken hit course nilI pursue it to the end!"

The London Times says that the Imperial Mani-
festo Avhich is accompanying Austria's declaration
of war against Sardinia, is already prepared.
Austria, as mistress of a position is ready by an
act of State and deed of Avar to initiate a sanguin-
ary drama upon which the curtain is about to rise.

No doubt a general movement of the Fiench
forces has already taken place on the entire Pied-
montesc frontiers.

The English journals generally think the last
chance for peace has about vanished.

The London IJerald gives, in a semi-official form,
specific and exclusive information of the movements
of the French army, and says that orders have
been given for the embarkation, at Toulon, of 30,000
troops, who are not to sail, however, tillfurther
orders. The divisions at Lyons, Grenoble, Besau-
con, etc., have also been ordered to be ready to
march at a minute's notice, but not to move till
further instructions.

STEAM FIRK ENGINE TRlAL.?Yesterday afternoon

another trial of the new steam engine "ThomasSwann, No. 5," built bv Murray & Hazlehnrst, Avas
had at the foot ot the Washington Monument, Aviththe most satisfactory result. The engine was sta-
tioned a short distance from the Monument andsupplied Avith water from tAvo plugs in the vicinity.
Steam was raised in a short space of time, and Avitha pressure of 65 pounds, the engine threw a solid
stream of water from a 1 5-16 inch nozzle up to the
capital of the column, some of the highest jets,
Avashing the face of the statue. The engine Avas
then stopped in order to place the pipe within the
railing around the base of the Monument, in a more
convenient position for throAving. On being set to
work again, the steam speedily reached the pressure
of 67 pounds, AA'hcn the engine threw a stream en-tirely over the column and statue. Some of" thejets of water Avere forced more than seven or eight
feet above the head of the statue. The entireMonument, from the pavement to the top of thestatue of Washington, is about 179 or 181 feet high.
The power of the engine for throwing horizontally
was then tested with a result equally satisfactory.
1 hrough the same nozzle she thretv a solid streamof water on a level the distance of 232 feet.

I t has been fashionable to compare unfavorablythe works of this country with those of Europe.

To such an extent has this been carried that it isnot unfrequently said that we have to look to Eng-
land or the Continent for most of our examples
We are continually told by travelers of the great
extent, beauty and durability ol the continentalworks, and of the enormous strength of the Eno-
hsh structures. Now it is perfectly true that Eu-
rope can boast oi railroads, canals, bridges, and
aqueducts unrivalled in the world for beauty and
excellence of workmanship and design, but it is
equally true that America can point to works ofutility that, in the magnificence of their propor-
tions, are not exceeded anywhere.

The Julian Aqueduct of Rome is two miles longer
than the Croton Aqueduct of New York, built by
John B. Jarvisand Horatio Allen, but the Crotoncarries more water than all the seven aqueducts ol'
Rome put together, and more than any other aque-
duct in the world, and is longer than any other ex-
cepting the Julian.

The Illinois Central Railroad, built by Col. Ma-
son, is the longest line ever constructed by onecompany, and in point of workmanship is equal toany European road.

Ihe National Road, over the Cumberland moun-
tains, built by the I nited States Engineer Corps, ismore extensive and durable bv far than the Anpian
way.

The stone arch over Cabin John's Creek, on theWashington aqueduct, builtby Captain Meigs, is
about titty feet greater span than any other stone
arch in the world, and is more beautiful in propor-
tion than the arch over the Oco, so long celebrated
for its magnificence.

The tunnel built by Mr. Haupt, on the summit of
the Pennsylvania Railroad, was a more difficult
work than the tunnel under the Thames.

The structures on the Baltimore and Ohio Rail-
road at Harper's Ferry, and beyond the summit,built by Latrobe; and the Starrocca Viaduct, on
the New York and Erie Railroad, built by Julius
Adams, are equal in magnilicence and excellence of
workmanship to anything Brunei ever did in Eng-
land, or Moran in Iranee.

Ihe Suspension Bridge oyer the Niagara river at
I.ewiston, built by Major Serrell, is 1,042 feet 10
inches in one span, anil is 43 feet greater than any
other single span in the world, being nearly twice
as great and quite as strong as Telford's celebratedbridge over the Mcnia Straits in England.

The United States Dry-dock at Brooklyn, is the
largest dry dock in the world by many feet. Theworkmanship, done under the direction of Mr. Me-
Alpincand General Stuart, is equal, if not superior,
to anything of the kind anywhere. The plates of
iron used in the gates of this dock arc the largest
that had ever been made up to the time they were
rolled.

The flight of combined locks on the Erie Canal
at Lockport, built by the State Engineers, areequalled only in one other place in Christendom?
Sweden.

The Railroad Suspension Bridge built bv Roeb-
ling over the _ Niagara is within a few feet "of twice
the span of Stephenson's cjreat Tubulai* Bridge inEngland, the largest structure of the kind. It is800 feet in one span, and is two stories high, the

railroad being above the public highway. Nothing
like this exists anywhere else.

The Light-house on Minot's Ledge, being builtby Capt. Alexander, is in a more exposed situation,
and as far as proceeded with is more securely boltedtogether than the famous Eddvstone Light-house
in England.

The Bridge at Wheeling, built by Charles Ellet,
j is exceeded only in span by the Lewiston Bridge,

I and is heavier than it; it is the second largest span
1 in the world, and is much more beautiful than the

| Fribourg Bridge, its European rival.
In carpentry we are unexcelled in the world.?

Such structures in timber as the Dry Docks at San
Francisco and Philadelphia?McCuflam's and Col.
Seymour's bridges on the Erie Railroad and branch-
es, the timber viaducts on the Catawissa Railroad,
built Sjancfiff, Col. Long's bridges on the vari-
ous New England Railroads, and Howe's trusses at
Harrisburg, have not their equals across the At-
lantic.

Then, again, inEurope, many structures are built
that might have been avoided?a few hundred rods
of detour would have saved the great Box tunnel.
Now we maintain that the location of Slidell's divi-

j sion, for example, on the Erie, evinced more skill in
avoiding the necessity of great structures than

j could be shown in building them.
The stones on either corner of the Exchange in

j Boston, built by Kogers, are larger than any single
j stone in Cleopatra's needle, and those now being
put into the I nited States Treasury at Washington,
are much heavier than any stone of Pompey's pil-

j lar, or the Pyramids of Egypt.
As to the difficulties of location, there is no coun-

i try where more science and skill have been brought
j to bear than in ours, and it is a remarkable fact
j that in point of time, last year, our aveiage trarel-

| ing was faster by two and a half miles per hour
j than in England, comparing our principal lines with

i theirs, while the charges on the American lines
i was hut little oyer half the English rates.

The reason why these things are not generallyj known is, that here we build a great work, an-
j nounce its completion in the same advertisement

J that heralds the opening of the road, and no more
js said about it, except, perhaps, what may apear
in one or two scientific periodicals, where dry feetand inches, stress, strain and tortion are discussed,
and are never read except by the professional engi-
neer. While on tho contrary, in England and
France, as soon as a great work is built, and whileit is being erected, pictures by thousands are pub-
lished, medals are struck and circulated, glass mod-
els are made and the illustrated newspapers show itin every stage of progress and from every point of
view; the engineer is knighted, ifhe is not already
of the nobility, and the fame of the structure is sent
from land to land; while with us, as we have shown,
may be found some of the most gigantic works ever
undertaken that are passed hv and over withouthardly any notice. It is remarkable that the best
popular descriptions of our own public works of

I great magnitude are to be found iu the journals of
France and Germany.

ANOTHER MORTARA CASE.-?A remarkable cor-

respondence has just passed between the French
! Consul at New Orleans and the President of the
I Jewish Asylum in that city, on a subject which

\ presents a striking contrast with the attrocities of
I the Mortara case. The Consul, M. Mejan, states to

j Mr. Simpson that he has received orders from the
[ French Government to use his influence, and even

to take legal steps if necessary, for the purpose of
restoring to Jewish custody a Hebrew orphan child
called Alice Levy, "a child of French-Jewish pa-
rentage, who liarl been delivered to a charitable
lady of New Orleans, for the purpose of being edu-
cated in the Catholic religion contrary to the last
disposition of her mother, who had expressed the
desire that the child shonld he educated in the Jew-
ish faith." It appears that the grandmother of the
fir; had memorialized the French Minister for

'oreign Affairs on the subject, stating that the de-
livery of the child to the Jewish Asylum had been
demanded and refused Count Mejan, in obedience

I to his instructions, immediately applied himself to
j an investigation ol the facts, when he found that,

I in the interim, the girl Alice had been surrendered
{ to the authorities ot the Jewish Orphan institution,

i He. nevertheless, writes to Mr. Simpson, the Presi-
dent of the Asylum, to obtain bis assurance that

j sueli surrender had infact been made.
The latter, in his reply to the Consul, acknowl-

edges custody of the child and furnishes particu-
lars of the case, which resembles in some respects,
that of Mortara's boy :

"Mrs. Levy, the mother of said child, died inthe
early part of September last. During her sickness
she was attended by Israelites, and on her demise
she was buried with the Jewish rites in a Jewish
cemetery. Prior to her death she expressed a de-

j sire to have her orphan child Alice, then about six-
i teen months old, placed in the Jewish Widows' and
| Orphans' Home. The nurse haying charge of said

child pleaded that she was much attached to it, and
I asked permission to keep it about a week longer,
| when she would deliver it to the custody of the
i Home. She, however, did not keep her promise

and her residence being unknown, some time elapsed
i before the w hereabouts of the child could be dis-
i covered.

Itthen appeared that the nurse had meanwhilej applied to Mrs. Capdeville and represented to this
j ladv that the said orphan had been abandoned aud

was without protection. Mrs. Capdeville thereupon
made suitable provisions for the maintenance of the
child, and had it baptize,l in the Catholic religion. It
is conceded that this estimable lady acted from
purely charitable motives and, what appeared toher, a sense of duty; for, although she refused to
give up the child when first demanded by the Chai-
rman ot our Committee on Application and Relief,
yet when called upon by the undersigned to surren-
der said orphan to its legitimate guardians, she
complied with the demand and regretted the circutn-

' stances that had placed her in so unpleasant an
I attitude.
