There can scarcely be any longer a doubt
remaining that the war in Italy has com-
menced. By the arrival of the Persia steamer

we have ndvices from Europe to the 30th
of April. The ultimatum of Austria, demanding

that Sardinia should disband her free corps within
three days, laid been indignantly rejected by the
latter, and although there were rumors that a final
offer of mediation, on the part of England, had

been made and partially accepted, and that Aus-
tria had so far reconsidered her first demand as
to consent to postpone her declaration of war for

fourteen days, the march of events has baffled the
only hope that remained of adjusting the quarrel
by diplomacy. We now learn that, in
anticipation of the passage of the Ticino bv the
Austrians, or in all probability, simultaneous-
ly with that movement, eighty-eight thousand
French troops had crossed the Alps into Piedmont,
and that another large force, which had been

dispatched by sea, had arrived at Genoa, and
had been most enthusiastically received. On
what is stated to be official authority, we are also

assured that the Austrians crossed the Ticino in
three columns, one hundred thousand strong in
the aggregate, 011 the 30th of April. The latter
were commanded by General GVULAI, one of the
ablest officers in the Austrian service. General DE

i.A MARMORA, who so handsomely distinguished
himself at the head of the Sardinian Contingent,
during the Crimean war, commands the Piedmon-
tese army, seventy-five thousand strong, which is
chiefly concentrated around the fortresses of Ales-
sandria and Casale. VICTOR EMMANUEL is himself
at Alessandria, and Louis NAPOLEON will, I
it is said, assume the chief command
of the French army in Italy. In order to obstruct
the march of the Austrian troops upon Turin, the
country lying between that capital and the Ticino
has been partially flooded, by means of the canals,
which intersect it?and the highways broken up.
This precautionary measure may possibly enable
the French force to form a junction with the Sar- j
dinian troops in time to cover Turin before the ar- j
rival of the Austrians. Ifsuch is the plan of oper-
ations the first battle will be fought beforeits walls.

There is, likewise, important intelligence from
other parts of Italy. The Tuscan troops have de-
clared in favor of Piedmont, and the Grand
Duke has fled to Bologna. Parma and Modenn,
it is reported, have followed the example of Tus-
cany and the whole of the Ramagna is in a state
of profound commotion. The conclusion of a se-
cret treaty of alliance between France and Rus-
sia is authoritatively denied by Austria, and
by some of the London journals, but The Times, [
m addition to reaffirming its previous statement of j
the fact, publishes what it alleges to be the provi-
sions of the treaty. We have thus condensed, into
a brief space, the chief rumors and speculations
that were afloat up to the time the Persia left
Liverpool. Some of these rumors were unquestion-
ably true, others needed confirmation, and the
speculations which have been based upon data so
mixed and uncertain, must necessarily partake of
the nature of their origin. All that we may cer-
tainly regard as fact is that war lias actu-
ally commenced in Italy, and the question of most
moment, at this time, is whether the war can be
confined to the Italian Peninsula. IfFrance and
Sardinia arc simply actuated by a common desire to
rescue the Italians from the oppressive rule of Aus-
ti ia, it is not at all probable that the neutral Powers
saill suffer themselves to be drawn into the quarrel,
rha. ..ngland should strengthen her fortresses in
tin Mediterranean, and place her navy upon a
war looting, are measures which no more imply
the probability of a general war than does the
action of Prifesia in concentrating sixty thousand
troops on the banks of the Rhine. Louts
NAPOLEON can certainly have no ambition to
measure his strength with the armed coalition
which overthrew his Uncle; whilst to extend the
field of operations by provoking hostilities, either
with England or with the Germanic Confedera-
tion?might prove the ruin of Sardinia, and
give a death blow to the Italian cause.
Where common prudence, as in this case
dictates the necessity of securing the neutrali-
ty of England and Prussia, and of the two hundred
petty principalities of Germany, whicb, though
individuallyweak, art: powerful in tbe aggregate

it is not to be imagined that so able and saga-
cious a statesman, as the French EMPEUOU has
proved himself to l*, will throw down
the gauntlet of defiance. He has al-
ready through the columns of ti.e M-jmUur
twice disavowed entertaining any eeaign what-
ever of disturbing the peace of the Germanic
States, and if the entente cordial? lieretofoie exist-
ing between France and England has been some-
what weakened of late by the course pursued by

English statesmen and by the diatribes of the
leading journal, so intimate have the commercial

relations between the two countries become of
lute?so odious is Austrian oppression in Italy
with nil classes of Englishmen, and so averse are
they to engaging in any Avar, so long as the honor
nnd dignity of the nation are not compromised
by standing aloof?that no Ministry would be able
to retain office that should propose a resort to
arms upon insufficient grounds. Even as it is.
the Austrian proclivities evinced bv the DERBY
Cabinet will, iu all probability, ojierale unfiiA ora-
bly to the Tories in their appeal to the country.
Between Prussia and Austria there are but few
political affinities. The leading position assumed
by Austria in the Germanic Diet lias never been
cordially assented to by Prussia, who, as a purely
German Power, claim 3 the right to take prece-
dence of Austria, whose Empire is composed of

mixed nationalities. So long, therefore, as the
Avar is restricted to Italy, it is the interest of Prus-
sia to remain neutral, for the loss of her Italian
provinces Avould not only reduce Austria to a

second-rate potver in the Germanic Confedera-
tion, but would tend to consolidate the peace of
Europe.

The Hon. JOSHUA R. GIDDINGS, in a very foolish
and inflammatory letter, has put forth a frantic
appeal to his friends in Ohio, and through them to
the general public. His discourse is of the parties
who have lately been found guilty, at Cleveland,
of a most open and flagrant violation of the es-
tablished law, and his opiuion of the crime and its
perpetrators is therein plainly stated:

Ed over to the colored men and consigned to the doom ofpirates, which should have been speedily executed."

Itthus appears that not content with commending
them for wliat they have done, he takes them seri-
ously to task for having left undone a more im-
portant work for which a precious opportunity was
presented. But having committed the grave error
of failing to murder men who were engaged in
serving legal process or making a lawful arrest,
the Oberlin gentlemen must atone for their neglect
by submitting to a postponement of the day when
a new revolution is to be inaugurated, of which
they are to be remembered hereafter as the crowned
heroes or martyred saints. That the time is ap-
proaching when they may still have a chance to
signalize themselves amid the dread issues of a
civil war, or to achieve the notoriety for which
they yearn, Mr. Giudings does not doubt, and in
this wise he advises or prophesies concerning things
to come.

"As to the future, I see no other course for the prison
wrs than patiently to await events. Their counsel will
apply to the Supreme Court of our State for a habeas cor-
pus whenever sentence shall be pronounced upon any of
their number.

"I have great confidence inthe Judges composing that
court. But should they prove unequal to the occasion, the
case willthen be fully made up, and the appeal must then

be taken to that highest of earthly tribunals, the source of
all political power. The people finding this government
t > have become destructive of the lives, the. liberties and
the. happiness of its citizens, willalter or abolish it; ond
organize its powers in such form as to them shall seem
most likely to effect their safety and happiness

Unlike most prophets, Mr. Gidimngs is not with-
out honor in his own country?a fact, we regret
to say, referable solely to the narrowness and un-

compromising dogmatism of his politicalcreed. It
is not on account of his importance, but because
he is surrounded by no inconsiderable body of ap-
plauding hearers, that we feel called upon to

allude to the error of his ways. Knowing that lie
starts out with a fundamental truth, many honest
minds are unwarily induced to follow him even

unto the end. The ignorant are led, because they

cannot note the slight deflection from the right

line which is taking them astray; and the fanati-
cal accompany him, for it is their nature to cling
to an abstraction until they and it are crushed
between the realities of life. They forget that
human affairs, multiform and mutable as tliey are,
never did and never will conform to the dictates

of an absolute and unbending logic?that the
system of reasoning applicable to a mathematical
demonstration is one thing, and that by which
mankind is to be judged and governed is another,
and a wholly different thing. And forgetting or
ignoring all this, they rush blindlyon, and wan-

der hopelessly seeking a new Utopia.
The people who think, with Mr. Gwdings, that

the citizens have a right to alter or abolish a gov-
ernment when it has become destructive of their
lives, their liberties, and their happiness, are so
far clearly in the right; and they only reiterate
the principle on which our Republic was estab-
lished, and which it is prepared to vindicate to-day.
But the conclusions deduced from these prem-
ises, by the abolitionists and others, are not only
illegitimate and irrational, but are as worthless

as they are untrue, for all political purposes, be-
cause of the absurd results to which they would
manifestly lead. If tested in practical operation,
for but a moment, they would infallibly refute
themselves, for they are as necessarily subversive
of all government, as are the modern Free Love
notions of decency and morals. Grant the right
of men and nations to overthrow a despotism, or
to re-model society, whenever the prevailing senti-
ment of tiiose whose destinies are to be affected
so wills it, and does it follow that indi-
viduals, sects, or parties, shall do the same
by violence at their own good pleasure? Ifeach
of these is not only to decide when society has
erred, but to determine when resistance to its
established usages is proper?if each is not only to
criticise the laws of the land, but to refuse alle-
giance to them whenever in its judgment they are
impolitic or sinful, then is any system of legisla-

tion to be devised on earth merely a mockery and
a snare. We cannot imprison the bigamist, nor
hang the murderer, nor transport the robber, but
there will always be found some tender consciences
ready to denounce our action. There will always be
crazy brains enough to frame excuses for the wild-
est deeds, and many sensitive souls will discover
some imaginary warrant in a higher law for con-
demning any decree of those tribunals to which
the mass of men, for their own well-being, are will-
ing to submit. Instances have occurred and will
occur again in the world's history, where the mi-

nority has taken arms against a host of opponents

and stood justified before posterity. But sucli
cases are the rare exceptions that do not invalidate
the rule which calls upon the few to abstain from
violent resistance to the will of the many, and
commands the citizen to refrain from treason
against his country because be disapproves of the
laws it lias ordained. Fair discussion and free
suffrage are the only weapons for the honest
American whose political theories are at variance
with those of the greater portion of his country-
men. If they will not content themselves with
these, then the visionaries and extremists must
learn, or be taught to compromise with, the evils
they cannot cure. Other people have to do the
same thing daily, disagreeable though it may be.
We only live peacefully together as neighbors, or

continue to exist as a nation, by reason of those
mutual sacrifices whereby we surrender somewhat
of our individual opinions, of our natural liberties,
and of our inborn desires. Among the many vexed
questions which we have been forced to treat after
this fashion, is that of slavery, which we can now

settle only by agreeing to leave it quietly in
abeyance.

In one section of our country its existence is'
objected to on principle, by tiiose who are tram-

melled by none of the burthens which its continu-
ance may impose, or the insuperable difficulties
which would attend or succeed its abolition, in the
other, we find it a firmly established institution,
planted by other hands, rooted by the lapse of
time, and entwining its million fibres through the
whole framework, domestic and political, of a
mighty people. It was not a thing to be swept
away by the anathemas of zealots, or to be squared
down to the guage of every puny politician who
could babble about the rights of man. So our

fathers left it for us to deal with, and we, mayhap,
in our turn must be content to leave it to our
children. It submits to us a problem that time,
and patience, and honest endeavor, alone can help
us to solve. But some men would thrust it on us
in the more portentous shape of that riddle which
the Sphinx propounded to the passers-by whom it
devoured when they could not answer it. Mr.
Giddixgs is one of this foolish class, but we for-
bear to push our inquiries into the uncertain future
towards which he is looking, until we have further
assurance that the country is about to rise in revo-
lution at his bidding. >

After the transaction of the regular business of
the Board the following proceedings took place:

The Financial Committee to whom was referred
the subject of raising the pay of baggage masters
reported adverse to the increase.

Dr. Olir ottered as a substitute for the report a
resolution that the old pay of 545 per month be
restored. Rejected by a vote of 17 to 9.

The Transportation Committee reported against
the proposition to reduce the tonnage price for car-
rying coal over the road.

Mr. Ilawes offered a resolution authorizing the
reduction of the present price for carrying coal 25
cents on each ton. A great deal (if discussion
upon this subject ensued. Nearly the whole time
the meeting lasted was taken up with arguments in
this regard, by the gentlemen composing the
Board.

The Retrenchment Committee reported in favor
of a discount of ten per cent, upon the salaries of
every one connected with the road, from the Presi-
dent doAvn, except the baggage masters.

The Committee to whom the matter had been re-
ferred reported against the decrease of toll on way
freight.

FROM VENEZUELA.? The bark White Wing, which
left Puerto Cabello,April 20th, arrived at Philadel-
phia on Tuesday afternoon:

The revolution continued, but the Government
was amply supported by public opinion, and having
a strong force under arms, no doubt rvill eventually
triumph.

Puerto Cabello had been threatened by the Revo-lutionists, under generals Zamora and Trias, Avho
had, however, retreated into the interior, firing
from the Government troops, under Generals Her-
nandez and Silva.

The Government troops defeated a negro party-
near Puerto Cabello, also in Ocumare and Gua-
tire.

The ferocious Saltillo had again landed from
Trinidad, and had a force of some 1,200 men, in-
differently armed. He was followed up bv the
Government troops, under Generals M. Zamora,
I'ena, Brilo, and others, and a decisive action Avas
promptly expected.

General l'aez had been named Chief of Oferations
in the West, but was not able to take the field per-
sonally, not having as vet recovered from the acci-
dent received in New York.

The engineers, to construct the first railway in
the country, between Caraccas and Petare, had ar-
rived per bark liowena. This first step in this class
of improvements may lead to similar enterprises
much required.

The foreign debt had been arranged, Venezuelapaying the first semi-annual instalment in Julv,
placing thefundsin London.

DEATH OF 1)R. ABBOTT.? Dr. Abbott, the collectorof the valuable gallery of the Egyptian Antiquities,
which for six years past lias formed one of the pro-
minent Art and Historical Associations of New
Vqrk, died on the 30th of March, at a village nearCairo, in Egypt. He was born in London, about
forty-seven _ years ago, and at the age of tAventy-
three, received the appointment as Surgeon on
board a British man-of-Avar. Circumstances led
him to quit his ship in the Mediterranean, Avhen in-
stead ot returning to England, he repaired to Egvpt
and took up his abode in Cairo, where without ne-
glecting his profession, he indulged his early pas-sion, fostered by the study of Champollion, for the
antiquities of that renorvned land, which dating
beyond the Pharaohs, carries us almost hack to the
Flood. During twenty years Dr. Abbott employed
himself in collecting Avhatever valuable relics of
ancient Egypt could be rescued from tombs and
ruins; and so Avell succeeded that, according to the
testimony ot Sir Gardiner Wilkinson, no collection,
excepting those of the British museum, and that of
Paris?botli the result of Government energy and
liberality?could be compared tvith his. ' The
amount of money spent bv him in forming his gal-
lery exceeded S 107,000. 'At various times proposi-
tions haA-e been made for its purchase, as a free
Museum but without effect. The Historical Soci-
ety are norv considering the propriety of its acqui-
sition.

Lieut. Gillis, U. S. N., formerly of Pittsburg,
recently aided in saving the lives of the crew of a
schooner which foundered at Montevideo, in fullsight of the city. The Lieutenant offered to save
them if ten vi lunteers would join him. Ten
American sailors trom the ships in the harbor im-mediately came forward; they manned a boat be-
longing to the Sabine, Avhich happened to be lying
at the wharf, and put off'. The Montevideo Repub-
lican savs:

"The Filomena foundered at half-past eight, A.
M. Before ten o'clock, Lieut. Gillis and his gal-
lant companions had taken from the wreck the
three sailors who clung to the rigging, among
them Domingo Filisberto, the captain of the schoo-ner. At half-past eleven they all disembarked atthe \ ictoria mole; in the presence of a crowd ofover three thousand people, who received them
with open arms, and transported with joy, gave
the gallant sailors a thorough-going triumph.
Lieut. Gillis, who was dripping with water, andmuch exhausted by his energetic struggle against
the furious tempest, was carried off in the arms of
his friends, who took care that he should want forno comfort after his heroic act. The rescued sail-
ors, half dead with fatigue and hunger, were car-
ried in the arms of the American sailors to the
hospital, where they were carefully treated."

The Republican concludes a long account withthe exclamation, "Hurrah ! an hundred cheers for
the North American sailors!"
