that Company, are being diverted to the purchase ot' their
third mortgage bonds, under a pretext of establishing a

sinking fund! Ihave thought that, perhaps, in some way,
to me unknown, the holders of these favored third mort-
gage bonds inay wield a sinister intluence on the councils
of the Baltimore ami Ohio Railroad Company, which thus
adapts the action of that road to the enlargement of the in
come of the Central Ohio Road, and not to the enlargement
of the trade of its own city. i have directed the public
gaze to this quarter, as possibly furnishing a key to a poli-
cy injurious to every interest of this city, and beneficial
alone to the holders of these third mortgage bonds.
In the present number I propose to show the merchants

of this city what a mere abortion, for purposes of Western
trade, their great road has proved to be. I have before
shown that even the paltry tonnage it brings them from
the hanks of the Ohio, is so burdened to create a sinking
fund for the Central Ohio Railroad , that it comes to their
hands in a profitless agency.

OPERATIONS OP THE ROAD IN 1858.
It appears tliat ill 1858 the road brought wheat and flour

from its three termini on the Ohio, Wheeling, Benwood
and Parkersburg, as follows:

1 his makes the aggregate ofcereal productions brought
from the Ohio river about 76.000 tons. The total rade
from that river to Baltimore in the year 1858, was 170,084
tons. Most lame and impotent conclusion! !

RIDICULOUS DISPROPORTION.
The Baltimore and Ohio Railroad was built at a cost ofover $2.1,000,000 Itis the fruit of twenty years toil, and

ofa lasting and grinding taxation, lis'preparation forthe torrents of Western produce expected to pour upon itfrom the Ohio river, are on a scale ofalmost fabulous cost.It sends forth 228 locomotives and more than 2,1X10 burden
cars. Ithas an army ofemployees to do its service. And
all its freightage from the Ohio river in 1858 amounts to
170.000 tons When we look to the means employed,
and contrast them withthe results achieved for this city,I crin not retract my denunciation. This road, up to this
time, has proved to be a commercial abortion.

WHY THESE THINGS ARE THUS PALTRY.
Why are these results thus paltry ? lam here to point

out the causes. Be not impatient of my details Do not
believe for a moment that people on the rich lands of theWest have ceased to cultivate and to produce Do not

fear that cities of inaccessible distance, can successfully
compete with you for the fruits of Western labor. Thefault lies at home. / it is to be found in these prohibitory
t'ha> yes, and this discrimination policy.

I have before me a toll sheet of the Baltimore and OhioRailroad Company for the year 1858. 1 find Hour charged
$1 a barrel, coming from either depot on the Ohio river,
and wheat charged 28 cts. a bushel. These charges are pro-
hibitory. and hence the road and the city lose the Western
grain and flour trade' It is true these rates are reduced
somewhat in the summer months, but the rates of other
roads are also reduced, and the result on commerce is the

how the free navigation of the Ohio River is closed' to thOcity by a tariffof discrimination, laid to swell the incomeof the Central Ohio Railroad and impoverish this cityandits road, that some mysterious holders of their third mort-gage bonds may get tliem cashed. The charge of SI.OO abarrel and of 28 cents a bushel on all delivered from theriver, except the through tonnage, is an absolute prohi-
bition of the river trade.

To illustrate the crime thusperpetrated on the com-mercial interests of Baltimore: It is well knownthat the vagrant tonnage of the Ohio River, seekingthe cheapest Atlantic outlet, is vastly greater thanany tonnage hitherto brought to this city. Bv thischarge of SI.OO a barrel on all Hirer flour* and by withholding return cargoes from the steamboat, all this vast
trade is practically driven from this city. This I have ex-plained in Xt). o of this argument.

Suppose a boat freighted with 1,000 barrels of flour ten-ders it to be brought from Benwood to Baltimore. The'policymen'' demand SI.OO a barrel freight. But if 1 000barrels come to Benwood over the Central Ohio Roadthese men are content to pass it to this city for 45 cents.They not only charge the cargo of River flour $550 morethan they charge the Central Ohio flour, hut they givethe Central Road all their back freights. The steamboatis thus forced to proceed with its cargo to l'ittsburg:
tins city and her railroad, and her merchants loose amagnificent commerce, and the holders of the third mortgage bonds of the-Central Ohio Railroad are the sole bene-ficiaries of tin* ruinous policy.

ADVANTAGES OF BALTIMORE IN POINT OF DISTANCE.
Merchants of Baltimore, study these figures. You havelong wondered why the produce* of Kentucky. Tennessee

Missouri and all the lower belt of the Mississippi does notseek your markets. You have the advantage over othermarkets jn distance as the following tables show. Tak-
ing Cincinnati as the point they all have to pass to reachany Atlantic market, and your city is much their neat est
point of delivery.

These relative distances disclose the natural superiori-ty ot Baltimore over her rival cities. In this table ofdistances I have given to each city its distance bv its ownline of connection.
The city of Baltimore ought to command the trade ofall the States whose waters flow into the Ohio river below

W heeling, or into the Missouri river. Geography has given her the whole lower belt of the Mississippi, but thepowers of her great thoroughfare have fallen under thedominance of speculation and are now used for stockjob-bing and not formercantile purposes! !
TRUE PRINCIPLES ON WHICH TO ESTABLISH ATOLL SHEET.In establishing a tariff of tolls, charges on wheat and
flour should he made as low from the Ohio river to Balti-more as comports with the lowest profit to the road.
These heavy commodities are sold at low prices in mar-
ket, and can not reach your city, if taxed withheavy car-riage. They are of universal production; nine-tenths ofthe labor and capital of this region, whose trade you
court, is employed in that cultivation, or the production
of tonnage equally heavy. The city that gets the wheat
and Hour of these people, willsurely get their other trade.
Their hemp and tobacco, and their pork would pay theroad a more reasonable profit; and the city of Baltimore
would semi them their supplies of dry goods and groce-
ries in return. These return articles wjuld pay firstclass rates to the road, and thus compensate, in large pro
fit on their freight, for the cheaper freight of the Hour.If this reasoning be just, let it be practically applied infixing a charge on wheat and Hour from the hanks of theOhio river to Baltimore. Ifthe best and cheapest route
be opened with equal advantages, the road would thenmake a moderate profit, even on these low priced *ta
pies.

Now, merchants of Baltimore.suppose your road relieved frmn its incumbus of speculators and stockjobbers
and left to pursue the dictates ofenlarged and enlightened
common sense?suppose it under guidance of a compre-
hensive intelligence, that was unbiased by private interestand could embrace the whole subject iti all its vast atnpli
tude?an intelligence free to look after your interests
and the welfare of your road from end to end, and from
side to side, regardless of sinister and stock jobbing
motives?l say, suppose such a revolution in the govern
ment of the Baltimore and Ohio road could be effected?-it would be rather a revulsion than a revolution.'Let your road stand oil the banks of the Ohio inviting
and welcoming trade from all quarters. Let the missionofyour road for the present end where the road ends, and
from that point let ithe the willingand reasonable servi-tor ofall tonnage, without discrimination come whence it
may and how it lists. 1

A LARGE COMMERCE TO FOLLOW THE CHANGE OF I'OLICYNow, merchants ofBaltimore, how would this enlight-
ened management affect the trade of this city? Look to
the fruitful State ofKentucky; let your eyes dwell upon
the lands of its Frankfort, and Paris, and Lexington* themost fertile on the earth's surface. Their labor will allcome to the Atlantic sea boaril hy the cheapest avenue.?
Their rich commerce willfollow their labor. Thev want
your silks, your brandies, your groceries; they want vourupholsteries and all the productions of your urticans in ex*chance for their wheat and their Hour, If the councils ofthe Baltimore load were freed from sinister influencesand consulted no interests hut those of this city, all thatregion wouhl trade here. Whereas the present manage-
ment rejects nearly all of it, with all its enriching ad-vantages.

The cost of getting wheat or flour from the interior ofKentucky would then be in the compass of reason. The
farmer at Frankfort and other places could afford to raise
wheat for this market. He could get it to the river Ohioby railroad to Covington or Louisville?or he could boatit down on some of their many slackwatered streams. ?

Once on the Ohio, steamboats would compete for it, and
bring it to Parkersburg. Thus the farmer at Lexington
would trade withBaltimore. Hecould get his products toyour market at less cost than to any other city on the At-lantic, and in return you would furnish his supplies.

more were proclaimed to-day. Sales of many kinds ofstock were absolutely impracticable, prices being purely
nominal. Neither the continental intelligence nor thealteration at the hank appears to have had so much effectupon prices as the total dis'ocation of Hie internal ar-
rangements of the Stock Exchange, consequent upon the
numerous instances of embarrassment proclaimed in themidst of a settlement. Consols opened this morning at afail of I),' to 2 per cent, from the four o'clock quotations
of yesterday. Within a short period afresh reduction of
about )6 per cent, was quoted, the market wearing the
most unsettled appearance imaginable. The first checkwas given to the fall by the appearance of brokers who
act for a leading financial firm, and who bought manvthousands of Loiiilrnrdo Venetian Railway New Shares a't3), discount, and other prices. Extensive purchases ofConsols were likewise made, leading to a rally of )4 to Iper cent, from the lowest point of the m rning. Al-though the tendency tofluctuation remained, the aspectof tire market in the afternoon was less gloomv Thefinal quotations were 1 p.er cent, below those of yesterday
hut a certain degree of support was evidently derivedfrom investments.

Doubts were also expressed as to the reported alarming
tendency of the convention or agreement between Russia
and France, and even the passage of the Ticino by the
Austrian army, previously announced as an absolute factwas considered to require confirmation. In the other de
partmcnts of the Slock Exchange the ordinary arrange-ments were thrown completely out of joint. To-day the
Stock markets were still extremely unsettled and sensi-
tive, hut the panic is apparently subsiding. Sixteenmore members of the Stock Exchange have this morning
been declared unable to meet their engagements. The
Funds opened with a strong appearance, and atone pe-

EUROPE.
The London Times, which lias all along inclinedto an Austrian view of-the continental difficulties

spoke as follows on the 25th of April:
England is perhaps the only disinterested friendwho, lor Austria's own sake, and for the cause ofhumanity, and for the prevention of bloodshed, and

in the hope of peace, is honestly anxious that sheshould not do a madman's act," and set fire to the
four corners ofEurope. Other powers have theirown policy and their own Interests. Russia canscarcely have yet taught herself to look upon theevents oi 1857 as ancient history. Prussia is a rivalas well as an allv, and it is not ten years since thetroops ot the two great German powers were drawnup in opposing lines. But England, especially
under a tory government and gently influenced toGermanic sympathies, is a prudent friend, whoseadvice should not be lightlythrown away.

It is remarkable, as an untoward result of our
present minister's necessities, that while the young-est constitutional monarchy in Europe is ready ata great crisis to speak by the voice of its Parlia-ment, and to resolve upon acts of devoted patrio-
tism, the eldest of all constitutional thrones is left
without a Parliament, and the English people haveno representatives to prompt a national policy, or
to control the course which may be taken by theministry of a minority. We believe that if Eng-
lish opinion could now make itself known through
the usual Parliamentary medium, it would speak
so loudly to Austria that even at this last moment
her enterprise would be stayed. All that Lord
Derby said to France, and much more than Lord
Derby ventured to say to France, the voice of thecountry would now say to Austria.

Lilt Austria has outstripped her enemies. Shehas surprised France as she was leisurely putting
on her armor, and she has come upon Sardinialike a strong man upon a small noisy rioter shout-ing defiance to an adversary whom'he believed to
be at a distance. It is clever, and it is promptlydone. Austria has the opening of the game in herown hands: her forces may swarm across the fron-tier river; she may perhaps destroy or disperse theItalian army; she may drive the broken remnants
into the three great Sardinian fortresses, or up intothe passes of the Western Alps; she may cover theopen country; she may inflict upon Sardinia themortification of occupying her capital; and she may
teach the inhabitants ofTurin what are the habitu-al sufferings of the inhabitants of Lombardy. Butis this all? Is this all that is necessary for 'Austriato accomplish? N< t so. She will, when all thishas been done, have only given the signal for thereal conflict. She willhave done an act of stupid
lorce. She willnot only have put herself in thewrong with the conservative powers of Europe, butshe will have destroyed the only grounds upon
which they could have given lier assistance.With General Gyulai at Turin, where then aretreaties of 1815? Wi th Austria in possession of
Saidinia, the Bonapartes, who even now passively
iepudiate the deeds of the Congress of Vienna, will
re-enter into the full rights of belligerents. Whatright shall we then have to say to Sardinia and herallies, " 1bus tar shall ye go and no further?" Thefirst Austrian picket that passes the Ticino will tearthe seals from all those treaties under which Aus-
tria now holds her Italian provinces; the first Aus-
trian cannon that booms upon Sardinian soil will
salute the freedom of the Italian peninsula. This
is not a war that can he decided by a hasty march,however primarily successful. What Austria holdsin Italy she owes to the mutual jealousies of Euro-
pean Powers operating at Vienna in 1815: by cros-
sing the Ticino she will destroy this her only title,
and throw all chances ot Austrian power in Italy
upon the fortune of arms.

Built up l>yalliances, by marriages, and bv trea-ties, she seizes a moment of quite exceptional mili-
tary preponderance to throw up all her acknowl-edged proprietary rights,and to trust all to the pow-
er of force and to a right by conquest yet to be ac-quired. This seems to us so much more like an
act of desperation than a policy based upon soundcounsel that we cannot even yet abandon the hope
that she may stay her hand before she casts this ter-rible die. H, however, this hope should be disap-
pointed, then we can see but one ultimate conse-
quence. Europe, which was ready up to the timeof this fatal invasion, to make a hard bargain, per-haps too hard a bargain, for Italy, will thereafterbe content with nothing: less than the retreat of the
Austrians behind the Alps.

The tllobe's Paris correspondent, writing on the24th,says:
"Ifthe bulk of the French nation had been ad-verse or even indifi'crent to a war against the Aus-trians for the rescue of Italy, any doubt on thenature of public feeling is now impossible in the face

of the enthusiasm that pervades Paris and allt ranee. Since Friday night 1 have been in the fau-
bourgs, and in the workmen's quarter; most of the
factories stop work at this season, and the people
were ingroups (which no policemen now disperse)
discussing the war and venting their indignation
against I'Autrichien. Allalong from the Bastilethrough Rue St. Antoine, the sound of war sonus
from various wine shops betokened how the wind
blows, and the departing regiments, knapsacked
and joyous, were followed by crowds, cheering evenduring the night and early dawn, to the Lyons Rail-
way. The announced participation of Napoleon
111., personally, in the perils of the campaign, wasall that was (ranted to identify him in the mind ofthe masses with the memories of the great uncle."

Lord Shaftesbury, who is the head of the Exeter
Hall interest, and son-in-law of Loid Palmerston,
has addressed the following note to the Kecord.?
The tone of it is strangely in contrast with most of
the late ministerial speeches, and may be regarded
as a kind of manifesto to the religious public":

"Sir : Sardinia having accepted the propositions
made to her by England and Prussia, the niediatino-
Powers, and having exhibited her full willingness
tor the maintenance of peace, is to be basely andcruelly attacked by the Einperor of Austria.

'

On which side should be the hopes and prayers
of the British people there can be little question
Sardinia has declared and proved herself to be the
defender of civiland religious liberty in Italy. Shehas raised the AN aldenses from degredation and suf-fering, and planted their church in the principalplaces of Genoa and Turin; she permits the freepreaching of God's AYord in public and in private;
and w here on the Continent is thecirculation of theScriptures so open, so wide, so countenanced by theauthorities of the State? Her policy is to resist the
encroachments of the Church of Rome; nav, fur-
ther, it is to seek, by all legitimate means, the'totalabolition of the secular power of the Papacy.

Austiia, on the contrary, is opposed to every-
thing great and good for the benefit of Italy. Ifthere bo one thing that she hates more thananother, it is civil and religious liberty. What
human being or what saered principle is she nowendeavoring to rescue from degradation and suffer-ing? She is the chief, per haps, in fact, the sole
support of Papal tyranny and misgovernment inCentral Italy. The Protestants in Hungary andother parts of her dominions can attest the bigotrv
ot her rule; while her rigorous prohibition to ad-
mit the Scriptures, and her despotic seizure of
whole depots in 1853, and the transportation of theircontenls beyond the frontier'amidst,' as the report
says,'the unavailing tears and sighs of tens of thou-sands of the people,' show that she had no claimwhatever on the sympathies of the British nation.

"In the deplorable absence of the Houses of Par-liament, there can he no expression of the public
voice. But let us all, singly or unitedly, u herever
and whenever we can, implore AlmightyGod thatthe nascent cause of'truth and justice, religion and
piety,' may, by His blessing, speedily and univer-sally prevail in lands so long in thraldom to in-nor-ance and oppression."

lhe London Aeirvsays of the rumored treaties be-tween France and Russia:
No such treaties exist as the Times described yes-

terday. It is not true that "Russia lias bound her-self, in the event ot France being at war with Aus-tria, to assist France by the co-operation of her
fleets in the Baltic and Mediterranean;" it is not
true that any treaty secures "that, in case Austria
should invade Sardinia, Russia shall declare waragainst her within fifteen days of her violation ofthe 1 leduiontese soil." So far from having formed
combinations with Russia, which may affect the
Rhine and the Bosphorus, the French Emperor liasnot been able to obtain, even ifhe has sought, theco-operation of Alexander It. on the Po. Many
Englishmen, we suspect, would hear with intensesatisfaction lhat "Russia had engaged to declarewar against Austria within fifteen days of her vio-
lation of the Piedmontese soil;" but," unfortunate-
ly, it is not true.

The convention oragreement toconclufie a treaty,
just signed between France and Russia, belongs to
the same class of diplomatic documents as that
which England signed with Austria at an early
period of the Crimean war. That compact, it may
he remembered, never took effect, because Austria
at no time recognized that the conditions upon
which it was to become operative had come into
existence. The contingency upon which the pres-
ent agreement is calculated is remote. It is not di-
rected against England, but is intended to ensure
the neutrality of the rest of Europe while France
and Austria tight in Italy. Its aim is to circum-scribe the horrors and calamities of war by confin
ing hostilities to their original theatre, between theAlps and the Mediterranean.

At the nomination inthe city, Lord John Russellsaid he did not believe in the existence of an offen-

sive and defensive treaty between Russia andr ranee. The real state of the case, he believed,was that, incase Germany made war on Fiance,
there was a treaty between the two Emperors for
extending the field of conflict. Sufficient, how-erer, was known tojustify her Majesty's goyern-ment in calling upon Fiance to disclose the real
nature of her relations with Russia.

THE REVOLUTION IN TUSCANY.

has declared in lavor of Italian independence, or,inother words, lias cast in its lot with France and
I led moil t. Of all the Italian States, the GrandDuchy has been the least inisgovered since 1815;but even there the rulers in the hour of trial find along score of arrears which they must now dis-
charge. Even so short a while hack as 1848, the
Pr sfen '- Grand Duke might have conciliated to him-self the good-will and respect of his people?for his,
in truth, had never been a grinding tyranny. The
farmers and peasantry of that rich valley of theArno had lived happily and peacefully enough
under his rule, and they remembered it to him inthe hour oi his need. When he absconded?forthere is no other term in which to describe the man-

flight?after the events of1848, he was recalled by the affection of his people,

and tranquilly replaced on his petty throne. Thereturn he made was to fill the Archduchy withAustrian troops, and to convert it into a meresatrapy of Austria. He had sworn to a Constitu-
t.on?he repelled it. He violated every promiseexpress or implied, which he had made i'n the midstot the turmoils of that eventful year.

Now, whether it is that the Tuscans were a moreenduring and patient race than the inhabitants ofthe other Italian States; whether it is that themanner in which the rulers had exercised theirsway, despotic as it may have been, was far milderthan was the fashion of other Italian princes; wheth-er 1 uscanv lay so near to the great Austrian gar-
risons, and was so filled with Austrian troops, andso weak that any attempt at insurrection couldnot but be instantly crushed: or finally, whether,taught at last by the events of 1848,' the Italianfriends of Italian independence had resolved neverto move again until they could act in concert, it iscertain that the reactionary policy of the little Tus-can court was tolerated with singular discretionand forbearance by the people. The desire to freethemselves from the despotism of Austria wasthere, but they engaged in no idle plots, and gave
no excuse to their foreign task-masters for the in-H.ction of useless misery and pain. They had madeup their minds to bide their time, and the timehas arrived at last. The Grand Duke and his fam-ilywere tolerated, not abhorred: their presence ex-cited no gesture of menace, aroused no scowl of ha-tred in the streets; a good humored shrucr of indif-ference expressed the feelings of the people. They
knew that when the axe was laid to the oreat treewhich bad struck its roots so deep in Ylpper It-
aly, the branch which overshadowed Tuscany mustwither and perish. So it has proved, if the intelli-gence we have now received be true, and if nottrue in all particulars to-day, it will assuredly beso soon. J

The superior officers of the Tuscan troops harepresented themselves, so it is stated, to the GrandDuke atllorence, and have declared to him thatthe only way to prevent the revolt of his little ar-my is to unfurl the flag of Italian independence
and to unite at once with the I'iedmontese. Thiswas a demand to which the Grand Duke was notI'kely to accede He is said to have sent immedi-ately for a popular Tuscan nobleman, and to haverequested him to form an Administration for thepurpose of granting such reforms as might he ne-cessary. But it was too late. The time for seda-tives and emollients was past. Two preliminary
steps wore indispensable to the formation of any
administration?the first that the Grand Dukeshould abdicate; the second, that there should bea declaration of alliance with Piedmont Withsuch conditions the Grand Duke refused to complvand, as it is said, lias preferred to abandon theGrand Duchy altogether with his family, lcavin"its tuture destinies to chance?to the will of thepeople?to the fortune of war. When we add thatby the same report we are informed that theKing ot Sardinia has been declared Dictator of1 uscanv during the war, we give the sum ofthe intelligence we have received, and whichssems entitled to belief, though as yet itwants con-
nrmahon.

All this, indeed, points to a foregone conclusionIt is no common propaganda which has been atwork in Italy since the autumn of 1856 Nearlyevery man among the educated classes who has notbeen absolutely connected by ties and personal in-terest with the ruling pmvsrs has been a member
ofU No mysterious cake may have passed fromhand to hand, as recently in India, but the move-ment was as thoroughly organized, and carried on
in as complete subjection to a central will, as theone which but two years ago convulsed our own
Indian Empire.

the sciew steamship Bccotia, it is said, has beenchartered at Liverpool bv the French agents, to
carry coals from South Wales to Brest. "Some of
tbe principal houses in London connected with
France and Russia, have also been actively engaged
in making large purchases of coal, their orders
being to take what they could get, irrespective of
quality, price or port. ' The question has accord-
ingly been very strongly discussed whether such
supplies can be fairly furnished by us as a neutral
Power. Fifty years back no one would havedreamt of including coal among munitions of war;
but the introduction of steam power lias raised it
to equal importance withpowder, lead, or any of
the other materials usually prohibited. At' thesame time itis contended by many that even if
there should*; any disinclination to adopt thisview, an export duty might appropriately be levied
with tbe object not merely of improving tbe re-
venue, but of bettering the prospect of the rela-
tive supply for our own purposes in case of need.

All warlike orders at present attract attention,
ami it is therefore noticed that as many as twenty- iseven gunboats of very light draught, together,
with some vessels of larger size, are at p"esent
building on the Thames for the Spanish govern-

From Frankford we learn that the German Diet,at its sitting on the 23d, agreed to accept the pro-

posal ot Prussia that the federal contingent should
be placed on a war footing, and also determined to
adopt the additional precautionary measures of
arming the federal fortresses, and raising a corps
of 1 > 000 men for its own protection. An articlein the semi-official Prussian Gazelle allirms that
the coincidence of these armaments with the pre-
sentation of an Austrian ultimatum, is accidental:that they were suggested by Prussia while she hadstill sanguine hopes of peace; and that the Govern-ment of Berlin was quite taken by surprise by thelast act of Austria, as it had strenuously urged
that Pow-er to do nothing without the consent ofthe rest of Europe. This article seems to give alikelihood of truth to the statement in the Paris
Moniteur, that Prussia has protested against thecourse taken by Austria.

A travellerwho has just come from the Kusso-Oallician fron-
tier says that almost all the Austrian troops have
been withdrawn from the Gallicia. 'lf,' says liethere were not a perfect understanding betweenthe two monarelis, the Austrian frontier could notpossibly be left in such an exposed state.'"

be found in the province of Milan that is not filledwith troops. All the farmers arc required to sup-ply horses and carts, and quantities of cattle areseized for food for the soldiery. A considerablenumber of troops are echeloned along the Swiss
frontier on the banks of the Lake Como. They havetaken possession most unceremoniously of the finestvillas, injuring everything. Complaints are useless
and what renders matters worse is that the troops
do not receive full pay, owing to the state of the
Austrian finances. In the country parts the soldierstake their supplies by force, whilst in the townsthey offer paper of no value, or else go off without
paying anything. At Piacenza, General ltolin, com-
mander ot the fortress, has seized 011 the funds of
the grand ducal treasury and simplysent to Parmaa receipt."

"ifthe officers of the Austrian start" are well in-
formed," says a Vienna letter, "Count C.yulai hasreceived orders to strike a decisive blow with all
liis forces, ala Radetski, against the Picdmontese
army. He is, they aflirm, to march forward withevery possible rapidity, seize on Turin, and thentry and remain there as long as possible. Such is
said to be the plan of campaign decided on by thepermanent council of war, sitting here under thepresidentship of the Emperor.

cial disasters are anticipated."

The Paris correspondent of the Morning Pout.
has official authority for stating that a Russian
array has received orders to proceed to the Aus-
trian frontier.

A letter from St. Petersburgh, in the Globe,
says :

"I hear as certain that the troops in Bessarabiaare being considerably augmented. A full war
footing has been determined upon for the army
stationed on the left-hand banks of the river Pruth.It is generally thought here that, should the num-
erous Turkish reinforcements lately dispatched to
the Danube be ordered to enter Wallacbia, such an
event will be followed by a crossing of the Pruth
on the part of the Russian forces. Such are the
consequences of the thunderstorm obscuring the
horizon of western Europe."

A despatch, dated Genoa, April 37, savs: "Dis-
orders have broken out in the Duchy of Massa, and
the political prisoners have been set free."
