FIRES.

A few minutes before two o’clock yesterday morn-
ing a fire broke out in the engine-house of the Phil-
adelphia, Wilmington and Baltimore Railroad Com-
pany, at the President street depot. The structure
which has been almost entirely destroyed, was in
the form of a crescent, and was built ‘in the best
manner, the columns supporting the brick work
being of heavy brown stone, from which arches
were sprung.  The building was about 60 feet in
depth, and nearly two hundred feet from extremity
to extremity. To support the roof, timbers of ver
large size were used, and when the fire was discov-
ered some of them were in flames which could not
be reached by persons who were first on the ground.

About two thirds of the building was used as an
engine house, the other space was occupied by the
forges and machine shops, in which there was some

valaable machinery and a stationary engine. This
department wasseparated from the engine house,

by a board partition, and although some of the
rafters are burned, here it was that the immense
streams of water thrown by the steam fire engines

checked the flames. The origin of the fire,
ascertained. It is supposed that it was ca )
sparks from the smoke stack of the locomotive

“Magnolia,” which had been placed in the engine
house about one o’clock yesterday morning after ar-
riving with a train of freight carstrom Philadel-
phia. In building the house an accident from
this cause was guarded against; each stand for a
locomotive having a tunnel shaped chimney of iron,
suspended immediately over the smoke stack of the
engine, but the fire when discovered was immedi- |
ately over the “Magnolia.”

Tue Frexcn v Cocuiy CuiNa.—There has evi-
dently been a subtle and preconceived policy at
work, avhich has led to the transference of the
French fleet and the enlisting of Spanish mercena-
ries to carry on a war of aggression and acquisition
of territory, with the ultimate object of conquering
Cochin China—a country with which other foreign
Powers had no connection or trade, and against the
people of which there was an old standing grievance
to redress. But they do not seem to have demand-
ed redress, and territorial acquisition appears clear-
ly the object. We cannot butregard the formation
of a naval and military depot at Touron by a pow-
erful European State as fraught with expense and
annoyance to the permanent interests of Great Bri-
tain, both as respects the trade of the China Sea
and the Strails settlements. So long as the French
expedition was intended to throw open Cochin
China to trade, or to insure an adequate retribution
for the frightful cruelties committed on the Roman
Catholic missionaries, it had our hearty sympathy.
But the extension of French dominion in Cochin
China, or even the foundation of a French settle-
ment, invovles questions of the most grave im-
portance. Itis mo light thing for England to lose
that isolation, which has 8o long been one of the most
valuable attributes of the Eastern Empire. Iith-
erto the British empire in Asia has had no enemy
within 10,000 miles capable even of menace.— China
Telegraph.

GENTLEMEN: The Board of Health, in reply to the re
solution of inquiry, passed by your honorable body on
yesterday, the 12th inst., in relation to *‘the effect of
green groceries, and like establishments, upon the public
health,” beg leave to state, that the limited time given
them for the investigation of the matter precludes the
possibility of giving more than a general opinion. To
say whether they do or do not injuriously affect the
health of the public, or of the individuals who patronize
m, it would be necessary to ma a thorough exami-
naticn of such e shments, and carefully inspect the
quality cf the articles which they are in the habit of ex
posing for 5

In the absence of such opportunity for investigation,
we have only to say, that such establishment not ne-
cessarily injurious to the public health, but in the hands
of careless or dishonest proprietors or salesmen, they be
come so. If they are careful to keep their premises well
ventilated and clean, and to dispose of no meats that are
not perfectly sound and good, and no imperfect or stale
decaying vegetables, they will not be preju 1to health.
But under the opposite state of circumstances they be
come annoying nuisances to the neighborhood in which
they exist, and the occasion of disease among the people
who patronize them.

The Board,therefore, most respectfally reply upon these
general principles, not being in possession of ficts, nor
having the opportunity of obtaining the necessary infor
mation to enable them to give a categorical answer to the
enquiry.

This was a case in which an attachment was
issued out of the Circunit Court upon a decree ren-
dered on appeal in Admiralty. It was tried before
a jury and a verdict rendered ‘or the plaintiffs. In
addition to the motion for a new trial and in arrest,
a petition was filed in Admiralty alleging the jury
proceedings to have been illegal, and asking the
Court, as a Court of Admiralty, tc take charge of
the matter and decree for the petitioners. The
principal question, and one of great interest, was
as to the right of the Admiralty Courts to issue
attachments by way of execution, so as to bind the
credits of defendants, in the hands of third parties.
It was likewise contended, that in case of the exis-
tence of such rights, those Courts in the District,
are bound by the State laws which prohibit the
attachment of wages not actually due, at the time
of attachment levied.

Judge Giles delivered an elaborate and able opin-
ion, afirming the right of the Admiralty Courts to
issue attachments by way of final process, unaffect-
ed by the State legislation in question. He deter-
mined, however, that the trial by a jury, upon the
issues tendered by the garnishees, wasa mis-trial,
and the verdict ought to be set aside, but regarding
the plaintifis as entitled to a condemnation, he pro-
ceeded to decree in their favor for the amount of
the original decree, with interest and costs.

ART AT ROME—THE DOORS FOR THE CAPI
TOL—A BALTIMORE ARTIST. |

One of the editors of the New York Post, in an
interesting letter from Rome, says:

I found nothing in the studios of the sculptors in |
Rome which interested me quite as much as the |
doors which Roge ad been making for the Capi- |
tol at Washington. There seemed to be no diver
sity of opinion abcut this work, even among |

artists. All agree that itis an eminent success,
creditable alike to the country and to the
artist. The casts are now at ‘the foundry in

Munich.

The life of Columbus is the artist’s text. He has
selected what he regards as the nine most pictur-
esque events of the eventful career of the most il- |
lustrious of navigators, and has appropriated one
to cach of the eight panels and the arch of which l
the door is composed, four panels being on each
leaf. Thus each panel contains a finished pi(‘luru.
in alto relievo.

The series of designs commences at the lowest |
panel on the left, and they are numbered upwards i
to the arch—which is the'fifth representation; then |
descending, they are numbered downwards to the i
ninth and last. |
No. 1 represents Columbus before the Council of
Salamanca, endeavoring to convince them of the |
existence of another continent, and the possibility
of discovering it. Discouraged by their objections
and offended by their opposition, he retired to the
convent of La Rabida, whose prior, Juan Parez,
henceforth became his constant friend. From La
Rabida he entered into negotiations with the King
of Portugal, and offered him the service Spain had
declined. In the mean time Isabella, actuated part-
ly by the arguments of the good friar, whose guest
Columbus remained, agreed to give a second hear-
ing to his propositions, and sent him a sum of money
to equip himself and purchase a mule. i
No. 2 represents Columbus leaving the convent
on the mule presented by the Queen. He is in the
act of bidding farewell to the good fathers, who
crowd the archways of the portico and cluster
around their friend, giving him their benediction,
and not forgetting the refreshment of the poor ani-
mal, to whom they are offering a draught of water.

No. 3 shows Columbus before Ferdinand and Isa-
bella, after his return to court. Columbus stands
in the foreground, the chief figure of the piece, and
with upraised head and outstretched arms is urging
his suit. Ferdinand shows his indifference by lean-
ing back in his seat inattentive, while the ardent
Isabella bends forward, eagerly catching every
word which falls from the orator’s lips.

No. 4. The departure of Columbus from Palos,
the port from which he sailed in quest of the New
World. ' He stands with his left foot planted on the
gang plank, ready to enter the caraval when he
has said farewell to his friends.

No. 5. The landing at San Salvador—Columbus
occupies the centre of the picture, and is elevated
above the surrounding group. He holds in one
hand a sword and in the other the banner of Leon
and Castile, and is taking possession of the country
in the name of his sovereigns. It is the largest of
the representations, occupying the space of two
panels, The filling up is beautiful and varied; on
the left hand is the vessel, on which some of the
adventurers still remain, then Columbus elevated
on a point of rock. Between the caraval and him-
self are ardent mariners, some wading in the wa-
ter, some just touching the land, all in attitudes ex-
pressive of joy and thanksgiving. To the right the
space on the margin of the picture is filled with In-
dians, secreting themselves behind the trees.

No. 6. Erecting the Cross on the island of His-
paniola.

No. 7. Entering Barcelona on horseback, and in
trinmph, on his return to Spain.

No. 8. Leaving the town of Isabella in chains, a
prisoner, and succeeded in his command by Roba-
dlilla. )

No. 9. The death of Columbus.

On the rails which divide the panels horizontally

are six portrait busts of the historians of that time
who wrote about the discoverv of America, namely:
Peter Martyr, Las Casas, Diego Mendez, Mendoz;
Bernal Diaz and Marco Polo.” On the lower rails
are two ideal busts of Inc s; on the upper are
two busts of squaws—making in all ten busts.
On either side of the panels, from the floor to the
arch, are sixteen niches, containing statuettes in
full relief of the distingunished contemporaries of
Columbus, such as Ferdinand and Isabella, Martin
Alonzo Pinzon, Vincent Yanez Pinzon, Don Bar-
tholomew Columbus, Juan Parez, Toscann :1li, Juan
Ponce de Leon, an Indian chief and his wife Ana-
corvana, &c.—in all sixteen.

Under the statuettes, forming a bracket, are in-
troduced heads of American anima supporting the |
plynths of the figures, combined with wreaths of
flowers and emblems of the arts and sciences, &e.,
of America. Over the statuettes are the emblems |
of the three theological virtues, Faith, Hope and |
Charity, and the emblem of Justice. On the door- |

The posts are also v richly decorated with |
animals, birds, fruit, foliage, &e.  On the centre of |
the arch above is a bust of Columbus; to the ri
is a figure of Victory; to the left is afigure of
Below these figures are arms, helmets, shields, ban- |
ners, &c., the emblems of conquest. |
Such isa brief description of the plan of this |
charming composition, which every one praises and |
which no one criticises, and that can be said of no-
thing else in Rome that I saw. I am rry to learn
that Mr. Rogersis not likely to receive any ade-
quate compensation for his labor on this work, ex-
cept in glory, as it is quite certain to cost him some
three or four thou nA dollars more than his con-
tract with the government entitles him to.

the citizens in general. lheysoon saw also that

the Republican party, so far as it can be now said |
to exist as a zation in Massachusetts, was |
irreconcilably divided upon it; and were willing |
enough to see the Republicans fight it out among
themselves, and to destroy one another, if such a |
happy e>nsummation could be brought about. The |
universal and often lachrymonious remonstrances,

urged upon the party from all other parts of the |
country, naturally must have had their effect to |
prevent many from attending the polls. The ef-
forts of our Senator, Mr. Wilson, in opposition,
must also have had a certain influence, though we
observe that his native Natick went against him.— |
And then, singularly enough, after the solemn ac- |
tion of two Republican Legislative bodies upon the |
measure, when the time for the expression of the |
popular mind upon it approached, there wasa won-
derful scattering among the leaders. Seldom, we
think, has there been manifested so much whiflliing,
squabbling and evasion. - The campaign had been
laid out two years before; circumstances had mate-
rially changed afterwards, and when the ¢ i
battie actually appeared, there were no officers to
lead the ho We suppose the germ of the amend-
ment to be found in this passage in the Inaugural
Address of the Governor, for 1858:

“There canbe ne object of higher importance
than that of determining upon what conditions the
right of suffrage shall be conferred, and what legis-
lative safeguards are necessary to maintain the pu-
rity of elections and to protect the rights of Amer-
ican citizens. I shall cheerfully concur with you
in such measures as youmay judge expedient for
this purpose.”

The ball thus started rolled, evidently however
gathering no moss. On the day of election, most
people believing the amendment would at all events
be adopted, staid at home—too many, we fear,
maliciously voted for it, for the very ~purpose of
putting the Republicans into the tight place which
they so manifestly occupy in relation to it,—the
frightened “‘dominant party” itself, with all the aid
it had, either sincere or insidious, could muster on-
ly about 20,000 men in the field—and the Comman-
der-in-chief, notwithstanding his original recom-
mendations and professed cheerful concurrence in
legislative expedients for this purpose, ignomini-
ously fled the tight, and before a blow was struck
was snugly ensconced, two hundred and fifty wiles
away, in the St. Nicholas Hotel, New York! Was
such an avoidance of the duty of voting worthy of
an “iron man ¥ I3 this the example to be expect-
ed of the Governor of the State? the leader of a
party ? the holder of high office? the anxious ex-
pectant of something more ? the Glamis, Cawdor,
and the would-be-king ?

The London 7imes thus recapitulates the acts of
repudiation on the part of several of the American
States:

“The confiscation practised by the State of Penn-
sylvania has recently been describéd. To prevent
any portiou of the European public from being de-
luded by the constant flourishes of other defaulting
Governments of the American Union, the following
short reswme of their respective positions will be
sufficient. The number of States to be included in
the listis five. Mississippi, Michigan, Florida,
Arkansas and Indiana,—but there is considerable
difference in their Hegrees of turpitude. The ori- |
ginal debt of Mississippi was £1,400,000. Of this |
she repudiated £1,000,000 in 1842, and has never |
paid any interest on the remainder. The £1,000,000 |
was issued to establish the Union Bank of M ip-!
i, and the £400,000 to establish the Planters
Elank. The holders of this latter seem to think
there is some prospect of an “arrangement being at
length made to pay principal and interest. The
bonds issued by Michigan amounted to £1,000,000.
They were sold in the London market—none, it is
believed, at less than 88 per cent.—by Mr. Samuel
Jaudon, the agent of the Bank of the United S
and on the failure of that institution, before it had
paid to the State more than 30 per cent. of the
amount due for the bonds, the State resolved to re
pudiate the balance. This took place in‘ 1841, and
was again deliberately confirmed by the Senate and
House of Representativesin 1845. The bond-holders
were therefore required to convert their claims at
the rate of £300 for £1,000, but of course submitted
to the spoilation enly under protest. Florida has
repudiated about £40,000, raised for the establish-
ment of a Union Bank, which speedily became insol-
vent. Arkansas owes £600,000, on which, like |
Florida, she has paid no interest for 20 years, She
has contented herself however,with this quiescence,
and has avoided placing an indelible stamp on her
legislative bistory, by not adopting any formal res-
olution in favor of a fraudulent course. The debt
of Indiana was about £2,500,000, and was compro-
mised in 1846, the State for one half the amount,
conveying to the creditors the Wabash and FErie
Canal, 400 miles long. At the samg time it was
promised that the work shouid be protected, but
instead of doing so, the Legislature have chartered
avariety of competing railways which have render-
ed it valueless. A memorial has accordingly been
presented, urging that the State should receive
back the canal and make a compensation to the
holders of the bonds., The reply has not yet been
received, but there is said to be a hope that will

FOREIGN MISCELLANY.

THE EMPEROR AND THE PARLIAMENTARY CANDI-
pate.—I am glad to bave it in my power (says the
correspondent of the T%mes) to notice an act of
cour tesy on the part of the Emperor of the French
towards an English gentleman, Sir William Rus-
sell, who, I believe, commanded the Tth Hu 3 in
India, arrived on board the Panther off Marseilles
on Sunday last. Intending to present himself as a
candidate to the electors at Dover, it was absolute-
l_‘\' necessary that he should be in England to-day.
The detention of two days in quarantine would
make this impossible. It occurred to Sir  William
Russell who had some acquaintance with the Em-
peror in London '$ ago, to write to his Majesty
by the !Aulr;;u\ph ating the bardship of his ecase,
and asking permission to be dispensed from the
obligation of quarantine. No sooner said than
done. He wrote, reminded his Majesty of old days
when they were acquaintanc nd stated that the
delay of two days at Marseilles would infallibly
cause the loss of his election. The Emperor re
ceived the letter, and without the slightest loss of
time had an order sent down to dilles for the
authorities to give pratique at once to the passen-
gers of the Panther.

StEEL STAYS.—A regular crusade has been enter-
ed into by the doctors of Paris against the frightful
fashion of steel stays, brought in with the new cut
of dress now in vogue. Attention has been drawn
to the subjeet, and a report sent in to the Academy
of Medicine, in consequence of the sudden death of
the two young ladies employed in one of the fash-
ionable houses of this place to show off the fashions.
These young ladies, whose sole business was to
walk up and down the Magasin, where the wonders
of the imagination of the proprictors are displayed,
vying with each other in the degree to which tor
ture could be borne, had gradually accustomed
themselves to be drawn so tight that, in one case
the bursting of a blood-vessel was the con equence,
and,in the other, congestion of the lungs carried off
the victim in a few hours.—Court Journal,

Tue Guarps’ Memorian.—The first stone of the
pedestal of the memorial now in course of erection
in Waterloo-place, Pall Mall, London, to the offi-
cers and men of the brigade of Guards who fell dur-
ing the Crimean campaign, was laid the other day
by Miss Margaret Joanna Bell, daughter of Mr.
Bell, the sculptor. The pedestal and those portions
of the monument which are intended to be of stone
will consume rather more than 100 tons of granite
from the Cheesewring quarries.

3
NEAPOLITAN FiLisuster A letter from Naples
says: “The Neapolitan police has received infor-
mation that two steamers manncd by filibusters
have left Genoa, it was not known for what place.
It is believed that the men on board, taking advan-
tage of the trouble and indecision which will follow
the death of the King, will disembark in some part
of the kingdom, and make a revolutionary attempt
similar to that of Pisacane at Sapri. Accordingly
the government has ordered that the best steam
vessels in our fleet shall be armed immediatel o
as to be able to put to sea at a moment’s notice in
case of need. The arming of the coasts of Sicily is
continuing. Two transports have just left “for
Syracuse with cannon and ammunition.”

It is said from Sweden that tk Bessemer pro-
ce for the manufacture of iron, which for a
time made so much noise in England, has been tried
with much success in casting of steel. In the ex-
periments that had been made with iron ore it was
found impossible to produce metal of a suitable
kind; but it is affirmed that by its adoption steel can
be cast of a superior quality and at a comparatively
trifling expense. :
