Ifthe value of that condensed form of news,
which is furnished by telegraph, consists in its en-

tire accuracy, we are afraid that the public will
not estimate very highly some of the despatches

that are Hashed over the wires by the Agents of
the Associated Press. We had occasion to note,

in a previous article, the singular freak which
these gentlemen made the Austrians commit after
entering the Piedmontese territory. But the ri-
diculous blunder of chasing the same body of Sar-
dinians southward and northward at the same
time, apart from the fact?as it subsequently turned
out?that there was no chase at all, was excelled
in a telegram, which was published in nearly all
the papers yesterday morning, and which an-

nounced that the Austrians "had occupied Ver-
"celli mi'l Trieste, and the surrounding country had
' 'been declared in a stale ofsicye." So far as Yercelli,
which is in Piedmout, is concerned, the statement

mav have been true ; but with regard to Trieste,
winch is the chief sea port belonging to Austria,
and has been occupied by the Austrians
for many years, we do not exactly sje

how tliey could have re-occupied a place
which they had never quitted; or why
a town at the north-eastern extremity of the
Adriatic, should have been referred to in con-

nection with another town in the interior of Pied-
mont. Will the Agents of the Associated Press,
therefore condescend, in future, to condense
the news with a little more care and attention?
Those who read the telegrams are sometimes
greatly puzzled with the manifest contradictions
they contain, and they are certainly not to be
blamed if they fail to place implicit faith in the
intelligence of persons who locate Trieste in Pied-
mont, and make Austrian troops pursue Sardinian
fugitives by leaving the latter in the rear.

The details of the Foreign News which have at
length reached us in the mails of the steamers
Wcser and Borussia , enable us to obtain a clearer
insight into the position of the belligerent
forces now operating iu Piedmont. We learn
that the Austrians entered Piedmont in three
divisions?and at three separate points. The
first division, comprising twenty battalions,
crossed the Ticino by the bridge of Buffalora, and
marching westward on the road to Turin, occupied
the town of Novara. The second division crossed
the Ticino by the ford and flyingbridge at Abbate-
Grasso, which lies six miles south of the bridge
of Buffalora, and took possession of the town of
Mortara. The third division moving northwardly
entered the towns of Palazza and Arona on Lake
Maggiore. We may note here, for the better eluci-
dation of these movements on the part of the
Austrians, that taking the strong town and for-
tress of Milan as the base of operations for the flat
country ofPiedmont, the three Austrian divisions,
ut the last advices, occupied respectively the fol-
lowing positions. The first division at Novara
was in a line due west from Milan?the common
centre. The second was at Mortara in a south-west-
erly direction diagonal from the same point; whilst
the third, at Palazza and Arona, was also diagonal
to Milan in a north-westerly direction?like the
spokes of a wheel?the first division being on a line
represented by the middle or horizontal spoke, and
the second and third radiating from the same centre
above and below. These three spokes correspond
also to the three roads by which the Austrians can
fall back on Milan in the event of being too
closely pressed at cither point by the combined
forces of the French and Sardinians. For the
better understanding of the topography of a coun-
try which at this time possesses a peculiar interest,
we published yesterday a description of Piedmont
from the London Times. AVe have nothing to add
to that lucid sketch, except the remark that the
portion of Northern Piedmont which is now occu-
pied by the Austrian troops, contains no strong
defensive positions, and being for the most part a

level plain, is intersected by numerous canals
which are used for purposes of irrigation,
and is interspersed with marshes and marshy
grounds which are a constant source of malaria.
The first division of the Austrians appears to he
concentrating on the Sessia, and probably near to
Vercelli, on tlie direct road from Milan, which is
about thirty miles distant?the same road leading
soutli-westwardly to Turin, which is some forty
miles distant from the point referred to. The
town of Novara, which the Austrians are said to
have occupied, is an old irregularly built
town, situated twenty-eight miles due west

from Milan, and ten miles west ot the
Ticino river. It contains about sixteen thou-
sand inhabitants, and it was near to this
place that the Austrians commanded by
Marshal RADETSKY, signally defeated the Sar-
dinian army under CHARLES ALBERT on the
23d of March, 1849. Mortara, which was
also held at the last advices by the Aus-
trians, is about twenty-two miles from Milan,
and some ten miles south of the high road
between the former city and Turin, the capital of
Piedmont, its situation is peculiarly insalubrious,
standing as it does in the midst of marshes and ir-
rigated rice grounds, and it is SAid to have derived
its name from its unhealthiness, being originally
called Mortis ara, or the Altar ofDeath. The bridge
of Buffalora, of which so much mention has been
made of late, is a fine granite structure, nine hun-
dred and ninety-seven feet in length, supported on
eleven arches of equal size. It was commenced by
the French in 1810, during their occupation of
Italy, but remained in an unfinished state until
1823, when the work was resumed at the joint ex-

pense of Austria and Sardinia. It was completed
in 1827, and now ranks among the finest works of
its kind in Italy.

- A "Floral Fete" was held last week, in New
York, in aid of the "Horticultural School for Poor
"Orphan Girls." Without any precise informa-
tion concerning the objects of this institution, or

the means through which it seeks their consumma-

tion, we can venture no opinion as to whether the
good to be accomplished by it will be much or

little. But it requires nothing more than the men-

tion of its name, and the very slightest intimation
of its general purposes, to insure for it the sympa-
thy of the public. Whatever tends to widen the
sphere of woman's usefulness, and fit her at the
same time to occupy it creditably, is entitled to
cordial approval. The field of labor, at least in
this country, within which those women who
shrink from any violation of established customs,

are allowed to struggle for a support, is at best
a narrow one, and even there, mortification and
pain walk with them through their daily toils.
Amid the stifling din of? great factories, or in the
more irksome silence of their lonely homes, they
are permitted to spin and sew, until, when their
ill-requited work is finished, they sink to their last,
and, perhaps, for many previous years, their only
rest. Contracted as the space allotted to tbem in the
in ustrial world always was, it has been latterly
s l urt ler encroached upon, either by their
robuster rivals, or by the machinery, which in so
many departments of labor, is uking the place ofhuman hands The needle which was once plied
by m,lbons of weary, though nimble fingers hasbeen snatched up by a workman whose areof steel, and in whose tenacious grasp it is wieldedwith a hghtning speed which defies all competition.
111-favored youths are simpering behind the coun-ters over which sofWianded maidens were wont todispense their gauzy tissues; and they handlehoops, and hosiery, and other female paraphernalia

with unblushing coolness. What, then, are
women, ueedj and unprotected women, to do for a
necessary living? There are many ways, it is true,
in which they may still be employed, but in most
of these they would find that a portion of their
refinement and their modesty must be bartered for
the bread they earn. It is not right then to
stand by and see them driven to seek a subsistence
by embarking on the wide and 'rough waters
where they are powerless to withstand the storms,
and where, the contact of ruder natures would
soon impart a hardness to their own. Some
plan must be suggested which will enable them to
obtain a livelihood; and more than this, to obtain
it in a manner least calculated to call for any
sacrifice on their part, of thegentlerqualities which
are their distinguishing characteristics. So many
crude ideas, and so many ill-digested or absurd
schemes have been thrust before the public in con-

nection with this subject, that it has grown tired
of the whole question, and seems disposed to con-
sign it to neglect or oblivion. It is cheering,
therefore, to see in any quarter some signs of a
living interest in such movements as tend to ad-
vance or ameliorate the lot of women who must
work. It is more pleasant still to know
that it has manifested its existence through
a measure as practical aud beneficent
as the formation of a Female Horticultural
School. A path is thus opened in the right
direction, and vast and fair are the prospects that
lie around it. If the scene of woman's labors is
to he changed, what more cheerful transfer could
he proposed than from the garret to the garden ?

To what more befitting business can she betake
herself than to the culture of the lily and the rose?
Here, at least, is one of the pursuits of life that
men have almost monopolized until now, which
she too may follow, and over which she may

one day assume complete jurisdiction. Much old
and sickening drudgery will thus have been happily
exchanged for the most healthful and pleasant of
all avocations. Though other efforts are still
needed, in order that the condition of woman may
he further improved, they will doubtless be made
apparent when their want becomes more urgent,
for in the world's progress a worn out system sel-
dom perishes, but a better one starts up to supply
its place. Meanwhile, let us be thankful for the

beginning which has been made. Let us help
woman to regain possession of the walks which
she once shared with her stronger helpmate. Amid
fruits and flowers she will find her appropriate
place, now that the treacherous serpents have, for
the most part, ceased to lurk beneath them, and
the tempting clusters of golden apples are no lon-
ger hurtful.

SUFFERING AMONG GOLD HUNTERS.

ATCHISON, May 7.?The Salt Lake mail has just
arrived, and bv the courtesy of Mr. Tracey, the
agent of the llockaday Mail line, I have just peru-
sed a letter from one of their agents at Cottonwood
Springs. It gives a doleful and most dishearten-ing account of the Pike's Peak emigration. Large
numbers of disappointed gold hunters were already
wending their way back to the pale of civilization.
But this is not the worst feature of the business.They come back, as many of them went, without
any means of livingon the way. Destitute of pro
visions or means of conveyance, disappointed and
utterly disheartened, with broken hopes and blast-
ed fortunes, toil-worn, foot-worn and heart-weary,
these wretched adventuters come straggling across
the plains, in squads of dozens and scores, begging
at tlie stations for food to cat and a temporary
shelter from the driving storms. The well knowngenerosity of the contractors of tlie line will doubt-
less save many a poor fellow from famishing by
famine, hut what can they do to supply the wants
of a starving multitude? Although these men have
acted with great indiscretion and improvidence in
their premature and ill-starred journey to the land
of golden promise, yet they are fellow-citizens, and
the hand of a just and generous government should
be stretched out to give them aid in their extrem-
ity. As yet no acts of violence have been commit-
ted, so far as I can learn,but as the numbers of this
crowd of starving wanderers increase, what assu-
rance will there be against scenes of rapine andplunder amongst the trains and stations along theroute to Pike's Peak.

IN CAMP, NEBRASKA CITT, N. T., April 28th, 1859.

?DEAR DICK: In the wake of the favorable intel-
ligence which 1 have heretofore reported now
comes news of a most discouraging character. Two
men, Messrs. McCandless and Travioli, of Taylor
county, lowa, who left this city some five weekssince, returned last evening, having proceeded only
as far as Fort Kearney. They state that the Fort
and the immediate vicinity is filled with persons
who have returned from the mines and are begging
their way home from emigrants. These returned
miners state that the "gold in the mountains," re-
garding which so many expectations have beenindulged, is a total failure, and that the Cherry
Creek gold mines are a most unmitigating humbug.
The two men of whom I have spoken, also state
that on the day before they left Fort Kearney, Ma-
jor Morris, the commander at that station, received
a letter from Cherry Creek, to the etf'ect that two
men, who had been prominent as letter writersduring the winter, had been hung by a party of
exasperated emigrants whom they had humbugged.
They represent that there has been an immense
amount of suffering upon the road, and that in in-
stances, persons who have started out poor for the
mines, have perished from cold, and in some cases
from actual starvation.

These statements 1 give you for what they are
worth, it being impossible, from the contradictory
character of the advices, for me to determine any-
thing about the matter. The persons who brought
the intelligence appeared to be fair, candid men,
and their statements have created quite an impres-
sion among the many emigrants who are eamDed in
town. We shall not, of course, turn back, unless
something certain is obtained. We shall leave
in company with Dr. Cole, Oldweiller, Dr. Minicr,
Twing, Broomfield, Ttiornington, Center and a
large number ot other persons from Davenport.

MR. D'ISRAELI ON THE BALANCE OF
POWER.

In his speech at Aylesbury Mr. Disraeli said:
I know well that, if"there is to be a war of nation-
alities, of opinions and of races?a war of revolu-
tion and reconstruction, we shall weather the storm.
(Cheers.) Itwill not be England that willsuffer.
Itis Europe that will be injured, Europe that will
be desolated, and the very potentates whose pride,
and ambition, and lust of conquest are bringing
about tiiis perilous state of affairs, will find them"
selves at the end in au inferior position to that
which they now occupy. (Cheers.) Gentlemen,
we hear a great deal of the balance of power, of
the importance of sustaining certain barriers in
Europe, and many other axioms, all of which to a
certain degree are true, and which may for a cer-
tain time continue to prevail. But letnie take this
opportunity of impressing upon you that the dav
is coming, ifit has not already" come, when the
question of the balance of power cannot be con-
fined to Europe alone. Since the time when that
doctrine obtained, great communities have risen in
another hemisphere, who will not permit the bal-
ance of power to be limited to Europe. You have
on the other side of the Atlantic vigorous and pow-
erful communities, who will no longer submit to
your circumscribed theory of authoritv. TheAus-
Iralian colonies, though now in their youth, but in
the youth of giants, have alreadv, as it were,
thrown their colossal shadow over Europe. And it
is for old Europe I lament that she is exhausting her
energies and her resources in these wars. I could
wish that she would rather prepare for that awful
competition which, in coming times, she must en-
counter. 1 would rather see France, and Germany,
and Russia develop their resources, improve theiragriculture, increase their population, and culti-
vate the arts of life, social and scientific, instead of
wasting their strength, risking their stability, and
sinking, when the era to which I have referred ar-
rives, by their own mismanagement and want of
prescience, into an inferior and exhausted position.
Remember always that England, though she is
bound to Europe by tradition, by affection, by great
similarity of habits, and all those ties which time
alone can create and consecrate, is not a mere Pow-
er of the Old World. Her geographical position,
her laws, her language and religion, connect her as
much with the New World as with the Old. Andalthough she has occupied not only an eminent,
but, I am bold to say, the most eminent position
among European nations for ages, still, if ever Eu-
rope, by her short-sightedness, falls into an inferi-or and exhausted state, for England there will re-
main an illustrious future. (Cheers.) We arebound to the communities of the New World, and
those great States which our own planting and colo-
nizing energies have created, by ties and by inter-
ests which will sustain our power and enable us to
play as great a part in the times yet to come as wedo on these days and as we have done in the past.
(Cheers.) And, therefore, now that Europe is on
the eve of war, I say it is for Europe, not for Eng-
land, that my heart sinks.

ANOTHER MINNESOTA EXPEDITION TO THE ROCKY
MOUNTAINS.? Ithas already been stated that an ex-pedition under Col. Nobles" was about to start from
St. Paul for the Rocky Mountains, with the view
to explore the great rivers of British Columbia.?
This Red river steamboat enterprise has occupied
the attention of the Minnesotians during the year
past, and a boat called the "Anson Northrup,'" of
100 tons burthen, has been in process of construc-
tion for the last three months. From St. Paul pa-
pers of the 10th inst., we learn that this boat was
successfully launched at Red river in the 21st ult.,
and would be ready to start on her journey to LakeWinnipeg in fifteen days thereafter.

But not content with originating this venturous
project, which, however, now promises complete
success, the Minnesotians have on foot another en-
terprise, still bolder and more startling than the
first?being no less than a voyage from St. Paul to
the Rocky Mountains entirely by water. To this end
one Capt. Louis Roberts, otters to run the steamboat
Jeannette Roberts, of 112 tons burthen, directly
from St. Paul up the Minnesota river to the lied
river, taking advantage of the present floods to pass
an interval of marshy grounds now overflowed and
thereby connecting the waters of the two streams.
A fund is being raised for this purpose. From Red
river the route of this expedition will bo the same
as that of the other, viz: across Lake Winnipeg and
up the Sascatchewan to Fort Edmonton at the foot
of the Rocky Mountains.

The topography of the basins adjacent to the
head waters of the Minnesota and Red rivers is very
remarkable ?the former finding its source in Big
Stone Lake, while within a mile of this lake, Lake
Traverse discharges its waters into the Red river
?the intervening space being low and marshy,
and showing indications of an ancient connection
between the lakes. This intervening barrier to the
continuous navigation of the two rivers is now ob-
literated by the high stage of water, which is far

above that of many preceding years, and over this
it is now proposed to pass the steamboat before al-
luded to. Ifaccomplished, this would be the great-
est achievement in river navigation ever known,
since it would demonstrate the fact that there ex-
ists an uninterrupted inland navigation extending
from the Gulf of Mexico to the Rocky Mountains, a
distance of nearly 6,000 miles. Moreover, the re
suits of these two expeditions, distinct in organiza-
tion but akin in their objects, will be looked for-
ward to with great interest, not only for the extent
and freshness of the panorama which they would
unroll, but for the startling significance of the new
volume of commerce and civilization which they
would open in the depths of the wilderness.? dour.
Commerce.
