The views of par-
ties in the country are high, but manufacturers feel thatthey cannot pay late prices as there is now no margin forthem to do so. The business the past year has been aprofitable one because manufacturers purchased theirsupplies of \\ 00l at low prices; and scarcely any among
them but could have made inore money by selling their
wool at the current prices of the past six months than by
turning it into goods. It is also uncertain as yet whateffect the European war will have on the market. The
supply of fine foreign Wools lias increased considerably oflate, and as the manufacturing business abroad is likelyto be checked materially, a further increase is looked for.
1 he import offoreign goods has also been on an extensive
scale for some months past, and it is believed by many

SHOCKING CASES OF BURNING.?On Friday eve-ning last, a shocking accident occurred at a house

No. 15 Mcilenrv s reet, near Fremont, by which
two of the inmates, a Mr. Lemon and his wife,
were burned in a terrible manner. It seems that
at the time of the accident the lady was in the act
of lightingone of the tubes of a camphene lamp,
when the tlame of the match was forced by a strong
current of air down the other tube in which therewas no wick. The fire communicated with the
fluid inside the lamp, and in an instantan explosion
ensued, scattering the liquid fire over tile room and
enveloping her person in flames. Mr. Lemon ran
to her assistance, and in endeavoring to subdue the
flames had his hands, arms and clothing burned
very badlv. The injuries of Mrs. Lemon are of j
such a serious nature that it is thought she cannot |
survive. Her hands, arms, neck and breast are
burned dreadfully, and before the flames could be
extinguished her clothing was nearly all consumed.

Front Washington.
WASHINGTON, May 29. ?General Jarez, the Min-

ister from Nicaragua, has been officially advised ofthe ralilication of the Belly contract, but with such
amendments as avoid complications or impediments
on the fulfilment of treaties with other nations,our own included. Itconcedes to M.Belly no im-
portant grants of land or privileges until the canal
shall have been completed. Costa Rica, it willbe re-
collected, first ratified this contract, and her assent
to the amendments made by Nicaragua will there-
fore be necessary before it can take effect. Fromwhat is known here, it is not probable she will ac-
quiesce. However, M. Belly's scheme is regarded in
distinguished quarters as a harmless affair. Our gov-
ernment has accepted the convention negotiated by
Minister Lamar, which contains the principles of
the Cass-Irissarri treaty, but dissents to the anti-
filibuster clause as unnecessary. Of this, the gov-
ernment of Nicaragua willat once be informed.

General Jerez, who will leave Washington for
New York to-morrow, and return to Nicaragua in
the steamer of the sth of June, is confident thatwhen this fact is communicated, an extra session ofCongress will be forthwith called to act upon the
subject, and that they willstrike out the objectiona-
ble clause. The last steamer brought to General
Jerez lull authority to take measures for the re-
opening of the transit route as soon as practicable,
and on reasonable and liberal terms, lie in-
dulges the hope that he will be enabled to enter
into mutually satisfactory arrangements inthe course of a few days. From what ha 3already transpired, there can be little, if any doubt,
ol his success. He expresses lymself both satisfied
and gratified with the news and feeling of this ad-
ministration toward Nicaragua.

In his absence Senor Molino, the Costa Rican
Minister will have charge of Nicaragua!! affairs at
Washington.

No particular importance is attached to the re-ported Walker filibuster movements on Nicaragua.
Ihe United States as well as British national ves-
sels are in sufficient force in that quarter to inter-
cept such expeditions, if any are contemplated.

THE GREAT FIRE IN KEY WEST.
[Correspondence of the Journal of Commerce.]

KEY WEST, May 21, 1859.

THE AUSTRIAN'S IN PIEDMONT.
[ Correspondence of the London Post.]

"The horrors committed by the hordes of sava-
ges under the command of Gen. Gyulai are only to
be equalled in the accounts of the invasion by
Attila At in the morning, or thereabouts, a
numerous band of Austrians, in dirty and torn at-
tire, entered the City of Tortona, and took up theirposition in the castle. Other bodies followed, so
that the town was soon overrun with these beings,
more like wild beasts than men. Two superior of-
ficers called upon the municipal functionaries todemand food and forage to the amount of 50,000
rations, but their conduct was not unbecoming; on
the contrary, they seemed tolerably polite, and even
the behavior of the soldiers at first gave no cause
to suspect that they secretly meditated plundering
the town. Whatever our first hopes may have
been, they were not destined to last long, for very
shortly a company of Hnulans issued from the cas-
tle, and dividing,'spread through the town. An
alarm spreading through the population, each shop-
keeper hastened to secure his goods; but, beforethey had even time to shut their shops and stores,
bands of eight and ten soldiers presented themselvesat diflerent points in the city, some seizing upon
ail the goods they could arriVe at, others prevent-
ing the tradesmen from closing their doors by main
force. Atthe same time the sergeants and "corpo-
rals entered the shops, and by threats forced theowners to bring out all the (jest things they had
for the soldiers to carry off". The first goods plun-
dered were those of Madame Scotti, modiste, and ofa merchant named Uallarati; after these came those
of the silversmiths, then some provision stores and
taverns. The general bakehouse was plunderedalso, and seven hundred sacks of fine flour and wheat,
besides a sum of money, were carried off; the stableswere all robbed, and in every street you saw a
Croat with an ox or a horse which lie was leading
off to the encampment, with a cool impudence
which persuaded one that they never had followedany other trade than that of thieving. Meanwhilea certain number of them wended their way to the
suburb of St. Barnardino, and entered the "farm ofSignor Stassano, who gave them as much food and
drink as they wished for. In fact, the libationswere so copious and frequent that at nightthey allreturned in a state of intoxication, howling like
demons, interspersing their howls with the epithet
of'porca Piemontesa' (as a welcome to any inha-
bitant they might meet,) firing their muskets into
the windows ot the houses, and occasioning a gene-
ral belief that the town would inevitably be set on
lire. The citizens had no arms to resist, even had
they been so disposed, and now have no food, and
the place is cleaned out completely. The bishop
was assessed at 30,000 francs, some'say 36,000, for
his share of the war contingent. In the suburbs of
the town the same horrors took place; every house
was sacked and plundered by these ferocious brutes,
who are styled the 'defenders of public order, sus-
tained of our nationality and our religion.' Now
that this hand ol savages lias satisfied its appetite,
it is leaving us. An order of recall has arrived
from headquarters, and they are going off

"Wehear that at Casteinuova-Scrivia, Viguzzolo,
and Prossecurone, tire same outrages were commit-
ted, and by the threat of firing the town these ban-
dits extorted whatever ther wanted from the poor
terrified tradespeople."

THE iIHIHER LAW CONVENTION.? The Cleveland
I'laiiulealer tells us that the anti-Fugitive Slave
Law demonstration at Cleveland on Monday last
was "not much of a shower," after all. Although
the city was thronged with strangers, but 455 per-
sons (by actual count) joined in the procession,
and of these about one half were negroes. Those
who had come to town with "blood in their eyes"
and "stern determination" in their breasts, for the
purpose ot tearing up the jail, liberating the pris-
oners, and vindicating the omnipotence and equity
of the "higher law" by hanging, if need be, the
United States officials themselves, were persuaded
to listen to the dictates of reason, behaved them-
selves properly, listened quietly to the speeches of
Giddings, Wade, f'eck A Go., and at the close of
the dav retired to their homes in an orderly man-
ner. The march to the jail was the chief feature
of the occasion, and transparencies were numerous
throughout the procession. On reaching the jail,
calls were made for the prisoners, and these pres-
ently mounted the jailyard fence and made speech-
es to the crowd. The Plaiudealer says :

. "We never saw so many negroes inCleveland be-
fore. The Public Square was so dark with them at
one time this forenoon, that they were almost forced
to light candles for the orators to speak by. There
were about three acres of negroes around the jail
yard."

The same paper also relates the followingincident:
Col. John Johnson, a veteran of '76, who stood

bv Washington and his compatriots in the Revolu-
tion, and, we believe, now the sole survivor of that
immortal few who Imre upon their shoulders the
rema:ns ol \\ ashington to his tomb, ?was stopping
at the American in this city last night, on his way
to West Point.

A committee of Black Republicans immediately
called upon him, supposing that he was among the
distinguished guests who had come to take part in
the Oberlin demonstrations to-day. They found him
a sturdy, hale and line appearing old Continental, a
model of a man physically; and as perpendicular in
his political opinions as he was erect in his physical
stature. Allusion was made to the music in the
streets, the crowds of people, and other foreshadow-
ings of the great Republican Carnival in the city?-
when the old gentleman, drawing himself up to his
full height, his eyes Hashing fire, said: "Yes, a dis-
graceful, a treasonable demonstration, and was An
drew Jackson in the Presidential chair, he would
hang every one of them!"

The committee vamosed.

We have just passed through one of those terrible
afflictions?a fire?which periodically visit our
Southern cities whose misfortune it is "to be wholly
constructed of pitch pine, the most inflammable of
all woods. On the morning'of the 16th the work of
destruction commenced in the store of L. M. Shaf-
fer, and raging for eight hours in every direction,
reduced full one half of the best built portion of
the city, in that short space of time, to smouldering
ruins. The devouring element never found build-
ings in a fitter condition for its voracious appetite;
for many days no rain had fallen, the broiling sun
had absorbed every particle of moisture from the
wood and left it dry and tinder-like. After the fire
had commenced, there were no means of stopping
its progress but by removing the houses from beyond
its reach. This was effected after several trials",and
by burning three one-hundred pound barrels of
gunpowder. There were no means at hand ofthrowing water but by buckets, the city being un-
provided with fire engines; and the names once
under headway, all efforts to quench them were
futile. Besides the buildings burned, a large num-
ber of cocoanut trees were destroyed. These trees,
in one or two instances, were the means of saving
the buildings which they shaded. The loss of these
beautiful trees will be seriously felt for a year to
come. Some of them were 40 years old, and had
attained great height and beauty. The fire burned
over an area of nearly twenty acres, and destroyed
property to the value of $275,000.

A great many goods were removed from the
stores, only to be burned up in the streets and
alleys. Had it not been for the presence of Capt.
lirannair and his company of soldiers it is impossi-
ble to say when the fire would bare stopped. Capt.
B. took charge of a large amount of goods and sta-
tioned sentinels to guard them. He also, with the
assistance of Lieut. Kddey, blew up five or six
buildings which would have otherwise gone with
the rest and assisted in destroying half the city be-
sides. The store ship, Relief, was fortunately in
port when the fire broke out. Lieut. Ferry, the
officer in command, sent his men ashore to assist
the Mayor and the city authorities. Their first act
was to save the Custom House, which was done bv
battling for an hour with the flames. They assisted
in demolishing some buildings and protected prop-
erty already saved.

The burned district extends on the Harbor front
from Brown's stone warehouse to Sift's tire proof
buildings, and on Front street, west side, from and
including Campbell's store to the Naval Depot; on
the east side, from and including the Key West
House to Clinton Square fronting the "Custom
House. On Duval street the fire extended from the
Harbor on the North side as far as Alien's drug
shop, leaving two small buildings uninjured except
by explosion, and on the North side from the Har-
bor to Davis' Windmill. The number of buildings
of all kinds destroyed by this fire is 116 of which
72 were stores, warehouses, offices and dwelling
houses. The number of occupants was upwards of
300. Very great distress will prevail among the
small proprietors, none of whom were insured, and
who are left entirely destitute by this calamity.?
The Insurance Companies of New York will lose
nearly §IOO,OOO by this fire. This insurance is dis-
tributed among those best able to bear their losses,
as is usually the case.

We annex a correct list of the firms, owners of
property who have suffered, together with the
amount known to have been insured. The losses
are in most instances much below the actual mo-
neyed value.

FROM JAMAICA AND BARBADOES. ?The Kingston
Journal of the 4th May contains the following
summary : The remaining portion of a thrown up
sugar estate, in the parish of St. Ann, called Boro-bridge, containing about 400 acres of land, with
the buildings and appurtenances attached thereto,
was on Friday last sold in Spanish town, under a
decree of the Court of Chancery, by Mastr Bris-
towe, for the sum of 51,575. That is a trifle above
fifteen shillings per acre, not counting the value of
t he buildings.

The laying down of an electric telegraph is an
improvement which will not only mark the week,
but wi.l be a noted event in the history of progress
in this country.

The weather has been exceedingly warm, dry and
dusty. It has threatened much for rain; but beside
increasing the heat, the dense overhanging clouds
which have been observed every evening during the
week, have been productive of no change. There
have been one or two drizzles: but they have been
mere drizzles. The meteorological report shows
the range of temperature during the week to have
been six and a lialf degrees.

The drought in tne county of Cornwall has been
very severe, but it is expected that the wet season
will soon set in, as there have been a few heavy
showers of rain within the last week, in the par-
ishes of Hanover and St. James. We hope that the
expectation will be realized, and that the crops will
be abundant and profitable.

The Barbadoes Wert Indian of tlie 13th of May
has a column filled with the reports of fires, incen-
diary and accidental, on sugar estates.

Produce Market , Kingston. May 3.?Sugar.?
There has been little or no change in the sugar
market since the aarival of the mail. Sales have
been easily effected, but prices have not in any de-
gree varied. Dark sold at 15s. 3d.; middling met
with ready purchase at 18s., 19s. and 21s. per 100
lbs., whilst the demand for fair quality has been so
low as to restrict sales; four tierces offered on Wed-
nesday last met no better otter than 17s. 6d. per 100
lbs., and were withdrawn. The business this morn-
ing has been confined to two tierces middling, sold
at 175., and 19 barrels assorted at lGs. Rum.?No
business done during the week. 10 puncheons, 18
proof, offered on Tuesday met with bidders to the
extent of 2s. lOd. per galion.

THE SUBSCRIPTION TO THE FRENCH LOAN. ?The
Paris correspondent of the National Intelligencer
says:

Operations in connexion with the new loan of
8100,000,000 were begun on the 7th at the Minis-
try of Finance and at the different branch bureaus;
there being thirty-three depositories in Paris for
the reception of subscriptions. At daybreak every
one of them bad been thronged, and long files of
subscribers, three deep, extended down the adja-
cent streets. In the rue de Rivoli yesterday I saw
800 individuals, old and young, women and men,
waiting patiently their turn to make deposit of
their earnings. Nothing could be more expressive
of confidence in the Government, and I am assured
by a friend long cognizant of financial events that
the people would bring to the bureaus in this man-
ner, if opportunity were afforded them, ten times
the amount desired. Throughout the Empire the
same confidence is manifest. Invarious towns and
departments the receivers general have been
obliged to open additional bureaus.

An English publicist has been at great pains to
persuade his countrymen not to purchase a shilling
of the loan. It is most likely indeed that not a
shilling ot it can be bought out of France. Yester-
day 400 persons in the queue along the Rivoli street
failed to reach the bureau. These things iu France
contrast strongly with the state of affairs in Aus-
tria, where a large loan is ordered also; but since
it is impossible at present to contract it, the Nation-
al Bank of Vienna willadvance a tenth part of the
nominal value in new notes. The same order ex-
empts the bank from meeting the notes by specie
payments, but requires excise duties to be thence-
forward paid in silver or in payable coupons of the
national loan. The transaction is the counterpart
of the forceu contributions which she extorts from
the people of Sardinia.

The correspondent of the Journal of Commerce
savs:

1 he crowd of subscribers to the loan has increased
so much that tbree new offices have been opened
to-day. Measures have also been taken to admit
subscribers for 100 francs rentes and over, at sepa-
rate offices, it being found impossible to penetrate
through the mass of petite rentiers of 10 francs who
press around the Bureau.

MONUMENTTO COMMODORE PERRY. ?The Ohio State
Journal gives the following description ofthe Mon-
ument to Commodore Perry, which is to be placed
on Gibraltar Rock in Put-in-Bay :

The base is about thirty feet square, from which
rises a square block, having the entrance to the
column and supporting a panel on which will be
cut in has relief that most glorious event in the
history of Perry, when he quitted the dismantled
Lawrence, and passed in a small boat through the
fire of the enemy to another ship.

The next important feature of the monument
willbe the broadside of a man-of-war,with its portq
boles and cannon protruding; and above this wil
rise the lofty column, representing the mast of a
vessel, the top surrounded with sea shells, amon<r
which is placed the cap of the monument, formed
with the prows of four ships. This will be the
striking feature of the monument?the prows, with
their cutwaters and figure-heads, making the cor-
ners of a masterly Corinthian capital. From the
centre of the capital will rise the crown, a ship's
capstan, and upon the whole stands a statue of Per-
ry, fifteen feet high.

The small island on which the monument will beplaced is three hundred feet broad, and twelvehundred feet long, shaped like a coffin, and at
equal distances from the side 3 and upper end is thehighest point, rising forty feet above the water?-
solid rock. The monument will be one hundred
and sixty feet high, which, with the forty of the
island, gives an altitude of two hundred feet.

One Maniac Mckdeiuxo Another.?A terrible
tragedy took place yesterday forenoon at the Mon-
roe County Insane Asylum, in which one of the in-
mates instantly killed another witha carving knife.
It appears bv the statements made on oath to Coro-
ner Brown, that a boy named Schenburgh was en-
gaged in a shed in cleaning fish, and that John
Goodwin and Edwin A. Clark, two of the inmates,
were near him, either observing what was going on
or walking about for exercise, when the formersuddenly seized the knife with which the bov was
at work, and stepping quickly up to Clark, struck
him seven blows in quick succession upon the head,
which proved fatal almost instantly. The blows
were struck with both hands, as though striking
with an axe or cleaver, and several of the woundsare alone sufhcient to produce death. The top of
the skull was entirely detached, and was only kept
in place by a few pieces o' skin which were not
severed. One of the cuts is eight inches in length
and from this as a base there are two others, one offive and one of six inches in length, forming a tri-
angle, and severing the skull cap.

The maniac, who perpetrated this terrible deed,
was committed to the Asylum from the town ofClarkson, on the 18th of 'February, 1859, arid is
about 40 years of age. His disposition has, up to
the commission of this homicide, been shown to be
entirely harmless; but he was inclined to be quite
mischievous, so much so that it became necessary
to place muffs on his hands when in the yard ex-
ercising.

The murdered man has been in the Asylum for
several years. Major YViggin,Superintendent of
the Asylum, found him there when he took charge
of the institution in September, 1857. He was n7it
then permitted the use of the 3'ard, but in April
following his good behavior led to a little more in-
dulgence, and he was permitted the use of the yard
for exercise, kroui that time he has mingled with
the other inmates, and nothing peculiar in his con-
ductjias been observed. Occasionally at nigbt he
would be a little noisy, but would readily refrain
when spoken to by the keeper.

At the time the affair occurred, several of the
patients were in the yard for exercise, but none of
them were in any way restrained except Clark,
whose hands were coniined by a muff to preventhimfrom doing any mischief. The helplessness of
his situation may have been the cause why he was
singled out for the assault.

Major Wiggin, who was in the adjoining yard,
pacifying two female patients who were engaged
in a quarrel, reached the scene of the murder with-in two minutes from the time the knife was snatch-ed from the boy's hand. He called to Goodwin todesist, but the latter gave Clark two additional
blows belore doing so, and then retired a few paces.
The Major demanded the knife, and Goodwin gave
it up without saying a word. Xone of the otherpatients seem to have interfered or paid anv par-
ticular attention to what was going on. notwith-standing the outcries made by Clark. The latterwas immediately removed into the bouse, and lived
over an hour after the wounds were inflicted. Henever spoke, however.

One of the attendants tried to put Goodwin intoa cell, but the latter resisted him, and might havedone some additional mischief, had not Major Wig-
gin arrived opportunely and overawed him into
submission. After being locked up, he was askedwhy he committed the deed, and replied that "they
made him do it." fie has never had anv quarrel
with Clark, and the act seems to have been the re-
sult of a sadden impulse unprovoked hv any out-
ward demonstration.

Goodwin is an old inmate of the County House,
having been removed to that institution in April,
1851, from the Utica Insane Asylum, where he was
pronounced incurable. Some years ago he appear
ed to recover his right mind, in a measure, and wasdischarged. He went to Buffalo, and was gone nine
months, when he returned of his own accord, as
bad as ever. When the County Insane Asylum was
completed, he was made an inmate of that estab-
lishment; and since he has been under Maj. Wig-
gins' charge' he lias been rather more tractable,
always obeying the Major's slightest command
without hesitation.

THF. AMERICANS INLOUISIANA.? Hon. Geo. liustis,
who for four years has been the Know Nothing rep-
resentative in Congress from the First district of
Louisiana, and the head and front of the American
party in New Orleans, lias written a letter to his
constituents declining to be again a candidate for
their suffrages. He says:

The fusion of the shattered legions of the Ameri-cans, inmost of the free States, with the republi-
can party their repeated and overwhelming de-
feats in the Southern States?the sectional color
assumed by the politics of the country, leave no
room to doubt the fact that, as a national partv,
the American party no longer exists, and that in the
coming Presidential election the contest for su-
premacy willbe narrowed down to the republican
and democratic parties. Indeed, iriLouisiana, as a
State party, the American party bids fair to fall to
pieces, if we are permitted to judge by the signs of
the times. In the Presidential contest,where the field
willhe occupied by the republican and democratic
forces, marshalled in battle array, no Southernman can hesitate as to his place; no son of Louis-
iana can mistake his banner; for, whatever errors
the democratic party may have committed?and it
undoubtedly has many to answer for?whatever in-
consistencies it may have fallen into, we must bear
in mind that Southern men. Son thorn statesmen,
have ruled supreme in its councils, and have held
its destinies in their hands. Many ofthem, perhaps,
contemplate now with dismay the results obtainedby their imprudent and unwise direction and guid-
ance. Besides, it is incontestably true that the
democracy of the free States, together with the
fragments of the National Americans, constitute
alone, in those sections of the country, that portion
of the community which entertains any respect for
the rights of the South under the constitution and
the Union. These men are certainly entitled to our
respect, our countenance and support.

TRIAL OF CAPT. TOWN-SEND OF THI. SLAVE BRIO
ECHO, OR PUTNAM.? The trial of Capt. Townsend
was brought before the District Court of the CnitedStates on the 19th inst., his honor Judge William
Marvin presiding.

The District Attorney, John L. Tatum, Esq.,
moved to put oft' the trial until November next, (.11
account of the absence of material witnesses re-
siding in New Orleans, who it appears had not been
subpoened. The Court refused the motion and the
trial proceeded. Lieutenants Moffatt, Bradford and
Carpenter, proved the capture of the slave brig
Echo, and identified the Echo as being the brig
Putnam of New Orleans. They also proved Town-
send to have been on board and the prominent
spokesman at the time of the capture, and that
some JOO or more African negroes were found on
board, nearly all diseased,distressed, and in a nakedand emaciated condition. Mr. Clapp, Deputv U. S.
Marshal for Rhode Island, proved the citizen-hip
of Townsend, and testified that he was born in Pro-vidence.

The District Attorney then ottered in evidence a
copy of the register of the brig Putnam, issued bv
the Collector of the port of New Orleans (also cer-
tified to by him,) to the said brig in which Town-
send was represented to be the owner. The Courtrejected this evidence, on the ground that a copy
certified under the seal of the Collector was not ad-
missible, and abo on the ground of its irrelevant
to the issue?the point to be proved not being the
nationality of the vessel, but the ownership or title
in a citizen cf the United States, and that the regis-
ter did not prove ownership. The District Attor-
ney then offered in evidence nn original billof sale
ot the brig Putnam, from a former owner to Town-
send,which had been left on file inthe Custom House,
N. ()., but failed to prove its execution. The Dis-
trict Attorney rested here. Without argument or
summing up the Court directed the jury to find the
prisoner not guilty, inasmuch as there was no proof
before the jury that the Echo or Putnam was owned
in whole or in part by a citizen of the United
States, which was material to be proved in order
to maintain the indictment, nor was there any proof
that the vessel was a foreign vessel. The jury
brought in a verdict of not guilty.
