THE DAILY EXCHANGE.
[No. IX.]

TO TH E MERCHANTSOF BALTIMORE.
Your great thoroughfare lias been made to wander

strangely out of its track under the guidance of "these
"policy people." Cincinnati is the bright planet, in the
commercial system <.f all the Atlantic cities, to which
their needles all point.

The early founders of the Raltiinore road planted their
compass and followed the point of its needle with un-
doubting steps straight out to this star of theircommon
attraction. Careless of cost they struck a bee line, level
ling the mountains and bestriding the rivers until, ex-
hausted by labor, they paused for breath on the banks of
the Ohio.

COMPASS TAMPERED WITH?METALLIC ATTRACTION*.
Atthis stage of its journey new "policies" have super-

vened, and the needle of your compass has been touched
with other magnets. It no longer plays free and points
direct upon the goal of your early exertions. You now
find your commerce wandering fifty miles from its
straightestcourse. This wrong is visible to all?its promnt
redress is a mailer ofcommercial necessity.

When such dereliction occurs with the needle on ordi-
nary surveys, it is at once ascribed to the existence of a
metallic attraction thereabout. Every man who ap-
pr aches the compass is made to divest of all liis metals
and his foreign substance. Dockets are searched for
knives and keys, and all are laid aside!

SEARCH THEM! SEARCH THEM!!
The needle of your compass evidently has been tam-

pered with. It manifestly does not play trite to your
highest interests. There are grounds to suspect a strong
"metallic attraction *'

in the direction of tie Central Ohio
railroad. Let pockets be searched, and let the persons of
such as have been saturated with tli s magnetic influence
he removed afar from your compass. This is the usual,
this is the simple, this is the sensible remedy for the evil.
Until it is adopted your vain wanderings in search of com-
merce will be yet for an undefined time.

These "policy"' men willhold with desperate grasp the
power they abuse. They are making loud boasts, every-
where, of the success of their management. These boasts
are deceptive, and are designed to cheat your attention.
Their reasoning is fallacious and absurd. ''What,'* say
they, "is 50 miles for a railroad! Exercise is good forvour
"locomotives!! This circuit of the Central Ohio Road
"they assure you. is all for your own 'goads.'!!* "

YOUR GOODS AND CHATTELS TOO.
It happened, once, that a German princess fell heir to the

crown ot England. She had the reputation of being
covetous and exacting, and her accession to the throne
was very unpopular. On her arrival in London, how-
ever, the usual honors of a procession were bestowed.

This future Queen spoke the English language imper-
fectly, and in addressing the multitude she assured them
"she had come for all of their "goods!" The crowd shouted
out, "yes, and for our chattels too!!**

Re assured, Merchants of Baltimore, this circuitous pas-
sage has been imposed on your commerce 41 for all of your
4 goods, and for your chattels too!"

GREAT AIM AND PURPOSE OP THIS ARGUMENT.
If the argument of these numbers has any force its

whole power has been directed to revive in the public
mind the first and elementary purpose of this city. You
claimed the commerce of Cincinnati because your geo-
graphical position gives it you. With energy 'and cour
age you have expended $25,000,000 to grasp it. Your
reach has proved a little,and a very little, short, you have
almost clutched it. But whilst you have rested on the
hanks of the Ohio, and have slept, to recruit exhausted
nature, evil spirits have ruled.

Let this argument he the trumpet signal to call you to
a revival of your early purpose, and a renewal of your
great unfinished work. In your heavy sleep this gilded
calf has been imposed upon you; let the first effort ofyour
awakened reason be to east the abomination in the flames,
and even as wi h the sword of the sons of Levi to fall
upon the idolaters and smite them in their wickedness.

A PLAIN COUNTING-ROOM TALK.
Dropping all metaphor and further illustration, and as-

suming that I have succeeded to show these wicked
wrongs done on the commerce of Baltimore, my mission
is incomplete unless I impress the imminent peril of a
permanent inferiority on the marts of Cincinnati, which
threatens this city. I propose now to hold a fire-side?a
counting-room talkwith you? as property holders, as tax
payers, and as men. Intelligentof their personal interests,
and willingto their efficient defence.

I would first ask you, byway of reminder, who is your
competitor for the Cincinnati market, and you know that
market embraces the lower belt of the Ohio and Mississipp
valleys ?

THE STRUGGLE IS WITH PHILADELPHIA.
You answer. Philadelphia is our formidable competitor.

New Yorkand Boston can trade with Cincinnati cheaper
over the Philadelphia or he Baltimore Roads than over
their own roads. Philadelphia is, therefore, our strongest
rival for that market.

But Secondly, I remind you that Philadelphia is a
larger city, possessed of larger capital, she has vastly
greater manufacturing and mechanical interests already
fully developed. She is the largest coal depot in the Uni-
ted States, and sails (coastwise) a larger merchant ma-
rine. In these important respects, she is, therefore, a more
attractive market. I would ask you what constitutes
your better claim upon the Lower Mississippi ? In whatwav and by what agency willyou overwhelm all these
advantages of your enterprising and inte ligent anta-
gonist y

You are surprised at my question. You have been
educated to think your city undoubted mistress of her
own latitude. In reply, you point me to the map, and
claim a greater proximity as your sure defence.
A CLOSE .SCRUTINY?YARD BTIKC AND SCALES IN RE-

QUISITION.
Now let us measure this superiority. Let us weigh ,as

in scales, this element of your strength. In such a strug-
gle. with such a rival,you roust assume nothing? you ino el
presume nothing. In this mighty collision of physical
effort for an imperial commerce, all glosses, all that is
mere pretension, willsluff off. Truth,harsh, unmitigated
Uutb. will he evolved. There is no sheltering from this
truth?it willforce upon you. Better therefore to know
it in its ruggedness?to measure it with precision, and
with intelligent energy to provide for its unavoidable
exigencies.

Your defence in this struggle, and your trusted superi-
ority, is in the shorter distance of your city to Cincinnati.
He not mistaken inthe fa-1. Let us be sure of its practical
truth. Let us measure and see how much le'ss of distance
yon can tender to Cincinnati than Philadelphia can. This
is a practical enquiry? and you must not he deceived by
lineal measure of distances.

In th > transport of tonnage, equated measure gives
practical distance. Your railroad has higher grades, andmany more of them than the Philadelphia road. Its dis-
tances therefore, for tonnage purposes, are much greater
than its lineal measurement indicates. I willnot fatigue ;
you withdetail of distauces or of routes. I will give you
results.

niSTANCES COMPARED.
The lineal distance between Philadelphia and Cincin

nati by the best route she will adopt is 665 miles. This,
after the cut off from Pittsburg to Steubenville, with its
bridge over the Ohio, is in operation. At present the dis-
tance is G9O miles. This distance may be reduced to 656 I
miles by adoption of the Chartiers Valley and Wheeling
route?or it may be reduced even to 643 iniles by building
in addition, a short road from Greensburg to Washington.

These shorter lines, however, involve sucli sacrifices of
existing interests, and such large additional pecuniary
investment, that I state the ultimate distance of Phila-
delphia to Cincinnati at 665 miles with the cut offofGW)
as at present.

The shortest lineal distance from Baltimore to Cincin-
nati is had from Parkersburg over the Marietta Road or
over the Hocki g Valley Road, (in point of distance
about the same.) and will mmsure about 580 miles.The two cities will,therefore,compare in lineal distances j
thus:

Phil ulelphia to Cincinnati, (lineally) 665 miles. j
Baltimore to Cincinnati, (lineally) 580 miles.

Lineal advantage of Baltimore 85 miles. '
EQUATED MEASURE EXPLAINED.

This, however, is only an apparent advantage. I told
you that in transport of tonnage, distance is computed not
by lineal measurement, but by practical equated measure.
Two horses willdraw a burden over a level road tothefoot
of a hill?ten horses are required to draw it over the hill
A mile of the hilldraught is therefor-, practically, equal
to five miles of level draught. This Is what is known as
the equated distance. You must see the necessity of
taking in such elements, in making comparisons of the
relative strength of the two cities, in this commercial
struggle.

PRACTICAL RESULTS.
If the better grades to Philadelphia be considered, and

if the great advantage of her bridge across the Ohio betaken into the estimate, no practical man willjudge such
advantages as equivalent to less than fiftymiles of lineal
distance. It is thus that, for practical results, the
natural advantages of Baltimore are frittered down
by the artificial superiorities of her rival?and when mea-
sured by a practical truth, they give the sum of your ad
vantage as only 35 miles of shorter distance ' ' !

ou must remember that this comparison i- based upon
he adoption of your shortest route to Cincinnati. If in-

terested parties can longer succeed to impose on you the
Central Ohio route, and thus take your commerce over 51
mihs of additional distance. Philadelphia is thereby
made forall practical purposes 16 miles nearer to Cincin-
nati than is Baltimore. Then, indeed, will you lose all
your goods and your chattels to \u25a0! !

It is essential that you comprehend these details of rel
ative advantage you possess in this deadly struggle for
commercial supremacy. There is no safety for you in anignorance of the utmost truth. Blind trust, in a mere appa
rent advantage, when, for practical uses, you have no ad-
vantage, will but betray and destroy.

COUNTING-ROOM TALK TO BE CONTINUED.
I must not fatigue your attention. I will continue this

counting-room talk with you in another number. I warn
you to doubt, to question, to measure your ability to compete
with Philadelphia for the lower belt* of the Mississippi. In
that struggle there can he no disguises, no assumptions.
The rugged truth willrise up upon you. It may not he
hid?it cannot he blinded.

The city with the best appointments will prevail. Be
not as the foolish virgins?nor yet a> he which buried the
one talent that was given him When the conflict comes
upon you, have your lamps all trimmed and your house-
) olds well ordered. Trust not slothfully to natural ad
vantages, but improve them even as he did to whom the
ten talents were given t A. J. M.

the humble occupant of their own curbstones, whoperiodically brings such music to their otherwisedull abodes.

Therefore, Resolved, That the committee be dis-charged from further consideration of the subject.

SABBI TARIAN REFORM.
Last night a meeting was held in ;he Methodist

Church, (St. Johns,) Liberty street, to take meas-
ures to prevent the desecration of the Sabbath.?
The meeting was respectable in point of numbers,
quite filling the main body of the church. Al-
though the call for the meeting extended to mem.
bers of all religions denominations, it was observedthat the majority of those in attendance were Pres-
b3'terians. The meeting was organized by Mr.
(Inldsborough Griffith being called to the "chair.
Kev. Cyrus Dickson offered a prayer, after
which Mr. Jonathan Cross, by invitation fromthe Chair, stated the object of the meeting.
He mentioned the fact that in other large cities
had been formed associations for similar purposes,
and said that great good had resulted from their
labors. One had been formed some years ago in
this city, but had been allowed to go down. He
did not, however, doubt that while it lasted much
good had been effected by it. He laid the principal
responsibility for the frequency of Sabbath break-
ing upon the ''foreign element." In foreign coun-
tries, he said, the Sabbath was regarded more as aday of pleasure than of worship, and when foreign-
ers came to America they introduced their vain
and Godless amusements." Mr. Cross concluded
liis remarks by stating that, from actual observa-
tion, he was prepared to say that not
less than 500 places of traffic, lager beer
saloons and cigar-shops, kept open on
Sunday to entice the youth of our city and send
them to the devil. The police records would show
that there was as much crime perpetrated on Sun-
day as on any other two days in the week, and he
submitted that Christians should take some definite
steps in the matter. He asked, in conclusion, if
there was no law to aid the society in its purposes?

Upon; a call from Mr. Cross and others, Mr.
Ridgely arose and stated that there were both
State and municipal laws, which, if enforced, would
not only close drinking houses, but houses of all
kinds of traffic.

A gentleman present suggested that in accom-
plishing the work before the meeting, it would be
best to set about itright?begin at the beginning.
Let each man examine himself, andbelore attempt-
ing to prescribe for an evil in the entire public,
know whether he was free from any delinquency on
his own part. It is easy, he said, to see the mote
in a brother's eye, and not?discover the beam in our
own. He thought that Christians were a great deal
to blame for the desecration of the Sabbath, and
called upon those present to reflect upon the sinthey often committed, in leaving their servants athome, to work, while they were at church.

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
GREAT MCSICAL FESTIVAL.? The Germans of thiscity intend to give a grand National Saengerfest, or

Musical festival, commencing on the 11th of June
and continuing until the evening of the 15th. Thegrounds of the State Agricultural Society havebeen secured for the occasion, and are being prop-
erly prepared. This festival is held once in two
years and is participated in by.thc various German
singing societies of the Union." 'ittakes place eitherin New York, Philadelphia or Baltimore, the last
one having been held at Philadelphia. A large
number of musical associations are expected from
the cities named and from other places. The NewAssembly Rooms have been secured for the recep-
tion of tne guests. Each evening during the festival
concerts will be given at the Front Street Theatre,
and it is expected that over one thousand persons
will participate in these grand musical entertain-
ments. The most extensive arrangements are being
made to make this festival equal to any previously
given in this country.

Rev. Cyrus Dickson thought the question involv-
ed issues important to all. lie traced the outlawry
which has marked the history of the city for some
time past, to an habitual desecration of the Sab-
bath. That it had injured us in a business point of
view was undoubted. He thought he did not ex-
aggerate when he said that peonle in other cities
looked upon a live man from Baltimore as a sort
of wonder. They seem to think it hardly possible
for a man to live' in the city three months and have
no bones broken. Alluding to the custom of the
ancients, when a man was slain by violence between
two cities, to send out surveyors and measure the
distance at which the corpse lav from the gates of
each, and for the inhabitants of the place io which
it was in closest proximity to go out and offer up
sacrifice, and swear that it was bv the bands of
none of them that he died, Mr. Dickson asked if
our city, through its Mayor and officials, could go
out, and over the ashes "and blood of a red heifer,
swear that they had nothing to do with the deaths
of many men who have been killed in our streetsfor some time past?

Rev. Mr. Brauns succeeded Mr. Dickson. He ex-
plained the origin and workiug of a similar associa-
tion in New York, and was of the opinion that a
reform society of the kind would do much good in
this city. He also laid the chiefblame for the great
desecration of the Sabbath upon foreigners, and
thought when it came to washing out the Fourth
Commandment with a flood of lager beer, it was
time to act firmly. We should say to foreigners
"when you coine to this country we welcome you,
but you must obey the laws and reverence the holy
Sabbath day, which we and our fathers have ob-
served." In conclusion, he advised mildness, but
withal firmness in the measure.

At this stage Mr. Jonathan Cross moved to form
the association by the election of a President and
Directors.

Before the question was put one or two gentle-
men made remarks, and were followed by Rev. An-
drew B. Cross, who said that to observe the Sab-bath was a grand characteristic of the American
people, and the question now before the meeting
was an American question. He thought the alar in"
ing increase in the desecration of the Sabbath waschiefly owing to the "German element?lager beer
and infidelity." These three things come in and
conspire to drive out Christianity. He thought
the present was the time to stem the current?how-
he cared not, so that it was done.

FOUNDLlNG. ?Yesterday morning soon after day-
light, officer Durkee, of the Eastern district, in
going his round discovered a male infant,apparent-
ly only a few days old, lying on the pavement in analley running from Chew street on Gallows Hill.?

It was neatly dressed and when found was quietlysucking one of its thumbs. The officer picked it
up, placed it under his great coat, and took it to
the Eastern district police station and afterwardsto his home. It is a fine healthy looking bov,
which the owner can have by proving property.

PERSONAL.? President Buchanan, accompanied
by Hon. Jacob A. Thompson, Secretary of the In-
terior, oassed through this city yesterday after-
noon on his way to Chapel, Xorth Carolina, in orderto attend the annual commencement of the Uni-versity of that State. His Excellency was met at
the Camden street depot by the United States Mar-shal, Gen. AVatkins, and Dr. Morris, the Postmas-
ter, and accompanied by them to the steamer Louis-iana.

Mr. Kidwell replied to the remarks of Mr. Cross.
He could not but differ from him. The question
was not an American question, but a auestion of
God and the promotion of God's works. There
was no need of a crusade against anv particular
class of persons, be they from the banks of the
Shannon or the Rhine. [Sensation.] What was
the fault of many, should not be ascribed to one.?
He thought the ball once set in motion, would
arouse the people to a just sense of the sinfulness of
their course, and make public officers, hitherto ne-
glectful of their duties, irore faithful in future.

Mr. Cross retorted, saying that he didn't mean
to introduce a political "question. The gentleman
mistook his meaning. He intended to say?[the
speaker was here interrupted by cries of "Ques-
tion! Question!"]

Mr. Dickson said that he hoped the gentleman
would leave off'any attempt to explain. He also
called for the question.

The Chairman stood up, but didn't seem to know
exactly what to do.

Mr. Cross kept the floor and when silence was re-
stored, said be would like to be heard. No objec-
tion being made, he proceeded to say that when he
first arose to speak he had only two ideas on the
subjeet, which were?that on the one hand Ameri-
cans as a nation were eminently a Sabbath observ-
ing people and had been so when his forefathers
were foreigners?while on the other hand Europe-
ans were just the reverse. He would not designedly
introduce into a meeting like the present any pnliti-
cal discussion, and begged that he be rightly under-
stood.

AN OUTDARE.? On Sunday night the house of
Mr. Asa Williams, corner of Caroline and Hamp-
stead streets, was attacked by a party of rowdies
who infest the neighbordood, and rally under the
name of "Squashers." A number of stones and
brickbats were thrown, several panes of glass bro-
ken, and the attack kept up for some minutes, when
the party fled before the officers could arrest them.

LAUNCH.? Yesterday morning there was launched
from the ship yard of George Creigh, foot of Lan-
caster street, a neat little schooner of 150 tons, de-signed for the bay trade.

POLICE INTELLIGENCE.
An affray occurred yesterday evening in thelager beer saloon ot J. \V. Shopp, on Sharp street,

near Hughes, resulting in one or two black eves
and cut faces. Marshal Manly, with Lieutenant
Lippey and two other officers, repaired to the spot,
and in attempting to make arrests were resisted.
They, however, soon succeeded in capturing five of
the party, together with the keeper of the house.
The prisoners were taken before Justice Showacre
and the following disposition was made of them:Anton Frye, charged with choking officer Caulk,
striking at the Deputy Marshal, and making re-sistance, was committed for court; Aloise Schmidt,
Lawrence Fritz. Henry Stauffer and Michael Straus
were severally fined, for fighting, being disorderly,
or resisting the officers. Shopp was held to bail
for keeping a disorderly house.

James Fleming, Xo. Forrest street, was ar-
rested by officer Arnett yesterday afternoon on the
charge of cruelly beating his wife. He beat her
until her cries alarmed the neighborhood. Justice
Morrison committed him for Court.

LEGISTA 77 VE BUFFO ONER Y.
The following report, from the Joint Stand-

ing Committee on the Police and Jail, was
submitted to the two Branches of the City Coun-
cil yesterday afternoon. The Committee con-
sists of Messrs. Wood, Beale and Glanville, of
the First Branch, and Messrs. McComas, Van
Xostrand and Musselman, of the Second Branch,
but in the preparation of the report the Committee
solicited and enjoyed the assistance, it is said, of

' the Door-keeper of the Second Branch.
The Joint Standing Committee on Police and

Jail to whom was referred the resolution proposing
an enquiry "into the propriety of introducing an
ordinance to prohibit the practice, now so freely
indulged in by that class of musicians known as
Organ Grinders, of making their music in front of
hotels and on the public streets and lanes of thecity," beg leave to report that they have devoted
to the subject a large degree of that deep studvandearnest reflection which the gravity and import-
ance of the occasion demands.

They regret that tbey are obliged, from even-
consideration, to report unfavorably upon the reso-lution proposed. They find that the passage of a
prohibitory ordinance would be attended with
grievous consequences to the great mass of our com-
munity, aDd that it would strike a deadly blow at
the dearest privileges of the people. When it is re-
membered how the Troubadors and other strolling
musicians have been sanctioned by a long antiquity,
and that they are reckoned among the few classicalinstitutions of Europe, which even our broadestAmerican Republicanism should not disturb, we are

| prompted to a considerate hesitation before striking
at so venerable and cherished a feature of our time-
honored regard. The greatest Poet and thinker
who ever sung in our own vernacular?the immor-
tal Shakespeare?has truly said, that

"Music hath charms, to soothe the
Savage bieast," &c.

The truth of these beautiful words has never
yet been questioned, and we think they offer a
crushing argument against the bill,for if music
should but secure a tithe of these effects, it would

i behoove us to encourage its development in all the
varied forms of which it is susceptible. We should,

j at least, endeavor to secure the good influence of
' this wide-spreading beneficence among those who

J can only be brought under it by means of the Sa-
j vovards, who, regardless of heat and cold, of wind

I and storm, bring daily to our doors the sweet mel-
J odies that lull the wearied soul to peaceful and
pleasant rest. How many vicious and stubborn
hearts have been turned from miserv and violence
by the soothing effects of music! How many deeds
of wrong have been arrested by the good influence
of the airs breathed from the "humblest organ that
the wearied hands of the poor itinerant have car-
ried to the home of degradation! Since the days
when David and Orpheus, the early itinerant musi-
cians, charmed the people, and even the objects
of inanimate nature, by their dulcet strains, the
great heart of humanity has lost none of its keen-
ness in the enjoyment of the sweet emotions and
memory which music always inspires and in-
vokes.

One or two gentlemen then arose and after speak-
ing some minutes urged the meeting to proceed to

business. They prevailed upon Mr. Jonathan Cross
to withdraw his motion to elect a President and Di-
rectors

A motion that the meeting should at once pro-
ceed to "do something" was made and adopted.?
After which another motion was made and adopted
that a committee of ten persons should be appointed
to report at an adjourned meeting as to what that
"something" should be.

Before putting the question the Chairman of the
meeting expressed a wish that he be allowed some
time to make his appointments, which was assented
to.

A young gentleman here arose and stated that
he was a "sinner," and would like to say a few
words. He entered into a discussion of the benefits
likely to result from the organization of the asso-
ciation, and stated that although some of the
brethren might be astonished by his boldness, the
Sabbath was as much a secular institution as an
ordinance ot God. The speaker then branched off
from the subject and was soon interrupted. An
elderly gentleman "begged the brother to desist,"
and finding it impossible to proceed, he at length
did desist, the chairman promising him that he
should have leave to proceed after the question was
taken.

LAW INTELLIGENCE.
CRIMINAL COURT.?Hon. Henry Stump, Judge.

Milton Whitney, Esq., State's Attorney, prosecu-
ting. The following business occupied the Court
yesterday :

The cases of Christiana Ilenkle and Fredericke
Rande, charged with stealing from Messrs. Hodges
ABros., Hanover street, a quantity of laces, silks,
&e., amounting to over $350, were removed on
affidavit to Baltimore County Court.

[As the prisoners were at the clerk's desk, mak-
ing the necessary oath, Rande fell to the floor in a
fit. For a while his convulsions were very violent,
but the proper remedies being applied bv the offi-
cers of the jailand court he soon became more com-
posed and was then removed to the lock-up, adjoin-
ing the court, where he shortly recovered.]

Mr. Kraft, counsel for the prisoners, then moved
the Court to take bail in the two cases.

One of the Brothers Hodges was sworn, and sta-
ted to the Court that these parlies had visited their
store on another occasion. On the day of the rob-
bery they were noticed and suspected as be-
ing professional thieves, and were accordingly
watched by one clerk as they were waited upon
by others.

Mr. \V hitney here stated that the prosecution
had no more testimony to offer. A man by the

The counsel for the defence considered it unneces-
sary to offer any evidence, and the indictment was
handed to the jury, who rendered a verdict of not
guilty.

they wanted the question argued as soon "as pos-
sible.

NAPOLEON'S HEAD-QUARTERS AT ALLES-
SANDRIA.

Allessandria or Alexandria, the capital of the
province iu Piedmont of the same name, and one ofthe strongest fortresses in Europe, is situated in arich and fertile plain declining towards the east, G5
miles by road, 4G miles direct distance E. S. E. of
Turing 60 miles bv road, and 48 miles direct dis-tance S. S. \Y. of Milan; and 40 miles direct N. by
\V . of Genoa; in lat. 44 54 N., long. 8 38 E., on the
river bank of the Tanaro. It extends across thenarrow marshy tract formed by the confluence or
? Bortnida with that river; and has an altitude of203 feet above sea level. This city?which has beenstyled the Boulevard of Piedmont?was, until re-cently, enclosed on three sides by a strongly fortifi-ed wall, while extensive outworks ran along the
east side of the Tanaro; on the opposite or west
side of that river is the citadel, a sexagonal work,
which is connected with the city by means of a
covered stone bridge of fifteen arches" On the op-
posite side of the river it is sheltered by a chain ofsmall hills extending from Monte Calieri eastward
to a bold ana beautiful height a little to the north-east of the city, which is crowned with a fine castleand tower. The principal buildings with whichAlessandria isadorned are the town aud government
houses, which are situated in a handsome square
decorated with trees?the Palazzo Ghilini, the civiland military hospitals, the cathedral, six parish
churches, four convents, fourteen hospitals and
asylums, an academy of arts, several schools, and aroyal college, and a gymnasium. In the year 1806
ts_ population was estimated at 35,216; in" the vear1855 its population was 21,520, exclusive of the gar-
risun, amounting to 4,500. But taking in the six-teen suburban villages lying within the Avails, its
aggregate population in 1855 was 39,294. It hassome spinning mills, and manufactories of silk, lin-
en, cotton, and wax candles. The central position
of this city with respect to Milan, Genoa and Turin?its command of the Tanaro and Bormida, and of
several of the most important routes of communica-
tion with the surrounding districts, render it oneof considerable commercial influence and resort.?
Its (airs held in the end of Apriland beginning of
October, are among the most important in Italv.
In November 1857, a railway was opened from Al-essandria to Voghara, which is to be carried on toStradella, in the Duchy of Parina, and so unite the
Piedmnntese lines with the great Central Italian
line. Alessandria would thus form the central point
of the great trunk or principal railway lines of
Sardinia, one of which passes, byway of Genoa,
across the Apennines; the second, bv ivay ofTurin,
to Asti arid to Parma; and the third, by Valenza
and Novara, to the Lago Maggiore. Alessandriawas taken by Sforza, Duke of Milan, iu 1522; sus-
tained an unsuccessful siege by the French in 1657,
and after an obstinate resistance, fell into their
hands in 1707. The present citadel Avas began in
1730 and finished in 1745. In 1796 it made a condi-tional surrender to Bonaparte. In 1799 it fell be-
fore the combined armies of Austria and Russia, and
after the battle of Marengo, in 1800, was regained
by the French, Avho expended nearly 50,000,000
francs upon its fortifications, and retained it until
1814, when the province became a portion of the
Sardinian dominions, and the fortifications Avere toa great extent razed.

THE WAR TO BE CONFINED TO ITALY,AND

OF SHORT DURATION.
Ihe more people reflect, and the more events be-

come developed, the clearer it becomes that the
war AA'ill be localized and the campaign short.What Avas it that caused the fear of seeing war ex-
tend, change its theatre and gain CentrafEurope ?
Unjust prejudices against France, lightlyconceived
and imprudently progagated, but of which timeand reflection every day take away a portion. We
are far from the moment at which the English min-
isters declared in Parliament that it Avas" impossi-
ble for them to understand Avhat French policy pro-
posed in Italy. At present England and all Europe
perfectly understand it. Everybody knows that
we go to put an end to a violent and unnatural
state of things, which Avas kept up by the revolu-
tionary spirit on the plausible pretext that Italy
suffered unmerited and excessive anguish; and be-
fore six months are over no one will be able to com-
prehend how Europe could have so long tolerated
the subjection of Italy and the abasement of some
free States, which had alienated their dignity and,
as it were, sold their people to the crovvn of Aus-tria. The English journals shoAv everv dav the
radical change which has taken place in" England
on the subject of the existing war. Convinced of
the moderation and uprightness of our policv, andof the utility and morality of our enterprise, the
English have cast aside their prejudices, and no
longer dread the menacing and insensate projects
which certain inconsiderate journals had ascribed
to France. And Germany, Avho Avas lately so
noisy and excited, and AVIIO" believed herself bound
to take arms, Avithout delay, to repel our inva-
sion? hoAV much more reasonable and calm
has she become since she finds that nothing
has occurred to justify her unreasonable fears.?
Where has she seen any intention manifested ofmenacing her independence and troubling her com-
merce? Which Avas right?the Austrian journals,
AA-hich denounced our ambition and our turbulence,
or the French journals, which protested that Ave
entertained profound respect for all those Avho
should not menace or come to attack us? And UOAV
that the object of the war is well knotvn, and itslimits well defined; there is in France only one de-sire, that of meeting the Austrians as quickly as
possible. If the army of Marshal Gyuiai will' do
ours the honor of waiting for it betiveen the fron-
tier of Piedmont and Milan, AVO may have peace
very shortly. We are persuaded that the enemy's
army is as firmly decided as ours to settle promptly
and fullv the question which divides us, and, strongin this conviction, we count on a verv earl v denoue-
ment. The campaign of Marengo and that of Ulin
only lasted a month each. Ifour armv can meet

the Austrians we are convinced that the present one
will not be longer.

The Paris Constitutionncl of May 15, publishes the
following article in leaded type, "under the signa-
ture of "M. Amedee Uenee :"?-The Italian question
generally inspires lively sympathy. England, in
spite of the political reticences of some statesmen,
openly expresses wishes in favor of the Avork of de-
liverance Avhich France is about to attempt in the
Italian peninsula. Russia, in the path of progress
on Avhich she lias so extensively entered, has not
hesitated with regard to the Italian cause; from
the first day she testified a warm desire for a pacific
Bolutton, and gave the unreserved support of her
influence to the cause of right and justice. The
other nations of Europe?Spain, Portugal and all
the States of the North, manifestly express tbeir
Avishes for the deliverance of Italy. Beyond the
Atlantic arise protestations certainly not less disin-
terested; the United States loudly 'declare by the
organs of public opinion that France is IIOAVdefend-
ing humanity and civilization. Germany has been
led estray and duped by a propaganda of false re-
ports and unfavorable reminiscences: her national
credulity has been worked upon. Prussia herself,
notAvithstanding the good faith of France and the
frankness of her intentions, so repeatedly and clear-
ly expressed, has not quite escaped this contagion
of error. We have a proof of this in the recent re-
port of the Chamber of Deputies of Berlin.

This report AVO must first observe is in its ground-
work comformable to the prudent aud enlightened
policv of the Prussian government: but it presents
some points which call for examination. "We must
not," it is therein said, "misunderstand the dan-
gers Avhich the attitude of the Emperor of the
French?and to which the imperial proclamation
has recently added a significant arricrc.plan?con-
tains for the safety and security of Germany."?
We ask ourselves Avhat are those*dangers, and'what
threats does the Imperial proclamation contain?
The proclamation has been read and judged by the
whole of Europe, and it has, as it appears to us,
been generally admitted that never was the lan-
guage of a sovereign more clear and less to be sus-
pected of any mental reservation. In that procla-
mation the Emperor once more tells Europe that
France does not seek for conquest; that she arms
solely for the deliverance of Italy, and does not in-
tendi out of respect for Germany," to attack Austria,
except in her Italian possessions. What is to be
understood by the significant arriere plan spoken of
in the Prussian report? That Austria should make
use of such an expression Ave could comprehend; but
that in Prussia such suspicions should have been en-
tertained, and that such unfounded uneasiness
should have been excited, we do not at all under-
stand.

on either aide, the people are beginning to exclaim
against this new crusade for Italian liberty. Ifthe
tear ran by any meant be localized and confined to the
Italian peninsula, peace may probably be at no
long interval restored. But ifthe flame' is allowed
to spread there is no telling how far the conflagra-
tion may extend, and we regret to learn that great
ellorts are being made, incertain quarters, to intro-
duce new elements into the dispute. France and
Austria obtaining a solution of the Italian dilliculty,
and they are in honor bound to adhere to the pledges
which they have given, and to do nothing that may
tend to involve the other Powers of Europe in thequarrel.

The policy of England is clear, and has been laid
down with suflicient. earnestness and precision by
the government. The object of our Mininters is
to preserve a strict neutrality. They have nothing
whatever to do with this interested dispute be-
tween two rival Powers, who regard supremacy in
Italy as a fitargument for the sword. The course
to be pursued by England is well described in theproclamation issued on Friday last. The agitation
that prevails in Germany rentiers this ftrni° deter-
initiation on the part of England, of remaining
strictly neutral, doubly important. Both rulersand people in many of the German States are im-pelled by a strong desire for embarking in the con-test, and would, were their inclination allowed freescope, at once light up the flames of a European
war. Infart, no such enthusiasm has been witnessedin Germany since 1813, and it must be sufficient to
continue the Ireticle government that the remembrance
offormer errors has not been obliterated, and that arepetition of the attempt to dictate to Europe would
at once bring mang of the old champions into thefield.It is, however, easier to fan the flame and to in-crease the excitement than to arrest the enthusi-asm, and therefore the policy of England has beento endeavor to remove old prejudices and to con-
fine this irruption within certain bounds. Italy hasbeen chosen as the battle-field between the contend-
ing hosts; it is the anomalous condition of this por-
tion of Europe that the combatants seek to remedy.

Let Austria and France keep this object steadilyin view, and the Italian campaign will not be oflong duration. They will be speedily convincedthat the longer the contest lasts the worse will it
be for Italy and for themselves. The Italian people
cannot fail to experience in all their intensity the
horrorsof war; whilst in France, as well as in Austria,
an impoverished exchequer, declining trade and
increasing discontent must be its inevitable con-
sequences. For these a brilliant victory or a suc-cessful campaign affords but slight compensation,
whilst the moment the sword is returned to the
scabbard all the parties concerned may boast of a
triumph. Then peacefully-inclined citizens will be
once more permitted to pursue their avocationsundisturbed, industry and commerce will be allow-
ed free development." and the various nations of theearth willresume their career of civilization andimprovement.

TOBACCO IS THE WEST.?The Louisville Courier of
the 27th says: The summary of the sales of tobac-co for the week past, as dulyrecorded in our week-ly commercial report, fully sustains the oft repeat-
ed statement, that Louisville is the best tobacco
market in the Southwest. The receipts durin" the
present month have already exceed 2,500 hogsheads
of leaf tobacco, chiefly the product of tne States of
Kentucky and Tennessee, and the sales of the past
week, ali for cash, have amounted to 892 hogsheads
including two lots of choice leaf for which premi-
ums were awarded.

Two premium hogsheads sold as high as SSO per
hundred, one at S-10, one at $33, one at S2O, one at522, one at S2l, and others at prices varying at
from $lO to S2O per hundred. The greater quanti-
ty of tile late sales have been made to manufactur-
ers, many of them doing business here, and otherscoining to Louisville to obtain supplies for their
factories in other cities. No doubt tbev find it to
their interest to make purchases here, as the quan-
tity of tobacco finding a mat ket here will steadily
increase, and planters will probablv exert them-
selves to improve the quality and handling of
their crops. We think Louisville will continue,
from year to year, to become a more attractive to-
bacco market.

The demand for manufacturing tobacco was not
supplied Tuesday and Wednesday, and manufactu-
rers are still in the market buying at full prices all
that is offered. W. B. Mookler A Co., of Coving-
ton, purchased 3'esterday, at the Todd warehouse,
a hogshead that had not even been entered for thepremium at S2B per 100 lbs. This is the highest
price ever paid for Kentucky leaf at public sale.?
