First —That the close and confidential relatious
which existed between Mr. Reep and Count Puria-
rink, the Russian Plenipotentiary, prevented the
former from acting as cordially with the English
d French Commissioners as might have been the
ase under other cirenmstances.

Sceond.—That his preconceived opinions with
regard to the Chinese officials and as to the best
mode of dealing with them, led him astray
“from the outset, and made him, to some extent,
the dupe of their arts, and tricks, and subter-
fuges.

7 hird —That he evinced a readiness to enter
upon negotiations with any Mandarin that offered
himself for that purpose, without caring whether
the latter was or was ot clothed with full power
to treat.

Fourth —That he interposed to the prejudice of
his own government and tu the restriction of com-

i , at the instance of the Chinese
Commissioners, for the purpose of inducing Lord
Evciy to abandon his demands for a concession of
the free navigation of all the rivers of China, and
a permanent diplomatic residence at Pekin, not-
withstanding the fact that every substantial ad-
vantage which was won by any of the other
Commussioners would enure also to the Usiren
Stares under the usual clause granting equality of
privileges.

There were other matters besides the above, in
which the policy adopted by Mr. ReEp was of
questionable propriety, but as they are of lesser
importance we shall not touch upon them at this

time. We have simply stated the chief charges
that were brought against him, and we
now propose to show to what extent the

After flinging this bitter sarcasm at the two
Powers with whose representatives he wounld have
us believe he was on the best terms of friendship,
he proceeds to emphatically deny that the inti-
macy which existed between himself and Count
PoriamiNe was ““prostituted to unworthy and se-
“cret cabals.””  We cheerfully exonerate both of
them from ““forming any plan, combination, agree-
“ment, or understanding, to frustrate the policy
g ireat Britain or France.” But the Russian
proclivities of Mr. Reep were, nevertheless, dis-
tinctly apparent, and, naturally enough, rendered
his relations with the allics mgqre formal and
vestrained.  Mr. Reep himself tells us in another
part of his speech that “the flags of Russia
“and the Uxitep States were hoisted on the dmer-
‘““ica—the flags of the two nations who were and
“‘meant to be at peace with China,”’ and that he
“was excluded from the councils of the bellige-
“‘rent and yet, we are to credit the
fact that he had no Russian sympathies what-
ever, and that he did not insensibly fall into
a » of policy whirh was best calculated to
prowote the iuterests of Russia, and was therefore
adverse tothose of the Unrrep States—the one seek-
ing to extend her overland commerce with China,
the other to incrense it by free access to the sea
ports, and by an unrestricted intercourse with the
interior of the Empire by means of the navigable
rivers.

We now come to the next charge—that which
alleges inst him an almost child-like ignorance
of the tricks and deceptions, which have from time
immemorial characterized Chinese diplomacy.—
Here again Mr. Reep shall speak for himself.—
Premising that up to the period when the ratifica-
tion of the treaty of Tien-tsin took olace, Mr. Reep
laboured uuder the impression that Chinese officials
only required to be dealt with mildly and consid-
erately, to obtain from themall that could reasona-
bly be asked, we proceed to show what Mr. Rrep’s
opinion of them was after he was made acquainted
with the purport of certain documents which at the
capture of Canton were found in the Yamun of
Governor Yen:

“One of those documents,” says Mr. Reed, ‘‘purported to

be ti, ort made by the commissioners who met Sir J.
Bowring and Mr. McLane in 1854, and the Imperial com-
ments or reseripts—a document of great and painful inter

officials,”

After regretting that the knowledge of those
documents had been concealed from him by Lord
Evciy, until his (Mr. Reep’s) return to Shanghae,
he remarks :

“They were certainly the most painful revelations of
the mendacity and treachereus habits of the high officials
of this empire yet given to the world. They cannot be

read without contemptuous resentment; and I have no
such confidence in my equanimity and’ self-control as to

determine what might have been my inclination before
;l)wl after the fall of the Taku forts, had the contents of

10s€ papers been known to me.”’

Thus far, then, Mr. Reep establishes by his
narrative the positions asumed by his critics.
Taking up next his account of his interview with
the Mandarin, Tax, with whom he was willing to
treat, but desisted upon the representation of the
Allies that Tay was not provided ‘‘with full
“powers’’ —we find the Mllowing comment :

‘““In the exerc'se of the best judgment I could form, 1
did not agree in the opinion that before an interview the
Production of ‘full powers' was essential, or, indeed, if
frgotiations in good faith could be begun, that it was
Wwerth while to be critical or exacting as te the technical
Powers. T attached to these formalities just as little value
as it is understood Lord Elgin and Baron Gros did to
¢eremony when they ceded the place of honor to Pehqui
and the Tartar General at Canton.”

And yet those very formalities, as Mr. Reep
ought to have known, constitute the essence of
Chinese diplomacy, and their observance or non-
observance makes all the difference between those
contracts that are binding upon the parties, and
those that are not. In another place Mr. Reep
returns to this subject again, and remarks that

have been oftener and more impudently violated
here, than ever before in the same space of time.—
The columns of our contemporaries will show, dur-
ing the past year, a series of open-handed outrages,
of which the brickmakers, the caulkers, and the
stevedores have been equally the victims. Add to
these the shameless destruction of the elective fran-
chise, and the repeated shootings, riots and
which have disg

ssaults,
ed the city, and the impartial
reader may seek in vain for a parallel period under
any preceding administration.

On Thursday we had another instance of the
audacity of the lawlessness in our midst, in the
attack upon the laborers employed on the city
railroad. It really secms, as if for the future,
every illegal or unpopular measure, or opinion
even, is to be arrested by injunctions more vio-
lent and speedy than those of any recognized tri-
bunal. On the day mentioned, we are informed
that a crowd of fifty or more persons insisted on
being employed on this work, and at their own
price, and on being refused they drove off all the
workmen engaged by the company, and re-
mained in sion of the ground for several
hours.  Such things do oceur sometimes, it is true,
in all large cities, but it is tasking too far the
credulity of our citizens to ask them to believe
that they can be repeated over and over, in open
day, in any community where an unflinching and
active enforcement of the law has made its author-
ity either feared or respected. Yesterday, operations
were still suspended on the road, and what course
may be pursued to settle the difficulties we know
not, though it is reported that the demands of the
invaders will be complied with. It is not so much
on account of the actual damage done that we

poss:

mention the matter, but because it is significant of
the insecure tenure by which our rights are
held.  With four hundred officers of his own |
choosing and under his immediate control, any
man in the Mayoralty of sufficient integri
and firmness could so have regulated their daily
conduct, as to have thereby inspired good citi-
zens with confidence, and the bad with whole-
some terror. No such course has heen pursued,
and it is on this account that we have been,
from election to election, under the dominion of
violence and misrule.

We learn from the Hanover Spectator that a
very destructive hail storm passed over that town,
and its neighborhood, between four and tive o’clock
on Monday last.  Sowme of the hail stones measured
four and a half inches in circum/erence. Most of
them were as large as musket balls. Wheat and
rye fields in the track of the storm were utterly de-
stroyed. From three to four thousand panes of
glass were shattered in the town. The iron roof of
a shed belonging to the Hanover Railroad Compa-
ny was penetrated by the stones in many places.—
At New Oxford and MecSherrystown the storm was
equally violent. It is not supposed the extent of
ground covered by the storm was very great, al-
though we observe in our exchanges that it ex-
tended to York.

Tie ALteceD TriaL oF CoMyMANDER RIDGELY BY A
Court Marriar.—In one of the letters of our Mon-
tevideo correspondents, published a few weeks
since, it was stated that Commander Ridgely, of the
United States steamer Atlanta, had been ordered
to a court martial on board the Falmouth, by Com-
modore Forrest, for having shaved the head ‘of one
of his sailors, and otherwise ill-treated the poor
wreteh so that in his desperation he jumped over-
board and was drowned. A letter signed by all
the officers of the Atlanta, declare the statement to
be untrue, and that they had never known of any
unusual punishment having been inflicted on any
of the crew of the Atlanta during the cruise. Our
correspondent at Montevideo was, of course, mis-
informed.  We learn from one of the commanders
of the Paraguay squadron that one of the crew of
the Atlanta did jump overboard, but that it was
done while he was in a fit of drunkenness, and that
Commander Ridgely was neither court martialed
nor censured for it.—N. Y. Times.

[The story of the trial, by court martial, of Com-
mander Ridgely, of the United States navy, was so
widely circulated, that it is due to that gentleman,
especially here, where he resides, that the contra-
diction should be presented to the public. We have
seen a copy of the letter referred to in the above
extract from the New York ZTimes, signed by all
the officers of the Atlanta, declaring the state-
ment false.—Enps.]

The New York papers of yesterday contain but |
few details notincluded in our own despatches.— |
We subjoin the following particulars:

Turiy, May 19.—Yesterday, several detach-
ments of Austrians advanced to Capriseo, near San
Germano, driving off cattle, and firing at the peas-
ants. Our troops, desiring to tight, awaited the
enemy at San Germano, but they withdrew to Ver-
celli—which place they this morning evacuated,
after blowing up two arches of the bridge of Sezia.
Qur troops occupied Vercelli this afternoon. The
Austrians, with their artillery, are still on the left
bank of the river. No collision had yet taken place
between the opposing armies.

It was reported that General Gyulai had sent
word to his government that his provisions were
‘beginning to failin Piedmont, and that he would
not be able to hold his present position for more
than fitteen days longer.

The French Government, it was said, had received
information that four Russian corps de’armee had
moved towards the Austrian frontier,

t was asserted that the Emperor of Austria ar-
rived on the 19th at Milan, and departed directly
for Pavia. accompanied by Geoeral Hess.

The oflicial Weiner Zeitung announces that a
Norwegian brig, while going into Venice, was
stopped by a French frigate. and informed that all
Austriar ports, with the exception of Trieste and
Ancona, were in a state of blockade. The com-
mander of the fortressat Venice had received no
notice of the fact.

The French fleet before Venice had already taken
twenty vessels.

Fifteen French men-of-war had been seen near
Cittaro, on the coast of Dalmatia.

The Times’ correspondent in the Austrian camp,
says hat a naval attack on Venice would have no
chance of success. Every channel has either been
quite blockaded by sunken ships, or vessels laden
with stones are moved close by, ready to close the
small remaining passages at a few minutes notice,
and guns of large calibre command all these ob-
stacles. The Paris correspondent of The Times,
howerver, says that the French squadron is not to
attack Venice, but merely to blockade that port
for the present.

The Liverpool Post promises to have reliable in-
formation explanatory of Austria’s mysterious pro-
ceadings. It says the moment the French troops
crass the Ticino, the Austrian troops will march

FROM MEXICO—THE {
TENNESSEE'S MAl |
Santa Anna invited back Again— Restoration of i

his Tities and Honors— British Claims and British

Remonstrance.—The U. S. M. steamship Tennessee,

Capt. Forbes, from Vera Cruz 23d inst., reached

New Orleans at an early hour on Thursday even-

ing, with the regular semi-monthly Mexican mails.

The news is of the first importance. Santa Anna
has been formally invited back into the country;
his titles and honors and immense estates restored
to him by special decree, and an expedition sent to
meet him on the sea coast.

The private claims of British subjects in Mexico,
recently called for by the Minister, Mr. Otway, has
already amounted to $17,000,000; and against that
gentleman’s conduct during the fearful massacre at
Tacubaya, his countrymen resident in the capital
had made the strongest remonstrances.

An expedition was also organizing at the capital,
under the command of Cobos, one of the most no.
torious bandits of the republic, for an expedition
of rapine and plunder to the Isthmus of Tehuante-
pec and other parts of the South. This, with other
interesting events in the progress of the civil war,
will be found narrated below.

The U. 8. steam sloop-of-war Brooklyn, Capt.
Farragut, arrived at Vera Cruz from Minatitlan on
the 17th,Mr. McLane, the U. S. Minister, on board.

The U. 8. sloop-of-war Savannah, Capt. Jarvis,
had been relieved by the Saratoga, Capt. Turner,
from Pensacola.

At Sacrificios, the British ships-of-war Valorous
and Arachne, French ship-of-war Murcure, and
Spanish ships-of-war Valdese and Isabel la Catoli-
ca; the latter arrived on the 2lst from Havana,
with the Spanish Admiral on board.

Rebolledo, the Governor of Lower California
under the Santa Anna administration, has been
shot by Coronado, at Mazatlan.

Gen. Marquez, the assassin of Tacubaya, reached
Morelia, on his expedition against Degollado, on
the 20th of April, and after levying a forced loan of
$50,000, left again on the 3d inst., Gen. Huerta, of
the Liberal party, re-occupying the place upon his
departure.

Nothing was known at the capitalat last accounts
of the whereabouts of the many generals who left
Mexico after the massacre of Tacubaya, and it is
feneu]ly supposed that each and all of them have,

ike Mejia, met with Zuazua somewhere near Que-
retaro, where they have been worsted.

Hcwever, nothing reliable is known, so far, of
their movements.

Zuloaga’s quarrel with Miramon continues. The
former is ambitious to regain the Presidency.

At last accounts, Zuloaga, had taken refuge again
at the British Legation, to avoid the persecution of
Miramon. It issaid Zuloaga has been seen from a
neighboring window with the British flag around
his shoulders, in the office of the Legation, with
Mr. Otway.

The Juarez Government, under date of the Gth
inst., lowered the export duty on silver dollars to 4
per cent., on gold to 1 per cent., and allowed the ex-
port of silver bars and bullion, the former to pay 8
per cent. and the latter 2 per cent. export duty.
This is a liberal measure, and approved of general-
ly. Itisa pity that itsvalidity is limited to the
1st of Aungust next. In the ‘meantime, wonder
whether the English and French fleets will insist
again on raising the duty on specie ?

Latest letters from the capital represent a fright-
ful state of things there, almost a civil war among
the inhabitants, growing out of the quarrel between
Miramon and Zuloaga. g‘he former had even threat-
ened the arrest of his confederate, and was only
prevented from puttinﬁ the threat into execution
by the interference of the diplomatic corps.

“Another writer, alluding to the Santa Anna
movement, says that if hard pressed, Miramon will
openly pronounce for the old chieftain thinking by
the aid of the powerful name and friends of the lat-
ter to keep himself in favor.

As to military movements, we have this from the
other side: The army of Degollado was distribu-
ted about between Morelia, Gunajuato, Leon and
Irapuato, but doing nothing. The General himself
was in Colima—General Ortega, the Governor of
Zacetecas, commanding during his absence. The
reactionaries, under command of Mejia, Velez, Cas-
sanova, &c., wefe closely following ‘them up, with
the base of their operations at Guadalajara.
