The New York Tribune of to-day says:
In foreign bills there is but little doing yet. The ex-

change circles have been mainly occupied to day with the
failure at Charleston. Sterling is 110 for bankers' signa
tures, and commercial bills are disposed of with great
difficulty. Francs are 5.15 0-5.10.

The official statement of Bank averages exhibits a very
unexpected result in the specie item, which shows a de
crease of only $591,500, instead of $1,500,000, as generally
anticipated. The receipts from the interior have proba
bly been larger than estimated, or perhaps some bank offi-
cers have counted over-due Treasury notes as specie
which, practically, they are. The fact is certainly re-markable that we have shipped some $13,500,000 of specie,
not including the last Saturday's shipment, within the
past five weeks, while the specie average of the banks
shows only a decrease of $2,600,000 in the same time. Theloans show a contraction ofover $2,100,000, much ofwhich
has been the result of redemptions of Treasury notes. The
legitimate commercial contraction, we think, has been
moderate. The loans are now down nearly $5,000,000 from
the highest point touched since February.and thecontrac-
tiou has scarcely been felt in business circles. There has
been some calling in of demand loans this week to enable
the banks to take short paper, which pays a better inter
est. The net deposits show a decline of nearly $3,000,0410,
ami they are now $13,000,000 below the highest point
touched this year.

TELEGRAMS.

Krom Wat*lilii£,o]l.
WASHINGTON, June 7.? The representatives of

the several Southern Railroad Companies
have again been in consultation with the proper
ollicer of the Post Oflice Department, and left here
to-day for Philadelphia, where they design to-inor-
row to meet the representatives of the Railroad
Companies whose lines extend from Washington to
New York.

Their business is to arrange terms and schedules
for carrying the mails between New Orleans ar.d
New York with certainty ami an increase of spued.
Atpresent the failures are so frequent as to demand
new arrangements, sneh as is now proposed.

The mere declaration of an intention to become a
citizen of the United States, does not entitle the
person making it to a passport; and of this fact a
number of applicants have recently been informed.

It appears by the records of the' Land Office that
Arkansas has received 1,115,000 acres of the public
land, to aid in the construction of the Cairo and
Fulton Railroad in that State, besides another
heavy instalment of swamp land.

A gentleman justarrived here from Utah repre-
sents the people there as in an excited and turbulent
condition, bordering on rebellion, and hence the
proclamation of Governor Cumming, with a view
ta dispersing the various parties of Mormons as-
sembled in a military capacity in the mountains
surrounding Salt Lake. These parties, he says,
are a portion qf the militia called out by the
Governor to resist the entrance of the Govern-
ment troops during the session of the Court at
Salt Lake Citv The Mormons are being augment-
ed, monthly, by the arrival of foreign converts,
and civil law having failed to answer its purpose,
it is the opinion of intelligent "Gentiles" in that
Territory that peace can only be preserved by a
strong military rule, or bloodshed be averted by
favoring the removal of the Mormons beyond tlie
jurisdiction of the F'ederal authorities.

INQUESTS.

He leaves a wife and seve-
ral children.

RECEPTION OF THE PRESIDENT.
President Buchanan arrived in this city, yester-

day morning, at 0 o'clock, in the Norfolk boat, on
his return from North Carolina. He was accom-
panied by the Secretary of the Interior, Mr. Whee-
ler, late Minister to Nicaragua, Moor N. Falls and
Robert M. Magraw, Esqs., and was met at the wharf
by the Host master, IT. S. Marshal, and the Balti-
more City Guard, who escorted him to Camden
S treet station. The Guard were under com-
mand ol Major J. P. Warner, accompanied by
\ olandt's band, and in spite of the fatigue of the
law parade of the day before, mustered seven-
ty muskets. Upon the arrival of the boat the com-
mittee of reception composed of Ilie gentlemen above
named and the officers of the battalion went
on board for the purpose of formally welcom-
ing and receiving the President, but no President
was to be found on board. Search being instituted,however, His Excellency was subsequently discover-ed walking on the wharf, having left the boat with-
out being observed, and after being introduced to

the officers of the Guard he was placed in an open
barouch, iu the centre of the battalion, and the
whole body moved off in the direction of the Cam-den street station. Upon arriving at the station,
the Guard were drawn up in line, and the Presi-
dent passed by with uncovered head, after which he
reviewed them, and made them a speech. The
speech was as follows :

Fellow-Citizens: ?l return you my thanks for your
escort, and for the attention and courtesy which you have
shown me. Thank (Jod, 110 President requires au armed
escort in any part of tliis great confederacy. Ido not
take any part of the honor to myself personally. Ifeel
that you are only honoring the office and not the man,
and I hope the citizens willalways continue to honorthc
oflice. for in honoring the President or the United States
you are paying a just tribute to yourselves?for he is ofyour creation and subject to your censure or praise. lamglad to witness so creditable a display of the Baltimoremilitary. Baltimore has ever been noted for her military
spirit, and I feel convinced that, if the occasion requiresit, the men before me will display as much courage andheroism as their fathers have already done at North Point.In conclusion. I willagain thank you for your courtesy,
and bid you farewell.

This speech was received by the Guard with
three claps and a "tiger"? after which the Presi-dent took his seat in the cars, and from the car-
window shook hands with the officers and men as
they passed by. The Guard then returning to
their ranks, marched hack to their armory and
were dismissed, while the President departed in the8 o'clock train for Washington.

CONVENTION FOR REGULATING THE NE-
GRO POPULATION OF MARYLAND.

A preliminary meeting of the delegates to the
Convention for Regulating the Negro Population
of Maryland was held last night at Barnum's Hotel,
and was attended by members from nineteen
counties.

The meeting was organized by calling Judge
Ezekiel F. Chambers, of Kent county, to the Chair,
and requesting Col. Hughes, of Anne Arundel, to
act as Secretary.

Judge Chambers stated that the object of themeeting was to initiate some proceedings to expedite
the work of the Convention which would he heldto-day. The body would be constituted of a large
number of delegates, and the importance of thesubject under their consideration would elicit opin-
ions from all. He suggested that a committee of
arrangements be appointed to take sueh prelimina-
ry action as would be conducive to the end of tl e
present meeting. He then notified the meeting thai
the chair was ready to entertain anv motions that
might be made.

il. G. S. Key, Esq,, of St. Mary's, moved that a
committee ot one delegate from each county be ap-
pointed to report an organization of the meeting

FOREIGN MISCELLANY.
IHE HANDS IX PICTURES. ? in looking, the otherday, at a choice collection of engravings of the

works of Michel Aogelo, Raffelle, and other mas-
ters of a great period of art, (says the Art-Critic
of a London paper) we were struck by the numer-
ous instances in which marvellous expression of thepassions was given by the disposition and character
of the hands of the figures? A matter which has
been too little attended to by English painters. The
practice of using the ordinary artists' models for
the hands by some portrait-painters has led to seve-
ral inconsistencies between the hands and counte-
nance, which cannot fail to strike even those who
do not observe very closely. An observance of na-
ture, as it tilay be 'noted i'n the figures which are
presented in every-day scenes, .shows, in general
circumstances, the some what firmly-clasped hand of
the man of intelligence, its slow, hut impulsive
working, which, il even the face were not visible,
would express so much; contrast this with the list-
less and distended fingers of those who are without
intellectual ideas or education, or the claw-like ex-
pression of the miserly man. When walking in
the street the palms of some hands are presented on
the line with the face, in others the reverse, and in
these varieties it willbe found that the same peculi-
arities of the hands are connected with certain
physical and phrenological developments. This
matter might be much extended, and made more
clear by illustrations: our object, however, is just tohint the importance, in both painting and sculpture,
of attending to the peculiarities and characteristics
of the hands, and not allow one pair of them to he
combined with perhaps twenty or thirty heads.

Although not so strongly marked, that expression
to which we have referred is still evident in the
female figure; and wonderful are the signs which
arc exhibited by griefs and joys of life, bv surprise,
fear, wonder. Great actors and actresses have made
more use of the power of expression in hand than
our painters have generally done.

THE IRON CROH N OK LOMBARDY.?On the 23d of
April last the Iron Croivn of Lombardy was sol-
emnly removed by the Austrians, under the pro-
tection ot a strong body of horse, from Monza to
the fortress of Mantua." This Iron Crown has of
course a history, The little town of Monza was
the sp..t on which Theodoric the Great (the Diet-
rich of Bern, of the German Hero-Legend) had a
palace built, and on which Theudelinde, wife of the
Longobard Fung Agilulf,had a magnificent church
erected. To this church Theudelinde presented the
Iron Crown, which she had had made for her hus-
band. Our authority for this is the historian of
the Longobards, Paul Warnefrid. The crown is
made of gold, but has inside an iron ring, of which
the legend relates that it has been forged from the
nails of our Savior's cross. Charlemagne was
crowned with this Iron Crown? after him all the
German emperors who were likewise Kings of Lom-
bardy. On the 26th ot May, 1805, Napoleon put it
on liis bead, with the word's of renown: "Dieu me
L'a donnee; gare a qui y touchera." This threat
became afterwards the motto of the Order of the
Iron Crown, which Austria, with a few slight al-
terations, allowed to continue in existence.?En-glish paper.

A QUEER CRAFT.? The " Velocinave ? An English
paper says that M. J. Brun--t has invented a new
kind ot vessel which he caffs tfie Velocinave, and
which he asserts will travel through the water at
the rate of from twenty to twenty-five miles an
hour, which is more than is performed in the same
time by the fastest boats now known, sucli as the
paddle-steamers of the English companies, the sail-
ing clippers of the Americans, the car-canoes of the
Malays, and the large screw-steamers of F'rance.
The invention is based upon the principle that the
ship ought to proceed through the water, cleaving
the liquid mass by means of turning points, thus
transforming the friction of gliding into the fric-tion of rolling. It works, in short, tike a centre
bit in the water. M. Brunet gives to his vessel the
form of a circular cylinder, terminated by two
cones revolving on the same axis. These cones
form the prow and the poop of the ship. The FE-
locinace can. it is said, bo worked with safety under
water, in which case it is furnished with a deck
funnel for ventilation and light. M. Brunet de-
clares that the essential principle of his invention
can be applied to any existing vessel without inter-
fering with its build.

WHICH IS ElGHT? ?Judge Price thinks there has
been a diminution of crime in Cecil and Harford
counties, and attributes this improved order ofthings, ifwe understand him properly, to the im-proved character of the juries. The grand JURY of
Harford, in their recently published report, seem

IMMIGRATION TO CANAHA.?The Toronto Leader
complains that the immigration from Europe into
Canada this season will be very small, smaller prob-
ably than it has been in any year for a quarter of a
century. It thinks the whole number of Canada
emigrants willnot exceed 5,000, although the num-
ber of persons emigrating from Europe will be
greater than last year. The chief cause of the fall-
ing off in the immigration to Canada is attributed
to the fact that the English holders of American
railway stock and bonds have a direct personal mo-
tive for recommending British and Irish emigrants
to go to the united States, and to the further fact
that members of the English House of Commons are
often heard to express a preference for the United
States over Canada. The accounts sent back by
the emigrants settled in the United States and i'n
Canada doubtless have much to do in directing the
western tide.

The Victory of the Sardinians at Villata.

Garibaldi's Revolutionary Movements
in Lombardy.

NEW YORK, June 7.?The screw steamship City
of Washington, Captain Petrie, which sailed fromLiverpool at two o'clock on the afternoon of the2;>th ultimo, and from Queenstown on the afternoon
ot the 2Gtli, arrived here at one o'clock thismorning.

'lhe London Tunc*, in an editorial on the affairs

THE BATTLE OF MONTEBKLLO.
[Frnrn the London News, May 25.]

The battle of Montcbcllo is a worthy opening of
the Italian campaign of 1859. At first it seemedprobable that it might prove a mere affair of out-
posts, but It now seems to have been a serious en-
gagement. According to the fuller informationwhich has come to hand since Monday, the ad-
vanced posts of the allied army, consisting of 800Sardinian horse, supported by two batteries, occu-pied a position near Montehello, on the great roadbetween Alessandria and Piacenza, and five miles
eastward of soghc:a. The division of GeneralForey, consisting of fonr brigades of about 9,000and forming part of Baraguav d'Hilliers corps <V
or,nee, lay a short distance" behind. Suddenly,
about 11 o'clock on Friday morning, an Austriandivision of 15,000 men was seen advancing in
echelon from the eastward. It was in three columns,
and led, some say, by Count Stadion; others, by
Baron /obel. Its right was in advance of its left,
and stretched towards Branduzzo, a village about
two miles northeast of Casteggio; its centre was
the attacking force, whilst its left, supported bva powerful artillery, advanced along the great
road. Bv which road the attacking force came
does not clearly appear; but according to some ac-
ounts it was from Strabella, seven or eight miles

eastward of Casteggio; nor indeed does it appear
whether it passed through that village before itjoined battle. However, on they came, and at oncemil upon the Sardinian cavalry, under Colonel deSonnaz, who with his 800 men had to make headagainst an overwhelming force.At first, the French General, thinking it was amere reconnoissance, advanced with only 500 men,but finding that there were 15,000, with cavalry
and artillery, he pushed on his first brigade, anddirected the other two to follow?leaving bis second
brigade, with some of the National Guard, in re-serve. IN the meantime a desperate strog.de hadensued. For an hour, it is said, young Colonel de
honnaz, with his brilliant cavalry, sustained the
shock of the enemy. But even after the arrival of
the first French reinforcements the battle did notslacken. Future letters must reveal the glorious
story of those deeds of daring ? those hand-to hand
fights?those bloody encounters anil desperate
charges, which willrender this battle memorable.The attack was obstinate; the numbers were un-equal; and so thickly did the shot and shell fall up-
on the centre of the allies that they were compell-
ed to retire. Just as General Beurct was leadimr
on his inen to the attack an attempt was made to
turn the allied right? but in vain. The Austriancentre, assailed by the allies in front, and brokenby the destructive tireof the new Imperial artillery,
full hack, so that the allies rcoccupicd their ground.
But in the meantime General Forev had arrived.

W ith his Zouaves, his Chasseurs d'Orleans andtwo battalions of the line, the General dashedagainst the enemy, while the light horsemen of
Montferratto, under Colonel Morelli, charged in
flank; the second brigade assailed the right, and theartillery poured a destructive tire. The attack was
irresistible; and so the Austrian?, about five o'clock
in the afternoon, after six hours hard fighting, be-gan to retire. Rlhey divided themselves into two
bodies? the one retiring eastward on Stradeila, theother northward on Casatisma. In short, the day
was won: and if it be true that a victory of Monte-hello was intended to inaugurate the arrival of theAustrian Emperor at Pavia, his Majesty may, per-
haps, be consoled by the reflection tlia't, like him-self, two Russian Princes came to witness Inker-
niann and met with the same fate. Every one re-
members the famous despatch of a'French" Marshal,
in which he described a defeat as "Unr rceoioioi*.sauce pounce UIIpen trop loin,"and the Austrian Gen-
eral seems to have adopted the same formula. Butpeople will nevertheless continue to call things by
their right names.

"

A battle has indeed been gained, but the loss was
severe. Colonel Morelli fell mortally wounded
from his horse after the day was nearly closed.
General Beuret was killed by a spent ball at the
close of the action, and other oftieersof rank in the
French army fell in the thick of the fight. In fact,
the allies admit a loss of :100 killed and wounded,whilst the loss of the Austrians is still unknown.'Such was the battle of Montehello; and its impor-
tance not trifling. Though the accounts are
chiefly from the allied side, it is clear that, their
numbers were greatly inferior, and that they fought
with brilliant and steady courage. Prestige is
everything to an untried army, and this is now es-tablished. \V hatever isdone by the Italians seems
to show that they are determined to sacrifice theirall for the sake of independence, and that thy areworthy champions of the cause they have underta-
ken. For in estimating the sacrifices which theItalians, and amongst them Victor Emmanuel, are
prepared to make for the liberation of the country
should it be forgotten that the patriot King HASconsented to incorporate his army with that of
France, and to take the command of a corps d'armecunder the French Einperoi ? Unity of command is
the first essential of success, hut in trie ease of the
Allies it is the fast thing attained. In this Italian
war it is already conceded. The result seems to
be that the extreme right of the allies is now at
Casteggio, which they are fortifying, so that south
of the Po the Austrians have scarcely a man upon
Sardinian territory. About seven miles north ofthe 1 o, and twelve miles west ofPavia, Garlascois occupied as the Austrian headquarters, and no
doubt there are small parties thrown out in front
towards the Po.

Again, at Mortara the Austrian? are in some
force, for, according to a Turin telegraphic dis-patch of Monday, they had appeared in great force
on the Sesia, at Palestro, a town ten miles north-
west of Mortara, and five miles southeast ofVercelli.
However, it is clear that, west of the Sesia, there
is not an Austrian soldier. Whilst the French
movements have cleared the country south of the
Po, Gen. Cialdini has cleared the country about
\ ercelli, and even the left bank of the Sesia, by his
brilliant flank attack. Sardinian territory, there-
fore, is to a great extent relieved from the eueuiv;and now that Garibaldi, having crossed at the footof the Lago Maggiore, stands in Loinbardy itself
with his four thousand men, the Anstrians must
either concentrate their detachments or send aforce
to attack and destroy him. The fact that Garibaldi
lias crossed the Ticino shows that the Austrian.?
have not so large a number of troops as to occupv
the whole course of that river: it will enable the
Allies to collect most useful information as to the
best places at which the Ticino can be crossed, and
the works which have been constructed on its
banks; and already the people of Varese have seized
the opportunity to raise the standard of revolt.?
Moreover, without weakening the main body oftlie
allied army it will disquiet the Austrians in their
flank, compel them to detach a certain force to pro-
tect themselves, and thus weaken their main army.
THE ACSTRIAN ACCOUNTS OF THE BATTLE.

VIENNA, May 22.?The official Austrian Corres-
pondence of yesterday evening contains the follow-
ing communication respecting the battle at Monte-
bello. On the 20tli inst. General Stadion sent out
a reconnoitring party to learn the strength and po-
sition of the enemy's right wing. The Austrians
advanced towards Teglio and Montebello, where
they met the enemy insuperior force. After a very-
severe conflict General Stadion drew back hi's
troops in perfect order to the left bank of the Po,
after having, however, forced the enemy to employ
his whole strength.

OFFICIAL BULLETIN.?On the 20th inst. General
Stadion nu-hed forward a reconnoissance by a
forced march towards Teglio and Montebello; but
alter a hot light with a French force of superior
strengih retreated behind the Po.

AX ENGLISH VIEW OF THE BATTLE.
[From the London Times.]

The Austrians evidently fought well, for they
must have carried the town of Casteggio, which
had been occupied by the French and barricaded,
before they could have arrived at the village
of Montebello, from whence they were eventu-
ally driven. The Austrians seem to have been
in the first instance successful, and only to have
been driven back when the French supports came
up.

The Times disparages the battle of Montebello,
calling it a tenth rate victory. It says that the war
will involve a constant drain of men and money,
with pitched battles and long seiges, and this is
perhaps what it willnot long endure.

The Times does not allude to the Emperor Napo-
leons'views respecting the independence of Italy,
but accuses him of having sold himself to the de-
mon of military conquest.

[From Correspondence of the London Times.]
TCHIN, May 21st.- ?At 11 o'clock yesterday 15,000

Austrians, under the orders of General Zobel, were
seen to move towards the Piedmontesc positions of
Montebello, which were occupied by 600 Sardinian
horsemen supported by two batteries. The Aus-
trians were marching in echelons , their right wing
bent in the direction of Branduzzo, their left flank,
supported by a large artillery, on Casona, whilst
their columns of attack of the centre advanced, bv
Piazale, towards our lines of Montebello.

As soon as Genera! Forey was roused by roll af-
ter roll of musketry on the left, and by the sharp re-
port of Austrian and Piedmontese guns, he march-
ed with the second brigade of his division in the di-
rection of Montebello to support the Piedmontese
cavalry, which by this time had already advanced
to meet the enemy.

The battle of Montebello scarcely admits of de-
scription. It was a series of dreadful deeds of dar-
ing, hand to hand tights, of sanguinary encounters,
of desperate charges and assaults. The shell and
bullets of the Austrians burst so thickly among our
troops that our centre, already engaged, was
obliged to fall back on the right of our lines, re-
tiring from Montebello, protected by a rayine filled
with brushwood, which descended towards the main
road of Voghera.

As General Beuret led on his men to support our
centre, it was observed that a body of the enemy
bad gained the top of a hilly ground behind theFrench division on the right. A deadly volley was
poured into them, and, protected by the tire both
Piedmontese and French came out from the ravineand went boldly to meet the enemv. The effect ofthe new French guns, carrying their bullets to adistance of more than two English miles, was so

Ce in' re Austrians was soonobliged to fall back on its reserve; and Montebellowas again occupied by oar men. By this time thethird and fourth brigades of General Forey's divi-
sion had reached the scene of action. This distin-

bravely?his first brigade, sending an orderly ofii-
cer of his staff to Marshal Baraguay d'Hilliers, ask- 1ing support, if need be.

Having thus given his orders, he came on with
his Zouaves at the pas de charge.

Forey's division num-bered scarcely 6,000 lighting men, and was supportedby 900 .Sardinian horses. \ <.u must not forget thatthis brave cavalry, led by young Colonel De Son-naz, sustained for an hour the first shock of theenemy, thus giving time to the French to come up!

The last charge made by the Sardinians was fatal
to Colonel Morelli, who fell mortally wounded from
his horse. Besides this loss wo have to deplore 200dead and 300 wounded. Amongst the last the
names of Colonels Griot, Les Barre. Deßellefonds,
Dusmeuil, and Major Ferussal, all French superior
officers, are to be noticed.

General Forey and the Sardinian cavalry colonel,
Sonnaz, behaved nobly. It is impossible to ascer-tain the loss sustained by the enemy, because the
official report has not yet arrived 'in Turin. Ac-cording to the accounts of my informant, the Aus-
trians have lost 1,500 men, dead and wounded, to
say the least. It has been noticed that their men
could not stand the impetuosity of the Zouaves' and
Chasseurs' bayonets and of Sardinian swords. Assoon as they were assaulted by the deadly weapons
they were always driven pell mell from their posi-
tions, and the village of Montebeilo was thus taken
and retaken thrice during the action. I make no
pretension whatever to send you a correct descrip-
tion ot the battle. As I have already said, this bril-
liant exploit admits of no description; it is only a
sketch that I present to vour readers

FRENCH ACCOUNTS.
A French correspondent at Alessandria, writingat 3 P. M. on Saturday, gives us the following par-

ticulars of the battle:
I' The population of Alessandria was awakenedthis morning by cries of victory. French blood

has flowed, but our eagles have re-appeared in all
their glory on the plain where they were so illus-
trious fifty years ago. Young France will have its
battle of Montebeilo.

esterday, at about 1 in the afternoon, the
Piedmnntese advanced posts, which watch our lines
before Vogbera, heard the sound of cannon in the
direction of the little village of Casteggio, and atonce mlormed General Forey. He believing, from
the account given him, that the Austrians weromaking a simple recnnnoisance, advanced immedi-ately with about 500 men. It was soon perccfted
that the enemy was advancing 12,000 strong in-cluding a detachment of cavalry and two battal-
ions ofartilerv. Gen. Forey at once ordered therest of his division to advance, and while this move-
ment was being executed the 500 men kept the Aus-
trian army in check. The conduct of the soldiers
at this moment was truly admirable. For soma
minutes Col. Cambriel, with scarcely 100 men un-
der him, was seen commanding a vigorous tire, and
taking an heroic part in the resistance.

As soon as the division arrived, the engagement
became more general: the artillery could not actvery rapidly, owing to the bad state of the ground.
While, however, some guns were playing upon themain body of the enemy with effect, two pieces
were carried by our artillerymen to the top <fa
small mound, from which they swent the plain with
great success. Being received witli extraordinary
vigor, and closely pressed, the Austrians retreated,
and our troops followed them as far as Montebeilo.1 hey drove them out ot that town with vigor and
energy. Not a house but was attacked; in every
street combats were fought: but in no place, and at
no moment, did the numerical superiority of the
enemy for a moment prevail. After the occupation
of Montebeilo came that of Casteggio. The resultswere the same; and all the more remarkable, that
the Austrians were the aggressors, and yet lost
more ground than they would, perhaps, have lost
had they waited an attack. The information cir-
culating this morning is exceedingly vague. 1 have
heard a great deal, but at the hour at which I
write we arc waiting for the circumstantial ac-
counts which the Emperor will have received him-
self. His Majesty left at a very early hour this
morning for the field of battle. The Prince de la
Tour d'Auvergne and several staff uiliccrs preceded
him last night. His Majesty took with liini Gen.Fleurv, Dr. Larrey, the Surgeon-in Chief; his chap-
lain. the Abbe Laine; and a chaplain of one of the
regiments of the guard."

THE SARDINIAN VICTORY AT VILLATA.
The Sardinian government had issued the follow-ing bulletin in regard to a second battle:
Tl"l:iv, May 21, 1659. ?To day the extreme left of

our army, under General t'ialdini, forced a passage
oyer the Sesia, near Vercelli, in an admirable man-
ner. The enemy was put to flight, leaving nflicers
and privates as prisoners, together with arms, wag-
ons and horses in our hands.

Trutx, May 22, 1859.?General Cialdini, wishing
to take possession of the end of the bridge of Ver"
colli, which adjoined the left bank of the river, in
order by that means to protect the construction of
another bridge over the Sesia, moved forward two
columns, which, after having passed "the river,
joined at the same point the columns which crossed
near Sesia, on the side next Albino, was attacked
by the Austrians ingreat force, and sustained a tierce
conflict at a place called Villata. The enemy was,
however, routed, and our troops established them-selves in Rorgo \ ereelli; the other column crossedthe Sesia near Cappucini Vecehi, and after having
surprised two companies of the enemy, remained at
that place. Our loss is insignificant, but that otthe Austrians is considerable. The Modenrse, after
having spiked their cannon, avacuated Bulla iastnigbtand retreated to Givizzino.
