We have been aware for some days that one of the street

banks had suffered a heavy loss, by extending too much
confidence to one of its dealers, and to-day the facts have
been made public, after a close concealment of six months.
Tire institution alluded to is the Union Bank, and the
officers have published the annexed statement:

On the Ist of December last a party dealing at the Bank,
from a variety of circumstances needless to enumerate,
succeeded in obtaining the entire confidence of Mr. Do-
ming, the (then) President, as well as that of the First
Teller.

Having to pay call loans, which are paid to the Presi-
dent, lie succeeded in doing so by a check on the Union
Bank for $70,000. He then proceeded to the First Teller's
desk and presented for certification his check for about
$90,000.

The first intimation the Cashier, now President, had of
these overdrafts, was a note from the party expressing
his inab iity to make good his account. Mr. Deming was
then induced to make the account good by a forced loan,
receiving such securities as he could obtain, which secu-
rities, although not such as a bank would readily take
for their money, the Board of Directors regard as of some
considerable value, and that will ultimately reduce the
loss of the Bank very much.

r The party alluded to is Mr. Edward Belknap, and the
securities taken up are understood to have belonged to
his father's estate and to be now in charge of the Probate
Court ofMassachusetts. Of the $90,000 check, $77,000
was paid to the American Exchange Bank, where Mr.
Belknap had a loan on Government securities of that

r amount. The debt of Mr. Belknap to the Union is
thus $160,000 and interest, security for which that insti
tution holds $300,000 of the bonds of the Springfield and
Mt. Vernon Railroad Company and the assignment of
Mr. Belknap's interest in his father's estate, which waa a
very large one It is doubtful how much willbe realized
from these sources, but the bank officers feel confident
that the loss cannot be very large. The bonds alluded to
are claimed by the Railroad Company as being improperly
in Mr. Belknap's possession, and they have, we under-
stand, commenced legal proceedings against him.

5 whom he was destined to surpass,?he returned to
England in 1811 to study Art. If we can believe a

I rather careless American book, Mr. Leslie's first
success was a likeness of that drunken and eccentric

; actor, (leorge Frederic Cooke, while acting at the
Philadelphia Theatre. It was a rich patron who

j fore-saw his success, advised his return to En-
gland, and gave him kind letters of introduction
to Messrs. Punlop & Co., American merchants in
London.

He began life in the humble Buckingham Street,
Fitzroy Square, in the very cross-trees of the house,
?in fact, the usual garret of needy genius. West
and Washington Allston, both Americans like him-
self, were Leslie's earliest instructors. In 1821 he
was elected Associate of the Academy, and in 1526
full R. A. The events of bis life are few; in 1833
he was appointed by the American Government
Professor of Drawing to the Military Academv at
West Point, a post which required not genius, but
mere rule and line exactitude. He went out, got
sick of the dull t)ilin five months, resigned, and re-
turned finally to England.

He ranks with West, Newton, and Allston, as one
of the four American painters who have earned an
English fame. As the illustrator of Shakespeare,
Don Quixotte, Moliere, and Goldsmith, he ranks
above tbem all.?

Anne B. Herring vs. James Baugher. An action
to recover $5,000 by the plaintiff, against defend-
ant, for a breach of promise of marriage.

D. 11. Hoopes for plaintifl"; William B. Perine
for defendant.

Mr. Perine, for the defendant, stated to the jury
the facts in the case now pending, upon which they
would ask a verdict, to the effect that the defend-
ant, a former resident of Baltimore, had visited
Mechaniestown, in Frederick county, in the vear
1853, and there making the acquaintance of" the
plaintifl", they became mutually enamored; vows
passed, and the parties became engaged to be mar-
ried; afterwards, the defendant was called from
Mechaniestown by his parents, and returned to
Baltimore in September, 1854; that a correspon-
dence was kept up during the period of nearly one
year, in most of which time the defendant express-
ed great affection and determination to fulfil the
engagement. During the latter portion of this
time, however, the worldlyprospects of the defend-
ant materially changed, and, together with the
opposition to the match manifested bv his mother,
he was induced to write to the plaintiff, stating the
condition in which he found himself placed, asking
her forgiveness for the apparent wrong done her",
and desiring the engagement to be broken off. To
these letters it was alleged the defendant never re-
ceived replies, and therefore thinking that the
silence of the ladv was paramount to ail absolution
Irom all plighted'vows, he left the neighborhood of
Baltimore and took up his abode in Virginia, in the
spring of the year 1856, where he became acquaint-
ed with a lady to whom he was married in the
spring of 1858. The defence would ask a verdict
on the ground that the defendant by consummating
the marriage would have been disfranchised hv liis
family, and also that not hearing from the lady
after his proposition to annul the promise of mar-
riage, it was tantamount to a consent on her part
to break off the match.

Mr. Hoopes, for the plaintifl', said they would
show by letters that the defendant had promised
marriage.and had for almost a year, in thise letters,
expressed great affection for the plaintiff, but
afterwards had endeavored to break off the
match. The plaintifl denied not having replied to
the last letters, proposing to annul tlie marriage
promise, and asserted the cause of delay in bring-
ing suit arose from the fact that the plaintiff' did
not know the whereabouts of defendant until after
his marriage.

The first letter offered in evidence was dated
Baltimore, September Ist, 1854, from de-
fendant to the plaintifl', in which he expresses great
love, and more sadness for being compelled to leave
the lady; that he had got a daguerreotype taken
for her, while in Frederick, one eye of which was a
little bleared, owing to a tear rising while sitting
for the picture.

The second letter was from defendant to plaintiff",
dated Baltimore, September 6th, 1854, in which he
acknowledges the receipt of a letter from plaintiff',
which made his heart leap for joy, and took him
hack to Mechaniestown, where lie had spent so
many happy moments by the side of bis dear Anne;
he hopes "that, when she is with the gay
and happy throng, she willsometimes think of one
who adores her and intends to make her happy; he
desires her to have no scruples about writing her
sentiments towards him freely?"the more free the
better"?and winds up with?"yours only, in life
and in death."

The third letter was dated Baltimore, September
Bth, 1854 from the defendant to the plaintiff, inwhich
he expresses deep regret at hearing of her sickness,
and advises her not to go out of nights more than
she can help, as tlie dews are very heavy; says he
sometimes mixes with the gay and beautiful," but
his heart always reverts to his own sweet girl in
F'rederick county; thinks it Providential that they
continue loving and loved, and that they are en-
gaged to be married.

The fourth letter is dated September 19th, 1854,
in which the defendant says he is going South, and
requests the ladv to write to him at Deep Creek,
Norfolk county, Ya.; that he would rather go home
with his beloved; that he goes South to wait on a
couple who are to be married.

The fifth letter is dated Deep Creek, Norfolk
county, Va., October 18th, 1854, in which the de-
fendant says he has had a very pleasant time, and
only wants one person present to complete his hap-
piness; says the bride looked well; that two weeks
of married life had improved her wonderfully; that
he expected soon to clasp his beloved to his bosom,
there to remain until one or both are laid in the
cold, cold tomb.

The 6th letter is from the same place, dated No-
vember 14th, 1854, in which he says he has waited

for a letter from his dear Anne, and hopes soon to
meet her and place her in a position becoming her

, station, &c.
| The next letter read was one from defendant,
i dated Atterwood, June, 1855, in which lie says he
I has suffered greatly on the lady's account; that he

I went South for the purpose of taking charge of one
of the tan-vards of his father, but afterwards

; got a letter stating that his Pa was going to sell
: both yards and no provision was made for him, that

j all his earthly hopes were blighted, that he
could not ask the lady to fulfil her engage-
ment, because he was not able to place
her in a position becoming her, that he
could not bear the thought of taking her to
the house of a proud mother with five proud
daughters; that ifthis was the case it would break
all the maternal bonds and leave him desolate. He
asks to be forgiven for casting such a shadow over
her young heart, and implores her to forget him
and to send him back the diamond ring he gave
her, as a token that he is forgiven.

Another letter from the same place was read,
dati d August 22d, 1855, in which he says that the
opposition of his mother to the match is the onlv
obstacle to ils consummation, and says that he
knows that such a high-minded, honorable girl
would not wish him to break his mother's heart by
doing any thing contrary to her wishes, and winds
up by asking her to send the ring, as a token that
he was forgiven.

After the reading of the letters, which occasional-
ly created some amusnment in Court, the plaintiff
called to the stand the following witnesses :

Miss Cox testified that she resided in Frederick
county; had known the plaintiff since she was a
small child.

Mr.^Hoopes.?"State what you know about the
case; and what you have heard Miss Anne sav
about the matter?''

Mr. Ferine objected to any declarations of plain-
tin going to the jury without made in the presence
of the defendant.

The Court coincided with the defendant'scounsel.
Mr. lloopes argued in support of admitting the

testimony, and read from Ist Halstead, p. 384,
where the declarations of plaintiff, in an action of
breach ot promise, not in the presence of the de-
fendant, were admitted to show the mutuality ot a
contract between the parties.

Mr. Ferine.?"We admit that; we admit the mu-
tuality of the promise: we promised her and she
promised us."

itness continued.?Only know about any pre-
parations for the marriage from what plaintiff's
mother told witness; know that some quilts were
got in readiness for the marriage; was told by MissAnne and her mother that the quilts were intendedfor Miss Anne when she went to housekeeping.

John K. Cox testified that he had known theplaintiff about seventeen years; the reason the suit
was not brought before, was because the lady did
not know where to find Mr. Baugher; wished wit-ness to find out his whereabouts; don't know howlong defendant resided in Virginia.

The plaintiff'here rested the case.
The defence submitted in writing the testimony

of a witness named James Hewlitt who was sick and
unable to attend Court, to the effect that the priso-
ner had resided in the neighborhood of Baltimore
on his mother s farm for two years previous to hisgoing to Virginia to live.

The counsel then argued the case to the jury, who
rendered a verdict for the plaintiff*for 53,500.

Miss Herring, the plaintiff, was sitting in Courtwith several friends during the trial. She is appa-
rently about 20 years old, rather below the mediumheight, gracefully formed, and withal quite good
looking. She was dressed neatly in a dark silk
frock and black silk mantilla, a light summer bon-
net, a la mode, and supplied with the usual trim-mings ot a city belle. During the reading of theletters mentioned' she seemed much affected and
several times was moved to tears. The Court room
was unusually full, the young members of the barbeing present in large force, attracted doubtless by
the novelty of a breach of promise case in a Balti-more Court.

CONVENTION OF SLA VEHOLDERS.
Vesterday morning at ten o'clock, the delegates

to the Convention of Slaveholders of the State of
Maryland met at Rechabite Hall, on Fayette street
near Frederick street.

Hon. John Thompson Mason, of Washington Co.,
moved that Judge Chambers, of Kent eountv, be
called to the chair for the purpose of organizing
the Convention. Carried.

The same gentleman nominated li. G. S. Key,
Esq., of St. Mary's, Vice President, and Col. Geo.
W. Hughes, of Anne Arundel, Secretary. Roth
nominations were confirmed.

Judge Chambers stated that at an informal meet-
ing held on Tuesday night, which was attended by
a large number of the Delegates to the Convention,
he had been appointed Chairman of a Committee
to prepare a plan for the organization of the Con-
vention, and also to present some suggestions in
regard to the rules which should govern thebody.

Mr. Dennis, of Somerset, said that any sugges-
tions of that character were premature, and hehoped the list of names of the delegates would first
be called.

Jas. 1. Earle, Esq., of Queen Anne's, moved that
the present organization be declared the permanent
organization ot the Convention. Carried by accla-
mation.

Judge Chambers, in accepting the office of Presi-
dent said: He thanked the Convention for the com-
pliment paid him. He would assure them that he
was fullyaware that the responsibility which at-
tached to the position was of no ordinary charac-
ter. A large portion of the people of the State
were anxiously awaiting the result of the delibera-
tions of this body, and he hoped that their action
wouid be such as to command the confidence and
support of the people at large. The subject they
had to deal with was one of the most delicate and
difficult now arresting public attention. It was
fraught with issues of vital importance to the in-
terests of the people of the State, and should be
met and treated with the solemnity and care whicji
its magnitude demanded. Men had their peculiar
views in regard to politics and religion, and gener-
ally in every community these opinions were great-
ly diversified. He would be surprised if in this
Convention there should not be great difference of
opinion in regard to the proper course to be pur-
sued.

Knowing that the diversity willexist, he would
warn the members that they" should act with care,
and take_ no step nor adopt" any course of action
which willnot meet the approbation of those whomthey were here to represent. To conclude upon
measures which would not meet with the confidence
and support of the people of the State, would not
only fail to accomplish any good, or tend to pro-
tect the interests which they were here to consider,
but results would flow from such action which
would be injurious in the highest degree. He
therefore called upon the members of the Conven-
tion to consider well any subject or point which
they might introduce to the attention of the body.
He was to act as President of the Convention,
which lie would do to the best of his ability, and hehoped that unity of sentiment and concert or action
would pervade the body.

Judge Mason said that as Chairman of the Com-
mittee appointed at the informal meeting of the
delegates, be was instructed to recommend to the
Convention, that the rules and regulations which
govern the House of Delegates of the State be
adopted for the government of the Convention.

The suggestion was embodied in the form of a
resi lution. and adopted.

Judge Mason also stated that he had been in-
structed by the Committee to suggest to the Con-
vention that each eountv should be entitled to the
same number of representatives, or votes, in the
Convention, to which it was entitled in the Legisla-
ture of the State.

Bradley T. Johnson, Esq., proposed to amend bv
inserting, tbat all votes should be taken bv accla-
mation, but upon thecal! of anv county for a vote
by counties, the same should be taken. Adopted.

The resolution of Judge Mason, as amended, was
then adopted.

Gen. Walter Mitchell moved that John Ritchie,
Esq., of Frederick county, be appoincd AssistantSecretary. Carried.

Hon. .1. A. Pearce, of Kent county, said that he
believed that the Convention which met at Cam-
bridge, and which had issued the call for the pres-
ent Convention, was not composed exclusively of
slaveholders, but as this Convention was, and as
the question for their consideration was one of such
vast importance, he had a resolution which he
deemed it proper to present and ask for its adop-
tion. it is a question which has demanded the at-
tention, for many years, of the best minds of the
State, and there were many legislative enactments
on the statute books which bear directly upon it,
and which he had no doubt had escaped the mem-
ory, not only ot the masses generally, but also of
the legal minds ot the State. It would be neces-
sary to approach the question cautiously and treat
it with much prudence. The enactments whichhave heretofore been made should be properly con-
sidered, and the cause discovered, if possible, why
they have failed to afford the benefit which was
sought. To avoid the presentation of any matter,
therefore, which has not been fully prepared and
properly matured, he offered the following resolu-
tion :

Resolved, That a Committee on Resolutions shall
be appointed, to whom all resolutions shall be re-
ferred, and no resolution shall be entertained
which has not been reported on by said Commit-
tee.

Mr. James T. Earle moved that the committee
consist of eight persons?four from the eastern and
four from the western shore of the State. He was
under the impression that if the committee was to
consist of one from each county, it would prove too
large for the despatch of business.

Mr. Dennis, of Somerset, was in favor of one from
each county constituting the committee, as he
thought it of great importance that the sentiment
of every section of the State should be fullyex-
pressed.

Mr. Earle withdrew his motion.
A motion that the committee consist of one from

each county was adopted.
The resolution of the Hon. J. A. Pearce was then

adopted.
The President appointed Hon. J A. Pearce

chairman of the committee, and the Secretarv call-
ed the list of counties, each of which selected a
member of the committee, which consists of the fol-lowing gentlemen :

Lloyd, jr., of falbott; J. T. Earle, of
Queen Anne s; Dr. Goldsbornugh, of Caroline; C.
W. Jacobs, of Worcester; J. Dennis, of Somerset;
S. Patterson, of Dorchester; Geo. 11. Carman, of
Baltimore county; Ramsey McHenry, of Harford;
Win. B. Dorscy. of Howard; Bradley T. Johnson,
of Frederick; E. G. Kilbourn, of Anne Arundel;
A. R. Sellers, of Calvert; D. D. Pierce, of Cecil.

When Baltimore city was called there was no re-
sponse. whereupon

N. Duke, Esq., of Calvert said that, as Baltimore
citv had failed to meet file counties in convention,
and had manifested so little interest in the objects
of the Convention, he moved that the Convention
adjourn to meet in Frederick on Saturday.

This motion was greeted by the stamping of feet
and cheers.

The President decided the motion premature,
and requested the gentleman from Calvert to with-
draw it.

Bradley T. Johnson, of Frederick, arose and ex-
tended the hospitality of the city of Frederick tothe members ot the Convention, and said lie would
insure them a hearty welcome.

Beale 11. Richardson, Esq., said that although hewas not a member of the Convention, he desired to
say that the neglect of the city of Baltimore to ap-
point delegates to their Convention did not arise
from hostility to the interests which had convened
this body. Baltimore city was not quite abolition-
ized. But as the old adage has it, "what is every
body's husinsss is no body's business;" the dutv of
appointing delegates had been neglected. He Ih d
at the eleventh hour attempted to have them ap-
pointed, but he would not take the responsibility of
appointing them himself. He would say that he
was with them heart and hand, and was in favor of
any legitimate measures which would protect this
great Southern interest. [Cheers, j He hoped that
when the Convention adjourned it would adjourn to
meet in Temperance Temple, as the room thev were
then occupying was too small.

_ Mr. J. T. Karle moved that the Convention ad-journ until four o'clock in the afternoon.
The President requested the Committee on reso-

lutions to remain in the room.
AFTERNOON SESSION.

'1 he Convention met in Temperance Temple, on
Gay street, at four o'clock, Judge Chambers pre-
siding.

Hon. J. A. Pearce, Chairman of the Committeeon Resolutions, stated that although the commit-
tee had been busily engaged since the adjourn-
ment of the Convention in preparing matter for the
consideration of the body, he was compelled to ask
the indulgence of the Convention until to-morrow
at 10 o'clock, as the committee would not be able
to report until that hour.

The President stated that a delegation from Bal-timore city was present, and the names of the del-
egates would be read.

The Secretary then read the following list of del-
egates to represent this city in the Convention.?
The delegation was appointed at a meeting whichwas held in this city after the morning session of
the Convention:

L. W. Gosnell, S. D. Colburn, J. W. Luckett,
Beale H. Richardson, H. R. Robbins, James Mc-
Conkev, E. B. Dallam, John F. Richards.

The President appointed E. B. Dallam, Esq., on
the Committee of Resolutions.

N. Duke, of Calvert, said that if a general meet-
mg ol the citizens of Baltimore has been convenedand has appointed these gentlemen as delegates to
represent them in the Convention he was in favorof admitting them to seals on the floor, and was glad
that this manifestation of interest was exhibited by
the people of Baltimore, but it, on the contrary,
these gentlemen came here to represent a small
moiety of the people of the city; if they had been
nominated by a few individuals and were sent hereto represent the mass, be was utterly opposed totheir taking seats in the Convention.

The President said that there was no question
before the house, and therefore the remarks of the
gentleman from Calvert were out of order. The
question of the manner of appointing delegates tothis body had not heretofore been considered by
the ( onvention, and he deemed the question raised
in regard to the Baltimore delegation out of plaoe.
Notice had been given that this Convention would
meet in this city, hutno mode was recommended by
which delegates to it should be selected. It was a
well settled principle that when notice Has given
to parties to attend any particular call, and the
majority tailed to pay any attention to such notice,
those who presented themselves in answer to the
call were legitimately entitled to act for all. He
therefore thought that the remarks of the gentle-
man from Calvert were not pertinent. The Chair

found itself bound, however, to consider anv motion
which the gentleman might make.

Mr. Duke?-"If the appointment of this Baltimorecity delegation was only intended to destroy the
effect o' the motion, which he had made at tlie
morning session of the Convention, it would fail in
its purpose. He therefore moved that the Conven-tion adjourn to meet in the city of Frederick."
[Stamping of feet. |

The President.?"ls that motion seconded ?"

There was no reply.
The President.?"lt is not seconded, and the re-

commendation of the committee to adjourn untilto-morrow morning at ten o'clock is "before thehouse."
Dr. Risteau said he was opposed to adjournment.

He desired that the Committee should have ample
time for the consideration of maiters which would
come under their supervision, but he was in favor
of the members of the Convention expressing them-
selves freely on the subjects which would come up
for consideration, lie had attended this Convention
for the purpose of improving the condition of the
tree negro and slave population of the State. He
wanted to act carefully and charitably in consider-
ing thisquestion. He wanted the Convention to so
conduct ite deliberations, that its course of action
would stand the scrutiny of the thirty-one States
of the confederacy. He wanted free discussion andan open expression of opinion. Ho did not desire
anything inflammatory, such as often characterised
deliberative bodies, "but he wanted freedom of
thought and speech. The North would be watch-
ing these proceedings, and he did not wish to be
placed in the same category with those women ofthe North, who had flooded the national legislature
with petitions, on which an ex-Governor of Virgin-
ia had remarked "that when lovely chaste woman
becomes a devil, she is a devil incarnate." He was
here to give expression to his opinions on all the
points appertaining to the subject.

There was a general talk all over the room and
Dr. Risteau ceased speaking.

Col. Hughes, of Anne Arundel, said that he had
voted in the morning for the appointment of the
Committee, and he had every confidence in their
abilityand honesty, but the members of the Con-
vention desired to discuss certain questions and to
exchange views, and he knew of no more proper
time than the present for it. There would be dis-
cussion, and why not now ? The Committee could
not restrain the freedom ofdebate. It was imma-
terial what precautions they might take. He was
opposed to inflammatory harangues. Ho had no
desire to see the discussion over much excited, but
he thought as interchange of opinion would take
place it was proper that it take place this after-
noon. He moved that the Committee be granted
the time asked, but that the Convention do not ad-
journ.

J. T. Earlesaid that the propriety of an adjourn-
ment was most apparent. If the gentleman from
Anne Arundel (Col. Hughes) would think for a
moment, he would find that the course proposed
by the Committee would bring about the very ob-
ject he desired. lie respected that gentleman's
opinion, but was compelled to differ with him. No
good could result Irom a random discussion, and as
each gentleman would he enabled to express him-
self freely on the subjects embodied in the resolu-
tions which would be reported by the Committee,
he could not see the propriety of the discussion pro-
posed. He hoped the gentleman would withdraw
his proposition.

Col. Hughes said he was in favor of mildness, but
the questions to be considered, were calculated to
produce warmth of discussion. There were gentle-
men present who must be heard, and for the sake of
economizing time, if for no other consideration,
the discussion should be allowed to proceed. He
was opposed to incendiary discussion and hoped it
would not be indulged in, but he desired to hear the
sentiments of the different parts of the State and
the individual views of the members expressed. We
are standing on a volcano, and it is necessary that
our precise position should be understood. He had
every confidence in the committee?it was composed
of the best and most experienced men in the State,
and lie was almost compelled to say in advance that
lie would support their report. But still he believed
that the Convention would be benefited by a discus-
sion.

Mr. Ritchie, ofFrederick, said thathe was in fa-
vor of a thorough ventilation of the questions which
would arise before the Convention, and believed
that an open and candid discussion was essential
for a proper understanding of them. There may be
resolutions submitted to the committee which will" not
be reported on. The Committee is clothed with great
power, and it uiaj exclude some points which it is
necessary to discuss. He entertained mild opinions
himself, but he desired to hear the inflammatory
ones which are entertaind by other members of the
Convention. He did not believe in the policy
which became alarmed at the ghost of northern crit-
icism. The citizens of this State should not be
afraid to give tlie utmost freedom to their opin-
ions. The Committee represent comparatively
but a small proportion of the sentiment of
this Convention, and with all respect to the Com-
mittee, he did not desire an expression of the senti-
ments of the Committee, but he desired an expres-
sion of the sentiments of the people at large. There
are opinions in the Convention which the Commit-
tee will never bear, unless the mode proposed bv
the gentleman from Anne Arundel is adopted.
Free discussion was the only means by which the
sentiment of the State can be reached. He had
come here with no fixed opinions, but with a mind
open to impressions. He came from a section of
the State which suffers much from the evils in-
tended to be remedied, and desired to know the
sentiments of those who lived in other portions of
the commonwealth. He moved that the Conven-tion enter upon a free discussion, and that the
Committee on Resolutions be instructed to act on
the votes of the body on motions, as well as on
resolutions presented to the Committee by individ-
ual members.

The President said that the motion of the gen-
tleman was not in order. Ithad already been de-
cided by the Convention by a unanimous vote that
the Committee on Resolutions should present all
matter for the consideration of the Convention, and
therefore there could be uo action by the Conven-
tion until the Committee on Resolutions reported.

Marcus Duval, Esq., of Prince George's, said that
he had not been present in the morning at the
adoption of the resolution, but if he had been here,
no doubt it would have received his support. Now,
however, it was discovered that the Committee, like
the renowned Morphy, had checkmated the Con-
vention. Ifit was in order, he would move are-
consideration of the vote which passed the resolu
tion. Let the vote be reconsidered, and then let
the free discussion proceed ; and it the gentleman
from Queen Anne's (Mr. Earle) desires it, we can
sit with closed doors.

Mr. Earle ?"I said nothing of closed doors."
Mr. Duval ?"Nor would I suggest such a pro-

cedure, but that you appear afraid that the hon-
est expression of the opinion of the members
should not go forth to the world."

Mr. Earle ?Mr. President, this Convention tied
its hands this morning ; it said that for the sakeof quiet?for a proper and calm consideration of
the questions which would demand its attention,
we refer these matters to you for preparation.
\ou are our servant, and we desire you
to obey. Now, Mr. President, until the resolution
constituting this Committee is rescinded, no matter
can come up for discussion. Are the intelligent
men of Maryland to remain here and discuss noth-
ing? Are you going to waste your time and brains
in discussion from which no benefit will result??
The President cannot entertain any resolution, and
yet you seek to remain here and tight nothing. A

different course was to be expected from tlieintelii-
gence?and this Convention does embody inuchofthe
intelligence?of the State, than that itshould waste
its time and strength infutile discussion.

Col. Hughes said that he thought he could reme-
dy the objection of the gentleman from Queen
Anne's (Mr. Earle.) The Committee can be
granted the time, but the Convention can resolve
itself into a Committee of the Whole, and thenfree discussion can be indulged in. This dis-
cussion must take place, and the sooner the better.Judge Mason.?"l move that when this Conven-tion adjourn, it be until to-morrow morning at 10
0 clock.

Adopted.
[Mr. President !" from half-a-dozen voices, with

all the members of the Convention on the back seatsstanding, and a crowd standing i? front of thechair.]
Ihe President. "Order, gentlemen, order?the

Convention must come to order."
["Mr.President!" from several voices.]
Mr. Shriver.?"Mr. President, I move that this

Convention adjourn until to-morrow at 10 o'clock."[A dozen voices?"Mr. President!" and almost
every member of the Convention on their feet. ]

Judge Mason was recognized by the Chair and
said that he hoped the gentleman (Mr. Shriver)
would withdraw his motion to adjourn.

Mr. Shriver.?"l will, if the gentleman will re-
new the motion."

Judge Mason.?"l will. 1 hope the motion will
not prevail. As one of the Committee on Resolu-
tions, 1 desire to hear the sentiments of this body
expressed. There was considerable diversity ofopinion in the Committee this morning, and it' the
sentiments of the Convention were generallv
known, it would assist the Committee it its labors.
I.et the discussion proceed, and let those who are
fatigued leave, all except the President."

The President.?"l will remain."
Mr. Shriver.?"l renew my motion to adjourn."
'I he President.?"lt has been moved and second-

ed"?
["Mr.President!"?by at least fifty voices; the

members generally standing.]
'lhe President.?"Order, gentlemen, order, order,

order. Those infavor of adjourning until to-mor-
row at ten o'clock will"?

Mr. Contee, of Prince George's?"Mr. President,
is that motion debateable ?"

The President.?"No, sir."
Mr. Contee.?"Well, sir, it has been debated for

the last hour."
The President.?"l guess not. sir."
Mr. Contee.?"Yes, sir, the Committee on Reso-lutions moved to adjourn."
The President.?"The chair is thankful tobe reminded of an error, but the fact that it has

fallen into one once is no reason that it should fall
into it the second time. The motion is not debate-
able. Those in favor of it willsay 'aye.' "

[There was aloud and long-drawn "Ave."]
The President.?"Those opposed, nay."
[There was a stentorian shout ot " No."]
Ihe President " Does any gentleman call for a

division'!"
I>ivi.siori'" "division," from twenty voices.]

Ihe I resident. il those in favor of adjourningwill rise, [as the members were nearly all on their
feet, the Chair was compelled to add,) and all
others sit down."

The Secretary was ordered to count those voting
" aye," when?

Bradley T. Johnson, Esq., said "Mr. President 1
call for a vote by counties."

The Chair addressing the Secretary?"A vote is
called for by counties."

Col. Ilughes(Secretary)?"lt is utterly impossible
to call the vote by counties. We have not thenames of the delegates."

Mr. Duval?"Will Baltimore city be allowed to
vote ?"

The President?"l am informed by the Secretary
that it is impossible to call a vote bv counties. ?-
Those opposed to adjourning will rise."

The Secretary proceeded to count when,
Bradley T. Johnson, Esq., said that so longas theresolution which gave the right for the call of a

vote by counties was in effect, it was the duty ofthe Secretary to proceed with the call, lie there-
fore asked it.

[While Mr. Johnson was speaking, the Secretary
proceeded with the count, those opposed to theadjournment exclaiming audibly, "We have won,"
"Lost, &c., &c.r before the vote was announced.]

Mr. Contee (stepping towards the chair)?" Mr.1 resident, in the name ot Prince George's county
1 demand a vote by counties, and if the Secretary
cannot call it, I willgo up there and call it myself."

Col. Hughes.?"We have not the names of thedelegates and how can we call the counties'? The
gentleman from Prince George's has failed to give
us the names of his delegates, lie was in the citv
this morning but did not attend the Convention."

Mr. Contee.?"l beg the gentleman's pardon, but
he is misrepresenting me, not intentionally. Iwas present this morning and gave him the list of
delegates ot Prince George's county."

Judge Mason.?"Let the Secretary call tiie coun-ties by name, and let the delegates "decide among
themselves how the vote shall he cast."

Hie President.?"Order, gentlemen, order."?[Here the Convention was in perfect confusion. ?

Members all standing and talking together.]
The Secretary proceeded to call the counties and

in some instances there would be one vote "aye"
and one "nay," simultaneously.

After some time and the changing of the votes of
one or two counties from "nay" to "aye," the
President announced that the Convention stood ad-
journed until this morning at 10 o'clock.

THE MURDER IV ST. LOUIS.
The murder of Joseph Charless, of St. Louis, ap-

pears to be one of the most atrocious ever perpe-
trated in this country. The deceased was a gen-
tleman of estimable character, who bad given inor
tal offence to Joseph W. Thornton, his assassin, by
testifying to his prejudice when on trial for rob-
bing the Boatman's Savings Institution, of which
he was book-keeper at one time, of $20,000. The
nature of Mr. Charless' testimony is thus given in
the Demncml:

On the night of the sth April, 1855, over four
years ago, the safe of the Boatman's Savings In-stitution was robbed of between SIB,OOO and SIO,OOO,in paper money and gold. Joseph W. Thorntonkept the books of the Institution. In the safe in
which his books were nightly placed, were also de-posited the keys of the money safe. The robber hadregularly opened the locks by a proper key. Thorn-
ton was then salaried at $1,500 per annum. Soon
afterwards, his connection with the bank termina-ted.

.

He was subsequently accused, arrested, held to
bail, and indicted lor the robbery. A long period
of time was, however, permitted to claps", before
his arrest was resolved upon. Suspicion had earlvattached to him, but matters were shrewdly kept
quiet and evidence was sought lor. On the 21st ofMay, 1858, he was put upon trial in the Circuit
Court for the larceny from the safe. The case eon
tinued through Saturday, when a verdict of ac-
quittal was, after brief deliberation, returned by
the jury.

The evidence in defence consisted of testimony to
the good character of the accused. That for the
State showed circumstances rather strongly suggest-
ing the suspicion of bis guilt, but which alone wouldscarcely have justified his conviction. AfterThorn-
ton left the Institution he commenced making de-
posits in the State Bank of Missouri of from $l2O

j to $540 each, and in all amounting to about nine-
teen thousand dollars. To these deposits Joseph
Charless, President of the Bank, was a witness. His
testimony for the prosecution was to the purport
that in each deposit was a much stained, dirtv and
dilapidated bill of SSO or SIOO, appearing as if it
had been buried in the earth. On one occasion
Thornton presented a bunch of bills very much
stained, very dirty,and stuck together so tliat some
could not be separated?in all worth some $1,070.
He said he had tliein from a boatman who had acci-
dentally found them under a stump of a tree, at
which lie was trying to make fast a cable. These
bills were declined at the Bank, for the assigned
reason that they ought to be advertised, in order
that the loser might recover them. It is supposed
that because Mr. Charless gave the testimony he did
in the above case, Thornton took this method of
revenge.

Mr. Charless had just left his residence, which is
situated on the corner of Fifth street and Walnut,
and was proceeding down Market, towards his store
on Main street, when he was met by Mr. Thornton
on the south side of the street, between Third and
Fourth. Thornton, it is said, was accompanied by
another man, who has escaped. Stepping up to
Mr. Charless, Thornton addressed him in these
words:

"You are the s n of a b-?-h that swore
against my character."

Simultaneous with the utterance of the above,
Thornton drew a pistol and fired the contents of
one barrel into Mr. Charless' abdomen, which felled
him to the ground. As he attempted to rise,
Thornton discharged another barrel, the ball of
which took effect in the left side, passing through
the body and out on the right side posteriorly.?
Mr. Charless again fell, but sprang up and reeled
into the store immediately in front of which the
murder was committed, and which is occupied by
Mr. J. S. Thompson as a lace and trimming estab-
lishment.

Having thus consummated his murderous pur-
pose, the assassin coolly replaced ihe revolver in his
Docket, and began deliberately to resume his morn-
ing stroll! Several gentlemen, among them were
Mr. Thomas Andrews,Capt. Morrison, (of steamer)
and Mr. Benoit, keeper of the Leviathan Saloon,
ran to the spot, seized Thornton and demanded his
pistol. He struggled against them, and continued
his resistance until the speedy arrival of A. Mesner,
superintendent of the Market street'bus line, to
whom he at once yielded himself, and surrendered
the pistol, and promised to go with him to the po-
lice oflice. A crowd was then rapidly gathering,
from whom the surrender was evidently the only
course of safety. The prisoner placed bis arm in
Mesner's, and the two preceded the crowd up Mar-
ket and Fourth streets, on the east side of the lat-
ter. Policeman Bohannan was at that time passing
up Fourth street on the west side.

Perceiving the crowd he crossed over and inquir-
ed of Mesner and Thornton w hat was the matter.?
Thornton noticed the "star," asked it he were an
officer, and when apprised that he was, said "1 have
just shot a man. I give myself up to you; only
keep the crowd off'." Bohannan then took him in
custody, and the three proceeded down Chesnut
street to the Police office. The crowd formidably
increased, and so eagerly rushed forward that the
prisoner became alarmed, and suggested his fears
to the officer. He was conducted to the City Mar-
shal's oflice, and detained until the crowd had re-
tired, when he was taken, in charge of Captain
Kick and others, along Chesnut, Second and Wal-
nut streets, to the office of Justice Herckenrath.
He repeated that he had shot a man, and added
that he did not know if he was dead. The requi-
site affidavit was made by Capt. Kick, and tliepris-

| oner was then conducted through the alley into
Spruce street, and thence to Sixth street aiid thejail. This circuitous course enabled the officers to
elude the embarrassing presence of the increasing
crowds."

It was with the utmost difficulty that the citizenscould be restrained from lynching the murderer on
the spot. The military were called out bv the au-
thorities, and somewhat reluctantly obeyed, and all
danger nt an outbreak is at an end.

The Democrat observes that the system of indis-
criminate reprieve and pardon which the Executive
of this Statehas adopted, may be held accountable
in no remote degree for the shocking deed of yes-

terday. The death penalty is virtuallyabolished
in this tState. Sentence of death is invariably com-
muted into imprisonment; and for wilful murder

there is no adequate punishment except capital
punishment. We forbear commenting further tor

the present on thisgloomy'topic, but we willremark

that the general cry yesterday was, that the laws
as they are administered fail to protect lite.

Fanny Fern savs she once had a narrow escape
from being a minister's wife, and tells how she

would have acted in such a case. An exchange, in
commenting on the matter, says that if she had a

narrower escape than the minister, then it was fear-
ful to contemplate, indeed!
