The Herald says the late European advices, with the
exception of those by the Anglo-Saxon yesterday, having
been favorable to cotton, our market has been an improv-
ing one, and prices are @ Xc.a Ib, higher than they
were a week ago, Transactions, however, have been lim-
ited. The receipts, ns expected, continue to decline.
Last week they were 13,000 bales;against 19,000 bales same
w last year,and 9,000 bales same week 1857; ma ng the
total crop *ipt to date 3,604,000 bales against 2,042,
000 bales to same date last year, and 2.859.000 s to
same date 1857. The total export to date is 2.707.000
hales against 2,204,000 bales to same date last year, and
2,049,000 bales to same date 1857.

The Cincinnati Gazefts, of the 17th, says new diffi

culties have arisen at the West among the railroad
people :
! “The steamboat lines on Lake Erie and the Hudson
river, not having been included in the compromise, are
competing for the passenger travel by selling tickets from
Cleveland to New York at reduced rates. To meet this
the Lake Shore Railroad, we understand, reduced its fare
$1. Thislatter reduction, if persisted in, will of course be
followed by a corresponding change in the tariff of the
Pennsylvania Road.”

The Cleveland papers state that all the lines East have
reduced the fare to §12 from $13, the compromise rate.

COFFEE.—There is very little doing to-day in Coffee,
but th e market for it is nevertheless firm. The only sales
we have heard of to-day are one of 130 bags rejected Rio
at 10X cts., and one of 60 bags medium quality sound do
at 11 cts. We quote Rioat10X@Il1cts. for medium,11¥
cts, for fair, 11X@11% cts. for good, 12 cts. for prime,
Laguayra at 12@12X cts. and Java at 14X@16% cts.
The stock of Rio to-day is about 15,000 bags. but of other
descriptions the supply is very light.

FLOUR.—Flour continues inactive, and the market for
it is quite heavy. We heard on ’Change of sales of 100
bbls. Ohio Super at $7, 200 bbls Howard Street do. in lots
at §7, and of 150 bbls. choice City Mills do. also at 7 per
bbl. Both Howard Street and Ohio Super were held at
the close at §7. although there were more sellers than
buyers at this figure, but regular standard brands City
Mills do. could have been bought at $6.87X% , and possi
bly at $6.75 per bbl. Extra Floar is very dull, but we
quote it as before at &7.37%@$7.50 for Ohio, $7.75@8
for Howard Street, and $7.60@7.75 for shipping brands
City Mills.

FamiLy FLourR.—We continue to quote the Patapsco,
Reservoir and Silver Spring brands of Family Flour at
$9.25, and Extra of the same brands at $8.75; Welch's
Family at $0.25; Old Dominion do. at $8.75; and Ohio and
Howard Street do. at $8.25@8.75 per bbl.

To the New York correspondent of the Rickmond
Enquirer we are indebted for the subjoined state-
ment respecting the members of one of the largest
commercial firms in New York, viz.: Robert L. and
Alexander Stuart :

LUPINS FOR ENRICHING LAND.

In April we gave a cut of the lupin, and recom-
mended its trial on the poor light soils of the At-
lantic slope as a green manure, The London Mark
Lane Express, for April 25th, contains an article on
this subject, from an “English farmer in Belgium,”
which fully confirms all that we have said of the
value of this plant. We make a few extracts,—
—Genesee Farmer.

“In Germany there are whole districts of the
very poorest sands. For some few years past on
these soils the agriculturists, or rather the proprie-
tors of these miserable lands, have been much im-
pressed with the immense advantages to be derived
from the ‘Yellow Lupin,’ as a green crop to be
ploughed in. Tt is so effective that, where it has
been followed up, as in Pomerania, Saxony and
Brandenbourg, those estates, which before” were
worthless, now produce splendid crops of rye and
lupins, without any manure being employed but
that which arises from these crops, ’

“It is not a high-growing plant, but very leafy,
and branches much; consequently it may be drilled
thinly at eighteen inches, and hoed or not, as you
please. It is a sort of bean with aspotted skin, sown
in the spring at the rate of two bushels per acre,
and ploughed in when in full flower. The ground
may be then sown again with it, and that crop also
buried. I should say after the first frost; but in
Germany they sow ‘it after harvest, and turn it
down in the spring for rye or oats, and have thus
obtained a white crop and this ‘manure’ crop for
three or four years together on the same land.

“If it would stand our winters, it is just what we
want to occupy our stubblis from harvest to Fely-
ruary, and it is well worth trying. There are many

SUGA

There is nothing which is, just now, of more
importance in its financial reiations to the in-
terests of trade and commerce, than the position of
the Sugar Market. The highest price of this year,
in New York, was on or about the 1st of February,
when fair refining grades were quoted at T @7%
cents per pound. They have since declined until
they are now quoted at 53{@5'5c. This difference
is enormous, and the losses thus sastained have
shaken public confidence everywhere, and derang-
ed the customary order of exchangesin the Havana
trade, toan almost unprecedented extent. We
should not speak thus openly of these losses, and of
the want of confidence in "the credit of those en-
gaged in the business, and known to be large holders
of sugar, but for the cruel manner in which these
facts have already been published, and distorted,
rendering an increased publicity ina proper con-
nexion, an act of positive justice to those who have
been the greatest sufferérs. Some of the papers
here have been daily harping upon the danger of
holding “sugar paper,” until every capitalist who
can be frightened into a neglect of the signatures
he has heretofore found to be his safest investment,
has been duly warned, and the time appears to be
favorable for a fair reaction. Thus far we cannot
learn that asingle zcceptance given in this interest
has been dishonored. One of our contemporaries
startled its readers a day or two since, by the as-
sertion that ‘“‘the amount of (uban acceptances
protested by every steamer is very large;” but
this statement seemed to have been made without
care, or in a total misapprehension of the meaning
of the terms employed. Some drafts have been
protested for non-acceptance, and have gone back
to the drawers; but there is a very important dif-
ference between the refusal to become bound by an
agreement, and a violation of the agreement after
acceptance. A cautious merchant, in the highest
credit, may refuse to accept a dratt, for a variety
of reasons, either of which would fully justify his
act, but having once accepted it, a refusal to pay

becomes dishonor. The protest of a draft for non-

acceptance, where both the drawer and drawee are

perfectly solvent, may imply some misunderstand-

ing between the parties, but does not necessarily

entail any loss on the holder;—the protest of an

acceptance implies the insolvency of the acceptor,

and is altogether a different = affair from the

former.

The drafts referred to were part of them on firms
in this city (not drawn in some cases against ship-
ments of sugar,) and part of them bills drawn by a
bank at Havana on a bank in London, and sent
via New York as a remittance. In no case, as far
as we can learn, have any bills been dishonured_m-
ter acceptance, and so far as prompt payment of all
obligations can go, the credit of the leading opera-
tors has been fully maintained. We have refrain-
ed from criticising the action of the large sugar
holders, deeming their burdens sufficiently heavy
without any added weight of newspaper censure.
Nor are we at all sure tbat they deserve any re-
proof. There have been some charges of “kiting”
against a few individuals, but on the whole, the
business appears to have been conducted as honora-
bly as any class of mercantile transactions. They
may have made a mistake in holding their stocks
too long, but if the war, and its attendant financial
contraction, had not interfered at a critical mo-
ment, a large lportion of the present serious loss
would probably have been averted, although the
falling off in the Western consumption is undoubt-
edly the lndlnﬁ cause of the enormous decline.—

IMPORTANT TO ENpORSEKRS.—At the last session of
the Court of Appeals, at Utica, N. Y., a case was
decided which is of much importance to the busi-
ness community. The points made on the trial can
be gathered from the following notice of the trial :
The defendant became the second endorser of a
promissory note, made for the purpose of taking |
up three notes of the same maker, (who was insol-
vent,) but endorsed by other parties, who had been
charged by notice of non-payment—such notes be-
ing then held and owned by a bank which had dis-
counted them. The note was delivered for that
purpose to the plaintiff, who was an endorser upon

sideration for it. Held, that the obligation of the |
maker to pay the prior note was sufficient consid- |
eration as to him, and supported the undertaking |
of the defendant as an accommodation endorser.
The holder, under such circumstances, can recover |
upon the note without having taken upon the note |

prior endorsers are charged, and the holder owes |
no duty to them in that respect.
