In
Ohio, Indiana, Kentucky, Tennessee and Southern IHi-
nois. the prospects are the yield willhe up to a fair aver-
age.

Oats and hay will he short. Barley will also be short,
but the quality will lie good.

Potatoes are doing well, and the prospects are favorable
for a large crop

Fruit, such as apples, peaclie < and pears, will be short
?one half an average crop would be an outside estimate
for the central West.

The advance m (lour, consequent upon the frost excite-
ment, has been lost, and the markets, everywhere, are
much depressed.

Judge Douglas Defining his Position
WASHINGTON, June 23. ?The friends of Judge

Douglas here are in possession of the following let-
ter explaining his position on the subject of the
Presidency, and of which they have permitted a
copy to be taken for publication :

WASHINGTON, June 22, 1859.
My Dear Sir I have received your, letter, in-

quiring whether my friends are at liberty to present
my name to the Charleston Convention for the
Presidential nomination, before this question can
be finally determined, it will be necessary to under-
stand distinctly upon what issues the canvas is to be
conducted. If, as I have fullfaith they will, the
Democratic party shall determine in the Presiden-
tial election of 1860 to adhere to the principles
embodied in the compromise measures of 1850.
and ratified bv the people in the Presiden-
tial election of 1852. and rcallirmed in the Kansas
and Nebraska act of 1854, and incorporated into the
Cincinnati platform in 1856. as expounded by Mr.
Buchanan in bis letter accepting the nomination,
and approved by the people in bis election?in that
event my friends willbe at liberty to present ray
name to the Convention ifthey see proper to do so.
If, on the contrary, it shall become the policy of the
Democratic party, which 1 cannot anticipate, to re-
pudiate these their time honored principles, on
which we have accepted so many patriotic triumphs,
and inview of them,the Convention shall interpolate
into the creed of the party such new issues as the
revival of the African slave trade, or a Congress-
ional slave trade for the Territories; or the doctrine
that the Constitution of the United States either
establishes or prohibits slavery in the Territories
beyond the power of the people legally to control
it, as other property, it is due to candor to say,
that, in such an event, 1 could not accept the nom-
ination iftendered to me.

From Washington.
WASHINGTON, June 23.?The opinion among gen-

tlemen connected with the diplomatic corps is that,
although the governments of Europe not engaged
in the present hostilities are desirous of and hope
for peace, the complications are so g#t that there
is*almost an impossibility of preventing a general
war. In such an event, there is no doubt that Rus-
sia will array herself with France.

S. Calwell" is the lowest bidder for supplying the
Philadelphia Navy Yard with coal, under the ad-
vertisement of the bureau of Navy Yards and
Docks. WaUlen Porter, ofBoston, will supply the
Gosport and Brooklyn Navy Yards and the Naval
Asylum of Philadelphia; and Philander Aimes will
supply the Boston Navy Yard. All the bids for
supplying coal are unusually low, within $4 per
ton; and some as low as $3.14. These are the first
lettings under the recent law requiring coal for na-
val purposes, to be procured by contract, it having
previously been purchased by coal agents.

The bids for some of the other stores advertised
for bv the Bureau of Yards and Docks, exhibit the
fact of artful calculations with a view of securing
the awards. As one instance, writing paper is offer-
ed at several mills only a ream, the proposer being
aware that-there is comparatively hut little of it
used, while high prices are charged on other articles,
the design being to secure a lower aggregate bid
than other competitors who are not so well ac-
quainted with this particular "trick of trade," but
which is not uncommon inoffering for Government
contracts.

CITY INTELLIGENCE\
MEETING OF THE UNITED FIRE DEPARTMENT OF

BALTIMORE.?Last night the United Fire Depart-
ment of Baltimore met, John W. Davis, in the
Chair,and James Young, Secretary.

Joshua Yansant, of the Committee appointed to
enquire into the financial condition of the Depart-
ment read their report, which, after referring to
\u2666he manner in which the funds of the Department
had been raised, and the manner of disposing of
the revenue derived from the investment of the
same, gives the following exhibit of financial re-
sources of the Department at present:

its discretion, that said committee be authorized to ob

tain the advice of able counsel touching the matter, and,

if deemed necessary to the end of its dissolution, &c., to

make application to the Legislature of Maryland,at the
next session thereof, for the passage of an "enabling
act," to the end that the department may close up its
alTairs in such manner as the judgment of its represen-
tatives may suggest.

Resolved, That the committee he authorized to report to

the department the best plan for carrying out the spirit
of the resolution adopted on the 27th of July, 1857, for
the relief of the widow of the late Thomas Buckley.

Resolved , That the select board be. and it is hereby di-
rected, to suspend the distribution of benefits, except in
the case of Mrs. Buckley, until otherwise instructed.

Resolved , That the President of the department is here-
by requested to convene the same whenever the commit
tee may make a request of him to that end.

The report was unanimously adopted.

BALTIMORE, FRIDAY, JUNE 24, 1859.
MEETING IN OPPOSITION TO TIIK CLOSING OF CON-

WAY STREET. ?Last night a meeting of the proper-
ty holders and others residing on Conway and
Eutawstreets, in the vicinity of the Baltimore and
Ohio Railroad, was held in the open air, on the
corner of Conway and Eutaw streets, and was at-
tended by a large number of persons. Previous to
the organization of the meeting a crowd of men
and boys, headed by a drum and fife playing "Pop
goes tlie Weasel," marched about the streets beat-
ing up recruits. A transparency, bearing the
words "Narv Wall," "Conway street must not be
closed," and "Hold up for voir rights." was car-
ried in the line. At B'4 o'clock the body halted
in front of a stage, temporarily erected under a
lamp post, where Elisha Harrington was called
upon to preside, and Mr. Woodward to act as Sec-
retary.

John L. Thomas offered a preamble and resolu-
tions, setting forth the objections to the closing of
Conway street, and remonstrating against the sig-
nature of the Mayor being put to the bill providing
for the same.

Upon offering the resolutions. Mr. Thomas ad-
dressed the meeting at considerable length. He
recapitulated the objections already advanced
against the measure, and stated that it was not for
the public welfare and convenience that it was
sought to bo carried out; but tcyfurther the ends
of the railroad company. He said the bill had
passed the Council, under the act of the Legis-
lature of 1838. which authorized the Mayor and
City Council to close all thoroughfares, provided
it could be shown that in so doing the pub-
lic welfare and convenience were promoted; and ci-
ted as proof that the object of the act was being
frustrated the, present large and enthusiastic assem-
blage of the opposition-residents of that immediate
neighborhood, who alone could be benefitted or in-
jured. Mr. Thomas detailed the acts passed by the
Legislature for the government of the Baltimore
auu Ohio Railroad Company, and in conclusion, as-
serted that their very act of incorporation, and
which gives the Company power to lay down tracks
in the city, provides that none of the thoroughfares
shall be closed.

In answer to a call, Mr. Woods, of the First
Branch of the City Council, next addressed the
meeting. He thought it improper for a metnbf rof
the Council to interfere in the matter at so lav.e a
stage, but obeying the call of his fellow-citizens, 1."
could not but respond. He told the assembly that
when they came into a contest with the Baltimore
and Ohio Railroad it was to tight against a mighty
power, able to sweep everything before it. The
bill passed the Council, lie thought, because the
members were ofthe opinion that the city would be
benefitted. It was in opposition to his views;
he did all he could to prevent it and so
did others, but the friends of the company were too
strong. As the only remedy at present available,
he advised the meeting to go en masse to the Coun-
cil and Mayor, and urge their claim and demand
their rights. He told them to go to the Mayor to-
morrow, and in an earnest manner press the matter.
With the Mayor, he said, they could best prevail,
because with" him "the longest pole knocks down
the most persimmons." He pronounced tlie pass-
age of the bill a "great and horrible outrage upon
the rights of persons and property," and promised
that if the Mayor did not veto the bill, he would
bring the matter up in Council again next ses-
sion.

Mr. Bain, of the First Branch, answered a call in
a few remarks, and after the appointment of a com-
mittee of five to present the preamble and resolu-
tions (which were adopted) to the Mayor, the
meeting dispersed.

THE COHN EXCHANGE Bcn.ntNO, ?The Building
Committee of the Corn and Flour Exchange Asso-
ciation have adopted a design for their proposed
Building, on the corner of South and Wood streets.
The plan is by J. C. Neilson, and is designed with
a view to convenience, ventilation, and light. The
building will have two floors, the ground floor be-
ing divided into stores and offices. The second
floor will contain the Exchange Hall, which will
measure 100 by 50 feet, giving ample room for all
the purposes of the Association. There willalso be
on the same floor, a reading room, and President's
room, together with other necessary conveniences.
The Hall willbe lighted by windows and skylights.
The entrances will be from the centre of the South
street front, and the northern extreniitv of the
Bowlv's wharf front, both approaches being pro-
tected bv double doors, and made easy by wide
flights of steps. The lower story will be of cast
iron, with ornamental pilasters and briek cornice.
The second story, which with the cornice raises the
building to a considerable height, will be of fine
pressed brick, with wide pilasters, hand courses,
and arched windows. The erection of the building,
will be under the superintendence of the architect,
.1. C. Neilson. The demolition of the buildings at
present occupying the site of the proposed erectionwill be commenced as soon as the occupants can re-
move. and the new building pressed forward to a
speedy completion. It willfront 52 feet on South
street, and the same on Bowly's wharf, and will
have a depth along Wood street of 140 feet.

ATTEMPT TO MURDER. ?On Wednesday afternoon
a party of three men, who had been standing for
some time on the corner of Rhine alley and Popple-
ton street, passed the bouse of Henry Mentz, near
that place, and two of them fired pistols through
the open door. The bullets passed above the head
of Mr. Mentz, and lodged in the wall a few inches
from the place where he was sitting. Officers
Brown, Stinehcoinb and Hearing, soon after arrest-
ed two of the men. named Wm. Purper and Michael
Oun, on the charge of shooting at Mr. Mentz, with
intent tokill. esterdav afternoon an examination
was held before Justice Elisor, when Mentz testified
that the persons who tired into the door did so with
intent to kill him ; that he was sitting in a line
with the door, and the bullets passed but a few
inches above his head, but that the whole affair
passed so quickly that he could not positively swear
who fired ; that there were either two pistols or two
barrels of a revolver fired; and that he would not
swear positively that either of the prisoners were in
the party, but" that he thought Purper was one
of them. Justice Ensor thought there was no evi-
dence against (iun, and but. little against the other
prisoner; however, on the promise of Mentz to
bring additional testimony, Purper was held for a
further hearing. Gun was discharged.

STARRING AFFRAY.? On Wednesday afternoon an
altercation occurred in Meyer's lager beer saloon,
on Paca street, near Franklin, between two men
named Frederick Schaft'er and Adam Steiehel. in
whicli the latter was badly beaten and stabbed.?
Schaflfer, it is said, was formerly a tenant of Stei-
ehel, and meeting him at Meyer's, a dispute arose
about rent. After a few words Schaft'er struck
Steiehel in the face. The blow was returned and a
figlitensued, but Sehaffer soon got the better of his
opponent and beat him severely about the head and
face. He also drew a knife and cut him in the
groin, inflicting a wound four inches deep. Steiehel
was also cut in two places in the thigh. As soon as
he could do so the wounded man went to Justice
Carl's office and procured the arrest of Schafter.
While the examination was going on, Steiehel be
came so much exhausted from the loss of blood that
it was found necessary to summon a phvsieian to
his aid. and yesterday morning his condition had
become so serious as to be deemed critical. Justice
Carl refused to admit Schaft'er to bail, and commit-
ted him for Court.

ARREST OK AN INCENDIARY.? Yesterday afternoon
officer Joseph Batcheior arrested a man named
James Maley on the charge of setting fire to an
unoccupied dwelling on the corner of Low and
Chestnut streets. The officer was standing at the
door of the house, on Chestnut street, when he
heard a person walking inside. He went to the
door and endeavored to get in. On walking past
the window of the house on Low street he observ-
ed llames issuing nut of a cupboard, and he imme-
diately kicked in the door and put out the fire, af-
ter which he went up stairs ami there found the
prisoner.

ELEPHANT HUNTING IN AFRICA.

Two letters have been received from Mr. Charles
John Andersson, the African traveler. In the first,
which is dated "August 30, 1858," he savs :

"I encountered a very considerable number of
elephants, but unfortunately chiefly cows withtheir
young, which are both dangerous and unprofitable.

1 have had some perilous adventures with these an-
imals, and have been taught some severe lessons,
which T sin not likelv to forget, and, if I have not
got a great deal of ivory, 1 have gained a great
deal of experience and some interesting insight, into
the natural history of the African elephant. How-
ever, besides some female elephants, I have killed
several truly noble bulls.

"The more I see of these stupendous animals the
more lam surprised. I should very much like to
know the real strength of a full grown male; it
must be something almost incredible. Nothing
gives a person a better idea of their stupendous
powers than a dav's walk through one of their
favorite haunts. There may be seen whole tracts
of forest laid prostrate, and such trees sometimes 1
The trees, which are for the most part of a brittle
nature, are usually broken short oil' by the beasts;
hut when they meet with a tree that seems to them
too tough to snap at once, up it goes root and all.
Ifthey.can do this in mere play, or for the sake
of feeding on the branches, &e., of the prostrate
trees, what will they not effect in a paroxysm of
rage ?

i ne otneruay, alter very many hours latiguing

'tracking,' I was closing with a very large Iroop of
elephants, consisting chiefly of females, when to uiy
left I suddenly espied another troop of what I took
to he males. lat once left the first troop and pro-
ceeded to attack the second. I 'stalked' unper-
ceiv.ed to within twenty-five paces of the herd,
when to my annoyance 1 found that thev also were
mostly cows and calves. There were, however, a
couple of fine bulls among them?one evidently
acting the part of paterfamilias to the herd; this
beast's position was unfavorable, and I was wait-
ing for him to present a better mark, when sudden-
ly they all made oft". As they were disappearing
in the brushwood 1 fired at one of the hindermnst
?a male, as I imagined. In an instant the herd
wheeled about, and with a terrific rush came crash-
ing througn the hushes nearly in a direct line to-
wards me; but after running for about CO or 70
pares they stopped short, evidently disappointed at
not finding the enemy. I felt very much inclined
to take to my heels, but a moment's reflection con-
vinced lite that safety lay onlv in keeping close; and
it was well 1 did so, for in a few moments the pater-
familias made an oblique rush through the jungle
with such force as actually to send a whole tree
that lie had uprooted in his headlong course spin-
ning in the air. A huge branch remained fixed to
one ol his tusks. His head he carried aloft, hishuge ears were spread to the full, while with his
trunk he sniffed the air impatiently. In this posi-
tion, and when within less than a dozen paces of
me, he remained, I should say, about half a minute.
1 think it was the most striking and thrilling sport-
ing scene that I ever saw; my assailant looked the
very picture of grandeur and rage.

"Ihave had several other interesting encounters
with elephants, hut have no time for particulars.?
At present these animals have all left my neigh-
borhood, but I hope to find thein again ahead of
me, and to do some execution among them.

"1 use a heavy rifle, carrying a conical steel-
pointed bullet (three to the pound,) and 10 to 12
drachms of the best English rifle powder. With
this charge I sometimes send the ball clean
through an elephant. Once I fired at a huge cow,
the bullet entered her hind quarters, and obliquely
traversing the entire length of her body passed out
at the shoulder ! The only objection 1 have to the
gun is that its kicks frightfully, and I dare not now
fire it without previously placing a thick wad on
mv shoulder. It is hv Powell, the maker of my old
rifle, mentioned in Lake Nyami, with which I killed
a vast quantity of game.

"Besides elephants, I have also shot many giraffes,
elands, gnoos, hartebeests, koodoos, and indeed,
bad 1 wished to kill merely for killing's sake, 1
might have shown a first-rate "bag;" hut 1 make
a point of not destroying unless absolutely in want
of meat to feed either my own party or the hun-
dreds of poor wretches constantly following in my
track.

Mr. Andersson's second letter is dated, "The In-
terior, Lake Ouianboude, (en route It. Cunene), Oc-
tober 28, 1858." He says :

"You will perceive this letter is dated Otnan-
boude, the spot where Mr. Galton's magnificent
lake proved to be a mere dried up 'vlev.' It is
now, however, something better, lor the water,
notwithstanding the lateness and dryness of the
season, is about four and a half miles?a large ex-
panse of water for this miserable country. It is not
a lake, moreover, nor even a 'tarn,' but may not
inappropriately be termed an immense marsh.?
There is no hippopotami in it, however, though
plenty ofroom for a score or two.

"Hut elephants until quite late have largely re-
sorted here, and with some considerable danger,
fatigue and patience, I have succeeded in 'bagging'
a number of splendid bulls, some of which carried
magnificent tusks. 1 have had the most extraordi-
nary run of bad luck as well as of good luck. At
first I lost every elephant that I fired at, but all at
once the tables were turned in my favor, and I
have lately killed eight bulls without losing a sin-
gle one. The other day, indeed, I brought down
two at two successive shots.

"But elephant-hunting on foot at this hot season
of the year is tremendous work. It is rarely that
1 can succeed in tracking, stalking and killingmy
elephant, and return to camp in less than ten hours,
and more frequently it takes me 12, 14, or even 16
hours to accomplish the feat. Of course, it would
be nothing in a temperate climate; but here, where
the air is like the draught of a strongly heated
furnace, it is most trying to the constitution. So
severe is the labor, indeed, that I am obliged to
divide tny native attendants into two sets, making
use of one set the one day, and the other, the next.

"Elephant-hunting on foot is also exceedingly
dangerous work. The fact is, every time I go in
search of these animals, I consider my life in peril.
It was only a few days ago, that I was suddenly
and unexpectedly charged by an elephant, and that
by one not previously wounded. Before I was
aware of the brute he was so close upon me that I
found escape by running impossible. Poor Wahl-
berg's sad fate Hashed across mv mind. However,
as good luck would have it, 1 broke one ot his fore
legs, which at once brought him to his head. He
was not over three times the length of tny rifle

from nte when tie thus fell. But this is only one of
many hair-breadth escapes that might be mentioned.

"I have also had some dangerous encounters
with other animals. One fine moonlight night,
while watching for elephants, I encountered a
troop of lions, and without any kind of molestation
on tny part was suddenly attacked bv the leader, a
magnificent male. Fortunately a well directed bul-
let from mv elephant rifle put him at once hnri de
eomhat. The next morning 1 finished him under
very exciting circumstances. It so happened that
my party was accompanied by a large trading car-
avan, composed of Damarras, destined for Oram-
boland, and as the scene occurred in full view of
my camp, nearly the whole of the people were in
at the death of the lion. More than 200- javelins
were poised in the air at the same moment, ready
to strike the prostrate beast, while a dozen dogs
were desperately tearing awav at him. The lion
defended himself bravely, and in his death strug-
gles severely wounded three of my best dogs. It
was a most imposing scene.

ACClDENT. ?Yesterday afternoon while the stage
for the accommodation of the speakers at the meet-
ing of property holders, on the corner of Conway
and Eutaw streets was being erected, one of the
planks slipped and fell upon the head of a little son
of Mr. John Sheckles. The child was knocked
senseless for a time, and its skull badly fractured.
One of the workmen conveyed it to the residence of
its parents on Little Paca street.

THE WINANS STEAMER. ?With the aid of the
steam fire engines, Nos. 1 and 2, the quantity of
water, which continually poured into the submer-
ged portion of the Winans steamer, was so far di-
minished, by 12 o'clock on Wednesday night, that
it was raised again to the surface of the river.?
Yesterday morning she was afloat and in as good
condition as ever; with the exception of a Tittle
mud in the submerged part no damage wa3 done.
Her machinery is pronounced to be in perfect
order.

Mr. Whitney called the attention of the Court to
the case of Samuel Klepstein, charged with at-
tempting to pass a forged check of S9OO upon the
Hank of Commerce, and desired that the Court
would not take any bail until the Grand Jury had
acted upon it.

WASHINGTON, June 22. ?The Administration have

not yet determined the form of the circular to be
sent to our Ministers abroad concerning the rights
of neutrals. A draft had been prepared, and is now
before the President. The Department of State
maintains that free ships make free goods, which
the Paris Conference substantially admitted, con-
cerning contraband goods, and it is insisted that
arms and munitions of war only are properly inclu-
ded. It is hold that relaxation cannot be made by bel-
ligerents for the benefit of one Power to the exclu-
sion of others, and we therefore are entitled to any
advantage conceded to England.

Regarding blockades, it is contended that the
proper definition is the regular investment of a
fortified place for its reduction and not a simple
paper proclamation. These are the general views,
nut may he enlarged or modified. It will not he
issued in the shape of instructions, but for informa-
tion.

The statement that a treaty is expected from Mr.

EUROPEAN NEWS.
[From the. New YorkEvening Post.]

THE EVACUATION OK PAVIA.
An item, and by no means an unimportant one,

in the recent exciting foreign news, announces that
the Austrians, in their general retreat before the
advancing armies of the allies, have 'evacuated the
ancient city of Pavia, which they have occupied for
many years. This city lies on the very frontier of
the Austrian possessions in Loinbardy, and is separ-
ated from the Sardinian territory by the river Ti-
cino. A remarkable bridge of seven arches, and one
of the most singular relics of the fourteenth century,
crosses the stream at this point, and is flanked on
either end by the Austrian and Sardinian Custom-
houses. This bridge, built of stone and brick, is
three hundred feet in length, and is covered with a
roof supported by one hundred granite columns.?
Like many of the mediteyal structures of Italy, it
was built at the period when the cities of what are
now known as Lombardv and Tuscany were free re-
publics, and when Pavia was under that form of gov-
ernment.

Pavia. once rejoicing in the sonoroustitle of "The
City of the Hundred Towers," is at the present
time a grand and venerable city, bearing inits wide
streets,its numerous places and its ruined castles,
where Lombard kings once held their medioeval
courts, all the marks of magnificent decay. The
population is somewhere near thirty thousand. In
the classic times the place was known as Ticinum,
and under Augustus was a city of considerble im-
portance. During the Gothic dominion in Italy the
name was changed to Papia, and then to Pavia. It
was in more recent times a wealthy city, and at
one period contained no less than forty-six convents.
Like every Italian town of any importance. Pavia
has often felt the shock of war. and has suffered sev-
eral sieges; the most important of these battles took
place in its immediate vicinity on the 24th of Feb-
ruary. 1525, between the French under Francis the
I. and the Imperialists. The French were then in-
vading Italy, and had laid siege to Pavia, which
was gallantly defended by Antony de Leyva. A
large force under Lannov, Viceroy of Naples, hast-
ened to the relief of the besieged town and engaged
the besiegers in battle. The result of this conflict
was the total defeat of the French anil the dispers-
ing of their army, while'the King Francis I.and
Henry King of Navarre were taken prisoners, ma-
ny officers slain, and ten thousand privates left dead
on the field. Itwas thought probable that the
French would again besiege Pavia ere long, but the
quiet retirement of the Austrians has spared them
the trouble.

Of late years Pavia has been attractive to tourists
on account of the celebrated Certnsa or Charter-
house, probably the most luxurious convent that
ever existed, even in Italy. It was designed for a
limited number of wealthy monks, who lived there
in great splendor until the convent was suppressed
by Joseph 11., who appears to have served the mo-
nasteries of ltalv very much as Henry VIII., did
those of England. A singular and suggestive fea-
ture of this splendid structure is the mausoleum,
built to receive the remains of the founder of the
convent, Giovanni Viseonti, Duke of Milan, who
died in 1402. The mausoleum, however, took one
hundred and sixtv years for its completion, and
then the body of Viseonti could not be found, the
place where his remains had been temporarily de-
posited being forgotten. So his gorgeous tomb still
awaits its princely occupant.

To scholars Pavia is chieflv interesting for its cel-
ebrated University, founded by Charlemange, rising
to the first rank inthe middle ages, and still retain-
ing a high position. The students of the Universi-
ty have always taken a prominent part in the pop-
ular uprisings of the people against foreign domi-
nation, and at the commencement of the present
troubles in Italy manifested a spirit that induced the
Austrian authorities to suspend the course of studies
and expel many of the students. There are other
private universities in the city, endowed and sup-
ported by wealthy families of the nobility, anil, as
in every Italian town, a number of curious church-
es. The chief manufactures are of silk, and the
place serves as a depot whence the agricultural pro-
ducts of the adjacent districts are forwarded to the
larger market of Milan, from which it is but nine-
teen miles distant in a southwesterly direction. At
the last Lombard revolution Pavia was held bv the
Austrians, and it was while Charles Albert was
marching to seize the place that he was intercepted
by their troops and forced into the disastrous con-
flict so well known as the Battle of Novara. Among
the celebrated men connected with Pavia may be
mentioned Boetius and St. Augustine, who died
there, and Pope John XIV.,who was a native of
the place. The enlightened Lombard King Luit-
prand. a great admirer ofBoetius, was also buried
in a church in that city, that has since been turned
into a stable. Vallery gives the following account
of his visit to the royal tomb:

"The United States vessels Wabash and Macedn-
J nian have left Civita Vecchial'or Naples.

"Before leaving this a very painful scene is re-
lated to have occured: A young girl one dav asked
a sailor which was the deepest part of the port, and
immediately afterwards going towards itthrew her-
self in and disappeard. She was saved, however,
by those standing around. She appears to have
been a young American residing in Palermo, and
had fled with some man to Civita Veccbia. On ar-
riving there her seducer, having shut her up in a
hotel, abandoned her.

"Every assistance was given her by the authori-
ties, and the delegate sent her on to Rome by a spe-
cial train. The arrival ofa train with three per-
sons only?the girl and her two conductors?put the
whole diplomatic world in confusion, who were anx-
ious toknow who was the mysterious arrival, and
curiosity was not satisfied until the despatch ofthe
delegate detailing the incidents of the affair was
shown."

THE BRAVERY OF THE TURCOS.

A letter from Novara of the sth, in the Steele, re-
ferring to the combat at Turbigo, savs:

"I know not whether the Turcos had forgotten
their cartridges, or whether, as on leaving Genoa,
they threw them into the river as a useless encum-
brance, but they rushed towards the cannon with-
out firing a shot. An oliicer who was present at
the affair states that he never witnessed such anextraordinary sight. At tlie sound of the bugle
the Turcos spread about in all directions, threw
themselves Tin the ground, and advanced by bounds
more like tigers than men. At every leap they
raised a shrill cry which drowned the sound of the
artillery. They had scarcely advanced half way
when the artillerymen, seeing what they imagined
to be black monsters approaching under a fire of j
grape, detached their horses and rode off The
Turcos, furious at seeing a part of their pray es-
cape them, redoubled their ardour and fell like
lightning on the guns. They killed the gunners,
massacred those within reach of their bayonets, |
and returned at double quick time with the seven (
guns which they had taken. The Emperor was
present at this feat of arms, which forms the pen-
dant to thai of Palestro. Strange to sav they had
only ten men killed and a few wounded. ,v

THE BATTLE OP MAUKNTA.NOVARA, June 4. ?The retreat of the Austrian

army, to call it nothing more, continues to be the
subject of all conversation here; it is talked about
as well in the parlors of the headquarters as under
the leafy shelters which the soldiers put up at
the expense of the neighboring trees. What has
become of the enemy? where shall we find them?

"The deuce!" said a Zouave who was cooking his
soup yesterday in the edge of a grove, "it was a
snowball; it melted by lire!"

Without lullv accepting this rather imaginative
explanation, it is difficult to comprehend how the
army offered so littleresistance.

Is it the result of a plan? is it the effect of demor-
alization? We do not know, but we must soon
know*.

Very strange incidents are told, which make oneask what has become of the Hungarian regiments
and these famous battalions of the militarycolonies,
and these bands of Croats who used to rush shout-
ing to the charge?

At the time of the forward movement of -the 31stthe divisions Lilia and Jcllachich did not count less
than 20,000 men. They were covered bv a deep
canal, protected bv a height, and defended bv a
battery which had been admirably placed. And
three battalions of Zouaves took everything, over-
whelmed them all.

"A\ e can't understand it," said a major, takenprisoner to-dav; "we were sure that our position
was impregnable. When we saw these men run up
toward these guns, sweeping them with grape, leap
into the canal, climb the bank, and then charge
upon us without firing a shot, our battalions trem-
bled like a flock of sheep assaulted bv a wolf.?Nothing controlled them?neither orders northreats; they ran. And still these soldiers are brave
and well disciplined. They would stand all day un-
der fire without flinching; "but this sort of attack?-
this beginning with the bayonet?terrifies them. AsI said. 1 don't understand it at all."

At this same battle on the 31st, soldiers were seen
to fall on their knees with the muzzles of their
muskets on the ground, and to remain there us if
paralyzed.

In the melee a Zouave (I see him still, his long
heard thick with blood) received a feeble bavonetstroke, which tore his cheek. He looked at his ad
versarv and shrugged his shoulders.

"Imbecile!" savs he, "is that the wav to make a
thrust with the bayonet? Hold on; I'll show you
how it* done I"

And he buried this terrible weapon to the hilt in
the body of the Austrian.

W hat can you do against such men ?

One thing, which si ill continues to be surprising,
is the extreme youth ofthe soldiers whom we take
prisoners. Most of them are only 16, 17, 18 years
old. This youth may partially explain the wav in
which these poor soldiers give themselves up.

A corporal who was bringing infive prisoners to
the bivouac, pushes them toward his captain.

"Take them, Captain," said he, "here are live of
them. Ihe business is getting irksome; I was not
made to drive lambs."

respect for that illustrious man. The coffin of the
great king was supported byfour small marble col-
umns; his statue, in royal robes, was placed above.
The decision of the Council of Trent caused the cof-
fin to be taken down, as it was then decreed that
the burial-place of saints only should be .above the
surface ol the earth. The ashes of Luitprand were
deposited at the foot of a pilaster in the choir.?
The original epitaph, which told of his piety and
valor, the wisdom of his laws, his conquest "of the
Roman state, and his victories over the Saracens in
France, the taking of Ilavenna. Spoleto and Bene-
vento?ail these signs of glory had disappeared,
and nothing was left oil his fallen tomb hut tbe
words 'Here are the bones of King Luitprand.'?
This simple inscription was one day destined to be
itself ignobly smothered over with trusses of bay.
and 1 sought it in vain."

Among the most wealthy and ancient families of
Pavia is that of Malaspina. into which the favorite
prima donna Gazzaniga. herself a native of the
neighboring town of Voghera, married, and from
which she has her title of Countess of Malaspina.?
The Marquis Ludovico Malaspina. who died in 1835,
erected an elegant museum, dedicated to the fine
arts, and containing a valuable collection of prints,
paintings and antiquities, that is to strangers one
ofthe chief attractions of the city.

Pavia is not possessed of great military strength.
It is surrounded by a wall, but the fortifications are
somewhat dilapidated, and notwithstanding the re-
cent repairs, the place could not sustain a protract-
ed seige. Indeed, the almost unexpected evacua-
tion of Pavia by the Austrians proves that they
placed very little reliance in its means ofdefences,
especially when the besieged citizens would have
sympathized with the besieged, and probably, like
the Milanese, gladly welcomed Victor Emmanuel
within their walls, hail he presented himself out-
side of thein.

THE BATTER OP MAGENTA, BY AN ACTOR IN IT.
The following letter, the first directly coming

from the battle-field of Magenta, and written the
morning after by an officer who took part in the hat-
tie, is published inthe Pa>/. The writernaturally
only describes what he witnessed himself, and gives
no idea of the general character of the engagement,
but from what he says it will bo seen that the con-
flict must have been of a most desperate description:

"BATTLE FIELD OF MAGENTA, J
"June 5, Four Morning, j

"I hasten to inform you that in the great victory
which the French arms have gained at this place I
have escaped without a scratch, although I was in
the very midst ofthe fight, from one in the after-
noon to half past nine in the evening, in eompanv
with mv brave comrades, the Zouaves of the Guard.
On the 2d, the Voltigeurs of that arm had received
orders to advance to the Ticino and cross the river
below Buffalora, on the left of Turbigo, to support
General de McMahon's corps. The next day, the
first brigade of infantry of the Guard (Zouaves and
Grenadiers),commanded bv General Clerc, received
orders to encamp at Trecate, on the Milan road; and
on the 4th, early in the morning, the brigade re-
ceived orders to cross the Ticino and advance on Ma-
genta. On arriving at the banks of the river we
saw the Emperor, who, alter reaching Novara, had
transferred his headquarters to the bridge itself over
the Ticino. In the distance, on the left bank, were
to be seen clouds of smoke, accompanied by the
thunder of cannon at intervals.

When we reached the bridge, the troops were or-
dered immediately to put down their liavresacks,
and advance rapidly to the right of the road to Ma-
genta, in order to attack a redoubt in earthwork
which the Austrians had etablished to sweep the
bridge of the Ticino and the road to Milan. The
brigade was divided into two columns. That of the
3d Grenadiers was designated to form the first col-
umn of the attack, and the first three companies of
the Ist battalion of the Zouaves of the Guard were
to support the movement. I formed part of these
companies. We had to cross vast open meadows
where the enemv could sweep us with grape. When
the word was given the column dashed forward at
fullspeed, and illa few minutes after the Grenadiers
and Zouaves were climbing up the redoubt, which
we took with the cry of'Vive l'Enipereur!' The
movement was so sudden that the enemy had scarce-
ly time to fire their guns. The Austrians, driven
from the redoubt, returned immediately after, with
a great accession of force, to attack us in it. We
were about two hundred Zouaves, and. in spite of
our small number, we made four successive sorties,
crying to each other, 'Use the bayonet!' Each time
the enemy were forced to retire with considerable
loss. We were not really ono to ten, but we made
upby the dash and rapidity of our attacks for our
want ofnumber!?.

In the course of the four sorties we had unfortu-
nately lost a considerable portion of our force, and
at last we were unable to continue the offensive
with any hope of success. The Austrians, seeing
that we were not supported, returned to the charge
a tifth tiuie. and as their numbers were enormous
we were obliged to retire in our turn. We with-
drew in good order beyond the railway bridge and
a deep canal. There, being for the moment secure
from attack, I caused my men to take a little rest,
which they much wanted, for during three hours
they had been engaged. We soon after received
the support of a division of Marshal Canrobert's
corps, arriving in all haste from Noyara, and of a
brigade of General de McMahon, which had passed
the Ticino at Turbigo. With these reinforcements
our troops assumed the offensive, and regained all
the positions which we had previously occupied.?
Towards six o'clock I had just proceeded with
my company to the bridge of the canal, where
the headquarters of General Regnault de St.
Jean il'Angely were established, when a strong
column of the Austrians attacked our right flank

And lie goes oil' furious.
For the whole day after the 31st, these poor fel- |

lows shivering, and not daring to move, were gath-
ered up in the rice fields. Otherwise, they behave !
like angels.

Allthis, perhaps, will change before the famous
quadrangle.

Yesterday cannon growled occasionally. A walk
toward the Ticino allowed us to hear itdistinctly,
but the detonations were slow. The Austrian army
has this habit of shooting on a retreat, perhaps to
enliven their march. Ho, too, when thev perceive
a squadron on guard, they send three or four balls,
which killa few vines and would two or three mul-
berry trees, and that is all.

I believe that is what thev call securing their re-
treat.

Then there are alarms every day. Day before
yesterday the s'2d of the line, which is encamped a
mile from Xovara, was suddenly, in broad day,
startled by the crv, "To arms!'' The regiment,
who were taking their soup, ran to their arms, and
formed in line. They were very lightlyclad. An
Austrian reconnoiteiing party, 1,00(1 strong, was
taking a promenade near by. A hundred musket
shots, which hurt nobody, were exchanged, the
Austrians retired, and our soldiery returned to
their coppers.

Ifyou willallow me, we will profit by the little
breathing spaces which war gives us to visit Xovara
and its environs.

Thev-sav that the town is staid and quiet in ordi-
nary times; I doubt, then, ifits inhabitants know it;
there is such a racket there that you cannot hear
yourself. The pretty women of the place profit by
this occasion to show themselves inlittle silk or cal-
ico dresses, well stretched over cages which make
them like bells, and walk everywhere in this pleas-
ant fashion. Shop girls and marquises will vow to

you on their souls that they are iu the last l'aris
mode. We must allow them this allusion.

The glacis of some old bastions, which make a
semblance of defending the town front the Vercelli
side, are planted with line chestnut trees, under
which they go out to take the air. It is an elegant
promenade.

We have an immense prospect here over the coun-
try. which stretches its interminable plains even to
the Alps. Nothing can be more fresh and green;
nothing more charming to the eve; but nothing,
too, can he more deceptive than this view.

You cannot take a walk in this country. Abomi-
nable 1 ice-fields, not less productive than unhealthy,
there show their parallelograms and their triangles
covered with water, and if you do not borrow a pair
of stilts from some of the country people, it would
be dangerous to risk yourself in these bathing geo-
metrical figures. A light rain changes the cross-
roads into canals, and one finds at the end of every
field a stream in which a hedge is growing.

Steeple-chases could never have been iuvented in
the Lomellina.

Those clever regiments which, on the strength
of the appearance of the country, had pitched their
tents in a prairie, have discovered at midnight that
they were bivouacing in a marsh. Their beds of
grass were drowned, and the poor fellows were
sleeping in a hatli.

1 liave rambled from hill to hill and from path to
path, over the whole country where the unfortu-
nate Charles Alfred found his fate. Here, near this
farm, inthe plain where, at the head of 300 caval-
ry, he sustained the attack of the Austrian army,
and was cut out of the melee by a charge of tire
Alcssandrian light horse.

Here is the road by which he retired after having
done all that the courage of a soldier and the
foresight of a chief could do. But lam not well
enough versed in strategy to give vou the topo-
graphic history of the sad fields of finvara. Pied-
mont has worn mourning ten years for that day.?
New days, glorious days, shall make her forget it.

The BGtli and 52d were camping in these same
fields with a numerous artillery and some cavalry.
While the smoke is rising from a thousand little
improvised kitchens, dexterous voltigeurs are gath-
ering dessert for their companies, from the
neighboring chcrt'V trees.

Oranges are curiosities in Xovara, and they will
give you ten baskets of strawberries for one citron.
That is explained by the rupture of communication
by railroad with Genoa. And, appropos of this, it
seems as though the Austrians had tried to see who
could break the rails into the smallest bits. Many
are not even bits, nor fragments; they are almost
filings. There is a work which was done conscien-
tiously, and which must have drawn largely no less
upon the time than upon the patience of Count
Gyulai's army.

If there are no citrons?and that makes us trem-
ble at the approach of summer?there is just as lit-
tle gas, all because there is no coal. Lively anil
severe as has been the enthusiasm of the Novarese,
the illumination of the town was done entirely with
candles. These same candles, too, light the city;
they burn on the tips of the humiliated gas burn-
ers.

?which they wanted to turn?supporting their |
forces on a village, the name of which I am igno-
rant of, but which the Austrians held. 1 received
order to advance on the village to neutralise the
movement of attack. We advanced with vigor, and
in ten minutes the village was in our power. But
soon after, we were-attacked in our turn bv consid-
erable masses, and forced to give way. Three bat-
talions of infantryof the line were sent to our aid,
fortunately for us, as we were borne down by num-
bers. We then resumed the offensive, and a desper-
ate tightensued. At last, the Austrians, driven
from street to street and from house to house, began
to separate: we redoubled our efforts, and after a
hundred hand to hand encounters, succeeded indriv-
ing the opposing column as far as the canal, where
a greatpumber met their death. It was then half-
past nine. All the positions of the enemy were
taken, and their army in fullroute towards Pavia
and Piacenza. I could write vou whole pages, had
1 time, concerning this great battle, in which the
Zonavesof the Guard sustained mostadmirably their
high reputation. I must, however, draw to a close.
\\ e returned to get our havrcsacks at the bridge of
the Ticino, and we then went and bivouaced on the
field of battle. It was only at night that we could
reckon up ina rough way our losses. My chief-de-
battalion had his leg fractured, and in my company
twenty-four men were killed or wounded. In the
whole regiment 250 rank and file are either killed or
woundeel, and nine officers, one being killed. We
lit immense tires during the night,round which we
slept as only men can sleep after such exertion. We
had coffee and plenty of provisions. It was only
about four in the evening that the reinforce-
ments come up, and they have been arriving ever
since." |

You see Garibaldi there on horseback
iuall attitudes.

The shopmen of Novara have a very peculiar un-
derstanding of commerce. Thev have a horror of
making a sale, and use great address and persever-
ance in sending off purchasers, it is only in sell-
defence that they show you the article you want,

and if, after having examined it, you hesitate about
buying it, they demonstrate to you with the most
engaging smiles that you have really no need ot it.

It is quite necessary that one of these men should
be put in some collection of cariosities. The species
must soon he lost.

The country women here wear a kind of wooden
patten, cut in the form of Turkish slippers, with
this difference, that they have high heels. The cavi- ,
tv in which the toes are held, is made of woollen or .
velvet. This style of chausseur has its elegance.
The trouble about it is, that it is impossible to wear
them until after long practice. When the village
women would walk fast, they take off their pattens
and shoe their hands with them.

You willsoon see a cargo of them at l'aris. The
officers have laid in a stock of them for their ac-
quaintances. It is a souvenir which has a local
coloring.

The Bhoe-dealers are very much disconcerted to
see so many bought.

They were too much in a hurry to blow up two
arches. The Austriaus have not the reputation of
doing things so badly.

\Ve are assured that the heads of the French col-umns might last evening have sent their videttesinto the suburbs of the capital ofl.onibnrdy, but theEmperor is reserving the honor of being the first to
enter it for the King of Sardinia. So our troops
are forbidden to send in a patrol or even a senti-
nel.

A victory marks the 4th of June. Yesterday to-
ward 11 o'clock a division of the Grenadiers of the
Guard met, at San Martino, a corps of 40.00(1 or
50.000 Austrians. who were massed in a strong po-
sition, defended by field works.

The engagement was terrible. For more than two
hours the three Regiments of Grenadiers and one
Regiment of Zouaves of the Guard resisted the el
forts of this army, which they broke by one of thoseimpetuous charges which render our infantry so for
midahle. The village and the position were in their
power, and at the moment when the enemy, led
back by their generals, were resolutely resuming
the attack, the corps d'armee of "Gen. Niel and Gen.
McMahon appeared on the field.

Hie victory was no longer doubtful; after an ob-
stinate struggle, which was prolonged for no less
than seven hours, the enemy, routed from all theirpositions, beat a general retreat.

1 his time the Austrian arinv was engaged, and,
to speak right out, they behaved valiantly. No
regiments were seen throwing down their arms and
running at the first charge. They defended the
honor ot their tiag, and if they gave ground,
it was only because they had to do with soldiers
animated Dy % l'urv which nothing could abate or
weary.

Gen. Mellinet, who commanded the divisions of
the Guard, was magnificent. Adinirabh secondedby his lieutenants, lie gave the signal of the bavo-
net charge which broke the Austrian lines.

But the death of one of the most brilliant officers
of our army has paid for this splendid success?a
a soldier ot Africa and theCrimea?Geu. Le Clerc,
fell on the battle field.

The Emperor himself was present to this affair,
so glorious for our arms.

My absence Irom headquarters prevents me
from giving you many details; they willprobablv
be sent you in the official bulletin. But I havegathered this:

1 welve or fifteen thousand men. mostly Aus-trians, left on the field, testify to the desperation
of the fight.

We have made 7,000 prisoners, and taken some
pieces of cannon. But this result, so grand, has
been gained by cruel losses. Gen. Espinasse, who
commanded a division of MeMahon's rorps, is, it is
said, among the killed, as well as three or lour
colonels, and a large number of superior officers.

Gen. Vie! had two horses killed under him: so hadGen. McMahon.
Allthe troops have emulated each other in impe-

tuosity, tenacity and resolution. The 2d Grena-
diers, who were first engaged, sustained for one
hour the fire and tlie eflorts of a column of from
7,000 to 8,000 Austrians.

Alltlie cavalry which was here last night has re-
ceived orders to cross the Ticino immediately.
There are hardly any troops at Novara.

Hie Emperor marched early this morning 011 the
Austrian army, which is retreating towards Cre-
mona.

You will understand that in the absence of official
documents you must take the news which I send
you as rumors merely. The single fact, grand and
indubitable, which swallows up all else, that fact is
a victory!

Lombardy has been gloriously opened to the
French arms.

To keep as near as possible to the scene of action,
1 shall leave in an hour for Milan, from which citvI shall probably date ray next letter.

I'. h.?l am assured that a French brigade has
entered Milan this evening. Piedmont is entirely
abandoned by the Austrian troops. The war is
carried into the territory which we would liberate.

THE ATLANTICTELEGRAPH.

The extraordinary general meeting of the Atlan-
tic Telegraph Company was held in London, pursu-
ant to call, on the Btli inst. The Right Hon. J. S.
W ortlev. the Chairman of the Company, presided,
and, after the reading of the Directors' report, the
particulars of which have already been published,
lie explained the present position and prospects of
the Company, lie stated that they had obtained
the best terms they could from Government, hut
thought that, in view of the national importance of
the undertaking, the support vouchsafed bv Gov-
ernment was far from liberal. All efforts to obtain
an unconditional guaranty had failed, and the con-
dition imposed in order to obtain the guaranteed
eight per cent, on the £(100,(100 of capital to he rai-
ed was that the cable should be worked for thirtv
days consecutively, at the rate of one hundred words
per hour?the test of the working condition to he
the same either for the old or the new cable. Mr.
Wort ley stated that, ifthey succeeded,he had reason
to believe the American Government would increase
their subsidy to £20,000 per annum. He thought
that the most equitable way to carry out the under-
taking was to alio v eight per cent, on the new pre-
ference capital of £OOO,OOO, then to allow four per
cent, on the old capital, and, should any surplus
profits remain, to divide them ratably between the
old and new shares. He concluded hv moving the
adoption of the report.

Prof. Thompson, in seconding the motion, ex-
pressed the utmost confidence in the success of tlie
undertaking, and in the possibility of transmit
ting words more rapidly than specified in tlie con-
tract.

An amendment was proposed to the effect, that,
in tlie absence of full information as to the rights
of the Company on the North American coast, the
meeting be adjourned until the 22d instant. A de-
bate ensued.

Mr. Cyrus W. Field, in replv to questions, stated
that he represented the New York. Newfoundland
and London Telegraph Company, who had obtained
in 1854 the right of landing and maintaining cables
on the coast of British North America. They had
done everything they could to aid the Atlantic Tel-
egraph Company, and had extended the time for 18
months to complete their cable, and subsequently
for two years to come.

The amendment was rejected by a large majority,
and the report was adopted unanimously.

The Directors wore requested to remain in office,
and not to resign, as they had proposed. Mr. Dal
gleisli, M. P., was added to the Directors. The
number of Directors was reduced to twelve, and
there being but nine in office, the Board was
authorized to fill up the vacancies when conven-
ient.

The Directors were authorized to carry out the
agreement entered into with the Government, and
a formal resolution was passed authorising the
raising of £COO,OOO in preference shares of £5 each,
on the terms above recommended by the Chairman.

The meeting passed off' in the best manner, and
the Directors were confident of being able to get all
tlie money they require to have manufactured and
laid a new cable of the best kind. The prospects
of the company were believed to be improving
dailv.

The Red Sea Cable was successfully laid to Aden
on the 28th of May.

The Hritish Channel fleet was to anchor at Spit-
head nn tin- 24th June, and by additions to that
date would comprise 20 pennant's?including 15 sail
of the line.

The remains of Sir Thomas Picton. of Waterloo
memory, had been removed to St. Paul's Cathedral.

The ship Southampton, Capt. Anderson, from
London for New York, ran into and sank in the
Publish channel the Norwegian schooner Emman-
uel. The crew of the schooner succeeded in getting
on board the Southampton, which sustained no
damage.

A despatch from Malta announces that the Can-
dia telegraphic cable broke and was lost on the Ist
of June, sixty miles from Cape Sidero.

Tim KANSAS ELECTION. ?Although the returns of
the late election of delegable to a constitutional con-
vention in Kansas to be h\u25a0 hi at Wyandotte in the
earlv part of next month are not sufficiently full to

enable us to determine whether the democrats or
