LAST HOURS OF HORACE MANN. ? LUNENBURG, Mass.,
August 7.? Mr. Editor: Feeling assured that all
your readers will be deeply interested inany notices
of the last moments ofthe great and good man who
has just departed from among us, I take the lib-
erty, without waiting to obtain the consent of the
writer, to transcribe for you a portion of a letter
received to-day from a member of the Faculty of
Antioch College, one who has been intimately asso-
ciated with Mr. Mann in that college for a fewyears past. Yours truly, G. C. C.

"On Monday morning (August Ist) I was allowedto visit him, and my first glance convinced me that
the chances were against bis recovery. On Tues-day, at five o'clock P. M., the great soul mounted
from the fallen tower. 1 was with him constantly
during the last thirty-six hours or bis life, and 'I
must say that I never saw the excellencies of his
character so fully revealed. All that was craggy,
angular and masculine had already died, and what
remained was rich indeed. His real greatness never
shone out more than in the death-hour. When he
was told that he had but a few hours to live, his
brain flashed up with all the glow of his best days,
and he talked at least two hours in a strain of al-
most supra-mortal eloquence. The members of his
family, students remaining here during the vaca-
tion, and many of his neighbors were called inat
his request, and he had for eacli some word of warn-
ing or cheer. It was particularly note-worthy that
his remarks to each person had some specific'pertj-
nency of adaptation.

"His ideas, and the language in which he clothed
them, were really grand, and amazed us all to si-
lence?nav, melted us to tears. A signal sweet-
ness and tenderness pervaded every word. Not
often in one's lifetime does one have the privilege
of witnessing so great ascene. lam forced to con-
fess that I never before appreciated the softness of
the core that this masculine heart contained."?

THE UNITED STATES FRIGATE POWHATAN.?lnfor-
mation received from this fine vessel, (Com. Tat-
nall's flagship,) at Shanghai the2oth of May, men-
tions her perilous condition a few days before, under
the lea of the Rugged Islands. It is stated that, inconsequence of the shallowness of the water andthe tempestuous character of the weather, it was
necessary to keep the yessel in motion, and to cut
loose the little chartered steamer she had in tow.Fortunately the latter found her way to Shanghai.
There was a heayy sea running all the time, and the
old ship rolled fearfully. After running all of one
night in the fog and rain, it was found on the morn-
ing of the 27th, that the current had swept the vessel
entirely out of her course, and at 8 o'clock she was
aground. It was necessary to throw over a quanti-
ty ol coal to lighten her; and arrangements
were also made to throw over some of the guns if
necessary to get her oil'. At half past two o'clock
a Chinese fishing boat was hauled alongside, and
three officers started in her to find assistance. The
crew of the boat consisted of fifteen Chinamen, a
piratical looking set of fellows, but they proved to
be better than they looked. After five and a half
hours' sail in this open boat, exposed to a drench-ingrain, the relief party reached Woosung. TheMississippi and another vessel were despatched the
followingmorning to the relief of the Powhatan;
but fortunately a pilot had gone out to her assist-
ance, and by his boldness and energy was enabled
to get her oil' the bank, with the loss of only one
anchor, a boat, and some coal. She was, however,
again forced upon another shoal about three-fourths
ola mile long, and had for a time a fearful bump-
ingand thumping upon it. At one time great ap-
prehension was felt for the safety of the vessel, but
it is believed she has sustained no material injury.

HANDSOME IMPROVEMENT.
According to promise manager Ford has spent

the recess between the theatrical seasons, in remod-
eling and beautifying theHolliday Street Theatre"
The capacity of the house has been considerably in-
creased, and it has been also greatly improved in
pointofconvenience and appearance. Play-goers will
scarcely recognize in it the building they have fre"
quented for so many years. The floor has been low-
ered to a level with the pavement, and the par-
quette extends back to the entrance doors. The or-
chestra has been widened, and to the right and leftof it are placed chairs. Seals are arranged in rows
ascending from the orchestra to the vestibule, and a
broad aisle runs down the centre. There is also a
passage-way running entirely around the sides of
the building. This portion of the house is lighted by
burners which project from the wall. The dress
circle is elevated ten feet above the parquette, the
front part being reserved for chairs, and in the rear
of the chairs rows of seats are arranged. The capacity
of the theatre in this circle has been greatly en-
larged, and ample room is allowed between each
row of seats, making them much more comfortable
than the old ones, which were crowded together in
a manner that made it a punishment to occupy one
during a play. The third tier has been dispensed
with. The second tier is well-arranged, and the
seats run back to within four feet ofthe wall. The
greatest change is presented in this part of the
building. What was before a cramped, dingy
place, with the head of the spectator, even when
seated, almost touching the ceiling, is now roomy
and commodious, with gas jets placed in front of
the tier so as to thoroughly light both it and the
dress circle below. Xext to the stage on either
side are the private boxes, eight in number, ele-
gantly carpeted and beautifully furnished with mir-
rors, chairs, Ac. All the aisles are covered with
heavy matting, which will deaden the sound of feet
occasioned by persons leaving the theatre during
the performance, or changing their seats.
The seats are cushioned, and the backs inclined so as
to be comfortable. The front of the private boxes,
dress circle and second tier, is adorned with bas re-
liefs of masks representing the Comic and the
Tragic Muse, tastefully painted and decorated with
gilt mouldings. The ceiling of the dome is embel-
lished with a representation of the Four Seasons;
Spring, scattering flowers; Summer, wielding the
sickle; Autumn, holding a cluster of grapes: and
W inter, bearing a torch. Between these figures
are busts of the great Masters of the Drama, Faint-
ing, Music, and Architecture, viz: SHAKSPEARE,
RAPHAEL, MOZART, at.d MICHAEL ANGELO. Tais
ceiling presents a beautiful appearance, and exhib-
its considerable taste and skill, both in drawing
and coloring. Directly over the front of the stage
is a proscenium arch, on which is portrayed AURORA,
attended by the Elements, going forth inher chariot
to open the gates of Morning. The drop curtain re-
presents a classic scene, Mt. Farnassusand the Muses,
both in conception and execution, reflecting great
credit on the artist, Mr. Charles Getz. The pil-
lars used in sustaining the dress circle and tier are
of iron, very light and small, and do not obstruct
the view in the least. The ventilation of the whole
building is thorough and complete. Altogether, the
improvement is a beautiful one, and willadd greatly
to the pleasure of the frequenters of the theatre.
Mr.JFord has secured a company for the coming sea-
son, which he is confident will meet the approba-
tion of his patrons, and will entitle him to a liberal
support from the public. The theatre will open
on Saturday next, with "She Sloops to Conquer,"
and "Retained for Defence."

Messrs. W. AW. advertise very ex-
tensively throughout the country, and publish
pamphlets by the tens of thousands, in which are
set forth the advantages of the patent, and also
testimonials from various persons who have grown
eloquent from the possession of a machine.

SINOER'S agency, Mr. W. E. Broderick, agent,
is located at No. 159 West Baltimore street. It
was established in 1853, and was the pioneer of
sewing machines in this section of the country.?
The business ot the agency is flourishing, and it
has been found necessary several times to seek new
and enlarged accommodations for th exhibition
and sale of these machines.

LADD, WEBSTER A Co.'s agency is at No. 202 Bal-
timore street, and was established about one year
ago. Their business is fast growing into import-
ance, and arrangements'are being made for large-
ly increased facilities in the manufacture of the
machines. The principal agency is in New York
city.

L. 1). CHASE, NO. 163 Baltimore street, is the
agent for Lester's machine, and also for Sloat A
Co.'s. The fastest machine of the last-mentioned
patent is able to take 2,000 stitches per minute, and
will pass from the coarsest stvle of work to the finest
without any re-adjustment of the needle or any pare
of the machinery. The agency has been in existenco
18 months, and has averaged a business of $12,00
per annum, which is rapidly increasing.

ECLIPSE COURSE, L. I.
FLORA TEMPLE AGAIN VICTORIOUS OVER PRINCESS IN A.

TWO MILK HEAT.

The trotting match of yesterday on the Eclipse
Course, between Flora Temple and Princess was theexciting topic in the sporting world for a week past,
since F'iora beat Princess, in that celebrated time of
2.22, on Tuesday ot last week. The California mare
still had a multitude of admirers, who, with one
consent, averred that she was not fairly treated onthat occasion,?was not allowed to show her met-
tle, was held back by her driver,?in short, they
declared that the race was bought and sold before
it came off, and that Princess could fairly beat
Flora any day she pleased, especially on a two mile
trotting match. On that day of the 2.22, a week
ago, it was a one mile heat;' but only test Flora,
they said, against Princess on a two mile trot and
you would see how Flora would break down. Yes,
indeed, you would. Princess on the second mile
would make the smallest of potatoes of Flora.?
Wait and see.

Well the interested portion of the sporting com-
munity waited and saw yesterday. They left the
city by?we were going "to say hundreds,'but itwas
really by and so earnest was the dispo-
sition to be on the course that the Long Island
Railroad Company, who furnished what they sup
posed to be cars enough For room and to spare,
found that they had miscalculated, so that when
the train passed through the tunnel on Atlantic
street, partisans of the one mare or the other hung
like bees about a hive, or ragged boys about a mo-
lasses barrel, or office seekers about a newly-elect-
ed President. The locomotive almost declined to
run, feeling its energies over-tasked. When the
course was reached, the number assembled to wit-
ness the trot was increased to twelve or thirteen
thousand. Coaches from the St. Nicholas and oth-
er hotels, and stages from the city, were there by
dozens, while hacks might have been reckoned by
scores. The female department was very dazzling-
Iv represented, as usual, and perhaps was a little
faster than usual.

There was a remarkable shyness about betfiDg.
Enff was to drive Princess, and McMann was to
drive Flora. Eoff was not a favorite. Bets on
time ranged from 4.35 to 4.54 for the two miles on
Flora. SIOO to 80 was offered on her and taken;
then SIOO to 70: and the ardor of the admirers led
them to offer SIOO to 60; SIOO to 50, and in one
case SIOO to 40. Flora was the heroine, Flora was
the girl.

She did not disappoint her lovers. She appeared
on the course in preliminary trot, warming herself
up for the effort, as ifshe meant to say, winkingwith
one eye?the left or right eye, justas you chanced
to be placed towards her: "Here I am again, my
friends; I intend to win; don't be afraid of me; bet
high inm v favor; 1 am going to win. don't be afraid
of me." Yes, and she knew it?at least her driver
knew it. It was all the same to Flora and her
friends.

On the first mile of the first heat, she made a
false start. Starting again, l'rincess won the in-
side and kept it, keeping also a little ahead, until
the turn of the fourth quarter, when Flora overtook
and passed her, .coming in one length ahead. Dash-
ing on for the second mile, Flora gained the inside,
and l'rincess broke. Flora went round the course
so far ahead that Princess had no chance of over-
taking her, and came inso triumphantly in advance
that it was the opinion of the majority that Princess
was distanced. So much so, indeed, that the
judges had to leave their stand and go to take
measurement. They decided that Princess had just
saved herself, and was not distanced. The time in
this heat was?First quarter on First Mile, 35 sec-
onds; second and third quarters, 111 seconds; en-
tire mile, 2.23, Second miie, first quarter, 36 sec-

onds; second and third quarters, 113% seconds;
entire mile, 2.27 making the heat of "two miles
in 4.50%, actually the shortest time on record.

Then Flora Temple was embraced, was followedto her stable by an applauding multitude Betswere freely offered, TOO to 50. 100 to 40?but no ta-
kers. The parties who backed out said it was "jock-ied," and refused tc> risk their money.

The second heat Commenced amid" extra excite-ment. Princess broke at the start, and Flora heldup. They started again, Princess leading by alength; on the second quarter, Flora went nearly
up to her ; on the third quarter, went ahead of her;
on ths fourth, just passed her, and came in onelength ahead. Then tor the second mile. Flora
went off at a trot, dashed immensely ahead, and
kept it up. Around the track she kept it up, andcame in so far ahead that the driver of Princess
slacked his rein when he had cleared the distancing

As the mail wagon, drawn by six mules with one
by their side ridden by a whipper-up, whirls by
them in a cloud of dust", flounders over the Sage-
brush where the track is narrow, or darts from
this to that side of the long train in order to wind
its way as rapidly as may be from the rear to the
front, 1 catch a glimpse of sunbrowned wives and
flaxen-haired children nestling in some of the great
wagons or wearily plodding along in front (all
the women on this great highway have the good
sense to prefer the Bloomer dress, and the courage
to brave the fools'laugh, in obedience to the dic-
tates of convenience and comfort), I see them in
their evening camps, with the little sheet iron
stove taken down from behind the wagon and
filled with sticks, or, at the worst, with Sage-
brush, and the preparation of the evening

countrymen and women, long march through
a region so destructive and inhospitable? Was
there no room, no chance, to die in vour far East-
ern homes ? Grant that you should all at length
reach safely the Italy of our continent, what can
it proffer to compensate you for the sacrifices,
the anxieties, the privations, the sufferings of
this long journey ? Do you not realize that
there, as everywhere else, care, and toil, and
disappointment, anil struggle, and bereavement,
make up the wisely appointed earthly lot of man ?

Do you not know that thousands in California (
are discontented and restless as you ever were ?

N*ay, you must know it; for some of you are
every day meeting them on their way to the At-
lantic States, and must note that they are, in the
average, palpably poorer and less aui'plv provided
than yourselves. Do you not realize that the
States you have last left embody the most fertile
and inviting portion of our planet?that to which
many timesyour numberare fondly lookingor eager-
ly pressing from every part of the civilized world ?

Why, then, do you desert it so recklessly Can?
you really imagine that bad harvests, "and low
prices, and pecuniary embarrassments, and all
that make up what are called 'Hard Times,' are pe-
culiar to v oir late homes? Doyounotknow that
you willfind these, or their equivalents, in Califor-nia or Oregon as well? Pause,"l prav you, and
con-idw 1"

\ aiti the entreaty?idle the expostulation?idle,
or, at all evenis, too late. The mighty human tidenow rolling westward will not pause at my bidding

LETTER FROM THOMAS CARLYLE.
"ABERDOUR, FIFE, (for Chels a, )

London), 18 July, 1859. ]'
"Sir: A good while ago (I am ashamed to ac-knowledge my neglect by saying so, but it was not

intentional, nor is quite without excuse), your mas-
sive impressive volume [Alibone's Dictionary of
English Literature and British and American Au-
thors] was duly handed in at Chelsea; nor did I
fail to look a little into it, though exceedingly busy
then, and now.

"I can truly say the labor you have gone into
(which appears to be faithfully done, wherever I
can judge of it) fills me with astonishment; and is,indeed, of an amount almost frightful to think of.
There seems to be no doubt the book will be wel-
come to innumerable reading beings, and tell them
much that they wish to know; to ine the one fault
was, that, like the Apostle Paul's sheet of beasts, ittook in 'the clean and unclean,' and thereby be-
came of such unmanageable bulk, to say no more.
Readers are not aware of the fact, but a fact itis ofdaily increasing magnitude, and already of terrible
importance to readers, that their first grand neces-
sity in reading is tr be vigilantly, conscientiously
select: and to know everywhere that books, like
human souls, are actually divided into what we
may call 'sheep and goats,' the latter put inexora-

dent.) ?Everything is dull at this yard just now.?
The steamers F'ulton and Water Witch, the former
in commission and ready for sea ifshe had her full
complement of men, and the latter being slowly
out, are still otfGosport. The four gigantic ships-of-
the-line which figure so conspicuously on the Navy
Register, present quite a striking picture of formi-
dable imbecility. The Pennsylvanian, 3,200 tons
burthen, 22 years old, and several hundred feet inlength,is looking very shabby of late, and has only
a small ship's company inhabiting her commodious
quarters. Since thousands of spectators witnessed
her launching in 1837 at Philadelphia, this huge
monster has never performed a service that could
"point a moral or adorn a tale," except a moralmight be drawn from the unwise course ofspending
a million of dollars (or a monument to Administra-
tive foolishness. The old Columbus, still booked on
the annals as a two thousand ton liner ol 80 guns, is
doing the most ordinary sort of "ordinary" duty,
viz., rotting. She is 40 years old, and will never
pass a harbor light again. The Delaware liner,
2, G00 tons burthen, 84 guns, was built the year af-
ter the completion of the Columbus, and has been
ten years lying in this harbor. She will soon go the
way of all unsound timber. The New York, or at
least the skeleton of a what, 42 years ago, was in-
tended to be a Yankee-line-of-battle-ship of 2, G00
tons and 84 guns, is "on the stocks," in exactly the
same situation as she was the day of my birtfi, 38
years ago. Touching this "skeleton," every new
Secretary of the Navy is asked, "What will'he do
with itbut few have ever repeated the question.
So much for the four ships of the line at Norfolk.?
There are three frigates here, the Itaritan, a 50 gun
cralt, 1G years old ; the Columbia, built at Wash-
ington in 1836; and the old United States, built at
Philadelphia in 1797. The first two of these might
possibly be fitted out for a quiet cruise in peaceful
latitudes, but the latter has done her last service. It
is pleasant to turn from that portion of the yard
used as a hospital for crippled ships, to the locality
where efficient ones are visible. The fine new steam
sloop Richmond, 14 guns, nearly 2,000 tons burthen,
is going ahead in good style. The neat gunboat,
Dacotah, being caulked and coppered, is almost
ready for the riggers: and the Dispatch, although
not resembling much a sloop-of-war, looks well in
her remodelling process.

j Not exactly farmers, either, but dwellers outsideof city walls, surrounded with old orchards, stone

walls, and pastures, and?keeping a cow. Therewas a time when the calf came. It was a promise
of milk?bread and milk for the children?and
cream-sugared cream for the puddings of straw-
berries, currants, cherries, raspberries, and mul-berries. The last, by the bye, is the best of alltruifc for a fruit-pudding. It is a great family
dumpling, boiled in a bag in a large iron pot, andbrought hot to the table; and equally good when
sliced and warmed over. For all these there was ademand for cream, and a still greater one for but-
ter; there were frequent inquiries, toward the j
end of the four weeks of bossy's life, if"that* calfwas not nearly old enough to kill ?" It. was evi-dent that he was not quite welcome to his natural

pai ticularly as he took the larger share, leav-ing only enough Tor tea, and an occasional indul-gence in "this delicious, rich country milk." It

Then came the question as to what sort size ilorm, fashion, and kind of churn should be bouo-ht.'"NO, 1 wont have a dasher churn?it nearly
broke my back when I was a young girl. Why

not get one of those new patent churns that make
butter in five minutes out of new milk, and so save Iall the expends of milk pans, and almost all the 'labor of making butter? You know the newspa-
pers said so."

Sure enough, why not get a patent churn?Churn ? .No la machine?a mill?something thatgrinds the milk/ so that all the after labor is a
little stirring by a little more machinery to gather
tbobutter. What saving of labor !"

"Butter made inthree minutes!" Think of itWhy, von can have fresh butter to treat a friendwho calls in unexpectedly, made from milk drawnfrom the cow before the tea will be drawn, if put
on at the same time.

"Who would have one of those old fogy, hack-breaking, arms-wrenching abominations,'a dasher
churn 1"

Something quicker than that, in this age ofsteamand telegraphs, it was decided we must have for
"our cow."

So a general searching about, among the 350 pa-
tent churns in market, was at once instituted to findthat one marked excelsior.

Ifany one believes that that is an easy task, let
him try it. Let him start at once to buy a churn.It is an easy matter, surely, to buy a churn, but notso easy to buy the best. Walk up this street, and
down that, in a July dav hot enough to make but-ter in your pockets, ifchurning would do it; and if
listening to and believing half that is said to youupon this greasy subject by oilv-tongued inventorsand their "agents" don't fit vo'u for an insane asy-
lum before you find the l ight churn, we will give
you a certificate that you are proof against all epi-
demics?spirit-rapping and patent churns included.

We spent one day at the business, and went homea soberer, ifnot a wiser man.
"Where is the new churn ?"
"Oh, it will be here to morrow."
"Well, what sort of one is it 1"
"Well, I can't describe it; you will have to waittill you see it. It has a crank and wheels, and lotsof iron work, and you turn the crank outside, and

that turns a sort of whirlinginside, and "

"That make the butter. Oh, I see how itis."I beg your pardon, but you don't see anything
about it. First, you grind the tniik or cream in asort of iron mill?but I can't describe it."

"Oh, well, I read an advertisement about it, andI heard Mrs. Smith say that she saw one of themthat a man had who was selling the patent right
and it made butter in?well, I don't think it wasover five or six minutes."

"Yes, and so did I, and I bought it; and to-mor-
row you can make butter with it inthe same shortspace of time."

"Dear me, I am so glad that you have got one of
those churns; it willbe nothing hardly to make
butter now."

Thercis an old proverb that "the proof of thepudding is in the eating." The proof of the valueof patent churns will be found in using them. Theone in question was put to use with vivid anticipa-
tions ofseeing the golden-colored butter taken out
in the marvelously short time in which the "agent '
said it could be produced with "our churn?a churnof the most undoubted value, and nearest perfec-
tion of anything ever invented."

So the churning was commenced?the first churn-ing?the cream having been first brought to theexact degree of temperature "to suit this particu-
lar style of churn." It was poured slowly into thehopper and ground?yes, ground, as you wouldgrind coffee, through an iron mill. Round went
the crank and wheels, and the cream was soonthrough the mill and in the churn below amono-
the whirligigs which would soon gather the buT-
ter.

It was to be so short and easy a job, this churn-ing, that "father" said he would doit. So he
turned away awhile, then shitted hands, then
changed back, and at length began to think it was
a long six minutes. Then one after another of the
"women folks" tried the thing; thentheliired man,
hearing the clatter, came in "to see the fun," and
he took hold. And then?well then, after three-quarters of an hour good, steady work, the word
was?"Well, it has come at last;" and after a littlemore work to gather it, the butter was taken out,
not particularly yellow, and decidedly soft. It had
been agitated long enough to make itso. The six-
minutes churn had failed to do the work in eight
time six minute?.

"Ah well, but we churned cream, and the man
said it would churninilk better than it would cream.
Let us try it with milk."

So the two last milkings were brought up and
poured into the hopper, and ground through the
mill, and then agitated; yes, agitated with first one
hand and then the other till one was tired, and
then another took his place, and then another, and
so on for half an hour, and 1.0 butter. Three-quar-
ters of an hour, and 110 butter. An hour, and no
butter. An hour and a quarter, and then there
was some little show, aud it was gathered and ta-
ken out, and proved about one-fourth as much asthe cream from the same quantity of milk would
have made. But the buttermilk was rich, decided-
ly so, for after standing over night, the cream was
nearly an inch thick. And thereupon it was unan-
imously decided that all patent churns are patent
humbugs, and a general demand came from thebutter-making part of the household for an old-
fashioned dasher churn. However, the purchase
of one being delayed a little, a second and third
churning was put through the patent one, not in
six minutes to be sure, hut as that was no longer
expected, the forty to sixty minutes was more pa-
tiently endured. Once, the butter actuallv began
to come in tilteen minutes, and several times it has
been finished in thirty;but never in one minute
less time than any other churn would require.
The only advantage yet discovered is that the
churning can be done with a little less expenditure
of strength. If that is an object, buv a patent
churn?no matter which?and use it till you are
tired. Probably you will then come back' to first
principles, and the dasher, and be as ready to be-
lieve as we are, that butter cannot be made by
steam, with railroad speed, or if it is, that it willbe only fit to oil the axles. Not more than three-
fourths of the butter, moreover, willhe obtained as
could he got from milk set in six-quart pans in astill, cool room, until it begins to sour, and then
skimmed and churned in the old way.

N. B.?We charge nothing for ' this wholesale
putt'of patent churns.

THE CHIRIQUI REGION.
BOCA DEL TORO, July '2O, 1859.?1 write to con-

firm the news ot the important discoveries which
were announced by the last steamer. The exten-
sive cemeteries of the aborigines that inclose in
their sepulchres such vast treasures are very nu-
merous, for the "Talamancas" who peopled Chiri-
qui were numerous and powerful, as well as rich.
Atthe time of their conquest by the Spaniards
they comprised nine large tribes. ' It was a custom
of the aborigines to bury their valuables with them.
Few of these Indians remain, and those few, now
scattered in the mountains of Chiriqui stillpreserve
the same custom. In one of these cemeteries in the
savannas, which I saw, each grave was indicatedby a head stone, half buried in the earth.

The northern slope of this Province was as thick-
ly peopled as the southern one, but being now so
densely cover, d with forests, no one has vet exam-
ined the rich homes of the dead. It would be very
easy for me to find them by the data I now have.
Two stone figures, representing a warrior and a
child, were found in one of these cemctries, on the
nothern slope, on the banks of the river called"Estrela," that empties into the lagoon. I have
also obtained some very superior coal from the bor-dera of this river.

In my opinion, and 1 have well studied the sub-
ject, the wealth buried in these numerous cemete-
ries willcreate a large emigration to Chiriqui, and
the source whence ail the gold was obtained will
be discovered hv the energies of the men of the
North. The history of Spain points to the great
mine of "Ti.-ingal," situated in some part of this
country, and there is no doubt about the auriferous
richness of this country. P. and 1!., who were also
on the spot, confirmed these statements, and con-
curred with me in the opinion that great and pro-
fitable gold washings exist. Compared with Cali-
fornia and Australia, Chiriqui appears to be ad-
mirably situated between two oceans, easy of ac-
cess from all parts of the world?its harbors are
tine and its climate healthy. The coal mines, of
themselves, willsoon become as important as thegold.?.V. Y. Tribune.

A VEGETABLE MUMMY.

'(Let us trace the history of a single pine tree ot
thj" Oolite, as indicated by its petrilied remains.?
His gnarled and twisted trunk once anchored itsroots amid the crannies of a precipice of dark grey
sandstone, that rose over some nameless stream of
the Oolite, in what is now the North of Scotland.
The rock, which, notwithstanding its dingy color,
was a deposit ot the lower old red sandstone, formed
a number of the fish beds of that system, -beds that
were charged then, as now, with 'numerous fossils,
as strange and obsolete in the creation of the Oolite
as in the creation which at present exists. It was
a firm, undestructible stone, covered by a thin,
barren soil: and the twisted rootlets of the pine, re-
jected and thrown backward from its more solid
planes, had to penetrate into its narrow fissures for
a straitened and meagre subsistence.

"The tree grew but slowly; in considerably more
than half a century it had attained to a diameterot little more than ten inches, a foot over the soil;
and its bent and twisted form gave evidence of the
life of hardship to which it was exposed. It was,
in truth a picturesque rag of a tree, that for tin-

first few feet twisted itself round like an overborne
wrestler struggling to escape from under his ene-my, and then struck out an abrupt angle, and
stretched itself like a bent arm over the stream.?
The seasons passed over it; every opening sprinc
gave its fringe of tenderer green to its spiky folr
age, and every returning autumn saw it shed its
cones into the stream below. Many a delicate fern
sprang up and decayed around its g'narled and fan-tastic root, single leaved and simple of form, like
the scolopendria of our caverns and rock recesses, *

or fretted into many a slim pinnate leaflet, like the
minute maiden-hair or the graceful lady fern. Fly-
ing reptiles have perched among its boughs; the
light-winged dragon-liy has parted on Tvings of
gauze through the opening of its lesser twigs; the
tortoise and the lizaid have hybernatud during
the chills of winter amid the hollows of its roots;
for many years it formed one of the minor features
in a wild and picturesque scene, on which human
eye ne'er looked; and at length, touched by decay,
its upper branches began to wither and bleach
white in the winds of heaven; when shaken by a
sudden hurricane that came roaring adown the "ra-
vine, the mass ofrock inwhich ithad been anchored
gave way, and, bearing fast jammed among its roots
a fragment of the mass which we still find there,
and from which we read a portion of its story, it
was precipitated into the foaming torrent. Dancing
on the eddies, or lingering amid the pools, or shoot-ing, arrow-like adown the rapids, it at length finds
its way to the sea; and after sailing over beds of
massive coral?the ponderous Incmtrea and more
delicate Thamnaetrea ?and after disturbing theKnal-
losaur and thelJalemnitein tlieir deep green haunts,
it sinks, saturated with water, into a bed of arana-
ceous mud, to make its appearance, after long ages,
in the world of man?a marble mummy of the old
Oolite forests?and to be curiously interrogated re-
garding its character and history." *

THE "ARABIAN NIGHTS" AT FORTY AND FOURTEEN.?A quarterly reviewer thus compares the efl'ectof

We have lossed the sublime egotism of our early
years, and acknowledged that such splendid posses-
sions are too good for us. Fate ha 3 already as-
signed us our moderate share, and set with some
sullicient definiteness the limits of our ambition and
our hopes. Who are we between thirty and forty
that we should pull up a Hat stone with a rinc
in it, and find steps leading to a cavern st red witft
the precious rarities of an Eastern fancy, or wake in
the night, and tremble with sweet amazement to
behold the fair paragon of China sleeping bv our
side? EnShgh for us if we sold out before the fall
of consols, and ifthe single partner to whom we
limit our admiration of female beauty, preserve a
moderate share of those fair proportions and serene
disposition with which she adorned the earlv davs
of courtship. But there was a time with us' when
the 'Arabian Nights' were not so much a story as a
dream, when, with the same dim mingling of iden-
tities which we have sometimes in sleep, It is not
Aladdin, but ourself, and yet not our.-,-If. but Alad-
din, who gazes on the jewel-bearing fruit-trees,
marries the Sultan's daughter, and controls there-sources of the lamp; we suffer and triumph with
Sinbail, laste vicissitudes with Camaxalzaman.enjoy the shrinking fondness of Zabulbe, travel
upon thcenchanted carpet, or mount the flying
horse. To read of these things was a sort of intel-
lectual hasheesh?an intoxicating stimulant to that
early imagination which does not consciously sub-
due other things into its own forms, but delights
to lose itsell in suggestions from without."
