TELEGRAMS.
From Washington.

WASHINGTON*, August 24. ?The Administration
has received assurances from the Government of
Costa Kiea of its preparation to appoint, in con-
junction with that of the United States, a commis-
sion to settle all claims of our citizens against that
Republic. It is presumed this commission will be
appointed shortly alter the arrival of Minister Dim-
itrv at San Jose.

Capt. Marcj-, of the sth Infantry, has been ap-
pointed by the President, Paymaster of the army
in the place of Brevet Lt. Col. Coffee, resigned.

The President to-day extended the hospitalities
of the White House to Senors Mata and Lerdo.

\e\\ Jersey State Democratic Convention
TUE.XTON, X. J., August 24.?The Democratic

State Convention which met here to-day, was the
largest and most stormy ever held. On the sixth
ballot, E. R. V. Wright, of Hudson, was nominated

for Governor. The anti-Lecompton and Lecompton
delegates from Sussex county had a long and tedious
fight, and finally both delegations withdrew. Reso-
lutions infavor of popular sovereignty, opposed to
the re-opening of the African slave trade, etc., were
passed; and the nomination of Mr. Wright was
made unanimous.

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
ASSAULTING AN OFFICER.? Moses Newsbaum, Mrs.

M. Xewabaum, Henrietta Openheim and Caroline
Blumsingtball, all living on Charles street, near
Henrietta, were arrested yesterday by officers Tol-
son and Phillips, and taken before Justice Boyd,
charged with assaulting and beating Eugene Davis,
a constable. Itseems that Davis proceeded to the
house of Newsbaum for the purpose of serving a re-
plevin warrant, when the prisoners commenced a
furious assault on him. The Justice released them
on bail in the sum of S2OO each, to appear at a
further examination on Saturday afternoon next at
4 o'clock.

Bfp.Gl.Aßy.?The house of Mr. James Fletcher, on
East Pratt street, near High, was entered by burg-
lars sometime during Tuesday night, and robbed of
one or two articles of silver ware. The thieves af-
ter breaking open the pantry in the dining room,
and rummaging every corner, decamped, only
taking a silver butter knife and salt spoons, anS
leaving the plated ware untouched. Entrance was
effected by climbing into the yard and prizing open
a kitchen window.

A3lERIC AN HTA TE CONVEN TION.
The delegates to the American State Convention

met yesterday in Temperance Temple to nominate
a candidate for Comptroller. On motion of Mr.
Long, ofSomerset county, Hon. J. Dixon Roman,
of Washington county, was called to the chair, and
Mr. Chaplin Ilarwood, of Annapolis, and James
W. Clayton, of Cecil, appointed Secretaries.

The Chairman then remarked that it was very un-
expected to him to be called to preside over the Con-
vention. He had not made a speech for two years,
and had paid but little attention to the political
questions of the day. The body had met to take
the lirst step towards a State organization,
and the condition of the country demanded unitvot action on the part of the American party. When
the Democrats took possession of the National Gov-
ernment with Mr. Fierce at its head, the country
was quiet and blessed. But the pacific measures
which had been adopted by the patriotic Clav andothers were disturbed. The Missouri compromise
was repealed, and what has the South gained by it?
Xever, even if it is desirable, can a slave State
enter this confederacy. The Democratic party have,
bv tlieir mismanagement, ruined the prosperity of
the country. They have adopted a policy which is
well calculated to reduce the wages of the laborer
to 10 cents a day. Our cotton is shipped abroad and
we are called on to support foreign manufactures
to the exclusion of our own. He understood
that even the iron water pipes for the use ol Wash-
ington city had been imported from Scotland. It
is time that all true patriots were aroused to a
sense of the condition of the country. The Ameri-
can party it is true, in some States, has become dis-
heartened and has forsaken the cause, but there are
still some in each State working earnestly for thepublic weal. In Maryland the partv has'complete
sway, and should exercise its power for good. The
party is strong enough throughout the Union tohold the balance of power, ami guard against the
inevitable tendencies of the two great sectional par-
ties of the country.

Thos. H. Gardner, moved that a Committee of
one from each county and the city of Baltimore beappointed to report on the credentials of the mem-
bers. Adopted.

The counties were then requested to hand in the
lists of their delegates.

Col. Anthony Kimmel, of Frederick county, and
Samuel McMaster, of Worcester county, were nom-
inated vice-Presidents of the Convention.

Pol. Kimmel said that he felt he would be doing
injustice to himselt and also to his friends if he did
not thank them for the honor extended him?"Youhave my thanks."

J. Mortimer Kilgottr, of Frederick county, was
called on to address the Convention. He said that
the call was an unexpected one, but he was one of
those Americans that could not keep his mouth
shut, even when he had nothing to say. Every
American should feel proud of his position to-da v.
He should feel proud of the position of the State. It
stood isolated from the strife of political corruption.
1he North and the South had both assumed sectionalpositions, by their votes at the last election, whileMaryland, wrapped in the emblems of purity androyal robes stood forth as a Queen. The Locofoco
party had vilified the American organization. It
had exhausted all epithets in abusing those who
differed with it on political questions. The present
administration had disgusted the whole country bv
the imbecility and corruption of ils measures, and
the President ot the United States has turned hisback upon the principles adopted by his party, du-
ring the canvass in which he was elected. On the
tariff question be has stolen the policy of Henry
Clay. [Cheers.] Yes, afterhe had assisted in hunt-ing the patriot of Ashland to his grave?after he
had destroyed the old man?he has appropriated
his policy?wrapped himself in the skin of the lion.
But it would not do. The ears of the ass are too ap-
parent. People turn with disgust from his meas-
ures, and the time willcome when they will repu-
diate them. E. Louis Low had stated'in a speech
to his Democratic brethren, that the yeomanry of
the counties would overwhelm' the citv
of Baltimore in the coming contest. Xo-
body believes any prophecy which can
eomo from such a man as E. Louis Lowe. The
counties will do their duty. The Locofoco party
had emptied vials of abuse on Baltimore?the
Queen city of the South; had exhausted all its
powers in endeavoring to malign her. Baltimore
?a city which gives monuments to her defenders,
and graves to her invaders?has been the object at
which the whole pack have directed their arrows.
But our cause willtriumph, and we will have more
occasion to be proud than ever. His (the speaker's)
voice should ring through the valleys in support of
the nominee of the Convention, be he who he mav.John Smith, of Carroll county, was called on and
addressed the Convention, saying that he felt very
much like the great S. S. Prentiss, when about to
address acres of men. Prentiss said that he was
sorry that he was not a Democrat that he might
bow down before the immense throng, and in sack-
cloth and ashes recant his political heresv. Thespeaker was sorry that he did not belong to theimposition party, that he might recant and join the
opposition. He felt that the action of this Conven-
tion was looked for with much hope. The patriotic
heart was anxiously awaiting the action of its re-
presentatives in this Convention. He felt con-
fident that whoever the nominee might be,
he would be worthy of the support of the honest
men of the State. The American party of old
Maryland had cause to feel proud and gratified.
She had withstood the assaults which had been
made upon her political integrity, and recently as-
surances had came from sister States that the pa-
triotic and conservative are in motion, determined
to save the Union and the liberties of the people
from the menaces of sectionalism and the strife of
political corruption. The Democratic party trims
its sails for every breeze. Its measures are changed
to suit the aspirations of its demagogues. The
President of the United States has his set of mea-
sures?Douglas his, and every aspirant for Presi-
dential honors has a peculiar platform. While the
Democracy are thus divided the American party
should unite.

The resolutions - of the State
Council were adopted.

J. G. Henning, of Montgomery, moved that the
Convention go into a nomination for Comptroller,
and nominated Wm. H. Purnell, the present in-
cumbent.

Mr. Kilgour said that the Frederick county dcle-
ation had intended to have presented a name for

the office, but for the unanimity exhibited for Mr.
Purnell, they would not set their friend up merely
to have him knocked down.

James W. Clayton moved that Wm. 11. Purnell
be declared the nominee bv acclamation, which
was carried with hut three dissenting voices.

Col. Kimmel said that it would come with more
grace from him than from any other member of the
Convention, to congratulate the party on the nom-
ination. The Western Shore greets the Eastern
Shore.

PRESIDENT AND POSTMASTER GENERAL.? Washing-
ton, August 23.?1n respect to tbe retrenchment of
the postal service, 1 have to state that the Postmas-ter General intended to apply the knife to the over-
land routes, but was prevented by the decision of
the Attorney General, which was that the contracts
covering those routes did not contain the usual
clause empowering the Department to reduce the
service, or abolish it altogether, upon notice. They
could not be interfered with. Mail Agent Shall-
cross's advent here, after a western tour of inspec-
tion, was succeeded by the sudden arrival of Air.
O'Flynn, late postmaster in Detroit. Nearly all

The names of the delegates were then handed to the
Secretary. Allthe counties were fully represent-
ed. A motion that the vote of the counties be given
viva voce, and that each delegate casts his own
vote, prevailed.

TION FOR THE FOURTH DISTRICT.

TIIE CONVENTION' MEETS IN THE STREET ?tIAS TROUBLE

IN FINDING A LOCAL HABITATION?JOHN ENGLISH

ASSAULTS GIIEO. B A BIIETT AND IS AKItEBTED?THE

CONVENTION CAN'T TIND ITS PRESIDENT ANDADJOURNS

WITHOUT NOMINATING.

About 7% o'clock last evening, the American
Congressional Convention for the 4th District met,
according to notice, in the street, in front of the
Xew Assembly Rooms, Hanover street. The meet-
ing was intended to have been held inside, but, at
the hour named, the doors were not opened, and
the crowd assembled on the sidewalk. Inquiry be-
ing made as to the cause of the doors not being
opened, it was announced that the Assembly Rooms
could not be had for the use of the Convention.

By 8 o'clock the crowd had increased to about
300, including nearly all the notorious roughs in
the city, and the noise became very great. A car-
riage drove up containing four men from the
western section of the city, who gave a tre-
mendous yell for "Vellott," which was met by
another yell for "Davis." Jacob Xulter, of the
20th ward, then mounted the railway of the porch
and proposed that the meeting adjourn to Temper-
ance Temple, in Gay street, which proposition met
with favor, and was carried, though one or two
men, in stentorian tones, opposed the proposition.
The crowd then started up Hanover street, but had
proceeded but a few yards, when the cry of "fight,"
"light," was raised. The hustling and excitement
at this time was very great, the friends of Messrs.
Yellott and Davis using the names of those gentle-
men as rallying cries for their respective forces.

John English, delegate from the 20th ward, made
an assault upon Greg. Barrett, but was arrested by
Lieutenant Carmichael and marched off, which had
the effect of causing a temporary suspension of
hostilities, and the Convention resumed its journey-
up Hanover street.

On arriving at Temperance Temple the members
of the Convention were informed that they could
have the use of room Xo. 5, whither thev"accord-
ingly proceeded. The room was occupied at the
time by the Superior Council of the party, whose
deliberations were brought to an abrupt termina-
tion by the crowd rushing in. The reporters for
the different morning papers took the seats usually
assigned them, and awaited further proceedings.

In a short time a motion was made that Kobt. M.
Bean take the chair, which met with violent op-
position and cries of "No?Xo," and the excite-
ment grew intense. David Houek then moved that
Mr. Eckles, of the 10th ward, take the chair,
which was vigorously seconded by the rough dele-
gation from the western part of the city. Eckles
then ascended the platform, and was proceeding to
state the business of the meeting, when a shout of
"dry up" and "keep quiet" greeted him, Joseph
Edwards, a delegate from the 17th ward, being
particularly vociferous in his opposition.

Eckles stated that he hat! no political aspirations
to gratify, and no personal ends to accomplish, and
he would, therefore, vacate the chair with pleasure,
if some other gentleman would take his place.
Eckles' friends, however, instantly set up a vigor-
ous yell of opposition to his vacating the chair.

Edwards, then, in a loud and angrv tone, de-
manded that the chair be vacated by Eckles, and
that some gentleman take it, who would put the
motion for the election of a Secretary, which he
offered.

Major Edward Wilkins, of Kent, asked for the
floor, for the purpose of moving the appointment
of a Committee to inform Mr. Purnell of his nomi-
nation.

Col. Kimmel.?"The gentleman from Kent has
stolen my thunder. That is the purpose for which
I rose. I move the appointment of that Commit-
tee, Mr. chairman."

The motion was carried, and the following gen-
tlemen were appointed:

Col. A. Kimmel. of Frederick; D. G. Henning,
of Montgomery; Jos. If. Edwards, of Baltimore
city: Major Edw. Wilkins, of Kent; Wm. H.
Steuart, of Baltimore city, and W. N. Pindell, of
Talbot.

The Committee discharged their duty and re-
turned with Mr. Purnell. As soon as they entered
the Hall, one of the Committee, Joseph 11. Edwards,
of this city, proposed "three cheers and a Tiger"
for the nominee, which were given lustily.

Col. Kimmel then introduced Mr. Purnell to the
President and the Convention, on which three
cheers more were given.

Mr. Purnell walked to tbe platform and said,
that he regarded it as no slight honor to receive
this renewed evidence of tbe confidence of his par-
ty, and it should be his constant study to merit it.
By the action of this Convention he was again a
candidate for an office which he had filled for sev-
eral years, and he could say that during his terms
he had endeavored to discharge the duties faithful-
ly. lie could lay his hand on his heart and say
that he had discharged the duties honestly, impar-
tially, without (ear or favor, and to the best
of his abilities. The irreat Wirt had said
that the finances of a State were the State,
and tbe remark was true. It is the main-spring
that sets the machinery of government in motion,
and if misdirected the most ruinous results follow.
To guard carefully, therefore, this great trust, was
the duty of all patriots For ifthe finances of the
Commonwealth become destroyed, the ploughshare
will rust in the furrow; the anvil cease to ring
forth its music; the broken thread hang idle on the
loom, and the white wings of commerce fold them-
selves to the spars, while the vessels will rot in the
stagnant and untroubled waters. Maryland went
through the recent crisis scarcely feeling
it. She is now in a most healthy
condition. Her wealth is being fast developed,
while all the means of her prosperity have taken
new life and vigor. Much of this is due to the
American party,which has been decried, slandered,
and not to put too tine a point on the expression,
lied upon. But their works show for themselves.

They avoid all questions which are
sectional, because no good has resulted to the
Union from agitation. The time for this movement
is propitious. The Democracts are dismembered
throughout the entire country, and it willbe easy
to scatter their organization. Cheering news is
being received from the different parts of the Union.
The land of Henry Clay?may God ever keep his
memory green in our hearts!?whieli has been wan-
dering in Egyptian darkness and worshipping false
gods, since her great light went out, has recently
given evidence of repentance. Other States are re-
newing their fealty to the American organization,
and success is courting us. The banner is in your
hands. Shall ittrail in the dust? No!

He again thanked the Convention, and the Con-
vention adjourned 'ne die.

The President.?"Your motion is not in order."Mr. Bean, ot the Committee appointed to searchfar Mr. Seth, the President, returned, and reported
that they had searched in vain for him. lie moved
that the Convention adjourn until to-morrow eve-
ning at 8 o'clock.

The President.?"There are propositions before
the house now to adjourn."

Joseph Edwards renewed his motion to adjourn
until 10 o'clock in the morning.

Several Voices.?"Put the motion to adjourn
until 8 o'clock at night, first." "That's the time
the Convention must adjourn to."

The Chair said that there were two propositions
before the house, one was the motion of Mr. Ed-wards to adjourn until 10 o'clock to-morrow, and
the other was the substitute offered by Mr. Miller
to adjourn until 8 o'clock to-morrow night.

A voice.?"l offer as a substitute for both propo-
sitions that we adjourn until 11 o'clock to-morrow
morning."

The Chair?"lt is not in order. Had it been of-
fered as an amendment it could have been enter-
tained, but as a substitute it is out of order. Thevote will be taken on the substitute ofl'ered by Mr.Miller."

Cries of "That's right." "Go ahead." The Chairthen put the question and a loud response of ."yea"
was given. The "nays" were not so strong!

Cries of the "yeas have it," "it's adjourned till8
to-morrow night."

A voice?"A large number of persons voting in
the affirmative are not delegates."

A voice.?"How do you know you are a dele-
gate ? There's no person delegates yet. That's a
thing to be decided yet."

Amid much confusion, the chair pronounced the
Convention adjourned until to-morrow evening at
8 o'clock.

Immediately after the adjournment, the uproar
was perfect, when a voice screamed out, "Three
cheers lor Coleman \ellott," which was responded
to by a terrific shout. Then a voice cried, "Three
cheers for Winter Davis," and the hall echoed to
the shout. As the crowd were leaving the room,
some person called for "Three groans for WinterDavis," which were given with a will. After the
crowd reached the pavement, the cheering, yell-
ing, hooting and groaning were kept up, and con-
tinued to mark the progress of the retiring dele-
gates to their homes.

Eckles said that they might appoint another
Chairman as soon as they pleased, as he did not con-
sider himself President of the meeting, and would
therefore entertain no motion, as he only occupied
the seat for the want of another equally comfort-
able. A motion was then made that Gregory
Barrett be appointed Secretary, but he declined
and started to leave the room. At this stage of
the proceedings, one of the delegates from the 17th
ward swore "it was notfair," to which another dele-
gate from up town retorted in a belligerent manner,
"Why in the h?ll, then, don't you make it fair ?"

Edwards then swore that further proceedings
should not be held until they could find a gentle-
man to take the chair, which declaration brought
things to the highest pitch of excitement. Ed-
wards was standing near the reporter's table,
and when he made this declaration, the crowd
gathered around him, completely obstructing the
reporter's view. Prominent in the crowd was
David Houck, who assumed a hostile attitude to-
wards Edwards, the latter standing up manfully,
however, against the heavy odds. The noise be-
came so great that the reporter was unable to dis-
tinguish anything for some time; he was only pain-
fully aware of the uncomfortable position he was
placed in?Edwards having one hand on his (the
reporter's) shoulder whilst he was shaking the
other in the face of Houck. The expression on the
countenances of the Qyo, at the same time, being
anything but amiable, and a fight seemed im-
minent. Houck had his hand on his pistol, whilst
several others were not at all particular over whose
heads they flourished their deadly weapons, the
muzzle of one of them, in the hands of some one
unknown, coming in close proximity to tbe head of
the reporter. Numerous motions were here madefor adjournment, and the reporter, sympathizing
strongly with the motion, started out of the hall,
for the purpose of obtaining a breath of fresh air
and strengthening his nervous system, which was
considerably shaken by this exhibition of the power
of "Americans to rule America. " On his war out

the reporter met Marshal Herring, Capt. Mitchell
and Lieut. Carmichacl, in whose wake, after a pru-
dent interval, he ventured to revisit the Con-
vention.

Partial order was restored by the exertions of
the officers, when a motion was made that a Com-
mittee of one from each ward be appointed to se-
lect permanent officers for the organization, which
was carried.

The Chair appointed the following persons as the
Committee: John Shaney, 9th ward; Erasmus
Levy, 10th ward; Wm. Kenan, 11th ward; R. M.
Bean, 12th ward; S. S. Addison, 13th ward; Cap-
tain Stine, 14th ward; Joseph H. Edwards, 15th
ward; J. N. Wright, 16th ward; B. F. Gould, 17th
ward; John English, 20th ward.

The 18th and 19th wards were not represented in
the Convention, The committee retired, and during
their absence the principal theme of conversation
was the "fun," as it was called, which had taken
place. A large police force remained in the room.
In the course of fifteen minutes the committee re-
turned and reported the following as the permanent
officers: President, R. L. Seth; Ist Vice President,
B. F. Gould; 2d Vice President, Jacob Miller; Sec-
retaries, George Delphy, of the 12th ward, and
Samuel Guest.

Mr. Seth was not in the room when the report
was presented.

John Shaney moved that a Committee of three
be appointed to wait upon him and inform him of
his election. Adopted,

BY THE BREMEN.

THE PAPAL STATES.
A letter from Bologna gives the following par-

ticulars respecting the loan now being made in the
Legations:

"The presence of an army of 10,000 or 12,000
men at Itimini, to prevent the restoration of the
Pontifical power in our provinces has for sometime
past made us feel the necessity of procuring monev
lor its maintenance. The Cardinal legate carried
oflf the funds of the old Government, and the local
authorities are unable to raise sufficient means to
meet the expenditure necessary for the defense ofthe country. At first it was proposed to apply to
the different bankers of Europe to conclude a loan;
but it was soon ascertained that such a step would
have only been attended with a great loss of time.
The imposition of a tax would have imperiled the
popularity of the Provisional Government, with no
immediate results of any importance, as the taxes
are already too heavy. 'The only plan that seemed
to promise success was to solicit assistance from a
friendly Government, and as we could scarcely ap-
ply to any but Sardinia. I believe the late visit
of our Finance Minister, the Marquis Pepoli
was for that purpose. It seems that he metwith a polite refusal to entertain the question.?
We were, therefore, in a sad predicament
when the Chevalier Massima d'Azeglio
came here. This gentleman did not stay
long enough as Sardinian Commissary at Bologna
fo take the finances of the Legations in hand, but
lie sketched out a plan for a national loan, which
his successor, Col. Falicon, began to realize. The
whole project consists in converting into a loan the
numerous taxes previously decreed by the Pontifi-
cal Government, and which have gradually
changed their provisional character into that of
permanent imposts. In virtue of a decree of the
new Commissary, these taxes are to be continued
for six years, and their produce will constitute a
public debt bearing interest at five per cent. This
loan will be augmented by voluntary subscriptions,
to be paid in three equal installments! within three
months. The loan of the Legation, therefore, pre-
sents at the same time the character of a forced and
a voluntary loan ?forced to the tax-pavers, who for
six years willcontinue to bear the burdens imposed
by the old Government, and voluntary for the new
subscribers. The result of the subscription is most
satisfactory.

A proclamation issued by the Junta at Bologna,
on the 2d instant, says:

CITIZENS OF ROMACNA: A solemn epoch occurs in
the annals of nations, influencing their destiny for
years to come. Europe has learned that no rest is
to be looked for here until laws are bad suitable to
contemporary civilization. The champion of
Italian independence sympathises with us, and
gives his concurrence in our reasonable claims.
Confidence and concord ! order and organization 1our long minority is over, and we take our affairs
into our own keeping, to transmit independence to
our chindren.

The Independence Beige has the following :
Our letters from Rome announce the introduction

of a reform in the Pontifical States, the importance
of which no one willbe disposed to deny. In con-
sequence of the negotiations which have been going
on with reference to the Presidency of the future
Italian Confederation, the Pontifical Government
has consented to adopt the Code Napoleon, sup-
pressing only those articles relating to the civil
marriage. A few days ago we announced the
adoption of this same code without the objectiona-
ble restriction above mentioned bv the Provissional
Government of the Komagna. If this resolution
has really been taken by the Roman Government,
itis probable that the fall ofCardinal Antonelli will
precede these modifications in the political system
which that Minister has never ceased to support
with such deplorable obstinacv.

THE DUCHIES.
The Monitore Toteano, in describing the depart-

ure from Florence of Signer Boncompagne, the
Sardinian Commissioner, says:

All the streets through which the cortege had to
pass were adorned with the French and Italian flans.
The crowd, bareheaded during the Commissioner's
passing, enthusiastically cheeerd Victor Emanuel
and his worthy representative. At the railway
station a delegation from the people of Florence
begged the Commissioner to commend Tuscany to
King Victor Emanuel, and the Mayor of Florence
offered bim the freedom of the city. The Com-
missioner replied in some well chosen words, after
which he shook hands with every body near him,
and received a number of boquets. After his de-
parture the crowd continued to cheer for the union
of Tuscany with Piedmont under the constitutional
sceptre of King Victor Emanuel. Florence will
long recall that day, so full of emotion.

AUSTRIA.
The Austrian Gazette has the following reflections

on Lord John Russell's despatch of July 7:
Not only is Lord John Russell unable to abstain

from railing against Austria, unseemly as it is in
such a document, but if we go to the bottom of the
matter, he means?We will oppose every arrange-
medt which shall not tend to the complete expul-
sion of Austria from Italy. The old story, that
Austria has provoked the war, is repeated with
unusual audacity, and people do not even shrink
from manifest falsehoods.

The note in question makes it clear that the Aus-
trian government was not mistaken when it thought
that the English Cabinet approved the French
propositions which were intrusted to it, unless,
perhaps, that Cabinet did not find them too agree-
able. The Whig Cabinet would like now to arrive
by a round-about way at the object which escaped
it by the peace of Villafranca; we consider it both
a duty and a right to foil that device. Lord John
Russell's note forms a worthy pendant to his speeches
and those of Lord Palmerston.

The Out JJeuteche Poet savs :
A note of Lord John Russell's gives some instruc-

tive information respecting the attitude of England
in the Italian question. The English Minister of
Foreign Affairs replies in that note to Prussia's
propositions of mediation, and we must conclude
from thet English reply that Prussia wished to lay
down as a basis of mediation the maintenance of
all Austria's possessions in Italy.

Lord John Russell was not disposed to enter into
negotiations on that basis, for he supposed that
Napoleon 111. wished to expel Austria entirely from
Italy. Now, Lord John Russell had not the least
desire to oppose himself to that, in concert with
Prussia; we see, on the contrary, that the English
Cabinet would have witnessed with great satisfac-
tion the complete execution of the French pro-
gramme.

As France did not wish to acquire anything for
herself in Italy, the political balance of power in
Europe was not threatened. Lord John Russell
looks at the balance of power in Europe only as a
matter of square miles; he takes no account of the
moral balance of power. We have no desire to re-
form his opinion on that point.

Rut we canuot refrain from making one observa-
tion; ifNapoleon 111. were to invade England, ho
would certainly have no idea of making lasting
conquests there. Consequently the European bal-
ance of power would not be threatened, and the
continent might consent, in undisturbed tranquil-
lity, to the powerful trident being snatched from
the queen of the seas.

UNION OF TUSCANY AND MODENA.
We have news from Italy that Tuscany and Mo-

dena are arranging a union of their forces to resist
anv attempt to force back upon them their late
rulers. It was hoped at the last accounts, by the
liberals, that Parina would join inthe coalition, and
that Ulloa and Garibaldi would guide it to a suc-
cessful issue. In connection with this, it is confi-
dently asserted that Rome and Naples refuse to dis-
cuss the question of an Italian Confederation so
long as the Dukes are excluded from their domin-
ions?a statement which is very probable, but is
not likely to have much effect on the people of the
Duchies. The correspondent of the Daily Newt,
writingfrom Garibaldi's head quarters, at Lovere,
says:

"Seventeen Roman battalions have been sent by
the Provisional Governments of the Romagna
towards the Cattolica. When arrived there half of
them will be directed on Urbino, the other half on
Gubbio and Perugia. These battalions will soon

that Napoleon's influence is quite gone. You areaware that General Garibaldi's headquarters are
established in this village of the Val Trompia.?s place may, therefore, be considered as the verylocus ot Italian patriotic aspirations, for bolh offi-

bel°,n? to the enlightened class of
Italian society. I hare spoken with a great manyof them, and they are unanimous in condemning'
the peace, and in accusing the Emperor of having
sacrificed Italy to his selfish and mysterious pro-
jects. " '

On the whole, the prospects for the peace of Italy
are not very brilliant or very hopeful. A procla-
mation of the Junta in the Legation says, signifi-
cantly : "Europe has learnt that no rest is to be
looked for here until laws are had suitable to con-
temporary civilization, and adds : "The champion
ot Italian independence sympathises with us, andgives his concurrence in our reasonable claims.?
Confidence and concord I order and organization!
our long minority is over, and we take our affairs
into our own keeping to transmit independence to
our children." We are informed, too, that the gen-
eral commanding the Swiss troops in the Papal ser-
vice has been to Rome, to indicate to the Pope that
the native soldiers cannot be depended on, and that
something must be done. Upon hearing this Pius
IX. made some promises of reform; and the Dukede Grammont has gone to Paris to find out how his
Holiness is to be reinstated in the Romagna. We
shall soon see to what expedients this Cabinet of
the Tuileries will have recourse; but, meanwhile,
the Independence Beige thus refers to the proposed
reforms:

"Our letters from Rome announce the introduc-tion of a reform in the Pontifical Slates, the impor-
tance of which no one will be disposed to deny. In
consequence of the negotiations which have beengoing on with reference to the Presidency of the
future Italian Confederation, the Pontifical govern-
ment haS consented to adopt the Code Napoleon,
suppressing only those articles relating to the civii
marriage. A few days ago we announced the adop-
tion of this same code without the objectionable
restriction above mentioned by the Provisional
Government of the Romagna. Ifthis resolution has
really been taken by the Roman Government, it isprobable that the fail of Cardinal Antonelli willpre-
cede these modifications in the political system
which that minister has never ceased to support
with such deplorable obstinacy."

Pbospectivk Cuasoes in Canadian Trade.?Ar-

rangements have been made by the Grand Trunk
Railway for carrying goods in bond through Canada
to Chicago, Cincinnati, St. Louis and other cities of
the West, by which a saving in time of ten days will
be accomplished in the transit from Quebec. Sev-
eral attempts have been made to establish a direct
trade by the Lakes and the St. Lawrence with sail-
ing vessels, but the peculiar construction required
to pass the canals has prevented their success in
crossing the Atlantic. It is expected that dillicul-
ties may be interposed by the Customs of the United
States to the through transit by rail, and this will,
it is said, lead to a revision of the navigation laws
of America?a question in which the Canadas are
as much interested as the Western States of the
Union. American vessels are allowed the coasting
trade from port to port on the Canadian shore,
while Canadian vessels are confined to a direct
trade between Canada and one port in the United
States. This, however, is becoming of little advan-
tage, as the railway system saves some 500 miles
of distance, and the water carriage cannot compete,
burdened as it is with heavy marine insurance,
dues on canals, and port charges, and subject to
detentions bv fogs and gales of wind. It is
much in the position that the trade in the Balticwould be, if there were no outlet by the Cat-
tegat, beyond nine feet of water, and vessels had to
pass through the Eider Canal. Should any obstruc-
tions be offered to the transit of goods in bond
through Canada, the Imperial Government will be

*

compelled to remonstrate; and ifno redress is to be
had, the retaliatory clause must he enforced, and
our trade with our British possessions declared a
coasting trade. At present a British or Americanship can clear from England for Chicago with
goods. Why should not these vessels carry goods
to Quebec on a through billof lading in bond, by
railway, to Chicago, Cincinnati, and St. Louis, and
be chargeable with the same duties as if carried all
the way by water ? Ifsteamers are depriving the
American shipowners of the emigrant and goods'
trade to New York destined for the West, they must
follow their trade to Portland and Quebec. Cotton
has been sent from the Southern States over the
railways, and through Canada, to Portland and
Boston. Why not to Quebec and Liverpool, as
light freight for ships loaded with timber? Our
shipowners should have an eye to the carrying
trade of the West, where the consumption of iron,
hardware, and earthenware is very great, affording
outward cargoes to the extent of at least a million
of tons. With the completion of Victoria Bridge
and wharfage facilities at Quebec, which it is un-
derstood the Grand Trunk will have provided
next year, no ships need proceed to Quebec in
ballast.

TERRIBLE MURDER AT I.A CROSSE. ?We learned

from Dr. Workman, who reached this city from La
Crosse vester day, that a' terrible and fiendish mur-
der took place near that city on Wednesday last.?
The Doctor was present at the preliminary exami-
nation before the Mayor of the city, and there
learned the following particulars :

Mr. Dennison, a prominent lawyer ofLa Crosse,
a gentleman of talent and character, in company
with another gentleman of that city, went on the
land of a German farmer to fish for trout. Soon af-
ter arriving on the ground, two daughters of the
farmer came out and ordered them away. Mr. Den-nison told them he would pay, and offered them a
dollar for the privilege of fishing. This the girls
refused, and threatened that ifthey did not leave,
their father and brothers would come and "kill
them."

Mr. Dennison and his friend continued fishing,
and seon after saw the old man armed with a gun,
and two or three young men armed with clubs, ap-
proaching. On observing them Mr. Dennison start-
ed towards them, offering them two dollars for the
privilege of fishing. No reply was made, but the
old man attacked Dennison, striking him with his
gun on the head, fracturing his skull, and knock-
ing him at the same time into the creek. They then
set their dogs upon him, at the same time beating
him until he was lifeless aud terribly mutilated. ?

They also attacked and maltreated the other gen-
tleman, but he escaped with barely his life, being
brought into court on a bed. Five persons were
arrested and were under examination. Excitement
was intense, and the people ofLa Crosse were talk-ing seriously of lynching them, as they cannot be
capitally punished inthat State.

RACE BETWEEN THE UNDINE AND MYSTERY.?A
match came off between the Undine and the Mys-
tery, on the return from Martha's Vineyard. The
lormpr is owned by Jerome & Travers, and the lat-
ter by E. 11.

By nice handling, the
Undine was carried through the Ilole on her second
attempt, and led the whole fleet. She squared
awav for her destination, fired a gun, and was the
third boat of the fleet at Holmes's Hole, beating
the Mystery more than an hour and a half to her
anchorage." The owner of the Mystery paid up,
and the parties "took something" all round, in the
best possible humor.? Mew York Tribune.
