the still greater good fortune that his son and suc-
cessor should appoint himself the intrepid and con-

stant defender of our cause; the jealousy that was

at length awakened in Europe by Austri re-
ponderance, obtained through her secret treaties
with the other Italian princes and her concordat
with Rome—all this led Europe to think on our
woes, and by removing the causes put an end to the
effects.

The real cause of the evil was recognized in
Austria, and a war was undertaken by France and
Piedmont to drive her out of Italy.

The war ended with the unexpected peace of
Villafranca, that confirmed the dominion of Aus-
tria over Venetia and the Lombard fortresses, that
stipulated for the Duke of Modena and the Grand
Duke of Tuscany, and that perhaps will permit the
Legations and the Duchy of Parma to be ruled
over by their former governments,

To the ills of Italy it brought then no remedy; if
the causes be maintained, the effects will be renew-
ed, and the treaty of Villafranca, should it not be
altered, will gi > to fresh disturbances and
new wars. Has a European equilibrium been ob
tained by the peace? Since Austria remains in
possession of Venetia and the Quadrangle, with the
influence, secured to her through the strength of a
empire, that she digposes of through her rela-
tionship with the Princes of Modena and Tuscany,
and the claim she lays to the succession of their
States; Austria, with her Concordat, that made
Rome grateful and devoted to her, and with her ab
solute Government, the nominal model of the other
Italian Governments, Piedmont excepted; Austria,
we say, whether she remains alone or confederated,
will retain over Italy that preponderance which
was the main cause of the war recently waged.
Should matters, therefore, continue on the terms
settled at Villafranca, the fate of Venice would be
rendered worse, peace would be threatened more
seriously by revolution, and the equilibrium of Eu-
rope be modified in bebalf of Austria. One hope
alone will still deter Venetia and other parts of
Italy from resorting to extreme measures—the hope
that a Congress of the Powers may remedy the mis-
chief caused by the disastrous peace of Villafranca,
by giving to Venetia an absolute independence of
Austria.  Excellency, it was with this hope that
our fellow-citizens drew up and sent off the addre
that we have presented to you, and with this hope
we have turned to you.

Wenow pray that you will be so good as to trans-
mit these words of ours to your Government, which,
we confidently trust will hearken to them from a
sensé of humanity, for the observance of right, for
the maintenance of peace, and the equilibrium of
Europe. Accept, Excellency, the assurance of our
homage.

There is, of course,
some incorrectness in their judgments as regards
our press and institutions, but one thing is certain,
that they speak highly of our country, which they
know is always ready when there is a noble cause
to defend. It is not, therefore, to be wondered at
if, with all the Anglo-mania which isnow prevalent
in Garibaldi’s camp, the only Englishman who is
among them has become the lion of this singular
corps. In my former letter I had occasion to speak
of Capt. Peard, the gentleman in question. He
comes from Cornwall, and belongs to a militia regi-
