TELEGRAMS.

From Washington.

Wasnrxarox, August 31.—Nothing concerning
the late convention between Guatemala and Gre
Britain (the former ceding a large extent of terri-
tory ta the latter) has reached this Government in
an official form; but it is known that the Adminis-
tration is not an indifferent observer of events on
that question. .

A letter from Vera Cruz states that the British
Minister, Mr. Otway, has been ordered by his Gov-
ernment to avail himself of the leave of absence
previously granted, and surrender the charge of
the legation to Mr. Matthews, the Seeretary of the
Legation.

Ably-written circulars have been addressed by
Gen. Ocampo to the governors of the several States
of Mexico, impressing upon them the neeessity and
importance of enforcing the recent reformatory de-
cree of the Constitutional Government.

Numerous applications are pending for deputy
marshalship for taking the next eensus, but no ap-
pointments will be made until after further legisla-
tion by Congress.

Lieut. J. J. Boyle has been ordered to proceed to
Panama, to report to flag-officer Montgomery for
duty as naval storekeeper and commissioner of
stores.

Fire at Toronto, C.' W,

Toroxro, C. W., August 30.—The most disastrous
fire which bas occurred at Toronto for several
years, commenced at 12 o’clock last night, on the
northwest corner of Victoria and Gould streets.

Victoria terrace, a row of six fine brick dwell-
ings, owned by Sheriff Jarvis, was destroyed.—
Several other dwellings were also destroyed.

Rev. Dr. Taylor and Rev. Mr. Darling are among
those who are burnt out. A large amount of fur-
niture was destroyed, and a very valuable library
badly injured.

The loss is roughly estimated at from $35,000 to
$40,000, which is partly insured.

Courtesies to Ex-President Plerce.

Maxcuester, N. H., Aug. 30.—The Amoskeag
Veterans and other citizens, at a public meeting to-
day, appointed a Committce to tender the hospi-
talities of the city to ex-President Pierce.

The Veterans also voted to escort him to Con-
cord, where arrangements are being made to give
him a public reception. It is expected the demon-
stration will take place either to-morrow or Thurs-
day.

Fire at Hamiliton, C. W.

Hawiurox, C. W., August 30.—At 3 o’clock this
morning the Roman Catholic Church on the corner
of Park and Sheaf streets, was discovered to be on
fire, and when the engines arrived it was a mass of
flames, past saving. Tt had evidently been burning
inside for some time.

Railread Depot Destroyed by Fire.

New Beprorp, Aug. 30.—Early this morning a
fire broke ouat in the Railroad Depot at Fair Haven,
which was totally destroyed. The engines,passenger
cars and ferry boats belonging to the Railroad Com-
pany were fortunately saved.

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Examivartion perore THE Unitep States Cox-
stoNer.—Captain Dawson of the schooner Sea
ymph, who was arrested on T'uesday, by the Uni-
ted States Marshal, charged with cruelly beating
a seaman named John Brown, had a hearing yes
terday morning before United States Commissioner
Hanan.

Brown, who says he was born in China, testified
that he shipped on board the schooner at New Bed-
ford, as steward, and that the captain had promised
him last week that be might leave the vessel on
Monday. That after breakfast on Taesday, he ask-
ed for his discharge and the captain refused to let
Lim off, and because he would not cook dinner, the
captain threw him to the deck and badly beat him.
Several witnesses to the occurreace testified for
the defence, that Brown had used most insulting
language towards the captain, calling him a son of
a b—h, repeatedly, and that Brown shook his fists
several times in the captain’s face; that the captain
did not touch the man until he drew a knife upon
him, and that then the captain threw him to the
deck and struck him several times over the head
with his fists.

Mr. McPherson, the mate, testified that after
Brown left the vessel on Tuesday, he went to the
closet for the purpose of getting some spices for
the new cook, who had been engaged, and that he
found among the parcels two packages, labelled
‘‘arsenic,” “‘poison.”  (The packages were pro-
duced.) He also heard Brown abuse the captain.
Brown denied any knowledge of the packages,
and said they were in the closet when he came
aboard.

Mr. Addison, United Stiates Attorney, safd (o
Brown that when he had first seen him on Tuesday
he thought he had been badly beaten, and felt dis-
posed to have the captain punished, but from the
evidence he believed he had only got his deserts;
be had no right to abuse the captain at all, nor to
draw a knife. If he had been entitled to a dis-
charge, there were legal means to procure it.
Mr. Addison then asked for the discharge of Cap-
tain Dawson, to which request the Commissioner
assented.
Brown was retaken to jail, where he is confined
on the charge of having drawn a knife upon the
captain.

GERMAN TURNER FESTIVAL—-FOURTH
DAY.

Yesterday morning about 9 o’clock, the Turners
proceeded to Rost’s & Hoover’s Gardens, on the
Belair road, accompanied by Capt. Schreiber’s
Brass Band. The principal object in spending the
day at these Gardens was to indulge in target shoot
ing, six prizes having been put up for the best
shots. A large number of persons accompanied
the Turners, and during the day there was acon-
tinual stream of people passing to and fro on the
Belair road, between the Gardens and town. On
the arrival of the Turners, the Jine was dismissed,
and balf an hour spent in amusement.
SHOOTING MATCH.

The target shooting then commenced. No person
was allowed to participate in this amusement ex-
cept the Turners, including those who were mem-
bers of the association of other cities and wha weré
delegates to the Festival. An excellent place has
been arranged on the gmuuds for target practice.
A one-story brick building, fifty feet by thirty, has
been crected expressly for the purpose.

At a distance of one hund and fifty-six yards
from the building an embankment has been raised,
in front of which the targets are placed. Pits have
been dug, eight feet deep, directly under the tar-
gets, in which men are placed, who, on a given sig-
nzl, which is communicated to them by means of a
rope from the building where the shot is fired, point
out the spot on the target where the shot took ef-
fect.

With all the drinking, how-
ever, there was no excessive intoxication, every
body appeared to have imbibed some of the bever-
age, and all to be good-humored and happy.

THE JUVENILES,

The juvenile portion of the company had their
own special amusements, which consisted of “bag
Jjumping,” “‘pole climbing,” and “cream eating”—
each play affording infinite amusement to those en-
gaged and to the lookers-on, Bag jumping consists
in getting into a sack, which comes up to the
neck, where it is tied, and which encloses the arms.
The person thus accoutred is required to jump
around a ring, during which performance he " falls
frequently. In ‘“cream eating,” two boys are
blindfolded, and each is required to feed the other
with ice cream, nsing spoo: Of course, it is diffi-
cult for one to find the other’s mouth, and there is
but a small amount of cream eaten, buta large
quantity distributed over the clothing of both.

THE POLICE.

Detective Stevens, Gatcs, Sutton and Peacock,
were on the ground, as were also a number of the
police, who were kept actively employed in passing
from one garden to the other, and in keeping
order.

PICKPOCKETS AND ROUGHS,

There was a large attendance of roughs and
pick-pockets. The former appeared to belong en-
tirely to the Eastern section of the city, as the
reporter did not observe any of the Holliday strect
or up-town gentry on the ground. Among the
pick-pockets were several from abroad. Three
wera from Cincinnati, ono of whom was dressed
in plain broad cloth, with a white choker, and
looked more like a parson thana “knuck.”

“kid,” a sharp, keen-featured boy, apparently about
15 years of age. The worthytrio were feeling around,
apvous to get an opportunity to work, but detec-
tive Stevens observing them, told them to “ge,”
and they left. The same detective observed seve-
ral others mancuvring around, but he arrested
them, searched them and then ordered them ml';
the ground. The other officers were also active in
expelling this class of thieves. The roughs did not
attempt any disturbance, except that three of them
leaped over the fence, refusing to pay the admit-
tance fee, and when requested to leave, refused and
showed fight. The Germans and the police rallied,
and two of them jumped back again, while the third
started up the lot pursued by several of the rifle-
men. e was caught near the entrance gate. In
the struggle attending the arrest, officer Morgan
was cut between the fingers by one of the sword
bayonets. Several persons who became disorderly
were removed, otherwise the best of order prevailed.

PROCEEDINGS OF THE CITY COUNCIL.

D SESSION.

AY, August 31, 1859.
Fiest Branci.—Present—CaLes Hynes, Presi-
dent, pro tem., and all the members.

Mr. AppisoN presented the petition of Andrew
Snyder and others, asking that James’ alley be
opened between Hamburg ‘and Ross streets, Re-
ferred.

Mr. MoNTAGUE presented the petition of George
Gelbach, asking the removal of a pump in front of
his property on Second street. Referred.

Mr. Appisox presented a communication from the
Committee of the School Commissioners, to whom
was referred the matter of selecting a site for the
erection of The Male Central High School. The
Committee say that a number of sites were offered

them, but that they only consider two of
them as adapted for the purpose named.
One of the lots offered is that now oc-

cupied by the [Friend’s Meeting house, 100 feet on
Courtland street and 56 fect on Saratoga street;
price $11,000 in fee; and two lots fronting on Sara-
toga street 52 feet, which might be secured, making
108 fect on Saratoga street and 100 feet on Court-
land street: the probable cost of the whole about
$20,000. This property, however, would yield no
room for a play ground, and on that account is not
considered well adapted for the purposes of the
School. The other lot offered, which the Board
consider most eligible, is that occupied by the
Church of the Covenanters, on Courtland street,
directly west of the City Spring lot on Calvert
street, anarrow alley only intervening. This lot
fronts 56 feet on Courtland street with a depth of
93 feet to the alley aforesaid. This property is of-
fered for $10,000 'in fee, including the bailding.
Adjoining are two lots, 26 feet on Courtland street
and 93 feet deep, which can be had for £9,000,
making the cost of the whole property, 82 feet front
and 93 fect deep, $19,000. ¥

The Committee think by connecting the City
Spring lot, a spacious play ground will be procur-
ed for the school.

The Committee therefore submit the following
resolution :

Resolved . That this Branch recommend to the Mayor and
City Council, in furtherance of their resolution the pur-
chase of the lots of the Covenanters Congregation and the
lots adjoining, as mentioned in the foregoing report,
Provided, that the City Spring lot be devoted also to the
uses of the Central High School in the manner suggested
in this report.

The report and resolution were referred to the
Committee on Education.

Mr. Mures offered a resolution to place gas lamps
oa the corner of Stricker and Saratoga streets, and
Gilmor and Saratoga streets. Adopted.

Mr. Tavsorr offered a resolution to allow the free
use of the water for the jet and drinking fountain
at the Post-office building. Laid over.

Mr. RaxpoLpa presented the petition of T. J.
Cochran and others, asking for a gas lamp at the
corner of Exeter street and Canton avenue. Re-
ferred to the City Commissioner.

Mr. MoxTAGUE called up the ordinance to repeal
an ordinance granting to Wm. H. Travers and
others the right to construct passenger railways
through the streets of the city, which was the order
of the day.

The ordinance was read. The reading of the
journal of the Special Committee was then com-
menced by the clerk.

TRIUMPHAL RECEPTION.
[ Correspondence of the London News.)

Minax, August 8.—Milan being now a free Italian

town,the national tri-color flag greatly contributed
to the magnificent appearance of the popular festi-
val of yesterday. A myriad of such flags were
waving in the streets, from the palace of the rich
nobleman to the humblest dwelling of the poor
workman. It was boisted on the top of every spire,
on the roofs of public buildings, and on the s:lc(--
like minarets of the cathedral. Underfoot there
was a complete carpet of flowers. Above there was
an enormous number of flags waving against the
deep azure of this unrivalled Italian sky. In one
word, it was the spontaneous demonstaation of a
free people welcoming its beloved King after along-
:sired deliverance.
As the day wore on the aetivity of the upholster-
ers and flower girls inereased, for bnth were anx-
ious to finish their work before the bells of the Du-
omo began to ring their merry peals. In every
corner of the town these people were busy entwin-
ing wreaths and hanging out draperies, but it was
in the Corsa de Servi and in the Piazza del Duomo
that the greatest activity prevailed. A sortof tent
had been erected in front of the prineipal entrance
of the famous church. It was a disgraceful display
of hanging rogs which had been ordered by the
town council of Milan, and intended to offer shelter
to the King on his arrival. The splendid front of
the magnificent church, erected in 1386, by order
of Giovanni Galeazzo, was thus not only spoiled by
the square-roofed official barrack, but the linen and
the fringes with which it had been adorned were so
shabby and dirty that they would have disgraced
the meanest church of an” Alpine village. More-
over, it appeared that the draperies of the tent had
been used on former occasions, that is to say, when
the Emperor of Austria and the Archduke his
brother used to go and thank God for the love and
fidelity of their happy subjects. You will agree
with me that the famous tent could not but awaken
painful recollections, and such was, as you will see,
the opinion of the Milanese mob.

It was about 8 o’clock in the morning when the
crowd collected on the Piazza began to express its
indignation against the upholsterers engaged in
putting together that disgraceful heap of rugs.—
The tumult soon became serions, and alarm was
naturally spread amongst the workmen, who has-
tened to leave the scaffold. Imprecations of every
sort were directed against the Mayor and the coun-
cillors of the Broletto for not providing a better
tent. The popular wrath was thus increasing, and

yas easy to percei that the gend’armes who

be unsuccessful in restoring
d g0 it turned out, for in a few moments
vilion was pulled down, and the rugs torn

to pieces. The Mayor was obliged to apologise, and
the disturbance, which had originated in an hon-
orable feeling of affection towards the gallant King
ended, when a new and more elegant tent was
erected on the spot. 1 have thought it my duty
torelate this incident, which marked the great fes-
tival of vesterday, for I should not wonder ifit was
turned iuto a regular emente by the press devoted
to Austria and by the too numerous Cassandras of
the French official journals. The tumult on the
Piazza del Duomo was but the expression of public
indignation, and if the means employed were not
very orderly, they are fully excused’ by the cause
which gave rise to them. n this little disorder
is a striking proof of the attachmeut of the Lom-
bards to the worthy sovercign who has been
chosen by the general and free will of the country,

The official proclamation of the Mayor had
ready informed the people of Milan that his M
ty would arrive at the Porta Orientale at 6 o’clock
in the afternoon, and from there proceed to the
Cathedral through thesplendid streetof the Corsia.
At twenty minutes p six the merry peals of the
church bells announced to the assembied crowds that
the royal cortege was on its way towards the Duomo.
I had hired a_window at the corner of San Babila
Lion, from which I could distinctly the Corso
as far as the bridge of San Damiano. It is impos-
gible for my pen to describe the enthusiastic mani-
festations of the people as the King, on his splen-
did bay charger, proceeded towards the cathedral.

A sad occurrence had prevented the King
from being present at the Opera, for Count Dadda
having died on Thursday last, the greater part of
the nobility, being in mourning for his death, were
unavoidably absent from the famous house. The
Scala was, howev plendidly illuminated, and o
it will be to-morrow evening, when his Majesty will
be present at the Lukea di Lammermoor. Besides
the general illumination of the town, there will be
this evening a state dinner at the royal palace, and
another will be given to the senators and deputios
at the Cafe Cova by the town council of Milan.
Thus will end the second day of this great Milanese
festival, which must have left a lasting impression
on those who witnessed it, for it was the great and
true manifestations of a happy and free people. To
make this day memorable in the annals of Lombar-
dy, the King has appointed the greatest Italian
poet of our da Alessandro Manzoni, senator of
the kingdom; while Count Giulini, an able econo-
mist of Milan, and a great Italian patriot, has also
d to the same dignity.
