GREAT SNAKE SHOW?WONDERS OF THE ANIMAL

CREATION. ?Among the many attraction which
our city offers to pleasure-seekers and novelty-
hunters, isthe-'SNAKE AND VARIETYSHOW,"
on the south-ast corner of I'ratt and Mill street?,
up stairs. To the habitues of theatres and concert
rooms, this place of entertainment is probably com"

paratively unknown, owing, no doubt, to the want
of enterprise on the part of the proprietor, who,
unmindful of the success of Hrandreth, Bonner and
Barnutn, does not believe in the efficacy of adver
tising. Yet the "Snake and Variety Show" is
liberally patronized, and by a class of people who
need no advertisement to tell them where to find
what is good, but whose instincts lead them to the
spot with unerring precision. Ata distance of two
squares from the place, the ear is greeted with a
"concord oi sweet sounds,'* which are subsequently
discovered to proceed from a "hurdy-gurdy;" the
favorite tune played by the professor who presides
at the instrument being "Sich a gittin' up stairs."
Our reporter,by special invitation, visited the show
a few days since, and furnishes us with the follow-
ing account of whet lie saw and heard. The ex-
terior of the building is decorated with several pan-
oramic views of mammoth she and in the highest
style ot pictorial art, one of which represents
a man live feet high, swallowing a snake fifteen feet
long. Another represents a "ferocious animal in
"the jungle;" while a third is a picture of "the
"greatest livingwonder of;the age"?(subsequently
discovered to be dead, and the skin stuffed)?a
horse with only three legs. The entrance is on
Mill street, up a flight of stairs, the steps of which
arc sprinkled with sawdust?a precaution taken, as
our reporter was informed, to prevent the noise of
feet from interfering with the music, and also to
enable the showman to usher his visiters into the
august presence of the animals without their know-
ledge, which causes them to put on an air of sur-
prise, which makes them appear to greater advan-
tage. On gaining the head of the stairs, the re-
porter found that he was not to be alone in his
visit. Two gentlemen from the rural districts were
just paying the admittance fee of twelve cents. On
entering the room the reporter fonnd cages of va-
rious sizes arranged along the sides, ends, and run-
ning up the centre of the room, in which were wild-
cats, monkeys, coons, snakes, white mice, par-
rots, birds of different plumage, and a variety of
stuffed skins. The first cage to which attention
was directed was the one containing the
white mice. " There," said the gentleman,
who stirs the animals up, "there's white mice for
"von 1" Two hundred in that cage and it ain't half"lull! I sells'em at $1.50 a pair. There's scarcely
"a respectable family in.town,gentlemen,but what's
"got a pair of 'em. You, my friend," addressing
"one of the countrymen who had entered at the same
,'time with the reporter, "you, my friend, should
"purchase severiie pairs, and take 'em with you to
"the Eastern shore. There'dsoon be no necessity for
"your bringing hoop poles to Baltimore." "You've
"mistook your man," said the individual-addressed,
"inan indignant tone. "I does'nt deal in hoop poles,
"water millions is what I deals in." "Beg pardon
??sir, beg pardonjbut you'd soon cease even that re-
spectable avocation. There'd be no necessity, sir;
"you'd soon be riq|i." The snakes next attracted at-
"tenti n. "That cage, gentlemvn,contains a rattle
"snake of the male sex, a copper-head,a wiper, and
"fifty young rattle snakes,whose mother are in an-
"other cage, sufferin' all the pSngs of despair,
"'cause she thinks she's been bereft of her
"offspring. We're wanin' 'em, and it'illbe a
"joyful suipiize when them snakes returns to
"their mother, as they most assuredly will?full
"grown. Imagine the meeting,gentlemen !" This"harangue was interrupted by a screech,which came
"from an eagle, chained by one leg to the floor.
"Y'ou heard that scream, gentlemen," said the
"showman. "It came from that bird of Jove, the
"emblem of our beloved America. Eagles arn't pro-
perly curiosities; they're to be seen frequently.
"But it is the history of" that bird what makes him
"interesting. That bird was purchased at]an incredi-
"ble price from a gentleman who gothini from Dr.
"Kane,the celebrated Arctic navigator. The doctor

Nothing like the crowd
this morning has been seen in Paris for a genera-
tion, except on the occasion of the opening of the
Industrial Exhibition, and of the last visit of Victo-
ria. The pictures represent Napoleon very fairly,
except that he is rather stouter than commonly
shown, and that his beard is of a lightbrown color.
I was struck with the anxiety about him prevalent
everywhere among the lovers of older, and more
than once Iheard expressions of thankfulness that he
was so far on his dangerous way without accident, i
Several of the cavalry of the Imperial Guard car-
ried on their horses their little sons, spectators of
the scene.

1 saw in the demeanor of
the Emperor nothing but modesty and dignity. He
looked born in the purple. Others who had seen
him before thought they could discover in his face
evident traces of sadness and disappointment. A

during the last three months."

Thev are
to take in all 18 baths, one per day. At present,
masons, carpenters and gardeners are employed in
and about the bath-house, and amid the confusion
and noise they create, the bathers have to manage
as well as they can. Two bath-rooms have been
constructed, one for the Emperor, the other for the
Empress. They are elegantly fitted up, and the
baths in them, like those of the other bathers, are
of gray marble. The Emperor and Empress and
their suites are to occupy three houses, situate at
one of the extremities of the village, which con-
sists of only one street. The furniture for the three
houses has been brought from the Palace at Pau.
Sixty infantry and ten cavalry soldiers of the
Guard are to he in attendance on their Majesties.
It is by direction of Dr. Ilayer that the Emperor
and Empress are going to pass their short season
at St. Sauveur."

The Meaaager says that Prince Poniatowski, the
Senator, has left Paris for Italy, charged with a
special mission by the Emperor.

The sun had now hid himself from view. Hurry-

Blondin made due
preparations, dressed himself in a linen suit, with
iiis frock he has so often worn, armed himself with
his balancing-pole, to which he had attached some
brilliantlights of various colors, and then sending
forth a rocket, which pierced far up into the deep
blue, he commenced his "evening walk."

It was little past 8 o'clock he proceeded rapidly
down the rope, and was distinctly visible upon
either tide. Unfortunately the light upon one end
of the pole became detached and fell into the river.
The sight was not so pretty as it would have been
had not this occurred. When about midway he
took a seat to rest, or perhaps get a better view of
the scene. Not satisfied with beholding things
above and around him, he finally inverted himself
and looked down into the water. It was so dark,
we think, he did not sec much.

The
programme promulgated previously was carried
out with entire success. l)e Lave appeared at 4
o'clock precisely, having strapped on his back a
chair and a salver, upon which were a lot of small
cakes which were to serve as his lunch. He im-
mediately took up his pole and started out. When
about the middle of the chasm he stopped and sat
down. Taking the chair from his back, he adjust-
ed iton the rope, seated himself in it, and com-
posedly ate up the cakes from the salver, which
lay in his lap during the operation.

Having concluded his meal, he threw overboard
his chair and salver, and proceeded to the west side
of the river, stopping once or t vice to lie down,
stand on one foot, etc. After a delay of ten minutes,
he started out again, till he got over the brink of
the Falls, and then he carried out his promise to
lower himself down to the sheet of water and dip a
draught from the flood. He tied his balance pole
to the rope, slided down and took a drink, and then
returned to the rope above with great ease.

A YOCNO HAN OVER THE FALLS.

We regret to announce a fatal accident, occurring
through carelessness in walking about the banks ot
the river yesterday, while Mons. De Lave was going
through with his "performances on the rope. The
victim was a young man named William F. Jenni-
son, employed as a clerk inthe office and warehouse
of Joshua Raton, at Charlotte. He came up to the
city in the morning, with some companions, to see
De Lave walk, and after taking dinner at a hotel
and visiting several places about town, got separat-
ed from the rest of his party, and the next that is
known of his movements, he was teen near the saw

mill on the west side of the river, but back of itand out of sight of the rope, on some lumber whichis piled up loosely at the brink of the precipice

The ends of some of the boards stick out several
feet beyond the bank, and JennUon stepped on oneof them which was loose. It tipped so as to throwhim off his balance, and in an instant he was pre-cipitated over the bank and fell to the bottom,without touching anything in his descent?a dis-tance of about 100 feet?striking on some rocks,within two or three feet of the water. There wasnobody near him when he lost his balance, but thelull was witnessed by a large number of peonle whowere looking out of the windows of the coitnn fac-tory and the mills in the vicinitv, and also bv thePeople on tbe flats and the island below the Falls.YVe have conversed with several of the spectators,
and all concur in representing the sight as one to
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ruli, T'il" poor fellow pitched
off the boards headlong, but when about half way
down turned partly over, and lauded on his backand side. The noise resembled that which wouldhave been made by a rock of the same weight and
was heard by some people on Falls Field.

THE ASTOR LIBRARY.
THE RECENT ADDITION?RARE BOOKS OX EXHIBITION.

The opening of the addition to the Astor Libra-
| '-.V, by which the size and convenience of that insti-
tution are doubled, ha 3 made necessary a complete)
re arrangement of the books. The new building
willbe devoted lo the works on belles-lettres, whilethe older portion will be occupied by the scientific
books. The alcoves are designated" by the letters
of the alphabet, and the presses or rows of shelvesin the alcoves, by numbers. The completed svstem
will enable the librarians to gain access to the differ-
ent books with the least possible difficulty. Mr.
Coggswell, the accomplished and energetic librari-an, deserves the thanks of the public for the intelli-
gence and industry withwhich he has managed this
part of his task. Since the first of August,"we aretold, he lias worked upon it from two and threeo clock in the morning till ten at night.

Tuesday and Wednesday the books not exhibited,
except for special purposes, were publicly shown toall who chose to visit the library. Thev were laid
upon the long tables in the new building, and in-
spected by a large number of visitors, the majority
being ladies. All of these works are very valuable,
some very rare, and a few whollyunique. Amongthe latter may be mentioned a singular Armenianmanuscript work on Martyrology, beautifully illu-
minated, and said to be eight hundred years o'ld. It
is written with the most scrupulous exactness, andin the character now used in Armenian printing. It
is left for inspection by Mr. Oscanyan, who declares
it to be the only copy of the work'known. Another
remarkable work is a huge folio volume?an Anti-phonale?as used in the Catholic churches. This
giant tome is bound in morocco, and heavily or-
namented with brass cornices and clasps. The
leaves are vellum, lrequently adorned with fancy
letters and small water-color paintings, and theLatin words are accompanied bv the music written
in four staves, without bars, and with the obsoletenotes once in vogue, and still used in the lave con-
tinental churches.

At the religious services these missals are placed
upon a bookstand, and the officiating priests can
read the large printed words, and the notes, f- ,n
their seats several feet distant. The C'athedrHi of
Siena possesses some of the finest missals inexistence.
The present is said to have been used at the corona-
tion ol Charles A. ot Franee, in 1695. A curious
work is Ilugden's "Poly Chronieon," printed by
Caxton in London, I*lß2. It is ol quarto size, very
thick, and printed in tbe old English letter.
Another old book is Bartholomew's "Do Proprieta-
tibus Rerum," printed in 1191, by Wvnkvn de
Worde. It is rather curious that, the venerable
specimens of literary and mechanical skill, pro-
duced at about the time when Columbus first sailed
on his great expedition, should, after nearly four
centuries, find a permanent resting-place inthe new world which lie discovered.A book interesting to Sbakesperian scholars is a
first folio edition of Shakespeare's works, dated
London, 1623. Among the most attractive works
is a magnificent series of superbly colored plates,
in three imperial foliovolumes, representing tlie'
frescoes in the "Loggiedi Kaffaelle" inthe Vatican.
To all practical intents, these copies are more in-
teresting than the original. At the Vatican, the
visitor is forced almost to dislocate his neck in
gazing at the out-of-the-way corners where Kaf-
faelle has lavished his artistic wealth, while often
the designs are so defaced by time as to be almost
lost. These beautiful plates, of course on a reducedscale, give an excellent idea of the immense inge-
nuity rather than tbe genius of the great painter.

Audubon's "Birds ot America," in four volumeselephant folio, together with Scott's "Border An-
tiquities," and other illustrated works, were also
on exhibition. To day the most valuable of these
books are returned to their resting-places on care-fully-guarded shelves, and henceforth can onlv be
seen by moans of a special permit.

A report has gained credence that the new por-
tion of tbe Astor Library was destined as a public
reading-room, to be furnished with periodicals,
papers, Ac., to which the public would be allowed
access both dav and evening. This is probably an
error, as the librarians have been informed of no
such arrangement, and tbe utter absence of gas-
fixtures in the building would indicate that as
hitherto the library will be closed at sundown.?

THE I'RINCE OF WALES COMING.
Let our best society rejoice: a royal prince is

coming to America. .Not a poverty-stricken Ger-
man or Italian prince, but the heir apparent to the
crown of Great Britain. A despatch from Canada
says that the Prince ol Y\ ales may be expected to
arrive at Quebec by tbe next Canadian ocean mail
steamer. Ifthis is a correct report, the Prince is
now on the seas, for the next Quebec steamer is tbe
Ocean Queen, which sailed from Liverpool August
24th, and will arrive in four or five davs. The
Canadians are among the most loyal of British
subjects, and they will,of course, g'ive an enthusi-
astic welcome to their Queen's son and future king.
-No prince roval of England has visited Americasince the Duke of Clarence, afterwards William
IV., came on a man-of-war, in which he wasa mid-
shipman.

As the Prince of Wales is avowedly on his trav-
els for the sake of completing his education and
filling his mind with knowledge of all kinds, of
course he will not go back to Europe without visi-
ting tht,United States The great agitating ques-
tion otrHffcountry will therefore Income. How is
he to be received? Of course, New York will throw
itself at his feet and kiss tbe royal band. There
will be a military reception, a firemen's parade, a
banquet at tbe Filth Avenue hotel, a ball at the
Academy of Music, and probably the climax ofglory willbe reached by the Prince's b ing invited
to write for the New York Ledger. Here in Phila-delphia, being unable to offer any such grand civi-
lities to His Uoyal Highness, we shall probably lethim cninc and go in comparative quiet.

The great burthen of tbe national hospitality will
fall upon the President of the United States, and we
are cunous to know how Mr. Buchanan will do the
honors, and whether he will make Queen Victoria's
son a guest at the White House, as he often doeswith the prominent Lccompton politicians that go
to \\ ashington. All depends, we presume, upon
tbe Prince's views on Mr. Buchanan's policy.

For the information of the inquiring world, we
state that his royal highness Albert Edward, Prince
of Wales, Duke of Saxony, Prince of Saxe Coburg
and Gotha, Grand Steward of Scotland, Duke of
Cornwall anil Rnthsay, Earl of Chester, Earl of
Carrick and Dublin, Baron Renfrew, and Lord of
the Isles, is nearly 18 years old, having been born
November 9th, 1841. He is a well trained and well
informed youth, not over vigorous in health, nor
over brilliant in intellect; but quite clever enough
for a sovereign of a free, constitutional government
like England, whose worst fate would be to have a
king of great mind and lofty ambition, that would
carry hiin beyond the legitimate restraints of Par-
liament and Ministers. lie has traveled over cen-
tral and southern Europe during the last year or
two, and has been kept under a supervision that
has restrained him from any undue indulgence in
!he vices of many fashionable youths on their trav-
ds. His European tour was partly to give him an
ipportunitv for looking after a wife arno .g the
i'rotestaot German princesses. YY'e regret that we
:annot giva any assurance that, he will look for a
vife in this country?the Royal Marriage Act
vould scarcely allow that. So our young ladies
iced entertain no visions of becoming a Princess of
Wales, or a Queen of England.? Philadelphia Bul-
etin.

SOMETHING ABOUT CRICKETING. ?An "Old Englar,"
ler" who claims to have been a cricketer of some
miinence in his younger days in England, sends
ffie New York Timet a letter, in view of the great
mining match between the "All England Eleven,"
ind the American players. YVo copy a portion of
lie letter, giving useful about playing, for
lie benefit of the Cricketers, who play to-morrow
>n the Heights:
Th fielding of tbe American cricketers generally

s pretty fair?the field, as usual, being under the
Generalship of tbe wicket keepers.

Tbe wicket keeper is presumed to know the pecu-
iarity of the batting of each and every one of the
vpponents; hence he places men accordingly. In
doing this, however, he should be careful, when
giving a sign to any of his field, to do it in such a
manner that the batter does not see it. As soon as
the ball is struck, and is fielded, and is abou' to be
thrown to the wicket, it is the duty of the fieid in
that part to back up at a convenient distance behind
the wicket keeper, or the bowler, (who have each
charge of a wicket) so as to be able to stop tbe ball
in case of its passing the one in charge of tbe wick-
et. YY'e have seen manv runs made here, at this
point, where they should not have been made, for
want of this precaution.

YY'e see nothing noiv-a-days but what is called
round arm bowling. YY'e say "called" because we
do not consider it bowling, and we are fearful it
will not be allowed lien they play the great match.
It is nothing more nor less than a jerk throw. To
deliver a fair ball, the hand of the bowler, when
delivering the ball, must be below the line of the
elbow, f ' knuckles of the hand must be turned
down ihe* round arm bowling that we have
sept . e is with the knuckles of the hand turned
ap, and the hand above tbe line of the elbow, which
makes it not alone a throw and unfair hall, but it
iestroys all the pleasure of the batsman, from the
langer he runs ofbeing severely hurt.

YYe have seen players put out by "leg before
wicket," when we knew they were not out. A
player is out with "leg before wicket," provided
the ball is bowled straight to the wicket; but. if the
ball is bowled to the leg of the wicket, or off, the

"

batter has a right to advance his leg to enable him
to reach the ball ifbowled off, and to turn round,
or to put himself in any position he pleases to reach
the ball, if bowled to the leg; and if, as is the case
in a twisting ball, it bounds off, or on, and twists to
the wicket, the batter is not out bv "leg before
wicket." The peculiar knack of this round arm
bowling is this making the ball, which is bowled
wide of the wicket, either to the leg or ofl, twi.t or
ehoot into the wicket after it touches the ground.

YVe have seen no good batting in any of the
players, either in the United States or the Cana-
das?simply because they have not been taught by

professional cricketers. None ot the players that
we have seen here strike from the shoulders or from
the body; they all strike either from the elbows or
from tbe wri is; the consequence is, instead of hav-
ing the whole of the bat to face the ball thus, | ,

thev have the bat either thus Y or thus /, and they
will miss nine balls out of ten when they bat in
that manner.
