NCE.

St. Louts, September 3.—The Overland mail
from California, with dates from San Francisco to
the 12th of August. arrived last evening. Business
generallv was inactive and prices unchanged.

N. P. Wilkins, Esq., District Attorney for Sut-
ter county and candidate for the Legislature, was
shot by Judge May, of Yuba county, whose daugh-
ter Wilkins had seduced.

Tur Luuser Busisess ix Marxe.—Lumbering, it
is believed, will not be prosecuted as cxteusi\‘etv in
Maine the coming winter as in previous years, ow-
ing to the high rate of “‘stumpage” charged by the
proprictors of timber lands. Stumpage is the tax
charged to operators upon the amount of timber
cut, and in Maine is regulated by the market price
of lumber at St. Johu, N. B. "Itis now $3 per
ton for timber, and $5 to $6 per M. for logs! For
some years it has been slowly advancing, until it
has become ¢o high as to render lumbering a more
hazardous and less profitable business than ever,
and many who have operated largely in Maine for
years past, are now prospecting in the forests of
New Brunswick, where the rates are far less oner-
ous; though the timber is not as good as in Maine,
and the facilities for driving logs less ample.

By those advocating emigration and the settling
up of her uncecupied lands, the lumber business
has always been regarded as having retarded the
growth of the State and the development o’ its ag-
ricultural resources, because it absorbs some of its
best yeomanry by drawing them from the soil to
the forests. It moreover says the wealth of the
State to a great extent, since many engage in it as
a financial speculation, and after having realized

large fortunes, remove from the State, instead of

remaining as permanent settlers to bequeath to it
the benefits of their accumulated wealth, “There
have been more fortunes taken from Maine than
were ever broughtinto it,”” is a common adage
There are those, therefore, who will regard the
new diversion of the business with a considerable
degree of satisfaction. It remains to be seen how
its curtailment in Maine will affect the financial in-
terests of the State.—Journal of Commerce.

THE WHEAT CROP AND ITS EN

Mr. Editor :  Whilst the wheat i
our great farmer Rogers used to expres
growth, let us endeavor todive into some of the mys-

es of this wonderful plant. The chicfof these at
resent is, the destroying joint-worm, which has
diminished the crop of this and several adjoining
from 30 to 50 per cent. Yet, in the midst
of'it, for the last two years, my crops have been the
best I ever made. OF this fact I will give the reas-
ons, so far as I know, in the hope of throwing some
light on this engrossing topie.

A short review of the wheat culture of Virginia
may be of interest to our younger brethren, and
may illustrate more clearly our present difficulty.
In old times, before the Hessian fly, when the wheat
was often sowed and ploughed in “at the last work-
ing of the corn, almost the only limit to the crop
was in the extent and fertility of the land. This
success encouraged its cultivation, _till the wheat
patch, as it was then called, expanded into the
wheat field. Then came the fly, so destructive un-
der this system that it was called Hessian, after a
ud unprovoked enemy, and erroneously
ed to be brought over by them. The habits
of this insect being carefully investigated by Gov.
Barbour, Gen. Coc and others, showed the dan-
ger of too early seediug, and the mlvuulugvul';_'rul.-
ing and other means of diminishing its rav Tes.—
To avoid their fall deposit of eggs on the blades of
the wheat it became the settled practice not to be-
gin sowing earlier than the first to the fifth of Oc-
tober.

This delay of a full month or more from the
former usage, besides subjecting the latter part of
the crop to the spring attack of the fly, aggravated
enormously the danger from rust—the universal ene-
wy to the wheat., The necessity of early ripening
to escape the rust, while prevented from early gow.-
ing by the fly, led to the trial of every possible
variety of wheat, nor is any one kind even yet de-
cided on as the best. The Meditc ean has at
least the two-fold advantage, that it may be sown
some ten days earlier, and ripens nearly as much
sooner, than the white flint and other’ standard
kinds. Its culture, in spite of many objections, is
extending, and of this our crops in this region
partly consisted when first attacked by the joint-
worm. In the pauic oceasioned by this dreadful
enemy, which has driven some of our farmers oft
the field, we could not at first say that it spared
any kind. But on closer inspection the old proverb
proved true—¢the devil take the hindmost.”

The joint-worm has a certain time to ch nge from
ts chrysalis state and come forth to work; but if a
ittle before this time the wheat can head, the straw
is then too hard for them, and they seek that which
ation is,to pierce
the outer covaring near the joint, and deposit their
eggs, which soon hatch and ‘cut off all nourishment
from above that point. Upon these facts we base
our practice, which is to sow in good time, and
with the best preparation the earlierkinds of wh at,
and push them in every way to the speediest maturi.
ty. We begin by the'middle of September, or as
soon after as we can get ready, and sow for the first
weck or ten days of pure Mediterranean, then of
one-third early purple straw with it, and finish with
the purple siraw alone. If any Poland or late
wheat at all, it should be sowed carly in October
on tobacco land, or the most favorable spots as to
fertility and exposure. Tk
are now trying, to see i
enemy. My neighbor, F. K. Nelson, tried his last
crop in three ways, and all turned out well, First,
prime clover, fallow, sowed early in Mediterrane-
an; second, well manurea land ‘in the sam
third, the corn field in early purple s
guano. These three methods seem likely
ceed. 1 know of no other. Ordinary fallow, or
good corn land, may do with one hundred pounds
of guano to the acre; but two hundred pounds are
necessary if the land be poor. The wheat drill with
the guano attachment will, I hope, do great things
for us and the whole country. A single experiment
with it in Fauquier is enough, at least, to attract
attention.

Although their uniform and drill are copied
from the latest improvements in the French army,
they are precisely ccording to the new United
States army regulations which General Seott is
preparing for publication, so that our young Creole
Chasseurs are only a few months ahead of the age
in this country.
