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Wc publish in another column the list of signa-
tures to the call for a Town-Meeting. We have
done so, because we think that it is right that
this community should know upon whose invita-
tion it is to assemble in Monument Square this
afternoon?to "deliberate" and "devise some
"means of rescuing our city from its present de-
plorable condition." There is "moral force and

"power" in the invitation itself, and in the names
of those who have issued it?as there will be in the
"presence in mass" of the people to whom it is
addressed. The list comprises the names of many
of our best and best-known citizens; ?of men in
every walk and occupation of life?Merchants and
Tradesmen, Professional Men and Mechanics; ?of

members ofboth political parties, and of men who
have never been identified with either. All
these ?to the number of nearly two thousand
?have joined in the present movement
in favor of Reform, and have appended their
names to the call, the solemn and signifi-
cant language of which wc have just quoted.?
What diverse and contrary opinions some of these
signers may have heretofore entertained?both
with respect to the extent of the evil which pre-
vails, and the nature of the remedy which is needed,
or by what various and devious paths they may have
separately arrived at their present conclusion?we
forbear to inquire. It is sufficient for us that with
one accord theyare all agreed in pronouncing the
"present condition" of the city "deplorable," and

in proclaiming the necessity of "devising some
"means"?other than those which the existing
laws, as at present administered, afford?for the
purpose of "rescuing" it from its degradation.
Upon the admission which is thus made of the
truth of what we have so often affirmed, and have
been so often abused and denounced for affirming
?we do not propose at present to comment. Wc
have no disposition to convert what should be an
occasion for joy and thankfulness to this whole
community, into one of private exultation or per-
sonal triumph. It is not because it is a vindica-
tion of the course of this paper with reference to
domestic occurrences, and a confirmation ofthe truth
of what we have written respecting the "con-
"dition" of the city, and the incompetency of the
authorities?that we have filled our columns to-
day with the names of the signers of the call. It
is because the number and respectability of those
names effectually disprove the assertion which has
been recklessly ventured, that this is a partisan
measure?designed to cloak and subserve some
personal anil political end. We believe that
the present movement is a thoroughly honest one,
possessing?as a single glance at the list of
signers will show?the confidence and support
of men of every shade of politics, and all sorts of
opinions. We believe that it lias hut one object,
and that is, as stated in the call, to "rescue" our
city from its "present deplorable condition."
Whether the effort succeeds or not, our faith in the
integrity of the men who have made it, and in
the rectitude of flic motives which have animated
them in their arduous undertaking, will remain un-

shaken. Its success will depend upon the
extent to which that faith is shared by
the community, and the support which
we ourselves have given is backed by others. As
a proof of that confidence, and a pledge of that
support we hope to see a full assemblage of the
people in Monument square this afternoon?drawn
thither not by curiosity?to hear what is said, but
by a desire lo assist iu deciding what shall be done.
They are invited to "deliberate," and although
we understand that the Committee of Arrange-
ments have prepared?as it was necessary that
they or somebody should prepare?a series of reso-
lutions, to be submitted to the meeting, it will de-
pend upon the action of the meeting itself, whe-
ther those resolutions are to be accepted as the
sense and voice of the people of this city. We have
not seen the resolutions, nor have we been advised
as to their purport. We do not therefore be- i
speak for them the approbation of the meeting,
any farther than we are led lo augur favorably for
their spirit and character from our knowledge of
the gentlemen who compose the Committee. Any
further expression of opinion, as well as any defi-
nite estimate of the strength and value of the
movement, we must defer until after the meeting
shall have been held, and its will ascertained. In
order, however, that the expression of that will
may be as authoritative and as solemn as possible,
it is of the'utmost importance that the meeting
should be a full and fair representation of the peo.
pie of Baltimore; and to that end we invoke the

personal attendance of every man who sympa-
thizes with the objects of the call, and bas hon"
estly at heart the restoration of peace and good
order in our city. Let none stand aloof to see?-
or stay at home to hear?but let all go up to parti-
cipate and to act?firmly persuaded that upon the

earnestness of their participation and the wisdom
of their action, depend the success of the move-

ment, and the honor, peace and happiness of this
community.

When a man is charged with a dishonest or dis-
graceful act, and merely "spurns," without reply-
ing to, the accusation, our confidence in his integ-
rity is not necessarily shaken, If, however, he is
not content to stand upon the ground thus taken,
and bold up his established character as a defence
against the so-called slander, but resorts to techni-

calities and evasions, in order to delay or prevent
an investigation, he has no cause of complaint
against those who can no longer resist the convic-
tion of his guilt. It is well enough, as a general

rule, to say that no one is under an obligation to
notice, mneh less to refute, either the insinuations
or allegations which malice may invent and rumor
may publish to his disparagement. Dut there are
places in which a man is bound to challenge and
expose the falsehood?there are times when, to per-
mit suspicion to exist, is to confess inability to
remove it?there nrc cases in which he must

choose to speak, and that to some purpose, or for-
ever after hold his peace, though calumny itself
should assail him. The circumstances connected
with the grant of the City Passenger Railway we

hold to constitute a case of this sort. Our readers
remember well how .this franchise was obtained
from the City Council, only to be sold for the bene-
fit of the lucky speculators so soon as they had se-

cured it. It was a matter of special wonder at the
time, that the privilege of constructing a great and
costly public improvement should be conferred on
tboso who had confessedly neither the capital nor

m
experience requisite for such an undertaking. Not
even the captivating provisions in the ordinance,
in reference to the stock lo IK? offered to, and the
materials to be purchased from our citizens, could
reconcile them to the course of the Council.
They were not blind to the underhand
influences at work, and were well satisfied that the
building of a road was one thing, and the
right to a monopoly that would sell, another thing.
The speedy assignment of the powers vested in the
grantees, proved, if proofs were wanting, that
the public had rightly apprehended the nature

ot the speculation. That such valuable privileges
should have been so freely given to these grantees,
was calculated to cause surprise and excite suspi-
cions, and these took the form of deliberate convic-
tions, when their assignees by the whole course of
their proceedings showed conclusively that they
relied upon a protection above and stronger than
the law they proposed to act under. Then confi-
dential conferences with one or more members of
the Council were heard of, and then it was found
that contracts and jobs had been assigned to
others, and day "by day new facts came leaking
out to strengthen the general belief?that the legis-
lators had found profit in their legislation. So de-
cided was the impression that corrupt influences
had originated or forwarded the ordinance, and so
freely was it bruited among the people, that the
report of the Special Committee appointed prior to
the last adjournment of the Council has been
awaited with anxious interest. The report and

the journal of that Committee have been duly sub-
mitted and read, and the pertinacious efforts made
as we mentioned a few days ago, to prevent the
printing of the latter, have been successful. We
are therefore not yet in a condition to analyze the
evidence itpurports to contain, Fo far as the ab-
stract reported for the press enables us to judge of
it, we arc not prepared toadmitthatit is conclusive
as to the criminality of the members, or grantees.
Ifsome of them have been definitively adjudged to
be guilty, as we unequivocally believe they have
been by the great mass of the community, it is
themselves who have furnished the chief testimony
on which such verdict has been rendered.?
The refusal of the grantees to appear before the
Committee, or to answer candidly and fairly the
written interrogatories propounded to them, admits
of but one construction. They had challenged an
investigation, and they alone could give full infor-
mation about the means used to procure the pas-
sage of the ordinance, but they have thought

proper to stand aloof and denounce or answer with
vague evasions their accusers. The case of the
members is even worse. They lie under heavier
and more disgraceful imputations. Some of them
nre avowedly connected with the building or man-
agement of the road. They only can throw light
into the dark corners of the Council chamber, and
prove that devious courses have led to honest
ends. It is for them to demonstrate that they
were neither bought nor sold. They have appa-
rently feared to face the ordeal. We read in the
examination that they have been surrounded by
official and private persons, who have not scrupled
to talk together about how much it took to insure
the passage of an ordinance. They themselves
have listened to conversations about the jobs to be
given out by those applying for grants, and the de-
termination of these to favor their friends. Lists
have been in circulation containing the names of
parties to be paid for assisting to obtain this fran-
chise, and on these the names of members have
been noted. The statements that money lias been
profusely spent, are direct and positive. Around
the whole transaction there floats an odor of
noisome corruption, dark and dense enough to
taint forever the characters of those who have
moved and breathed in it. But the men who
stand the central figures in the group on which
the searching eyes of the whole people are now di-
rected, have onlyreviled and abused those whoques-
tion their purity, and they have stifled the inquiry
which sought to test the truth. The consequences
of such a course none can know better than they,
and they must now accept them. But there are
other questions involved in this matter of more
importance than the purity or infamy of one or
more individuals. Ifthe people have been unfairly
dealt with, they have a right to know it. Ifbrib-
ery and corruption have invaded the chambers of
legislation, we ought to be afforded every oppor-
tunity to trace them through their secret wind-
ings, that we may be enabled to learn whether a
few worthless men have betrayed their trust and
sullied their integrity, or whether the whole body
is rotten to the core. It is proper for us to use
every effort to discover the nature of the solicita-
tions which have been brought to bear and made
effectual to secure the passage of an important
measure. All this the publication of the journal
can help us to do. It is our right to demand it,
and we do so?not for the purpose of exposing the
infamy of public men?but to make manifest the
extent of the demoralization which surrounds
and pervades the body politic, in order that the
people may take into consideration the disease
and the remedy.

FOREIGN ITEMS.
THE CHAINS OP ST. PETER.?A letter from Romesays:?"l have recently witnessed the celebration

of a religions festival which the Romans always ob-
serve with peculiar fervor?l allude to the festival
of St. Peter in Vinculis, during which the chains
that fettered St. Peter in his dungeon at Jerusalemand Rome are exposed for a week to the venerationof the faithful. It is well known that, by divinepermission, and in order to remove the doubts
which had arisen in certain minds, the two chains
used to bind St. Peter at Jerusalem and Rome clung
together when brought into contact, and became so
closely joined that it is now impossible to tell whereone ends and the other begins. These chains are
preserved at the church of St. Peter in Vinculis,built A. D. 442, by the Empress Eudoxia, wife of
Valentine 111., Emperor of the West. This prin-
cess presented to Pope Leo the chain with which
St. Peter was bound, by llerod's command, in theprison ol Jerusalem, having herself received it as a
gift from Juvenal, the patriarch of that city. The
church was rebuilt in the 16th century, and modi-
tied in the 17th. It contains the magnificent statue
of Moses, by Michael Angelo, and manv admirable
paintings by Guercino, Domenichino,"Guido, and
Giulio Romano. During the week the church was
crowded with people, all the more anxious to kissthe chains sanctified by the sufferings of the Princeof Apostles, as these venerable relics are only ex-posed at this festival, and cannot be seen at any
other time, without an express permission from thePope."

The following is the text of Deputy Ginori's mo-
tion just adopted by the Assembly: "The Assembly-
declares that the dynasty of Lorraine, which on
the 27th of April, 1859, voluntarily abandoned
Tuscany- without leaving there any form of govern
ment, to join the enemy's camp, has rendered itself
absolutely incompatible with the order and welfare
of Tuscany, declares that it does not know any
manner in which that dynasty-can be re-established
and maintained without hurting the sentiments of
the population, without a constant and inevitabledanger of seeing the public peace incessantly dis-
turbed, to the detriment of Italy; for which reasons
it formally proclaims that the dynasty of Lorraine
cannot be recalled or received to reign again over
Tuscany."

MODENA, Aug. 15.?The elections have been fol-
lowed by admirable order. A great number of
people took part in the elections, and distinguished
persons and honorable patriots of all classes of
society have been elected.

MODENA, Aug. 16.?Signor Farini opened the Na-
tional Assembly amidst enthusiastic plaudits. Afterhaving spoken a few eloquent words respecting thehistory of Modena during the present centuryfthat
of the Sardinian government, and that of the dif-
ferent provinces, and respecting the late dictator-ship, he placed the powers conferred on him as
Dictator in the bands of the Deputies. He urged
them to express freely and calmly their wishes'for
the definite settlement of the constitution of the
country, and addressing himself to Europe he said
"we are ready to give to the civilised world all the
guarantees of order and peace, on condition thatliberty is assured to us, and that Italy shall belong
to the Italians." The Assembly voted an address
of thanks to Napoleon 111. At the close of the sit-ting the the Modenese troops fired a salute.

RIKLE CANNON. ?Experimental trials continue to
be regularly made at the Washington navy yard
on this interesting branch of projectiles. The guns
tried are of various weights and sizes, some proving
more efficient and controllable than others. There
was a trial yesterday morning, for instance, whe-e-
--in five classes of cannon were tested by actual fir-
ing. Of these, Nos. 7 and 8, which were from a
boat gun throwing a ten-pound shell, were deliver-ed at distances very close to each other, viz: 3,430
and 3,446 yards, each of them just short of two
miles. These shells, we believe, are two pounds
heavier than those which were hurled with such
execution by the French in their recent battles in
Italy. A large and most formidable looking iron
gun, made apparently of the best materials, hasbeen cast at the yard, and is now ready tor rifling,
it willthrow a fifty-pound shell, and must prove
terribly destructive. It remains to be seen what
the range will be, but three and a half to four
miles we should hardly deem to be extravagant.

From the appearance of things in the ordnance
shops it is plain that a keen intelligence and watch-
ful vigor preside over their operations, leaving it
manifest that no country will be allowed to be in
advance of this in whatever appertains to effective
weapons of war.?Wat. Intel.

A MYSTERY OF THE PAST. ?An immense catacomb
can be seen at Rothwell, in the interior ofEngland,
near the direct route from Liverpool to London. It
is an immense vault built of masonry, under a
church which dates back apparently "for its first
erection to about the year 1150, and contains the
skeletons of thirteen thousand men, probably war-
riors of great size, piled up in regular order, so that
skulls and large bones only appear on the out-
side of the piles. The skulls show marks of spear
and hatchet, but no gunshot wounds, and their ow-
ners probably fell in mortal conflict anterior to the
invention of gunpowder. The vault wasdiscovcr-
ed by accident one hundred and sixty years ago,
and has no connection with the' church* as far as
known; in fact; the mystery is. that there is no his-
torical evidence nor traditionary legend which
throws the least light upon the obscurity of its
erection. No anatomist, historian, ethnologist, an-
tiquarian, nor savant of any stripe, has been able
to decide the people even, to whom these bones
once belonged. Were they native Saxons, or Ro-
mans, Danes, Normans, or what? Nobody has more
than guessed. A plausible theory is that they be-longed to Danish invaders, slain by the Saxons
about the year 1100; still this is but a probability.

Most of the Madrid journals of the 18th, publish
articles which protest in violent terms against a
declaration made in a Washington newspaper by
Mr. Dodge the ex-Minister of the United States at
Madrid, to the effect thaf Spain, notwithstanding
her present relnctance, will end by selling Cuba to
the States.

gress, and Col. John A. Pratt to the State Senate.
Vice-President Breckenridge addressed the crowd,
and was received with the greatest enthusiasm.

pen lacks the force and the fancy to describe. The
principal edifice on this superb estate (there are
several in all, some of them luxurious enough to
satisfy the fastidiousness of a Sybarite,) is ol pala-
tial proportions, built after the style of the Tuille-
ries, and when completed will be, by all odds, the
largest and costliest country seat in the State. The
house possesses all the luxurious appliances to be
found in Fifth Avenue. A stable of sixty horses
opens its doors to whoever may fancy a ride or
drive; ball-alleys for those having the requisite
muscle and endurance for t n-strikes and 'spares';
billiard-tables for ladies and gentlemen who un-
derstand the scientific manipulations of mace and
cue, and salt-water bathing for those who, like Mr.
Mantalini, are occasionally inclined to make them-
selves 'demnition moist unpleasant bodies.'

"But why undertake to particularize the points
of a place that has already cost its owner a half a
million of dollars, yet seems but partly finished!
Mr. Whitlock, in the two-minute view had of him
by your correspondent, appeared to be a jollychap,
full of dash, enterprise, shrewdness, taste, and any
amount of pluck, tvho proposed to himself the en-
joyment of the ample fortune he has acquired, and
is yearly augmenting, and to leave to the 'heirs of
his body lawfully begotten, the finest country seat
on the Western Continent."

THE"MOUNTAINMEADOWS" CHILDREN.? ArrivaIof
Fifteen of the number at Fort Leavenworth.?Yester-
day morning a train of fourteen wagons arrived at
Fort Leavenworth from Utah. It left Salt Lake
City on the 26th of June.

Accompanying the train are fifteen of the chil-
dren who escaped the terrible massacre at Moun-
tain Meadows, in Utah, some two years since.

We saw the children at the F'ort yesterday morn-
ing when they arrived?ten are girls and five boys.
The oldest little girl did not appear to be over ten
years of age, and the majority are much younger.
Allwere comfortably clothed?in good health and
fine spirits. We saw a little rosy cheek girl, not
over, we should think, four years of age, whose
right arm was entirely helpless. At the time of
the massacre the child was in its mother's arms, and
the bullet that sent its protector to an untimely
grave, passed through the little one's right arm,
just below the elbow.

An agent from Arkansas?said to be a relative of
some of the children?most of whom are supposed
to belong to Johnson county in that State?is ex-
pected here to take charge of the children, and con-
duct them to their friends.

Two of the little eirls ?the oldest of the seventeen
?are retained in Utah, to give testimony in the
courts in relation to the massacre. They will be
kindly cared for and sent to Arkansas as soon as the
bloodv murderers?several of whom have been de-
tected and apprehended?are disposed of.

There also came in with the train, under the es-
pecial care of Sergeant Black,tthe three Foster
children, of whom much has been said in the pa-
pers. The father and mother lived in Connecticut.
The father espoused the Mormon faith several years
ago, and left for Salt Lake City, carrying with him
his three little girls. The mother remained be-
hind, and all efforts to retain her children were
abortive. About a year ago the father died, and
now, through the efforts of the Secretary of War
her children have been reclaimed, and will soon
be where they can receive a mother's love and de-
votion.?Leavenworth (Kansas) Herald, Aug. 27.

ACCIDENT IN THE COUNTY.? The Baltimore Coun-
ty American states that Mr. Samuel Feast, the well
known horticulturist met with a severe accident
near Cockevsville.

"He was walkingabout one mile and a half from
Cockevsville, on his way home, and the night be-
ing dark, missed his footing and fell over an em-
bankment into a gully 20 feet deep. Mr. Feast,
helpless and unable to move, lay there until 8
oclock the next morning, when he was found ex-
hausted with suffering and wet with the rain that
fell during the night. He was taken home and
physicians called, who, with the family, did all in
their power to alleviate his suffering. Mr. Feast is
68 years old.

Since the above was in type, we have heard that
Mr. Feast is improving. Only the smaller bones of
his legs were broken, near the ankles, and the
wound on the skull is not of a nature to excite
alarm."

A WOMAN MURDERS HER ADOPTED SON. ?A horri-
ble affair took place at Scarboro', Maine, on Sun-
day night. Mrs. Wilson, a white woman, wife of
Samuel Wilson, colored, who is now absent at sea,
murdered her adopted son, Frank Wilson, a Cuban
mulatto boy, ahout 15 years of age, and then en-
deavored to conceal her crime by cutting up the
body, placing a portion of it in the oven and
another portion in the fire-place, and then setting
fire to the house, having previously removed all
the furniture.

TIIE CHESHIRE MAHOMETAN.? We understand
that the Hon. Mr. Stanley, eldest son of Lord Stan-
ley of Alderley, who is said to have turned Mos-
lem, and is now travelling in the East, was enter-

tained on May 22, at Kandv, in Ceylon, by the
Mahometan inhabitants of that city. A local
paper says: "The table was laid in the English
style. About 50 of the principal Moslems, all
dressed in white, sat down to dinner, using knives
and forks in the European manner. The table was
laid with silver and plated corner dishes, and the
place was splendidly lit up."? China Telegraph.
