TELEGRAMS.

From Washington.

WasHINGTON, Sept. 6.—There is no truth in the
recent statement from Vera Cruz, that Minister
McLane had presented an ultimatum to the Mes
can government, and demanded the immediate rat-
ification of the treaty, for it is known here thatthe
preliminary points thereof were mutually satisfacto-
ry to both this government and thatof the Constitu-
tionalists. It was also understood that if the treaty

should be ratified on this basis, Mr. McLane himself

would return with it to Washington. The main
points of the treaty probably are:—the right of
way across the northern States of Mexico, from
the Rio Grande to Mazatlan, and from Arizona to
Guayamas cr some other outlet on the Gulf of Cali}
fornia, the United States to have the privilege of
transporting troops and munitions of war over
these routes, and to protect -the latter in case of
Mexico’s inability to do so. In consideration of
these grants, the United States to pay $4,000,000,
one half to be appropriated for the satisfaction of
the claims of American citizens against Mexico.

General Harney has acquainted Lieutenant Gene-
ral Scott with all the circumstances attending his
occupation of the Island of San Juan. It appears
he had not been previously specifically instructed
to take po ion, but sent troops thither to protect
the twenty-five or thirty Americans residing there-
on, who had been included in the taxation limits by
the authorities of Washington Territory. Onr
boundary Commissioner, Mr. Campbell, has no
doubt about the nd belonging to the United
States, but the British Commissioner made an issue,
and hence the protests of Governor Douglas. This
subject excites much interest in official and diplo-
matie circles.

A letter from Gen. Vidaurri, just received here,
speaks in confident terms of the prospects of the
Constitutionalists, in Mexico.

The
terms offered are £20,000,the vessel to be provided
with accommodation for 2,000 passengers, and to
steam fourteen knots an hour on her trial trip.

A later account says:— It is stated that the
Great Ship Company have declined Mr. Lever’s of-
fer to charter the Great Eastern. That vessel will
make her trial trip from Portland, Dorset, on the
8th September, and will leave that harbor again on
the 15th, for Portland, United States.”

The Great Eastern steamship is advertised to start
on the 15th of September, on a direct voyage to the
United States. Portland, Maine, will be the har-
bor to which she will proceed on the occasion. Pas-
sengers will be carried at rates ranging from £18
to £25.

The Great Eastern being all ready, what will be
done with her, or where she will get cargoes, are
questions which must be rather perplexing to the
directors. Australia and India won’t do; New
York would be the best port to get the full of her,
but Nature says no, in the depth of water at the
Narrows below the Empire City. Quebee, then,
with the Grand Trunk Railway and its cannections
through the States, Canada, and with the St.
Lawrence navigable for vessels of 300 tons to Chi-
cago, 1,600 miles in the interior, is the only port in
the world where she can get loaded.

On this side there are three rivals for this golden
apple—Milford Haven, Holyhead and Queenstown.
As to a passenger line, the odds are decidedly in
favor of the Irish port, and the Channel risks and
danger from fogs being avoided, and the ship on
her way rejoicing clear of all land in one hour,
while goods could be brought from Liverpool al-
most as cheap by steam as by rail to Milford or
Holyhead.

They consider that in such
cases the law restrains the discretion of cemman-
ders and courts, and that the general article ““holds
out, not asu tute, but a substantive course of
prosecution for offences not otherwise declared.”

In this case the specification sets out in distinct
terms anact in violation of the 46th article of war;

But still, trial,
by court martial is a criminal proceeding, not an
action to recover debt, or sounding in damages for
injury, and in this regard, the order No. 2, and the
law make no distinction in favor of soldiers over
other persons, who have suffered loss or injury.
