the Attleboro' Steam Power Company was mostly
destroyed by fire on Saturday with several adjoin-
ing buildings.

Thompson, jeweler. By this disastrous fire nearly
all the manufacturing business in the place has been
suspended, and three hundred hands thrown out of
employment. The loss is estimated at over $75,000.
The amount of insurance is unknown.

_ Fire In Troy
TIIOY,September 17. A large brick building on

Ida Hill,owned by the estate ofBenjamin Marshall,
and occupied by the Troy Hosiery Company and
Empire Machine Company, was partially destroyed
by fire at 10 o'clock this morning.

The building was filled with goods and valuable
machinery, and ttie loss is estimated at 525.000. In-
sured in the following companies. Continental.
New York; Fulton, New York; Franklin, Philadel-
phia; Liverpool and London; Mechanics', Brook-
lyn, and Phoenix, Hartford. The fire originated in
consequence of one of the hands putting a quantity
of cotton in the stove.

CITY
FUNERAL SERMON ON THE DEATH OF DR. BURNAP.

?There was a large congregation assembled at the
First Unitarian Church, corner Charles and Frank-
linstreets, yesterday morning, drawn together by
the announcement that the funeral sermon of the
late Rev. Dr. George W. Burnap, would be preached
by the Rev. E. S. Gannett, D. I)., of Boston. The
pulpit, altar, organ and choir gallery were draped
in deep mourning, and the scene presented when
the congregation had assembled was one of much
solemnity. At eleven o'clock, Dr. Gannett as-
cended the pulpit, and gave out in an impressive
manner the hvmn, commencing:

"Blest be the everlasting God,"
After which he invoked the blessing of God in an ;
earnest and beautiful prayer, in which a feeling 1
tribute was paid to the memory of him whose death j
was the occasion of the present mourning.?
After the prayer, the choir chaunted a funeraldirge, after which a portion of the 6th chapter of
the book of St. John was read. The beautiful
hymn, by Watts, was then read, commencing?-

"Hear what the voice from Heaven proclaims."
Dr. Gannett then came forward, and announced

his text from Job, Ist chapter and 19th verse: "The
Lord gave and the Lord taketh; blessed be the name
ot the Lord." After alluding to the influence of
Christianity on the human heart, as evidenced in
the life of the Christian, the speaker gave an in-
teresting biographical sketch of the early life of
Dr. Burnap, stating: "that he had been born in a
Northern State, and that his earliest recollections
were identified with the granite hills of his New
England home; that he entered the.University of
Cambridge in 1820, and had passed through that
noble institution with honor to himself and the
eariy influences of a devoted father. When called
on to take charge of the congregation in this city,
he did so with a great distrust of his own ability,
and at a time when the Unitarian doctrine was j
being assailed with an earnestness and vigor worthy j
of a better cause. But Dr. Burnap had lived j
in Baltimore over thirty years, and the large train !
of sorrowing friends testified to the estimation I
in which he was held by the community in which j
he lived. The announcement of his death not only j
took the members of his own church by surprise, j
but men everywhere held their breath'when the '
lightning telegraph informed them that George W. ;
Bur nap, the christian, was no more.

The sermon, which occupied one hour and a halfin its delivery, was one of great beauty and power, j
Though not less than seventy years of age, Dr.
Gannett speaks with great fluency, and is regarded j
as one of the most eloquent and gifted divines in
the Unitarian church.

FIKST PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.? Yesterday services
were held in the First Presbyterian church, corner
of Fayette and North streets, for the last time,
the Federal Government having purchased the site
on which to erect a Court-bouse. The Rev. Dr.
Backus, the pastor, officiated, selecting for his texta portion of the 28th Psalm. His discourse had
particular reference to the history of the congrega-
tion. The congregation was formed in the year
1761, and the present site was selected in 1760,' and
in 1771 a building was erected for the use of the
congregation. That building was occupied until
1791, when the present building was erected. From
the origin of the congregation up to the vear 1791
Rev. Dr. Allison was the pastor. He was "succeeded
by Rev. Dr. nho officiated up to the year
1818, when he died, and the Rev. Dr. Nevins'was
called to the charge. I)r. Nevins died in 1839, and
the Rev. Dr. Backus, the present pastor, succeeded
him.

The sermon was one of much interest, ar.d was
delivered in an eloquent and feeling manner. The
church was crowded to its utmost capacity with an
audience, who listened with great attention to theremarks of the pastor.

Service was held in the afternoon, when addresses
were made by the Rev. Drs. Backus, Smith and
Dixon, and the Lord's Supper was administered.

The entire proceedings of the day were ot the
most solemn and impressive character.

TnE LATE RAIN. ?The rain, which commenced on
Thursday night and ceased about eleven o'clock
Saturday night, was one of the heaviest that has
visited this section of country for a considerable
time. The various streams around the city were
very much swollen, and Jones' Falls was quite high
yesterday. A good many cellars along the Falls
were overflowed, and the damage to sewers in the
northwestern section of the city willbe consider-
able. Some of the streets in that part of the citv
were also damaged. McMechin street, between
Grundy street and the Falls road, was almost
entirely washed away, and the loss will be
heavy. This is the second time this street has
been washed away, and some effective means
should be immediately adopted, so that it may not
occur again. Northern avenue, near its connec-
tion with the Falls road was also badly washed in
several places, which willrequire immediate atten-
tion. At the Reservoir Gardens more than half a
dozen fine trees were torn up by the storm on
Saturday, and a number of chimneys and trees in
various sections of the city were blown to the
ground. An order was passed on Friday by the
City Council instructing the City Commissioner to
have the sewers in the Northwestern section nl the
city enlarged and repaired, and means adopted for
more thorough dranage of the streets.

ROBBERY.? Saturday morning about three o'cloek
officer Cadel observed three men passing rapidly
down Thames street, and on pursuing them thev
dropped a quantity of clothing and ran down an
alley loading to the County wharf, where they se-
creted themselves. The oificer pursued them anddischarged two shots of his revolver at them.?
Other officers came up and search was made for
them, when one, who gave his name as Thomas
McGinnls, was found. He said that he was not one
of the party, and had been sleeping on the wharf
during the night. The place in which he was found,
however, was dry, while McGinnis was very wet,
evidently having been recently in the rain. He was
taken to the Station house and committed bv Jus-
tice Griffin. The goods which the thieves dropped
had been stolen from Whiteley's auction store,
corner of Broadway and Thames street, into which
they had effected an entrance.

ANOTHER.?Sometime during Thursday night theresidence of Mr. Jacob Graffiin, on Styles street
near Exeter, was entered by burglars and robbed of
a large quantity of silver ware.

The residence of Mr. Hetiry Herring, on Styles
street, opposite Mr. Graftlin's house, was also en-
tered the same night and robbed of a few articles,
and no doubt the thief would have carried off more
booty had not the inmates of the house been aroused.
The entrance was effected through a back window,
which was prized open with a jimmy. This is the
second time Mr. H.'s bouse has been robbed in the
past six months.

OUTRAGEODS PROCEEDINGS. ?EarIy yesterday after-
noon, two men named Wm. Counsel and Jno. Patter
son, knocked at the door of the public house of Geo.
Schwin, corner of Orleans street and Broadway,
and on the door being opened by a boy, the two
men forced their way into the bar-room, when they
demanded of Air. Schwin one dollar in money anil
two glasses of liquor, saying that the money was to
pay the line of one of their friends who had been
sent to jail. Schwin refused to comply with their
request, although Mrs. Schwin offered the rowdies
fifty cents ifthey would leave, which they refused
to do, but threatened to blow out the brains of Mr.
and Mrs. Schwin if they did not comply with the
demand. At the same time Counsel drew a pistol
from his pocket. Mr. Schwin ran out of the bar-
room to get a weapon to defend himself with when
the two outlaws left, threatening to return with in-
creased force. In a short time the same two men
accompanied by two others, returned and demanded
admittance into the house, which was refused, when
they again left, swearing that they would kill
Schwin before night. Schwin called on Justice
Griffin and made a statement of the above facts,
when warrants were issued for the arrest of Coun-
sel and Patterson.

TOWSONTOWN, Sept. 17,1859.

The delegates composing the Democratic Coun-
ty Convention assembled in tlihe Odd-Fellows
Hall to-day, and organized by calling Victor
Holmes to the chair and appointing Dr. J. S. Giv-
en and Mr. Wilson Townsend secretaries.

The roll was called, when it was found that some
of the districts were not fully represented.?By
resolution the delegates in attendance were in-
structed to cast the full vote of their districts.

The convention then proceeded to nominate nnd
select a candidate for the Sheriffalty. Messrs.
Francis I. Wheeler, Joseph Walker, Lewis Lay-
man, Leonard J. Quinlin and Thomas Tracey
were put in nomination, and on the vote being
taken the result was as follows :

Mr. Wheeler, on the fifth ballot, was declared
the nominee, and by a vote was the unanimous
choice of the convention. He was called on to ad-
dress the meeting, which he did in a few appropri-
ate remarks. Mr. Walker then stepped forward,
and pledged his support for the nominee.

The chairman stated that the next in order was
to nominate a State's Attorney, when Messrs. Rich-
ard Grason, John T. Ensor, Wis, Kemmell, Joseph
J. Stewart and Lloyd W. Williams were pnt before
the Convention. On a vote being taken, the result
was as follows:

GREAT RIOT ON THE ERIE RAILROAD.
[From the N. \

r. post, Sept. 17M.)
Tlie laborers on the New York and Erie Railroad

tunnel at Bergen, N. J., stopped work on Thursday
afternoon, the second pay day of the month falling
on that day, and the money not being ready. Yes-
terday morning about ten o'clock, they rallied on
the track of the road, a short distance from the
point where the northern road diverges, to the
number of about four hundred men, and set to work
to obstruct the track. Dirt cars were overturned,
stones and earth were piled up, and thus an effec-
tual obstruction raised in a few minutes. The early
train from Patterson, and theoneo'clock Cincinnati
express came up, but the men board were not per-
mitted to clear the way.

At 4)4 o'clock a train arrived from Jersey City
Mayor Collard, of Hudson City, Mr. Marsh, the re-
cently appointed Receiver; Mr. Burnett, Constable
Ilunn, of Jersey City, and a number of the em-
ployees of the road, and several citizens, but when
they commenced clearing the track, about two hun-
dred men interposed to prevent them, and declared
that no train should pass until they received their
money. Itwas presently discovered that the strikers
were blocking up the road in ths rear of the train
to prevent its return, but they finally desisted from,this, and it allowed it to go back to Jerse ycity
where it arrived about six o'clock without having
effected anything.

All the trains which were to have left Jersey
City were, of course, detained, including the Mid-
dletown way train and Cincinnati express.

About nine o'clock in the evening, Colonel Gre-
gory called out the Second regiment, but all efforts
to find the Sheriff", on whose orders only they could
act, were fruitless, and at eleven o'clock the regi-
ment was dismissed.

The contractor for building the Bergen tunnel
is immediately responsible to the laborers for their
wages, but the impression among them is that the
company does not pay the contractor, hence their
demonstration against it.

When our reporter left Jersey City this after-
noon the mob was still in full "possession of the
track. The work of barricading was carried on
with great vigor to a late hour last night, and
would have been resumed this morning but for the
heavy rain. Great pieces of rock were employed
during the latter part of the day, and the road was
effectually obstructed for several miles. Should
the mob disperse immediately, the obstructions
could not be moved for severalhours.

This forenoon one of the officers of the company-
proceeded to New York, and laid the facts officially
before the first assistant Postmaster. (Mr. Fowler
being absent.) lie told him that a New Jersey
mob had prevented the delivery of the New York
mails, and called upon him to procure the immedi-
ate presence of United States troops to disperse
the riotous assembly. The Assistant Postmaster
replied that the department here bad no authority
for calling out the troops to prevent an obstruction
of the mails. The law provided for the punishment
of persons committing such an offence, but went no
further.

The mails will be sent by the Hudson River road
as long as the difficulty continues.

Capt. Rvnders was last night sent for, and was
offered a thousand dollars to disperse the mob; but
he declined for the same roason that the Postmaster
did?he bad no authority.

As is stated above, the Second Regiment was
called out by Colonel Gregory, and held in readi-
ness for service on the requisition of the Sheriff".
But the Sheriff was not to be found. There was,
naturally, much fault-finding and ill-humored com-
ment on bis course, but the reason of it. we are in-
formed, is the fact that during the last riot at tlie
Bergen tunnel he called out the military, and was
compelled, with the officers, to foot the bills for
provision and ammunition.

He was "bled" to the amount of S2OO personally,
and the county refused to pay him, on grounds
which were satisfactory to lawyers, but which did
not convince the Sheriff that' it was his business
to disperse mobs at his own expense; and bis zeal
on the present occasion was, it seems, effectual-
ly dampened by the memory of his last military
expedition.

Gen. Hatfield, of Hobokon, waited upon the Mayor
of Hudson City, and told him his brigade was ' at
his service, ifhe wished it; that the riot was with
in the limits of Hudson City, and, consequentlv,
the Mayor had the authority to suppress it: that be
conld call out all the military of his own city, and
for his part, he would take the responsibility of
placing his entire brigade at his service, if he would
but express the wish. The Mayor, however, did
not express the wish, and it is believed that his
reasons were as satisfactory as those of the Sheriff,
and of a similar nature. Militarymen complain of
a popular prejudice in the county against their or-
ganizations, and say but for this their services
would have been paid for.

Many passengers were compelled to remain in
the cars all night. The hotels of Jersey City were
crowded, and the proprietors seem to lie in no hur-
ry to have the mob broken up.

The of tickets at the office is still continued, and
the passenger rooms of the depot are crowded with
a weary and anxious company of men, women and
children.

The sale of tickets is a matter of surprise to out-
siders, and occasions severe comment.

Among the discontented was an Ohio clergyman,
who, we understood, was the Rev. Dr. Smith, pas-
tor of a Presbyterian Church in Ravenna. At 9
o'clock this morning he called together as many
passengers as he could muster, and, mounting a
wheelbarrow, proceeded to address them. He
characterised the conduct of the Railroad Com-
pany as an outrage of nature, and de-
clared that the sale ot ticßws, which was still go-
ing on, when it was well known it was impossible
to send passengers beyond the junction, only three
miles distant, was little better than open robbery.
He painted in glowing colors the inconvenience of
the passengers who were detained by the company's
inactivity. "Scores of men," said he, "are waiting,
anxions to reach their homes ; some of us live at a
great distance, and our families and business de-
mand our attention. There are also women and
children waiting in the cars suffering from cold and
hunger. One woman, to my knowledge, with four
children, was compelled to remain in an out-buil-
ding all night without food. What is the company
doing to relieve us? Where are the directors??
where the civil authorities? The road remains
in possession of a brutal mob, which fifty bavonets
would disperse in half an hour."

At the close of his remarks, the reverend gentle-
man presented a series of resolutions, denouncing
the company in the severest terms, and proposing
that a number of the passengers wait upon the di-
rectors at their office in New York, and demand
that a mode of conveyance be provided inhalf an
hour, or the passage money returned.

The resolutions were adopted by acclamation,
and a number of passengers immediately proceeded
to New York.

It was determined to send a boat to Piedmont,
to-day, with such passengers as this arrangement
would accommodate.

The passenger depot of the company?a wretched
building at best ?is undergoing repairs, and is
stripped even of the scanty conveniences it had.
The floor is open inseveral places, and through
the openings the water is seen dashing in like a tor-
rent. There is no such thing as a comfortable
place to sit or stand in the whole building.

The rioters had a jollytime of it last night. Camp
fires were built, two violins and a flute discoursed
melody, the whiskey took effect, and the rioters
made the night resound far and near with shouts
and merry-making.

The huts of the rioters line the track on both
sides for a long distance, and the scene last night
was remarkable. The sky was black, and in the
light of the fires which blazed infront of the rude
shanties of the workmen, they could be seen run-
ning to and fro, regardless of the rain, singing,
shouting, dancing and making various indescribable
and noisy demonstrations.

The excitement at Jersey City, was hardly less
noisy. Passengers and railroad men were running
about in a fever of anxiety, and the most absurd,
rumors found ready credence. It was reported,
among other things, that the mob would attack
Jersey City ifthey were not speedily paid, and help
themselves to the good things in the stores and
houses.

This forenoon the rain was sufficient to cool the
excitement, and on the part of such passengers as
are without means, it seemed, judging from their
countenances, to have changed to despair.

At last accounts there seemed to be no prospect
of the immediate dispersal of the mob.

By the terms of the Company's contract with the
government, they forfeit a certain amount by a fail-
ure to deliver the mails; but it is not probable that
under the circumstances any attempt will be made
to enforce the agreement.

The men are, or should be, paid monthly. From
the Ist to the 15th is'occupied in making up the
pay rolls, and thus pay day comes at the middle of
the month. It is said by some that the men have
had no pay for two months, but the railroad men
deny this.

A MARYLAND YOUTH AMONG TIIE COMAN-
CHES.

We find in "The National American "

the follow-
ing interesting letter from a young natireof Har-
ford county.

Covcios CREEK, New Mexico, July 6'S9.?DEAR
Having an opportunity to send a letter into

Santa Fe this morning by Col. Clements, I conclu-
ded I would write to tell you of recent events,
which arc of quite an interesting nature.

The second day of July has been rendered a more
memorable day to me than the fourth?for on that
day I, with some of our party, " were captured by
the Comanche?. But we are now out of their pow-
er, and shall take care to remain so?though you
had better believe that I was in a fix something
like that of Richard 111 when he exclaimed, "my

for a horse!" Uncle S., a young man,
named Wheeler, aud myself, were out on the line
surveying, about seven miles from camp. We had
three Mexicans with us, two of whom had rifles,
the only ones we had with us. Wheeler and my-
self had our six-shooters, uncle S., for a wonder,
being unarmed. We were scattered on a line a
mile long, therefore in a bad fix to be charged up-
on by fifty Comanches. Wheeler, myself and one
of the Mexicans, were just a half mile from uncleS.; I was sitting down, the rest havingjust come up
to me from another corner. Just then I looked up
and saw a body of mounted Indians coming in a
sweeping run directly towards us. As soon as I
saw them I jumped up and called out, "there come
the Comanches." I then ran to where the Mexicanwas, and took the gun from him, having but little
confidence in his using it properly iu case of emer-
geney. We then started towards uncle S., that isW heeler and myself.

The Mexican stood stili crossed himself, Ac., and
begged for mercy. We had gone about a hundredyards when we saw it was no use to run, as they
were fast gaining on us, and we afoot in the open
prairie, so we slacked up and walked along,looking
back every now and then to see how close they
were, expecting in five minutes to bo pierced with
arrows. On glancing back once I saw one of them
within thirty yards of me, with his lance poised
in his hand. He was about a hundred vards ahead
ot the other Indians. I immediately turned, cocked
my rifle, which was a splendid one, and took aim,
with the ijitontion of shooting him. He threwhimself behind his horse from me without dismount-
'nrb bs their custom on such occasions, and
covered his head with his shield; but his horse be-ing somewhat unmanageable, turned half way
round, exposing his rider's bodv. I then drew aim
for the second time, but found I cnnld not spring
the trigger of my rifle, on account of having on apair of thick buckskin gloves?the Indian signing
to me all the time not to shoot. 1 then commenced
taking oft my gloves, when he fled back to his par-
tv. Here they all came to a halt, there being about
fifty of them, some dressed in the most hideous
manner, some entirely naked and painted; some
with buffalo horns on their heads; others with
horse s tails tied to their hair behind; in every way
a hideous looking sight.

They then separated into two divisions and sur-rounded us. We were at that time about four
hundred yards from where uncle S. was standing.
He having no arms at all, and being on foot out on
the open prairie, seven miles from camp, said he
felt rather mean. After thev surrounded us I con-
cluded not to shoot until the'last extremity?know-
ing that if I killed one of them death would be
certain. I kept them oft" awhile with mv gun, but
seeing I could not get away, and not wishing to ex-
asperate them, I lowered it. They rode up to usand told us to go to where Uncle S. was standing,
which we did. This was about 11 o'clock. They
kept us there until about 2 o'clock in the evening,
holding a council what to do with us. Their firstdecision was to take ns over to their camp, but we
would not go, as we would rather have been shot
there than be delivered up to the squaws. Uncle
S. was confident that they intended to kill us, andhe had a great deal of experience with Comanches,having been in several fights with them within the
last ten years. As Wheeler and myself still had our
six-shooters on, he told us to commence shooting
them down as soon as we discovered that was their
intention. As for himself, being totally unarmed,lie would have been obliged to submit quietly to
what might come.

Just as we thought they had decided to killus, an
old Indian rode up and talked to them a long time.
After a while they all pnt their arrows up in theirquivers. They then asked us how many men were
in our camp. We told them two, which was reallv
all?as Col. Clements and one man had gone for
provisions, and two more had gonehunting. There-
fore, you see, we were rather badlv fixed to be in
the midst of a savage and hostile tribe, numbering,
as those who ought to know, ten thousand
warriors. We had no escort, it not being ready:
we went without it, which was great follv, as the
Comanches said they would kill anybody who un-
dertook to survey their lands. The whole Comanche
nation are concentrated in this part of New Mexico,
having been driven np this way by Major Van Dorn,
in his vigorous campaign against them. Therewere five hundred of them within a few miles of us
when we were at work. We saw their signs several
days before they attacked us, and saw their spies
watching us.

When they found there were only two men in our
camp thev concluded they would go there, instead
of to their own to which we had refused to go.
They told us to go on and we started, they keeping
close behind. They wanted us to run, but we would
not, so they made each of us get up behind one of
them and ride. The one I was riding behind was a
very tall, stout fellow, with buffalo horns on his
head, ne was riding a fine horse, and galloped off
a mile and a half in advance of the party. I was
thinking all the way how easy it would be to slioothim and take his horse and make my escape, as I
had my revolver and could have jerked it out and
killed him before he would have known of ray move-
ments. I knew if I did, it would seal the doom of
the re3t of my party, so I kept quiet.

After they had started for our camp thev de-spatched some of their men after their chief;" and
we were not in camp long before he cainc. He
was very surly, and snorted about considerably.
He held a long talk with Uncle S. through his in-
terpreter, but before he commenced to talk the
matter over, he ate a whole venison haul, fried, apint of sugar, and a pone of bread, which our Mexi-
can cooks cooked for his majesty's dinner. He
then entered into negotiations, which ended after along time bv himself and the rest of the Indiaqs
taking tea with us; by their making us give them
everything we had,and then telling us we might go.

We started that night about sundown, and are
now in the settlements. We are not going back on
Red river any more, even with an escort, as we
can't get one large enough to do any good. We
were getting readv to start back this"morning with
Capt. Claiborne's two companies of mounted men,
but we were disappointed by his receiving a dis-
patch from Santa Fe, ordering him elsewhere. We
were going back more with the intention of fight-
ing those Comanches than anything else. We could
have taken him right to their camp, but as he has
been ordered away with his command, Col. Clem-
ents is going to Santa Fe to have the contract trans-
ferred to some point where there is not so much
danger.

An old squaw, the chief's wife, was in our camp
exhibiting: all the curiosity generally imputed to
women. She had her fingers stuck in everything,
and wanted everything she saw She was very
busily engaged taking our straps, hamc strings.Ac.
When I discovered what she was about I took them
all away from her. We were afraid they would
want to take our mules, but they made no such de-
monstrations. I suppose they thought we would
not give them up without a tight, which was our
determination.

Every body is surprised to hear of our escape, as
it is the custom of the Camanches to killevery
white man in their power. Capt. Claiborne says
we should not feel very vindictive toward them, as
they exercised more clemency toward us than
is their wont. The Conianches are now in a tight
place, and could easily be conquered if the United
States government would attack yiem in this Terri-
tory. They are all here now, and have no other
place to go, as they -have been driven from Texas,
and are afraid to go north on account of the Utahs,
a powerful tribe hostile to them. They would have
killed us all if they had known the most of us were
Texans. The first thing they wanted to know was
if we were Texans. We told them we were not:
that we lived in Santa I'e, which was a fact. They
then took the Mexicans aside and interrogated them
privately; but they did not betray us, as we were
afraid they would: but told the Indians that we
were all married and had families in Santa Fe,
which, of course was not so. * * * *

TRAVELLING THIEVES.
NEW YORK A DEPOT FOR STOLEN GOODS ?REVELA-

TIONS OF THE RURAL POLICE.
The Xewburgh Tehr/rapli of September 15th, says:
In some sections of the country, and with certain

kinds of wares, pedling is doubtless a legitimate
business, and IO a certain extent a necessity. But
with rare exceptions, in our own section, encourage-
ment to pedlers is both an injustice to the regular
trader and miserable economy to the customer, be-
sides affording the means for a great amount of
rascality. The remarks we made some time ago,
in regard to the injury a people inflict upon their
own interests in affording their trade to travelling
shoos, apply with greater force to the strolling
pedlers, and we propose to state some facts which
demand earnest a tention. We do so at the sug-
gestion of Mr. Police-officer Clark, who has given
a good deal of time to an investigation of the nu-
merous burglaries which are almost weekly occur-
ring in every direction. Besides those which are
constantly occurring in our own town, we hear of
quite a number recently in Shawangunk, Mont-
gomery, Walden, Canterbury and other places,
llousc-breaking, indeed, has been reduced to a re-
gular business and trade, and in most cases is com-
mitted with entire impunity. If it answers no
other good purpose, a relation of the main features
of the system will not be without interest.

The managing man of the whole system is the
New York fence man, or the receiver of stolen
goods. A store in Newburgh, for instance, is
robbed of a large quantity of silks and similar
goods. The thief slips offwith his plunder to New
York, and sells them to the "Fence" for about
one-fifth their actual value. This is his only safe
method of realizing the cash,and he is obliged to take
what he can get. When he is rioting over his ill-
gotten gains, the "fence man" must devise some
plan to realize on his share. Ho cannot safely sell
in the citv, and accordingly he organizes a gang of
pedlers, who scatter themselves all over the coun-
try. These men have two objects in view?first to

sell the stock on hand, and secondly to open the
way for a new supply. They resort to a variety of

expedients for their two-fold purpose. Some are
regular and open pedlers of silks and other drv
goods. Others have high-priced shells and fancy
articles, which they do not expect to sell, hut once
fairly inside of a house, sly packages of silk are
produced, "sold so very cheap because they are
?'smuggled." Few people miss the chance of a bar-
gain out of any regard to the integrity of Uncle
Sam's revenues. In these ways the stolen property
is disposed of?the silver, of course, being inelteil
down at headquarters. It will be readily seen
that under such a system it is next to impossible
that stolen goods should be identified, as the detec-
tive officers can get no trace of them, as would be
the case if the goods were offered for sale in the
city.

But the practice of buying of pedlers not only
thus provides a trade for stolen goods,but the means
are provided for robbing the customer himself.?
This class of pedlers (and we venture to say they
constitute fully nine-tenths of all engaged in the
business) make sharp use of their eyes while inside
the houses to which they obtain access. Its arrange-
ment is rapidlv noted ?the probabilities of its being
worth the while for an attempt?fastenings of doors
and windows?all such information as will be valu-
able to the burglar. Provided with such diagrams
ofa town and a neighborhood, the house-thief goes

deliberately and understandingly to work. He rare-
ly makes a mistake, and barring accidents, may fol-

ARRIVAL OF THE STEAMER BORUSSIA.

FOUR FAYS LATER FROM EUROPE.

THE ZURICH CONFERENCE.

NEW \ OUK, Sept. 18.?The steamer Borussia ar-
rived here this morning from Hamburg, with dates
to the 4th inst.

The steamer Fulton had arrived out.
A meeting of the Plenipotentiaries at Zurich

was held on the first. The regulation of the limits
of the Lombardian frontier, and the separation of
the civil and ecclesiastical jurisdiction was con-
sidered.

It was reported that Austria intends to discount
a portion of the national debt, which will be
transferred to Lombard/, and to sell the public do-
mains.

France has intimated to the Porte that she will
support the Suez Canal for commercial purposes.

The Rentes have advanced }4 per cent.
Taxes had been levied on foreigners doing busi-

ness at Smyrna.
[SECOND DESPATCH.]

New York, September 18. The steamer brings
London papers only?no allusion is made to the
sailing of the Persia in these.

The steamer Fulton arrived at Southampton
on Friday.

The news is unimportant.
The advices from Gibraltar state that the Em-

peror of Morocco is dead. Also that a serious
conflict had taken place at the Island of Ceuta
between the Spanish inhabitants, and the Moors.The troops were called out. ' Several thousand
Moors had collected, and at last accounts from
there the parties were in conflict all night of the
26th ult., and several had been killed on both sides.

The English mail steamer Indus was fired on
twice from the Spnnish fort at Tarifa on the morn-
ing of the 26th ult., while her ensign was flying.
At the second fire a large round shot fell within
fifty yards of the steamer.

A cyclone passed over Calcutta on the 26th of
July, when 40 vessels, including two steamers, werelost in the river fiooglv. Immense damage wasdone on shore, and manj- lives were lost. No par-
ticulars had been received.

The Australian mail steamer North America, was
lost August, the 20th, in the Red Sea. Her
mails and passengers were saved.

It was reported at Paris on Saturday, that Met-
ternich, the Austrian Ambassador, was about to
leave on a visit to Vienna.

Some uneasiness was felt in Paris on account
of the Zurich Conferences and the Rentes had de-
clined.

Accounts from Madrid state that Spain had
withdrawn her Consul at Tangier and decided to
demand satisfaction of Morocco for the outrages at
Ceuta.

Orders had been given for the formation of
an expeditionary corps often thousand men.

It was suggested in the London papers that the
firingon the steamer Indus frpm Tarifa was for the
purpose of bringing her to in order to learn the
state of affairs at Ceuta.

The first National Assembly of Romagna was
opened at Bologna on September Ist, by the Gov-
ernor General, who, in a speech, congratulated the
people on the alacrity with which they had has-tened to the electoral districts to record their votes.
He had, he said, provided for the defence of the
country against aggressions from all sides by form-
ing a league with the neighboring States. A let-
ter from Bologna states that at the popular elec-
tions the priests deposited their votes as freely as
the citizens, and that the result was the immense
majority in favor of the Liberal ticket, which goes
against the establishment, on any condition, of thetemporal power of the Pope. The aristocracy were
at the head of the movement.

The finances of Romagna were in excellent condi-
tion and no doubt the new government would be
abl to go on without a loan.

The Russian Government had ordered the first
three eorjm d'armee under Prince Gurtichakoff to
be placed on a peace footing.

Col. Charras and Barbes refuse to avail them-
selves of Napoleon's amnesty, the former in a furi-
ous invective against the Emperor.

The New Foundland mail had arrived at Paris
with the announcement of the full triumph of the
French admiralty over the English in the question
of the fisheries.

The latest advices from Italy state that the
people were becoming impatient at the inactivity
of the Zurich Conference and the various contra-
dictory reports touching their doings. It is also
stated that Piedmont demands from Austria the
cession of Mantua and Peschiera.

A Paris letter says there is no doubt that the
Zurich Conference will disagree about many points
touching the peace of Villa Franca, and the opinion
is growing stronger every day that another Euro-
pean Congress must be field/

Later advices from Madrid state that Gen. Prim
will command the expedition fitting out against the
Moors.

The English news is quite unimportant. The
strike in the building trades was approaching an
adjustment.

Adjutant
General Thomas willjoin him in New York in time
for the steamer of the 20tb. Gen. Scott's instruc-
tions were written by tbe President himself, after
interviews with him and members of the Cabinet,
confiding in his wisdom to preserve the honor as
well as the peace of the country in connection with
the San Juan Island dispute._ lie has also discre-
tionary powers in the matter.

[Special Dispatch to the Xew rork Herald.]
WASHINGTON, Sept. 16.?General Scott left here

this afternoon for New York, and will sail in the
steamer of the 20th for the Pacific.

The present delicate and complicated state of af-
fairs at San Juan, growing out of General Har-
ney's movements, requires great care and caution
on the part of our government td preyent a colli-
sion.

The Pre3ident, in conferring with General Scott
in regard to the matter, suggested the propriety
of sending some one there who was less impetuous
and more prudent than General Harney. General
Scott at once informed the President that he would
go, and that as soon as his instructions were pre-
pared he would be ready to start.

The instructions were partially prepared and
considered in Cabinet council to-day. They will
probably be completed to-morrow, and forwarded
immediatelv to New York.

The administration received some additional ad-
vices from General Harney, brought by the Star of
the West. There had been no material change,
and matters remained in tlatu quo.

The intelligence reached the Em-peror as he was passing: a review. The Russiantroops have made more than one expedition intoAndia. The first time they went was in 1845, whenthey destroyed the fortified villages of the enemy,and carried by assault Andia and Dargo, the resi-dences of Schamyl They were, however, subse-quently obliged to leave the country after support-
ing cruel privations. Itchkeria, up to the com-
mencement of this year, was almost a terra incog-
mta. The capture, on the Ist of April last, of Ve-dene, the last refuge of Schamyl, enabled the Rus-
sian army to enter the province. These two coun-tries joinDaghestan, and form the most inaccessi-ble Part of the enemy's territory. Since the takingot V edene, the Russian troops have pursued theirsuccess, and the inhabitants of Andia and Itchke-ria, delivered from the presence of Schamvl have
made their submission. The plan of the pacifica-
tion of the Caucasus, which is being carried outwas inaugurated bv Prince Woronzoff, and has beenlargely extended by Prince Bariatinskii, and from
the success which has been achieved, it is thought
probable that in five years magnificent roads will
be made in the Caucasus, and that travelers can
pass through the whole country without danger."

EXTRAORDINARY DISCOVERY TFE Testes AND
TEETH OF A MASTODON FOUND. -John W. Brown,

the ends are broken off, its appearance indicatesthat it inusUbave originally measured eleven feet.A portion of the other tusk?brokpn in two?mea-sures five feet (the second part could not be found)
and the teeth weigh twelve pounds each. They
must have belonged to one colossal creature, so im-mense, perhaps, as our informant suggests, that it
could not get into the ark at the flood, and was
drowned by staying out of doors at the time of
that very copious shower.? Cincinnati Enquirer.

midst. We perceive the New Orleans papers havenoticed the same thing in that city and style it anepidemic. There has never been known so manycases of deaths from this cause as have recently
been reported, and every day the Coroner is calleil

fering are almost unknown and every kind of laborliberallyrewarded, it is hard to trace the cause. Ithas however been suggested, with snuie degree of
plausibility, that one cause of the insanity whichleads to suicide is the adulteration of alcoholic
drinks, more prevalent at this time than ever be-
fore. It is wellknown that strychnine and many
other destructive poisons are largely used in thisway, and the subject is well worthy investigation.
