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In declining to make any *‘pledges or promises
““for the future’’—DMr. SwaxN has done well. By
a rigid adhesion to this rule hereafter, he may
possibly escape the odium and the shame he has
so often and deservedly incurred heretofore—of
2 per-adding a breach of personal faith to a viola-
tion of official duty. When the question of a
Town Meeting was first mooted in our midst, we
expressed freely, as we were bound to do, our
want of confidence in the integrity of the MAyor,
and our distrust of any measure of Reform which
should depend for its success and vitality upon his
co-operation. Tn justification of our doubts we
pointed to the invariable experience of the past.
We showed how often and how solemnly Mr.
Swaxy had promised, what he was at all times
bound to afford—protection to voters and the ex-
ertion of all the powers at his command for the
purpose of ensuring a peaceable and quiet election
We showed how signally and how shamefully he
had failed in performance. We referred to the
whole disgraceful history of his three years’ rule,
in coufirmation of the truth of what we said—
when we affirmed that there was no dependence to
be placed in his word—no reasonable assurance
to be grounded upon any pledges he might give.
In the extraordinary Address which he has seen
proper to issue to the people of Baltimore, we have
the unexpected addition of his own testimony, in
corroboration of our views. “My past inten-
‘‘tions,” he says, ‘“‘are the only guaranty I can
“offer.”” Now, what the intentions of the Mavor
may have been, we can only infer from his actions.
So far as they may have been good, we can but
say that they have taken the road which such in-
tentions are said to pave. Ifhe intended, at the
last election, to enforce the ‘‘comprehensive or-
“‘ders’” which he then issued ‘‘to ensure fuil and ad.
“equate protection’’ to every voter—his failure to
punish or so much as reprove even by word of
mouth, their utter and contemptuous disregard by
the entire police force of the city, and his re-appoint-
ment of many of the self-same judges who, on that
occasion, betrayed their trust, and covered with
the sanction of their office violence and fraud—
afford but unsatisfactory evidence of the fact.
And if he intend now—as he says he does—‘‘to
‘‘use the whole power of his office in giving the
“‘amplest protection to every citizen in the exercise
“‘of his rights”’—his refusal to take the only step
that could justify public confidence in his sin-
cerity, and to entertain the offer of service made
to him by the Reform Committee, is strangely at
variance with such intention. For ourselves, we
repeat that we have no faith in Mr. Swaxy or his
‘“‘intentions’’—‘‘past,’’ present or fature—nor has
this community faith in them either. Mr. Swany
has rightly interpreted the action of the Town-
Meeting, when he construes it into an expression
of distrust. Nor will the wordy and windy de-
fence, which he has put forth, of his official acts
—nor the wearisome catalogue, repeated and con-
tinued, usque ad nauseam, of his incredible services
in the Railroad, and his multitudinous labors in
the Mayoralty, avail to remove the impression
which is now indelibly fixed in the minds of this
people—that he has not done his duty in the past,
and does not mean to do it in the fature. If he
had said that he only awaited ‘‘the withdrawal of
“confidence on the part of the great body of the
“‘people’’—to resign the office which he abuses,
he might have assurance now that he need wait
no longer. But inasmuch as he has said that he
waits to be ‘““convinced” of the fact—and is not
yet convinced—we despair of any escape from
the consequences of his weakness and his folly,
until the close of his official term shall consign
him to that obscurity which will one day prove
his only refuge and protection.

““This callof a Town-Meeting, I say it with all be
‘‘coming deference, while it could not fail to bring
‘‘discredit upon our city, could accomplish no
‘‘more, in my opinion, than the quiet approaches,

The Town-Meeting, then, can ‘‘accomplish no
“‘more’’ than the humble solicitations of individual
citizens at ‘‘this office’” might have done! ¢ say
“it 11 Bow down, therefore—Oh “‘mixed popula-
“tion”’—hefore ‘‘the high office which I hold,”
and let your ““approaches’ be with less ‘‘solem-

‘‘you to examine gravely into the subjects with
“which you undertake to deal”’—what business
have you to interfere with the conduct of our
municipal affairs? And the thousands of you who

assembled together and couched in such
plain language your unfounded complaints,
are you not all misled by the misrepre-
sentations of the press, excited by vin-

dictive feelings, and blinded by your foolish
prejudices?  Away good people to your homes
and business!!! Attend primary meetings, and look
after the nominations, and lean on ‘the Execu-
“tive’” and “his’ arm’’ for the rest!—
Listen to ‘‘my experience’” of ‘‘these elections,”’
and cease to discredit yourselves and disgrace
your city by publishing your own absurd views
upon the subject. “The people of this city will
““find that this whole subject is yet to be under-
“‘stood”’—why then do you presume to speak
before you have been tutored in the truth? Had
you sought and sued for protection in a more
suppliant attitude, it might not have been denied
you—for ‘‘the Executive of the city has a right to
“‘receive the approaches of any class of our citi-
. ““zens who may desire to communicate with him
“‘in reference to any wmatter touching the public
“‘welfare.”” Why is it that you have overlooked
this inestimable ‘‘right’’ of ‘‘the Executive,” or
been presumptuous enough to suppose it was his
duty? ‘“Had the respectable gentlemen who
“‘composed the meeting in the Square communi-
“‘cated with me, J¢fore the announcement of the
‘écall in the public papers, I would have assured
“them of my sympathy and co-operation in any
“effort they might desire, to arrive ata fair and
“‘honest expression of public sentiment in all the
“‘wards where injustice had been dane, or

Is BurNive Frum Sare ?—A  correspondent of
the New York Evening Post, in view of the many
distressing deaths which are recorded from burning
fluid, relates his own experience with that danger-
ous article as follows :

“Several years ago, being a single man and a
student, I was induced, by the cheapness, cleanli-
ness, and illuminating power of the burning fluid,
to make useof it. 1 procured a bran new lamp of
the best quality. and a quantity of fluid from one
of the largest dealers in town. ~ So determined was
I to guard against all risk, that no one was even
allowed to touch my lamp but myself. 1 filled it.
trimmed it, screwed on the eap, wiped it perfectly
dry, and put it away in my closet, cvery morning,
with my own hands.

“After using the lamp some months, very much
to my satisfaction, I was sitting one evening reading
Ry its light; it had been burning for more than an
hour, my back was turned toward it, when suddenly
the room was lighted with a brilliant glare. I looked
around, and the lamp was covered with bright
flames, playing up to the beight of several feet.
I contrived to seize the lower part of it, and threw
it into the water-pail, which, fortunately, stood
near. Thenext morning, I carried it to the maker,
to whom I related the circumstances. He expressed
surprise, but finally, said the soldering around the
cap was imperfect ; and I left it with him to be put
in repair. He returned it to me, and said, “now
he would warrant it;”’ and I resumed its use with
full confidence. But only a few weeks elapsed,
when the same thing occurred again, under the
same circumstances; and from that time I have
never uscd or touched the mixture.

“In these cases the lamp was of the best con-
struction; it had not been moved or touched for
hours; it had been burning in an orderly way for
a considerable time, and I know that no precaution
had been neglected in preparing it for use.

“If burning fluid is liable to these explosions when
used in the most useful manner, it certainly argues
the most wanton indifference to suffering and death
to put it into the hands of ignorant servant women.
and children. In my judgment it is high time that
this explosive compound was driven out of use by
the most stringent statutary enactments.”

The ups and downs of life are sometimes very
strange. The fortunes of the once famous Paimo,
of New York, are thus described by a correspon-

When Louis Napoleon was in this country, he lodged
at Washington Hall with his suite. Palmo supplied
the imperial fodder, done in his best style. Louis
Napoleon liked him, and when he went away made
Palmo a superb present; and in those days, if
Louis Nupoieon had wanted “to come the borrow”
over Palmo, the Ttalian could have spared him
250.000 francs without inconvenience, What a

ity Palmo had not invested $50.000 in that way.

ven now, I think, Palmo would do better if he
would abandon “cookdom” and go to Paris.
Napoleon would remember and do something for
the old man, who is now verging on to seventy.
Palmo will not die a regular death; he will dry up
gradually, and his life will go out easily and gently,
like lamp-wick when the oil is all gone. There is
not that cook alive, since Soyer died, who can cook
a ‘“‘pigeon stew” equal to 'Palmo. In his hands
pigeons are sublime. 1 once offered to start him
in Charleston, furnish capital to set him up in a
restaurant, to advertise his greatness, to starta
club of pigeon-shooters,in fact, to remodel his af-
fairs. What do you think the little Italian told
me? “No; Inowantee ‘o catchee de yellar feviar.”
Fancy such an insane Italian idea, as that smali
dried-up sixty-two pounds of humanity catching
the yellow fever. I gave up, and never tried more
to get Palmo to go to Charleston. He was origin-
ally caught in the Mediterraean by one of our
oldest American Commodores, and cooked on board
the flag-ship for three years, consequently he must
be a good nautical cook.

Tre UsrarmonasLe Wern.—Leaving the pala-
tial residence of the hospitable proprietor, a
short walk through a lofty grove, where dark tow-
ering columns support the immense mass of ver-
dure above, with no undergrowth to obstruct the
vision, led to an undulating field. This was boun-
ded West and South by heavy forest, but open to
the East and North, with a fine view of the Blue
mountains bending Northward to Harper’s Ferry.
In the midst of the field is a circular chasm 50 or
60 feet in diameter, of gorge. Jefferson and other
tourists of olden times tell us that the waters of
this abyss were believed to communicate with the
Shenandoah river,only a few miles distant ; that
they rose and fell with the waters of the latter:
that the longest sounding lines failed to reach the
botton of the ‘“unfathomable well.” How many
living creatures have plunged headlong into this
pit, which, for thousands of years, yawned in
darkness, must be left to conjecture. Only lately
a fine goat lost his footing, while grazing too near
the brink of the chasm, and was hung to death by
the horns, amid the over-arching vines and brush
wood. lfut the days of the “unfathomable well”
are numbered.

Trees and rocks have rolled in, and earth has been
brought down by the torrentsfrom the higher ad-
jacent grounds. Thus a floor is already formed 30
or 40 ‘ect below the general surface; and in a half
century, or less, the“ploughman will drive over,
unconscious of the deep pit beneath him. All this
fine reﬁion is more or less cavernous—long ranges
of sinks marking out the localities of extensive
caves.

Plough-teams break in sometimes, but are rescued
without greatdifficulty. There is a single instance
on record, where horse and plough went down to
depths unknown, leaving the driver well satisfied
with his own escape. This occurred in a distant
county, possessing the geological features above
described.— Richmond Enquirer.
