The bank mana-
gers should be cautioned by the present condition of ex-
change to check the present expansion of the loan line.

The market is firm for foreign Exchange, with hut a
small supply ofoutside bills. Sterling is 110%(g)110% for

bank and banker's sterling. Francs are 5.15@5.12%.
We hear of no specie going to Boston for the Wednes-

day steamer, hut the Saturday shipment willbe large, as
it is the last day of shipment under the Summer rates of
insurance. The amount willperhaps reach a million and
a half,and may exceed that figure.

The plaintiffs insist 'that this being negotiable
paper, and they being innocent holders for a valuable con
sideration. without notice of the facts attending the crea-
tion of the paper, they are entitled to recover from the
Company, notwithstanding the want of authority.

DEATH OF DR. GRAHAM,
(Front the -V V. Times.)

A telegraphic despatch from New Orleans an-
nounces the death of Dr. Robert M. Uraham, from
the effects of a wound received in a shooting affray
with Mr. Ernest Tolldane. The affray grew out of
a political difficulty. This is undoubtedly the same
Dr. Robert M. Graham who figured before our
Courts in the year 1854, as the murderer of Colonel
Charles Coring, of California, at the St. Nicholas
Hotel, under the most aggravated circumstances.
Col. Coring, with his wife, occupied apartments at
the St. Nicholas, as likewise did Dr. Graham and
his family?their respective rooms being contiguous.
On tl ie afternoon and night of Tuesday, August 1,
Dr. Graham, under the influence of liquor, created
considerable disturbance in the hotel, but was in-
duced to retire to his room, where he remained
quietly until towards daylight, on Wednesday,
when he arose from his bed, and, wanting water,
left his room and commenced to ring the chamber-
maid's bell violently in the hall.

Col. Coring, whose wife was ill, remonstrated
with him, and requested him to desist, but Graham
paid no attention to his appeal, and at last Col. Co-
ring went down to the ollice of the hotel to obtain
the removal of Graham. As he was ascending the
stairs, on his return, he was met by Graham, and an
altercation ensued, which resulted in the stabbing
of Coring. The weapon used was the long blade of
a sword-cane, which was plunged into Loring'sside
with great violence, where it was twisted about and
bent before it was pulled out. A coroner's inquest
was immediately commenced, which resulted in the
committal of Graham to abide the action of the
Grand Jury. The trial was commenced in the
Court of Over and Terminer, before Judge Mitchell,
on the 3d of October, 1854, and continued until the
evening of the 9th, the jury, at o'clock the next
morning, finding a verdict of manslaughter in the
second degree. He was sentenced to the State pri-
son at Sing Sing, but was pardoned by Gov. Clark
on the 4th of March, 185C, after serving upwards
of a year of his time.

Upon this affair the Time* comments as follows:
A MITRDEK AVENOF.D ATLAST. ?The pardon grant-

ed three years ago, by Gov. Clark, to Dr. Graham,
that dangerous man has already converted into a
death penalty. In a political quarrel touching the
origin and nature of which the telegraph is silent,
the murderer of Coring has been shot dead in the
streets of New Orleans. There is no need of super-
natural argument to prove that the sbedder of
blood shall sooner or later be overtaken by a violent
(ate. Juries may acquit, or may mitigate the charge;
Judges may contract the sentence to the narrowest
limits of the law: and Governors may arbitrarily re-
verse the course of justice: but there is always the
hot and rebellious temper, of such reckless men to
ensure them ultimately the fate they have for the
moment avoided. Itis the fury that impels them re-
lentlessly upon their doom. Indeed, the very im-
punity of their first offence beckons them to further
scenes of violence, and to hazard and probable
death. Dr. Graham's unhappy end will attract
little regret or sympathy.

A human skeleton was found in a culvert be-
tween Petersburg and Richmond, A'a., on the 14th
inst. The culvert was on the line of turnpike, and
had been closed for thirteen or fourteen years at
least. An empty vial was found beside the body,
and the conjecture was that a case of suicide, per-
haps of murder, bad been concealed there for all
these years.

ENGLAND.
The Independence Beige says that England has

the presence of an immense concourse of enthusi-astic people. Capt. Corastock, late of the steamer
Baltic, was on board and took part in the manage-
ment of the noble vessel. Her performance was
admirable and she was kept under as perfect com-
mand as a river steamer, and she steers as easy as a
small boat. Her engines also appeared to be capa-
ble of starting or checking her motion almost by asingle motion of the hand. As to speed the Lon-
don Times says her performance proves her to be
the fastest vessel in the world. She left the Nore
at 9.15 and was off Dover at 3 o'clock.
Tlie London Tunes has an editorial on the subject of

which England will not tamely submit.

THE CONFERENCE AT ZURICH.

The conferences of the Plenipotentiaries at Zurich
had been suspended. It was reported that the Con-
ference had determined the boundaries of Lom-barday.

Another meeting between the Emperors of Franceand Austria was expected to take place soon in
Switzerland.

ITALY.
The National Assembly of Bologna on the 7th,

adopted a resolution declaring that the people of
Bologna desire annexation to Sardinia, and the
City of Bologna was illuminated in honor of the
event.

The Pope had been attacked with fever, and sus-
pended all audiences for several days. At last ac-
counts lie was recovering.

A deputation was about to leave Turin on a mis-
sion to the French Emperor.

It was supposed that the Papal army was not in
a condition to act against the forces of Romagna,
led by Gen. Garibaldi.

The National Assembly of Parma was opened on
the 7th with great solemnity. Dictator Farini de-
livered an address, inwhich he reviewed the history
of the Bourbons, and terminated his remarks amid
cries of "Vive Victor Emanuel!"

Several French journals had been prohibited in
Sardinia, inconsequence ofadvocating a separation
of Savoy from Piedmont.

Proposals were pending in the National Assem-bly ol Parma to confirm Farini as Dictator and de-
clare the termination of the Bourbon dvnasty.

SPAIN.

The Moniteur announces the death of the Emperor
ot Morocco, and that a successor had been pro-
claimed.

TURKEY.
A disturbance in Candia, caused by the collec-

FURTHER EUROPEAN NEWS.

NEW YORK, Sept. 21.- ?The steamer New York
from Southampton with dates to the 6th inst. has ar-
rived. Her advices have anticipated,
but there are some interesting items in the papers
received by her.

The Independence Beige has a Paris letter saving
the Emperor made peace merely for the purpose of
putting down the naval supremacy of England, and
unless she submits quietly to have her naval esti-
mates fixed by France, there must be war.

Victor Emmanuel received the Tuscan delegation
on the 3d. In reply to their address he thanked
them for their expressed wish for annexation, but
said its accomplishment can only take place bv ne-
gotiations which are about to begin on the affairs
of Italy, lie said he would support the cause of
Tuscany before the great powers, and hoped that
Europe would not refuse to practice towards Tus-
cany that work of redressing grievances which it,
under less favorable circumstances, practiced to-
ward Greece, Belgium and the Danubian Princi-
palities.

The vote in Parma on the question of annexation
to Piedmont resulted in its favor by 63,000 to 50u.

The Paris journals praise highly Victor Emman-
uel's speech, and they conclude tliat itis almost cer-
tain a Congress willassemble.

The French Ambassador had arrived at Florence.
A now Sardinian loan of five millions is expected.

NEW ORLEANS, Sept. 21. ?The steamer Habana
has arrived, bringing San Francisco dates of the
sth, via Tehuantepec.

The steamship Washington had been libelled be-
fore the American Consul.

Five hundred American troops were in possession
of the Island of San .Twin. Earthworks had beenthrown up, and the harbor of Victoria was com
inanded by field pieces. The Island was in a com
plete state of defence.

Gen. Harney says he will call for volunteers from
the Territories if attacked. The General had writ-
ten to Gov. Douglas stating that he occupied the
Island to protect the Americans from the insults of
the British authorities of Vancouver's Island and
the Hudson Bay Company's officers.

The British Admiral refuses to obey Gov. Doug-
las to bring on a collision. He also refuses to bring
the British North Pacific fleet near the Island, and
says he will wait for orders from the home Gov-
ernment and disclaims all hostile intentions. The
American and British officers were on friendly terms.

From Washington
WASHINGTON, Sept. 21. ?Our Government has

not yet succeeded in obtaining redress for the late
numerous outrages on the persons and property of
American citizens in Chili, notwithstanding Mr.
Bigler, our Minister,lias beenexerting himseif with
determined vigor for that purpose.

Our difficulties with that country have become
more complicated, owing to the failure of the late
Congress to clothe the President with ample power
to prosecute all our unsettled claims against the
Central and South American States to an adjust-
ment.

The Executive has not, in this case, the means to
enforce a compliance with our just demands.
Should an unsuccessful peremptory demand for
satisfaction be made, and our Minister demand his
passports, this subject will then he transferred to
the serious consideration of Congress.

The forthcoming improved stamped and self-rul-
ing envelopes are likely to become popular. Gov-
ernor Morgan, of New" York, and other function-
aries, have already written to the Post Office De-
partment on the subject of the supplies.

Attorney General Black recently gave an official
opinion that American citizenship attaches to a
child born in this country the parents of which are
foreigners and only temporary sojourners. This is
in accordance with the principles pronounced in an
important case, the particulars of which are con-
tained in Sanford's New York Reports.

The Navy Department to-day, received a telegra-
phic despatch confirmatory of'the statement of the
total loss of the steamer Fulton, and has ordered a
court of inquiryinto the facts attending the disaster.

GUANP LODGE OF THE UNITED STATES INDEPEN-

DENT ORDER ODD-FELLOWS. ?This body met at nine
o'clock yesterday morning.

The revenue for the year was
517,373.70, and the expenses were 517,530.19, which
shows an excess of expenditures over receipts of
slOl.lO.

Several other reports were presented and laid on
the table, among which was one from the Committee
on Finance, which estimates the expenses of the
Grand Lodge for the coming vear at $17,020, and
the receipts at 520,500. The report offers a resolu-
tion authorizing the negotiation of a loan to meet
any wants of the Lodge. The same Committee also
reported that they had examined the reports of the
Grand Secretary' and Treasurer, and found them
correct.

The Lodge then proceeded to the consideration
of various amendments to the Constitution of the
Grand Lodge, but the proceedings did not possess
any special interest.

On motion of Rep. Stuart, of the District of Co-
lumbia, ttte Lodge adjourned until this morning at
9 o'clock.

SERIOUS ACCIDENT ON THE NORTHERN CENTRAL
RAILROAD.?An accident of a serious character oc
curred yesterday on the Northern Central Railway,
a short distance from the city, by which one man
was seriously injured and two others slightly. The
12 M. -Express passenger train from Harrisburg
was within a half mile of Bolton depot, and near
the Northern avenue, when a rail of the track
which had not been properly secured caught in the
truck attached to the engine, and pierced through
the bottom.

Peniston A Co., and stating to that firm that the
cargo belonged to Stirling A Ahrends, obtained
from Messrs. Peniston A Co. a letter of credit
for 55.000 on account of Stirling A Ahrends. lie
then went to Porto Rico, where he represented
that he was on his way to Turks Island for a cargo
of salt, and there disposed of the letter of credit.?
He left Porto Rico, hut instead of going to Turks
Island went to Kingston, Ja? where he chartered
the Echo for a low rate of freight for Baltimore,
and alter securing a cargo, placed her under the
command of the mate, and Clough, together with
the woman whom he took aboard at quarantine,
took passage in a vessel for Aspinwall, while the
mate came home with the Echo to this city, where
she arrived yesterday.

then told her there was no woman or girl there;,
that he then asked her to kiss him, which she re-
fused; that afterwards he made certain unbecoming
demonstrations against her; that she cried, ran
into the yard of the house; told a German woman
about the aflair, who opened the front door and al-
lowed her to go out; that she then ran up to her

father's office. The negro was afterwards arrestedand identified by the girl.
The father ami mother of the girl wereexamined,

who testified to the fright shown by her alter the
occurrence, the mother also stating what had beentold to her bv her child, which statement corrobor-
ated the evidence of the girl.

During the cross-examination of the little girl,
she said that the negro had used very indecent
language towards her while in the alley. The Court
desired the expressions used to be given, but the
juvv for the sake of decency, interfered and told
the Court they were disposed to have the feelings
ot the witness protected, and did not wish to hear
the words repeated.

There was no evidence for the defence.
The case was submitted to the jury, without ar-

gument, who rendered a verdict of "guilty."
The Court sentenced Sharp to imprisonment in

IFrom the .V. y. Tribune.)

Mr. T. S. Carlincourt Lowe, an tcronaut of six
years' practical experience, and a mechanician of
uncommon ingenuity, lias been'for several months
engaged in building"and perfecting an Air-Ship of
unparalleled dimensions, with which he proposes to

undertake the transit of the Atlantic Ocean. This
daring scheme has been lor many years the pot am-
bition of many aeronauts, who have lacked either
the boldness to carry their plans into execution, or
have not had the pecuniary means to build the
proper machinery. Mr. Lowe, being luckilypos-
sessed of both these requisites, has invested some
§22,000 in the construction of a machine with which
he is confident he can make air-vovages of days' or
even weeks' duration. He planned his machine,
and even began his work, some eight months since;
but hearing that his friend, Mr. Johu Wise, had in
contemplation the construction of a machine for
the transatlantic trip, Mr. Lowe laid aside his work
for six months. Mr. Wise having, for satisfactory
reasons, given up the project of building his ma-
chine. Mr. Lowe resumed work on his invention,
and for the past two months the labor of a number
of persons, numbering at times as many as sixty,
has been constantly in requisition, and the machine
is now in so great a state of forwardness that but
two or three weeks more time is required to put it
in working order, ready for the great experiment.
The work has been carried on with so much mys-
tery that but few of the many people engaged on it
have had any idea to what end so much sewing, and
netting, and varnishing tended. Most of them
imagined that they were working on some sort of
new-fangled tents, or for some patent sails of a
fashion soon to be introduced on certain Government
vessels. The scene of operations is about five miles
distant from New York, it being necessary to have
a grassy field of considerable extent on which to
varnish and prepare the four or five acres of ma-
terials. Two tents are erected on the ground, un-
der one of which is stored the material, at night,
while the other is used for the compounding of cer-
tain substances of a most villainous smell, which
enter into the composition of the peculiar varnish
with which the material has to be saturated to make
it gas-tight. Some eight or ten men were busily
engaged at the time of our visit, some io laying oii
this varnish with large brushes, others in boiling
and mixing the ingredients, and still others in
spreading out the cloth to dry under the rays of
the sun.

To give an idea of the size ami general build of
this immense machine, we append the following
particulars : The Air-Ship is nothing more than a
huge balloon, of such giant dimensions, however,
that all balloons previously constructed seem mina-
ture in comparison. The circumference of the gas-
holder, or balloon proper, measured around the
long diameter, is 387 feet; computed around the
transverse diameter, it is 330 feet. This capacious
globe willcontain 700,000 cubic feet of gas, or more
than five times more than the largest balloon
hitherto constructed. It is covered with a net, to
which is suspended inthe usual manner the car for
passengers and ballast, still below which depends
the life-boat. The netting is knit of a flaxen cord,
about l/i of an inch in diameter, which was made
expressly for this purpose, and which is entirely
free from the stiffness of ordinary twine?being as
soft and flexible as a silk shoe-string.

At the top of the globe, this netting is fastened to
a hempen rope, 114 inches in diameter, and which
will resist a strain of 50 tons. It is 400 meshes wide
around the middle of the globe?the number di-
minishing, of course, toward either end. At the
lower side, the cords of the netting are gathered
into the "concentrating hoop," a stout circle of \]4
inch wrought iron, to which is fastened the car and
all the weight to be taken up. This netting, with
ropes and hoop, weighs 325 pounds?the length of
cord used in its construction being more than 15
miles. The cord will resist a strain of 400 pounds,
so that the strength of the net is ample.

The material of the gas-globe is double twilled
muslin, of which 0,000 yards have been used. The
cloth was three times carefully overhauled bv the
most trustworthy persons, and every flaw or "hole,
or even slight straining apart of the threads, cov-
ered with a patch of silk stitched down by hand.
This is, of course, to guard against leakage of gas.
The cloth was next cut and made into sections or
gores, of which the long ones, forming the upper
part of the machine-, are 105 feet long, and the lower
ones 44 feet long?and between and connecting
these sections is a belt 24 feet wide, running trans-
versely round the middle of the globe. For 20 feet
the upper part of each of the top sections is double,
and for a] 4 feet there arc three thicknessesof cloth,
thus giving at the top of the globe a circle of 58
feet diameter of double cloth, and a smaller circle
11 feet diameter of triple material. The intention
of this is to give the greatest strength at the top of
the machine, where the valve is inserted, and where
the most severe strain willcome.

When the cloth had been cut and stitched into
these sections the next operation was to thorough-
ly saturate them with the varnish before mention-
ed. Tlie first coat of varnish increased the weight
of the cloth 1,500 pounds; the following ones, of
course, add much less to the weight. Four barrels
of varnish were used in putting on the first coat,
but much of it was wasted, owing to the inexperi
encc of the persons employed in laying it on.

The ear, which is to contain the passengers and
a part of the ballast, is made of strong ratan, and
is 20 feet in circumference and 4 feet deep. Through
the bottom, immediately in the centre, a hole, \]4
feet in diameter, is cut, for the purpose of permit-
ting the party t pass from the car to the boat,
which depends 20 feet below?a substantial ladder
furnishing the means of descent. The car. or bas-ket, is circular in form, is entirely surrounded with
canvas, and is suspended 15 feet below the "con-
centrating hoop." From this hoop a close curtain
comes down and fasten to the edge of the basket, on
all sides, thus converting the car into a close room
of 20 feet in circumference by 15 feet high. Win-
dows are pierced in the canvas, and glass inserted,
so *ha* the party will be deprived of no opportu-
nity for observation of the various phenomena of
the airy regions they may traverse.

As it is expected to ascend to a height where
cold is severe and perpetual, due precaution has
been taken to protect the passengers from discom-fort. A stove \]4 foot high and 2 feet square, in
which heat is generated by the slaking of lime,
has been provided. This apparatus will serve notonly to keep the party warm, but to heat coffee,
and perform such operations of minor cookery asmay seem desirable. Of course no fire will be usedabout the machine.

The boat, which hanes twenty feet below thecar, is a Francis Metallic Life-boat, thirty feet in
length, seven feet beam, and four leet in depth.?This boat is provided to be used in case of such a
descent of the machine upon the water as should
render it necessary to cut away the balloon and
depend entirely upon other means of accomplish-

i iog the voyage. This emergency, although thus

j provided against, is entirely unanticipated by Mr %
I Lowe, who is convinced that his machine will sus'_
| tain itself in mid-air for a hundred days if necessary"

In the boat is fixed an apparatus invented by Mrj Lowe, and designed to make the machine rise oy
lower at will, without the expenditure of ballast t0

| accomplish the one or gas to compass the other ef-
fect. The apparatus consists of a propeller on theprinciple of the screw, which is fixed in the bow of
the life-boat at an angle of 45°. Twenty fans rad-
iate from a wheel at the extremity of this project-
ing shaft, each fan being five feet in length and
widening gradually from the point of contact with
the shaft to the extremity of the fan. where it is
one and a half feet wide. By setting this series of
fans in motion, Mr. Lowe claims that he can exert
an elevating or depressing power equal to 300
pounds on the machine. The wheel is to be workedby an Ericsson Caloric Engine which is placed in
the middle of the boat, and which is so geared thatthe fan-wheel can be made to execute "its revolu-tions with great rapidity.

Mr. Lowe thinks that this wheel will also obviate
the tendency of the machine to rotate (for all bal-
loons have a regular rotary motion,) and keep it
fore and aft. If these mechanical appliances work
with the hoped-for certainty, it will be very easy
so to manage the air-ship by raising or lowering as
to keep it constantly in the favoring currents.When it is considered that a balloon is so delicate-ly poised in the air that a loss of 5 or 6 pounds of

I ballast could have the effect of causing this itnmense balloon of 130 feet in diameter to rise fromthe surface to the height of two or three miles itmay be easily seen of what immense value is an ap-
paratus by which can be instantly exerted an ele-vating or depressing influence equal to 300 pounds
of ballast. I

It Mr. Lowe s invention be found to answer thisend, he will have done more to utilize ballooning
than all the experimenters of the last fifty year?
One or the greatest obstacles to practical aeriainavigation has been the impossibility of carrying asutticient supply of gas and ballast 'to regulate theelevation of the balloon for a longer period than atew hours, both the gas and the ballast beinn-soonexpended, and the aeronaut compelled to descendAny apparatus, therefore, which will render theregulation of the ascents and descents feasible with-out the expenditure of ballast and gas. will removethe greatest difficulty in the way of lone aerialvoyages.

the engine to work the fan is of four-horse pow-er, and its connections are so arranged that shouldit become necessary to take to the water, it can heused to turn paddle-wheels, which are affixed to thelife-boat after the manner of ordinary steamboatsthe boat is also litted with a mast and sails, withprovisions, water, nautical instruments, and fuelfor the engine, all of which are packed in water-tight cases, and securely fastened to the boat,
so that in case of an unlucky capsize they would
not be lost.

There is also an India-rubber folding life-boat on
board the air-ship, to be employed in anv emer
gency which may arise rendering it useful.

From the stern of the boat projects a propeller
similar to tho one in the bow, though of muchsmaller dimensions, being only four feet in diame-ter, which is to assist inkeeping the craft straight
and in counteracting the rotary motion.

Mr. Lowe has also devised another expedient formanaging his machine at low elevations withoutexpending his ascending power or his ballast He
has provided two largecopper buoys of the weight of
100 pounds and 300 pounds respectively. Theseare to be filled with condensed gas, which can be

projected into the globe by means of a force-pump
to compensate for any loss" of gas by leakage. Thisforce-pump has, however, a double action, and an-swers as well to pump gas from tho globe into the
condensers as to force it from the condensers into
the globe. The practical value of this arrange-
ment will be obvious when it is explained that Hie
gas which is forced into the globe from the conden-
sers, immediately expanding, adds so much to the
ascending power, while ifthe balloon is attaining
too great a bight, and it is desired to descend, the
abstraction of a certain quantity of the gas from
the globe reduces the ascending power, and thesame gas which expanded in the globe, served as
an elevating force, when compressed into the con-
densers, acts as ballast, and the machine descends.This is very beautiful in theory, hut it yet remains
for Mr. Lowe to determine by actual experiment
whether the practical working will he equally ad-
mirable.

But there is still another use to which it is pro-posed to put these copper condensers. Thev are
buoyant and will float upon the water, and they are
to he attached to a thousand feet of rope or more,ttiat they may be thrown overboard and towed after
the ship, when sailing over water, if thought desir-able. For instance, if the effect of night dews or
of rains upon the balloon should cause it to descend
near to the serface of the water, one of the buoys
attached to its rope could he thrown over?the bal-
loon, being lightened of 100 pounds' weight, would,
of course, instantly rise until the full length of therope was taut, when, being unable to raise thebuoy, she would sail along near the surface of the
water, the buoy being towed after. Then, when
the rays of the morning sun should dry the ma-
chine, and the balloon should recover its wontedbuoyancy, it would again be sufficiently buoyant to
rise, bearing with it. the buoy, which would he
hauled on board again.

It is thought that in the case of favoring local
currents, this kind of near-che-surfaee aerostation
inav he practiced with success. Another inventionof Mr. Lowe is what he calls a "sounding line,"
which is a line a mile long, or even longer, with aweight at the end, and with light ribbons or flags
fixed at short distances along its whole length.
This is to be depended from the car, when by care-
fully observing with a telescope the fluttering ofthe flags, the direction of the surface-currents of
air may be exactly ascertained, and they mav he
sought or avoided as they are favoring or other-
wise. Mr. Lowe lias also contrived a sort of ocean
anchor, bv which he can arrest the progress of the
ship at any point when sailing over the water.
Instead ol the small grappling irons used by airo-
nauts generally, the new air-ship, which is to he
called "The City of New York," will be provided
with a regular anchor, weighing 100 pounds, andfashioned like a ship's anchor. Beside this, two or
three sets of grappling irons will also be on
board to be used when the larger anchor is not
necessary.

Ihe rope for the large anchor is four inches in
circumference, and 100 feet long. There will alsobe on board hall a mile of rope of different sizes,
varying from 1 inch to W/, inches in circumference,
to be used for the buoys and for such extraordinary
uses as cannot here be specified. Beside these ropes,
ample store of small cords and twine will be taken,
with various tools which will be uso'ul, possibly as
tools, certainly as ballast. The boat will carry two
barrels of alcohol, or else an adequate supplv of
coal, to serve as fuel for the Ericsson engine. Kia's
of every European nation will be carried, and
every individual of the crew will be provided with
passports to every nation in Europe. A discon-
necting apparatus, for the purpose of instantly de-
taching the boat from the balloon, is provided, in
view of an emergency requiring such a course of
action.

Among the articles to be carried on the experi-
mental trip are 100 small parachutes, for sending
down letters and papers to towns or to passing ves-
sels: 100 India-rubber mail bags for keeping letters
and packages dry; 1 mercurial barometer; 1 aneroid
barometer; 2 marine compasses, and a number of
ordinary compasses; a number of thermometers andtelescopes; several carrier-doves, to be sent out
with acconnts of the voyage as long as practicable;
water-tight casks and cases for water and pro-
visions for six months' consumption.

The immense surplus of provisions is taken to
provide against any inconvenience in case of the
machine being wrecked on an uninhabited spot, or
to be given away to any vessel in distress, should
such a case occur. Provisions are as good ballast
as anything else, and as Mr. Lowe has abundant
means at his disposal, he deems it no more than
common prudence to ballast his machine with ma-
terial that may possibly be useful otherwise than as
mere ballast. One hundred best Roman candleswill also be taken, to be used as siguals in the
event of being cast away on anv shore where
vessels arc not likelyto stop without being specially
signaled.

One hundred copies of each daily and illustrated
newspaper of the city will also be taken. Each in-
dividual of the crew will be provided with an India-
rubber life preserving dress, to be of use in ex-
treme cold, or in the event of experimenting in the
water. The crew willconsist of eight persons, as
follows: The aeronaut,four scientific sea navigators,
two scientific landsmen, and the historian. No pas-
sengers willbe taken at any price, although the
applications are already numerous ?several gentle-
men offering large sums for the privilege of a pas-
sage in the first aerial ship to undertake the passage
of the Atlantic.

The entire weight of the balloon and appurte-
nances is 3% tons; its liftingcapacity willbe about
22tons. To inflate the balloon with ordinary
coal gas to its full capacity, would involve an ex-
pense of SI,BOO, but as itwillbe tilled only a little
more than half full, the cost of inflation willnot
exceed Sl,ooo.

Thus, it will be seen that every precaution has
been taken to guard against perils, both those
which have been encountered by previous aero-
nauts, and those which are only dimly apprehend-
ed. Mr. Lowe expresses his perfect confidence that
the trip will he successful, and that the voyage of
the "City of New York" willbe attended with less
peril than is encountered by ordinary passenger
steamers. The whole apparatus will be completed
in a few days, and will be ready to start as soon as
the- weather shall have become settled after the
equinoctial storm. Mr. Lowe expects to make the
trip from this city to England in 48, or at the most,
in C 4 hours. lie proposes to land in England or
France, to accomplish which his course must be
north of east, as a due easterly course would land
him in Spain, a country where be has no acqaint-
ance.

Whether the trip be entirely successful or not,
certain it is that every precaution has been taken
to guard againft unpleasant contingencies, and to
secure a prosperous voyage. Mr. Carlincourt Loweis an aeronaut of experience, and his former suc-
cessful experiments, with his scientific knowledge
of aerostatics, lead to the belief that the trans-
atlantic balloon enterprise could not be in betterhands.

THE DEPARTURE OF (JEN. SCOTT.
(From the AT. I*. Herald.)

It being generally known that Lieutenant Gene-
ral Winfield Scott would leave bv the Star of the
West yesterday for California, en route for the scene
of the boundary dispute on the line of Uritish Co-
lumbia, a large number of our citizens turned out
to give him a heartv farewell?in fact, to see him
off.

The hasty manner in which the journey was de-
termined on probably prevented a military display
such as would doubtless have been otherwise af-
forded. As it was, the Scott Life Guard, without
music, turned out as an artillery company, and
fired a rousing salute. Every standpoint on thepiers and boats near the Star of the West was filledwith spectators, and around the immediate locality
everything looked like a gala day. It was emphati-
cally a people's demonstration, and must havemade a lasting impression on the honored subject of
the spontaneous ovation.

The General was accompanied bv Col. L. Thomas,
Assistant Adjutant General, and Colonel G. W.
Lay, Military Secretary, and Dr. C. 11. Crane. As
the carriage, in which the veteran was seated,
halted in tront of the gang plank the vast assem-
blage sent up cheer upon cheer, and the rush to
get a view of hiui seemed likely to endanger the
lives of those nearest the edge of the pier. Hy-
draulic pressure couldn't compare with the squeez-
ing! jamming, pushing, crowding, edging, elbow-
ing, shoving and hard working generally, to get
but just one glimpse of the hero of Mexico, and
the veteran absolutely had to run a gauntlet of

hands stretched forth to shake him a hearty greet-
ing and farewell. The sight was one republican in

the extreme. There was the noble form of the vet-
eran of a hundred battles, whose military fame is
world wide, and whose services to his country ex-
tend over half a century. In the plain garb of a
citizen, although the highest military officer in the
land, he walked among his fellow citizens, receiv-
ing their congratulations, returning their greetings,
responding to their adieus, and mingling with them

as one of themselves, as he was. The Generalnever puts on any airs, but behaves like a sensibleman, as he is; and thus it is that the masses of thepeople who know him, like him.
lie walked the gang plank with as firm a step asmany a younger man, mounted the narrow ladderamidst the crowd of baggage, passengers and spec-tators as if ho wasn't of any more consequence thananybody else, turning, as he was obliged to do oc-casionally, to acknowledge the hearty cheers whichfollowed him at every step.
The builders of the Star of the West evidentlynever thought of sUc h tall men as he, for be waso iged to doft hisi beaver in order to steer clear of

ic beams* *incline it impossible. to stand with bishat on. he final y sat down, attectionatcly taking
near li.m his little grandson, inwhom he seems totake so much pride.

The crowd that passed around to catch a glimpseof him was dense, and finally it became necessaryto form lines and let each man take his turn Amongthose who greeted him were Major General Wool,C aptain 1). Floyd .Lines, Colonel H. L. Scott, MaiorDeas, 1). Myer, Street Commissioner Smith andDeputy Dovell, Colonel A. Duryee and others of
e.qual note. In this way the members of the ScottLife Guard were introduced, the veteran living
every man a hearty shake of tho hand and a kindword, being greeted by each with some hope for hissafe voyage and pleasant return in good time to his
home and friends. Many an eye filled, and many a
bosom heaved, as when gazing upon the furrowed
cheeks which had withstood the storms of three-
quarters of a century, and the thought would in-
voluntarily arise?will lie live to come back again ?

Certain it is that whether his imposing form is ever
seen here again in life or not, the memory of hisservices will live in the hearts of his countrymen
and the remembrances of their children when monu-
ments have crumbled into dust. It may truly besaid of himthat he was first in peace as well as firstin war. Who shall say ho is not among the first in
the hearts of his countrymen ? But we are getting
sentimental, and although the scene may accountfor it, we may not be excused.

W ltbin a few minutes of the steamer's leaving,
the General mounted to the upper deck, and at bisown request was left alone seated at the stern gaz-
ing at the crowds on shore, and wrapt apparently
in meditatio", while over his bead, unconsciously
to him, the flag of his country waved gaylv, as ifin tacit acknowledgment of the hero beneath. As
at length the last word was given, the last man had
made his appearance and got on board at the immi-nent risk of his neck, the last shower of oranges
had fallen, the last adieus of weeping friends and
relatives had been interrupted by the harsh "-on"-
and "all ashore that's going," the last hackman
had extorted his jast dollar from another unfortu-
nate last man who just got there in time to be too
late, the steamer moved majestically off amid the
deafening plaudits from on shore, the General ap-
peared to awaken from his reverie, and rising from
his seat, he gracefully removed his hat with hisright hand, and as gracefully stretched out his lefttoward the receding shore, as if to wave an adieuto aii. Cheer ipen cheer, gun upon gun from theneighboring vessels re-echoed again and again asthe deeply freighted vessel moved out into thestream, and as long as that towering form could be
distinguished, the farewells continued to till theair, dazzling the eyes and deafening the ears, and
denoting tile unanimity ol feeling which character-
ized the demonstration. By order of Major Gene-
ral Wool, commanding the Eastern division, the
Commander-in-Chief was greeted with appropriate
salutes from the forts in the harbor, and as far as
the eye could reach tho salutes and responses could
be seen and heard.

NAPOLEON'S POLICY IN ITALY.

The Constitutionucl has at length broken through
its reserve, and speaks out very plainly against the
idea of all armed interference." The article has all
the appearance of being semi-official:

"We have hitherto abstained it savs, from tak-
ing part in a discussion which we considered prem-
ature, and as sterile as irritating. When, however,
the moment for expressing an opinion on that
grave incident arrives, it seems to us that it willbe
easy to do so in A few words. The Emperor at
Villafranea accepted, without any sort of repug-
nance, the restoration of the princes. Atthe hour
of reconciliation, he was unwillingto remember
that at Solferino some amongst them were in the
ranks of his enemies. What in fact, did that mat-
ter to him? It was not against those princes that
he directed his arms, but against the political sys-
tem of which they were accomplices or the first
victims. The system once vanquished, why pro-
long resentments, the motive of which no longer
existed? Was a war of principles to be changed
into a war of persons? That would have been to

fall very low."
As the Emperor Napoleon had entered Italy to

achieve the independence of a whole people, and
not to favor some local revolutions or to aid direct-
ly in the expulsion of some petty princes, he was
not opposed to the return of the latter. He con-
ceived that having had a severe lesson they would
be inclined to grant salutary reforms, and that in
that, manner their restoration would prevent new
political complications. If the reforms proved suf-
ficient, Central Italy would be spared those scenes
of agitation which sometimes afflicted even the most
powerful kingdoms.

"Itwas with that generous object (says the wri-
ter) ami more for the sake ofthe populations than
for that of the princes, that the French govern-
ment, faithful to its promisi s, caused the language
of reconciliation to be employed in the three
duchies. It has not yet abandoned all hope of suc-
cess, and it willendeavor to the end to fulfil loyal-
ly its disinterested mission. Hut if it should not
succeed what willit do? is a-ki d with strange per-
sistence. Do not, it is said, the services which
France has rendered to Italy authorize her to offer
something else than counsels? To give orders,
perhaps, and to make menaces, to be soon followed
by acts? No; France is not a gendarme in the ser-
vice of princes against the populations. She en-
deavors to unite them in a mutual and profitable
accord, and will not do violence either to one or
the other. By what right, by what means, could
she act between them? By an armed intervention!
But that would be to walk in the path of the old
Austrian policy, which was defeated at Magenta?-
it would be to exercise the right of intervention
which was torn to pieces at Solferino. It is not
consistent with the dignity or the honor of France
to do herself what she condemns in others. Aus-
tria has lost forever the profitable monopoly of
armed intrusions in the atfairs of the Peninsula,
and we wi.l never claim it for our own advantage.
Ifat Rome an army of occupation is charged with
the mission of protecting the Sovereign Pontiff, it
is because there is at Rome not only an Italian
prince in presence of his subjects, but the Pope, the
Father of all the Faithful, whose repose and securi-
ty it is important to us to secure. At Rome we do
not defend a private cause; we defend in the inter
est ofFrance and in that of Italy herself the cause
of Catholicism. Everywhere else the princes are
subject to the common law, and that law requires
that no one shall place himself between them and
their people. As friends, whose devotodnessought
not to be forgotten, we believe that we have more
right than others to give to the populations of the
duchies advice, which we consider wise and pru-
dent. if they do not follow it, we may feel regret,
but we shall never endeavor to impose iton them
bv force. In a word, Italy owes to us her indepen-
dence, and we will not take back to-morrow what
we have given to-day."

RESTORATION OF BISBOI' ONDERDONK ?DIVISION OF

THE DIOCESE.? We are inclined to believe, that no
movement will be made to recommend the restora-
tion ofBishop Onderdonk to his Episcopal func-
tions, until after the Convention has acted upon
the question of a Division of the Diocese.?
The Diocese of New York should lie divi-
ded into three, each of which would be quite
as large, or larger than is desirable or expedient.

First, the City of New York should constitute
one Diocese.

Second, Long Island and Staten Island, and the
county of Westchester, should constitute another
Diocese; and

Third, allnorth and west of Westchester county
should form another Diocese.

This we think, the most feasible mode of divi-
sion; but the probability is, that the Convention
willnot at present, consent to more than two Dio-
ceses. Ifso, New York and Long Island and Statin
Island, willconstitute the Southern Division, and
all north of New York Island, the Northern Divi-
sion. This would be a good arrangement for the
present. We should have then, the Dioceses of
"New York," "Northern New York" and "West-
ern New York;" and within ten years, it would be
found convenient to constitute another Diocese
consisting of Long Island and Staten Island. Brook-
lyn itself, willby that time, afford sufficient work
for a Bishop.

Of course, a Diocesan Convention, cannot restore
a Bishop suspended by the House of Bishops, any

more than the Diocese of New Jersey, could elect
Bishop Onderdonk to be their Bishop, while under
suspension from his Episcopal functions by the
Court ot Bishops. All the Diocesan Convention
can do, is to recommend the restoration of Bishop
Onderdonk. This would be in the nature of an
election; and of course, no person not constituting^,-
a part of the diocese to which restoration is asked",
could, with propriety, take part in any such act ot
restoration or election. Therefore, alter a division
of the Diocese, the Representatives in Convention
composing what would be the constituency ofBishop
Onderdonk, will be at liberty to ask the restoration
of the Bishop; and failing to carry that measure,
would proceed to an election. ? N. Y. tour. & Euq.

McCabe wanted to know who wrote articles of
that character. The epitor answered that he some-
times wrote them. Scarcely had these words been
uttered when McCabe gave Mr. Thompson a sudden
back-handed blow in the face which partially floored
him. As he was in the act of rising after the slap,
McCabe caught bis opponent by the coat collar, and
struck hiui a second blow in the face with his
clenched hand, which had the effect ot breaking
Mr. Thompson's nose. During the time of the as-

sault a number of McCabe's friends, who'are said to

be connected with the Street Department, waited

at the door that they might render any needed as-
sistance to the assailant. McCabe, alter the fracas
was over, went oft* with these attendants. Mr.
Thompson immediately went before Alderman

Brady and entered a complaint against his assail-
ant for assault and battery. A warrant was issued
and placed in the hands ot ofticer Houghton, of the
Second Precinct, who soon arrested the accused,
who was held to bail in SSOO to answer the charge.
The bail was speedily furnished. Itis said that Mc-
Cabe and his friends, after the matter had been
taken to Court, made earnest efforts to compass a
settlement, but Mr. Thompson insists on bringing
the case to a trial.?N. Y. Times.
