TIIE REFOIiM MOVEMENT-?FURTHER
CORRESPONDENCE BETWEEN TIIECEN-
TRAL COMMITTEEANDMA YOR S IF.INN.

BALTIMORE, Sept. 20th, 1859.
To thc Hon. Thomas Swann, Mayor of thc City ofBaltimore:

Sin: ?Your letter of yesterday, in reply to our
address of the 16th inst., leaves us in some doubt as
to whether the tender of our services, made in pur-
suance of the requirement of the resolutions of the
recent town-meeting, is meant to be accepted or re-
jected; and in order that there may be no misun-
derstanding on this subject, we beg'leave to troubleyour lion >r with a further communication. The
resolutions express the conviction of the great ineet-
ing at which they were passed, (which is shared,as
we believe, by the community generally,) that our
recent elections have been accompanied and con-
ducted with so much fraud and violence that they
have whollyfailed to present a fair expression of
the will of the people; and that unless strong pre-
ventative measures are adopted in time the ap-
proaching elections willbe equally disgraceful and
subversive ofour republican institutions.

In order to prevent such an unfortunate result,
certain measures were recommended bv the meet-
ing, the chief of which were the appointment of
faithful and able Judges of Election, and a strong
special police; and we were appointed a committeeto oft'er to the authorities such services as good citi-
zens, in a government like ours, may lawfully ten-
der. Without the slightest intention of controlling
your choice or invading your official rights, we
were prepared to undertake the troublesome and
responsible duty of recommending suitable men for
the respective offices, and of objecting to others
who might be proposed against whom well-founded
complaints could be made. Not supposing that
either our recommendations or objections would be
binding on your judgment, we h ped and expected
that they would receive a fair and respectful con-
sideration.

Before the Committee had time to perfect its or-
ganization and prepare the address which we were
instructed to present to you, the Judges of Election
were appointed. If we had known that the ap-
pointments were to be made immediately we should
have endeavored to avail ourselves of the privilege
(for which we now understand the nominations
were kept open to the last moment,) of making
"suggestions" in order to "secure the best men who
were likely to serve in the different wards."

As it is we have only deeply to regret that many
Judges of Election have been renominated, who at
the last election received and recorded large num-
bers of illegal votes, and who therefore have lost
the confidence of the community whose rights they
failed to protect.

There yet remain, however, vacancies to be fill-
ed and others may occur, and also a special police
to be appointed, provided the recommendations of
the meeting shall be carried out; and wo respect-
fullydesire to know whether it is your intention to
appoint such a police, and whether our co-opera-
tion and assistance will be accepted by you to the
extent which we have indicated above, as requi-
red by the resolutions of the meeting.

As it is due not less to myself than the large num-
ber of respectable judges of both political parties
implicated in this most unpleasant charge, I now
respectfully ask that you willfurnish me with the
natnes of those who stand in this relation to the
public, and the legal proofs upon which you rely,
with a view to my ulterior action.

Hie trial ot Mary Shock Ies, indicted for rioting

on the Causeway at the time of the killing of theFrench sailor, willbe taken up this morning. Mr.Whitney said he desired to try all of these cases assoon as possible, as the captain of the ship was
anxious to sail; the State's witnesses being part ofthe crew, he did not wish to detain the vessel
longer than was utterly necessary.

Edward J. Ashcraft, indicted for counterfeiting
and passing a forged check for §930 on the Frank-
linBank, dated Sept. 13, 1850, in the name of Belt,
Bowie Co., was then placed in the box.

The indictment was read to him by the Clerk,and to the question, "Are you guilty or not guilty
°f the matter whereof you "stand indicted-"

Ashcrott replied?"Guilty-, and I throw myselfupon the clemency of the Court."
The Court then sentenced him to confinement inthe Penitentiary for the term of two years andseven months.
In the case of John Siglefoos, Mr. Whitney saidthat he had issued attachments against three of the

State s witnesses, and they had been returned nonest; four witnesses were present for the State, and
he would take the case up and run the risk.

John Siglefoos was then called and took his seat
in the prisoner's box. He is indicted, jointlywithJohn Lemon and Henry Duval!, (already convict-ed,) for the murder of Christian Fischer, on the
night of the 18th September, 1858. by shooting hiinwith a pistol, inflicting a wound upon the right
side of the breast, from which wound the said
Fischer instantly died.

Charles 1.. Kraft, Esq., appeared for the pris-
oner.

The regular panel of jurors were sworn upon
their voir dire, and the following jurywas selected:
Robert M. Hill, William Wier, Joseph Stevens,
John W. llall,, William Ridgeway, Johnß. DavisJames C. Perry, Joseph F. Wills, Israel Rigo-in,
Leonard Pouder, K. S. Fennerand Thomas Cannon.

The Jury was sworn and charged in due form by
the Clerk. J

Mr. W hitnev then stated to the jury the facts inthe case and what it would be necessary for theState to prove to convict the prisoner.
The evidence elicited in this ease is the same asbrought out on the trial of Henry Duval!, which

was fully published at the time.
The witnesses examined yesterday were GotliebFisher, brother of the deceased, the wife of GotliebFischer, and Mary Smith.
The facts brought out were simply, that on the

night ot the 18th of September last a raffle was
being held at the house of Gotlieb Fischer, on the
corner of Howard and Montgomery streets, where
a considerable party of young people, male andfemale, had collected; that between 11 and 12
o'clock a party of men came up Howardstreet, and stopped in front of the door,
which had been closed; that admittance
was demanded by John Lemon, a police officer,
which was refused; that the door was pushed open
and John Lemon entered, crying "come on, boys;"
that some fifteen persons followed Lemon into the
room, he and Henry Duvall being in advance; that
two pistol shots were fired?one by Duvall, the
other by a person unknown, and that immediately
Christian Fischer exclaimed "1 am shot," and
ran into the yard of the house.

There was no evidence to show that Siglefoos was
present at the time or committed any overt act.
The only witness, who testified on the trial ot Hen-
ry Duvall, to the presence of Siglefoos, at the time
of the occurrence, was a man named George C.
Grice, whose presence the State was unable to"pro-
cure, although attachments had been issued for
him.

Tlie evidence of Grice, as given at Duvall's trial,
was read by consent, to the jury,but not as testi-
mony in the case.

The evidenco being concluded, the case was sub-
mitted to thc jury, without argument, who render-ed a verdict of "not guilty."

Mr. Whitney said to the Court, that he would
have entered the plea of not guilty before, but from
the circumstances surrounding the case, he pre-
ferred the facts to bo presented to the jury.

The Court at 12 o'clock adjourned until this
morning at 10 o'clock.

The Grand Jury ordered the discharge from cus-
tody of Stephen Cropper, who was arrested for
having thrown away the pistol by which Win. H.Taylor, it is alleged, came to his death at the
hands of George Burke.

CIRCUIT COURT FOR BALTIMORE CITY.? Hon. Wm.
George Krebs, Judge.

The following occupied yesterday:
Hamilton Easter and others vs. Lawrence John-son and others: an injunction to prevent the City

Passenger Railway Company from laving down a
double track on Baltimore street, between Northand Sharp streets?before reported.

The respondents in thi3 case put in their answer,
which, together with accompanying papers, covers
sixty-five pages of manuscript. They answer aslength the general averments in the bill of comtplaint, and also the specific heads of grievances re-capitulated in said bill.

They denv that the ordinance granting the right
to build the railway is utterly illegal, passed
without lawful authority, and incapable of con-
ferring any authority on anv person whatsoever.On the contrary, they say that the Mayor and City
Council had full authority tn provide for the im-
provement of the public streets in the manner
contemplated, &c.; that the respondents, as as-signees, have full powers to construct said im-
provements.

That assuming that the ordinance is legal and
a valid exercise of the powers of the city, it is not
competent for this Court to limit or modify itsoperation, or obstruct its execution, in the ef-
fort to reconcile the convenience of th.e public
in the matter of travel on said railways, withthe supposed interests and vested rights" of the
public at large in and to the streets of the city
and those of the complainants and others having
property on the same. That the discretion of the
Mayor and City Council, when exercised withinthe scope of its delegated authority, is absolute,
and it is to he assumed that, as a legal conclusion,
the improvement authorized within such limit will
create no such conflict of public with private in-
terests or convenience, as will justify the interpo-
sition of this court, as is proposed by the com-
plainants.

The respondents deny that the laying down anduse of the railway tracks on Baltimore street are,
or will be, in the construction thereof, or in their
results when consummated, a permanent danger-
ous and damaging nuisance to the business and
property of the complainants on said street. On the
contrary, they insist that the improvements contem-
plated by the said ordinance were, and are, im-
peratively required by public convenience, and are
calculated, in their results, generally, to promote
the convenient use of said streets by the public, and
to advance the pecuniary interests of individualshaving property and doing business on the line of
such improvements.

The_ withdrawal of Noah Walker as a party to
the injunction, the respondents think, furnishes a
very strong corroboration of their averment that
the laying of the double track, Jcc., will improve
the value of property.

Alludingto the objections of Hamilton Easter,
they say that they have caused an enumeration tobe made ot carriages actually stopping before the
door of said complainant for'tbe space of six days,
between the sth and the 10th ol this present monthot September, between the hours of nine and three
o'clock of each day; and that on the sth, the whole
number of carriages stooping there was 12; on the6th, 23: on the 7th, 17; on the Bth, 23; on the 9th,
3; and on the 10th, 8; and that the largest number
stopping at one time was 5, which were all ranged
alongside the curb of the said complainants, and in
no one instance was there formed a double line, or a
carriage ranged abreast of another carriage: and
the respondents submit that the railway by increas-ingthe lacilities for travel of thousands, will com-
pensate the complainants for any loss or inconve-
nience.

As regards Mr. Shoemaker, the respondents say;
that his business interferes both with the travel of
the street and the sidewalks, and in the manner in
which it is at present conducted, is a general
nuisance.

They deny the right of the complainants, who
are not citizens and corporators of the said city,
jointlywith-others who are citizens and corpora-
tors, to invoke this Court in the protection of rights
which beloug exclusively to citizens and corpora-
tors. And they deny that there is any sufficient
case made pf wrong done or threatened to the citi-
zen and corporator to justify the interposition of
this Court.

The respondents insist that they are now engaged
in good faith in executing the powers with which
they are clothed by the ordinance, and the assign-
ment, in the manner and form and pursuant to the
directions and requisitions of said ordinance, and
were so engaged publically and notoriously for a
considerable period anterior to the filing of'the in-
junction in this case.

The respondents say that although they may have
the privilege of deviating with their lines (if rail-
way from Baltimore street, on the south through
South, Lombard, and Hanover streets, and on the
north through North, Fayette, and Eutaw streets,
yet that such deviation cannot be made without in-
creased cost to the respondents, and without inter-
fering materially with the public interests, and the
convenience of those who may have business in said
street between Hanover and South streets.

The respondents admit that they have entered
into contracts with certain of their co-defendants
for the construction for these respondents, and
under their supervision, of the improvements afore-
said. And as the said co-delendants are interested
only as the agents of these respondents,it is submit-
ted that they are not necessary parties to this soit,
the respondents undertaking that the judgement of
this Conrt in this behalf shall be respected by their
said co-defendant -.

And the respondents pray that the injunction
granted in this cause may be dissolved, and they
dismissed with their cost's, Ac.

Accompanying the answer is a petition signed by
fifty-five merchants, firms and others, who "feel-
ing an interest in the trade of Baltimore street, do
request that a double track shall be layed on the
said Baltimore street as called for by the charter,"

Another petition is signed by sixty-four mer-
chants, firms and others, on Baltimore street, be-
tween North and Sharp streets, who "considering
the laying of a single track (by the City Passenger
Railway Company) as detrimental to their busi-ness, by making it inconvenient to the citizens and
the public, do protest against it, and pray that a
double track be laid, as was first intended/'

Accompanying, also, is a detailed "list of proprie-
tors and occupants of houses on Baltimore street,
west of South and east of Sharp street, with their
employments, and showing their expressed opinions
for or against a double track railway between
these points."

The case, it is believed, will shortly be argned
before the Court.

EUROPE.
THE GREAT EASTERN.

HEIT DEPARTURE ON HER TRIAL TRIP?SATISFACTORY
NATURE OF HER PERFORMANCES.

The great event of the week had been the depar-
ture of the Great Eastern for sea. The Nora Sco-
tian brought out news that the vessel had proceeded
dotva the Thames as far as Purfleet on the 7th, and
anchored there for the tide of the following more-ing. Her departure from her moorings," accom-panied by four powerful tugs, two at the bows, andtwo at the stern, gave rise to a scene of the greatest
enthusiasm on the Thames, which was continued at
all the prominent points, Captain Harrison andthe most experienced Thames pilot, directed theship's motions. Mr. Scott Russell was on thebridge, directing the action of the engines, both of
which, screw and paddle, were under steam. Capt.Comstock, of the Collins steamer Baltic, stood aft"to transmit directions to the men at the wheel, the
new steering apparatus not being completely fitted.The very first turn in the river demonstrated that
the ship was as completely under command as a
river steamer, and that the only difficulties to
contend with were the sharp curves in the stream.
She steers as easily as a wager boat, and her engines
were found capable of starting her, or arresting hermotion literally almost by a single motion of the
hand. The only difficulty experienced was at Black-wall Point, where the river forms an acute angle,
and iu the centre of the channel at this point, a
bark and a schooner had unfortunately anchored.
There was an anxious and perilous delay of fifteen
minutes, but the danger was passed, and there wasno other serious cause for uneasiness. There was
not a single regular seaman on board durino- the
river trip, the crew not having joined.

There were perfect ovations at Greenwich, Blaek-tvall, Woolwich, and other points, where immense
crowds had assembled. AtPurfleet the ship swung
round to her single anchor in beautiful stvle, and
the anchor, "Trotrnan's patent," never yielded an
inch from the spot where it dropped.

On the 18th, the Great Eastern goUip steam auil
weighed anchor, and at 8.40 A. M. started from
Purfleet for the Nore. As on the preceding day,
she was accompanied by tugs, and (he enthusiasm
along the river, particularly at Gravesend, was
very great. On arriving at' Chapman's Head, atthe top of Sea-Reach, the tugs were cast off'and the
great vessel ivas left to herself. Increased speed
was then got on her simply to give her good steer-
age way and move her engines readily, but with
no view to test her power. In ten minutes, how-
ever, says the correspondent of the Times, she set
at rest all doubts forever, as to her being the fastest
vessel, beyond comparison in the world. Employ-
ing less than two thirds of her power, in her worst
trim, being six inches down by the head, and too
high out of water to permit her paddles or
screw blades to work properly, and with a strong
tide against her, she ran a distance of fifteen statute
miles in two minntes under an hour. The engines
worked with astonishing ease, and there was scarce-
ly a vibration perceptible. Before anchoring, the
vessel was put about and went completely round in
less than three-quarters of a tnile. At 12)4 o'clock
the vessel anchored at the Nore. She was to leave
the Nore at 7 o'clock on the morning of the 9th,
and steam away easily for Portland, Dorsetshire,
which harbor she was expected to reach early on
the morning of the 10th. Much regret was'felt
that serious illness prevented Mr. Brunei from be-
ing on board to share in the triumph.

THE ITALIAN QUESTION -REASONS FOR

THE PEACE OF VILLAFItANCA.
The Moniteur of the 9th publishes a long articleexplaining the reasons which caused the Emperor

to conclude peace. The following is a summary:
"The Emperor of Austria had promised to grant

concession on a large scale to VeDetia, but requiring
as a condition, sine qua non, the return of the Arch-
dukes. The Emperor Napoleon accepted these con
ditions. It is easy to conceive that if, after the
conclusion of peace, the destinies of Italy had beenentrusted to men who had more at heart the futureof their common fatherland than little partial suc-
cesses. the aim of their endeavors would have been
lo develop and not obstruct the consequences of thetr-aty of Villafranea, and Venetia would have beenplaced in the same position as Luxembourg with
Holland. The Archduke will not be established by
foreign forces, but that portion of the treaty of
Villafranea not having been carried out, Austriawill find herself freed from all engagements takenin favor of Venetia. Instead of a policv of recon-
ciliation and peace, defiance and hatred will he seen
lo reappear, which will entail fresh misfortunes.Much, it would appear, is expected from the Con-gress, which we hail with all our best wishes, hut
we strongly doubt, that the Congress would
obtain better conditions for Italy. Itwould not be-
right to ask from the great Powers important con-
cessions without offer ing equitable compensations.
War would be the only wav to resolve the difficul-ty, but Italy must be aware that one Power alonemakes war for an idea, and that is France?and
France has accomplished her mission."

CONDITION OF AFFAIRS IN ITALY.
The conclusion was general on the Continent that

the answer of Victor Emanuel to the Tuscan Depu-
tation in regard to annexation with Piedmont waspreconcerted with Napoleon.

The Council of the different districts had offici-ally proclaimed to the people of Turin that the Tus-can Deputies had presented a deed of annexation to
the Sardinian Government.

FRANCE.
The Independence Beige asserts that France is ma-king vigorous naval preparations for the coast de-

fences.
At the meeting of the Pari3 Conference the Otto-man ambassador announced that the Sultan had

agreed exceptionally, and for this time only, to
grant an investiture to Couza as the Hospodar ofboth Moldavia and Wallachia, the government of
these provinces, however, to be conducted separate-y. On motion of the Russian PI -nipotentiary anotheryear was allowed for the settlement of the question
of the Convent property of the Principalities. The
Austrian and Turkish Ministers were called on foran early statement of the decision they had cometo regarding the navigation of the Danube. They
were not prepared with the required informationand promised to communicate the observations of
their conference to their governments.

The Paris correspondent of the London Herald
contradicts the report that 20 frigateshave been or-
dered to be built at Cruzat. It says the rumorarose from an immense order being given for ironplates, which are intended for the embrasures at
Cherbourg.

The Moniteur publishes agricultural statistics of
Algiers, showing that the recent harvest in thatcolony has been satisfactory.

Two additional prominent French exiles publish
in the London Times their views of the late amnes-
ty. M. E. Giunet declines to accept it. denving the
right of the Emperor either to proscribe or pardon
him. Felix Pyat determines as a matter of police
to accept the amnesty and return to France, wherehe thinks patriots may do more good than by re-maining aloof.

Prince Napoleon had gone to Switzerland, and it
was supposed his journey had reference to another
intended interview between the Emperors.

M. de la Guerroniere had gone to St. Sauveur.
His mission refers to the intended liberal reform ofthe Press laws.

J ho monthly returns ol the Bank of France show
an increase in cash of 6.750,000 francs.

It was reported in Paris that France had noti-
fied the Porte that she does not intend to treat the
Suez Canal affair as a political question.

The Paris Bourse fell daily. On Friduv the arti
cle in the Moniteur sent the Rentes down to 68f. 40c.,but a vague rumor subsequently was current that
a treaty of peace was signed, and the Rentes im-proved to 68f. 60c.

GREAT BRITAIN,
The London Morning Post has an editorial on the

report that General Harney had taken possession
of the Island of San Juan, or Bellevue, in Puget
Sound. It considers it possible that another boun
dary dispute may arise, says that the occupation of
an island which is still sub judice is the exercise of
a power to which the British Government cannot
tamely submit, and hopes that no concessions will
be made which are inconsistent with the dignity of
the country or the security of the gold regions!

The London representative of the Suez Canal
scheme had issued a pamphlet, in which he asserts
that the company, having commenced operations,
is determined to continue them in spite of all oppo-
sition.

The Australian mail steamer Nnrtbam, previous-
ly reported wrecked in the Red Sea, got off the
reef, and had reached Suez. The damage to her
was less than was expected.

The Grand Duke Constantino, of Russia, quitted
Portsmouth for Cronstadt in the frigate General
Admiral.

The race for the Warwick cup was won by the
American horse Starke. There were only two
other competitors.

THE VERY LATEST.
The article in the Moniteur is the subject of edi-

torials in most of the London papers.
The Dailg Noes indignantly criticises it, andanalyses, in an incredulous spirit, the assertions it

contains.
The Times in the same manner remarks on the

consistency of the Emperor in covering with re-proaches the men to whom the destinies of Italv
have been entrusted, because they believe him, and
openly declaring to Austria that the iite qua non
of Villafranca shall not be observed at all, but that
as an offset, she may treat Venice as she likes.

The Advertiser regards the article as mysterious
and ominous.

The Daily News' city article of Saturday says :
"The somewhat splenetic article in the Moniteur
caused the English funds to open at a reduction of

lated to stimulate tbe Veneiian provinces to hope-
less insurrection. Both at the Bank and in theopen market the demand for discounts increased
and a few bills were negotiated below 2% per cent!
Late in the day an advance on this rate was ocea!sionally obtained.

The'further sum of £190.000 was paid in full on

di>ti icts will come to the satne conclusions as havebeen obtained in Modena and Tuscanv. The noble-men at the head of the Government' have all beenreturned?foremost among tliem the Marqnis Pepnli
the lineal descendant of those Popob who held theSignorin, or sovereign sway, of Bologna 500 years
ago, one of whom, indeed?Messer Taddeo?sold
his native town to the Visconti of Milan. All thesefacts prove that the Central Italian movement is ademocratic movement, led bv the patrician aris-tocracy. Such was the character of all that popu-
lar agitation of the Italian cities in the middleages, wbsch gave so great an impulse to the devel-
opment of Italian and European civilization. Theleader who cried "Popolo! Popolol" with the loud-est voice was always a feudal warrior disguised in
bureher's attire.

The Italian nobles dropped the garb and titles of
their order, with a view to exercise in their free
communities that substantial power which natural-
ly belonged to their class. The influence of thesepseudo-democratic ideas long survived the epoch
which gave rise to them. Even under the rand ab-
solute Government the nobles affected to disdaintheir titles, and liked to be signalized by the people
as plain Davazzo and Spinola. Strozzi or Capponi.Even at the present day the Florentines familiarly
talk of their "Gino" to designate their Marquis
Capponi, or of "II Ginorino," to mention the Mar-
quis Ginori, just as freely as the Genoese would
speak of their "Andrea l)oria," to point out the he-roic Admiral who boasted the highest titles in theempire, or of Lavagna, to signalize Gian I,uici
Fiesco, who owned half the fiels iu the Kiviera. "iam told that Ricasoli, the present head of the Tus-can Government, forms an exception to this rule,
and, owing to a certain loftiness of demeanor andimperiousness of temper, he is emphatically styled
"II llarone."

We are still kept in the same painful suspense as
to the intention of the l'iedmontese Government
with regard to their acceptance of the vote of an-
nexation; and are even told of a division in the
Sardinian Government on this point, for while Ra-tazzi and the other auvocati section of the Ministry
boldlv urge immediate and irrevocable compliance
with the wishes of the Tuscans, Modenese, Ac., themilitary section, on the contrary, especially' Da-
bormeda and La Marmora, advise caution and a def-
erence to the ultimatum of the great European

and Modena.

FRANCE.

'1 HADE IS PRUSSIA.? The Berlin correspondent of
the New York Herald gives the subjoined account
ot the state of business in the kingdom of Prussia :

"The suspense and unoasiness prevailing in res-
pect to the political aspect of Europe continue to
impede the activity of most branches of trade, to

which, it was hoped, the conclusion of peace would
give a new impulse. Commerce, industry and nav-
igation are still in a depressed state, and capital
keeps back instead of fructifying enterprises that
would give occupation to a number of hands and
be a source of profit to the employers. The failuresrf retail merchants in the provinces, especially in
the dry goods line, havebeen going on at a fear-
ful rate tor several months, and in this city the list
of bankruptcies of middle class firms, small manu-
facturers and tradesmen in different branches of
basiness has increased in the same ratio. The mo-
bilization of the army led to the imposition of
higher taxes by the municipal authorities for the
purchase of cavalry, artillery and baggage horses,
the billeting of soldiers. Ac.,' which entailed heavy
burthens on rich and poor, and of course obliged
them to retrench in order to make up for this ex-
tra expense; beside which, many hands being out

of work, they were hardly able to provide for the
nec ssaries of life, and purchasing articles of dress
or other luxuries wis quite out of the question.
The only trades that flourished were those engaged
by government in furnishing accoutrements for the
ai iny, as saddlers, wheelwrights, smiths, military
tailors, and so forth; all others were completely
stagnant. A few gleams ot light, however, are now
beginning to struggle through this gloomy picture
which give some promise of ultimate amendment.
As Leipsig fair is approaching, the manufacturers
expect the country dealers will have to tillup the
vacancies in their stores, having kept aloof since
the spring fairs; inconsequence of this there is a
movement now in the calico printing establish-
ments, which is one of the chief articles of Berlin
export. '1 he machine builders, too have got plen-
ty of work again, having received many orders for
the new Russian railways; but these are only ex-
ceptions, and no permanent revival of business can
be looked forward to while so many threatening
clouds continue to obscure the political horizon."

CHIRIQCI COUNTERFEITS.?Some very ingenious
counterfeits ofthe Chiriqui nondescripts are abroad,
and persons who are moved by a spirit of antiqua-
rian zeal to purchase some of them just for curiosi-
ties should take the advice of an expert in gold
before buying. The bogus little monsters are made
of heavy composition inetal, electric-plated, and
have the rough half-finished exterior and all the
rude characteristics of the original. An enthu-
siastic cultivator of the antique, who is partic-
ularly anxious to keep his name out of the pa-
pers, was "taken in"by a "returned Chiriquian"
the other day, to the tune of $45. ?

THE STORM.

In a word, taking it altogether, we have never
witnessed a more terrific storm, acd vet, strange to
say, the damage done was less than might havebeen reasonably expected. The great fall of rain
caused the river to commence rising on Saturday
evening, and hy Sunday morning the water was
higher than it lias been since the freshet of 185*2.
A great deal ot drift wood and pumpkins werebrought down from above. It is estimated that at
least six hundred cords of wood piled up along theriver, and belonging to Messrs. Rallied, Iloney and
others, were carried off by the current.

The water as it came pouring over the dam of
the Fredericksburg Water Power Company was
grand and imposing. It was the Niagara miniatu-
red. The guage showed the depth of the water
rolling over the dam to be 7 feet 10 inches, and asit came roaring and surging if manifested its kin-ship in its swelling floods and artillerv-like rumb-
liir/j to the Great Falls themselves.

The lower floor of the Belicmont and Eavle Millsin Falmouth, and of Knox's Mill on this side wassubmerged, but all the grain and offal in each of
them had been removed to secure quarters.

The little steamer Falmouth, used in bringing
wheat and corn up the river, broke from its moor-
ings, and has not, we believe, been recovered.

The corn on all the lowlands above has been terri-hiv injured, and in many cases totally destroyed.
As the best corn was on the lowlands' this season,
the loss in many cases willprove serious.

A gentleman who was at Aquia Creek on Satur-
day represents the sight on the Potomac as tbi ill-
ing. The gale is represented as the severest they
have had there for forty years.

TIIE CHESAPEAKE AND OHIO CANAL.?We saw ves
terdav two letters from upper sections of the canal
written by superintendents of the same. Both
speak of the eliects of the late flood in the Potomac
upon Dam No. 4,above Shepiierdstown. It appears
that about one hundred and fifty feet of the solid
stone work of the dam, put in in 1857, have been
"knocked oil," to restore which will require one
month's work, but how much money has not yet
been ascertained. Navigation above Harper's
Ferry may therefore he considered as suspended
tor one month at least. The superintendent on the
Williamsport division reports two or three breaches
along his line which a day or two would be suf-
ficient to repair. On the eight mile level and the
nine mile level, near Edward's Ferry, breaches also
occurred, hut of no serious character. The rise of
the water io the upper Potomac on Sunday last
was eighteen inches above that in April last.? NatIntel.
