THE TRANS-MUNDANE TELEGRAPH COM-
PANY.

The Washington Correspondent of the A'eic York
Journal of Commerce sends the following informa-
tion to that paper.

You had occasion lately, in an article upon the
gigantic project formed simultaneously in Russia,
in Canada, and in California, for girding the earth
with lines, of magnetic telegraph, to observe that
they probably originated from no concerted action.
The reverse is, however, the case, and the prime
mover of these enterprizes in Russia and in Canada,
is Mr. Collins, the United States Commercial Agent
at the Amoor River, whose interesting Reports
upon the commerce of that region have attracted
so mncli attention.

Mr, Collins drew"the attention of the Russian
Government to the importance of a line oftelegraph
across its dominions to the mouth of the Amoor,
and his suggestions were adopted and willbe acted
upon. He went to Canada and there succeeded in
the formation of a Company whieli has been incor-
porated under the name "of the "Trans-mundane
Telegraphic Company," which will afford impor-
tant aid in establishing the proposed line through
British America.

The plan is to construct the telegraph from the
mouth of the Amoor across Beliring's Straits to and
through Russia and British America. From Vic-
toria a branch willhe conducted to tian Francisco,
and another to Canada.

Mr. Collins is now in Washington, but will soon
leave for St. Petersburg, where he expects to com-
plete arrangements, through private companies
and government subsidies, for completing the line
of telegraph from Novgorod to the month of the
Amoor, and thence taking it across the Straits to
Russian America. The distance from Novgorod
to San Francisco, by the route chosen, will be five
thousand miles.

The line from San Francisco to Missouri is com-
menced, and Mr. Collins thinks that, by the time
when it xvill be in operation, he will have exten-
ded his line to San Francisco.

IMPORTANTFROM CHINA.

Tlie Forcing of I lie Passage of Peiho hv the British and
French Squadrons.

GREAT LOSS OF LIFE.

Desperate Resistance of the Chinese.

FATHER POINT, Sept. 25. ?The steamer North
American from Liverpool, with dates to the ICth,
passed here to-day going up to Quebec, and the fol-
lowing summary of Iter advices have been received:

The steamer Asia arrived out on the 11th instant,
the Hungarian on the 13th, and the Vanderbilt on
the 14th.

An explosion occurred on board the sf">mer
Great Eastern on the 9th instant, off Ho.,? s s.
The funnel was blown into the air, tearing in pieces
the grand saloon, and doing great damage to the
internal fittings. The guests had just quitted the
saloon and escaped injury. The force of the explo-
sion was terrific, but the ship resisted the shock,
lier frame sustaining no injury.

The accident made so little difference in the move-
ments of the ship, that the engine never stopped
till she reached Portland. There an inquest was
held which showed that the supply of the boilersthrough the water jacket was stopped because of the
failure of an auxiliary pumping power. Secondly,
a tap in a stand pipe which acts as a safety valve,
was turned apparently intentionally, so that thepipe was useless. The ship was almost without
motion during the trip when large ships were toss-
ing in the stormy sea.

ENGLAND.

CHINA.
Admiral Hope arrived oil'the Peiho River on the

17tli June, but found the entrance barred. An at-
tempt was made on the 25th to force a passage,
when suddenly batteries supported by a force of
twenty thousand men were unmasked and opened a
destructive fire.

After a severe action the squadron was compelled
to withdraw with the loss of gun-boats Cormorant,
Lee and Plover, and four hundred and sixtv-four
men killed and wounded. The French had four-
teen men killed out of sixty.

Seven British officers we're killed and seventeen
wounded?the latter including the Admiral.

The Plenipotentiaries had returned to Shanghai.
The details say the mouth of the river was raked

bv the fire of newly constructed forts, mounting
nine hundred guns.

At 1.30 I'. M., the signal Cor action was run up.
The gun-boats Opossum and Plover pushed in close
to the first barrier, when the guns of the forts
opened fire and the action became general. The?ire of the Chinese, in weight and precision, was
such as never before experienced. Every shot told,
while those of the British did comparatively little
damage. The troops were ordered to land, but as
the first boat touched the shore the forts poured a
perfect hurricane of shells, balls and rockets,
which mowed down the men as they landed. Theship supported them as well as possible.

The mud on the shore was deep, and of the thou-
sand landing, barely one hundred reached the first
of the wide ditches live hundred yards from the
river. Only fifty reached the third ditch, and
these would have made an attempt to scale thewalls, but the ladders were broken by the shot or
stuck fast in the mud. With the one remaining,
ten men sprang forward, three of whom were killedand five severely injured.

Orders were at last given to retire, but in the re-
treat the men were shot down like birds. Manv
boats were swamped by the balls and there were
not enough to take off the survivors. Several boats
full of wounded were struck and swamped. Russian
feathers were distinctly visible at the batteries.The Americans towed up several boats to the
scene of action, and afterwards took a number of j
men to their respective ships.

ITALY.
The National Assembly of Parma had voted for

the expulsion of the House of Bourbon, and the
annexation of that State to Sardinia.

It was said that King Victor Emanuel was dis-
banding his army, but the men were furnishedwith passports to Tuscany and Modena, where they
will swell the army of Central Italy.

The San .liian Difficulty.
WASHINGTON, Sept. 25.?C01. Rankin, register of

the Land Office at Olympia in Washington Ter-
ritory, has arrived here from the Island of San
Juan. He reports that if the intentions of Gover-
nor Douglass had been carried out, there would
have been a collision between the British and Ame-
rican forces, as the vessels Satellite and Phimper
had orders from him to fire, but Admiral Bayne
opportunely arrived and superseded him in com-
mand of the English ships of war, five in number.
The original misunderstanding wa3 with the Hud-
son Bay Company, the interests of which were
represented by Governor Douglass. The Island of
San Juan bad been in the occupancy of the Ameri-
cans at least eighteen months, nobody seeming to
question their rights, and for a longer period was
considered and treated in all respects as belong-
ing to Washington territory. It was not until
General Harney applied to, and was informed
by Boundary Commissioner Campbell that our
title to the Island was clear and certain, that
he despatched troops thither at the earnest re-
quest of the residents, who claimed protection
from British aggression, and especially from
tlie predatory incursions of Northern Indians, who
had even taken and held possession of a lighthouse
for three days, and against whom private expedi-
tions had repeatedly been sent to chastise them.Col. Rankin says the people of Washington Terri-
tory and the Pacific States are unanimous for our
retention ot the Island of San Juan; and such is
their enthusiasm that if the United States troops
should be directed to vacate it, private parties, in
tormidnble numbers, would immediatclv occupy*
that important position, and notsurrender without
a severe struggle. But it is not supposed in this
city that our troops will be withdrawn, as this
would be considered as an admission that our title
is clearly disputable.

It may not be generally known that this Govern-
ment has recently confirmed a blulf of land, con-
taining three thousand acres, for a military reser-
vation, if anything, further north than Sah Juan.

ance of presents from a person of Lane's means, by
saying that she always understood that the young
man's father was in easy circumstances and liberal
to his son; that Lane's mother was wealthy in her
own right, and that his grandmother was very rich
which enabled him to make such magnificent pre-
sents. Mrs. Meserole has also issued a card, in which
she states that she has taken legal measures to
prove the falsity of the statements made in regard
to her family.

Meanwhile, voung Lane remains in his cell, per-
tinaciously refusing to converse on the subject,
and apparently brooding over the result of bis mis-
deeds.

FRIGHTFUL DEATHS.? At Hartford, Conn., a boy
named W. W. Shepherd, employed in a rifle facto-
ry, was blown almost to pieces while testing eight
rifle barrels. The scene in the room is described as
having been so horrible as nearly to deprive the
occupants?three in number besitle the deceased?-
of their senses. One ball had entered his abdomen,
passing thence upward through bis chest and head,
one traversed his right arm to the shoulder, and
others entered bis head, scattering bis brains over
the entire apartment and its occupants. Pieces of
his skull were blown into Mr. Finney's face with
such force that they could only be extracted by
means of pincers. A young man named John Brad-
ley, who was standing beside the deceased at the
time, in a stooping posture, received one of the balls
through his cap, which must have killed him had
he been erect.

This is the third death that has occurred in this
establishment since it has been in operation.' The
other two, three or four years since, were both of
them very singular in their manner. One was of a
blacksmith, who was holding a chisel upon a bar of
cold steel for the sf riker to operate upon. The man
suddenly, and apparently without cause, fell life-
less to the floor. He never spoke. Upon lifting
him up, and opening his shirt, a small red spot was
discovered upon the left breast, and a post mortem
examination shewed that a very minute particle of
steel, stricken by the hammer, had penetrated be-
tween the ribs and pierced his heart.

Edward Rye and Henry ltve, brothers of the lastwitness, both testified that Jimmy was fed as wellas they were, they all got plenty to eat; Jimmyslept with them and would always crv for his father.Henry Russell, brother of the accused, testifiedthat he had the child at his own honse, from 11o clock on one day until 8 o'clock the following;
that he eat dinner there, a heartv dinner, andShortly afterwards went out and asked for bread,
this was the day before the child was at the May-or s olhce; the child slept with him one night andwas very restless.

The evidence on both sides being concluded, thedefence proposed to submit the case without argu-
ment.

This work is illustrated with maps of the
States, colored corresnondently with their sanitary
condition, indicating the facility and importance of
preventable regulations, and the application of
hygienic laws. Dr. Barton acted as an army sur-
geon in our wat with Mexico.

AFFAIRS IN NEW *ORK.

| a large drug establishment in New York, came in
collision with several "men about town" near the
Brandreth House, .leers passed between the parties.

Smith, one of the
clerks drew a pistol and shot Jamc3 Wilson in the
abdomen, inflicting a mortal wound. Smith and
his companions were arrested. The testimony of
the parties was very conflicting.

The Evening Po*t furnished the particulars of
another defalcation in Wall street. It says : Lastevening detectives Young and Elder arrested a
youth by the name of William H. Little on a charge
of embezzlement. The facts are these: On the 10th
instant the banking house of Winslow, Lanier &
Co., No. 52 Wall street, missed three thousand
dollars. The clerk, Little, was suspected, who
stated that he had lost a package containing the
amount. Nome days previous, a broker bad found
a package of checks, 4c., belonging to the bouse,
which he returued to the firm, stating that he hadpicked it up in the street: Little stating that he
had lost it from hispockets. He had arranged the
matter, it is supposed, to further his designs to ef-
fect a deeper game.

The firm accordingly placed him under the sur-
veillance of the officers, who employed extraordi-
nary diligence to trace his movements. Thoy did
not find that he "kept bouse" up town, but visitedplaces of disreputable character and expended
money freely for wine and other expensive luxu-
ries. Several days passed by. when finally he wasobserved to enter a hotel on the northern side of
Houston street in company with a Californium The
officers followed them and arrested Little as he was
dallying in the parlor. The Californian knew
nothing of the matter prior to the arrest. Littlewas taken to the police headquarters, and on being
searched, ninety dollars were found in one of his
boots. The detectives followed up their clue and
scrutinized the prisoner withsuccess; sixteen hun-
dred dollars more being found by them about five
o'clock this morning. Little was committed for
examination. The officers deserve much praise for
their dexterity and perseverance in "working up"
the matter.

Our exchanges from every part of the country

are filled with accounts of damage by the recent

A letter to the Columbia South Carolinian
says that "on some of the plantations near Ben-
nettsville, over in Marlboro', there is not a single
house standing, the wind blowing down everything,
and killing several persons, both white and' black.
I understand it carried a negro woman two or three
hundred yards out into the field, killingher dead.
In the vicinityof Cheraw,-it blew down some few-
trees; otherwise did little harm."

In Sumter District a writer states that all the
buildings on the plantation of Col. Rembert, were
blown down including a handsome family residence.

The town of Proctorville on bake Borgne, Loui-
siana, was inundated on Thursday week and a family
drowned.

The Hanover (Pa.) Spectator, of Tuesday, says :
The inhabitants of this Borough do not remember
to have witnessed for tnany years so heavy a rain
storm as that by which we were visited on Friday
and Saturday of last week. The fall of rain was
accompanied by wind, which rose to almost a hur-
ricane at times, and created considerable apprehen-
sion as to its effects. The streams in the vicinitv
were swollen to a fearful height, and their passage
was rendered perilous in the extreme. We are in-
formed that the waters have not risen to so great a
height for sixty years. There was considerable
damage done by the flood along the course of the
Big Conewago creek. Mill dams and fences were
swept away nnd thousands of rails were lodged
along the banks of the stream. The Carlisle mail
carrier found it impossible to cross the creek, and
was compelled in consequence to return to Ilanover
and await a subsidence of the waters. We learn
that a millbetween Berlin and York was carried
away.andotherwiseincalculabledamagodonein that
vicinity, especially to the roads and bridges. On
the Hanover Branch Kailroad, two bridges near
the Junction were very badly injured, one of them
nearly destroyed. In consequence of thcirdamaged
state it was considered dangerous to attempt" to
cross them with the trains, and it was not done. ?

The evening train did not reach town until a late
hour on Saturday night. The bridges have since
been made passable and the cars arrive at the usual
time. Several places on the Gettysburg Railroad
were so badlv washed that the Conductor deemed
it hazardous to proceed on Saturday night, and the
train laid over at our Station until next morning-

A despatch from Jlauch Chunk, Pa., dated the
23d, states that the Lehigh River had risen 8 feet,
and the whole town was under water. Almost all
the cellars were full of water, and the residents
were constructing coffer dams to protect their
houses. The inhabitants had been at work night
and day to provide for the safety of their property.
It was impossible to estimate the amount of damage
done. To move about the town it was necessary to
do so in boats or take to the hills.

pei iments at Shoeburyness. Its range is spoken ofas certain to eclipse every other weapon hitherKnown. The gun with its present bore, a three-inch diameter, weighs seven tons, and presents anappearance (with the exception of the present cali-bre) similar to one of our 68-pounders. The charge
willconsist of sixteen pounds of powder, and a con-lcally shaped shot, weighted with lead to ninepounds, and hollowed similarly to the Minie bullet
which it is presumed will be propelled fifteen or
twenty miles. Mr. Jeffries, it is stated, has as-serted his conviction that it would carry from
Dover to Calais. It is the intention of the authori-ties to carry out a varied and complicated courseof experiments udder the inspection of the Select
Committee of Woolwich Arsenal. After bein-satisfied of its power in its present form, the borewill be progressively increased to a 68-pnunder.

"We, the undersigned citizens of the Common

wealth of Massachusetts, respectfully ask you to
remove from, the State House grounds?as no honor
to the State and repugnant to the moral sense of
the people?the statue of Daniel Webster, whose
last years were spent in defending the Fugitive
Slave bill, and whose last counsel to the Common-
wealth was to 'conquer her prejudices against
slave-hunting, and to return men to bondage 'with
alacritv.'"

The Massachusetts House of Representatives, on
Wednesday, by a vote of 142 to 31. so amended the
militia act as to abolish all restriction as to color in
the enrolled militia.

The full returns of the Maine election show a ma-
jority of 12,000 for Morrill, Republican, for Gover-
nor.

An "Irrepressible Conflict" Club was started in
Utica, New York, on Wednesday. The members
are pledged to maintain an untiring and ceaseless
vigilance in opposing slavery.

A gentleman who was present at Mr. Toombs'
speech before the people of llurke county, Georgia,
gives the following general description of the effort
to The Savannah Republican:

"The great 'unshot-at' Hamilear, the redoubtable
'Robuel,' made one ofAt* stvle of splurges here to-
day.

A resolution was unanimously adopted, to unite
with all trades in that city in their action for
the relief of the Londoners; declaring that thebricklayers watched with anxious eyes' and pride
the bold and manly action of t he Building Tradesin London, in their strike for a reduction in the
hours of labor, viz: nine hours instead of ten and a
half; that they believed that eight hours for sleep,
eight lor work, and eight for the improvement of
the mind, made man better tit to perform the duties
of a citizen, a mechanic, father, Ac., and that they
prav that the Londoners would gain the strike in
the cause of humanity, and hoped the motto ot "No
Surrender" would be victorious. It is expected

that fifteen thousand dollars will be collected, in

New York alone, for the relief of the London work-
men on a strike.
