Jobbers have been quite busy during the week, partic-
ularly those engaged in the New England trade, the cold
weather for some weeks past having brought buyers to
market lather earlier than usual. With the West a very
fair business lias been done, and there is evidently a
healthier and better trade doing with that section than
for some previous years.

We have previously alluded to the buoyancy of the
market for Wool, and the decided upward turn prices had
taken. The movements the past week establish an ad
vance ofI@2c. per lb. on all kinds of domestics and alldesirable foreign Wools are held with great firmness.
The leading manufacturers are pretty well supplied, butthe stocks ofdomestic inthe hands of dealers and specu
lators is much smaller than usual at this season. The
movements in Wool for three months past indicate unu
sual activity in this branch of manufacture, and it is evi-
dent that all well conducted mills are doing a good busi
ness. The advance in the raw material has as yet had
no eilect on the price ofgoods, except that the most desir-able kinds are held with more firmness.

COTTON GOODS.?The market remains quite steady for
Brown Sheetings and Shirtings. The sales have been at
84$ c. for standard heavy goods; 7(5)74fc. for medium, and
5Xc. for light goods, with considerable inquiry for the
latter. There is no abatement in the demand for Bleached
Sheetings and Shirtings. Favorite styles have been sold
largely ahead and very full prices continue to be realized
In Brown Drills there is no change The demand for ex-
port, withfavorable foreign advices, is good, and salescan be readily made at 8&C. Bleached Drills are steady
at 9c.; and Blues at 10 *(q,loA'c. In Print Cloths there is
no material change. Our stock is light, but the demand
is quite moderate. Prints have met with a fair demand,new and seasonable styles selling at good prices. The
sales are mostly in the range of 84$@10>$c. Jeans have
been in better demand, with sales to a fair extent for ex-
port. Denims arc sold well up and the market is steady
and firm. Cotton Flannels, Stripes and Ticks remainwithout change, with a fair demand at previous prices.
Ginghams continue to ioove off steadily at 10@loj<|c. for
the Glasgow and Lancaster. The De Laine trade lias been
very good during the week. Allnew and desirable styles
are readily taken by the trade at previous pi ices.

BOSTON BOOT ANDSHOF. MARKET.?As the season
advances the demand for Boots and r*hoes continues to
fall off, although the business is yet fair for the season.?
A number of buyers from the West are yet in market and
the amount of orders received from the South and West
are fully up to expectation. The New England trade has
become pretty active, the sales considerably exceeding
last year at this season. This is in part, however, owing
to the comparatively cold weather we have had for some
weeks, which has had a tendency to hurry up the fall
trade. In prices there is no change. For most kinds of
work the ruling rates are comparatively low, but desira
ble goods are held at prices which pay a fair profit. The
best kinds of work suited to the wants of the New Eng-
land trade are comparatively scarce, but the market gene-
rally speaking is well supplied, and, unless we have agood demand the balance of this month and during Octo-ber. considerable willbe left over.

Manufacturers are very generally suspending opera-
tions, and this is evidently the only safe policy to pursue
in the present position of the market. The several smallfailures that have occurred in the trade have not weak-
ened confidence in any ofour leading houses, but it has a
tendency to make all parties cautious in their movements,
and manufacturers should allow the present stock to be-
come well sold up before they again commence active
operations. The Leather market has been quite depressed
during the week, and prices generally are a shade lower.Hides are quiet, but no material change has taken place.
The depressed state of the Boot and Shoe trade evident-
ly has an unfavorable influence on both these articles.

To California we notice no shipments from this jKrt,
and from New York only 14 cases for the week. The de-
mand for Chat market is very light, scarcely any orders
given out for some weeks,but last advices from San Fran
cisco report ample stocks to supply all their wants for a
long time to come.

MR. TOPSG'B SPEECH.
Fellow-Citizens and Brothers: I do not purpose in tliisbrief address, hurriedly and very imperfectly prepared,

to deliver a disquisition on the nature, objects and bene-fits of Odd Fellowship, although, doubtless, the occasionwould well warrant it, and the lively interest taken inthese proceedings by the members of the Order, and this
gathered multitude of both sexes, sympathizing friends,I trust, would make it becoming.

I believe incelebrations and anniversaries, in bonfires
and illuminations, and if needs be, in tears of joy. And
yet, while we cherish the memories of the past, and cele-
brate those phases inthe world's history, whose virtuesare yet reflected in the advancement of the present, weshould not forget that the times in which we live, thatyesterday and to-day furnish us themes for reflection,
beautiful and joyous?that humanity and progress and
fraternity are not of a season-not of the past; but actual
and present.

In turning our eyes backward through the long vista
of the past and recollecting only the glory of the heroes
and patriots whose deeds have illustrated the ages which
have passed away, let us not assume that the present
race are but pigmies in comparison with the giant men
of other times. We see in these only the brilliant ex-
emplars, whose names and whose virtues have been en-
graven upon the enduring monuments of their own splen-
did achievements, and embalmed in the memories of thegood of all time. These, mayliaps, were but flashing me-
teors o'er a darkened sky?bows of promise ere the storms
had passed.

Let us remember, that while the dark shadows of by-gone ages have no history, we cannot fail to see around
us in our day and generation, the sorrow that melts usinto tears, the vices and crimes that burn our blushing
cheeks and rack our hearts with an indignant sorrow

But let us read the history truly and be glad?yea beglad, my brethren' The age in which we live is one of
progress, irresistible progress. It is not, it cannot be any
purpose of God, that we shall go backward?He hath adestiny for his handiwork?it must be accomplished, and
the time cometh.

It is proper, therefore, that we should mark an occasionlike the present withsome degree of show and ceremonyas an epoch inthe history of our Order?as an event in thehistory of the times in which we live, as a part of theworld's progress, illustrating increase in the sum of hu-
man happiness in its sources and supply, and indicating
the amelioration of human sorrow.

Advancement and improvement are the definitivewords of man's history, and onward and upward, surely
though slowly, we trace the sandy foot prints along tiiepath of time.

This has been also called the Age ofSocieties. I adopt
the suggestion and submit to the observer of passing
events whether this new phase in the condition of things
has not resulted from, and is not the companion of thatprogression which has peculiarly distinguished the pre-
sent century. The combinations of men for the attain-
ment of some great object has almost universally beensuccessful, whether looking to the condition of our moral
natures or the development and application of some great
scientific principle, whether looking to social reforms,
the increased facilities of intercourse, or the determina-
tion ofgreat national or universal relations.

IVho can tell me what have been all the benefits to
mankind, and to the people of our own republic espe-
cially,by the affiliation of the great brotherhood to
which we belong? How much virtue has been planted
in human hearts, to spring up and make better and glad-
der the world ? How much sorrow has been alleviated ?

But just now the representatives from all the distant
jurisdictions of the fraternity were assembled in this hall.
From far off Oregon and Kansas, and through the golden
gates of California our brothers came to this our Meccawithopen hands and warm, devoted hearts, to greet their

children of the same honored ancestry from the farthest
J ea st. A noble band they were, great souied and 'oving,
j and when we parted, it was with hearts determined to

I gather closer round the standards of our Order. Whowilltell me that the cords whieh hold together the politi-
cal union of these Republican States were not drawnfirmer and closer by Ibis splendid demonstration of frater-nal affection.

These great societies which have so distinguished theage are the mediums by which civilization and religionare being carried to the farthest corners of the earth,dispelling the darkness of heathenism, forperhaps, the
final phase in the world's existence. I believe this Inde-
pendent Oorder of Odd Fellows to be one of the instru-ments inthe hands ofGod to accomplish His purpose, andwork out our destiny as a race, and that that destiny is ahigh and a happy one, whose underlying foundation shallbe love to God, and universal fraternity in the family ofman. 3

It is true, my fellow-citizens, that in thebeginning, 40years ago, the fathers of this Order did not project, nor
could have anticipated the present condition of AmericanOdd-Fellowship.

They knew not, that from their little room in the Seven
Stars, there was going forth on a glorious mission to allthe world a minister ofpeace and love, whose labors wouldend only when earth's history was written. Little
thought they that in 40 years their brothers and their
children should be numbered, not by tens and hundreds,nor by thousands, but by tens of thousands and hundreds
of thousands. Little thought they that from the simpleclement of their affiliation there should spring up a splenaid superstructure of love and charity, so universal audso comprehensive, that every true and generous heart mayfind responsive and fraternal sentiments making fragrantthe very atmosphere of its shadow.Little thought they that the requirements of Odd Feb.lowship in this single city should in so short a time de-mand so massive, extensive and elegant a building asthis hall, the completion of which you this dav celebrateand that, besides, similar buildings would adorn every
populous city, and almost every town and village, fromthe St. Lawrence to the Gulf of Mexico, from the Atlanticto the Mississippi, and still onward bevond the RockvMountains, on the shores of the Pacific, the worshippers
at the shrine of the Order should gather together in the iholy bonds of its fraternal spirit.

What a cause for congratulation, then, my brethrenthis occasion afforils, as evidencing the rapid progress
and present prosperity ot our Order here at home; andwhile it demonstrates the truth and the beauty of ourprinciples, and that there is something inthem and aboutthem peculiarly fitted for the condition and wants of hu-
manity , gives an earnest of permanence and perpetuity
and an assurance to our brothers abroad not so fortunateas wfe, and in newer jurisdictions, encouraging them tonobler and more persevering efforts in the great cause ofFriendship, Love, and Truth.

Eighteen years ago the first part of this building then
just erected was dedicated to the cause of benevolenceand human right with appropriate ceremonies, and inthe midst of the proud rejoicing of the membership.?rwas a building but 25 feet in front, and was found forsome time sufficient for the purposes of the Order hereAgain 1111843, an addition was builtand appropriated toDie like purposes; afterward the splendid branch of tiePatriarchal Order required further accommodation, andthe rear building was erected, and afterward the northwing was added, and still the Order grew in numbers and
in spirit. The strong current of prejudice which had forso many years been driven against the foundation wallofour fortress fell back, broken and discomfited. Thetierce storm of public opinion, that rocked the very tur-rets of our tower, has stilled its angry spirit, and now Diesympathising stream of public confidence flows gentlyl>y us, and from many a woman's heart wells up thegrateful tear, eloquent with unutterable love?and theorphan's whispered prayer rises like incense from a holyaUar, and on the passing breeze goes up to the gates of

Andagain, another addition becomes necessary, and isnow completed, and 3'ou have come to devote it to itsnoble purposes. No words of derisio i accosted your pro-
cession, no scoffers sat by the wayside and sneered upon
your passing ranks. No, no?that day is past, mv breth-ren, glad, welcome smiles were Lavished on you. and every
nobie heart uttered "God speed you in your enterprise.">N ho, indeed, could do else but smile, or, indeed weep
joyous tears, as all these evidences of vour goodness andbenefaction in youthful smiles and beauty passed alongthe thronged streets ofour city VBrothers, let us live that we may deserve our successand manifest our thanks to our Eternal Father, not withl.p service only, but by faith in his over ruling Provi-dence, and hy continued good works inthe cause of hu-man benefaction.

At the close of Mr. Young's remarks, Mr. lisca-
vaille introduced John W. Dwindle, delegate to
the Grand Lodge from Northern New York, whospoke as follows.*

DWINELL'S SPEECH.Brethren : I do not wish to prelude my rem.arks with.any apology for the scanty entertainment wh ch I amabout to atlord you ; the brief time Ihave had for prepara-
tion precludes any such necessity. I feel in a measureprepared to address you, and yet not wholly prepared. Ihave been an Odd-Fellow for the past eighteen years ? Itherefore know what the Order is; Ihave participated in
its legislation; Ihave learned its history; and year afteryear I have partaken of the boundless hospitality of tlieGrand Lodge of Maryland. lam therefore qualified tospeak of your Order; Iam united to vou by tlie spirit andbonds of brotherhood. I owe you a deep obligation ofgratitude, and am willing to render you any service inmy power. \etl do not know precisely what you desireof me at this time, and have hardly satisfied myself what
would lie tasteful on tlie occasion, or acceptable toyou.Many things which have heretofore been said on suchoccasions, have been said so often and so well, that you
willnot expect that I should repeat them now; you arealready familiar with their expression in its highest form;and my embarrassments are therefore increased becauseit seems proper that Ishould avoid tlie very suggestions
and expressions which would naturally occur to meIn lookingover the history of the world an obvious re-flection occurs to us: that mankind has hitherto more
generally honored their greatest enemies than their great
est benefactors. Of all the forms in which masses of menhave assembled themselves probably none is more beauti-ful and attractive than that of the array of a great army
ready for battle.

The long ranks of serried infantrv, the splcndorof uniforms, the flashing of arms, the glitter of gold, the clang-
or of tlie trumpet, the neigh of the war-horse ready for
battle, and even the "big music" of the cannon, attractthe senses and over-power the imagination; and we forget
that all tliis proud array furnishes only a tremendous in-
strument of death to be wielded for the scourge and de-
struction ofour fellow men. When we read in history of
such displays, we forget to inquire into their immediateresults. We do not see the field cumbered with the man-gled, the dying and the dead; we do not witness the con-flagration of burning cities; we do not hear the groans ofthe widow, the wails of the orphan, or the shrieks of the
outraged maiden.

AYe scrutinize his lineaments inthe colossal bronze and the imperishable marble, and wepay homage at Ills magnificent sepulchre; but whoshall inform us of the name ol him who first in-vented the revolving wheel ? who first applied
the sail to the boat? who first smelted the rude iron ore ?
who first thought out the mystery of the steam engine"
And this is but a small part of the injustice which mankind has practised towards its greatest teachers and lien -
efactors. They were not appreciated in their own davthey were inured to toil and wretchedness; they were ac-customed to hunger and privation; tliev were familiar with
prisons, and withthe damp walls of dungeons; they suffered on the gibbet, and perished at the stake. And yet
the world in its progress has not been wholly unjust to
these men, before whom, unknown, unnamed and unpor
traited as they are, mankind now how withgrateful rev-erence, looking up to them as we do to the nameless
stars which shine in dimless glory from the depths of
night.

The world has changed, and begins to recognise the
great warriors who win the "victories of peace." Tiieman who invented printing wears a brighter halo of glory
than Julius Ciesar; Columbus eclipses the bigot king whohesitated to be his patfon, but hastened to become his
persecutor; the name of AYatt will live as long as tiie
steam engine performs its functions; and Fulton will heremembered long after the existing race of politicians shall
have been forgotten.

Let us east our eyes about us for a moment! What
means this splendid array, these banners glancing in thesun, these gorgeous uniforms ? Is this an army going
forth to battle? Are these the implements and decora
tionsofwar? Yes, ray friends, it is a part of a great
army, but its mission is not destructive, it is that of be-nevolence. It has just returned from battle, and is now
celebrating its victory over vice and human suffering.
For among the great triumphs of Irenevolence anil hu-
manity which are recorded in modern history, what can
we find greater or more glorious than those achieved byour Order, one of which we'are now assembled to celebrate? To measure its value and extent let us glance
again for a moment at the history of the past.

Search the whole land of Egypt,from the Mediterranean
to the cataracts of the Nile, and you shall find no trace
of a hospital for the sick; the classic soil of Greece shall
furnish no vestige of an asylum for the poor; the ruins of
Rome present us with the remains of her pagan temples,
her dungeons, her voluptuous palaces, and her amphithe'
atres, but of no orphan asylum or retreat for the agedpoor. If we pass down the ages and come to the field oc
cupied by our Order, how different from the condition of
ancient times is that accomplished by Odd Fellowship.

What is our profession? "We visit the sick; we bury
the dead; we relieve the distressed; we educate the Or-
phan.'' Where do we find an echo of this declarationfrom the buried ages of antiquity. How lias our Orderfulfilledthis profession ? How the answer fills the air.

from the mouths of millions of admiring countrymen
comes the response; "Proudly have ye upheld your
banner; faithfully have ye redeemed your pledges; nobly
have ye done your work! And it is so. '

GREAT BRITAIN.

On the afternoon of the 9th, when the Great
Eastern was oil Hastings, a feed-pipe casing in the
forward funnel, which had been introduced on theground of economy in heat and to keep the heat of
the funnels from the cabin, exploded with terrific
torce, blowing tlie funnel into the air, and tearingto pieces the grand saloon and lower deck cabinsthrough which the funnel passed, and otherwisedoing great damage to the internal fittings.

Ihe greatest consternation prevailed on board,
but prompt efforts were made to get at the unfortu-nate men in the engineering department, who were
either buried in tlie rubbish or prostrated by thesteam. 1 hree firemen were found in a dying stateand soon expired, while eight others were injured!
two of whom subsequently died. One fireman waslost overboard, having either fallen into the wateror jumped into it to escape scalding. The injuied
men were generally progressing favorably,although
two or three them were in a precarious condition,the numerous guests on board had only quitted thegrand saloon, through which the funncal passed,
and in which they had been dining, a few minutesbefore the explosion took place. 'But for this theconsequences would have been most serious. Theexplosion is stated to have probably been one of themost terrific which a vessel has ever survived, andwhich none in the world could have withstood savea structureof such marvellous strength as the GreatEastern. She not only resisted it. her frame sus-taining no injury whatever, but it made so littledifference in the movements of the vessel, that the
engines were never once stopped till she reached

Itis asserted that great objections had been madeto the easing round the funnels, but the directorspersisted in adopting the plan, notwithstanding it
had been tried and abandoned in the Collins andother steamers. The coroner's inquest was com-
menced at Weymouth on the 12th, and the evidenceclearly showed the cause of the explosion to be?-
firstly, the supply of the boilers through the waterjacket of the funnel was stopped because of a fail-ure in the auxiliary pumping power; secondly, astand pipe which acts as a safety valve had in it a
' aP when the easing was hvdraulicatly test-
ed, and that tap was turned, apparently intention-ally, so that the pipe was useless. The inquestadjourned until the 17th.

Prior to the accident, the performance of thevessel was most satisfactory, and she was almostwithout motion while large vessels in her vicinitvwere pitching and tossing ina stormy sea. A survey
of the vessel had been held, and estimates sent in to
forthwith repair the damage, at a cost of not morethan £5,000, the injury being far less considerablethan was at first supposed. Little if any delaywould take place in the departure of the ship on
her first voyage, but a rumor prevailed that shewould not proceed to Holyhead but sail direct from
Portland. 1 lie accident caused a slight decline inthe shares of the company, but did not influencethe general confidence in the ship.

ENGLISH REFORM MOVEMENT.
. 4. ne,v Reform movement had been commenced
in England. Mr. Cobden and other reformers hadhad meetings, at which it was resolved that branchfinancial Reform Associations shall be established
in the principal towns, and that lectures should be
given so far as to prepare the way for an organized
parliamentary attack upon the system at present in
vogue.

The action of the master builders of London inthrowing open their yards to all men who would
sign the obnoxious declaration had proved a fail-
ure. Only thirtyor forty had signed the declara-tion, and at some establishments the masters hadyielded to the men.

CHINA.
No fears are entertained about Canton, but the

Tartar troops have been disarmed as a matter ofprecaution.
A further despatch mentions that seven officerswere killed and seventeen wounded, Admiral Hope

being among the latter.
Other despatches confirm these particulars, and

one, via Trieste, adds the following: "It is statedthat the American Ambassador has been admittedto Pekin. The hope of the treaty being carried
out is given up, and a fresh war is considered im-
minent.

The Canton markets were dull.
At Shanghai Exchange was The Tea mar-

kets were favorable.

The English and French Secretaries of Legation

to China returned home in the mail®steamer.
The news from China of course created much sen-

sation. and the violation of the treaty in such a
treacherous manner called forth loud ilemand for a
terrible vengeance.

The Times says: "Henceforth negotiations mustbe carried on at Pekin, where no one can doubt
Europeans will soon be as much at home and as
safe as at Paris." It concludes the article with thefollowing uncomplimentary reflections on the Amer-ican ambassador: "Tbe American ambassador
without force of arms is said to have been admittedat Pekin. Of course he had a peculiar claim to thisexceptional privilege on account of the assistance
given to the Chinese mandarins to deprive us of the
first fruits of the late.successful war.

"Whether this or some new claim of the same
character rendered him more admissible than those
who had opened the way to him, does not yet ap-
pear. If the Americans can open China by" peace-
ful methods let them do it, but thus far tbey seem
better able to help themselves than do anything for
the world at large."

LATEST.
LONDON, Wednesday.?The China mail has ar-rived, bringing complete accounts of the Peiho af-

fair, which resulted in the total defeat of the Brit-
ish forces, with the loss of no less than five gun-
boats and about a third of the whole force engaged.
The mouth of the river was effectually barred by
iron stakes and booms. This bar was raked by the
fire of the newly constructed forts on the other
side of the river mounting ninety to one hundred
guns. Admiral Hope's appearance in the first in-
stance was unmistakeably pacific, a solitary man-
of-war boat carried in his first message, the Fury
and two gun-boats being left outside the bar while
the rest of the squadron was lying thirty miles off.
The ambassadors findingno proper officers toreceive
them, decided to remove the bar, and pass up the
river. Six or seven hours however, were spent in
vain endeavors to effect this, and during that time
not a gun was fired from the fort, although the
gun-boats were at a distance of 500 to 700 yards
only, and some of them bad got'aground.

The action was then commenced, as described in
another portion of this despatch.

In about two hours the fire ef the Chinese began
to slacken, and was soon afterwards almost silenced.

The men who landed at 5 o'clock in the afternoon
were up to the knees, and sometimes to the waist,
in mud, which retarded their efforts. Only twentv
were able to keep tbeir lifles and ammunition drv.
Nevertheless, they boldly faced the ditche-, and
some 50 of them, including a crowd of officers, suc-
ceeded in getting as far as the third ditch. But, as
before stated, their ladders were useless for scaling
the walls. A vertical fire of arrows, as well as a
constant fusilade, was kept up on the select band,
who were crouched in the ditch, waiting, but invain, for reinforcements.

In effecting the retreat which was then ordered,
more lives were lost than in advancing, as the Chi-
nese, by burning blue lights, discovered the position
of the men and boats and fired with frightful effect.

The belief is universal throughout the squadron
that Europeans manned the batteries as well as
Chinese. Men in gray coats, with close cropped
hair and Russian features were distinctly visible.
The walls of the fortification were evidently of Eu-
ropean designing. The total number of killed and
wounded on the side of the British was 461. The
French had 4 killed and 10 wounded; of the marinebrigade 1 officer was killed and 15 wounded; of the
non-commissioned officers and men 27 were killed
and 127 wounded.

diction. In this same Maryland, from whence as from agarden, has flowed the great river of delightful waters
which have slaked the thirst of thousands, and have fer-tilized and beautified the whole land. And to thoseprinciples to Which they aro dedicated, may these walls
forever remain sacred ! May the fires on these altars
ever burn brightly, under the vestal guardianship of
Friendship, Love and Truth I May the spirit of brother-hood ever sit like a household god beside this hearth-stone ofour wide family! So shall Odd-Fellowsllip go
on, ever conquering and to conquer, in its victoriouscareer, adding province after province to its wide do
minion, until its banner shall have visited every clime,
and the golden links of brotherhood shall encircle the
globe!

FURTHER FROM EUROPE.

Reported Dying Condition of the Pope.

NEW YORK, Sept. 26. ?The steamer Vanderbilt,
with London dates to Thursday, the 15th, arrived
this morning.

Among her passengers are the Rev. Doctors
Bethune and Ilardenburg. Capt. S. T. Comstoek
and Maurice Strakosch, the latter gentleman being
accompanied by an Operatic troupe of twenty-two
artistes, including Mademoiselles Cruvelli, AdelineSperanza, and Criscimanuo. Also, Manager Sage,
of the French Theatre, with twelve Parisian Com-
edians.

Itwas stated in London that Spain had returned
an evasive reply to the question from England,
touching the concentration of troops in the neigh
borhood of Gibraltar.

The governments of France and England were
to take immediate measures for inflicting chastise-
ment on the Chinese.

The Florence correspondent of the London Times,
says it was reported that Pope Pius has received
extreme unction, or the sacramental administration
to the dying.

The advices received from Madrid, from Tangier,
state that in consequence of the agitation caused by
the death of the Emperor of Morocco,all the foreign
Consuls at that place bad barricaded their houses
and armed their dependants. Also, that all the
Christians in the Empire were leaving in haste.?
Another account says the families of the Consuls
had taken refuge on board the Spanish steamer.

The Florence correspondent of The Time * saysthat a treaty was signed on the 26th of August be-
tween the Papal Government and the Queen of
Spain, by which the latter engages to occupy the
Roman States with troops when the French forces
are withdrawn.

The China mail had reached Condon, bringing
full details of the conflict near Pekin. Tlio Timesprints a full list of the killed and wounded. Theproportion ol officers among these is very larire.
Rear Admiral Hope was wounded very severely?

The Times, of Thursday, says the Government
had decided on despatching immediately to China
several additional steam and sailing frigates, togeth-
er with large reinforcements oftroops. Orders havealready been despatched to the naval rendtzvous
for enlisting men; and in order to expedite mat-
ters, the Coast Guard were to be called to vol-
unteer.

Great improvements have been ordered in the
fortifications at Dover Castle, in order to place it in
an efficient state of defence.

While in this hail the children were feasted onsweetmeats, large quantities of which had been fur-nished bv the Committee on Education.

Previous to the movement of the procession, the
children were assembled in the Grand Saloon of
the hail, when the Grand Marshal of the Educa-tion Committee called them to order, and intro-
duced to them P. G. Thomas Phenix, as the fatherof the system of educating the orphans.

P. G. Phenix then arose and addressed the audi-ence as follows;
Here is a spectacle that angels might delight to dwellupon; here is a spectacle that God approves, for he hassaid, "Suffer little children to come unto me, forof suchis tlie kingdom of Heaven;" here is a spectacle of which

your fathers would say. if they were permitted (o speak

He called the attention of the audience and said to them: If you suppose these chil-dren to be objects of charity, be at once undeceived"they are tiie offspring ofFree and Independent Odd Felllows, and are now supported by legacies of their fathers"free anil independent." To tlie teachers?he enjoined
upon them, the great responsibility resting upon themthat bv precept and example, thev should train up thesechildren in the way they should walk, for as thetwig is bent so is, the tree inclined. The boys hedirected to a great example, in a youth of twelveyears of age, who appeared in the Temple at Jerusalemwhere doctors and counsellors, wordly-wise men and per-'
flaps scribes and Pharisees were assembled; no gilded or-nament adorned his brow, no purple and fine linen adorn-ed his body, but then he appeared in the simple garb of a
carpenter's son?tlie spirit of the Father was iii him, andhe confounded 11 these sage counsellors Tlie same spir
it that animated Him, your Heavenly Father has givento you, and you have only to profit b\xilis precept andexample. And now, my children, saidhe, the last duty
I enjoin on you is that of filial aflection to vour mothers.You know not with what maternal affection tliev havewatched over you in your infancy, and the command of
promise is, to honor your mother, as your fathers aregone from you.

Fine conveyances, each drawn by six horses, had
been fitted up in a tasteful manner for the use of
the children. Each horse was attended by a negro
groom, dressed in Oriental costume. Just previous
to eleven o'clock, the female children and the
smallest bovs left the Ilall and were placed in the
chariots. There was an average of over seventy-
live in each. Ateleven o'clock the different divis-
ions' having formed on the several streets assigned
them, the procession formed, and the line of march
was taken up as follows :

The following is a copy of Gen. Harney's letter
to Gov. Douglass, after the receipt of the"protest"
of the latter:

HEAD QUARTERS, DEPARTMENT OF OREGON, I
FORT VANCOUVER, W. 'l'., Aug. G, 1859. JHis Excellency, James Douglas, C. 11., Governor ol

Vancouver's Island, &c., and Admiral ofthesame.Sir: I have the honor to inform you of the receipt
of an official copy of a protest made by you to the
occupation of San Juan Island, in Puget Sound, by
a company of United States' troops under my com-
mand.

This aforesaid copy was furnished by Captain
Hornby, of her Majesty's ship Tribune, to the United
States' officer in command at San Juan Island, Cap-
tain George Pickett, of the 9th Infantry of the
American army, together with a communication
threatening a joint occupation of the San Juan Is-
land by the forces of her Majesty's ships Tribune,
Plumper and Satellite, now in the harbor of that
Island, by your orders.

As the military commander of the department of
Oregon, assigned to that command by the orders
of the President of the United States, 1 have the
honor to state for your information, that by such
authority invested in me, 1 placed a military com-
mand upon the Island of San Juan to protect the
American citizens residing on that island from the
insults and indignities which the British authori-
ties of Vancouver's Island,and th eestablishment of
the Hudson Bay Company have recently otl'ered
them, by sending a British ship-of-war from Van-
couver's Island, to convey the chief factor of the
Hudson Bay Company to Han Juan, for the pur-
pose of seizing an American citizen and forcibly
transporting him to Vancouver's Island to be tried
by British laws.

I have reported this attempted outrage to my
Government, and they will doubtless seek the prop-
er redress from the British Government. In the
meantime, 1 have the honor to inform your excel-
lency, I shall not permit a repetition of that insult,
and shall retain a command on San Juan Island, to
protect its citizens in the name of the United
States, until I receive further orders from my Gov-
ernment.

was one of the heaviest ever known on Lake Michi
gan, and the rise of water caused by it at the upper
end of the Lake is unprecedented. That which
came nearest to it was in 1836; but the "high-
water mark" thus established was submerged seve-
ral inches on this occasion. It is an event which
will be long remembered and referred to as the
highest water ever known in Chicago.
