prices there is no alteration, the extensive contracts pla-
ced within the last few weeks having provided for nearlyall the goods likely to lie produced for the present month,
and far into the next. The news above referred to, be-
sides having thrown a gloom over the eastern trade, has
had the effect of discouraging business for the continental
and other export markets. Advices from Calcutta state
that cloth are l#d. to 4d. per piece, and yarii3 nearly jfd.
per lb. lower than at previous dates. There is some busi-
ness doing for the home trade in both yarn and cloth, andprices are well maintained. Orders have been made foryarns for India at a considerable reduction in price, but
with their present engagements on hand spinners were of
course disinclined to listen to them.

TRADE AT SHANGIIAE.?The unexpected news of thefaithless repudiation by the Chinese of the treaty entered
into with England and France, and disastrous result of
the attempt made by those allies to remove obstructions
placed to prevent their progress up the Peiho to Pekin
to exchange the ratifications, has caused such consterna-
tion here that it is at present difficult to forsee the con-
sequences. A panic existed for a day or two amongst theChinese bankers, when interest on daily loans advanced
to a rate ( quivaient to 70 or 75 per cent, per annum, para-
lysing trade for a time. However, it soon subsided, and
returned to the usual rate, ami trade was resumed. The
English and French ministers had returned to Shanghae.
The Ameriuan minister remains in the Gulf; it is supposed
he willgo to i'ekiu, having been invited to do so.

Our import market continued exceedingly active until
the Bth inst., when the unexpected news from the north
caused a temporary suspension of business, owing to the
native bankers refusing to grant any facilities to the
dealers. Now, however, trade is resumed again, and al-
though large supplies of manufactured goods have arrived
during the fortnight, prices ofmost kinds have advanced.

Cotton manufactures are in good request, and sales of
T cloths and of the light and heavier kinds of grey Shirt-
ings have been made at an advance on former rates.

Fancy goods have been sold to a considerable extent at
our quotations, which are higher than those previouslv
current.

Woollens and Long-ells are indemand at former rates,
and sales ofCamlets and Lastings toarrive are reported
to have been made at extreme prices.

Few transactions in metals are reported, and our quota
tions remain unchanged.

The market for Straits produce has been more active,
and prices have rather advanced.

Opium?Drug has been remarkably dull since our last
report. Since the news received from the Pei-ho the
Chinese have been extremely cautious, buying only for
immediate consumption, in which state the market is
likelyto remain whilst political affairs are in this uncer-
tainty.

Tea?There has been comparatively a large business inthis staple since our last report, principally inold teas, ofwhich the market is nearly cleared. The settlements re-
ported are 7,500 chests of common and flavory Congou at
Tls. 10 to 21#; 300 of low Oolong at Tls. 14; 3.000 of
Xingehow Congou, at Tls. 20 to 27; 500 of low flowery
Pelco, at Tls. 31 to 32. A chop of new Kaisow kinds atTls. 31 %, and two of Souchong at Tls. 25 or 26. Of newGreen the arrivals have been confined to last Ping Sueys.
Two have been taken at an average of 34 taels all
round, being 20 to 25 per cent, higher than the opening
rate last season. Tea-men are demanding high rates forall kinds.

Silk.?The inclination to resume business at the re-
duced rates ruling when the last mail closed was soon
checked by the news that war had commenced in Europe,
and from that time until a few days ago the market
has been quiet, and although the silk tnen are generally
firm, prices show a decline of about 10 taels per pecul onsome numbers. This, with the fall in the rate of ex-change, has again induced those who have to remit to
enter the market, and about 1,700 bales have been settled
all of which go forward by this steamer, the season
being unfavorable for the voyage by the Cape of Good
llope.

The quality of the hulk does not tugn out equal to the
muster bales, and the hooks having been made up iu very
wet weather, are likelyto become musty.

The Mayor had her body carried to the station-
house, and W. ii. Lane, a justice, in the absence of
a coroner, has summoned a jury of inquest, who
commenced their labors at 10 o'clock this forenoon.
This woman gave her name to the officers as
llosanna Howard. She has many aliases. She
worked for three years at the Stark' Mills for U. C.
tiilmore, and called her name Maria Royal. No
clue to the murderer has yet been found.

THE CHESAPEAKE AND OIHO CANAL.? The National
Intelliffmcer say;: Recent intelligence from dam
No. 4 induces the belief that the effects of the late
rise in the river at that point will be considerably
less serious thar. at first supposed. The depth of
the damage done to the one hundred and fifty
feet of solid stone-work is now thought to be com-
paratively small, and it is hoped, therefore, that,
both in respect to time and money, only a fraction
of what was supposed to be needed for repairs will
be really required. On the eight and nine-mile
levels, this side of Harper's Ferry, the breaks were
sufficient to keep back the passenger packets, which
did not arrive at Georgetown all last week; a day
or two more will, nevertheless, suffice to put an end
to these interruptions.

NAVAL INTELLIGENCE.? The steam sloop-of-war
Brooklyn, lately attached to the Home Squadron,
arrived on Sunday at the Brooklyn Navy Yard,
whither she lias been ordered for repairs.

ST ATE OF AFFAIRS IN ITALY.

The Spanish expedition to Morocco had been
fixed at 12,000 troops. The transports for the
troops were all ready.

The Circassian experienced heavy weather. She
saw the steamer Asia on Saturday afternoon to the
southward. She brings three hundred passengers.

Mr. Brunei, the designer of-the steamer Great
Eastern, has died of paralysis.

Troops have been ordered by the British Govern-
ment to proceed from India to China to vigorously
prosecute the war.

On getting
off the ears the two officers parted and entered the
town in different directions. As Lieut. Carmichael
passed down he saw Snyder carrying a bucket of
water into a dwelling, and Snyder observing the
Lieutenant recognized him, and passing through
the house, went out of the front door and attempted
to make his escape by flight, but the Lieutenant
made immediate pursuit, and as Snyder ran he met
Sergt. Cook. That otticer on recognizing Snyder
drew bis revolver, when the latter turned and ran
in another direction, but was soon overtaken. A
reward ot SSOO was offered by the Mayor for the
arrest ol Snyder.

ACClDENT.?Yesterday a sailor on board the
French ship Yille de Dieppe was quite severely
injured, while standing on the deck of the ship, by
a block which fell from the main top mast. It
struck biui on the right shoulder, inflicting a very
severe wound, but did not break any bones.
Dr. Baer of the Marine Hospital attended him.

MEN KILLED AND ELEVEN WOUNDED.
One of the most distressing and fatal acci-

dents that ever occurred on the Baltimore
and Ohio railroad, happened between eight or
nine o'clock on Monday night, at Cameron, a
station between Grafton and Wheeling, about
thirty miles froui the latter place, it appears
that engine No. 61, to which was attached a stock
and tonnage train, under the charge of .Mr. John
Harris, as engineer,left Wheeling about four o'clock
in the afternoon, and reached Cameron about eight.
Here a stop was made to take in water. The water
was turned on, and instantly a terrific explosion
occurred, which it is supposed was caused bv
the cold water coming in contact with the heat-
ed surface of the boiler in which the water had
gotten very low. 'I he results of the explosion were
of the most deplorable character. John Harris the
engineer.wlio was oneofthcoldest and most earefnl
hands in the employ of the company; James Dawson
the fireman,and James Winter, the conductor of the
train, were all instantly killed. Whether they were
scalded to death or bio'wn into the air has not been
learned. James Comerford, machinist at Cameron,
Thomas Fox, foreman of track repairs for the west-

ern section of the road, E Moore, an engine
cleaner at Cameron, and a man named John lteily
who was not in the emulov of the company, were
seriously, and perhaps fatally, wounded. The con-
dition of these men is represented, in a despatch
received at the Camden station, to be critical, and
but little hope is entertained of their recovery.?
J. Mix, Wm. Price and John Crabtree?all freight
conductors; S. Beilv, brakesman; William Com-
mon, engineer; J. Cunningham, (ireman, and Ed-
ward Low, who was not connected with the road,
were all hurt, but their wounds are rot thought to
be of a serious nature. Their injuries are mostly
burns and slight contusions, resulting from being
struck by fragments of the engine and boiler, which
were thrown for hundreds of yards in different di-
rections.

On learning of the accident, the ofiicers of the
road at Wheeling despatched a car to the stalion,
with a number of physicians, and all that medical
skill could avail was done to relieve the sufferings
of the wounded. The scene is represented as one
of the most painful character, when the friends
of some of the dead and wounded assembled around
them. Several of the parties lived in ltaltimore,
and the news of the accident cast a gloom over
many households in this city.

Mr. Henry Tyson, the master of machinery, who
was at Piedmont, on hearing of the accident, im-
mediately left for Cameron, accompanied by several
of tbe officers on the western end of the road.

Engine No. G1 was built in this city in 1848, and
was regarded as one of the best engines on the road.
It WAB one of the "Camel" engines, and of the
heaviest freight capacity. It is worthy of remark
that accidents of this sort on the Baltimore &. Ohio
Railroad are of rare occurrence, this being only the
third, although there are no less than 238 engines
in use,22 more than on any other road in tbe United
States.

It is expected that further particulars of the ac-
cident, and of the condition of the wounded, will be

received to-day.

THE DAILY EXCHANGE.
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D ESP EH A TRASS AULT OX OFFICERS?SER-
| HEAXT HAND OF THE EASTERN DIS-
i THli'T POLICE TERR IRLYBEA TEX.

Between eleven and twelre o'clock on Monday
night a serious riot took place ina dance house on
Miiliman street between Mount and Madison streets
in quelling which, Sergeant Hand of the Eastern
District was seriously injured. The house was for-
merly a stable, was afterwards occupied as a car-
penter shop, and is now used as a drinking and
dance house, where the depraved of both sexes fre-

\u25a0 qucntly meet. During the dance on Monday night
the bar-keeper came out of the building and in-
formed Sergeant Hand that he had beenassaulted, and desired to have the party who com-
mitted the offence removed from the building.
Sergt. Hand entered for that purpose, when hewas set upon by a number of men, knocked down,
tramped and beaten terribly. Oliicer Ourkee ob-serving through the window the assault on Hand,
attempted to enter at the door, but found it barred,
when he jumped through the window into the room,to the assistance of the Sergeant. Several men
made an attack on him, one of whom named
Sprowl, caught Durkee by the throat, when theoliicer struck liim a severe blow on the head,
which caused him to release his grasp. By
this time Sergt. Hand had regained his feet and
drawing his revolver he fired at one of the rioters,
but his arm was struck up the moment the trigger
was pulled and the ball missed its mark. Other
Officers were attracted to the scene of the riot and
the following parties were arrested: Isaiah aliasBud Eggleston, John Sprowl, Charles Johnson,
Richard Stansberry, and Alex. Levy. They were
taken to the Eastern District police station, and
yesterday morning they were arraigned before
Mayor Swann, together with Crab Ashby, who
was also charged with being one of the rioters.
After bearing the evidence and enquiring into
the condition of Sergeant Hand,(who is confined to
bed by his injuries,) the Mayor said he would de-mand SI,OOO bail in each case for Court. When
the Mayor stated the amount of bail, Sprowl, who
was sitting on the lounge with his head tied up
from a wound which officer Durkee gave with hispistol, exclaimed "My Cod Almighty,"and then
laughed. Mayor Swann ordered' tlie officers to
take Sprowl into custody, when the latter said,"Very
well, I'llgo anywhere," and then turning to theMayor said, "Ibid you a good evening."

Allthe party were sent to jail in default of se-
curity.

William Alexander, Esq., appeared yesterday in
the Criminal Court on behalf of the prisoners, and
asked the Court to fix the amount of bail. The
Judge_ demanded SI,OOO, on which Mr. Alexander
asked if it could he given in the Clerk's office, to
which the Judge replied "no;" saving that it mustbe given in open Court. The parties are still in
prison.

At a late hour yesterday afternoon Robert Crop
was arrested in the Western section of the city by
officers Handy and Brooks, on the charge of being
engaged in the assault on Sergeant Hand. John
Suter was also arrested yesterday evening by Cap-
tain Mitchell, on the same charge. They were both
locked up for an examination tliis morning.

ris, who was tried on the charge of stealing the
same and acquitted.

William Fay, one of the boys indicted for steal-ing the articles, was put upon the stand by the
State, and testified that Dibbs had told him that
whenever ho (Fay) got any thing atnight, ifit was
brought to the store there "would be somebody there
to open the door; that he assisted in taking the ar-
ticles to the shop, and that a boy named "Ainright
opened the door.

Capt. Sentin also testified that the articles were
stolen from his vessel, and were indentified by him.

The defence called Mrs. Glanville, sister of theaccused, who testified that she was at the shop one
morning, when officer McGee came in, and that
she heard a conversation between McGee and
Dibbs, in which McGee stated that the affair could
be compromised for S2OO, that McGee was the prin-
cipal witness, and ifhe got S2OO he would go away.

Francis Ainright testified, that the boys brought
the things to the shop and wanted them to remain
there until Dibbs came.

Mr. Smith, private watchman on the wharf, tes-
tified that he saw the boy come out of the shop one
night previous to this occurrence; that upon being
questioned be said ho was out late and could not
get in at home; he (Smith) told Dibbs about this,
who warned the bov not to stay in the shop again,
else he would whip him and send him borne.

The license for the shop, taken out in the wife'sname, was put in evidence.
Several witnesses were examined, who testified

to the good character of the accused. John Dol-
man, one of them, testified that he knew Mr. Dibbs;
that his character was impeachable in every parti-

cular.
Mr. Whitney.?"What's that?"
Witness repeated the expression.
Mr. Stewart.?"He evidently don't know the

meaning of the word."
The witness then remarked that he meant to say

unimpeachable.
The case was submitted to the jurywithout ar-

gument at 12 o'clock, who retired to 'deliberate.
Mr. Whitney called the attention of the Court to

the case of William and George Coulson, indicted
for the murder of Jonathan B. Clironister, and said
Mr. \ ellott and Mr. McAllister wore present in
court, and that they proposed to come in some day
and fix the time for the peremptory trial.

Mr. \ ellott remarked, that owing to other pres-
sing business, he bad not had much time to examine
into the ease, but by leave of the Court the counsel
for the defence would come in on Monday next, and
would then be able to fix the day for trial.

TheCourt?"Very well, that is understood. Now
Mr. Vellott when the case comes up ,don't come
here and strike your appearance from the docket as
was done yesterday. The Court thinks that is a
breach of" of faith and of word. Ifsuch
an occurrence takes place again with any counsel
the Court thinks their appearance will not be en-
tered on the docket another time."

Mr. "1 ellott remarked that it was not his inten
tion to do anything of the kind, he was not dis
posed to delay the trial at all; when the day was
fixed, he intended to try it.

Mr. McAllister, one of the counsel, said that when
the case was called, it was likely that the defence
would make a motion to sever "the indictment, although they had not concluded positively so to do.He made the announcement, simply because thev
did not wish to take the State by surprise.

Charles 1.. Kraft, Esq., stated to the Court, that
he had been retained as counsel for some of theExpress rioters; as the Court had expressed a de-
sire to try the case to-morrow (Wednesday), hewould say, that he could not go ti> trial, but would
come in arid fix a day preremjitorilv.

The Court.?"Very well. Now Mr. Kraft, when
the day is fixed and the trial comes on, don't back
out." \u25a0

Mr. Kraft.?"No Sir, No Sir."
Mr. Whitney then asked the Court if it would

hear some remarks about the occurrence of yester-
day, (Monday.) He said: "My friend, Mr. Ilam-
bleton, would like to make a personal explanation
to the Court, in relation to the situation in whichhe found himself placed at that time. 1 believe, sir,
that Mr. Fiambleton did all that he could in good
faith to bring the case to trial speedily in this
Court. He is a sworn officer of the Court, and, as
tar as mv knowledge extends since he has been a
member of the bar, he has acted in an upright and
gentlemanly manner. In relation to this case, I
had heard, sir, that it was the intention and pur-
pose of other parties engaged in it to delay it here,
in this Court, as long as possible, and then, whenpushed to trial, to remove it to some other Court,
but of this arrangement I feel confident Mr. Ham-
bleton knew nothing. It was for this reason, sir,
that, on yesterday, 1 was so pressing in bringing
the case to trial. Mr. Hambleton simply wants to
make his own statement to the Court, in regard to
bis position in the matter, if your Honor willallow
hiin.

Governor Douglas has sent the following reply |
to General Harney's answer to the protest madeby the former in regard to the occupation of San
Juan.

GOVERNMENT HOUSE, 1
VICTORIA, Vancouver Island, Aug. 13,1859. JBrigadier General.William S. Harney, Command-

% ing the Troops in the Department ofGregon:
DEAR SIR?On the evening of the 10th inst., I had

the honor of receiving vour despatch dated Fort
Vancouver, Aug. 6, 1859.

In reply thereto, I must thank you for the frank,straightforward manner in wliich you communi-
cate to me your reasons for occupying the island of
San Juan, in the llaro Archipelago, with a portion
of the military forces of the United States underyour command.

I am glad lo hear that von have done so under
instructions from the President of the United States
as MilitaryCommander of the Department of Ore-gon, ami not by direct anthoritv emanating from
the Cabinet at Washington.

You state that the reasons which induced you to
take that course are the insults and indignities
which the British authorities of Vancouver island,
and the establishment of the Hudson's Bay Company
have recently offered to American citizens residing
on the Island ot San Juan, by sending a Britishship-ot-war "from Vancouver Island to convey the
Chief Factor of the Hudson's Bay Company to' San
Juan, for the purpose of seizing'ati American citi-
zen, and transporting him to Vancouver Island to
be tried by British laws."

I will explain for your information that the
agents of the Hudson's Bay Company hold no offi-
cial position in Vancouver Island, nor exercise any
official power or authority, and are as entirely dis-
tinct from the officers of the executive government
as are anv of the other inhabitants of Vancouver
Island. To the reported outrage on an ?American
citizen, I beg to give the most unhesitating aud un-
qualified denial. None of Her Majesty's ships has
over been sent to convey the chief factor or any
other officer of the Hudson's Bay Company to San
Juan, for the purpose ofseizing an American citi-
zen, nor has any attempt even been made to seize
any American citizen and to transport him forci-bly to Vancouver Island for trial, as represented
by you.

Up to a very recent period but one American cit-
zen has been resident on San Juan. About the
commencem nt of the present year a few American
citizens began to "squat" upon the island, and upon
one occasion a complaint was made tome by a Brit-ish subject of some wrong committed against his
property by an American citizen, but no attention
was paid to that complaint, out of consideration
and respect to the friendly government to which
the alleged offender belonged, and whose citizens,
I think it cannot be denied, have always been treat-
ed with marked attention by all the British author-
ities in these parts.

With reference to San Juan in particular, I have
always acted with the utmost caution to prevent,
so far as might lie in my power, any ill feelings
arising from collisions between British subjects and
American citizens, and have in that respect cor-
dially endeavored to carry out the views of the
United States government, as expressed in a des-
patch from Mr. Marcy, dated 17th .July, 1855, to
her Majesty's Minister at Washington, a copy of
which 1 herewith enclose for your information", as1 presume that tiie document cannot be in vour pos-
session. (This despatch was published in The Bul-
letin oi August 11.) Following the dignified policy
recommended by that despatch, 1 should, in any
well grounded ease of complaint against an Ameri-
can citizen, have referred the matter to the Federal
authorities in Washington Territory, well assured
that if wrong had been committed reparation would
have followed.

1 deeply regret that you did not communicate
with me for information "upon the subject of the al-
leged grievance. You would then have learned how
unfounded was the complaint, and the grave action
you have adopted might have been avoided. I also
deeply regret that you did not mention the matter
verbally to mo when I bad the pleasure of seeing
you at Victoria last month, for a few words from
me would, 1 am sure, have removed from your mind
any erroneous impressions, and you would have as-
certained personally IVoui me how anxious I had
ever been to co-operate to the utmost of my power
with tlic officers ot the United States government,
in any measure which might be mutually beneficial
to the citizens of the two countries.Having given you a distinct and emphatic denialof the circumstances whieli you allege induced you
to occupy the Island of San Juan with United
States troops; having shown you that the reasons
you assign do not exist, and having endeavored to
assure you of my readiness on all occasions to act
for the protection of American citizens, and for
tlie promotion of their welfare, I must call upon
you, sir, it not as a matter of right, at least as a
matter of justice and of humanitv, to withdraw
the troops now quartered upon the island of San
Juan; for those troops are not required for the
protection of American citizens against British au-
thorities, and their continuance upon an island the
sovereignty oi which is in dispute, not only is a
mark of discourtesy to a friendly government, but
complicates to an "undue degree the settlement in
an amicable manner of the question of sovereignty,
and is also calculated to provoke a collision between
the military forces of two friendly nations, in a
distant part of the world.

Shortly afterwards Mr. Clifton caught sight of the
rabbit and fired his gun at it. Immediately after
he had tired, Mr. Denton, whose position on the
opposite side of the stream was obscured from Mr.
Clifton by the density of the brushwood, called to
.Mr. C. and told him that he had shot him. Mr. C.
hastened to his friend, when he found that one shot
had pierced his left breast in the region of the
heart, and another had taken effect in one of hislegs; the scattering of the shot proving that they
must hare been a considerable distance apart.

A CURIOUS WORK. ?The New York Post savs that
it has been shown a curious book in Latin, printed
in Germany in 1703, entitled Nugie Venales, filled
with jests, epigrams and humorous poems. Among
the poems is one entitled Purjna Porcortim, per
Publium I'nreiim, pnetam, or "The battle of the
Pigs, by Publius Porcus, poet," consisting of
about three hundred lines, every word in whichbegins with the letter p. The poem hears this
motto:

Perlege porcorum pntctierrima pnelia, potor;
Potando poteris placidam pvoferrepoesin.

Of course the battle described is imaginary, like
the War of the Cranes and Pigmies,or tne Battle of
the Frogs and Mice. If the poet had lived in our
day. he might have immortalized himselfas the poet
of the great battle of the pigsties, which the police
aDd the Paddies are now waging so fiercely. We
can conceive ofnothing but German patience and
labor capable ofproducing such a prodigy of allit-
eration as the poem in question.

FURTHER BY THE VANDERBILT.
DETAILS OF THE CHINESE BATTLE.

The Accident to the Great Eastern-

We present below details of European news by
the steamer Vanderbilt, in addition to those already
published.

The North China Herald gives a full account ol
the British attack upon thoTo-Ku forts, from which
wo make some extracts. After detailing the events
of the early part of the action, the Herald savs.:

At5.45, the boats having assembled alongside,
the Nimrod pushed for the shore, as near to the
stakes as possible, and opposite to the left bastion,
about GOO yards distance from it. The landing here
was composed of mud about knee deep, and the
greatest difficulty was experienced in getting up
the scaling ladders and bridges. The marines and
naval brigade, a small portion of which had only
just landed, pushed to the front, under a heavy fire
from six guns in flank and in front. The fire from
the walls, of gingalls, rifles and arrows, was also
very heavy.

No cheek had hitherto taken place, but here a
ditch five feet deep and ten broad occurred, and the
men, having no choice, plunged across and thereby
wetted their ammunition. A party of some fifty
officers and men again pushed on and crossed anoth-
er wet ditch, which took them within twenty yards
ot the wall. In the meantime. Captains Shadwell
and 4 ansittart, as also Col. Lemon, having beenwounded, the command devolved upon Commander i
Commcrell and Major Parke. It was now about'
nine o'clock, and darkness had set in. The position
of the landing party was most precarious, fiftyoffi-
cers and men alone remained in the first ditch, and
about 150 in the second. Many had been killed and
wounded, and with the exception of a small body
one hundred and fifty yards further back, no rein-
forcements appeared to be offering, anfl the men
already at the front were perfectly exhausted and
without dry ammunition or rifles lit to use.

The officers in vain encouraged their men to
charge to tlie wall, but it was ineffectual; the men
were few and done up, and even if they had, they
never could have carried tliem against the thou-
sands that lined the walls. Under these circum-
stances, the commanding officers dispatched an of-
ficer to the rear to ask for instructions, and the
senior officers sent him back immediately with or-
ders lor the force to withdraw, as no reinforcements
could bo sent. Directly this order was received
the wounded were despatched to the rear by two3
and threes, and two hours having been given them
to get in the boats the small advanced party re
treated in good order from ditch to ditch, examin-
ing the ground in their retreat for any wounded
that might have been overlooked. Many poor fel-
lows, alas, in the retreat fell to rise no more, but
the wounded were saved and brought off.

In the meantime, the boats of the squadron un-
der Capt. 4\ illes employed themselves in embark-
ing the wounded and landing party, and at 1 o'clock
or a little after they were all off." The gun-boats
did their duty ably, and covered the landing partr
up to the latest moment it was prudent to fire, and
shortly alter, as a testimony ol their hard-fought
day, the Lee and Kestrel sunk, and the Haugfitv
just managed to keep herself afloat till the morning,
when she went down, but fortunately out of range.
At-S A. M., the Cormorant, with the admiral°on
board, and full of wounded, was so fast aground
that it was considered necessary to leave her, as
she was right under the batteries, and at daylight
the enemy would doubtless concentrate their fire
on her, whereas, if she were temporarily abandon-
ed, it was hoped that the enemy would cease firing
on her, and the next night we should be able to get
her oft'. For the same reasons, the Plover and Star-
ling, both immovably aground, were cleared of
their crews.

The morning of the 2<!th showed our squadron in
sad condition?hardly a gun-boat was undisabled.
However, during the day the carpenters of the I
squadron were employed patching them up tempo-
rarily, and the Starling having floated, her second
master proceeded in a dingy and cut her cable, |
when she drifted out of range with the ebb. That
night attempts were made by Captain Willes to re-
cover the Cormorant and Plover, but without suc-
cess. The Cormorant's ship's company having re-
mained till 11 P. M. to endeavor to float her, a most
terrific lire was opened upon her from batteries
both north and south, and it soon became evident
that she was sinking. Orders were therefore sent
down to Commander Woodehouse, ordering him to

abandon her, if he had no hopes. Her ship's com-
pany and officers were embarked accordingly, but
not before the water was up to the lower deck;
and half an hour afterwards she went down head
foremost.

The same night fresh attempts were made on the
Plover, but it was found impracticable, as she was
full of water, and her shot boles between wind and
water gave no hope of her being able to float. At
daylight, the Kestrel, sunk on the 2fith under the
batteries, was observed drifting out, and having
been towed by the Janus into shoal water was
eventually recovered. During that dav the enemy
got on board the Plover, over the mud, and saved
its the trouble of destroying her by setting her on
tire themselves, but not" before a great portion of
the stores had been recovered.

The next two or three days the boats of the Ches-
apeake were employed destroying the abandoned
vessel as much as possible.

The Ceylon Observer says that the forts at the
mouth of the Peiho river, which were demolished
last year, had been rebuilt on greatly improved
principles. A correspondent of that paper says:

On the 29th the United States Minister was able
to send a messenger up the coast to the northern
entrance. Three forts were found near it, but the
shallow water prevented the steamer approaching
so as to find the entrance. A boat was sent ashore
near a village, whose inhabitants lied en masse on
her approach; but two or three men came forward
to meet the three foreigners, and soon found outtheir errand, and what nation they belonged to,
having never seen the United States flag. Whilethey were talking, one of the villagers urged tliemto return to their boat, as some troops had been
sent for and were Ihen approaching. These doubt-
less had been sent to protect the village on seeing
the steamer approaching, and the villagers did nol
like to risk a collision. On reaching the boat, hav-ing delivered the despatch to one of the villagers
to forward to the Governor General, a party of
horsemen was seen coming over the land, two of
whom valiantly rushed into the water, half a mile
distant from the boat. Two days after an answer
was received, stating that orders had been sent to
the Governor General to conduct the United StatesMinister to Peking, but no interview has vet beenheld with him, nor are the time and conditions ofthe journey vet known.

The belief is universal throughout the squadron
that Europeans manned the batteries as well as
Chinese. Men in grey coats, with closely cropped
hair, and with Russian features, were distinctly-
visible in the batteries, and the whole of the fortifi-
cations were evidently of European designing.
Some of those who advanced near to the wall even
go so far as to declare that they heard men calling
for "more powder," in Russian; and this morning itis reported that two dead bodies floated out of theriver, dressed in Chinese clothes, but having incon-
testibly European faces. The damaged forts have
already been repaired, and have never ceased to tireupon the boats that are still engaged under Cap-
tain Willes and Commanders Commerell, Heath,
and Wynniatt, in struggling to rescue the stranded
vessels.

The Americans assisted us considerably- by- means
of a small steamer, with yvhich they towed up sev-
eral of our boats into action from the larger ships,
and also after the action, by taking out to their re-
spective ships a number of 'our men, to whom they
showed every kindness. They were loud in then-
praises ot the daring our men showed, and have
sent large presents of fresh meats and vegetables
for the benefit of our wounded.

The Xeyv YorkPout has a letter from its Shanghac
correspondent of the 15th of .Inly, giving another
vierv of the affair. He asserts that the English at-
tempted to ascend the wrong mouth of the river,
and that the Chinese deputies yvere waiting for
them at the l ight place. This correspondent speaks
ot the English attempting to bully the Chinese, and
says in a private note of July 16 :

"I find that the commercial anJ right thinking
men here all deprecate the hasty and ill-advised
proceedings of the English minister and admiral,
which have ended so disastrously."

The Hong Kong Dailyl'ret* of July 19th, has the
folloyving paragraph :

Incredible as it may appear, it is positively as-
serted in high quarters at Shanghai that the Taoutai
has sect a letter to Mr. Bruce, stating that lie is
commanded to inform his Excellency that the at-
tack of the forts at Taku on her Majesty's ships
was a mistake, for yvhich the Emperor expresses
sincere regret; that the Mandarins who committed
the outrage had been decapitated, ami that ttie Em-
peror would be happy to in- et Mr. Bruce at Pekin,
and arrange matters amicably.

The latest information from Hong Kong is con-
tained in the following paragraph from the .North
China Herald :

The lion. F. W. Bruce and M. de llourbnulon,the
ministers of England and France, with their suites,
have arrived in Shanghai, the former in the Coro-
mandel, the latter in the Duchayla. The Magi-
cienne and Assistance are going to an anchorage
off Ohinhae, Xingpo, near Kingtang Island, where
the British squadron will rendezvous, to recruit
the sick and wounded. The Hesper arrived yester-
day, from the Gulf on the Bth. The Admiral, in
the Chesapeake, was waiting until the disabled
gunboats were ready to accompany him to the ren-
dezvous. The Highflyer was to leave on the Bth
for Shanghai under sail, where she will take her
station again as guardship. The Cruiser and two
gunboats will remain in the Gulf.

We learn that arrangements had been made for a
meeting of the American Minister, Mr. Ward, and
the Governor-General of Childi, Hang. The meet-
ing was to take place on the Bth inst., at Peh-tang,
the northern entrance to the Pei-ho, about ten
miles distant from Taku. The question of going to
I'ekin, it was expected, would he decided on at Thatmeeting.

A supply of provisions had been sent off to the
American ships, and it was said that instructionshad been issued by the Emperor to liis high officers
to receive and escort the Minister anil his suite to
the capital, for the exchange of the ratitied copies
ot the treaty. The Itussian treaty had already
been exchanged.

THE EXPLOSION OS BOAUO THE GREAT EASTERN.

At Sea, Friday eveniuy. ?Immediately after din-
ner the majority of the company adjourned to thedeck to watch the points of interest which the ship
was momentarily passing in the course. About a
dozen gentlemen remained in the dining room eon-
versing with one of the directors, a health had beenproposed, r.rid each glass was held aloft to do honorto the toast, when suddenly an indescribable reporthurst upon their ears, and showers of broken glass
anil fragments of wood and iron came crashing
through the skylight. There was tirst a pause, thena mutual caution against panic, and finally a simul-taneous rush to the staircase. The whole atmos-phere at this place was tilled with steam, through
winch we all ascended half suffocated to the deck,
the ship \ias still pressing onward, like a horse

' os ' *'s r ' êr > an<l a t either end all was still
and deserted, while in the centre all was smoke,
lire, vapor, and confusion. The great funnel, eight
tons weight, had been shot up as iffrom a mortar
many feet into the air, and had returned broken in
two pieces on the deck, whose immense strength
had been sufficient to arrest its further downward
progress.

many of the men were panic-stricken, and had al-ready shrunk away from the explosion. A foolishpassenger had raised a cry of "the boats " and
assisted by some of the sailors, was madly attempt-
ing to let them down. In one moment all wouldhave been lost, for the rush to the boat 3 would
have been universal, and hundreds would havebeen drowned, whilst the noble ship would havebeen left to certain destruction.

Hut the voice of the captain was heard like a
trumpet, calling out, "Men, to your duty; officers,
to your posts; give me a rope, and let six men fol-
low me. The effect of this short address was elec-
tric. In an instant he had slid down the rope intq
the saloon, followed bj his brave boatswain Haw-
kms, and six volunteers were not long wanted for
the forlorn hope. One after another he dashedopen the gilded panels, but the splendid apart-ments had strange to say, only two inhabitants,
his own little daughter Edith, and her pet don. It
"' as to® reward of his gallantry that his own°childshould be thus the one to be so providentially saved.J)U- even then he did not tor a moment lose his self-
command. Snatching up the child, and with onty
glance seeing she was unharmed, he exclaimed?-"Pass her along to the deck; there are more roomsto be searched." In this way did he move aboutrapidly, but coolly, and did'not again return to the
deck until he had satisfied himself that not a single
woman was in the burning, steaming, suffocatingchamber. To return to the deck and resume the
command was with the captain the work of a mo-
ment, but that moment had been sufficient to test the
mettle and self-possession of two men who were as
brave and reliable as himself.

After detailing other circumstances of which we
have already been advised by telegraph, and the
melancholy loss of lifewhich attended the disaster,
the writer continues:

It will hardly be believed, but it is nevertheless
true, that whilst all these terrible scenes were be-
ing enacted in the middle of the ship, the other
portions were comparatively undisturbed. A manwho stood at the bow subsequently declared that
for a long time he know nothing of what was going
on, but that on bearing the report of tlieexplosion,
he merely thought that some passing ship had been
paying us a compliment. We were not yet out of
our troubles. An immense ship was seen bearing
down upon us, and there was imminent danger of
her striking us in the quarter. We hailed and
shouted, but it was no use. The captain evidently
had more curiosity than discretion, and still bore
down, as if to have a nearer view of the wonderful
ship. The helm of the Great Eastern had to be put
hard a port in order to turn her towards the shore
and get her out of the way, but at this critical junc-
ture the tiller ropes broke, and in a moment she
was swaying up and down, and rolling inapparent-
ly the most dangerous manner. The waves, hith-
erto so subservient now made a mere plaything of
her, and we thought that in a few minutes she
would certainly have been on shore. But Captain
Harrison had not forgotten this contingency.
Chains were soon in readiness, this second danger
was over, and the ship was again proceeding stead-
ily on her voyage.

Already, gangs of men were busy clearing away
the wreck, and I took the opportunity of descend-ing to the scene of destruction, when"l was perfect-
ly thunderstruck at the amount of mischief that
bad been done, and wondered how any structure
made by human hands could have withstood the
explosion which had taken place. You will think I
.exaggerate when I say that the first glance remind-
ed me most forcibly of the ruins of Covent Garden
Theatre a few hours after the great fire. For be-
fore me a mighty girder, to which fragments of
iron and wood, mixed up with the remains of ara-
besque doors and gilded panels, were hanging, ex-
actly resembling the proscenium, and immediately
below me was the pit. filled with ruin of every kind,
and each object bearing a muta "to the
force to which they had succumbed.

A huge girder, the counterpart of that to which
I have before alluded, had been torn in the centre
as ifit were so much paper, and lav twisted up in
perfect ribbons across the fioor. The vast funnel
had in its upward flight torn through everything?-
fireplaces, decks, girders and bulkheads. The grand
saloon had become a complete wreck, its flooring
having been torn up, its staircase carried away, its
costly mirrors shivered to atoms, and its gay ileco
rations hanging on broken girders, or lying mixed
up with the' smoking fragments of the engine room.
I looked up to what had once been my state-room,
and found that the whole fabric had "been torn or
smashed up, to what is known as the great longi-
tudinal section; the strength of which, no doubt, by
successfully resisting the lateral force of the explo-
sion, was the reason why the sides of the ship had
not been blown out. The ship must have been a
marvel of strength to have escaped total destruction

The cause of all this mischief was simple enough
and can be made intelligibleby a very few words of
explanation. From the plan of her construction,
requiring that the cabins should run along the
whole length of the deck, it became necessary that
her numerous funnels should run up through their
centres. As this would greatly raise the surround-
ing temperature, the plan of encasing them with
what arc called "water jackets" was adopted, the
latter consisting of an outer tubing round the base
and up a portion of the sides of the funnel, the in-
terstice forming an annular boiler quite as large as
any of the regular boilers of the ship. This was to
be kept constantly filled with water, and was to
serve the double and apparently contradictory pur-
pose of cooling rooms and generating steam, the
latter to be carried off by pipes, and a "tap" being
provided which was to act as the safety-valve of
the jacket.

It is to bo observed of this contrivance that it
bad long before been condemned as unsafe?even
the Americans, who are not. overcautious, having
abandoned it, and substituted air-jackets to keep
tbc saloons cool. Mr. Russell states, positively,
and I am bound to give him the benefit of bis state-
ments, that this arrangement was forced upon him
by Mr. Brunei; that be protested against it, and
that it was only in obedience to the stringent eon
ditions of his contract that he adopted it. This ac-
count was also confirmed to me bv several disinter-
ested witnesses. Rut we come now to the second
question. The safety valve of this steam generator
was a tap which was to be turned by the hand, and
the opinion of every one who looked at the broken
funnel was, that it had never been turned since it
was first placed in its present position.

It seems that?in this case, at all events ?the
turningbad been neglected, and that in consequence
the water within had rapidly become steam, and,
finding no vent, bad burst upwards in the terrible
explosion which sent a long funnel, weighing eight
tons, some fifty feet into the air.

Another statement was, that the person whose
duty it was to keep this "jacket" filled had forgot-
ten it until it was almost empty, and then in his
fright suddenly filling the red-hot iron vessel with
cold water caused it to burst and flv in pieces. It
has been a case of individual neglect somewhere;
but as no doubt there will bo a legal investigation.
I shall not here go any deeper into the matter.
There was quite a congress of sci ntific men on
board, and their unanimous opinion was that this
arrangement should not have been adopted at all;
but that, having been adopted, all care should have
been taken to provide for the most constant and
careful surveillance.

FROM BUENOS AYRES. ? Advices from Buenos
Ayres to the 17th ult., bring intelligence of the
abrupt termination of the peace negotiations be-
tween Buenos Ayres and the Argentine Confedera
ion.

Pittsburg Railroad. The train from Pittsburg
was thrown off'the track by- some stones which had
been washed upon it, and the engine, baggage car,
express car, and one passenger car were thrown
from the track and demolished.

After the accident the engineer yvas nowhere to
be found. His hat anil watch were picked up near
the wreck of the engine, but singular as it may ap-
pear, the man, though searched for in every con-
ceivable place, could not be found. Some of thepassenge-s went back a considerable distance and
looked in a thicket, and the wreck was thoroughly
searched in vain. The fireman insists that the
engineer, upon seeing the obstruction jumped
from the engine, but the general impression is
that be stuck to his poet, and yvas buried in the
immense sand bank into which the locomotive was
driven.
