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By the arrival of the steamer Circassian at St.
Johns, we have Liverpool dates of the 17th—two
days later. The departure of the Great Eastern
had been postponed to October 20th. Victor FEm-
manuel had favorably rececived the delegationsfrom
Parma and Modena, who came soliciting annexa-
tion to Sardinia. The French forces still in Italy
were computed at 100,000 men.

By telegraph we lmve later news lrmn Northern
Mexico. Gen. Garza was about to leave Vera
Cruz to reinforce the Liberals, whose force had
been swelled to 18,500 men. Degollado had not
been heard from. Gen. Woll had defeated the
Liberals near Leon, and Miramon was about to
march upon San Luis Potcsi.

The mediation of the American Minister, Mr.
Yancey between Buenos Ayres and the Argentine
Confederation has resulted in nothing. The repre-
sentatives of the two States got into a fight at Mr.

We have heard so often from the friends of
Mayor Swasy or  Mr. Wairsey, that nothing
but the fact of Judge Stusme being in their way, pre-
vents them from making us the best protected and
happiest people on earth—that we are naturally
led to inquire if there is no hope of their bringing
about the millenium sooner than they promise it
to us. Mr. Davis, who finds everything else in
our city in a state of the highest attainable perfec-
tion, admits that thereis a lax “‘administration of
“‘the criminal law,’” of which one might complain
without rendering himself a rebel. But that is
the only existing evil—and for it, his party are not
responsible, because the time within which they
could correct it has not yet arrived.

Bad as that instrument is, it has not
that sin to answer for. The Judges, it is true,
are elected ““for a term of ten years,”” but they are
‘“‘removable for misbehavior, on conviction in a
“Court of law, or by the Goveryor, upon the ad-
“dress of the General Assembly, provided two-
““thirds of the members of each Iouse concur in
“such address.””  The framers of the Constitution
have thus given us the machinery by which this
“mass of filth” might, long ago, have been re-
moved—not a patent, self-operating machine—but
one which requires somebody lo set it in motion—
and Mr. Divis weli knows whose duty it is to dog
80. Convicting a Judge of ‘‘mistehavior,”
tpso  facto, works his removal—or
makes it the duty of the
remove him, without discretion.
Davis well knows that “not to
“duty and to have no desire to do it,”
haviour”” in office, for which a Judge is indicta-
ble. Mr. Davis—Mr. Swaxy-—any good citizen—
believing they do, that nothing but Judge
Srome prevents the immediate advent of the mil-
lenium, might, and ought, to have had him indicted
longago. All the Grand Juries, for years back, have
been of their party, and would have given patient
ear to their complaints. The complaint of others,
not of their fold, might have been regarded as a
vilification of the city—or even if a Bill had been
procured, at the instance of such, it would have
slept, forever, in the tomb kept by Mr. WaiT~EY for
such interments

Private citizens had but the right to ask for
such an indictment. It was Mr. Waimsey's
sworn duty, as an officer, to besiege, if neces-
sary, Grand Jury after Grand Jury, until he
procured one—and to tell them all, that without it,
his office was a mockery. The necessary convic-
tion could only be had in that Court in which he
represents the State, and is charged with the duty
of seeing that it suffer no detriment. For nearly
four years, has he scen, day after day, and hour af-
ter hour, this tribunal made worse than a bear gar-
den. Hehas seen notorious criminals let loose upon
the community on insufficient bail. Ile has seen
the Judge refuse to enforce a forfeited recogni-
zance—for no better reason than that it would in-
commode a professional bail giver—refuse to obey
the positive mandate of the Court of Appeals, and
contemptuously set at defiance its high authori-
ty, and when his vulgar spleen was supposed to
be exhausted, give vent to a renewed exhibition
of contempt by sending the case to another Court,
which he knew had no jurisdiction to try it. All
these things—and every other species of ‘‘misbeha-
“viour” which ignorance and brutality conld devise
—have daily come under Mr. WiiTNey’s official
cognizance. And he and his friends think they bet-
ter his case by telling us that he has permitted such a
Judge to render him powerlessin his office. A pros-
ecutor of the American party might and ought to
have hadanindictment found. The American Clerk
of his Court might, under the Constitution and
the Act of Assembly, have certified to an Ameri-
can Judge, the necessity of appointing another
Judge to try the case. An American Judge might
have been appointed—an American Jury sum-
moned—and yet, says Mr. Dawvis, we have no
right to hold the American party, or any member
of it, responsible for allowing “‘the mass of filth”
go long to offend our nostrils.

But no. He does things upon a mag-
nificent scale, or not at all. He is not satis-
fied with the remedy the Constitution affords.
Nothing short of a change in ‘“‘our organic law"
is magnificent enough for his conception. Noth-
ing but vesting kim with larger powers would
give any hope of relief. Who can wonder that
even his own party paused, when they thought of
the use he made of those he already had?

The Reform Committee in determining upon the
measures to be adopted to insure the preservation
of peace, and the protection of citizens at the
ensuing elections, must decide upon such as will
inspire the community with confidence, or their
labors will go for naught. Even if the means de-
vised should prove efficacious when finally tested,
still they will be productive only of barren results,
unless the people are satisfied beforehand that
they cannot miscarry. The object of the Commit-
tee, which is to procure for every legal voter free
and unobstructed access to the ballot-box may be
defeated as well by their failure to dissipate the
fears that possess men’s minds, as by their inabili-
ty to sweep away the armed ruffianism which
crowds the approaches to the polls. In a case like
this to be thought weak is equivalent to being
powerless in fact. This is too important a consid-
eration to be lost sight of, and we would again
insist upon the necessity of having something
better to rely on than the mere promises of the
Mavor. These can at any time be obtained with-
out the assistance of Committces or Town-Meetings,
but no movement which undertakes to command
or persuade-this people to accept them as unfailing
evidences of the acts to follow them, can be other-
wise than futile.

In 1857 the Mayor pledged his word that the
laws should be enforced, and the rights of the
citizens defended. He said, in his letter to Gov-
ernor Licoy, that he would ‘‘wse his best en-
“deavors to see that every citizen is protected in
“‘his constitutional rights, and that the peace of
“‘the city is preserved by every means at his dis-
“posal.”  The election which followed this cor-
respondence, and almost before its ink was dry,
brought shame upon our people and disgrace
upon our institutions® TIn 1858 the Mavor gave
the same assurances, which, in his subsequent
message to the Council, he alludes to and protests
the sincerity of his desire “‘that the laws should
“be faithfully executed, and the humblest citizen
“be protected in his rights.” Bat the election
held that year, also, was a mockery which again
dishenored us, and brought down afresh the con-
tempt of men upon our system of government.
In 1859 the Mavor has determined to exercise
“all the powers with which he is clothed,” to
ensure a fair and peaceful election. He asks for
"co-operation, and—will it be believed 2—for confi-
dence likewise. Some may accord him this, if
they will, but they cannot complain that others
refuse to follow their example. Still less are they
authorized to condemn as too suspiciops those
who decline thrice to lean upon a broken reed, or
to denounce as incendiary those strong
but honest language, speak of the perfidy
or weakness which has twice betrayed
them. If we have failed to discourse
of these things in phrases which are mod-
erate in all save adulation, it is because the
law has clothed us with privileges not inferior to
those exercised by others, and when these are torn
from us by a jeering mob we believe we know the
langnage in which it becomes us to express our
indignation. Mr. SwaNN has not done his duty
fairly and manfully by this community, and we,
among others, have suffered indignity and griev-
ous wrong through his neglect, and we propose,
while speech is yet free, to comment on this public
servant, in terms that befit the occasion and the man.
Nor will we comply with the novel custom which
would require us to enter a Mavor's office on all
fours. With four hundred armed policeman at his
back, the Mavor hasseen repeated elections held at
which no sufficient security against violence or
fraud was provided, and no adequate steps were
taken to uphold the laws. To his incapacity or
dishonesty must be ascribed the disasters of those
days. He was situated then as he is now, dnd
he could not or would not give us proper protec-
tion. He may assume either of these propositions
he ple but we will no more forego our rights
as citizens to pass upon the harshest
judgment we believe his derelictions to deserve,
than we will consent to waive all comments
on the deeds done by the meanest man among
us to the detriment of the public welfare.
We do not intend then to abstain from comment
on the past, nor do we believe that they who ig-
nore it and refuse to receive instruction from its
lessons, can counsel wisely about the fature. It is
the experience of the last few years that causes usto
complain so loudly of our grievances, and in the
face of it how can we bow down before the
Mavor and feel neither hesitation nor distrust?
It is this very mistrust of the authorities which
has led our citizens to supportso cordially the
Reform movement, and which induces us to hope
that the course of the Committee will be such as
inspire men with full confidence in its measures.
