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While The Baltimore American is congratulat-
ing itself aud the friends of the Reform movement

generally, upon "what has been done, ' and "the

"good already accomplished"?the important fact

should not be forgotten that we are now within

one week of the day of election, and that up lo

this time, the Reform Committee has utterly failed
to obtain from the ' constituted authorities," or

any of them, anything like a satisfactory assurance
of a peaceable and quiet election. We are sorry
to disturb the harmony of our neighbor's praises

of everybody and everything, itself not excepted,

bv the suggestion of a fact so disagreeable?but
the truth is as we have stated, and cannot be
disguised. Wednesday next?Wednesday, the
12th of October?is the da) appointed by law for

holding the municipal election, and no guaranty

for the preservation of the peace and the protection

of legal voters, has yet been given, which can jus-
tify a return of public confidence, or induce quiet
and respectable people to go to the polls. Not one

of the measures suggested for that purpose by the
Reform Committee, and approved by the people in
Town-Meeting assembled, has been adopted by the
"authorities." Upon the insufficiency and evasive-
ness?to use no harsher terms?of the MAYOR'S re-

plyto .the respectful overtures of the Committee,

we have already sufficiently commented. TheSiiER-
IFF'S letter is scarcely less unsatisfactory. Evading

the direct and only point of the Committee's com-

munication to him, Mr. CREAMER treats it as an

application for "an interference" on his part

"with the conduct of the two important elections
"now near at hand;" when, in point of fact, the
Committee had merely asked him to exercise those
powers for the preservation of the public peace on

the 12th of October, which he possesses, and is
bound to exercise, on any and every day in the
year. Avoiding the suggestion even of a doubt
as to the sufficiency of his own powers in the

premises, he bases his refusal to accede to the Com-
mittee's request, upon grounds ofexpediency only,

and a regard for the official sensibilities of Mayor

SWANN. That we may not be suspected of doing

injustice to his position in this respect, we quote

his own language:
"My best judgment induces me to fear that any resort

upon my part in advance of actual outbreak to measures
wholly novel in the experience of this community, would
tend rather to exasperation and excitement than to

that quiet which, in common with yourself, I earnestly
desire.

"I believe it to be eminently proper in me, as a public
officer, to be very careful to do nothing calculated to ex-
cite distrust of the constituted authorities of the city, or to
discredit either the honest purposes or power of the Mayor
to maintain tranquility.

If the "novelty" of the measures which he was

called upon to take, impressed the SHERIFF'S
"judgment" unfavorably, he should have reflected
that the occasion requiring their adoption was,
happily, "novel," also, "in the experience of this
"community." Extraordinary emergencies justify
and require extraordinary measures to meet them,
and that Sheriff CREAMER is aware of this fact, and
has made it, before now, the basis of his own of-
ficial action, even "in advance of actual out-

"break," is sufficiently proven by the precautions
adopted on the day of the execution of the four

murderers, CROP, CORRRE, GAMBRILL and CVPHUS,
and by the special guard of policemen with which
he then deemed it prudent to surround the foot of

the scaffold, Neither do we think ita sufficient
excuse on the part of Mr. CREAMER, for not exer-
cising the powers with which the law has clothed
him, and the existence of which he does not pretend
to deny?lo say that their exercise may be constru.
Ed into a reflection upon the "honesty of purpose"
or the "jjower" of the MAYOR. If Mr. CREAMER
possesses the authority which the Committee at-

tribute to him, he is under a corresponding obliga*
tion to use it, and from that obligation the con-

sideration that Mr. SWANN possesses similar or
equal powers can in nowise absolve him. As he
was not asked to "discredit" either the "honest
"purposes or the power of the MAYOR"?so he can-
not escape responsibility under cover of a desire
not to "excite distrust of the constituted authori-
"ties of the city." It was to him, as to one of
those "constituted authorities" and?according
to (heir interpretation?the highest of them all?-
that the application of the Committee was made.
So far from implying "distrust," their application
was, under the circumstances, the strongest possi-
ble proof of confidence in his personal and official
integrity, nor can we conceive how that confi-
dence could have bec-n weakened, or "distrust ex-
"cited," by compliance on his part with the Com-
mittee's request. Mr. CREAMER, however, pro-
fesses himself "satisfied" with the sufficiency of
the MAYOR'S "arrangements," and this, perhaps,
is intended as an additional reason on his part for
declining to act. Ifso?Mr. CREAMER must he re-

garded as adopting as his own the measures which
may be taken by Mr. SWANN. If he declines to

use his powers as SHERIFF, because he believes that
the "arrangements" which are being made by the
MAYOR will be sufficient for the preservation of
the peace?of which he is the chief conservator?he
makes himself responsible to this community for
the sufficiency of those arrangements, and must
be content to bear his share of the risk aud blame

of failure. As the MAYOR'S "arrangements" have
not yet been made public, it is not in our power
to say how far this confidence on the part of Mr.
CREAMER may be justified. Nor, indeed, so far as

be is concerned, is that our business, ?but his.
Whether the community will be inspired with
equal confidence, is, however, another and
different question, in which we have an

interest, but which as yet it may be pre-
mature to discuss. A few days will de"
termine that. At present the matter stands pre-
cisely where it did on the eve of the last election,
with this difference only, that we now have Mr.
CREAMER'S expression of confidence in the "ar-
"rangements" of the MAYOR, against the experi-
ence of that election in proof of their futility. We
do not wish to be understood as undervaluing
the importance of the assurance which Mr. CREAM-
ER has given of his entire faith .in the sufficiency
of the measures which are being prepared by Mr.
SWANN. We have high respect for Mr. CREAMER'S
judgment, though not to the extent of surrender-
ing the use of our own. His honesty and readi-
ness to do his duty, we have never called in
question. Thnt he has mistaken the path of duty
in the present instance, we have endeavored to
show, and we are sorry for it. His own reputa-
tion as a careful and prudent officer, not less than
the best interests of this community, may have
to bear the consequences of his error.

THE LATE HOMICIDE IN NEWOHLEANS?A DISGUST-
ING SEQUEL. ?Dr. Graham of New Orleans, a few
days before the rencontre wi th Toledano, which
ended in his death, made the following statement
to Coroner Daunoy, which puts a different face up-
on the the homicide, and affords a curious illustra.
tion of the manner in which difficulties are settled
in New Orleans:

Dr. Graham asked Mr. Daunoy if he had heard
of the difficulty he (G. j had with" Toledano on Sat-
urday. Mr. D. replied that he had not been inform-
ed of it. Dr. Graham then told him that he bad
had a fuss with Toledano; that Toledano met him
next day and told him that he would not challenge
him (Graham), as he was running for a public of-
fice, and it might damage or ruin his prospects, but
that he would meet him on the street. Dr. G. told
bim that that was not the way he wanted to fight,
but as he (Toledano) had offered it, he woulu ac-
cept, but on one condition, that each should carry
only a single-barreled pistol, to avoid the danger
of shooting any friend who might be with them, by
the continued firiDg that would take place if they
used revolvers. It was then understood that the
mode proposed was to be the one carried out in set-
tling their quarrel.

After this. Dr. Graham asked Mr. Daunoy his
opinion of Mr. Toledano. Mr. Daunoy said Mr.
Toledano was a gentleman, and that if such an
agreement had been made, that he (Dr. Graham)
might depend or Tolcdano's honor, and carry but
a single-barreled pistol.

Dr. Graham then asked Mr. Daunoy what he was
to do. Mr. D. told him that according to the
terms agreed on, he would be justified in shooting
Toledano as soon as he laid his eyes on him: but if
Toledano did not see him, he was"to tell him (Tole-
dano) he was there and then fire. The conversa-
tion ended here.

There is a disgusting sequel to this tragedy. A
Dr. Itoesvalley, who assisted in the post mortem

examination of Dr. Graham, called upon the widow
on the day fixed for the burial, and desired to re-
open the deceased, on the pretext that he had
dropped within the body a valuable diamond ring,
while conducting the examination. The horrified
and distressed lady referred him to ber brother,
ex-mayor Waterman, who to get rid of the applica-
tion gave Rossvalley s3l, the value which he
placed upon the ring. Subsequently however
Rossvalley was arrested on the charge of obtaining
money under false pretences there being good rea-
son to believe that the pretended loss was a pure
fiction.

FLOUR INSPECTION.?The Boston Corn Exchange
lately finding that the standard of Flour had great-
ly declined, resolved to effect a remedy by more
stringent inspection, but the "universal nigger"
question has got mixed up in the matter, and has
prevented unity ofaction amongst the merchants.
The Journal of Commerce thus explains the diffi-
culty :

"Itappears that one of the Flour Inspectors is a
"colored gentleman" by the name of Thompson,
whose scent was very keen on the subject of South-
ern flour. It is welfknown that nearly all of the
beautiful wheat grown South of Mason and Dixon'sline willhave, here and there scattered through it,
a clove of garlic: and that when it is ground, the
flour will thus have a faint odor of that pungent
vegetable. This scarcely injures it for any mar-ket, and is a recommendation for it in not a few
quarters; still it is a blemish, and one which can-
not well be removed. It is no bar to its extensive
sale, not only for export, for which this flour is
preferred, as it will keep in the hottest climate, but
also for home use, as it is stronger and will go
further for the same weight, than flour made fromnorthern wheat. The fastidious nostrils of Boston's
colored inspector, however, could not abide thegarlicky odor, of southern flour, and upon his sug-
gestion, at a meeting of the Corn Exchange, it was
decided that the word "garlic" should be branded
upon all such odorous southern products, as found
their way to (he modern Athens. This decision
was reversed at the next meeting, probably through
a suggestion from some of the receivers that it
might diminish the shipments of the article to that
market. Mr. Thompson immediately resigned, as
a Corn Exchange Inspector, and has "so divided the
association as to draw off a large party who are
determined not to give way to the "Southern influ-
ence," and who insist on "their right, sustained by
long usage, to brand everything southern with its
most offensive name.

The dedication of the Maryland Agricultural
College which takes place to-day, is an event
which should excite more than a passing thought

among those, at all events, more immediately
within the sphere of its influence. That agricul-
ture is a science, and that a cultivator of the soil,

requires, or would lie benefited by any specia," in-
struction in his vocation, are ideas which have in

this country been too recently suggested, to have
obtained the general understanding and assent.

The practice of giving the acres to the family
dunce in compensation for his want of brains and
educatiou, while the collegiate course and the
learned profession were reserved for the bright
boy, has been too long honored by t'me, for the
most conservative people in the world, which the
farmers are, readily to question or abandon it.
Land workers have been too long left, like the

birds aud the beasts, to their own instincts, in

getting their livelihood from the soil, easily to
believe that valuable information can be obtained
in any other way than by the experience derived
from each one's limited observation of the practice
of his neighborhood. The destruction of human
life has been acknowledged to be of sufficient im-
portance to require the most thorough scientific
training, and our naval and military academies
have long been in successful operation through the
money of the people, with the people's entire ac-

quiescence and approval. The results have proved
the wisdom of the measure. In fact, the whole of
what may be termed the superstructure of the
arts, has received sufficient attention and develop-

ment. Agriculture alone, which is the base and
foundation of them all, has been neglected. It is
however, no part of our present purpose to discuss
the importance and necessity of scientific agri-
cultural instruction, as an abstract question.

The experiment which goes into operation to-
day, will have more influence in the settle-
ment of that question than anything we

could possibly say. The people of Maryland
as are presented by their government, have al-
ready declared too plainly their sense of the
importance of this effort, to leave room for a

doubt that the experiment wiil be fairly carried

out. It only remains for the people in their
individual capacity, as fathers, guardians and
friends, to exhibit the same appreciation which
their representatives have manifested, to make it a
?uccess which will redound to the honor and
advancement 0f our State. We think
all the steps taken as yet, have been well
taken. The location of the College farm is judi-
cious its improvements, so far, are represented
to be of an excellent character, and effected at
moderate cost. We know that the .

~.ue interests of theinstitution are in able, energetic and disinterestedhands, and the chairs have been filled with those
who bring, not only competency, bnt enthusing
into their several departments. There is every
reason why the Agricultural College of Maryland
should be sustained and patronised by all who
without absolutely devoting their sons to the cul-

THE INTERNATIONAL CRICKET MATCH.
We published yesterday in our telegraphic col.

umns a brief statement of the result of the first
day's contest between the "All England Eleven"
and the "United States Twenty-Two." We give
this morning some of the incidents of the play. The
Tribune of yesterday says:

At 11.35, the English players having won the
toss, and decided that the Twenty-Two should go
to, took tneir respective positions on the field,
Messrs. Lang and Waller taking their stands atthe wicket against the bowling of Parr?slow under-
hand?and Jackson?very swift round-arm. Lang
opened the play by a cut for a single oft' Parr's
third ball, and followed it up with a hit to leg off
Jackson s first; two more singles followed, onegiving a chance to Jackson, which was not taken,
when Lang lost his partner, Waller, from being run
out by Parr, the ball being finely fielded by
Grundy?first wicket for 4. Sharp was next, but
he bad not been in ten minutes, scoring a single,
when, in playing forward to a short pitched Ball

from Jackson, he was stumped in Lockver's beststyle. This was truly a fine piece of wicket keep-
ing, and elicted loud applause. It was soon seen
that the Twenty-Two had "a hard road to travel"
to obtain runs, and they began to evince a degree
ot timidity we little dreamed of seeing from such
old players as the majority are.

Hammond played well for his six, a fine leg hit
for 3 being conspicuous. He took Lang's place,
who let Parr get in on his stumps, his score being
only an average one, and all singles, well obtained]
however, by good, close running. He also was
missed by C:esar at long field. Gibbes went out the
first over. Jackson gave him the ball, touching
his pad, the fourth wicket falling for 8. Scarlet
showed some good play for half an hour, scoring 5,
a cut for 2 being prominent. He placed his leg in
the way of a straight ball from Parr, Marsh doing
the same for Jackson. Wilhy and Senior followed
them, but they only ad'ded 3 each to the score be-
fore they had "to retire. Senior was driven back
on his wicket by one of Parr's best, and Wilbygave
the same masterly bowler a chance at his off stump.
Harry Wright gave Lockyer an opportunity of
showing the crowd what a fine catch at wicket was,
and lligham went out for a singular score, Jackson
getting in on his stumps.

Head, Morgan, Crossley, Comerv, Barclay and
Hallis, did not trouble the scorers with anv" runs,
Newhall being the only one to make any show at
all after Senior. Bag'e got a fluke for 3"to the on-
field off Parr and Walker a couple of singles.?
Sammy Wright just lifted his foot oft' his ground
for a moment, but that was all that such a wicket
keeper as Lockyer required, and Sammy retired for
a single.

The last wicket fell for the tremendous score of
38, made by what was generally understood to be
the "strongest twenty-two in the country."

Itwas a mediocre display of batting, even when
we take into consideration the admirable display
of bowling, fielding, and generalship opposed to
them.

After an hour's intermission for dinner, theEleven
sent in their representatives to the wickets. Car-
penter and Hayward going into the bowling of S.
Wright and Crosslev. For an hour and a half did
these line batsmen defy all attempts to break up
their admirable defense of their stumps, and it was
not long before they had almost doubled the score of
their opponents. At last, after running the score
up to 60, Carpenter gave a chance to Senior at short
leg, and retired amid the applause of the assem-
blage for the splendid score of 26, four threes?leg
hits?being a prominent portion of it. Wisden suc-
ceeded him, but he had only scored 3, and had given
a fine chance to Lillywhiteat square-leg for a catch,
when he was run out by Hayward, from attempting
to get a third run from a fine hit to leg, the loose
fielding tempting Hayward to run incautiously.

The great batsman Parr succeeded him, arid had
already given evidence of his great ability, when
the time arrived for drawing of stumps, the tele-
graph showing a total score of 83, 32 of which Hay-
ward is credited for, 14 being byes and wides. If
the Eleven do net beat their opponents easily in one
innings, we shall be most agreeably surprised, but
at present the chances of their doing so are very
favorable.

The St. Louis Democrat, of Friday last, gives
the following account of the sentence of Thornton,
for the cold blooded murder ofMr. Charless, in that
city, some months ago :

"When the prisoner arose, and was asked if he
had anything to say why he should not suffer the
penalty of his crime", he simply answered'nothing,'
in a firm voice, and proceeded with the utmost
calmness to refresh himself with a drink of ice wa-
ter. His Honor then sentenced him to be hung on
Friday, the 11th day of next November, in the per-
formance of which duty he was deeply moved. The
general officers of the court and many spectators,
were also affected to tears, but the prisoner was
imperturbable throughout."

Afatal accident occurred at Jersey City on Fri-
day night, caused by the explosion of a newly-in-
vented apparatus for making gas light out of a cer-
tain description of patent oil. While testing the
gasometer at the machine shop of James Light-
body, in the rear of 106 Newark avenue, the appar-
atus exploded, covering Thomas Carswell, the
foreman of the machine shop, with the oil, which
became instantly ignited, and before the unfortu-
nate man's clothing could be removed, he was so
shockingly burned, that he expired the next morn-
ing. Mr. Lightbody was severely burned, and sev-
eral persons, who were witnessing the experiment,
were also injured.

The Canal Convention of the friends of the New
York State Canals, completed its labors at Utica,
on Wednesday. Its principal action was the
adoption of a series of resolutions in favor of impo-
sing tolls on railroads; in favor ofa pro rata freight
law; in favor of a State loan to complete the canal
enlargement, and a tax to repay the loan?both to
be authorized by the next Legislature; in favor of
holding canal commissioners responsible for there-
pairs of the canal; and lastly, instructing their State
Committee to prepare interrogatories for candidates
for office.

M. De Lave's attempt to carry a man across the
Genesee on a rope, last Thursday, resulted in a fail-
ure, and nearly in a tragedy. After having walk-
ed over once, he undertook the feat of carrying a
man over on his back. When near the middle of
the river, the rope began to sway, and De Lave,
perceiving he was about to fall, threw his pole and
caught by his arms. The man upon his back,
caught around his body, and drew himself up on
the rope. This almost fatal accident has ended the
acrobatic exhibitions at Rochester, the Mayor hav-
ing revoked his license, permitting De Lave to
exhibit himself by walking over the Genesee on a
rope.
