TELEGRAMS.
From Washington.

WASHINGTON, Oct. s.? But little information has
j been received in official quarters iu addition to

I what was telegraphically stated yesterday relative
j to the filibuster movements. As to the reported
j departure of a party of filibusters, the only au-

j thentic account in the possession of the Govern-
I roent, is that they left in a tug boat about ten miles
! below New Orleans, but which could not convey

them to the place of their destination. They
doubtless expected to be taken on board the larger
and more suitable steamer. In the meantime, Col-
lector Hatch and his deputies, and other Federal
officers, are, according to their instruction-, re
sorting to every legitimate means to interrupt the
filibusters.

In addition to other measures, vessels have been
despatched for that purpose.

While these things are progressing in the neigh-
borhood of New Orleans, information has been re-
ceived, that a number of filibusters are in Mobile
some of whom were prominent in the last filibus-
tering expedition which vessel it willbe recollected
was wrecked at Glover's Reef. The Federal offi-
cers at Mobile have been instructed to watch their
movements and act accordingly. It is Dot yet con-
sidered necessary to send out any new instructions
to our naval forces in the Gulf and on the Pacific
coast. The vessels now there, are in possession of
orders heretofore issued in relation to unlawful ex-
peditions.

The success of the new filibustering movement i3
not considered in the least degree promising, but
should the adventurers invade Nicaragua and in-
tercept the Transit route, there is reason to believe
that our Federal forces would promptly interfere.
The power is found in the Lamar-Zeladon treaty,
and to its exercise Nicaragua would have no ob-
jection.

H. G. Frank, who has been adjusting the 2 per
cent, fund account, on behalf of the Commissioner
of Missiuri, has been officially informed by the Act-
ing Commssioner of the General Land Office, that
there is due the State, on that account, 5417,500.

Gen. Jesup is still confined to the house by seri-
ous illness.

Secretary Thompson was to-day among the many
participants in the exercises attending the opening
of the new Maryland Agricultural College, a few
miles from Washington. The remarks delivered
by him afforded much delight, and were apprecia-
ted for their practical value.

General Convention of the Episcopal Chin eh
RICHMOND, Oct. s.?The General Triennial Con-

vention of the Episcopal Church, in the United
States assembled at St. Paul's Church in this City,
this morning at 10 o'clock. The Church was densely
crowded and the sermons were of a very impres-
sive character. The opening sermon was deliver-
ed by Bishop Otey of Tennessee.

The services having been concluded the Right
Reverend members of the House of Bishops retired,
and organised in a privateapartment, Bishop Meade
of Virginia presiding by seniority. The Rev. Dr.
Balch was again chosen Secretary.

The House of Clerical and Lay Deputies composed
of four Clergy and four Lay delegates from each
diocese, then organized by selecting Rev. Dr.
Creighton, of New York,as President,and Rev. Dr.
Howe, Secretary. After some preliminary business
an adjournment tillto-morrow took place.

Duel between Mr. Uroderick nnd Mr. Terry-
Silver and Gold Discoveries

Sr. LOUIS, Oct. s. ?The Republican has received
by the Overland California mail a note from the
postmaster at Santa Clara, saving that Mr. Urod-
erick and Mr. Terry fought a duel on the 12th ult.,
and that the latter received a wound in the throat,
which was supposed to be mortal.

Two hundred pounds of silver from the Arizona
mines had arrived here from El Paso, destined for
the Philadelphia mint. Upwards of a ton of silver
is awaiting shipment at El Paso.

Rich veins of gold and silver have been discov-
ered on Santa Cruz river, in the vicinity of Fort
Buchanan.
Important Rumor Relative to Chinese Af

fairs
BOSTON*, (let. 4. F. B. Beaumon f , of JamaicaI lain, and DOW a resident of Hong Kong, China, in

a letter dated 21st of July, says : "A rumor here,
probably a Chinese story", is that the Emperor has
sent a communication to' the Governor of Shanghae,
saying that the firing from the forts at the mouth
of the Pciho river, upon the British and Frenchembassy, was not by his orders, but by those of
Mandarins, whose heads he had ordered to be struck
off for the act. It is expected that the American
Minister, Mr. Ward, has proceeded to Pekin. Mr.
Bruce, the British Minister, had gone to Japan, to
remain there awhile.

Itiichignii State Fair.
DETROIT, Oct. 4.?The Fair of the Michigan State

Agricultural Society opened this morning, and will
continue for four days. The first day will be de-
voted to entries, the second to an examination of
cattle, the third to an examination of horses, and
the fourth to award of premiums.

Gov. Banks, of Mass., will arrive this evening,
and on Thursday will deliver the annual address
before the Society.

Horace Greeley is also expected to be present.
The weather is fine and the entries and attendance
large.

Klcrtiou illICnnsns on trie Wyandotte Con
Htilntion.

LEAVENWORTH, K. T., Oct. 4.?The election heldin this Territory to-day, on the question of the ac
ceptance or rejection of the Wyandotte Constitu-
tion, passed oft quietly.

The adoption of the Constitution is generally
conceded. Leavenworth City gives 231 majority
for the the Constitution, and Atchison City and
township give 1 majority. The other precincts to
hear from willincrease the majority.

The Filibuster Kxpcdltion.
NEW ORLEANS, Oct. s.? The filibusters did not

leave Berwick's Bay as at first supposed. They
went down the river in the tow-boat Panther, and
put to sea with no provisions. The men have since
landed at the Southwest Pass. Collector Hatch
still refuses a clearance to the Philadelphia, ne is
exercising great precation and will doubtless frus-trate the expedition.

Georgia Flection.
AUGUSTA, October s. ?The returns from the 3rd

Congressional District, indicate the election of theOpposition candidate. His election is generally
conceded. The balance of the delegation is regar-
ded as Democratic. The Tenth and Eighth Dis-
tricts are close.

Lexington (Mass.) Monument.
BOSTON, Oct. 4. ?At the annual dinner of the

Ancient and Honorable Artillery last evening, it
was unanimously voted to subscribe one thousand
dollars towards the erection of a national monu-
ment at Lexington.

ST. LOUIS, Oct. 4. ?A race took place this after-

noon at Abbey Park, between Flora Temple, Prin-
cess and Ike Cook, which was won by Flora in
three straight heats. Time, 2 min. 2514 sec.; 2.25 1 4
and 2.28.

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
SALE OF PEWS IN THE FIRST PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH.

Last night F. W. Bennett & Co.. auctioneers dis-posed of the pews in this new Church. Before the
sale commenced, Hon. J. Morrison Harris re d theBuilding Committee's report, from which it ap-
peared that as far back as 31st October, 1853, the
congregation met and after considerable discussion

resoved to build a church on the present site, and
it was then thought that the sum they would realize
for their old church would be nearly sufficient to
build the new one, but this estimate proved to beerroneous. The church, internally, is completed,
and with the exception of the spires and pinnacles,
is finished externally ; so that it is entirely ready
for congregational use.

Notwithstanding the difficuties and delays atten-
dant upon the building of the church, it is now
nearly finished and constructed of valuable and
durable materials, and willnot exceed in cost 5125 -

000.
At8 o'clock Mr. Bennett commenced the sale. He

said the person bidding the highest premium would
be entitled to the choice of a pew, at its assessed
value, and should he at the same time elect to take
two pews, he might do so, by paying the same
premium on each. Payment of the purchase money-
might be made in cash, in the script issued for pews
in the old church, or the debt of the church; or, at
the option of buyers, one-third in cash, and the
balance in notes at 4 and 8 months, bearing interest;
but the premium in all caces, must be paid in cash,or the debt of the church.

All the pews were for sale excepting Nos. 82, 84,
80 in the name of the church?the former being
appropriated for the pastor's family, and the other
two for the widow of the late Geo. Brown, Esq., each
valued at SI,OOO. with a half-yearly rent of S3O.Although the evening was pleasant and the attend-
ance large, the bidding on the whole might be con-
sidered dull. The following is a list of the princi-
buyers, together with the premium paid:

It left off however as on yes-
terday at sl9# bid, sl9# asked regular way. Railroad
bonds were steady at yesterday's rates. We note sales of

bid, 67# asked. Baltimore and Ohio 1885's left off at SO
hid, 81 asked. The only sale of City C's was one of $175
1890>s at 98#. 1890't left off at 98# bid,9B# asked. For

Bank stocks are firm, but very quiet.

A correspondent
r.f the Picayune says of the proposed removal of
Gen. Concha:?Report, which seems to be well-
founded, says that a successor to General Concha,
Captain General and Governor of Cuba, will ar-rive out in the next rorreo, which willbe due on the
12th of November. Whether it will be Serano or
Ros de Solano, is not of much consequence?Cuba
will jo on all the same, only a little more ground
to the edge, bv new experimentalists, who will
strive to remit more funds to Madrid than the pre.
ceding chief. There is no doubt that Gen. Concha
could remain as long as he would consent to the per-
sonal sacrifice, on account of his improved method of
contributing to the royal treasury, viz: by laboring
for the prosperity of the island generally, encour-
aging improvements touching every branch of tradeand of art.

However dear the people mav have paid for it,
they are certainly indebted to Gen. Concha for much
of their material prosperity?for morespeedv inter-
course between remote parts and towns of the Island
?for facilities for getting produce to market by
rails?for the embellishments of their cities, water
works, covered wharves, lines of telegraph, granite
pavements for our streets and a more perfect sys-
tem of police. The monuments of Concha's indus
try and intelligence cannot be overshadowed in
Cuba by any successor?but the harmony between
the races, which he has preserved with consummate
tact, may he seriously disturbed by anv one not so
familiar with our people. We have therefore noth-
ing to gain by the change, moral, social, political
or industrial: and at the same time we shall havereason to regret the departure of a man who has
kept calm the surface of society and promoted
intercourse with our northern neighbors until all
fear of aggression has faded from the public mind.

AN IMPERIAL AGRICULTURIST.?Louis Napoleon
farms very extensively, In addition to the farms
on the Crown lands and on estates which have been
acquired for him in Sologne and Landes, he occu-
pies, as tenant of the State, a vast tract in Cham-
pagne. At the present time the extent of land
farmed by the Emperor is about 50,000 acres. The
extent may be increased considerably at any timeby reclaiming lands in his possession, but not in
cultivation. The nhmber of farms is twentv-six,
and nine additional farms are to be formed in the
course of tho year and incoming Spring, thus mak-ing thirty-five farms. The number of new stead-ings and those in course of erection is twenty. Be-
side the lauds farmed, there are graxings in the do-
mains or parks of St. Cloud, Versailles, JladoD, St.
Germaine. Champagne, Fontainbleau. Biarritz,
Senart, Vincennes, Ac. Portions of these are in
grass and portions are forest. In addition to the
estates in Sologne and Landes. the Emperor has pur-
chased a property in the south of Fiance, near to
Bayonee, consisting of 2,500 acres, whieh is being
drained and put under cultivation. The lands were
originally a morass; part is still to reclaim. It is
understood that after the estate has been thoroughly
improved, it willbe presented by the Emperor to

the present Minister of Foreign Affairs, Count
VValewski. In the centre of the barren lands of
Bretagne, the cousin of the Emperor, Prinoess
Baciocchi, is reclaiming an extensive estate out of
heath. The whole lands farmed by the Emperor
are being reclaimed and cultivated upon the sys-
tems best suited for the character of the soils, cli-
mates, and situations. These farms are in different
parts of France, and chleflv in the less improved
districts.

The examination of witnesses for the State was

resumed.
William H. Holliday, sworn.?Was on board

steamer; saw Deford driving negroes out of thecabin, telling tbem that was no place for them; re-
cognized all the prisoners; was in the ladies' cabin:
beard the negroes in the gentlemen's cabin first;went in and saw the negroes bleeding; this was !
about 12 o'clock; went up in the saloon and saw
Deford driving the negroes from the saloon, saw a !
man with a stool striking them over the head as
thev came out; saw Cosgrove with the party
breaking open the cabin door; heard a young mansay that a negro had struck him; Deford came up
and asked him to show him the nigger; Deford hada stick in his hand, and witness saw him shnt a ,
knife up; there were some twelve or fifteen in thecrowd; the disturbances continued all night; theprisoners were among the crowd?they all seemed
to be together, acting in concert.

By Mr. Kraft.?Saw a disturbance in which
Howard endeavored to keep the peace; did not see
Deford strike any one, saw him push the negroes
in the cabin; saw Deford and Cosgrove come aboard;
saw the Captain put Cosgrove off, he said he had
notpaid his faro; did not see Howard come aboard;
don't think any body has accused witness of being
one of the party, they might have done it.

By Mr. Cowan.?Saw Cosgrove trying to get the !
cabin door open, with others.

Samuel Chaffinch, sworn.?Was on the steamer;
recognize all the prisoners; was in the after
saloon.

The witness was going on to state what occurred,
and when asked by Mr. Leakin where the affair
took place, said he thought it was on the waters of
the Patapsco.

Mr. Leakin then moved the Court to rule out alltestimony as to what had happened on the Pataps-
co, as that was in the body of Baltimore county,
and the parties were indicted for rioting on the
waters of the Chesapeake Bay. He said he would
not detain the Court long, as lie thought the Court
was anxious to have the trial brought to a close.The Court.?"Yes, lam tired of it. There is no
use talking about what occurred on the Patapsco;
the State can show a riot on the boat, and can start
from the wharf and follow it up until the boat got
on the Chesapeake."

Mr. Leakin commenced to speak to his motion,
when the Judge got up. walked down from the
platform and took a stand at one of the windows.
[Laughter among the spectators and members of
the bar.]

Mr. Leakin.?"l think lam entitled to have thepoint decided by the Court."
Court ( walking back). -"I wish they had flung

the Captain overboard. Any man who would char-
ter his boat to take niggers and rowdies on board
for twenty-five cents a head ought to he pitched
overboard. He charters the boat and stops at all
the wharves; takes up all the live stock he can get.
and then a fight takes place among them, and then
they come here bothering this Conrt with their
broils. I wish they had flung him overboard.
(To witness.)? Well now, go on; tell what you
saw."

Witness continued.?Saw the negroes rush into
the cabin, followed by the men, about six or eight
of them; heard them say "get out of here, vou K?S
of b s:" went up stairs; recognized Delord; he
had a stick in his hand; saw Cosgrove and a man
named Skinner fighting: one of them said they had
been struck by a nigger, and they were not going
to hurt anv white people.

By Mr. Cowan.?Cosgrove appeared at one time
to be trying to make peace.

William George Sylvester, sworn?Was on the'
boat; recognize all the prisoners; saw the general
disturbance; saw the party in the forward cabin
first; they were making noise in a jovial way: af-
terwards' saw them on the forward fleck; they
inarched through where the negroes were, pushing
their hats over their heads and raising the women's
clothes; these prisoners were all in the crowd;
went back into the ladies' cabin; saw the negroes
rush in and saw the white men driving them out:
went on deck; it was quiet there; in the morning
the dock was bloody; saw several negroes who had
been cut.

By Mr. Kraft?These occurrences took place near
Annapolis; there were several rows during the
night; saw Deford and Reese trying to quell a row
among themselves.

By Mr. Cowan.?Hid not hear of any difficulty in
the river; never had seen these parties except'De-
ford before that night; can't single out any of the
prisoners as doing any particular act: did not know
on that night of any woman having been rav-
ished.

Deputy Marshal Manly testified that the parties
were all arrested in Baltimore.

The State here closed its evidence.
The defence called?
James McMillan, sworn.?Was on the excursion;

saw Cosgrore there; first saw him when they were
driving out the negroes; was awakened'bv the
noise; he said to witness they did not intend to
hurt any white people; did not see Cosgrove do any
thing as if he was trying to keep peace; did not see
Cosgrove strike any one; saw Reese kicking a man
who had stabbed a negro.

Nathan J. Elliott, sworn.?Resides No. 8 Caroline
street; was on the boat; saw all these voung men;
can't say saw them do anything which "witness re-
garded as violent; near Thomas' Point a large ne-
gro man came into the saloon begging for mercy;
Skinner came and told him to go out; he went out
and heard him cry "murder;" Deford then stood in
the companion-way and said, "Put up your knives;
this is no place for knives;" the Sheriff had Defordby the collar at Cambridge, and let him go at the
instance of the Captain: saw Howard on board; bis
demeanor was quiet; witness is a local preacher;
was asleep after the boat left, and was aroused by
the noise of the negroes coming in; witness was not
alarmed; some white people were scared, but wit-ness saw no cause for alarm.

By State. Was not out where the disturbance
occurred; saw no one do any violent act; saw the
colored man who was cut from a distance; at Cam-bridge, Deford was arrested, and swore that he
would not be taken; he had no weapon; this was on
the Choptank river, in Dorchester county.

Robert Spilman, sworn.?Was on the excursion;
saw Deford twice during the night; first saw him
about 1 o'clock; the negroes came into the cabin,
and saw Deford and others driving them off; after-
wards heard murder cried; went up and saw a boy
(Skinner) stab a negro; saw Deford take Skinner
by the collar and say if he drew his knife again he
would throw him overboard; did not see Howard do
anything; did not see Cosgrove do anything.

By Mr. Cowan.?Did not see any rape committed.

j Robert Hamilton, s .vorn.?Was on the Expreee;
I was in company wieh Mr. O'Neal helping him at

the bar; between 12 and 1 o'clock, a general riot
took place, who they were engaged in it did not
know; a riot took place at the bar, some of theboys got drinks and did not want to pay for them;
witness told them not to come that game over him;
Deford then said "boys don't impose on Mr. Ham-
ilton," this was previous to the riot; saw Cosgrove,
he seemed peaceable; witness thinks that he asked
Cosgrove to keep the boys quiet.

William Henry Taylor, sworn.?Was on the
boat; saw all the prisoners on the boat;
heard the cry of fight, went forward and saw
a melee on the forward deck; saw Reese knock
down Skinner, Reese said that negroes had as much
feeling as white men; did not see any of the prison-
ers do any act of violence.

By State.?Saw two men who had been stabbed;
did not see them stabbed; had a good deal of money
in my pocket that night; woke up with a rope al-
most around my neck (laughter); did not tell Mr. iGardner to beware of any of the prisoners; said
thero were pickpockets about; did not know who
attempted to put the rope around tnv neck; did not

I see Cosgrove take any of the confectionery.
William P. O'Neal sworn.?On that night Cos-

grove tried to prevent a disturbance at the mineral
water stand; did not see him do any riotous act.By State.?At the time spoken of a party of row-
dies were trying to get drinks without paying; the
prisoners were not of that party.

I 1 ' le evidence on both sides being concluded, the
; counsel for the defence said they were willing tosubmit the case without argument.

Mr. Whitney said he would prefer to argue?at
all events he would state the law bearing upon thecase to the jury, and if the counsel for the defencewished to reply they could do so. Mr. Whitney
then addressed the jury, defining the law of riotand applying the facts brought out by the evidence
to the charges laid in the indictment. Mr. Whit-
ney read the definition of a riot as laid down in
Roscoe s Criminal Evidence, p. 81.

Mr. Kraft, counsel/or Deford and Howard follow-ed Mr. Whitney.
Mr. Leakin made a few remarks on behalf of his

client, Win. Reese.
Sir. Cowan, counsel for Cosgrove, addressed the

jury at considerable length. In the course of his
argument he referred to the zeal exhibited by theState s Attorney in the prosecution of the prison-
ers, and said he must have been imbued with the
ideas of horror and barbarity attempted to he
thrown around this occurrence by the press of the
countrv. which he thought after this investigation
amounted to nothing. lie said there was no riot,
because he could see none; it was nothing more
than youthful recreation, which was always par-
ticipated in at such an assemblage as was on thatboat that night.

Mr. Whitney, in making the closing argument
lor the State, said that the counsel on the other

h-u^as when he thought that the zeal
exhibited by him was brought about by any news-paper articles. He was doing his duty in this case
as he would do inall others, and he wanted to see jus-
tice meted out and punishment indicted where it
was deserved. He had at one time looked upon anewspaper as something to disseminate through-

the world. He bad changed his opinion of themnow, and onlj r looked upon them as a money
making machine, and the whole aim of the
proprietors- seemed only to be to put money in
their purses. He did not allow their articles and
allusions to him to affect his nerves; if he would do
so, instead of fillinghim with zeal, he thought they
would take all the zeal out of him. He then al-

mon practice among captains of steamboats to char-
ter then-boats to everybody; and to take all kinds
°i people on board of them at twenty-five cents
a head, both niggers and rowdies. They" don't care
who goes on board so they get the money?they
stop here and there and get all the live stock the'ycan and mix them together, which always resnlts
in a row. Now, this boat went down to a camp-
meeting. and had rowdies and niggers aboard, anda hght broke out, and the whole thing was pub-
lished through the country. Now, the Courtthinks that if this captain had had anything likethe firmness of a man, he could have suppressed
this outbreak at once and preserved the peace?-
they we"e nothing but boys, and he should haye
stopped it.

The Court thinks this practice of chartering
steamboats and taking all kinds of rowdies away
from the city, so they can get up a row, is a yery
bad one, and should be broken up. The Captains
are very much to blame. The people have been
troubled with these parties at many points? at An
napolis, at Fort Deposite, and other places. Thisboat stopped at Cambridge, and soino of the parties
were kept there; the Captain should have arrestedall of them and kept them there, and not troubled
this Court with his rows. The Captain ought notto take sueli a mixture of rowdies, black and white,
on his boat; therefore, the Court does not thinkthese bovs ought to be punished severely.

Court thinks your verdict all right; butthinks the Captain done wrong in taking such acrowd in his boat. The Court will therefore fine
the boys 50 cents each and imprison them two davs.

Cherry were examined as witnesses for the prose-
cution, and their evidence went to show that there
had been a ball at the Green Spring hotel on the
night of the 19tb of August, and that the parties at
a late hour adjourned to the bar room to take a
drink. There, Diner insulted Colonel Taylor,
because the latter had danced with a female whom
the former had brought to the ball and defied him
to combat. Hobb3 and Leonard, friends of Diner,
also took part in the quarrel, and according to thetestimony of the bar-keeper, Leonard threw a tum-
bler with great force at Col. Taylor, striking him
in the left temple and inflicting a very serious
wound, from the effects of which he has not yet re-covered. Allthe evidence went to show that Col.Taylor sought to avoid any difficulty, and that the
assault was gross and unprovoked.

Several witnesses for the defence established thegood character of the accused. The case was briefly-
argued before the jury, who were instructed to re-
turn a sealed verdict in the morning.

Tbe Court, at 6o'clock, adjourned until to-
morrow at 9.

The form was motionless a moment, and then
commenced its walk again,continuing as far as the
middle of the roof, when it turned toward the rear
of the house, and moving down the slope ofthe roof,
was lost to sight. She descended through a sky-
light to her own room, and was found sitting onthe side of the bed, wide awake, and in a state of
mind bordering on distraction. She had no knowl-
edge of the occurrence, but bad been awakened by
the noise of her employer entering the house, and
found herself standing in the middle of her own
room, in the condition described. The girl had
been suffering from a brain fever, from which shewas gradually recovering."

The death of Isambard Brunei has excitad much
sympathy. The verdict on him might be "Killed
by the Great Eastern"?but less by the anxiety con-
sequent upon the completion and starting of the big
ship, than by the mortification and disappointment
at the cost and bunglingof her launching. With
that daring independence, or rather defiance of
settled opinion, which distinguished Brunei, he had
made arrangements for the moving of the Leviathan
to the water which were in contradiction with
many doctrines hitherto accepted as axioms inship-
launching. Mr. Scott ltussell made an offer to the
Company to contract for the launching for an ex-
pense of £15,000. Mr. Brunei pooh-poohed the
figure as needlessly costly. His own arrangements
cost the Company close on £100,600. Vet he never
swerved, after once determining on his course. Au-
dacity was one leading feature of Brunei's engineer-
ing character. I heard an anecdote which illus-
trates this strikingly. Brunei held views in contra-
diction to those of his brethren, as to the employ-
ment of a p-culiar kind of Roman cement in railway bridge building. Other engineers objected to
its use, as it hardened too fast to allow the work to
settle properly. Not so Brunei. Trusting to his
own view, he used this mortar in one of the first
large bridges constructed by them for the Great
Western line.

, THE VERDICT IN THE GREAT EASTERN
EXPLOSION.

The Manchester Guardian , of September 21,
says :

The inquest on the bodies of the men who were
killed by the explosion on board the Great Eastern
wa3 brought to a close on the night of the 19th, the
verdict being to the effect that the disaster had beencaused by the closing of the fatal tap, but that
there was no evidence to show by whom the tap
had been shut off. Thejury condemned the use of
such contrivances as this stop-cock,and they certain-
ly have the evidence of Mr. Galloway, of the Boardrac 'e > in support of their deliberate opinion.?
The juryadd that the engineers had not used proper
caution in attending to the ship's machinery; out
here, of course, risess the serious difficulty, "Who
are the engineers in question?" Mr. Scott Russellstates that lie and his foreman, Mr. Dickson, were
on board simply as amateurs, while Captain Harri-
son declares in a very emphatic manner, "If I
had been informed that Mr. Russell was merely
a volunteer, lending his assistance, for the benefit
of the company, I would not have allowed him, or
any other person excepting my own officers, to oc-
cupy the position he did." Captain Harrison
states most positively that Mr. Russell was in
charge, and for this very good reason that his con-
tract with the company had not been completed.
Mr. Russell, on the other hand, holds that, he had
finished his contract, but we believe that this point
is likely t i be decided by a legal tribunal. Sever-
al gentlemen who were on board the ship whenthe explosion occurred, have written to the Lon-
don papers expressing their confident opinion thatthe engines were under the direction of Mr. Rus-
sull, they observed that he was a person who super-
intended everything, and who issued the necessary
orders. One gentleman writes to the Times, "Icould give a conclusive proof that Mr. Scott Rus-
sell had the sole regulation of his own engines, if I
felt at liberty to repeat an obsrrvation made to himby an engineer of highest standing."

A FRENCH NAVAL OFFICER'S OPINION OF THE GREAT
EASTERN.?A French agent, who was stated to be a
distinguished naval officer, pre-eminent for his nau-
tical knowledge and experience, bears testimony,
in a letter published in Wednesday's Moniteiir, to
the enormous strength and indubitable safety of
the Great Eastern, and to her victory over the
ocean. With regard to the firstpoint, the French
naval officer says: "Nevertheless, it may be said
that the destruction of the forward funnel of the
Great Eastern might have happened to the smallest
steamer, and would probably have occasioned its
total destruction, because it would not have pre-
sented the mass and solidityof the great ship, while
the accident in question in no wise compromises the
future of this fast." With respect to the second
point, the same authority says: "The little swell
while going against a strong head wind, and a
heavy sea on, proved that the nautical problem hat
been solved, (the italics are his own). If there be
be any doubts, they can only be as to her rolling",
because she experienced no slanting heavy seas,
and the vessel was too light to be considered in her
normal position-

But when, with the wind right ahead,she oscilla-ted up and down hardly a quarter of a degree,
while the neighboring vessels plunged into thewaves, and her sharp bows threw up less spray
than a boat, one feels convinced that no sea can
stop her; that she willcut through the waves withtoo great force and facility for them to retard her
progress, or for them even to produce that pitch-
ing which is so inconvenient to passengers. Con-trariwise to so many ships of rounded lines, which
the sea tosses and retards more than does the wind,
the Great Eastern meets with no impediment fromthe waves. She cuts them too easily to feel their
rapid motion; the wind appears the only obstacle
which nature can present; and all who are ac-
quainted with navigation know how slight its ac-
tion is in comparison with the action of the waves,
thus the trial which has just been made proves that
this gigantic mass will always overpower the sea,
and that she will not even feel the effects thereof,
except when the waves strike her sideways. But

MP we 'fiht of the vessel and her length
will diminish her motion, as was proved during the
voyage, when, from the breaking of some part of
her steering gear, she was thrown into a position
to present her broadside to the sea."
THE LIBERTY OF THE PRESS IN FRANCE.

The French Minister of the Interior has just ad-dressed to the Prefects a circular, in which occur
the following paragraphs:

"The Emperor's government is not afraid of thelair discussion of its acts; it is strong enough tofearno attack. Its basis is too wide, its policy is too
national, its administration too pure, for falsehood
and calumny to take away anything of its moral
power. But ifit is protected by its incontestabletorce even against the abuses of liberty, there are
considerations, independent of any fear, and derivedsolely from the public interest, that oblige it not torenounce those legal weapons which, in a greatcountry iike France, and under a rcqimti that is themost complete expression of the national will, arc
securities and not restrictions.

"The right of displaying and publishing theiropinions, which belongs to all Frenchmen, is a con-
quest of 1789, which cannot be taken away from apeople so enlightened as that of France;'but thisright must not be confounded with the exercise ofthe liberty of the press by means of periodical jour-

. "I?*1! add that in the matter of administrativejurisdiction over the press, a due measure is espe-
cially necessary ; and I cannot dwell too much upon
this point. Because it is the will and the duty of
government not to let the principle of it 3 authority
be weakened in its hands, it cannot therefore bring
to bear upo liberty ot discussion any restrictionsexcept those which are enjoined by respect for the
constitution, and by the interests of order, public
morality and religion.
. 4 Journals are collective agencies organised with-
in the State, and they have, under every regime
been subjected to special regulations. The Statehas then its rights and its duties as to exceptionalmeasures ot precaution and surveillance for jour-
nals, and when it reserves to itself the power of
directly repressing their excesses by administra-
tive interposition, it does not restrict liberty of
thought, but only employs a method of protecting
the interests of society. The employment of thismethod of protection, which incontestable* belongsto it, implies a spirit of great justice, moderationand firmness.

"The government will thus, far from imposing aservile approbation of its acts, always tolerate seri-ous contradictions; it will not allow the right of
revision, not con'ounding it with systematic 'oppo-
sition and calculating malevolence. The "overn-
ment asks no better than to have its authority en-lightened by discussion, but it will never permit
society to be troubled by guilt)' incitements and
hostile passions.

THE SAN JUAN IMBROGLIO.

Less than a week ago a quarrel with the United
States would have been about the last catastrophe
that any inhabitant of these British isles would
have thought to be impending. Indeed, since the
settlement of the foreign enlistment question, and
the atonement offered to America for the
committed upon her flag in tbo Gulf of Mexico, tberelations of the two countries have been of a most
friendly character; and this gratifying state of feel-
ing has been perceptibly increased by the good
faith with which Mr. Buchanan is now proceeding
to enforce the anti slave-trade treaties on the coast
ot Africa.

Such having been, for a long time past, the char-
acter of our relations with the United States, it is
with feelings of no little concern that we find the
elements of a quarrel b-tween the two nations in
process of formation. We, for our part, entertaina strong conviction that the American Governmentwill not sanction the acts of General Harnev, so far
as they have been aggressive.

We believe that both the English and the Ameri-can governments will have too much good sense,and willbe too much alive to the interests of theirrespective countries, to allow this paltry affair to
endanger the friendship which now happily subsistsbetween them. We are quite sure that the peopleot England willnot be so u-nwiso as to get angry orexcited about it; and we hope our brethren acrossthe water willregard it with that "candid and dis-passionate" spirit which one of their noblest writers.
Washington Irving, enjoins as the dutv of themem-
bers of a Republic above all other men. Ifthe two
governments cannot arrive at a satisfactory under-standing, then why, instead of allowing bad blood
to be generated, should they not re'er the question
in dispute to the arbitration of a friendly power?
Provision has already been made for this in the
treaty which has reference to the Newfoundland
fisheries; and ifsuch a compact be expedient on the
eastern shores of the Continent, why should it not
be equally advantageous on the western?

One great good, will,we hope, grow out of thisquarrel. It is that the boundary question, which
has been the cause of so tnanv perils to the peace
and happiness of the two nations, will now bebrought to a final and everlasting settlement. For
years and years past we have periodically heard
that commissioners had been appointed, that sur-
veys were being made, and that the astronomicalline was about to give place to a boundary about
which there should be no doubt. Still, to this
hour, the boundary remains undefined a3 if some
Meph'stopheles wished to open a source of perpe-
tual quarrel.

We. therefore, call upon the English people, and
the American as well as the English, to demand of
their respective Governments that they shall at
once put an end to this dangerous question, and so
accurately define the limits of the two countries as
to prevent the possibility of future misunderstand-
ing. We cannot close these remarks without ex-
pressing our gratification at the friendly and mod-
erate tone adopted by the principal organs of the
American press in their comments on this subject;
and we hope that their example willfollowed by all
their contemporaries on this side of the Atlantic.

Itseems
that these advances have reference to the treatment
of Sardinia by Austria, in respect to the transfer of
Lombardv

Toe article in the Constitutimiel, suggesting uni-
ted councils between France and England on the
settlement of Italian afl'airs, has elicited comments
from several of our metropolitan contemporaries.?
The Daily Next, argues that such an union depends
altogether on the decision of a question which must
now be under the consideration of his Imperial Ma-
jesty, namely, whether the Emperor intends to be
on the side of Austria, or on that of Italy,?Austria
against whom he so recently fought, and Italv forwhom he gained the victories of Magenta and Sol-
ferino. With reapect to England's interference,
our contemporary takes the ground suggested in
the Daily Post yesterday:

"The policy of her Majesty's Ministers appears to
us to b~ *lw; only policy possible for England; at all
events, it is the only policy which the people of
England willendure! It ha 9 been boldly declared
in Parliament, and frankly and loyally announced
in Paris and Vienna. As it was when thus stated,
so, we rejoice to know, it remains now. While
France and Austria are indulging in all kinds of

Elans, schemes, and devices to carry into effect the
astily-connected treaty ?or, more correctly speak-

ing, memorandum?of Villafranca, the English
Government has urged on them both the wisdom
and the duty of leaving the Italians toframe their
own form of government, and to choose their own
dynasty (as Franco has done,) and has protected
at both capitals against aDy use of force to coerce
the duchies to receive back princes whose deposi-
tions they have so Boleihnly, deliberately, and unan-
imously declared. Iftbis become at last the policy
of the Emperor of the French, then the oouncils of
