There was a fair business done in Railroad shares again
to-day, but for other stocks the market was quiet. Balti-
more and Ohio Railroad advanced %, but Xortftern Cen-
tral do. dropped off % of a dollar per share. Of the former

stock there were 750 shares sold at $59% @59% cash,
$59% seller 60 and seller GO after 30 days, and $59% buy-

er 60 days, but of the latter 200 shares only were sold, all

at $19% cash. Baltimore and Ohio left off at $59% bid,
$59% asked, and Northern Central at $19% bid, S2O asked

regular way. Guilford Mining Company continues in de-
mand, and prices for it are stilltending upward. We note
sales to-day of 100 shares at $2 cash, and 250 shares at
$2 06% buyer 60 days, and itclosed at $2 bid, $2.06% ask-
ed regular way.

MONDAY,October 10.

COFFEE.?Coffee continues quiet, but the market for it
is very firm. There is some inquiry for it, but we hear
of no sales having been made to-day. Holders of Coffee
are very firm in their views, and none of them seem dis-
posed to press sales although there is a pretty large stock

here. We quote Rio at 11@11% cts. for medium to fair;
11 &@l2 ct9. for good; 12,% cts. for prime; Laguayra at 12
@12% cts; and Java at 15@16% cts. The stock of Coffee
to-day is about 40,000 bags.

FLOUR.?There has been but little inquiryfor Flour
for a day or two past, and the feeling in the market is cer-
tainly not as firm as it was two or three days since, al-
though prices for all descriptions are unchanged. We
have reported to-day sales of 250 bbls. Howard Street Su
per at $5.12% per bbl., at which figure it closed, but we
heard of no transactions in Ohio or City Millsdo. Ohio
Super is still held at $5.12%, and City Mills do. at $5 per
bbl., but there are more sellers than buyers at these fig-
ures. There is very little inquiry for Extra Flour, but
we quote it as before at $5.50 for Ohio, $5.50@5.75 for
Howard Street, $6 for regular shipping, and $6.75 per
bbi. for fancy brands City Mills.

FAMILY FLOUR. ?Family Flourcontinues active and very
firm, Welch's is bringing $7.75, and we quote the Patapsco,
Reservoir, SilverSpring, Ashland and Shenandoah brands
at $7.25 per bbl. Howard Street Family may be quoted
at $6.@6.50 per bbl.

RYE FLOUR AND CORN MEAL.? Rye Flour is steady at
$4.50 per bbl., and we quote Corn Meal at $4.50 per bbl.?
There is some Brandy wine offering at the above figure,
but there is no Baltimore Meal inmarket.

GRAlN.?Grain of all descriptions continues firm, and
insome varieties we note an advance to-day. Wheat was
ipfair supply, the oflerings at the Corn Exchange this
morning reaching about 21,000 bushels. Reds were ac-
tive and very firm but whites were rather dull, although
prices were well sustained. Reds sold at 115@120 cts. for
good to prime, the latter figure being an advance of2 ets.
on the outside price ofSaturday, and whites brought 120
@123 ets. for medium, 123@130 cts. for fair, 135@140 cts.

for good to prime, and 145 cts. for choice lots. Corn was
very firm, and white sold at an advance of 3 to 4
cts. per bushel on Saturday's prices. There were
about 6,000 bushels Corn received, aud it was nearly all
sold at 92@95 ets. for white, and 93(5 95 cts. for yellow.
Rye and Oats continue very firm. There were sales re-

ported of some 2,500 bushels Maryland Oats at 89@42 cts.,
and we quote Rye at 85@80.cts. for Maryland, and 93@95
cts. forPennsylvania.

MOLASSES.?There is a fairinquiry tor Molasses, and

we note sales to-day of 40 hhds. sweet Cuba at 25 cts.,
and 37 puncheons English Island at 29 cts. We quote
tart Cuba at 21 cts., and sweet do. at 25@26 cts. for clayed,
and 27@28 cts. for Muscovado; English Island at2s@3o
cts.: and New Orleans at 3S@4O cts. per gallon. There is
no Porto Rico Molasses here.

PROVISIONS.?The Provision market to-day has been
quiet, but itis still quite firm in tone, particularly for
Bacon, We have reported sales of 10 hhds. Shoulders at
$8.70 per 100 lbs., 20 hhds. Sides at 10% cts.. and of some
30 to 40 hhds. Shoulders and Sides in small lots at 8%
and 10% cts. Bulk Shoulders sold on Saturday we learn
at 7% cts,. and they would have brought the same figure
to-day if here. We quote Bulk Sides at 9%(a9% cts. ?

Mess Pork i 3 steady at $15.75@16,and we quote mrne do.
at $11.50, and Rump do. at $11.50@1175 per bbl. Beef is
selling at $12@14 for old and new~"Baltimore No. 1, and
$14@17 per bbl. for do. Mess, and we quote Lard at
11% cts. for Western in bbls. and tierces, and 12%@13 cts

in kegs.
RlCE.?Rice continues dull. We have, however, no

change to note in the rates, and we quote it as before at
3%@4 cts. for fair to good, and 4%@4% cts. for prime.

SUGARS.?There has been no movement of importance
to-day in Sugars, but the market although quiet is steady
at the previous quotations which are as follows, viz;

$5.75@6.25 for refining grades Cuba and English Island;
$6.37%@7.25 for grocers 1 styles Cuba; $6.75@8 for Porto
Rico; and $7.25(5:8.50 for New Orleans. The stock of
Sugars in first hands is now only about 2,300 hhds. and
2,700 boxes, but there are in addition about 1,000 hhds.
held on speculation.

SALT.?We still quote Liverpool Salt at 85@90 cts. for
Ground Alum, 135 cts. for Marshall's and Jeffrey & Dar-
cy's fine, and 150@155 cts. per sack for Ashton's do. JTipe
Salt is very scarce, but of Ground AIpm there is a large
supply. We quote Turks Island Salt, as before, at 17@18
cts. per bushel.

SEEDS.?Seeds continue dull. There are some lots
Cloverseed offering but there are very few sales making.
Cloverseed ranges at from $5 to $5.25 per bushel for good
to prime, and we quote Timothy do. at $2@2.25, and
Flaxseed at $1.40@1.50 per bushel.

WHlSKEY.?Whiskey is held quite firmly to-day at

28# cts. for City and Country, and 29 cts. for Ohio, and
for some lots of the latter 29# cts. is asked. We are how -
ever without sales to report.

DOMESTIC MARKETS.
Hogs.?The Cincinnati Price Current , of a late 4ate,

says. In all the places we liearu from Hogs are being
generally fed with grPat care and industry, and it is ex-
ceedingly difiicult to purchase stock hogs, showing that
the owners feel satisfied they are fully able to feed all they

have. The reverse was the case at this time last year. In
many places the farmers have been feeding with the green

corn since the Ist ofSeptember. In some parts of Indiana
stock hogs are scarce, and in demand, as high as 4# cts
gross having been paid for them. There seems to he no
speculation going on, and we hear of no contracts being
made. The impression is general with the farmers that

they willobtain high prices for their hogs, but all those

that went in so freely last fall are holding off. The indi-
cations are that the number of hogs brought to market
willbe as great as last year, and that their condition will

be far better.

In this market there have been no contracts made, so
far as we have heard, though there are buyers for Novem-
ber at $5.75, and we understand that one party offered sii,
but it is generally supposed that thc.v want theiu to fill
those contracts made at last season, for de
livery the coming November. The present active demand
for bacon, and bareness of the market of hams, together
withthose contracts, itis supposed, willmake the market
open high, probably $6, as many think, but the greater
majority of dealers are determined to hold back until
prices rule at a safer point, and this point is fixed in the

minds at $5, or thereabouts.

The Chicago Times of Saturday says :

The grain market was the scene of considerable excite
ment yesterday morning, in consequence of iwo very
wild offers of 77 cts per bushel, for two cargoes of No. 2
spring wheat, of 15,000 bushels each. The sales were not
really made, but other sales were made at that rate, and

at 79 cts. for No. 1 spring. In the afternoon the excite-
ment died away, and nobody would pay 75 cts. for No 2.

The receipts of grain were 146,000 bushels, aud the ship-
ments were 310,089 bushels of which 130.p00 bushels were
wheat alone. The sales of wheat amounted to 85,000
bushels, at 92 cts. for No. 1 red winter, 80 cts. for No. 2
red winter, cts. for No. 1 spring, and 75<&7fl cts.
for No. 2 spring. Corn was almost entirely neglected.
Oats were active at 29 cts. Flour was quiet.

ed with a gold watch and a purse of gold as a token
of the appreciation in which his conduct is held. Athrillingspeech was made on the occasion bv Dr.Simkins, Collector of the port. Many of the pas-
sengers have gone north.

The bark Dumbarton which brought the passen-
gers to this port was nine days out from Turk's
Island. She will leave as soon as possible for
New York.

The crop of salt at Turk's Island was over scarce
and selling at 8 cents per bushel. There were no
vessels there.

Arrival of the Santa Pe Mail.
ST. LOUIS, Oct. 10.?The Santa Fe mail of the

15th ult. reached Independence this morning.
Messrs. Otero, Porter and Crenshaw have arrived.
They confirm the report of an attack on the mail
party by the Indians. They took all the mules,
provisions and clothing, but did not molest the
mail, which was taken forward by the next out-
going party. The incoming party found the dead
bodies of four men, supposed to have been Pike'sPeak emigrants. Two were found subsequent to
the attack on the outward bound mail. The deten-
tion of the incoming party was owing to their hav-
ing to wait for an ox train behind them. Having
been apprised of the difficulties ahead by a Mexican,
they combined the strength of the two trains,
which probably prevented another attack. A com-
pany of cavalry had been ordered to march imme-diately from Fort Riley to chastise the Indians.
General Convention ofthe Kpiscopal Chureh.

RICHMOND, Oct. 10. ?The Committee on Canon 3
reported adversely to amending article first of the
Constitution to locate the General Convention per-
manently at Philadelphia. The report was tabled.
The Committed also reported that Canons one and
two of 1853, are not repealed by the action of the
last Convention.

The order of the day, an auiendment to article3d of the Constitutionwas taken up, and a long de-
bate followed without coming to any action. "The
following is thepropnsed amendment to article 3d :
"Whenever General Conventions are held, the
Bishops of tliis Church shall form a separate Housewith the right to originate and propose acts for the
concurrence of the House of Deputies; and all acts
must pass both Houses.

Union of Telegraph Lilies
NEW YORK, Oct. 10.?It is known that negotia-

tions have been under consideration for several
months past, having in view the union of the seve-
ral telegraph lines between New Orleans and Sack-
ville, N. B.; and for the permanent connection, for
all business purposes, of the seaboord lines with
those ot the north and west. Such arrangements
it is understood have been concluded between the
several companies interested. It is believed thatthe arrangements entered into will add greatly to
the facilities for the transmission of business.

destructive Fires.
AUGUSTA, Oct. 10. ?The Nappoo steam saw mill

near Charleston was burnt on Saturday. The
property was variously insured in the Home, Me-
tropolitan and Security companies of New York;
Phoenix and City of Hartford, with others not
mentioned.

The brig Saline,
from New York, on the 3rd ult., was burnt at sea,
15 miles from Galveston. Her passengers and
crew took to the boats, and after being out two
days, were landed at Matagorda.

The yellowfever had become very fatal at Hous-
ton, the deaths being about ten per day.

AUGUSTA, October 10.?The returns of the Florida

CITY INTELLIGENCE.
CATIIOLTC INSTITUTE. ?Last night the Rev. Chas.

F. King, of Loyola College, lectured in this Insti-
tute to a large and respectable audience. In ac-
cepting the invitation to address them, he did so
with the express understanding that he was not to
give them a lecture, because a lecture required
preparation; and he nad not had time to prepare one,
although he was perfectly willing to do so. He
based his remarks on the''Principle of Association."
Associations in general were essential to the social
happiness of man, but there was a man of the name
ofHobbes, an English philosopher, who asserted
that man was naturally unsocial, unfitted for soci-
ety. and was not intended by his Maker for society,
and the reason was, because man was an individual
who possessed in himself all the elements of war,
and was naturally inclined to injure others. Anoth-
or man by the name of Rousseau, a man steeped in
infidelity, ventured fo give utterance to the heart-
less assertion that man was not intended
for society; and he deduced the conclusion
from entirely different premises from those
used by Hobbes, because he said that man was
naturally simple and good, and that by mixing in
society he became corrupt. Mr. King" went on to

show that man was naturally social. This was
proved by man's necessities, because in bis infancy
he has to be assisted by others?in his youth he had
to be instructed?in his manhood he had to attend
to the relations of family, and in his old age he had
to be treated like a child. In Shakespeare's pic-
ture of the "Seven Ages," man is truthfully
described by a master hand. His facu.ties indicate
that he is social, for we see through external signs
the internal emotions of the mind. The printing
press, so useful to the dissemination of thought and
religion, was made the vehicle of crime; but still
the printing press was not to be broken up on that
ground. Association was a great engine for good
or for evil, and although association was frequently
used for good purposes, so it was for bad. There
was an old French proverb, which says : The
company of two is the company 'of God,
the company of three is the company of
kings, and the company of four is the company of
th.e devil." The Psalmist tells us that "with the
innocent man you will be innocent, and with the
perverse man you will be perverse." But combi-
nations were outside the earth, for we are told that
the apgels attempted to dethrone God, and be their
own masters, and so they formed an association,
and clubbed themselves together. It was a secret
society?a sort of Know-Nothing concern?and so
rapidly did the spirit ofrebellion spread, that one-
third of the heavenly host got the iufection, but just
as quick they were cast into hell. After instancing
some cases to prove that man was a being destined
for association, the Reverend gentleman concluded
his address, which was listened to with marked at-
tention.

MEETING OF THE OLD DEFENDERS. ?A special
meeting of this body took place in the old City
Hall last night, Captain Andrew E. Warner in the
chair. Gen. Miltenberger stated that he had
deemed it desirable to call the association together
for the purpose of informing them that a polite in-
vitation had been sent from the Fifth Regiment M.
V. L to tie present at a Militaryand Citizens'
Levee, in Front Street Theatre, on Wednesdav,
October 19, 1859?the anniversary day of the battle
of Yorktown and surrender of Lord Cornwallis.
The invitation was accompanied by an urgent re-
quest that they would be present on the above oc-
casion, and seats would be reserved for them.

It was resolved by the meeting that they should
accept the generous offer of the "Fifth," and that
they should meet in the same place on the evening
of the 19th and go to the Levee in a body.

Col. Brewer, (the Secretary,) called attention to
the number of persons who' stood aloof from the
Society of Defenders on ordinary occasions, but
when anything of importance took place?such as
the preaching of their annual sermon or going; to a
levee?they would fall into their ranks, and par-
ticipate in their honors, and still refuse to pay the
paltry vearlv contribution to the society.

The Marshal was glad that the Secretary had
brought this matter up. Itwas impossible for him
(the Marshal) to know who were really members
of the association or not, but if the Secretary would
only call his attention to any such in future, he
should allow no false delicacy to interfere with his
duty.

The sermon which the Rev. John McCron, D. D.,
preached before them on Sunday, September 11,
from the words, "I have fought a good tight," was
printed and circulated among the members.

The riot is sa'id to have arisen
from kidnapping Coolies for a French vessel, but
the master of the vessel asserts that the Chinese on
board attempted to rob him, and he was compelled
to tire on them in self-defence. The French Minis-
ter was at Hong Kong, wbere a moderate business
was doing. At Shanghae black teas were 30 per
cent, higher than at the previous season, while thequality was inferior.

The Calcutta mail of August 22d had reached
England, but the news had been anticipated. The
disarming of Oude had been completed. No oflicialrequisition for troops for China bad been made by
Mr. Bruce. But the Indian government had warned
two regiments to hold themselves in readiness.Advices from Cape of Good Hope to August 21st,
bring satisfactory accounts from the Livingston
expedition.

The ship Shahjeehanpore bound to the West In-dies with Coolies was burnt at sea, July 1. Thecrew, sixty-four in number, were rescued, but all
the Coolies to the number of 550 souls perished.

Melbourne advices of August 19th report that
business during the month had been very quiet, but
the arrival of the English mail created both a com-
mercial and monetary improvement.

Japan affairs at the latest accounts had assumed
a very unsatisfactory position. On the 11th of
July the British treaty was duly ratified, but since
then the Jstpgnese Government had attempted to
evaite it by seeking to confine foreigners to a small
island about ten miles from Yeddo. They had
further sought to establish a new coin as the onlv
one to be used in commercial dealings with foreign-
ers, although, according to the treaty, foreign
coins were to be received at their intrinsic value.By the present arrangement the Japanese haveproduced a depression of 60 per cent. The British
Consul-General had issued a protest and stopped
trade for the present.

Tlie California Duel.
CINCINNATI,Oct. 10.?The San Francisoo JYmsi

of the 14th ult., received here from S'. Louis, gives
the full particulars of the duel between Senator
Broderick and Judge Terry. At quarter past six
o'clock, the parties arrived on the ground attended
by their seconds and physicians. The Hon. J. C.
McKibbin and Mr. Coulter appeared for Mr.
Broderick, and Messrs. Calhoun Benham and Thos.
Hays for Judge Terry. A half hour was occupied
in making the arrangements. Ten paces having
been marked off, the principles took their positions
and their seconds divested them of all articles, pre-
senting prominent targets. Judge Terry stood with
his head thrown slightly back, looking towards his
antagonist. Each held his pistol in the right hand
pointed to the ground. Both were dressed in black
garments. Broderick stood erect, but with head
rather down. Terry maintained the position
of a practised duellist, presenting only the
edge of his person, and keeping his left hand
and shoulder well hehind. Broderick, though
at first assuming a position somewhat similar,
seemed to prefer a careless and less constrained one,
and gradually presented more of his body to the
fire of his antagonist and held his pistol rather
awkwardly, The bearing of Terry, though he as-
sumed a more practiced and motionless attitude,
was not one jot mote a man of iron nerve than was
Broderick. At a quarter before seven o'clock Mr.
Coulter pronounced the words, "Are you ready?"
"One?two?lire 1" followed in moderately quick
time. Broderick raised his pistol, but had scarcely
brought it to an angle of 45° from its downward
position when, owing to the delicacy of the hair-
trigger, it was discharged, the ball entering the
ground four paces in advance. Terry tired a few
seconds later, taking deliberate aim. There was a
perceptible interval between the two reports.?
Broderick was observed to clap his left hand to his
right breast, reeled slowly to the left, and before
his seconds could reach bim fell to the ground.?
Terry folded his arms but did not move. Broder-
ick's seconds ran to his aid, and Dr. Lochr com-
menced to staunch the wound. The bullet entered
just forward of the nipple and lodged, as was sup-
posed, under the left arm. He was soon after borne
into town in his carriage. Previonsly, Terry and
his friends left the field, driving rapidly into town
and then hastened to Sacramento.

From Washington.
WASHINGTON, Oct. 10.?A private letter from

The Court said it had so expressed itself; there
was an entirely new jurysummoned, and the pris-
oner had bis right of twenty challenges, which
would consume considerable time; and again, the
Sheriff might have to summon talesmen, which
would occupy the whole morning, and then the
whole day would be taken up in getting a jury.
Then the evidence would have to be commenced on
Tuesday, which would probably take all of that
day, there boing some ten or twelve witnesses to
examine; even if the evidence was got through
with the counsel could not finish before the juryon
that day, and the Court would be compelled to
keep the jury together all day on Wednesday,
which was the day of election. Mow, there has
been a good deal said about depriving people of
their votes, and the jury, the Court thinks, should
not be deprived of theirs. The Court is of opinion
that the case ought to be postponed for these rea-
sons, without the counsel for the defence will waive
his right of challenge and form the juryat once.

Mr. Waters ?"1 never heard of that being done
sir, and I certain ly do not desire to set a precedent
for such an act."

The Court ?"Well then, I willpostpone the case
until next Monday."

Mr. Yellott?"That day was fixed for the trial of
the Coulsons."

Mr. Whitney?"Well we will take up Millerand
Hoffman's case on Monday, forfear anything should
occur to prevent the trial of the Coulsons. Will
that suit you Mr. Waters?"

Mr. Waters could not see how he could avoid it
as the Court had fixed the day.

Mr. Whitney remarked that Mr. Yellott counsel
for Hoffman was present and hoped he would under-
stand that Millerand Hoffman's case would be called
on Monday.

Mr. Yellott said he thought it was decided to try
Miller first and then try Hoffman.

Mr. Whitney said that was when the State con-
sented to go trial, but they would elect on Monday
which to try first.

Mr. Yellott consented to the arrangement.
The case was then postponed and the jury dis-

charged until Monday morning at 11 o'clock.
The Court at 11 o'clock took a recess until the

Grand Jury came in, when the Court recapitulated
its proceedings as mentioned above, and discharged
them until next Monday.

Mr. Yellott then applied to the Court to fix the
bail in the case of William Wooden, charged with
an assault with intent to kill George Kirby, by
firing a pistol at him, but unfortunately shooting a
boy named William Lucas.

The certificate of Dr. Geo. W. Wayson, in rela-
tion to the condition of the bov, was read by Mr.
Yellott. It says that the son of Mr. Lucas is doing
well, and if inflammation of the brain does not en-
sue, the boy will get well in reasonable time."

Mr. Whitney.?"That is, as much as to say; if the
boy don't die, he will get well, in reasonable
time."

Mr. Yellott, said.?Dr. Wayson was very care-
ful in giving auv certificate of the kind.

The Court refused to fix the bail, until reliable
evidence as to the condition of the boy was pro-
duced.

In the cases of John Kingsley and John Doder-
ick, charged with larceny, bail was fixed at 51,500,
but not given.

The Grand Jury on Saturday presented Nathan-
iel Hickman, for embezzlement. Yesterday morn-
ing, he was taken into custody by Deputy" Sheriff
Pontier, and in default of security committed.

The Court at 12 o'clock adjourned until Satur-
day morning at 10 o'clock.

Lieutenant Hobson continued his =eareh until
within a few days' march of Cape Uerschell without finding any trace of the wreck or of nativesHe left full information of his important discoveriesfor me; therefore, when returning northward bv the
west shore of King William Island, I had the ad-
vantage of knowing what had already been found.

Soon after leaving Cape Herschell "the traces of
natives became less numerous and less recent, and
after rounding the west point of the island they
ceased altogether. This shore is extremely low and
almost utterly destitute of vegetation. Numerous
banks of shingle and low islets lie off it, and beyond
these \ ictoria Strait is covered with heavy and im-
penetrable packed ice.

In latitude C 9 deg. 09 north, and longitude 99
deg. 27 west, they found a large boat apparently
left on a return trip to the ship.

A large quantity of clothing was found withinher, also two human skeletons. One of these lay
in the after part of the boat, under a pile ot clo-
thing; the other; which was much more disturbed,probably by animals was found in the bow. Fivepocket watches, a quantity of silver spoons andforks, and a few religious books were also found,
but no journals, pocketbooks, or even names upon
any articles of clothing. Two double barrelled
guns stood upright against the boat's side precisely
as they had been placed eleven years before. One
barrel in each was loaded and cocked; there was
ammunition in abundance, also 30 lbs. or 40 lbs.
of chocolate, some tea and tobacco. Fuel was not
wanting; a drift tree lay within one hundred yards
?f the boat.

Many very interesting relics were brought away
by Lieutenant Hobson, and some few by myself.
On the sth of June I reached Point Victory with-
out having found anything further. The clothing,
&c., was again examined for documents, note
books, Ac., without success, a record placed in the
cairn, and another buried 10 feet true north of it.

The shore of King William Island, between its
north and west extremes, Capes Felix and Crozier,has not been visited by the Esquimaux since the
abandonment of the Erebus and Terror, as the cairnsand articles lying strewed about, which are in their
eyes of priceless value, remained untouched.

If the wreck still remains visible it is probable
she lies upon some of the off-lying js i ets j0 the south-
ward between Capes Crozier and Herschel.

On the 28th of June, Captain Young and his
party returned, having completed their portion of
the search, by which the insularity of Prince of
Wales' Land was determined, and the coast line
intervening between the extreme points reached by
Lieutenans Osborne and Browne discovered; also
between Bellot Strait and Sir James Ross' furthest
in 1849, at Four River Bay.

Lieutenant H"bson was'unable to stand without
assistance upon his return on board; he was not in
good health when he commenced his long journey,
and the sudden severe exposure brought on a seri-
ous attack of scurvy; yet he also most ably comple-
ted his work; and such facts will more clearly
evince the unflinching spirit with which the object
of our voyage has been pursued in these detachedduties than any praise of mine.

We were now, at length, all on board again.?
As there were some slight cases of scurvy, all our
treasured resources of Burton ale, lemon" juice and
fresh animal food were put into requisition, so that
in a comparatively short time all were restored tosound health.

On the Gth of November, 1858, Geo. Brand, en-
gineer, died of apoplexy, and on the 14th of June,
1859, Thomas Blacknell, carpenter of scurvy. On
the 9th of August they started on their homeward
trip, which was made without any event of impor-
tance occurring. Capt. McClintock, thus sums up
the result ofhis discoveries.

From all that can be gleaned from the record
paper, and the evidence afforded by the boat, and
various articles of clothing and equipment discov-
ered, it appears that the abandonment of the Ere-
bus and Terror had been deliberately arranged, and
every effort exerted during the third winter to
render the travelling equipments complete.

It is much to be apprehended that disease bad
greatly reduced the strength of all on board, far
more perhaps than they themselves were aware of.

The distance by sledge route, from the position
of the shins when abandoned, to the boat is sixty-
five geographical miles, and from the ships to Mon-
treal Island 220 miles.

In order to extend as much as possible the public
utilityof this voyage, magnetical, meteorological,
and othet observations, subservient to scientific
purposes, and for which instruments were supplied
through the liberality of the Royal Society, have
been continually and carefully taken, and every
opportunity has been embraced by the Surgeon, D.
Walker, M. D., of forming complete collections in
all the various branches of natural history.

Among other relics Capt. McClintock obtained
the following from the Bootliian Esquimaux, near
the magnetic pole, in March and April, 1859:

Seven knives made by the natives out of materi-
als obtained from the last expedition, one knife
without a handle, one spear head and staff (the
latter has broken oft"), two files, a largo spoon or
scoop, the handle of pine or bone, the bowl of musk
ox horn; six silver spoons and forks, the property
of Sir John Franklin, Lieuts. 11. I). Vescomte and
Fairholme, A M'Donald, Assistant Surgeon; and
Lieutenant E. Couch (supposed from the initial
letter T. and crest a lion's head); a small portion of
a gold watch chain, a broken piece of ornamental
work apparently silver gilt, a few small naval and
other metal buttons, a silver medal obtained byMr.
McDonald as a prize for superior attainments at a
medical examination inEdinburg, April, 1838; some
bows and arrows, in which wood, iron or copper
has been used in the construction?of no other in-
terest.

Enclosed are copies of original papers found by
Captain McClintock on Prince of Wales Island:

The words "wintered in 1846-'47 at Heeehey Is-

land" should be "in 1845 '46," as in 1846-'47 they
were beset in the ice, and the ships abandoned in
April, 1848. The same mistake occurs in both
papers.

A meeting of coal miners was held near Mclvees-
port, Monongahela Valley, on Monday last. About
five hundr d miners were in attendance, and a band
of music was on the ground. A number of stirring
speeches were made by miners, the tenor of all of
which was against commencing work without
scales. The miners were admonished to hold out
a little longer, and assured that the scales would
soon he forthcoming. They had stood out nine-
teen weeks, and they would not go to work until
they got the scales, ifthey had to stand out nine-
teen weeks more. They (the miners) say there is
no poverty among them, and that they have many
kind friends, and are promised assistance from
many respectable quarters. The women are said
to have all united, and vowed not to live with anv
man who was not firmly resolved upon having
the scales. Several meetings were announced to
beheld, alter which the meeting adjourned in great
harmony.

?A letter has recently been received by the
Secretary of War from Supt. Beale, dated Fort
Tejon, California, in which the writer speaks >n the
strongest terms of the great advantage to be derived
Iroin the employment of camels in the public ser-
vice in the West. He states that he lately tried
effectually the comparative value of mules and
camels as pack animals, and the experiment proved
beyond all question the great superiority of the
camel, both as regards rate of speed and amount of
burden. From what he had read, he dreaded the
difficulties which seemed to present themselves in
breeding them; but his experience had satisfied him
that they were as easily bred as cows and calves.?
He prefers them, for all such purposes as he has
engaged them on. to three times the same number
of horses and mules.

There was considerable excitement among the
business portion of the city of Albany, If. V. last
Thursday morning, upon the announcement that a
jewelry store in State street had been robbed of
jewelry to the value of twenty thousand dollars.?
One of the clerks, a part of whose business it was
to sleep in the store as watchman, had failed to do
so that night, lie had recently extended his ac-
quaintance among young females, to whom he was
paying his attentions on the evening of the robbery.
It. is argued that the "acquaintances" exerted
their blandishments for the benefit of the bur-
glars. The clerk, a male friend, and two female
acquaintances, were arrested, but all protest their
innocence.

Cologne is not the only European city whose
"speciality" is a smell. An American traveller
who recently visited Berne, thus expatiates upon
the peculiar perfume which pervades the air of that
city : "Did anything ever smell so bad as Swis3
cheese? You can imagine the delights of a resi-
dence in Berne, when I tell you that Berne is one
great warehouse for Swiss cheese ?that it is per-
vaded by a smell of cheese?that the fresh air of
your morni g walks, and the still atmosphere of

your room, and the dignified enjoyment of your
dinner, are all spoiled by the odor of cheese. -

FROM VENEZOBI.A. ?Advices . from Venezuela to
the loth ult., have been received in New York,
which recount the continued successes of the Con-
stitutionalists. The rebel forces in Chorini, com-
manded by Alineda and Aguala, surrendered all

their arms and men on the Bth of Septem-

ber. A strong force was on Zamora's track,
and 1,600 men had left San Carlos in pursuit of Fal-
con. Victoria, a post strongly garrisoned by the
rebels, had fallen before the government soldiery,
the cavalry of Carabolo taking an active part in

the attack".

THE Sill JOHN FRANKLINEXPEDITION.
DISCOVERY OF THE RELICS OF THE LOST

VOYAGERS.
The London Times of September 23d received by

the Canada contains a full account of the explora-
tions and discoveries made by the steamer Fox,
from which we make some extracts. The following
is Capt. McClintock's parrative:

It will be remembered that the Fox effected herescape out of the main pack in Davis' Straits, in
lat. 63% deg. N. on the 25th of April, 1858, after awinter's ice drift of 1,194 geographical miles.

The small settlement of Holsteinborg was reached
on the 28tli, and such very scantv supplies obtained
as the place afforded.

On the Bth of May our voyage was recommenced,
Godhaven and Upernivik visited, Melville Bay en-
tered early in June, and crossed to Cape York by
the 26th; here some natives were communicated
with; they immediately recognised Mr. Petersen,
our interpreter, formerly known to them in the
Grinnell expedition under Dr. Kane. In reply to
our inquiry for the Esquimaux dog driver Hans, Ileft behind from the Advance in 1858, they told us
he was residing at Whale Sound. Had he beenthere I would most gladlv have embarked him, as
his longing to return to South Greenland continues
unabated.

On the 12th of July communicated with the Cape
Warrender natives, near Cape Horsburgh; they
had not seen any ships since the visit of the Phoe-nix in 1854, nor have any wrecks ever drifted upon
their shores.

It was not until the 27th of July that we reached
Pond's Inlet, owing to a most unusual prevalence
of ice in the northern portion of Baffin's Bay, and
which rendered our progress since leaving Hol-
steinborg one of increasing struggle. Without
steam power we could have done nothing, llere
only one old woman and a bov were found, but
they served to pilot us up the inlet for twenty-five
miles, when we arrived at their village. For
about a week we were in constant and most inte-
resting communication with these friendly people.
Briefly, the information obtained from them was,
that nothing whatever respecting the Franklin ex-
pedition had come to their knowledge, nor had any
wrecks within the last twenty or thirty years
reached their shores.

Leaving Pond's Inlet on the Gth of August we
reached Beecbv Island on the 11th, and landed a
handsome marble tablet, sent on board for this pur
pose by Lady Franklin, bearing an appropriate in-scription to the memory of our lost countrymen in
the Erebus and Terror.

The provisions and stores seemed in perfect order,
but a small boat was much damaged from having
been turned over and rolled along the beach by a
storm. The roof of the house received some neces-
sary repairs. Having embarked some coals and
stores we stood in need of, and touched at Cape
Hotham on the 16th, we sailed down Peel Strait for
25 miles on the 17th, but finding the remainder ofthis channel covered with unbroken ice, I deter-mined to make for Bellot Strait on the 19th Au-
gust, examined into supplies remaining at PortLeopold, and left there a whaleboat which webrought away from Cape Hotham for the purpose,
so as to aid us in our retreat should we be obliged
eventually to abandon the Fox. The steam launch
had been forced higher up on the beach, and some-
what damaged by the ice. Prince Regent's Inletwas unusually free from ice, but vcrv little was
seen during our run down to Brentford Bay, which
we reached on the 20th of August.

Bellot Strait, which communicates with the west-
ern sea, averages one mile in width by seventeen or
eighteen miles in length. At this tinie it was filled
with drift ice, but as the season advanced became
perfectly clear; its shores are in many places faced
with lofty granite cliffs, and some of the adjacent
hills rise to 1,600 feet; the tides are very strong,
running six or seven knots at the springs. On the
Gth of September we passed through Bellot Strait
without obstruction, and secured the ship to fixed
ice across its western outlet. From here, until the
27th, when I deemed it necessary to retreat into
winter quarters, we constantly watched the move-
ments of the ice in the western sea or channel. In
mid-channel it was broken up and drifting about;
gradually the proportion of water increased, until
at length the ice which intervened was reduced to
three or four miles in width. But this was firmly
held fast by numerous islets, and withstood the vio-
lence of the autumn gales. It was tantalizing be-
yond description thus to watch from day to day the
free water which we could not reach, and which
washed the rocky shore a few miles to the south-
ward of us.

Our wintering position was at the east entrance
of Bellot Strait, in a snug harbor, which I have
named Port Kennedy, after my predecessor in
these waters, the commander of one of Lady Frank-
lin's former searching expeditions. Although vege-
tation was tolerably abundant, and our two Esqui-
maux hunters, Mr. Petersen, and several sportsmen
constantly on the alert, yet the resources of the
country during the cleyen and a half months only
yielded us eight reindeer, two bears, eighteen seals
and a few water fowl and ptarmigan.

The winter was unusually cold and stormy. Ar-
rangements were completed during the winter for
carrying out our intended plan of search. I felt it
to be my duty personally, to visit Marshal Island,
and in so doing proposed to complete the circuit of
King William's Island.

To Lieutenant Hobson I allotted the search of the '
western shore of Boothia to the magnetic pole,
and from Gateshead Island westward to Wynniatt's
furthest. Capt. Allen Young, our sailing master,
was to trace the shore of Prince of Wales' Land,
from Lieutenant Browne's furthest, and also to ex-
amine the coast from Bellot Strait northward to
Sir James Ross' furthest.

Early spring journeys were commenced on the
17th of February, 1859, by Captain Young and my-

self, Captain Young carrying his depot across "to
Prince of Wales' Land, while I went southward to-
wards the magnetic pole, in the hope of communi-
cating with the Esquimaux and obtaining such in-

formation as might lead us at once to the object of
our search.

I was accompanied by Mr. Petersen, our inter-
preter, and Alex. Thompson, quartermaster.?
We had with us two sledges drawn by dogs. On
the 28th of February, when near Cape Victoria, we
had the good fortune to meet a small party of na-
tives, and were subsequently visited by about forty-
five individuals.

For four days we remained in communication
with them, obtaining many relics, and the informa-
tion that several years ago a ship was crushed by
the"icc off the north shore, of King William's Is-land, but that all her people landed safely, and
went away to the Great Fish River, where they
died. This tribe was well supplied with wood, ob-
tained, they said, from a boat left by the white
men on the Great River. ?

We reached our vessel after twenty-five days' ab-
sence, in good health, but somewhat reduced by
sharp marching, and the unusually severe weather
to which we had been exposed. For several days
after starting the mercury continued frozen.

On the 2d of April, the spring journeys were

commenced. Captain McClintock took charge of
one party and Lientenant Hobson of another.

Before separating we saw two Esquimaux fami-
lies living out upon the ice in snow huts; from them
we learned that a second ship had been seen oil'King
William's island, and that she drifted ashore in the
fall of the same year. From this ship they had ob-
tained a yast deal of wood and iron.

I now gave Lieut. Hobson directions to search for
the wreck, and to follow up any traces he might
find upon King William's Island.

Accompanied by my own party and Mr. Peter-
sen, I marched along the cast shore of King Wil-
liam's Island, occasionally passing deserted snow
huts, but without meeting natives till the Bth of
May, when off Cape Norton we arrived at a snow
village containing about thirty inhabitants. They
gathered about us without the slightest appearance
of tear or shyness, although none had ever seen liv-
ing white people before. They were most willing
to communicate all their knowledge and barter all
their goods, but would have stolen everything had
they not been very closelv watched. Many more
relics of our countrymen were obtained; we could
not carry away all we might have purchased.
They pointed to the inlet we had crossed the day
before, and told us that one day's march up it, and
thence four days overland, brought them to the
wreck.

None of these people had been there since 1857-8,
at which time they said but little remained, their
countrymen having carried away almost every-
thing.

Most of our information was received from an in-
telligent old woman; she said it was in the fall of
the year that the ship was forced ashore; many of
the "white men dropped by the way as they went
towards the Great River; but this was only known
to them in the winter following, when their bodies
were discovered.

Point Ogle, Montreal Island and Barrow Island
were searched without finding anything except
a few scraps of copper and iron in an Esquimaux
hiding place.

Re-crossing the Strait to King William's Island,
we continued the examination of its southern shore
without success until the 24th of Mav, when about
ten miles eastward of Cape Herscheil a bleached
skeleton was found, around which lay fragments of
European clothing. Upon carefully removing the
snow a small pocketbook was found, containing a
few letters. These, although much decayed, may
yet be deciphered. Judging from the remains of
his dress, this unfortunate young man was a steward
or officer's servant, and his position exactly verified
the Esquimaux's assertion, that they dropped as
they walked along.

On reaching Cape Herscheil next day, he exam-
ined Simpson's Cairn, or rather what remains ol it,
which is only four feet high, and the central stones
have been removed, as if by men seeking some-
thing within it. My impression at the time, and
which I still retain, is, that records were deposited
there by the retreating crews and subsequently
removed by the natives.

Alter parting from me at Cape Victoria, on the
28th of April, Lieutenant Hobson made for Cape
Felix. At a short distance westward of it he found
a very large cairn, and close to it three small
tents, with blankets, old clothes, and other relics
of a shooting or magnetic station; but although
the cairn was dug under, and a trench dug all

i ound it at a distance of 10 feet, no record was dis-

covered. The most interesting of the articles dis-
covered here, including a boat's ensign, were
brought away* by Mr. Hobson. About two miles
further to the southwest a small cairn was found,
but neither records or relics obtained. About
three miles north of Point Victory a second small
cairn was examined, but only a broken pickaxe
and empty canister found.

On the 6th of May Lieutenant Hobson pitched
his tent beside a large cairn upon Point Victory.
Lying among some loose stones which had fallen
from the top of this cairn, was found a small tin
case containing a record, the substance of which is
briefly as follows:?"This cairn was built by the
Franklin expedition, upon the assumed site of Sir
James Ross' pillar, which had not been found. The
Erebus and Terror spent their first winter at Bee-
ch y Island, after having ascended Wellington
Channel to lat. 77 deg. N., and returned by the
west side of Cornwallis Island. On the 12th of
September, 1846, they were beset in lat. 70 05 N.
and long. 98 23 W. Sir J. Franklin died on the
11th of June, 1847. On the 22d of April, 1848 the
ships were abandoned five leagues to the N. N. W.
of Point Victory, and the survivors, 105 in number,
landed here under the command of Captain Cro-
zier." This paper was dated April 25, 1848, and
upon tbe following day they intended to start for
the Great Fish river. The "total loss by deaths in

the expedition up to this dato was nine officers and

fifteen men.
