The New York Tribune ofyesterday says :

We have to report a sensible diminution of the Dry
Goods trade during the past week, yet the general busi-
iness InDomestics has not that appearance of inactivity
which has characterized former reasons. The demand
from the furnishing houses has continued without aba'e-
ment; the clothiers are canvassing the market for the
early Spring fabrics ; the export trade has been moderate
lygood, and it is only with certain styles of goods, which
have been made in too largequaniities.that excessived ull-
ness prevails. The movement of the crops will have an
important influence upon the future demand from the
West, and a goods business is expected all through the
season by those houses having Western connections.?
Even now we hear of frequent liquidations of old in-
debtedness and fresh orders for goods by parties from some
sections which we have not previously heard from this
year Nevertheless, there are districts in the North-West
which have suffered in their crops, are still under the
embarrassments of 1857 and willnot be able to take many
goods, much less pay past indebtedness.

The activity noticed inthe foreign markets for all kinds

of Cotton Goods leads us to suppose that we shall not be
injured so much by importations as we have been hereto
fore, as this market offers no such inducements to English
manufacturers as the other markets of the world.

The Money market is abundantly supplied at s*@7
per cent, on call, and 6@7 percent, upon first class paper
under six months. Some leading names of the longest
date have been passed at 6 per cent. The offerings at
Bank are to fair extent, but there is no pressure of paper
in any quarter. The business of the Clearing-House to-
day was $23,334,677.

The foreign bill market has not yet opened for the Sa-
turday steamers, but the supply of bills is ample. Bank-
ers ask 110 for sterling.

Swaim, Cyrus W. Field, H. O. Alden and J. H.
Purdy.

The annual e ection for the choice of Directors
and other officers of the new Company will take
place in January next in this city, when the present
telegraph companies will,we understand, probably
be dissolved, viz: The American Telegraph Com-
pany, controlling th.' wires from Sackville, N. 8.,
to Philadelphia; the New England Union Telegraph
Company, with wires from Boston to New York;

Permanent business connections have been made
between the newly consolidated companies, and
each one of the several Western, Southern, Califor-
nia and Canada wires, so that for all practical or
business purposes the whole telegraph interest of
the country is permanently united. The movement
is one ot vast importance to the public as well as to
the Stockholders of the Companies concerned.

General Convention of the Episcopal Church.
RICHMOND, Oct. 13.?The Committee to whom

was referred the subject of Churches in foreign
countries, not within the jurisdiction ofany foreign
missionary Bishops, reported a canon to place such
under the direction of the General Convention of
the United States, and subject to the Episcopal
government, and jurisdiction of the presiding
Bishop, Referred to the Committee on Canons.

The proposed amendment to article sixth of the
Constitution, to establish a Court of Appeals, was
rejected by a large majority.

The House of Deputies took up the report of the
Missionary Committee, to appoint at this session
two missionary bishops, one for the Northwest
and one for the Southwestern portion of the United
States, which was adopted, and thereupon the
whole congregation immediately sung the "Gloria
in Excelsis," and after prayer, adjourned. This
event was considered the most solemn hour of the
Convention.

The Texan Difficultleu? Gen. Twiggs Unable
to Protect the Country.

SEW ORLEANS, Oct. 15.?Advices from San Anto-
nia say : Gen. Twiggs has responded to the call
for aid to be sent to Brownsville, Texas, against the
Mexican banditti, that he has not enough men at
his disposal to drive the Indians from the frontier,
and can do nothing. The ranches on the Texas
side of the Rio Grande have been abandoned on ac-
count of Indian depredations, and the citizens of
San Antonio are raising two companies of rangers.

THE QUAKER CITY?FEMININE EXPERI-

ENCES.
A lady who was taken on board the Dunbarton

from the Quaker City, gives the following account
of her accommodation on the bark: "

I must tell you about the sleeping on board the
bark. The first night Miss M. and I got one of thesmall mattresses. It was laid on the cabin floorand there we lay on it, but with so many in such asmall place it was so warm that we could not sleepmuch, and at midnight I went and laid down ondeck beside my husband. Early in the innrninirthe captain came and nsKed me if I should like acup of coff-e, and brought it to me. He afterwardsserved cofiee to all the ladies who wished to haveit. They had a hard voyage, themselves, and hadnot many cups nor other dishes on boaid, and wehad a good deal of joking when we were wailing
by the half dozens to g-t the use of one spoon.?
home tried to sup their soup with forks; I tried my
fruit-kni.'e, but it did not answer, so I put the dishto my mouth and took mv share, then handed it
over to my husband to take his, for we had onlvone dish for both. We did not get very fat, Ican assure you. The second night it rained,
and we could not lie on deck. We were then in
Hampton Roads, in Norfolk, and got a pilot ou
board. We slept on the floor of the cabin again,
but we had not room to lie. Some of the ladiessaid we were like sardines. Mrs. 11. said no, for
they gave sardines and herrings room to lie straight.
I was about the centre, and had mv head laid on a
mattress, but was sitting on the floor, and in tile
middle of the night a little boy (son of Mr. D.)
came and pitched his resting-place in mvarois. I
was cramped and sore indeed, and every now and
again somebody who was striving to better her
miserable condition would push ciiher her feet or
elbows much to my annoyance. I was amused to
see some of the gentlemen, when it commenced to
rain heavy, trying to get undercover. John had
gone down into the hold, and lay on the top of the
salt. In the same vicinity there was a large family
of small pigs, and some of the men who could not
get under cover, went down and tried all they
could to raise their more fortunate companions.?
They would come to the top of the cabin stairs,which was generally full of gentlemen, who would
tell them that there was plenty of room inside
They would then light a match and let them look
down at us all lying on the floor, without even space
to put a foot between us. Some of them would woaway, saying, "Well, I do not know bow thesewomen can stand that." We could not wash our-
selves. We had no towels?nothing but sea-water,and we had been three nights without changing
our clothes, so you may think what beauties we
looked when we got on shore. We only saved achange of under-clothing in our carpet bags. If
the steamships reaches land we may get our trunks
again; but lam afraid ifthey have had no help
before this time, unless the weather has been very
calm, the crew and remaining passengers will not

have much chance of escape. Of course they had
plenty of water and provisions on board to lastthem ajjlong time.

I must not forget to tell you that that the cap-
tain of the bark did all in his power to make us
comfortable, and when we got to Hampton Roads,
he asked the captain of the Pilot boat Hope of
Hampton, to take us rescued passengers up to Nor-folk that same evening ; but he demanded SIOO as
the price. Capt Chadbourne offen d him SSO. but
he said the Baltimore steamer would charge us as
much on Sunday morning. So we did "not go,
but remained all night. On Sundav morning the
steamer Louisiana from Baltimore came alongside
and took us all on board, gave us a good breakastand to the praise of the Captain and Purser, be it
spoken they declined any payment in return, thus
showing the difference of disposition between the
Captain of the Louisiana and that of the Hope ot

I felt as though I was out of danger
when setting at the well spread breakfast table of
Louisana. On oar arrival at Norfolk we went to
the Atlantic Hotel, and oh ! what a comfort to get
washed, a change of clothes, and a sleep where you
have room to lie on a good bed. Before closing I
must not forget to let you know that we met withthe greatest sympathv from the lady boarders in the
hotel, who ve'ry kindly offered us such changes of
clothing as we might need, lor which they deserve
great praise.

Frowsy girls,
with sleepy, dirty babies, darted hither and thither,

GREAT FIRE AT CONSTANTINOPLE.

Constantinople journals of the 14th, state that a

"The funds have been steady throughout the day
at the firm prices of yesterday.

"In the discount market there is undiminished
ease, and occasional transactions take place at 2\£
per cent.

"The advices froui the Continent describe a gen-
eral absence ol speculative business, notwithstand-
ing the superabundance of capital in each ot the
markets. At Hamburg the rate of discount was
only V/, per cent.

"In the railway market to-day there has been a
reaction, especially in the heavier stocks. The de-cline was from % to % per cent."

A depot to re-
pair deficiencies is to be established near Hong
Kong orShanghae.

The departure of the force cannot take place be-
fore the first fortnight of November.

The Herald correspondent says that Austria and
Piedmont are about making warlike preparations,
and that the French army of occupation in Italy is
about to receive reinforcements.

The semi-official journal of Madrid denies that a
convention exists between France and Spain rela-
tive to Morocco.

Alderman Carter has this day been elected LordMayor of London for the ensuing year.
The representatives of the Grand Duke of Tus-

cany at Rome, has refused to deliver up the Em-
bassy House, although threatened with the confis-
cation of his property in Tuscany.

It is said he is supported in his refusal by the
Ambassadors of France and Austria.

THE CAPTURE OP SCHAMYTJ?RUSSIAN ACCOUNT.
The St. Petersburg correspondent ot the Word

gives the following details respecting the capture
of this famous Circassian chief, the correctness of
which he vouches for. After describing the plan of
attack which had been arranged by Prince Baria-
tinski, the account proceeds : The light was one
of the most desperate character, but the Murides,
placed between two fires, saw that resistance or
flight was equally impossible. Out of 400 men who
formed the garrison of Gonnib 47 only remained
alive. Schamyl shut himself up in one of the habita-
tions which were cut into the rock. The plateau
was covered with corpses. We lost one hundred
men. When Prince Bariatinski arrived on this
plateau, he stopped the firing, and addressing
Schamyl, summoned him to surrender. The Im-
autn, appearing at an aperture which had been
made in the rock, asked on what condition he was

j required to yield. "Leave your retreat uncondi-
i tionally," replied the Commander-in-Chief. He

who had been our bitterest enemy for so manv
years then came forth. "Are you Scbamvl?"
asked the Prince. "Yes," replied the linautn.
"Then your life is spared, and you will retain yonr

j wives and property. But I shall send you to St.

I Petersburg to-morrow, and your late must finally
depend on the will of the Emperor, my august mas-
ter." Schamyl bent his head without uttering a
word. The general then said, "I waited for you a
long time at Tiflis; 1 hoped you would come of
yourself and make your submission, but you forced
me to come here in search of you." Then turning
to Lieulenant Colonel Grabbe he said, "Proceed
forthwith to St. Petersbuag, and report to the Em-
peror what you have seen. To-morrow I will send
a report and Schamyl himself."

ROME, Sept. 2G.?The Sacred College met and ap-
pointed seventeen bishop,. In the annual allocu-
tion of the Pone, His Holiness alluded to the Na-
tional Assembly of Bologna, and referred to the
censure expressed by that assembly against the
Papal government. In conclusion, he expressed
the hope that the Ilomagnese will return to their
allegiance to the Holy See.

DISASTROUS EXPLOSION.

The Manchester Guardian, of Sept. 28th, has the t
following: ,

Yesterday a terrible explosion occurred at the ,
percussion cap manufactory of Messrs. Pursall & ?
Phillips situated in Whittall street, Birmingham,
which was attended by an enormous loss of life.?
Itappears that the firm having had large orders on j
hand, one ot them for the Turkish Government be- ,
ing for 18,000,000 of caps, had a considerable num- ,
ber of persons employed in a range of shopping ,
at the back of their premises. It is supposed that .
there could not have been less (ban eighty persons, ,
the majority of them being women and girls, at \
work yesterday morning, when the accident oc- .
curred. Nothing is at present certainly known re-
garding its origin; it is supposed that it took place
in an apartment where the caps are "primed" with
the detonating powder, and where there were Bve
females employed.

This room was situated in the third story of the
shopping; immediately beneath was the workhouse,
where a larger number of women and gills were en-
gaged, and in immediate contiguity were othe'-s
employed in various operations connected with the
manufacture, They were all busily at work, when,
in an instant, a terrible explosion took place. Win-
dows, walls and roofs were hurled into the air, and
the unfortunate workpeople scattered in all direc-
tions, or buried under the ponderous masses of ma-
terial which lately formed the buildings. Scarcely
bad the wreck subsided into a chaotic heap, before
tire added to the horror of the scene, the tim-
ber of the building having become ignited by the
intensity of the explosion.

The persons engaged in the front part of the
building, who were comparatively uninjured,
rushed to the windows, and were fescu d from
their perilous position by the multitude who had
been attracted to the spot by tbe noise of the ex-
plosion, A fearful spectacle then ptesentel itself
to those who had the courage to make their way

through the burning building. Eight or ten girts
were seen half buried in the ruins, chiefly with
their beads downward; whilst others, whose legs
were crushed under tbe debrin, stretched out their
arms, pitenudy imploring for assistance; and cries
were heard from those whose position could not be
seen. One elderly woman sat on a beam, unable to
extricate herself, as anot >er piece of timber lay
across her legs. An effort was made to rescue her;
but the burning building was falling in all direc-
tions, and she bad to be left to a horrible fate.
Scarcely had she been left when part of the roof fell
in with a terrific crash, and she and some girls in
her vicinity were immediately crushed to death.?

It was an hour or however, before the fire
had been got it was impo3sibl<> to insti-
tute a search lor the poor people who wore known
to be amongst the ruins. The result was, up to 7
o'clock last night, no fewer than 17 bodies had
been recovered. All were so shockingly mutilated
and disfigured that identity was impossible except
in a few cases. Most of them were the bodies of
girls from 10 to 19 year 3of age. Seventeen, who
were more or less injured, were taken to the general
hospital, and one man died in a cab as he was be-
ing conveyed there.

We may add, tbat this is the third explosion in
percussion cap manufactories which has taken place
in as many months.

THE LONDON BUILDERS' STRIKE.
The proposition of the operative masons to re-

sume work on the old terms?viz: ten hours per
day, provided the masters would dispense wi h the
"declaration"?was discussed on the 28th ult. at
the weekly meeting of the Central Association of
Masters. A resolution was passed to the effect
that the masters considered the difficulties in the
way of withdrawing the "declaration" which has
been taken by nearly eight thousand men as insu-
perable, but they are willing to see a deputation of
tnasons, whose withdrawal from the conference tbev

regard as a first step to the assertion of freedom of
labor. The aggregate number of men reported at

the master's meeting as now working under the

terms of the "declaration" was 7,620.0f whom about

3,000 had resumed work within the week.
