A passenger furnishes the followin,
information :

The express train reached Harper’s Ferry about
1o’clock this morning. On arriving the clerk of
the Wager House informed Capt. Phelps, conductor
of the train, that serious trouble was existing in
the town, and there were great apprehensions of
danger.
_He stated that a large body of men had myste-
riously came intc town during the evening and
night from the surrounding country, and were
about to take possession of the place—that they
bad already shot one man dead and mortally
wounded another, both of whom were connected
with the railroad company as watchman and bag-
gage agent, or patrol watchman.

Freperick, Oct. 17.—Information has been re-
ceived here this morning of a formidable negro in-
surrection at Harper’s Ferry. An armed band of
Abolitionists have full possession of Harper’s Ferry
and the United States Arsenal. The express train |
east was fived intotwice and one of the hands, a ne-
gro, was killed whilst trying to get the train
through the town.

They have arrested two wmen who came with a
load of wheat and took their wagon and loaded it
with rifles, and sent them into Maryland. They
are led by about two hundred and fifty whites with |
a gang ot negroes fighting for their freedom. They
gave Conductor Phelps notice that they would not
allow any more trains to pass.

The telegraph wir are cut east and west of |
Harper’s Ferry. This intelligence was brought by
the train from the West. Great excitement here.
The intelligence at first seemed so improbable |
that little credit was given it, but the reception of |
other despatehes of the same purport and the non- |
arrival of the train from the West due at5 A. M.,
gave color of truthfulness to the statement and the |
newspaper offices were besieged by an anxious and
increasing crowd. About noon the following con-
firmatory despatch was received from the office of
the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad: |
The company’s despatches are of the same pur- |
port as the above, but they think the statement ex- |
aggerated. 'I'he company’s officers are busy with |
their counsel preparing papers, &c., to protect the |
road. They apprehend their trains may be peremp-
torily used for military purposes, and travel ob-
structed. They are awaiting the arrival of Phelps’
train, (the conductor who telegraphed them from
Frederick,) to learn particulars, &e . before send-
ing out the express. It is due in half an hour.
The company have telegraphed President Bu-
chanan and Governor Wise. Dr. Morris, post-
master, is here with a ielegraph from the Presi-
dent, directing him to make inquiries. The com-
pany wish the General Government and State of
Virginia to take care cach of its own affairs, with-
out requiring the company to do it.

ARRIVAL OF THE TRAIN.
Shortly after 12 M. the Express train arrived,
nd we obtained from Conductor Phelps the fol-
pwing statement :
TATEMENT OF CONDUCTOR PHELPS AND HIS OFFICERS:
The following particulars of the affair have been
obtained from the officers of the train, viz. : Mr.
Andrew J. Phelps, conductor; Mr. Jacob Crow-
well, baggage-master, and Mr. Wm. Wooley, en-
gineer, They state that their train (the regular
assenger train from the West) reached a point
ear the bridge at Harper’s Ferry at twenty minutes
f one o’clock this morning, when it was stopped.
They were then informed by the night bridge-
tender that when he proceeded to relieve his col-
league he discovered that the light on the bridge
had been extinguished, and that his colleague was
missing. This party stated further that he sup-
posed his colleague had been murdered or waylaid.
He was pot left long in a state of suspense, as three
men suddenly came upen him with violent outcries,
which caused him to flee, whereupon the parties
discharged firearms at him, which fortunately did
not take effect. It further appeared that a colorad
man, well known as a baggage assistant, upon
reaching the Ferry was also shot at, several balls
penetrating his back, and inflicting wounds of a
mortal character.
At first conductor Phelps was at a loss how to
act, and concluded to send over a person to the
vicinity of the Ferry to ascertain the cause of the
proceedings, when the leader of the party—a man
of rather prepossessing appearance, and supposed
to be nearly sixty years of age—appeared, and
stated that he preferred holding communication
with the conductor. Mr. Phelps went over alone,
and was told by the same man that he and his party
had determined not to allow another train to pass
over the road, but that they would give him five to
ten minutes to get his train through.
In the meantime, other persons from the train
ventured across the bridge above the Ferry, and
soon coming into contact with the rioters, (who
were reputed as about two hundred in number, half
of whom seemed to be black,) one of the party, a
passenger, was captured. The train was delayed
by the proceedings until half past six o’clock, when
steam was raised and they reached the Camden sta-
tion at noon to-day.
Upon the train leaving, Mr. Plelps was partica-
larly requested by the leader of the gang to state
to the Superintendent of the Road, that under no
circumstances would another train be permitted to
pass Harper’s Ferry. During the night a large
two horse wagon, laden with wheat, came in from
one of the neighboring counties of the State. The
rioters immediately seized the driver, took posses-
sion of the wheat and loading the vehicle with
weapons from the Armory, sent it back up the
country. -
The engineer states that he took partieular no-
tice of the crowd, which he thinks pumbered at
least three hundred persons; that amongst them
were several strapping negroes who ocecasionally
shouted out that the{ longed for liberty, as the
had been in bondage long enough. The ringlead-
er, who is said to be named Anderson, made his
appearance at Harper’s Ferry five or six days ago,
and since that time has been driving around the
placein an elegant barrouche drawn by two horses.
These officers report that the United States Ar-
mory and the neighboring country have been taken
poseession of by the rioters, all of whom are well
armed with short rifies and other United States
arms. When the workmen of the armory repaired
there for the purpose of resuming work they were
seized by the parties, forcibly dragged within the
gates and imprisoned. F

A number of the party proceeded to the proprie-
tors of the hotel near the armory and in au author-
itative tone ordered breakfast for fifty or sixty per-
sons, adding that they were determined to keep

Simpson and Trasher went through, but were
taken and put in prison. They went before the
captain of the insurrectionists, and he has refused
to let anything pass. All the eastward bound
trains are laying west of the Ferry The insur-
rectionists have been taking persons from this side
of the river, tieing them up and taking off all their
slaves !

The mail train going west has returned to this
station. There is said to be from five to seven hun-

THE RATLROAD STILL OBSTRUCTED BY THE INSURREC-

Moxocacy, Oct. 17, 1.30 P. M.—The mail agent
on the Western bound train has returned to Monoc-
acy and reports that the train is unable to get
through the town of Harper’s Ferry. The town is
in possession of the negroes, who arrest every one
they can catch and imprison them. The train due
here at 3 o’clock cannot get through and the agent
came down on an empty engine.

LETTER FROM A MERCHANT—THE RESIDENTS IMPRISON™

ED—SEVERAL CITIZENS KILLED.
Freperick, Oct. 17.—The engine and train from
here have just returned, being unable to proceed
through Harper’s Ferry. )

Your correspondent has just seen a letter from a
merchant from Harper’s'Ferry, which was sent by
two boys over the mountain, and had to swim
the river to escape the insurrectionists. Theletter
states that most all the leading people of Harper’s-
Ferry are in jail and that several had been killed !
The rioters have all the works in their possession,
and have taken the money from the vaults. The
powder house is in their possession, and they wil
not permit any one to leave the town. :
F. Beckham, the Railroad agent, was shot twice
by the gang. They are said to be disguised—the
whites being painted as blacks.

MILITARY MOVEMENT.

Wasnisatos, Oct. 17.—On the receipt of intelli-
gence from Harper’s Ferry this morning, orders
were issued for three companies of artillery at Old
Point, and the corps of marines at the Washinzyton
barracks to proceed thither without delay
The marines, about 93 in number, with two 12
pound howitzers, and a fall supply of ammunition,
left in the 3 o’clock train this afternoon. 'I[ is re-
ported that they are under orders to force the
bridge to-night at all hazards. Col. Faulkner ac-
companied them. ?

It is reported on good authority that some weeks
ago Secretary Floyd received an anonymous epis-
tle, stating that about the fifteenth of ‘)ctu\)u'l' the
Abolitionists and negroes, and other disaffected
persons, would make an attempt to seize the arse-
nal and hold the place. : T

This statement, however, appeared so indefinite,
improbable, and ridiculous, as to be regarded as
not worthy ol any attention. ;

It is understood here that the troops from Balti-
more cannot pass the river unless per order of the
President of the United States or the Governor of
Virginia, neither of whom have given lhl-‘nvces-
sary orders. It is also understood that General
Steuart has been informed that Colonel Lee, of
the army, has full instructions, ﬂ_nd is authorized
to issue the order if it should be found necessary.
The troops from Frederick are under orders from
Washington to eross the river into Virginia.

THE LEADER OF THE INSURRECTION.

We were informed last night that Anderson, the
leader of the rioters, is a noted Abolitionist and
agent of the Underground Railroad. He is from
Troy, New York, and has heretofore made frequent
visits to Harper’s Ferry. His conduct toward the
black population on these occasions had been no-
ticed and involved him in suspicion. He is repre-
sented as a most determined and dangerous man,
and one who is likely to cause a great deal of trou-
ble before he will yield. The negroes rely upon
' him and will implicitly obey his directions.

A considerable number of the boys, from differ-
ent sections of the city, took their departure on the
train, containing the military companies, among
whom we noticed John Shaney, Erasmus Levy,
Jobn English, Crab Ashby, Carl Loveday, and
Richard Pryor, with a military coat, light pants
and kat. There were some 50 or 60 othere, all ap-
pearing to be in the same party. One individual
was armed with a long duck gun, carrying over his
shoulders an immense shot pouch filled with buck
shot; another had on a cocked hat and military
roundabout, with two horse pistols in a belt on
either side of bhim. Those in charge of the cars
attempted to prevent some of these characters
from going on board, but they seemed bent on a
fight, and pleaded hard for a chance to take part
in the fray, snd soon filled up one of the cars.

The train consisted of eleven cars, the first con-

y of armed men have possession of the United
States Armory and the town of Harper’s Ferry
and have planted cannon on the bridge. All the
trains have been stopped going east. The tele-
graph wires have been cut and there is no commu-
nication east of this,so this despateh will be sent via
Wheeling, Pittsburg and Philadelphia to Balti-
more. A body of armed wen are now getting ready
to leave here at once to clear the bridge so that the
trains can pass. The affair has produced great ex-
citement all along the neighborhood.

THE PROBABLE ORIGIN OF THE OUTBREAK
Wasuixaroxn, Oct. 17.—In view of the possibility
of the disturbances at Harper’s Ferry extending to
this vicinity, the Mayors of Washington and Alex
andria have taken precautionary steps for its sup
pression. The President through the Mayor of
Washington ordered a strong detachment of volun-
teers to be posted at the National and Company Ar-
mories, which has been promptly done. “Two hun
dred stand of muskets and ammunition have also
been placed in the City Hall for an emergency.

It bas been suggested here by well informed per-
sons that the cause of the insurrection is the re-
ported fact that not long since the contractor for
the construction of the Government dam at Har-
per’s Ferry, absconded, largely indebted to several
hundred employees who may have taken this step
to indemnify themselves by the seizure of the gov-
errment funds which, it is supposed, were trans-
ported thither on Saturday. A gentleman just
rived here from Harper’s Ferry thinks the” blacks
have participated in the outbreak only on compul-
sion.

Tae Great Banvoox or Me. Lowe.— Approaching
Departure for Europe.—The monster balloon of
Mr. Lowe, now incourse of construction in New
York, is nearly ready for a trial trip. It will be,
when completed, over three hundred feet in length,
and about one hundred and fifty feet in diameter,
and will require about 125,000 cubic fect of gas to
expand its canvas sides to their full dimension:
Ordinary coal gas will be required for its inflation.
It will be supplied with a stove heated with slack-
ened lime, which will give out the requisite heat
without endaogering the balloon by tire. A pro-
pelling and steering apparatus, propelled by an
Ericsson caloric engine, will be connected with the
balloon. Mr. L. intends, says the New York Times,
as soon as possible, to attempt to cross the Atlantic
to Europe and to make this part of the trip as safe
and comfortable as possible, he has provided him-
self with numerous life preservers, and a Francis
metallic life boat, capable of sustaining forty men
in any sea, however rough. While the balloon is
driving along at the rate of one hundred miles an
hour, it is easy to see that considerable difficulty
would attend a debarkation. Apparatus has been
devised which, Mr. L. says, will so retard the bal-
loon that it cannot progress at the rate of more
than three or four miles an hour. Should necessity
require the abandonment of the air ship, it could
be accomplished easily while going at this speed.—
Casnalties by land have been equally provided
against, and that he may not be carried by bis ac-
celerated velocity over the British isles and the con-
tinent of Europe into Asia,Mr. L. has provided him
self with several anchors. Two of them are com-
paratively light, weighing about twenty pounds
each. Another, and the sheet anchor of the trip,

weighs sixty pounds, and is made of spring steel.—
This must stop the balloon when it reaches Eng-
land, or take the island along with it. Instruments

to determine the height of the air ship from the
water, and its veloeity and direction, all of which
will be available in the darkest night, will be taken
along.

Thge process of filling will occupy about a week.
Experiments will be made during this time to in-
sure the security of the envelope, and if it should be
found that it leaks,two or three additional coats of
varnish will be applied. The ascension will be made
as soon as possible after the balloon is filled. All
that Mr. L. desires is a clear, still day; the most
favorable time, he thinks, will be immediately after
astorm. Then the air islikely to be quiet” for a
day or two, and according to the theories of Meri-
am, Maury and Mitchell, Mr. Lowe says that two
days of fair weather after a storm, insure five or
six of a like character.
