
DOMESTIC MARKETS.
SHOE MARKET, October 14.

n ?'helfi efncrally considered a dull month in the Boot
Shoe business, and appearances indicate that the

lent month willbe no exception to the rule. With the

\vlst and South there is nothing doing except on orders,
but the New England jobbing trade continues active and
the stock of desirable work is diminishing. Prices con-
tinue to rule low for all kinds of work and no improve-

ment is looked for at present, as the stock of most kinds
ofgoods is large for the season.

With the manufacturers there is no improvement to

notice, and we do not look for any activity for several

weeks. Leather and Hides are also depreseed, and have a
downward tendency. The comparatively low prices now
ruling for all kinds of goods, and the unsettled state of
the trade, will induce manufacturers to delay their pre-
parations tor spring work as long as possible, and the
consequence is a very dull market for all kinds of stock.

There is very little demand for the California market.
No shipments from this port the past week. From New
York we only notice shipments of 20 cases.

COTTON GOODS MARKET.?The demand
for heavy Sheetings continues rather limited and the
stock is gradually accumulating. The nominal price of
standard goods is 8% cts., but orders for export could be
filled a shade under. Medium Sheetings and Shirtings
have been in fair demand at prices ranging from 7(257%
cts., and light goods are selling at 5# cts. In Bleached"
Sheetings and Shirtings there is no change, although the
demand through the week has been moderate. Manufac-
turers are still engaged in filling contracts for their most
desirable styles, and there is in consequence very little
accumulation of bleached goods as yet. Brown Drills are
steady but quiet at 8# cts. The production continues to j
be sold close up, and we do not look forany change for the
present. The sales of Bleached Drills have been at 9 cts ,
and Blues at 10# cts. In prints the sales have been to a
fair extent, and the favorite styles of the leading compa-
nies continue to be sold up close. Old and irregular
styles are working off at comparatively low prices.?
Print Cloths continue very quiet, and the tendency of
prices is in favor of buyers. No sales of any importance
during the week. Jeans are steady and firm, and De-
nims, Stripes and Ticks are in moderate demand,
without change in prices. Ginghams range j
from 10(210%c., with steady sales. In De Laines we no-
tice considerable activity, and this branch of the business
appears to have taken a fresh start the past week. This,
however, is not to be wondered at after an examination
of the many new and elegant patterns the different Com-
panies are constantly introducing. The Pacific Company
are offering new and beautiful styles that meet with a
ready sale. Cashmere De Laines appear to be in more
demand than usual, and as manufacturers have much
improved the quality of their goods, prices range higher
than inany previous season. The leading styles of De
Laines are selling at 17@18c., Cashmeres at 22%(a)25c.,
and extra styles have been sold at a considerable advance
on the latter rate. The goods of the Hamilton and Man-

chester Companies are also in demand. New styles,
highly creditable to their skill and taste, have been in-
troduced, and are taken at steady prices. The De Laine
season so far has been a very successful one.

Woolen Goods.?ln Woolen Goods a very fair busi-
ness has been done. Leading styles arc indemand and
in some instances ordered ahead. Fancy Cassimeres and
Doeskins, of good styles, at medium prices, find a
quick sale. Satinets are comparatively quiet withmoder-
ate sales. The Cloakings and Sackings of the Middlesex
Company are in demand and sold close up. Flannels
and Blankets continue in good demand and are sold
close up. The production o Flannels, particularl , has
been very large this season, but, notwithstanding, there
was scarcely any stock on hand the Ist of October.

Shawls are in demand. The Washington and Middlesex
--yafTirfiiueto meet witha ready sale at full prices. A con-

siderable lot of Waterloo, old styles, have been closed up
at comparatively low prices, but new styles sustain pre-
vious rates. Hosiery and Yarns have been in good de
mand.
