The reporter whom we despatched to Harper's

Ferrv, by the special train -which left this city on

Monday afternoon, returned yesterday with the
troops, and has furnished our readers with the
graphic account of what he saw and heard, which
we publish in this day's paper. In view of the
very full and satisfactory information he has ob-
tained as to the origin and character of the emeute,
it seems preposterous any longer to call it a

"Servile Insurrection." Itis a misnomer. Arising
of the slaves themselves it clearly was not, but sim-
ply an insane attempt on the part of a few Northern
fanatics to run off a portion of the slave population
of Virginia and Maryland. The instigator and
ringleader of the whole affair appears to have
been the celebrated Captain BROWN of Kansas
memory? OSSAWATOMIE BROWN, as The Tribune
loves to call him?a man long engaged in that
sort of business. An arch-agitator in Kansas and
a conspicuous actor in the troubles which deformed
the early history of that Territory, when affairs

became measurably quiet there, BROWN turned his
attention to enticing away the slaves of his Mis-
souri neighbors, and conducting them, via the
underground railroad, to Canada. The success
which attended his first efforts in this new sphere
of action, sometimes extending to the liberation
of ten or a dozen slaves in a single raid across

the Missouri borders, appears to have inspired him
with the fatal ambition of attempting a similar I
exploit in another field and on a grander scale.?
With this view, apparently, BROWN settled himself
some seven' months ago in the neighborhood of
Harper's Ferry. There, in silence and secresy, he
devoted himself to maturing the plans which have
since borne the bloody fruit of murder and treason.
He began to collect arms,, and by degrees other
men, like-minded with himself, commenced to as-

semble in the neigborhood. His sons, trained like
their father in the school ofKansas warfare, joined
him after an interval of a few months. Under
pretence of engaging in mining operations, an

unusual supply of shovels and picks was prepared?-
which were subsequently found in the hands of the
rebels, and in the event of their being able to make
a successful stand, would doubtless have attained
their destined use in constructing earth-works and
intrcnchmcnts. The rifles which were found
in the same bauds had already done
service in Kansas, tiie same, perhaps,

that BEECIIER blessed ?and, according to the
confession of one of the party, made to our

reporter, were furnished to BROWN for the express
purpose of being used in his recent enterprise by
the Massachusetts Emigrant Aid Society. They
were SHARP'S breech-loading rifles; no UNITED
STATES arms being found in the hands of any of
the insurgents. The few that were taken from the
Arsenal were subsequently captured and brought
back in the wagons in which they were removed.
As if still further to demonstrate the external
origin of the consf iraey, and to relieve it from
every suspicion of having originated with the ne-

groes, the very weapons with which the latter were

intended to be armed, bad they responded, as was
expected, to the call of their liberators, were steel
spears of New England manufacture?and of which
the number captured is estimated by our reporter
at nearly seven hundred. But the crowning proof
of all in favor of this explanation of the affair, is
the gratifying fact that only six slaves were seen

with arms in their Innds, while the entire free
negro population of the vicinity furnished
but a single recruit. The whole force of the j
insurgents, exclusive of these amounted to only
twenty-two men?lowa, Ohio, and Connecticut
furnishing the entire number? BßOWN himself being
a native of Litchfield county, in the last-named
State. So far, therefore, as the main object of the
insurrection was concerned?the running off of
slaves?the scheme was a failure; as respects the
insurgents themselves, it was something worse.?

The account, which we publish elsewhere, of the fi-
nal suppression and crushing out ofevery vestige of
rebellion, details the killing of thirteen?the wound-
ingof three, two of them mortally?the capture
of three?arid the escape of three, and upon the
heels of these latter, mounted men are in hot pur-
suit. Retribution has in this instance, therefore,
followed close upon transgression, and the
sword left but little for the halter to do. We
trust the lesson and the warning will not
be thrown away upou those whose sympathies
lead them to favor schemes like those of
BROWN. From the brief and bloody story of bis
treason and its punishment, they may learn the
folly of attempting to entice any considerable body
of slaves from their homes and their masters, and
the madness of expecting to escape the chastise-
ment which such an attempt is sure to provoke.

Nor is the affair without a moral for us in Mary-

land, as will as for Northern fanatics. We do not
refer to it as teaching the necessity for additional
caution or a more rigid system of police for the
government of our slave population. Against
such attempts as that of BROWN we do not be-
lieve that any amount of vigilance on the part of
the authorities could adequately provide. Its fail-
ure is the best safeguard against its repetition. JOHN
BROWN is one of thcheroes, and ifhe receives his de-
serts, will soon be one of the martyrs of the Re-
publican party, between whom and the Americans
of Maryland, Mr. HENRY WINTER DAVIS can see
"no difference oT opinion on public measures,
"which ought for a moment to keep them asunder
"at the next Presidential election." This is the
language of Mr. DAVIS' organ, in its yesterday's
issue; if we mistake not, it is the language of Mr.
DAVIS himself. That such are his sentiments we
have the conclusive evidence of his speech at the
Maryland Institute, in which he openly proclaimed
himself in favor of an alliance with the Repub-
licans, and averred that the true interests of Mary-
land were with the North?rather than with the
South. Mr. DAVIS is a candidate for re-election in
the Fourth Congressional District. Can the city
of Baltimore accord him its suffrages, and hope to
retain its position among Southern cities, or preserve
the confidence and sympathy of the State? Would
not the re-election of Mr. DAVIS be a direct
encouragement to the repetition of such attempts as
that which has been crushed in blood at Harper's
Ferry?by inspiring Northern agitators with the
belief that their own opinions in reference to
slavery were those of a majority of the people of
this city? BROWN would never have dared to
make the bold stand he did, had he not anticipated
a more general exhibition of support and sympathy
from the surrounding population?such as he
hoped, in the last resort, would leave an open'door
for his escape through Maryland into Pennsyl-
vania. He did not more egregiously mistake the
desire of the blacks lor freedom, than he
did the extent of the anti-slavery feeling
among the whites. Will not the re-election of Mr.
DAVIS, with his publicly avowed sentiments upon
the subject of a coalition of Americans and Free-
Soilers, place the city of Baltimore in n false posi-
tion in this rcspeql towards the State?the
South?and the country ? For us, the true and only
use of such an event as that which has just trans-
pired, is to tcacli us to know our friends from our
foes. "The exclusively Northern origin of the re-
cent cmevte planned and executed as wc
have shown it to have been by Northern men
with Northern arms, and bv tlx- aid of
Northern money? sufficiently demonstrates, in
spite of Mr. DAVIS and in opposition to his views
on which side our true interests lie, and with
whom honor and duty equally call us to take part.
Perhaps, with his peculiar notions in reference to
the employment of the military power for the sup-
pression of riot and rebellion, Mr. DAVIS, when
next he addresses his fellow-citizens in public, will
add the killingof thirteen Abolitionists by the Ma-

rines at Harper's Ferry, to the "massacre of thirty-five
"American citizens" at Washington, by the same
troops?in the list of outrages with which the pres-
ent Administration is to be credited. Be
that as it may, however, we are quite sure
that the general sentiment of right-thinking men
throughout the country will be in approbation of
the prompt action of the PRESIDENT, and the good
behavior and gallantry of the troops. We can-
not close these remarks without paying
the same tribute to all the authorities,
both Federal and local, wlio appear to have
acted on this occasion with great promptness
and a justappreciation of their duties. The alac-
rity with which the several volunteer companies of
this city responded to the call made upon them,
for a service in which the glory to be gained bore
but a small proportion to the danger to be incur-
red, is deserving of all praise; while to the Rail-
road Company, its and agents, from
the President down to the conductors and ton-
nage-men, who so bravely exposed their
lives in the attack upon the bridge, and in the ex-
pulsion of the insurgents from their position in the
town, too mnch credit cannot be given. For a
detailed account ofthe militaryoperations, which ap-

pear tohavebeen both skilfullyplanned and gallant-
ly executed, we must refer our readers to the state-
ment of onr Reporter. It is enough to say that as
the reßultof the harmonious and efficient action of
the authorities, civil and military, we have thecomplete and satisfactory suppression of the re-
bellion and the condign as well as speedy punish-
ment of those concerned in fomenting it.

Many disagreeable rumors, which have been
aiioat in this community, in regard to the corres-
pondence between the Mayor ot the city and my-
self, growing out of the outrages inflicted on me at
the recent election, have reached me, and 1 have
sought every opportunity, personally and through
my friends, of' correcting them. Myattention was
yesterday called to one in the local columns of The
American, and I sent a note to that paper, request-
ing the statement to be made that there had been
no personal interview between the Mayor and my-
self on the subject, and that our correspondence
had been perfectly respectful on both sides. By
some mistake, that correction was not made this
morning, as I hoped it would be, and to prevent the
circulation of further annoying reports, I think itproper to make a public statement of all that has
occurred on the subject.

On the morning after the election, my friend, Mr.
Ridgeley,delivered to the Mayor the letter,of which
the following is a copy:
To the Hon. Thomas Swann,

Mayor ofBaltimore City.
BALTIMORE, Oct. 13th, 1859.BIR: I was made, yesterday, the subject or individual

outrage, for which I feel myself entitled to seek redress at
your hands. I went to the polls at the twentieth ward
for the purpose of casting my vote and of co-operating
withother gool citizens in rendering to the constituted
authorities such aid as we could in preserving order and
in securing to every oiM, whether acting with or against
us, his right to vote. For a short time everything went
on quietly and we were unmolested. It soon became ap
parent that a band of ruffians had determined to take pos-
session of the polls, and they openly proclaimed their
intention to do so. No preparation or effort was made by
the police to prevent them. I, and others, who were withme, repeatedly told the police that we were there Tor noother purpose than to aid them in the discharge of theirduty and asked them to call on us in case of necessity,
"aul Placide struck an unoffending man in the mouthwith a large stone,within twenty yards of the polls. Gene-ral Watkins and myself pursued him for some distance,
calling upon the police to assist us, hut none of them paid
any attention to our call, and Placide tscaped. I com-municated the fact of the assault to several officers person-ally , and gave them the names of one or two gentleAen
who witnessed it, and requested them to arrest Placidebut was told in reply, that it had not occurred around thepolls, and that the only remedy was to make complaint
before a magistrate, and get a warrant for his arrest. I
spoketo the Sergeant in command,and obtained no great
er satisfaction from him. When Marshal Herring camearound, I told him the facts, and to my amazement, no
steps still were taken. This made me a marked object olindignation to the ruffians, and thev openly threatened
that before the morning was over, I should be punished
for my interference, and either killed or locked up in thestation. The police not only heard this, but they tveretold of it by a friend of mine, and in reply to his solicitstion to protect me, one of them said I was creating moredisturbance than any one else. The ruffians soon carriedinto execution their threat, to take possession of the polls?and met absolutely no resistance from the authorities*
Elated by their success and impunity, they began an in-discriminate attack. The Sergeant, I think, seized upon
Morgan, and some one else seized upon another of thembut they both succeeded after a brief scuffle, in getting
away?no other officer acting to quell the riot?no ordersto do so, being given, and no assistance called for fromthose of us, who were ready to render it. A man nearme was knocked down and about to be more brutallymaltreated, if not murdered. I interfered to protect himThe cry was instantly raised and repeated from mouth to
mouth, "now is our time?kill the damned son of a bitch "

and they all rushed at me?l defended myself with my
cane?keeping them off until I backed upon the steps olan adjoining house,and no officer came to my relief. A!length, one of the ruffians exclaimed "arrest iiim.hc-drewa pistol."' Officer No. 223, whose name, I was told iEdwards rushed upon me, saying "damn liim?l'llarr'eslhim," and rudely and violently seized me. I told liimhe need not expend his valor upon me?l had no iotentiorto resist, or violate the law, and would go with himI asked him to take me to your office, and let you
investigate the charge. He refused, and insisted upon
taking me to the "Western District Station." Somthalf dozen disinterested gentlemen went along withme, and assured the officer that they were all neaime, during the affray, and that I had not drawn or at
tempted to draw a pistol, but had only used my cane tt
protect myself. It had no effect?he insisted on carryingme ;to the station. As we went along, we met Morgan
who had been one of the originators of the disturbance,?he tauntingly said to me "where are your damned Reformers now,"to which the officer replied?waiving him off, "1have him safe." On my arrival at the station, a marby the name of Johnson was called, who said I drew apistol on liim. I asked the Sergeant in charge, to takehis testimony under oath, ne refused. I asked him tcexamine the disinterested spectators of the scene wlicwere there prepared to prove that I had never, from thebeginning to the end of the affray, even attempted to draw

in Paris, died in that city on the 3d instant, ofapo-
plexy.

He was born in Virginia, graduated at the Uni-versity of North Carolina in 1816, from which in-
stitution he received the degree ofLL. D.; adopted
the profession of law, and was a judge of the Dis-trict Court of Virginia; he was a representative in

! Congress from Virginia from 1831 to 1837; a mem-
ber of President Tyler's Cabinet, as Secretary of
the Navy; a member of President Polk's Cabinet,
first as Attorney-Qeneral, and secondly as Secre-
tary of the Navy; and was appointed by President
Pierce Minister to France, in which position he
was continued by President Buchanan till his
death. His association with Mr. Buchanan in the
(amous Ostend Convention, as well as his Virginia
connections, induced Mr. Buchanan to allow him a
second term of office.

Mr. Mason was a man of generous nature, and
his free living and hospitality have probably more
than consumed his salary. He leaves a wife and
several children, and one of bis daughters was re-
cently married in Paris.

Several years ago, after his arrival at Paris, Mr.
Mason had a paralytic stroke, which now appears
to have been the premonition of the final attack of
which he died on the 4th instant.

I A FAST YOUNG MAN IN ENGLAND.?A young man
named Francis George Hare, twenty-nine years old,
and formerly a Lieutenant in the Life Guards, was
released from prison in London, where he has been
confined for debt since October, 1857, a week or
two since, the creditors, though notified, not ap-
pearing to object to his discharge.

about the same amount in speculation on the ParisExchange. The young man had been literally

, stripped of everything, and was onlv enabled to
present his petition by the kinclhess'of a profes-
sional friend.
