We are gratified to learn, as will be our readers
to hear, that our respected fellow-citizen, WILLIAM
G. HARRISON, Esq., has consented to the use of his
name as an Independent Candidate for Congress
in the Fourth Congressional district of Maryland.
In thus coming before the public as a candidate
for a political station, Mr. HARRISON has yielded
only to a strong sense of public duty, and to the
urgent representations and repeated solicitations
of a large body of influential citizens. As the
nomination has been entirely unsought and un-
wished for on his part, it 3 acceptance is unaccom-
panied by pledges of any sort or description
whatsoever. Mr. HARRISON'S position as a candi-
date will be independent as well of the Reform
movement as of any and every other political
organization among us. As the Democratic party
has rescinded its previous action, and resolved to
make no nomination in this District, he will be
Mr. DAVIS' only competitor. As such, he will
not fail to unite in his favor the suffrages of
all who are opposed to the indefinite con-
tinuance of club-violence and club-rule
among us, and who rate the interests of the State
and City higher than the success of party or the
gratification of political animosities. Of Mr.
HARRISON'S positive claims upon the support and
confidence of the community?which are greater
even than his negative claims as the opponent of
Mr. DAVIS, we have no room, nor is there neces-
sity to speak. The presentation of his name is
enough to suggest all these, and with that and the
pledge of our own cordial support, we renew the
expression of our entire satisfaction at the nomi-

nation.

We have already referred to the recent Election
as showing what simple courage and perseverance
could do, in a few wards, in the face of ruffianly
opposition, and in the absence of all protection
from the authorities. We have been encouraged
by that result to urge the friends of Reform to re-
doubled efforts at the coming Election. We have
impressed upon them the duty and necessity of
immediate and thorough organization throughout
the city. We have illustrated the importance of
such organization, by reference to the success
which attended it, at the Municipal Election,
wherever it was attempted, and which was every-
where in proportion to its completeness. We have
not hesitated to assure an outraged and disfran-
chised community that its best, as well as only,
reliance is self-reliance, and that the surest way to
make the authorities do what is right, is to re-
solve and prepare to resist what is wrong. The
importance of the offices to be filled at the Novem-
ber Election?involving the upright and efficient
administration of justice in this city for four
years next to come, as well as the faithful and
honest represental ion of the sentiments and inter-
ests of its people in the State Legislature?renders
it doubly imperative that those offices should not
be resigned without a struggle into incompetent or
dishonest hands. The ruffianism which may en-
deavor to obstruct the access of the honest citizen
to the polls, and which may render difficult, and
even dangerous, any attempt to deposit his ballot,
so far from excusing the voter from any
further attempt to assert his rights, increases ten-
fold the obligation npon him, to do all in his
power to rescue the ballot-box from such Keeping.
Let not any citizen suppose that the failure of the
authorities to do their duty, can absolve him from
the obligation to do his. The demands of patriot-
ism rise in proportion to the necessities of the
State, and citizenship has its obligations and re-
sponsibilities, which are not less solemn and weigh-
ty than those of official station, nnd no amount of
treachery or delinquency, on the part of the con-
stituted authorities, can be pleaded in excuse for
their non-fulfilment. By every consideration,
therefore, of public duty, as well as private inter-
est, the friends of Reform are hound to persevere
in their efforts to rescue and redeem this city.
Experience has demonstrated that the only way to
achieve success is by organization. Let organiza-
tion then proceed without delay in all the wards
of the city. Each ward should be blocked
for the purpose of ascertaining, if possible, the
name nnd residence of every legal voter, with a view
to the detection and punishment of the frauds that
will undoubtedly be attempted. Committees
should be in attendance at all the polls to aid the
honest voter?to challenge the illegal one?to see
that every man casts liis vote who is entitled to do
so?to note carefully whether the police and Judges
do their whole duty, nnd to prosecute every viola-
tion of law which may occur. Citizens, every-
where, should prepare to defend themselves and
each other, against brutal violence nnd wrong. If
our police were the best in the world, instead of
being in league with the riotous nnd disorderly,
it would be no reason why any man should quietly
submit to he stabbed with awls, to be beaten with
billies, or perforated with bullets?or even stand
by and witness another subjected to such treatment.

e ('° not counsel now, nor have we ever coun-
selled, resistance to the authorities or a resort to
violence. AVe do insist upon, however, and that
without qualification, the right of self-defence.

While according full credit for their courage
and gallantry to all who assisted in the suppres-
sion of the late treasonable attempt at Harper's
Ferry, the conduct of Col. LEE of the regular
army, and of the officers and men under his com-
mand, is deserving of especial mention. At fust
glance, the taking of a brick building, occupied
by half-a-dozen rebels, with a force of more than
one hundred U.VITED STATES Marines, may seem a
trifling exploit, hardly worth noting. But to
have taken it?tinder all the circumstances of the
case, including the desperate character of the men
who held it, with the loss of but a single man,
and the wounding of one other, on the part of the
attacking force, and without harm to the prisoners
who were confined in the building, retained as
hostages by its defenders?shows great judg-
ment in planning the attack, and great cool-
ness and moderation in its execution.
In advance of the Official Report of Col.
LEE to the Department, detailing in military
phrase the disposition which he made of the force
under his command, and his plan of operation, we
cannot refrain from recapitulating the main fea-
tures of the affair as we have them from an intelli-
gent eye-witness. The building in which Mr.
WASHINGTON and his fellow-prisoners were confined,
and in which BROWN and the survivors of his
band had taken refuge, i 3 of brick?one story
high?and contains two apartments. Of these?-
the smaller and inner one, cut off" from the other
by a solid wall, was used as a store-room- the
larger and outer one contained the fire-apparatus
belonging to the Armory. This room was furnish-
ed with large doors made so as to admit of the
convenient passage of the apparatus, and no win-
dows, except a row of semi-circular lights, some
twelve or fifteen feet from the ground. The wall
was loop-holed for musketry by BROWN and his
men, and the door strongly barricaded?ropes
being stretched across on the inside, and the fire-
apparatus placed against them. BROWN, when
called upon to surrender, refused to do so, except
upon terms to which it was impossible to accede
being nothing less than a safe conduct for himself
and his men to the mountains. This being de-
nied him, he declared his intention of dying with
arms in his hands. There was nothing to do but
to take the building by assault. But how to do it,
was the question. The height of the windows
from the ground precluded the possibility of en-
tcringbythem except by escalade, which would have
exposed the Marines to the fire of those inside.
Musketry could make no impression on
brick walls. The use of artillery would
have involved the citizens, whose lives
it was desired to save, in the same
destruction with the insurgents. In view of
these difficulties, the plan adopted by Col. LEE
was an admirable one. The doors were battered
down with A ladder used RS a ram, and the Marines
rushed in. The conflict which followed was over
almost as soon as begun. Two of the Marines were
hit 83 the doors were forced. One of the insurgents
was killed outright?another mortally wounded?-
and a third?old BROWN ?cut down with a sabre.
The citizens who were confined in the room were
unharmed. The whole thing was done in a minute
?well-planned and cleverly executed. In the
not less gallant but less skilfully managed attack
made upon the same building, by Captain ALBURTIS
and his company of Martinsburg volunteers, the
day before, the assailants were repulsed with the
loss of two of their number killed and fivewound-
ed. The difference in favor of discipline and regu-
lar troops is worthy of note. Col. ROBERT E.

LIE by whom the troops were commarded, is a
natire of Virginia, and the present owner of the
Arlington estate?having married the only daugh-
ter of the late GEORGE WASHINGTON PARKS
Esq. He is a graduate of West Point, and wa,
formerly attached to the Topographical Engineers
but upon the formation of the new regiments was

transferred and promoted to the rank of Lieutenant
Colonel of the 3nd Cavalry. He served with great
distinction in the Mexican war. Major WILLIAM
W. RUSSELL ol the Marines, whose gallant con-
duct has already been noticed, and who was the
first to enter the building when the doors were
opened, is a native of this State, and Paymaster
and Major by brevet in the corps to which he be-
longs. Lieut. GREENE, who captured BROWN, we
believe, is a NewYorkerby birth, but was appoint-
ed from Wisconsin. The number of Marines en-
gaged did not exceed thirty, though there were
three times that number present upon the ground
and within the armory enclosure; and men a3 well
as officers deserve credit for their good conduct.

IV e present our readers to-day with a map of
the scene of the late disturbances in western
Maryland and Virginia, and also a plan of the
Armory enclosure, at Harper's Ferry, with the
Arsenal, Engine-house, Rifle-works, Bridge, and
other points referred to in the despatches.

OUR LATE ELECTION AS SEEN BY A
STRANGER.

A correspondent of the New York Evening Foe'
was in Baltimore last week and was quite edified
with what he saw at our Charter election, and thus
writes to the journal with which he is connected,
under date of October 13th:

_An Englishman, who affected the sports of thering, having seen many a prize-fight as well as
rough-and-tumble mill in his own country, went
over to Ireland with the view of gaining variety in
his experiences by witnessing, ana, perchance, tak-
ing part in the row which annually closed the famous
fair at Donnybrook. Before the day appointed for
this interesting exhibition he took lessons in theuse of the shillelah from an Irish adept, who never
failed to share in the exercises of his country-
men assembled at Donnybrook. The Irishman,
waving his shillelah byway of ready 'illustration,
described to him the row in advance?how it
would commence?how it would go on?how the
fight would thicken?the combatants would crowd
and maul each other, and finally the thorough
confusion and general pounding of heads that
ivould result. "But how," inquired the English-
man, "how in the melee am I to tell friend from foe?"
"Don't mind a bit," said bis tutor, getting excited
even in the rehearsal; "Devil of a bit do you mind
that 1 Wherever you see n head, hit itI" Such was
the temper of the "Plug Uglies" and "Blood
Tubs," as they might have been seen parading the
streets of Baltimore on the last evening of the elec-
tion, making night hideous with yells and pistol
shots. They only wanted to see a"head to hit it.
Comparatively quiet they ivere during the day,
since, for the "most part, they had tilings in their
own way. As I saw them at one of the polling
places which I had the curiosity to visit, they vere
merely dirty, loud and indecent; but I was sure
that 1 did not see the auimals at the hour when
they were taking their food?food of license and of
blood?an exhibition ivhich of late years has at-
tended every exercise of tbe elective franchise by
the citizens of the capital of Maryland. The news-
papers of to-day congratulate themselves on yes-
terday's proceedings as showing the quietest elec-
tion which the city had seen for five years. It was
indeed, since no lives were taken, a mild state of
affairs compared with th; terrible scenes of last
year. Yesterday it was only in some five of the
twenty wards that the bullies?calling themselves
"Americans"?seized the polls; in one, where they
feared a majority against them, they turned off the
gas, and stole the ballot-box with its contents; in
another ward the candidate at three o'clock in the
afternoon (the polls close atsix) withdrew his
name rather than, by persisting in the canvass,
expose his friends to the assaults aad violence with
with which their attempts to deposite their votes
was met.

Your Baltimore ruffianism in elections differs from
that of New York. In New York it is, if quite as
determined, more business-like, and apparently is
satisfied when, carrying the day, it has accomplish-
ed its object. In Baltimore it riots after the day
is over, and shoots people wantonly in the evening.

Let not the friends of free institutions and popu-
lar government be downcast because here and there
in the land violence rules. The fermenting ele-
ments will work themselves clear in time. The re-
sult might, indeed, be anticipated by the prompt
and lawless justice of a vigilance committee, as at
San Francisco. The hanging of half a dozen ruf-
fians here would make Baltimore quiet. New York
ruffianism could speedily be subdued by the applica-
tion of the halter to a few Mulligans aDd Russells.
But the movement is hardly worth the sacrifice of
law and order which it would cost. Besides, it is
not easy to carry on an effective movement to this
end either in Baltimore or New Y'ork. The law-
and-order citizens of those places would be but in-
different material for vigilance committees. Itwas
otherwise in San Francisco?a town peopled by
men of nerve and resolution, who had gone thither
with the stern determination of repairing broken
fortunes. They did not brook that a few low-born
ruffians, spewed upon their shore, the refuse of
gambling houses and brothels elsewhere, should be
an obstacle in the way of their peaceable advance
to prosperity in the city, crude in customs and
institutions, in which thev had made their home,
and to which, as they held, it was theirs to give
the law.

THE LATE FILIBUSTER MOVEMENT.
The New York Times has information that the

recent Filibuster expedition was composed of bet-
ter material, and was altogether more formidable
than any of its predecessors. Itfurther learns from
a reliable source, that when the Philadelphia
left New York a few weeks since, she had on board
1,000 stand of arms, purchased of parties in that
city, who can testify to the fact. The Times also
says:

The Philadelphia carried from eight to ten boats
designed to carry the filibusters up the Colorado
branch of the San Juan River. After she reached
New Orleans all the other eargo was discharged,
and the arms, munitions and boats remainea on
board. Yet two searches were made by the United
States Marshal, his deputies and the Collector at
New Orleans, without discovering anything whichthey regarded as suspicious ! Four days after thelast search, one of the parties who sold part of the
arms that were on board the ship, and who went
out on her in charge of them, left the steamer to
return to New York. When he left, these same
arms were on board the steamer and in plain view.
The engineer of the steamer is a Mr. Scott, a broth-
er ot J. N. Scott, Mr. Yanderbilt's agent at I'untaArenas, Nicaragua. It seems while the steamer
was lying at Key West for a few hours, where shetouched on her passage, he mentioned the fact of
the arms being on board, and of the destination of
the ship, which was to convey Walker and his men
from New Orleans to Nicaragua.

After her arrival at New Orleans, he again com-
municated the fact to parties from whom the coal
was purchased for her voyage; they in turn com-
municated them to various other parties in New
Orleans, until they became so patent that the Col-
lector and the Marshal felt bound to interfere, and
for form's sake at least, to institute an investiga-
tion. The filibusters were arrested, and immedi-
ately afterwards permitted to escape. The
vessel was examined, and it was announced that no
arms were found. A clearance was refused to her,
however, although when there was no intention
that she should sail before the 20th inst. As it is
now reported bv the Government officials that no
suspicion attaches to her, ?of course she will sail
with the mails, arms, munitions, boats and filibus-
ters, unless another steamer shall be ingeniously
substituted for her. But another steamer, we are
told, belonging to the same parties, left this port
yesterday for New Orleans, without passengers,
cargo or freight of any kind. It is by no meansimpossible that this movement mav have some con-
nection with this mysterious expedition.

If these statements be correct we may expect to
hear before long of another raid upon the Isthmus.
Vanderbilt has agreed to open the Nicaragua route,
nnd the questions arise how is he to do it, and may
he not have made an arrangement with Walker to
accomplish that result? If he has, we shall shortly
have stirring times.

CONCERT OF THE BEETHOVEN SOCIETY.?We would
again direct attention to the Concert of the Beetho-
ven Society which will take place to-night at the
Monumental Assembly Rooms, corner of Centre
and St. Paul streets. The performers are all gen-
tlemen of the first order of talent, and the enter-
tainment will be one of superior character, both as
regards selection and execution. We trust that a
large attendance will mark the appreciation of our
community of music of a high order.

THE SAYERS AND BRETTLE FIGHT.
A DETAILED REPORT OF THE MILL.

THE FISHT.

Round I.?On throwing off their togas, therewas a great disparity in the appearance of themen?much greater, indeed, than would have beenexpected from the slight difference of weight.
Tom, whose condition was superb, was broad-
shouldered, thick-loined and muscular, the weight

Each had a pleasant, good-humored smile on his phiz, but the Champion
seemed to be more at home than his adversarv.
Bob looked leary, and walked round his man with
a kind of crab-like, sidewav movement, and look-
ing out of the corner of"his ogle, was evidently
on the look-out to catch the Champion tripping,
and make a dash at him with his right. Tom
was awake, however, and though not moving far

from the scratch, stepped with Bob, and "con-
trived to keep him continually facing him.

At length Bob, finding his man so fly to his little
game, dashed straight at him, and let go the left,
which caught Tom very slightly on the beak.?
Tom nodded and smiled, as much as to say, "wait
a minute," and Bob renewed his journey round his
man, who remained in the middle of the ring. At
length Bob again dashed in, and exchanges took
place, in which Tom left bis mark on Bob's fore-
head. Bob retreated, came again, and lunging
out his left, was prettily countered on the mouth,
from which first blood was instantly visible, the
blow being a hot 'un. Some neat exchanges fol-
lowed on the side of the head; they then broke
away, and asSayers followed his man, Bob ducked
his head, but Sayers caught him a sharp spank on
the probocis, which led to counter-hitting, when
Tom got well on the forehead, and Bob fell. A
claim of first knock down for Tom was made, butdisallowed, as Bob was evidently getting down
when the blow reached him.

2. Bob's beak and mouth showed that Tom had
been there; he, however, dashed in, and heavy ex-
changes took place, Tom getting on to the left
peeper, and Bob on the body. Bob now broke
away, and resorted to bis cunning peripatetic
dodge, but Tom onlygrinned and waited for him.
At length Bob dashed in, and got on the chest very
slightly, Tom returning wellon the kisser. Bob,
after another pedestrian excursion, came again and
let go the left, which was stopped, and he again
walked around and showed his muscle. Tom step-
ped with him, and each tried to draw the other,
until at last Bob let go his left, and sharp ex-
changes followed on the cheek with the left, and
Tom fell. A claim of knock down for Brettle not
allowed, Tom being on the hop and partially slip-
ping down.

3. Tom on coming up had a slight mark on the
left cheek, which caused the Brums to cheer vocife-
rously. Bob, on seeing it, made a dash to force the

fighting, but Tom stopped him by a straight one on
the whistler, and then closed. This lea to some
sharp but very wild in fighting in Tom's corner,
and at last Bob was down on his knees with all the
worst of it.

4. Bob came up blinking with his left eye, which
had evidently got peppered in the last wild rally,
and seemed as ifabout to close. It was now dis-
covered that the ten minutes had jnst expired, and
that his bet of £2OO was saved. He lost no time in
getting to work, but giving one or two sideway
steps he dashed in, planted his right on the ribs,
and then one or two sharp counter hits were ex-
changed. While dodging and stepping in and out,Bob's spikes came into dangerous collision with
Tom's shin, and inflicted a serious wound; Tom
pointed to the injured spot and shook his head,
whereupon Bob apologized, assured him itwas un-
intentional, and promised to be more careful for
the future. The wound was excessively deep, andonly shows the extreme danger of using such absurd
spikes, which are utterly useless to a man who in-
tends really to keep on his legs. Tom, after a little
dodging, got heavily on the damaged peeper and
nose, and received a hot on the jowl, whichknocked
him clean ofl'his legs. Counter hits were exchanged,
Tom getting very heavily on the left peeper andreceiving a hot one on the jowl. First knock down
for Brettle, who was enthusiastically cheered as he
went to his corner.

5. On coming up there was no mark of Bob's
visitation on Tom's jaw, but the effect of Tom's
blows on Bob's muzzard and eye was very visible.
His conk and left peeper were swollen, and the
claret was still visible from his whistle-trap. The
backers of Tom offered four to one, but in only one
instance was it taken, viz: by Bob Tracers, who
invested a tenner on his pet. Bob, after a littlequeer maneuvering, rushed in left and right, and
got the latter in on the body, but not heavily.?

e looked serious, and walked round and round,
but finding Tom ready he tried a dash, succeeding
in landing the right on the body. Tom got heavily
on the forehead, and then counter hits being ex-
changed, Brettle got slightly on the neck, and Tom
with his right caught Brettle very heavily on the
left shoulder, and Bob went down in bis (Tom's)
corner. Tom ran after Bob as he was being carried
to his corner, with a curious look of anxiety and
alarm on his countenance, evidently thinking he
had inflicted some dangerous injury. Finding,
however, that the blow had not had the serious ef-
fect he feared, he walked smiling to his corner.

6. Bob came up looking very serious, and several
times led off left and right, but quite out of dis-
tance. Tom then stepped in and tried his left,
which Bob cleverly avoided, and then returned
on the chest. They quickly got to close quarters,
and after a sharp exchange on the neck Brettle fell
forward on his hands in Tom's corner, Tom missing
a terrific upper-cut with his right as he fell.

7 and last. Bob missed several well intended,
lunges with the right, and then walked around the*
ring; he came again, and tried the left with a simi-
lar result. He kept hitting out ot distance, as if
afraid of Tom's right, which had already missed
him so narrowly. Again and again did he step in
and out, and as Sayers tried to catch him on
the hop he would point and grin; at last he got
slightly on the chest, receiving a little one on the
cheek. Bob retreated, and then hit out most fu-
riously, but missed, and Tom countered him heavi-
ly on the shoulder; at the same moment Bob imme-
diately put his right hand on his shoulder, as if in
pain; he, however, shook himself together, and
tried to stand and prop his man with his right, but

from the expression of his countenance something
was evidently amiss, and on Tom's approaching
him he got down in his own corner apparently suF
fering considerable agony. Solid Coates, his' um-
pire, at once went to his corner, and on inquiry
found that he had dislocated his shoulder, either
by the force of his own blow, or from the effect of
Tom's heavy counter; and this being the case, of
course he had no option but to resign the victory
to Tom Sayers, who was hailed the conqueror in
fifteen minutes.

Tom at once went to shake hands with his fallen
foe, and then resuming his toggery, quickly reap-
peared among his friends without a mark to show
that he had been fighting. A medical friend who
was on the ground quickly attended upon poor
Bob, and lost no time in restoring his arm to its
position, and the poor fellow, more injured in mind
than body, was soon sufficiently recovered to enter
freely into conversation with his friends, many of
whom believed, and, we hear, still believe, that he
had to the full as good a chance as Tom Sayers at
the time so disastrous a termination to the battle
occurred. That this was so is, of course, but a mat-
ter of opinion. That Bob's own opinion did nut
coincide with th at of his friends may be gathered
from the fact that he has since called upon us to
state his intention of retiring from the King. Ho
says that he knows of no man of his own weight
who is likely to try conclusions with liim; he has
no intention of again over-matching himself as on
the present occasion, and as he has a good business
in Birmingham he thinks he can well afford to
leave fightingalone, at any rate as an active pro-

fessor of the art.
